A Hot Night Debate—The National Policy

After a year's talk, innumerable alder-
manie jaunts and buckets full of news-
paper opinion the city council last night
settled the pumping engine contract by
awarding it to Inglis & Hunter. For the
first time in many months the entire. coun-
cil, 36 in number, were in their places.
Ald. Walker and Smith after a three
months’ absence - were _in there. The
council chamber was excessively warm,
and the debate was carried on under very
sweltering dircumstances until 12.15 this
morning, when the vote was finally taken,
and by a straight vote of 25 to 7 the tender
was awarded to Inglis & Hunter. From

closed it was quite apparent that the firm
would get the contract, and their friends

stuck by them to the last, ‘
. Before going into committee of the whole

duce Judge Bgd to hold the investigation
into the alleg, attempts at bribery by the
Holly agents.

A free, open, lively
debate followed in the committee, and it
was quite evident that no matter what was
said each member had irrevacably made up
his mind as to how he was going to vote,
Ald. Moore led off with a lengthy speech
on the Lake Simcoe water scheme. He
held that the city would ultimately have
;:o obtain supply from that source and the
€8s spent on a pumping engine the better,
He submitted g mmt% the effect that a
30-inch main could be constructed to Lake
Simcoe at a cost of $3,000,000, which
would, he claimed, in time pay on itself
.and return a‘handsome revenue to the city.
In the addresses that followed this subject
received a good deal of attention, but it
was a foregone conclusion that a pumping
engine would be bought, the Lake Simcoe
scheme notwithmnﬁing. The gentlemen
of the council who spoke after Ald. Moore
—Walker, Smith, illichamp, Irwin, Mc-
Connell, Denison {St. Marks), Turner and
Sheppard—devoted a good deal of atten-
tion to the personal attacks of the Tele-
gram on the members of the
council. Ald. Turner gave the part-
ing blast to the debate, and turned over
in a lively style the Globe and Mail for
silence on the great question before the citi-
zens. “‘Oh for two hours of the good old
days when the Brown’s ran the Globe,”
continued the alderman from St, Patrick’s,
“the citizens would have been given an
opinion and the Globe would not have
waited to hear what the Mail said about
it either, The Mail had printed three
eolumns of milk and water
about the national policy and the
contract, and the Glo had de-
voted three columns to the polywogs in
Lake Simcoe, Outside of these' articles
these great dailies, said to be the leading
journals of the dominion, had not said g
word, It was left to the independent
press: of the city—which the speaker de-
clared were the News and The Vorld—to
offer any advice that had been offered to
the council.  These risin young journals
handled the questions of tﬁe day in a man-
ner and with a dash that had weight with
the public, while the old foggie blanket
sheets had gone to sleep over these great
questions. The Telegram had abused the
aldermen whom it supposed would not
luplport Inglis & Hunter’s tender; but he

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Stock Speculating Squabbles.

The litigation that is likely to arise out
of the now notorious tumble in stocks of
a few months ago is only beginning in the
half-dozen suits that have already been
heard. There may be a dozen more before
the matter is settled, and the brokers get
rid of their squabbles. It was reported on
the street yesterday that a well-known
broker is about to enter an action for $20,-
000 against the Federal bank. Another is
that of a speculator who intends suing the
stock exchange for posting him asa default-
er; and the stock exchange will also be
given an opportunity to reinstate a mem-
ber whom they have removed, or else take
the consequences of an action. These are
a few of the impending law suits,

The members of the stock exchange,’
said one of the brokers: yesterday, are
kicking like steers against paying the
$2000 damages awarded to Mr. Temple.
They seem to think that the officious
broker who'made the report should pay
the damages, but he does not see the
pro-p(r)iety of this, and says a certain
panker got him to do it. -Perhaps the
banker will pay it.

If there is one thankful class in the com-
munity at the present moment it is made
of those bankers who, when tempted by
the ‘wonderful profits” of the stock
speculating banks had the nerve to resist.
They now see how great the risk, how
sure that trouble will arise,

_Ardent Spirits in ‘Warm Weather.

