An Unknown Takes in the Falls and
Shoots Himself Through the Heart.

Mr, Tupper’s bill respecting wharves,
docks and piers, comstructed in aav-
igable  waters ‘was discussed, read a
second time, and referred to a select com-
mittee, Although this bill is of the utmost
importance to thelowners of wharves all
over the dominion: the government en-
trusted it to Mr, Tupper; but Sir John
Macdonald promised the  house that the
government weuld earefully revise it before
it was presented for & third reading and
assume all respounsibility.

Mr. Charlton asked what the aggregate
amcunt of the floating debt of the Canadisn
Pacific railway . company was on Feb, 1,
1885, and Sir ! ohn answered that the gov-
ernment had no information on the sub-
ject,

When the second reading of Mr. Charl-
ton’s  seduetion , bill was réached
that gentleman - said, “‘Stands.”

Thomas Tracey, the seconder, could not
find words to ex his contempt for
Chinamen, whom he likened to loousts and
grasshoppers, The resoluticn was carried
with deafening cheers and a tiger thrown in,
