#he Dominion Bank and the Township of
Whitby Decide to Allow the Courts to
_Say Which of Them is Oat $10,000
—~Nnmerous Cases of Forgery in Whieh
He Was Invelved.

BrookLiN, Oat., Jan 20.—Wheu The
Wor Id arrived bere this morning with par-
ticulars of the defalcation and flight of John
Franklin Moore, agent of the Grand Truok
Railway and treasurer of Whitby Towasbip,
there wasa scramblo among the populace
for the papers. Nothing of so excitinga
pature has occurred in the straggling half-a-
century old village since the special engage-
ment of Harry Star, the favorite of two
hemispheres and the famous New York
Bijou Company in “Down the Slope,” at the
Masonic Hall, on Saturday, Dec, 30 last .
To besure, the announcement a few days
ago of the fact that ex-Reeve Mnthyin
who resides a short distance north of Brook-
lin, had made a disastrous failure caused a
ripple in the monotony of a icipality

which in all its caréer had previously bad
nothing to discuss, barriog two suicides—one
of a woman who took prussic acid, the other
a man who adopted the hempen plan of exit
from this world. But simultaneously with
the announcement of Matheson’s collapse
came the intelligence that be had sustained
a stroke of paralysis. In the presence of this
affliction even the fact that he had made
the widow and the orphan his victims
end borrowed money trom all with
whom he had come in contact was forgiven
hulx;;" the cass of John F. Moore, ex-super-
intendent,and presently recording steward of
the Methodist Church, ex-leader of the choir,
ex-treasurer of the Royal Templars of Tem-
perance, was different. As recently as Suo-
day, Jau, his ciear, resonant voice had
been heard abpve all the congregation at his
favorite placg of worship in Newton’s well-

the borrowing of certain sums of money not
to exceed $2000, had been re-written by the
treasurer, the limit increassd to $5000 and
all paragraphs repealing previous bylaws
climivated. The certificate of the clerk tes-
tufying to the correctuess of the bylaw
had n removed from the original
bylaw and pasted upon the one written to
lug tlho tr&uiurer’n purpose. 080 ’

ylaw 702 repealing bylaw 689, passed in
Mareh, 1893, angouuthorlzing the reeve and
treasurer fo borrow sums, notto exceed
$2000, for the year 1803, of which a copy had
been given to the treasurer had evidently
been destroyed by Moore, and a new bylaw
drafted by bim in which ail sections repeal-
ing former bylaws were elimdnuted, and the
borrowing limit raised from $2000 to #5000
substituted therefor. A forged certificate of
Clerk Holliday had also been attached
thereto,

The Township Held For $10,000.

The full amount of $9000 called for upon
the two bylaws had been withdrawn by
Moore from the bank, as both the bylaw
passed in 1892 aud thav of 1803 were pre-
sumably still in operation. i
It is presumed that Moore's peculations
had been going on for years, as the notes for
$4000 and $3000 respectively which he gave
the bank in April and July last, and which
bore the forged signature of Reeve
Calder, were given in part as renewals
of previous notes, In addition to
these notes, the bank claims that the
townsuip account is overdrawn to the extent
of 81028, wbereas dhe council believed that
not only was the tuwnsnip out of debt, but
had a surplus of $400 or $500 to the good.

‘' Who Will Be the Sufferer?

After the interview with Reeve Calder and
Clerk Holliday Manager Thornton visited
Toronto and, as a result of a conference with

President James Aastin, notified the town-
ship that the bank did not purpose taking
any action with regard to Moore—that it
would bold the township respousible. The
council held a special meeting and ‘decided

-| to opposs the bank’s claim on the ground

tbat it was not - respousible for
forgeries committed by its officials. Should
the townsbip have to pay then it will come
back upon Moore’s sureties—his brother
James and Farmer-Geaeral Dryden, for
$6000, the sum for which they are sureties.