One of the peculiaritfes of the drinking
habits of oun peogle is that ardent liquors
are almost as much drunk in very warm
weather as in the middle of winter. Last
week, for instance, the saloon keepers will
tell you any amount of liqu'or was con-
sumed by their customers. It is true that
light drinks were extensively called for,
Dbut it was nevertheless the fact that alco-
holic beverages appeared to be a favorite
with the older men, As one saloon keeper
put it yesterday, a drunken wave struck
the town last week, and not a few suc-
cumbed to its influence. Doctors on the
other hand teil us that nothing is more
dangerous, or more to be avoided than the
consumption ofalcoholduringthe very warm
weather, It is much more dangerous
drinking in summer than in winter, bad as
it is in the latter period. If men must
drink they ought to drink wines like claret,
sauterne and hoek, or beer and .ager,
rather than the gin, whisky and brandy
that is either taken straight, or disguised
as cock-tails, or by whatever fanciful name
it may be known. Another noticeable
feature “in the drinking customs of our
people is the increased call there is for gin,
in place of whisky. The custom house
returns show that the importation of this
kind of liquor has been advancing ata
wonderful rate within the past few years,
Whether Canadian whisky is degenerating
in quality, or whether our people want
something stropger we cannot say, but the
fact is that gin in some form or other is the
new tipple.

Methodist Higher Education.

It must be gratifying to all concerned in
higher education to observe the stand
taken by Dr. Dewart and Principal Hare
of the Whitby ladies’ collége"in their ad-
dresses last night at the meeting in favor
of methodist education at the Elm street
church. These gentlemen did not go so
far as to say that Victoria university ought
to be wiped out, but they looked with
favor on the idea of a first-class methodist
theological college located in Toronto,
near the provincial university, whereby
the church would be able to devote her
energies to training men in theology who
conld get their secular teaching at the
provincial college alongsidé, and which
arrangement would allow of the fullest
control of the students, The removal to
Toronto would not entail any abandon-
ment of the oversight that the church now
has of its students.

Such a theological hall would contain a
residence, wherein not only candidates for
the ministry would live, but also be a home
for sons of methodists who intended to
follow secular pursuits after their univer-
sity career.

It is true Dr. Sutherland, whose loyalty
to Victoria we admire, and whose ideas
regarding church control of students we
respect, took opposite grounds, but we are
confident that he does mot voice the
opinion of the great body of the methodist
communion. That body, like every other
denomination in this country, has only
a certain amount of money which it can
devote to education, and those who are
entrusted with the administration of that
fand are bound to see that it is efliciently
spent. The amount at ptesent; contrib-
uted by the denomination is very far from
being sufficient to support a great univer-
sity with faculties in arts and divinity, let
alone law and medicine; and this being
the case it is incumbent on the church to

take a practical view of the wmatter, and
secure the best possiblb value for their
outlay. This we take, it can only be at-
tained by some such plan as that suggested
by Dr. Dewart. There are wealthy meth-
odists in Toronto and all over the province
who  would contribute  sufficient
money to build the best equipped
theological hall and reeidence in the
dominion in this city, and we know that
the provincial university is disposed to give
them a site in the park- gratis. Even the
town of Cobourg need lose nothing by the
removal of Victoria to: Toronto. The
buildings there can be turned to practical
use, and made as good a source of revenue

to the town as the college now is, Butit

is not the interests of a town, nor the in-
terest of a professorate, that is to be con-
sidered. The fundamental issue is one of
the good of the denomination, and the
most efficient outlay of its educational
funds. ;

The Active Militia of Canada.

To the Editor of The World.