Moore’s Flight,
What octasioned Moore’s sudden flight has

Besides, Mr. Moore had been a resident of
the village or vicinivy for nearly 40 years, or
since he was a lad of six years
of age. His father wus *‘a greatl
money-maker,y and when he diad left nis
family in comforiable circumstances. There
were three gons, James, Richard and Jobun,
aod one daughter, to each of whom he
willed considerable property. John was left
a 100-acre farm in the Township of Reach in

addition to $2000 in cash, In 1873, at the
time of the construction of the \Whitby,
Port Perry and Lindsay branch of the
Grand Trunk he was appointed agent at a
salary of $1.62 per day. He shortly after-
wards married a daughter of Mr. John
Banner of Darlington. They took up their
residence in Railroad-street in the village,
and resided there until the flight of Moore
lagt week. .

Moore - was well
man, woman and
lage and in the adjoining Townships
of Whitby, Reach and Darlington. While
somewhat reserved in manner, he was never-
theless socially at the top of the ladder. He
was prominent in church, temperance and
other circles. For years he was choirmas-
ter of the Methodist Church and superinten-
dent of the Sabbath school, but vacated both
these offices a couple of years ago, his
brother James succeeding him as choirmas-
ter. A yearago he was elected recording
steward of the church and still holds that
position.

J‘realurer of Whitby Towaship.

In 1882 Mr, Moore was appointed treasurer
of the Townsuip of Whitby at the princely
salary of $90 per year. Upon tssuming the
position he gave sureties of $10,000, himself
in $4000, his brother, James Moore, in $3000
and Hon. Jobn Dryden, Farmer-General of
Ountario, in $3000.

In conjunction with his office as G.T.R.
station agent Moore was also agent of the
Canadian Express Company, eud a year or
two ago accepted the agency of the Patrons
of Industry, the distributing bureau being
Jocated in & room in his bouse. Out of Lis
various engagements Moore realized probas.
bly $700 a year. His father bad left him
the equivolent of $6000, and he was gecerally
considered a man who had a comfortable
income. While he was kunown to be a good
liver, neither he nor his family (a wife and
14-year-old daughter) were regarded as ex-
travagant in their tastes, His sudden
departure, coupled with the annoucement
that he was short in his accounts, therefore
came upon the village like a thunderclap.

# Discovery of the Forgeries,

Last Thursday Reeve Charles Calder of
Whitby, who~ was attending the meeting of
the County Council at Whitby, received-a
cali from Manager Thornten of the Do-
minion Bank, who enquired/ as to whather
the Whitby Township Council bad, at its
meeting on Janunary 15, passad a bylaw
authorizing the borrowing of money. The
Reeve replied, No, so far as he was aware
there was no occasion to do so. Mr. Thorn-
ton stated that Treasurer Moore had pro-
mised him that he would see that a bylaw
was passed.

“*We don’t need one, we owe no money,”
said Reeve Calder.

+But those overdue notes are long past
maturity and a bylaw is required to provide
funds to retire them,” said tho {bank mana-
ger, ‘‘Thece are no overdue auptes," was the
reply. *“Everything is provided for and

aid.”
" Then the manager produced two notes for

7000 which bad been discounted with him
by Treasurer Moore. To say that Reeve
Calder was astonished is to express it mildly.
Manager Thorntoo showed bim the notes.
Oue bore date April 20, 1893, was for $4000
and was payable 7 months after date,
The other Lore date-of July 10, 1893,
and was for $3000 payable in 5 months.
To both were attached the signatures of J.F.
Moore, treasurer, and Charles Calder, reeve
of Whitby Township. Reeve Calder at once
pronounced his signatures forgeries. He bad
not only neither signed nor authorized his
pignature to be attached to the notes, but as
@ matter of fact he had never s}gngd a nots
for as high an amount as §3000 in bis life,

Reeve Calder at once telegraphed for
Township Clerk Dan Holliday,and the latter
drove up to Whitby and the two o}!xcers of
the township and Bank Manager Thoraton
bad another confereuce. .