Sir: I quite agree with your article in
saying that if we have a force of active
militia they should be efficient. But in
what does efficiency consist? Surely not
in being able to ‘‘march past” with a line
straight as a brick wall, but inter alia in
courage, obedience to superiors, physical
strength and endurance, and last but not
least, in’ being accurate and well trained
riflemen. Do our Canadian militia possess
these qualities? They are not asa rule
fair representatives of our Canadian man-
hood. The inducements are not sufficient
to persuade the majority of men, who have
to earn their living, to enlist; and very
many of those who do enlist do so only for
the sake of wearing a uniform and having
a good jolly time generally. As for being
good riflemen the Canadian militia
are very deficient, We are not hunt-
ers like the militia of 1812, who
acquitted themselves so nobly, were. " Yet
the government seems to take it for
granted that our young men have become
crack shots from shooting bears, wolves,
etc., from their back door steps. Many
men in the militia are almost wholly ignor-
ant of what the back sight on a rifle is_in-
tended fer, and our militia system does
very little to teach them. Itsupplies each
man in camp here with forty-five rounds of
ammunition. We all know that *a little
knowledge is a dangerous thing;” the very
little acquired by the riflemen educated
under the militia system must be doubly
dangerous. Ask some of our crack shots
how many rounds they fired before they
became efficient and I venture to say the
answer will be nearer 450 than 45. The
devotion of those members of the active
militia, and® they are not a few, who
have spent time and money in
order to become efficient, ' cannot be
too highly praised; but the lump is
too large to be leavened by their unaided
exertions, Let the government, which has
already established schools for instruction
in other departments cfj drill, erect targets,
supply all the ammunition required, in-
stead of making riflemen purchase it as
they now do, offer prizes for markmanship,
and it will do a great deal to remedy the
present state of affairs. If the expense is
too great, reduce the expenditure for uni-
forms, etc. An efficient soldier can soon
be supplied with a uniform, while it takes
years to make a man with a uniform a sol-
dier.

PORT ARTHUR.

A Correspondent Sketches 1ts Growth and
Appearance—Salvation Army Wanted.
PorT ARTHUR, June 14.—There seems

to be some doubt abroad in regard to Port

Arthur being the lake terminus of the Can-

adian Pacific railway in this region. Judg-

ing from present appearances no one here at
least seems to have any doubt in the mat-
ter., One year ago the town was a small
collection of nondescript and unsightly
buildings and save for its situation and
surroundings one of the’ most uninviting
places imaginable. Now it is quite a town
with a fair proportion of very good build-
ings and save temporary and iunﬁnished
structures comparatively few unsightly
ones. Some of the residences are neat an
tasty and have an air of comfort ang ele-
gance seldom seen in ordinary towns, es-
pecially new ones, Old buildings are being
reconstructed and enlarged and new ones
are going up all over the town and in
every direction, There are no end of tem-
rary places of residence, yet it is almost
impossible to get accommodation of any
kind, and a good many people are living
in tents. There is & first class
hotel in town and several very
good ones, yet on my arrival
three weeks since, myself and a friend
could not get accommedation in any res-
ctable place. There will, however, soon
e almost unlimited hotel accommodation.
Several quite large hotels are nearly com-
pleted and a large summer one is to be put
upat once. There is a restaurant in town,
the Bodega, that would be a credit to To-
ronto ; a very fine railroad depot, large
enough for a place of 15,000 inhabitants,
and an elevator, in full blast, as large ap-
parently as the Northernin Toronto, The

Canadian Pacific railway and private par-

ties also are erecting sgpamtua for landin

and handling cpal. There is a yacht clu
and boating actommodation that would be

a credit to any place of 10,000 inhabitants.

The town is in fact a city in everything

save size and population and if the present

rate of building continues another season it

certainly will be one, i

Real estate does not seem to be inflated.

In fact itis not as high as might be ex-

pected. There is apparently no * boom-

ing” at all.. Vessels keep arriving and de-
parting almost  constantly. Within

a few hours after our arrival three large

steamers, the Campana, the Arthabasca,
and the Frances Smith left for the east
alone; The passenger traffic, not includ-
ing immigrants, by this route, is already
very considerable. What will it be a few
years hence ?