The fact of the two notes being in Dosses-
sion of the bank was a surprise to them, in-
asruuch as under the bylaws of tho towaship
the treasurer could not have discounted the
notes. i

Also Vorged the Bylaws,

The eertified copies of the township by-
laws given by the clerk to the treasurer and
subsequently deposited with the bank were
then produced, and it was at once observed
that two of these had also been forged. By-
law 659, passed in March, 1802, providiog for

not yet been explained, Itis certain that he
left on Thursday night—the evening of the
day the forgeries were cominitted—but both
the reeve and clerk claim that they were as

secrotive as the grave, and an explanation
for the flaeting must ba sought eisewhere.
Manager Thornton had been pressing Moore
for a copy of the bylaw he promis:d would
be passed Jan. 15 retiring  the
notes in  order that he could arrange
his monthly statement for transmission to
the main office,  Moore promised to meet
Thornton last Saturday. A new auditor,
sSchoolmaster James A. Underhill, had also
been appointed by the council. He defer-
mined to thoroughly examine all books, a
thing which had not been done previously.
Owiug o the dilatoriness of the treasurer in
producing the collectors’ rolls and bhis bank
book Underhill told him Wednesday shat he
was going to Whitby on Saturday and be
would look over the bank account there.
This is believed to have precipitated Moore’s

epurture, At all eveuts he left Thursday
night with his wife, giving out that he was
going to Whitby to attend a Sunday school
convention. oore and his wife came to
Toronto and he proceeded to Chicago, the
wife returning here Friday.

What Did He Do With the Money ?

All sorts of rumors are rife as to what
Moore did with the money. The farm
in Reach Township which bis father willed
to him is mortgaged for $3700, which is all
that the property is worth, His house in
Railroad-street, for which be paid $12)0, has
an eocumbrance of $1000, It'is not believed
that Moore took much money with him, He
had in bis possession during December $3000
to $10,000 of towaship moue{ in the way of
tax collections, but it is believed he paid to
the credit of the municipality every dollar
of this sum, as its township has not been
notified that the county rates and school
taxes remain unsettled.

One of the greatest suffe
departure is John Stanton, a
who loses $1100 borrowed by the defaulter.
Stanton, who is upwards of 70 years of age,
bad accumulated about $4000 by day labor.
He lost the greater part by a man whom he
trusted and now Moore bas taken the bal-
ance. Of late bhe had lived with Moore
as a man-of-all-work and is still a resident of
the house, Section Foreman Routley is also
out $260 borrowed money. 5 .

How Moore’s accounts stand with the
Patrons of Industry, the G.T.R. and the
Express Compauy are unknown, no auditors
naving as yet arrived here.

Moore 18 a man of unusual size, weighing
probably 240 lbs. The picture published
above was faken some vears ago, He has
grown considerably stouter since aund bas
allowed his brown beard to grow all over his
face. ;

Miss Chapman’s Story,

Miss Chapman, who lives in Railroad-
atrl@t. only a few rods from the Moore home-
stead, and who knew the family intimately—
in fact, has known Moore since a boy—told
The World that Moore wus exactly 46 years
of age on Aug. 18 last, [ know that to be
right, she continued, because my grand-
father, who was 86 when he died, celebrated
his pirthday on the same day that John did.
John was all right, but his wife was very
extravagant. [f she saw anything that even
Queen Victoria had on she must go to Toron-
toamd get it. Isaw John the night he left.
He looked in at the window and raised his
hat to me, as cheerful as ever he was in
his life, I think they must have been pre-
paring to fly, for I heard them
bammering all night long as if
they were packing up ready to decamp,

People told me not to give anyone a de-
scription of John, but I guess they will find
him without a description, he was such a big
and prominent man. The World showed
her a piciure of **John” and she remarked,
“Yes, that is very much like bim. I think
you are quite safe in enlarging that without
attemptiug to get a more recent photograph,
That looks as much like him as any picture
he ever had taken.,”

DIDN'T BOTHER THE MOTORS MUCH

Last Night’s Storm Was Not a Very
Severe One as Regards
the Trolleys.

The Toronto Railway Company have pro-
fited by their past experience and were pre-
pared for yesterday's storm, All the cars on
the principel routes had small scrapers a nd
bt ooms attached to each end keeping the
snow off the rails and allowing the electri-
city to make the co mplete circuit, Thus the
troffic was kept up on time on all the princi-
pal routes. The swespers were put out when
the snow first svarted, and by keeping the
tracks clear and not allowing the soow to
accumulate many blockades were averted.

The only lines that- sutfered were
the Cariton and College, Parliament
and Church-streets. The
Church-street route sufferad the most. Early
in the evening the tracks became covered
with snow, which caked and broke ths cir-
cuit. Men were put at work clearing the
rails, but the snow filled them up faster than
the men could clear them, and later in the
evening the traffic on this route was almost
entirely stopped. ;

The Carlton and Parliament routes were
not so bad. The sweepers paid them a visic

every once in & while and the service was

kept up. There were several small block-
ades on both these routes during the night,
but in all cases a few minutes work set mat-
ters right, and a fairly good service was kept
up. Teams were put on'all the bobtail cars
aid the service on these lines was kept up
steadily.

THE NEW HOME RULRE SCHEME “A
FANTASTIC FAKRB”

ch{nmbulsln Denies All Knowledge of It
~Redmond Says There May Be Some-
thing in It—Interesting Revelations
Regnrdiog the Paris ¥unds Promised
Unless the Henlyites Settle,

Lonpox, Jan, 20,—Joseph Chamberlain
denies any knowledge of the alleged Uniot=
ist scheme for Home Rule publisbed in The
Speaker, a leading Gladstonian weekly news-
paper.

John Redmond, the Parnellite leader, in
an interview, said that he would not be sur-
prised it such a scheme were under way.

Balfour's recent utterances, he said, were
significant as an indication that the Opposi-
tion condemned Gladstone’s bill rather than
Home Rule generally,

Binke’s Appeals Commented On,

Mr. Redmond then oroceeded to comment
strongly upon Edward Blake's appeals to
America for aid to the starving victims of
eviction. Mr, Redmond said that these ap-
peals were open to criticism when Mr, Blake’s
party could, if it were harmonious, get
£80,000 out of the Paris funds without any
egal obstacle being offered, e

The Parnellites, Mr. Redmond added, did
not insist that prior claims should be settled
before the release of the fuuds. Timothy
Healy and his followers, Mr. Redmond said,
caused the deadlock, Mr, Healy claiming that
he had made no pledges to the evicted
tenants; as they had not co-operated in the
plan of campaign or the agrarian movemeant.

Mr, Redmond said that the Parnellites and
the adherents of John Dillon were practically
agreed as to the disposal of /the funds, and
that unless the Healyites shortly came to a
settlement the public might expect some in~
teresting revelations,

CANGASRENTS BE LOWERED?

WHAT 18 SAID ON EITHER SIDE OF
THE QUESTION,

The City’s Special Auditor Says the
Qompany Is Bound to Lower Its Kates
—~His Reports Disregarded—What the
Company Says—Cost of Producing and
Distributing Gas—Prices Here as

=, Compared With Prices in Other Oitles,

To say that the citizens’' gas bill is & burn-
ing question would probably lead to misun-
dersvanding, so let that pass. But no mere
difficulty in the choica of English words can
aiter the fact that there are some in this
city who believe that the cost of the quar-
ter’s gas can be reduced otberwise than by
keeping constantly in mind ‘as ‘a sort of
couscience-prodder that everlasting chestnut,
“Turn down the gas when not in use,” In
short it is held by some that the company
should supply gas-at a cheaper Tate. This
opinion does mnot seem to be shared
by the company’s officers, and possibly
some others, whose views upon such a ques-
tion are entitled to respect. This is a public
question, and therefore the public shoyid be
juformed of the facts and urged to take
cognizance of them.

"o begitr at the beginning ot the case, the
gas supply of Toronto is practically a mono-
poly: ‘‘he owners' of the franchise are the
Consumwmers’ Gas Company of Toronto.

Law Limits the Charge,

In most supplies the people rely upon
competition to bring down prices. In this
case competition in the ordinary sense is bar-
red out. It doesnot follow that weare to have
dear gas. The interest of the company itself
may dictate a policy of small margin on a
large output to meet the competition (which
canuot be barred out) of coal oil and elec-
tricity. Or there may be some legal restric-
tions upon the com any’s charges. Bota
these factors exist and have their influence.
Take the second one first, the question of
legal restrictious: In 1887 the company
found its organization too small for the fleld
it had to cover. ln those days Toronto was
spreading out like a banyan tree aud the gas
company must needs increase also, W hen
application was made to the lLegislature for
power to increase the company’s authorised
capital to $2,000,000 an agitation arose to
make this concession conditional upon certain
further restrictions as to prices to be charged
by the company for gas supplied, There was
a big fight before the Private Bills Commit-
tee of the Legislature. William Mulock,
the company’s trusted adviser in all matters
of law, made a strong resistance to the de-
mands at first made, and in the end a com-
promise was reached, which covered the fol-
lowing points:

The Legal Fosition,

1. The company to be allowed (o pay ex-
penses, including directors’ fees, and 10 per
cent. upon paid-up capital.

9, The company to have a reserve fund
not greater than half the amountof its paid-
up stoek, all stock subsequently issued to be
sold at auction, and any premium over par
to be part of the reserve.

3. ‘I'ne company to have a plant gnd
buildings renewal fund of not more than 5
per ceut. per annum of plant and buildings
as standing on the company’s books.

4. The company to establish a surplus
fund account to which all sums remaining
after providing the above were to be
credited, and when this fund amounted to a
sum equal to 5 per cent. per thousand feet of
gas supplied in the previous year, gas for the
succeeding year was to be reduced in pro-
portion,

5. The city to be notified by the company
two weeks in advance of the yearly audit of
the compauy’s books, the mayor being au-
thorized to send an independent auditor to
be present with full power to investigate.

Reductions of Price,

The city authorities have not been un-
mindful of their duties so far as sending an
auditor is concerned, Mr. William R.
Hughes having been chosen to represent the
public in this matter. He reported that the
company was in a position to reduce the

price of gas, as provided by law, and was
Jegally bound to doso. This wag on Nov,
7, 1880, In the following year in the month
of November, again on Oct, 30, 1891, and
again on Jan, 16,1893, be reported to the same
effect, ‘‘only more so,” the company’s
finances having improved. 7

Last April the company announced the
following reductions in the price of gas:

Consumers of 200,000 feet and under per
annum, from $1.12%¢ to $1.05 per thousand.

Consumers of 200,000 and under 500,000
cubic feet per annuw, from $1.05 to $1 per
thousand,

Over 500,000 cubic feet per apnum, from
$1 to 90c. per thousand,

For gas stoves, grates and engines supplied
by separate meters from $1 to 90c,

Still, on Nov. 10, 1893, Mr. Hughes report-
ed that there was room for further reduc-
tions.

Mr. Hughes reports same to have beéen re-
garded as most satisfactory by the civie
authorities. Most . of these reports, if not
all, bave been neatly printed aund flled with
care somewhere in the City Hall. Auy gas-
| user who knows the proper officer to go to
can get copies of these reports by making a
call. The World got igs copies from Mr.
William Bell of the City Clerk’s Department.
On reading the reports the question suggest-
ed itself to The Worid (nobody
else seems to have thought of it):
Why isn’c something done to reduce the
price of gas? Acting City Solicitor Caswell,
who had shut off steam long enough to sit
down and sign some letters, was seen in his
office and furnished the copy of the law upon
which the foregoing explanation is bassd.
But he chased himsalf out of the City Hall in
almost a minute and a balf and had to be

case before the public, and in the course of
the interview spared no pains to make the
explanation clear, full and authentic.

*I do not pretend, to fully understand Mr.
Hughes' report,” be said. *‘He has sent in
soveral reports of the same kind, but when it
was proposed by the city autuorities to take
action in the matter accountants were ein-

loyed on either side to consider the report.
'hese mccountants, togesher with- the soli~
citors on either side, also the Mayor and
Ald, Lamb for the city and our vice-presi-
dent and myself for the company, held a
meeting in the Mayor's offics, Mr. Hughes’
contentions were discussed. The Mayor
and other representatives of the city then
withdrew and decided not to take action.
From this it is evident that the city repre-
sentatives thomselves decided that Mr.
Hughes’ contentions were not tenable. Mr.
Hughes still zgoes on making the same kind
of reports, but so far no action has been
taken, y
Some FWFinances.

“As well as I can understand it Mr.
Hughes demands that the company shall in-
vest its reserve fund in securities outside our
own company. Now,the act does not say the
compauny shall, but that, it may invest this
reserve in Dominion debentures, munici-
pal debentures, etc. It does no
suggest that we shall not invest it
in the company’s works. Mr. Biggar, late
City Solicitor, admitted to me that the
company was not bound to inyest these funds
in outside securities, Now if we had the
whole of our reserve fund (8742758 last
Octaber) thus invested instead of $221,067
which we had at that tifme, we could not
hope to make more than 5 per cent. on the
money. But by investing about $500,000 of
it in the company’s works we make aboub 12
per cent, upon that amount.—Our revenue
is thus increased, and the greater our
revenue the more quickly will our reserve
and repair funds be made up and
a balance created applicable to the
reduction of the price of .gas, If it
were otherwise we should ba obliged to fssue
more stock, the premium on which weuld be
added to the reserve fund, which premium
would of course have to be invested.
The company would then bave to psy a divi-
dend upon more stock and only receive a low
rate of interest for money invested, instead
of the large profit now derived from its in-
vestment in the company’s business. The
companyshas no desire to act contrary 10 law,
and it would be manifestly foolish of it to
do so.

Gas Stock Dividends,

“Of course a great deal is made of the fact
that we are authorized to pay dividends up
to 10 per cent., but it is only right to state
that the company has now issued $1,700,000
of stock and that on $700,000 of that, all
issued since the amending of the company’s
act, the stockholders are actually receiving
on the average but 05} per cent,
as it was purchased at an average

remium of about 70 per -cent.,, which
as been added to the reserve fund of the
company acd is practically capital, and
really amounts to the same thing as if the
company had issued stock to the amountsof
$1,190,000 at about 5} per cent.
What the Reductions Mean,

“But we have not waited to be compelled
by law to reduce the price of gas. It isour
policy to make it cheap. Not that I would
pretend that we are philanthropists in this
matter—all we ask is to be credited with
possBssing some business judgment. We can
make more money by extending the use of gas,
and to do that we must put the price as
low as possible. As amatter of fact we have
twice voluntarily reduced the price of gas
since the amendment was made in the com-
pany’s act in 1887, In 1888 a raduction aver-
aging 10 cents per thousand feet was made
and last year a further reduction averaging
about 734 cents per thousand. This, on the
estimated quantity of gas to be sold during
the year ending 30th BSeptember next,
amounts to about $42,000, which is a large
amount to the company and a large saving
to the consumer.

Why Not Redace Anyhow?
vyir, Pearson having made this explanation
of what may be called the legal aspect of the
question, was asked if there was anything
to be said with respect to statements
made in The World and elsewhere, tending
to show that a further reduction in the
price of gas might be made so as to increase
the company’s business and yield a larger
profit than that now made, Not knowing
what the result of recent reductions would
be he could not make any statement with
regard to the futnre, particularly in view of
contingencies arising. For instance, 1f
Judge McDougall’s decision to tax the com-
pany upon its street mains were sustained it
would certainly have the effect of making a
reduction more remote than it otherwise
would be, seeing that it would add over
$7000 to the annual expenses of the company
Cost of Production,

“Every place has its conditions,” said Mr.
Pearson, ‘‘and the expense of producing gas
must depend upon those conditions. T'he cost
of the gas delivery to the consumers’ meter
cannot be judged by the cost of manufac-
turing alone, there are many elements of ex-
pense outside of the cost of manufacturing.
The quality of gas also must be considered.

1t is true that some parties in Philadelphia
claim to be able to manufacture gas at 25
cents per thousand feet. The possibility of
doing this has never been emonstrated
by actual experience of a company
in regular working. True, gas may
possibly be manufactured at 25 cents a
thousand feet where coal and oil are much
cheaper than here, so far as putting it in the
holder is concerned. But this can be done
only on a special trial where all the condi-
tions are favorable, In regular practice in-
efficiency of employes, delays and other
contingencies increaso the cost of produc-
tion. 'The Toronto company has never been
able to produce gas and putitin the bolder at
95 cents a thousand feet. It is contended that
the cost of production in Toronto is less than
in other places because the gas provided bere

cases where it was considerably cheaper in
England, as it well might be, conmdering the
facts. Gas works can be constructed at far
less expenses than in this country.
Many of the English towns and cities are in
the heart of the coal regions and
all residuals from the gas works find ready
sale at high prices. It is also a fact that the
illunfinating power is, in wost instances,
from 14 to 16 candles; the price of gas is as
low in Toronto as it averages in England.

Auditor Hughes’ Report,

Auditor Hughes was seen as to the true
meaning and intent of bis last report. The
paper is, of course, a technical one, more
easily understood by accountants than by
ordinary people., Mr., Hughes was very
kind and made such explanations as were
possible, but declined to discass the question
outside the lines of his report. He would
not appear as a partizan on either side of a
debate, his whole duty having been per-
formed when he laid the facts as bhe found
tbem before thie people.

In transiating an accountant’s statement
into the language of everyday people there
is great danger of inaccuracy, so that only
the general effectrof what Mr, Hughes says
should be attempted.

Geperally speaking, then,he states that the
reserve fund and the repairs fund bave never
been created, but that money which should
nave been thus set apart has been used in the
company’s regular work, the effect being to
increase its capital beyond that authorized
by the Legislature, Figuring that the com~
pany is liable to its sharebolders to provide
$800,000 reserve (50 per cent. on the stock
thus far issued of $1,600,000) he makes outa
statement sbowing thet the assets will pro-
vide this emouut as well as all proper
charges on account of repairs fund and still
leave a gross balanze to October, 1808, of
£69,506 36 to be applied to the reduction of
the cost of gas. He calculates the aggregate
reductioa 1u gas consumers’ bill up to that
time through the lowering of prices last year
at 816,000, so that there then remsined as
applicable to the reduction of the price of
gas the goodly sum of $53,500.30.

The Gas Company Explains,

Mr, W, H. Pearson, the able general man-
ager-and secretary of the Consumers’ Gas
Company, was asked for an explanation of
the case and also for any statement he might
bave to make on the general question of the
reduction of the price of gus. He expressod
himself as glad of the opportunity to lay the

tured largely from petroleum and anthracite
coal or coke by a special process, The
"Toronto supply is about 50 per cent, water
gas ouly, and the reason for ius production is
not that it is cheaper than coal gas, but that
it is of higher illuminating power. Counting
the receipts from sale of residuals, as coke,
tar, etc,, the cost of producing coal gas is
listle if any greaterthan that of producing
water gas.
Comparison With COleveland,

“The production of gas in Canada 1s a dear-
er process than in either Britain or the
United States, First, there is the duty of 60
cents per ton on bituminous coal, next the
extra freight cost. The oil used for carburet—
ing water gasis much dearer thanio the U.S..
the duty on American oil being prohibitory.
The gas works themselves are necessarily
more expensive, for duty has to be paid
upon most of the material, and the fixed
charges are thus greater. The first two
items alone would amount to the following,
as compared, say with the city of Cleveland,
to which attention has been drawn by The
World, the price there, according to the
directory, being 80 cents and not 73 cants, as
stated.in The World:

A very serious item for a concern using, as
the Gas Company does, about 300,000 tons &
year. Taking this into consideration, to-
gether with the fact that the gas supplied in
Cleveland is but 18 candle power, while that
in Toronto about is 21 candle power and that
the average price iu Toronto is about 97
cents, the price in Toronto is relatively
cheaper than in Cleveland.
Expense of Distribution.

“So much with respect to the cost of
manufacturing, The expense of distribution
is still to be considered, us it adds largely
to the cost of gas at the consumers’
meter, First thgre is a loss from leakage and
condensation, which in some places amounts
to as much as 25 per cent.  ln Toronto it 15
about 12 per cent., which, considering the
great length of mains, is moderate. Distri-
bution in Toronto is particularly expensive.
The gas company suffers from the difficulty
which faces ali those whbo are called upon to
serve the people of the Queen City. The
area of the city is so great sbat the original
cost of piping, sud therefore the oharge for
interest as well as the cost of operation, is
greatly increasd. For instance Montreal has
about 105 miles of mains; Toronto, for about
the same consumption, has 220 “miles, The
expense of distrivution is increased more
than proportionately by the competition of
the electric light companies. Lhe arc light

W. A. Lewis, Thomas Reid and M. U, Cam-
eron will communicate with Mr, Joly and
make arrangements for the meoting as far
as possible.. After some discussion a decision
was reached to co-operate with the Ontario
Reform Club in looking after the provincial
voters’ list. In the course of a speech
on the subject Mr, Joseph Tait, M.ILA.,
made some practical suggestions and declared
that Toronto had never been properly or-

last mentioned was exscuted by the city and
county, and in it there was a covenant that the
city and mun:{ would both endeavor to
procure legislation to validate and confirm
the contract. Last session it came up be-
fore the Private Bills Committee, when the
Mayor, backed by the City Selicitor, with an
utter disregard of what should have been
consiGered good faith betwesn corporations
or individuals, did bis best to have the.gru-
ment thrown out by the committee. hey
were unsuccessful in ‘this, however, and
having made their cake were forced by the
Legisiature to eatit.

The Toligate Question,

Editor World: I notice in The World of
Saturday last a short article printed upon
the same lines as many others that have ap-
peared from time to time in almost every
paper in Toronto, with reference to the toll
gates in the Youk roads, in which the “‘hay-
soeds,” as they .are called, are severely taken
to task for their existence. As 1 have on
various occasions shown, in the presence of
reporters for Toronto papers, the trus his-
tory of the Tollgate and Lake Shore-road
question as between the city and county,and
us, owing either to neglect or because the
newspapers were not willing to give the true
inwardness of thesa matters publicity, a
notice, giving justice to both sides of the
qudgtion has invariably been omitted, I take
the liberty of asking you to insert this letter.

In the first place; as the member for Kast
York (a “bay-segd” coustituency) is quite
well aware tbere/are, many municipalities. in
the county which do not touch upon any of
the York roads, while there are many others
the greater portion of the inbabitants of
which hardly ever use them. For this reason
it is very difficult to formulate an equitable
scheme for the maintenauce of these roads,
most people believing that those who
use them sbould pay for them, How-
ever, & motion was made in 1800 by
which the county resolved to abolish toll-
gates upon all the roads owned by iton
which tolls were levied, ou condition that
the city would abolish market fees, except in
the cattle market. The City Council passed
& resolution agreeing to this, An agreement
was afterwards drawn out by me, which was
approved of by the City Solicitor aud en-
grossed in his office and returned to me for
execution by the county. That agreement
had attached to it tbe seal of the Corpora-
tion of tue County of York, together with
the signatures of the tbeu Wardeu and the
Clerk. I sent it back to the Clty Solicitor to
be executed by the city. The seal of the
Corporation of the Cit of Toronto was
annexed to the agreement. Afterwards, for
gome reason unkuown to me (or to anybody
else, so fur as | have been able to discover),
the city seal was torn off and the mutilated
document, after seversl demands made by
me, was returned with the curt information
that the Mayor decided not to carry it out.
The original paper shows where the seal of the
city bad been but is not now. Iv is at the
present moment in my office, and can be seen
by any person interested,

From this statement of the true facts of
the tollgate question you will be better able
to place the blame, if there is any blame, for
the existence of toligates in “this county
ipon the proper shotlders,

While 1 am upon this
