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Franoce is, perhaps, the finest coun-
try in Earope. Its agricultural pro-
ductivemess is immense, and its geo-
graphical position adapts it for suc-
cessful maritime enterprise. Its
temperate and salubrious climate
renders it one of the best countries in
the world for the preservation of health
andd the enjovment of every day life.

For centuries, however, the people
of France were the unhappy subjects
of misgovernment. The Bourbons
claimed tkat they had a “divine right"
to wield the destinies of that noble
country; and that the population were
bound to submit to all the exactions
and impositions, with which he who
sat upon the Throne might despotical-
1y hamper their personal freedom- stifle
the expression of popular opinion—
and purloin the fruits of their toil and
industry. Notwithstanding bright
skies, n fertile soil, and the best of cli
mates, the people were oppressed with
a social semi-serfdom.

The Bourbons claimed that France
was divinely designed for upholding
the greatness, and for administering to
the exclusive enjoyment of their family :
they accounted the population at large
as ‘““ dust in the balance,” without per
sonal rights or civil immunities. This
oppressiveness was borne for centuries,
till the people, driven to desparation,
arose in their concentrated might, and
threw off the iron yoke of Bourbonism.
Bonapartism succeeded; and if Louis,
the Bourbon, regarded France as his
exclusive heritage, the ambition of Na-
poleon aspired to the sovereignty of
Europe, if not of the world. Under
both regimes the people groaned un-
der the thraldom of misgovernment.

But neither Bourbons nor Bonapartes
are now in the ascendant at Paris. In
France the Throne of despotism has
been overthrown—popular rights and
immunities are enjoyed —and constitu-
tional government is established. The
Duke of Chambord is a mere fossil of a
passed away dynasty—the Bonapartists
are impotent—and France is marvel
lously prosperous. The people are
now happy in the enjoyment of a
government, which is their own, and
which secures to them all needed per-
sonal and social privileges, as well as
the rewards of their own toil and
industry.

The last few years are the brightest
in the history of France. Such an era
of material prosperity she never knew
before. Her industries, no longer
trammelled by misrule and govern-
mental exactions, are all thriving, and
becoming more and more expansive.
The national mind, no longer clouded
by the frowns of official domination,
nor dazzled with the glitter of military
glory, is turned to the arts of peace,
and to the promotion of objects, that
are identified with the prosperity and
happiness of the people. Her new sys-
tem of government seems every day to
increase in stability and adaptation to
the wants and wishes of the popu-
lace. In alliance with England, she|
holds a controlling check over the am- |
bitious designs of military powers in the
north of Europe.

Supreme Court.

The autumnal term of the Supreme
Court for this County, was opened at
Annapolis Royal on Tuesday of last
week (Oct. Tth.) Judge James presid-
ed. After the usual preliminaries, and
the swearing of the Grand Jury, T. D.
Ruggles, Esq, Q. C.,on behalf of the
Bar, officers of the Court and Grand
Jury, in a viva voce address, welcom-
ed the Judge to the County—this be-
ing his first appearance on the Bench
in Annapolis. T. W. Chesley Esq., Q.
C., followed in the same compliment-
ary strain. No doubt these gentlemen
spoke representatively the feeling of
the whole County. In reply, the Judge
spoke felicitiously of his early years,
which were here spent—of his tuition,
under the late Andrew Henderson, to
whose memory he paid an affectionate
tribute—and of his former professional
connection with the Western Circuit as
a practicing Barrister. He also allud-
ed to the pleasing fact that he wore
the white gloves, which had been pre-
sented to him by the Sheriff, because
there was a clean criminal docket,
upon which he congratulated the Coun
ty. He made mention of the lament-
able increase of crime in various parts
of the Province. He regretted to learn
that a petition had been drawn up
praying for the release of those con-
demned at the last court,and hoped it
would go no further. The penitenti-
iary is being filled with criminals con-
victed of shop breaking and such like
offences. The present law does not
meet the necessities of the case. A re-
sort to the lash alone will check the
evil, and he hoped that ere long the
law would be so framed that judges
could, in cases such as those referred
to, apply it.

A leisure hour, ocoupied in a recre-

surable. Those whose daily occupa-
tions. are sedentary and within doors,
should as often it is convenient,
take a stroll, to enjoy the luxury of
breatbing the air in its purity, and to
invigorate their limbs by needed exer-
cise.

sent day are frequently ruinous to the
health of the walkers, and are wholly
evil in their social tendencies. When

should, their physical energies cannot |

but be injured, and nobody; as already
intimated, is the better for such fool-
hardy over-exercise.

May favorable winds and smooth seas
make her sea-excursion pleasant. It is
said that she will return before the
meeting of Parliament.

— Popular discontent is prevailing,
to an alarming extent, in many parts
of Ireland. Mass meetings, to com-
plain of grievances, are being held in
several of the Counties, and it is se-
riously apprehended that the soldiery
will have to be called out to preserve
order. The partial failure of this
year's crop has tended to bring about
such an unhappy state of affairs.

The autumnal sitting of the Supreme
Court for the trial of those charged
with ecriminal ®ffences, commenced in
Halifax last week. The Judge in Equ-
ity =presides. There are twelve per
sons in custody, charged with various
offences. . There is reason to fear that
the new penitentiary for the Maritime
Provinces will soon have to bs enlarg-
ed.

— The agricultural and industrial
show in the County of Yarmouth last
week, it is said, was highly creditable
to that enterprizing community. Such
local exhibitions are perhaps product-
ive of more real good than those on a
large scale. They should be annually
held in every County.

— Last week the agriculturists of

Queens County, held an exhibition of
the soil productiveness in Liverpool.
1t is stated in one of the Halifax pa-
pers that the show of cereals, roots,
fruits, dairy products, flowers &c., was
worth seeing. There is something
more permanently valuable in our sis
ter County than her pine trees.

First Prize.—Messrs. Wm. Parks &
Son, New Brunswick Cotton Mills, have
received a telegram informing them
that they have taken the first prize
on bronze medal for yarn and beam
warp at the Dominion Exhibition now
being held ai Ottawa.

The Messrs. Parks have already added
largely to their factory in the shape of
additional improvements to the build-
ings and machinery. There are about
200 persons now employed within its
walls, and if it continues advancing at
its present rate, in a few years it will
be found neccessary to double the num
ber of its employees.

Some English journals have been making
calculations of the loss in moncy which
will be sustaincd by the present bad har-
vest in Great Britain. In one estimate it
is stated that the dcficiency in the corn
crops alone will be £25,000,000 and £28,-
000,000 if beans, pease anil rye are added.
Potatoes show a loss, according to tbe
same computations, of £15,250,000, and
hay of £15,000,000.

SmockING AND FaraL AccipENtT.—On
Friday morning last, whilst a number
of men were digging in the side of an
embankment, about ten feet in height,
on the W. C. Railway grounds below
Milion, a large mass of earth suddenly
loosened and fell, injuring two of -the
men se severely that one of them,
named Adolphus Golding, expired
about an hour afterwards, and the
other, named George Hemeon, died
early on the following morning. Gol-
ding was 23 years of age, a native of
Canada, and has left a widow and child.
Hemeon was in the 16th year of his
age, was a native of Yarmouth, and re-
sided with his parents at Salem.— Yar.
Herald.

Terrible Railway Accident,

Derrort, Oct. 10.—There was an ac-
cident on the Michigan Central Rail
road east of Jackson at one o’clock this
morning. The express train bound
west, which left Detroit 14 minutes
Jate, collided with a switch engine on
the main track at that place, telescop
ing the baggage and express cars and
piling the remaining coaches, eleven
in number, on top of each other. The
first coach was filled with emigrants,
most of whom were killed or seriously
injured, Many occupants - of other
coaches were also killed or injured. It
is supposed about 20 or 25 passengers
were killed, and 20 to 30 wounded.
The majority of the number are thought
to be emigrants and second class pas-
sengers.

Gored To DeaTH BY A Born.—A shock-
ing occurrence took place on Monday
last, on the farm of Mr. Francis Fergu-
son, Somerset Vale, Bathurst. Two old
Frenchmen were working in an out-
field when a bull approached one of
them—a man named Peter Lukes.
The ferocious animal knocked Lukes
down, and drove its horns into him.
Luke's companion, named Greenlow,
seized a fence picket and struck the
bull several blows on the head, This
had the effect of eausing the infuriated
animal to leave Lukes, but it turned
on Greenlow, who made a desperate
race for his life and finally got safely
out of his way. The bull then return-
ed to the prostrate body of Lukes and
commenced to toss it in the air. The
attention of the workmen, who were
threshing oats in the barn, was now
called to the occurrence, and they res-
cued the body of the unfortunate man.'
Death, howaver, had relieved him from
his sufferings. ‘On examination it was|
found that the bull had driven one.of
his horns through the man’s breast.—

AFGHANISTAN.

Smrea, Oct. 11.—Gen. Roberts telegraphs
on the 10¢h, from Serahsingh, that during

{the night of Wednesday evening, the

rebels confronting Parker fled, abandoning
twelve guns. The British cavalry pursued
for several miles but the enemy dispersed
in so many directions that only small par-
ties were overtaken. Roberts intended to
make a public entry into Cabul and take
possession of Bala Hessar on the 11th and
12th inst.

General Roberts tclegraphs : « We have
now 110 Afghan cannon in our possession.
There are some 30 more in Bala Hessar
and a few in the city.”

A private message - from Simla states
that General Roberts is in possession of
Bala Hessar, the citidal of Cabul,

Loxvoon, Oct. 13.

General Roberts telegraphs that the
Afghan troops have been completely rout-
ed, and tribes assembling to fight have re-
turned home.

Smra Oct. 13.—General Roberts' public
entry into Babul took place at noon yes-
terday.

EUROPE.

Bgruin, Oct.11.—~The North German Gaz-
eite says Russia has intimated her willing-
ness to permit the destruction of Cabul,
but will not allow the destruction of Af-
ghanistan.

UNITED STATES.

New York, Oct. 11.—A cable despatch
says that there is great excitement at Na-
van, in County Heath, Ircland, because of
the reception of Parnell by his constit-
uents. The police force has been greatly
strengthened to prevent disorders.  The
city is full of people and presents a gala
appearance.

Waugening, W. V| Oct. 11.— A collision
occured last night between two Baltimore
and Ohio express trains about 50 miles
East of Wheeling. The enginrer and fire-
man, of the Eastern bound train, and two
tramps were killed. The fireman of the
Western bound train was seriously injured.
The Postal clerk on the Western bound
train. was badly hurt and several passen-
gers considerably jarred.

Creat Fire at Shediac, N. B.

St. Joux N. B., Oct. 11.—A fire broke
out in Main Street, Shediac, about 11
o’clock at night, and in less than three
bours bad razed the business part of the
town. The wind blew a strong N. W,
gale, carrying the sparks in every direc-
tion, causing fires which for a time were
kept under control, but eventually gained
headway and caused an immense conflag-
ration, which was seen at Moncton, 18
miles off.

Sakpiac, N. B, Oct. 13.—A careful es-
timate of the losses on the buildings and
property destroyed places the amount at a
little over $91,000, on which there was
but $26,650 insurance.

!nnd St. Petersburg began operations in the
i newly-discovered oil region of Trumbull
' County, Ohio. They have struck a vein
}of petroleum of a character hcrf:lnforcv un-
{known in the oil business. It is Inbricat-
ing oil of the finest quality, and it comes
from the earth refined and ready for useon
the finest machinery. This well is flow-
ing five barrels of this oil a day, for which
the operators have a ready sale at $16 a
barrel. Ordinary oil, in the Pennsylvania
regions, is now selling at 63 cents a bar-
tel. ‘The tract in which this phenomenal
well is located is near West Mecea.  Two
thousand acres have been leased at enor-
mous prices by other speculators.  The
discoverers cf this refined lubricating 0}1
are putting down other wells on their
land.

Among the sand rock taken from Tew
& Thurton’s new oil well near Btace Line,
at a depth of over 1,600 fcet, was a piece
thickly stndded with sea shells, and bear-
ing the impressions of curious fishes.

Four miles from Clintonville, Venango
County, a well was sunk three months ago
to the depth of 800 feet. No oil, but a
heavy vein of gas was found. The owner
of the well attempted to remove the casing.
It was raised a foot. The fresh water at
the top of the hole rushed into the space
at the bottom. It was caught by the great
rush of gas and thrown a hundred feet in
the air. This natural fountain has been
gushing at the rate of 2,000 barrels of ice-
cold water a day ever since, with no indi-
cation that it will cease.

Terms of Peace in South Africa.

A copy of the terms of peace proposed
by the British in South Africa has been
published. According to the proposed
treaty, the chiefs undertake to forego the
importing of arms from any quarter what-
soever, and the importation of merchan-
disc from the sea coast is also forbidden ;
the making of war and succession to the
chieftainship will be subject to the appro-
val of the British Government. When
British subjects are aecused of crimes,
trial and sentence will depend on the Re-
sident's approval. The alienation of land
will be absolutely forbidden in all respects.
T'hese chicfs will be sovereigns, each in
his own territory. A chief will not be
compelled to admit missionaries, and pro-
hibition of alicnation of land will not be
relaxed in favor of grants to missionaries.
British Residents will be instructed to ad-
vise the cbiefy, but to exercise no author-
ity over them. If the chicfs disregard the
terms of agreement, the Residents will
have no power to give orders. The course
of the White Umulvoosi river from the
Kambula mountains to the sea will divide
the northern from the southern residency
divisions. Many chiefs receiving terri-
tories are representatives of ancient tribes
who were subjugated by the Zulus, and
they rejoice at the recovery of their inde-
pendence.—Ez,

both of fear and love. The hair of his
head is of the color of wine, and ‘from
the top of his head to the ears, straight
and without.radiance, but it descends
from the ears to the shoulders ‘in shin
ing “ouvls.. From
hair flows down the back, divided into
two portions, after the manner of the
Nazarenes: his forehead is clear snd
without wrinkles, his face free from
blemish, and slizhily tinged with red,
his physiognomy noble and, gracious.
The nose and mouth faultless. ' His
beard is abundant, the same -eolour as
the hair, and forked.  His eyes blue
and very brilliant. _In reproving or
censuring he is awe-inspiring, in ex-
horting and teaching his speech; is
gentle and caressing. His counten-
ance is marvellous in seriousness and
grace. He has never once been seen
to laugh, but many.-have seen him
weep. He is slender in person, his
hands are straightand long, his arms
beautiful. Grave and solemn in his
discourse, his language is simple and
quiet. He is in appearance the most
beaatiful of the children of .men.”” The
Emperor Constantine caused pictures
of the Son"of God to be painted from
this -ancient  description.  In - the
eighth century, at the period in which
8t. John of Damascus wrote, the linea-
ments of this remarkable figure con
tinued to be the same as they are to
this day.

Venus
can be séen in all its splendour asa
morning star, rising at the beginning
of the month at 50'clock and gradually
earlier ill on the 3lst it rises at a
quarter past 3, Mars, a 'beautiful,
ruddy, evening star rises at 8 o’clock.—
Jupiter is at present the most splendid
of the stars, The setting sun leaves it
high in the eastern sky. An ordinary
ship’s glass, or a good opera glass, will
show the varied positions of Jupiter
and its four moons. If we take the
hours between 8 and 10 in the evening
for our observations we shall see Ju-
piter rise, unaccompanied by its first
satellite;'on the 5th, in consequence of
the satellite coming in front of the pla.
net and passing across the disk. The
same will oecur on the 21st and 28th.

The first satellite will be invisible at
some time during these hours on the
6th and 29th, because it is in the sha-
dow of the planet.

The smallest satellite of Jupiter, the
second in order of" distance from' the
planet, will not be seen: until. near 10
P.M. on the Tth, when it passes from
the face of the planet It will dis-
appear about 9 P. M.'on¢ the 14th, be-

the face of Jupiter.

Precrovs SroNes 1v CaNapa.—A Mon-
treal lapidary, who has been interview-
ed by a reporter of the Wilness, gives a
partial list of Canadian jewels and pre-
cious stonés ; here are some of them:
—First, Quebec diamonds, which, he
says, are really rock crystals, very clear
and brilliant, these, we believe, are
found about Lake Superior, Pearls
are found about the Bais des Chaleurs,
New Brunswick, large in size and good
in guality, many of them on the Res-
tigouche River. There are agales in
Canada, too, mostly about Lake Super-
ior. These consist of two kinds—grey
and red; each is similar in its char
acter to the onyx. A bracelet of Cana-
dian agates, set in gold, is described as
equal in appearance and polish to any
stone used for the same purpose. We
bave also the chalcedony, or red cor-
nelian. Some of the most delicate
shades of color are contained in them.
The chlorastrolite (from ch'or green,
and astro the heaven) very much re-
semble the malachite, are also found
in Lake Superior.

—The largest bridge in Europe will
be completed next year. It will cross
the Volga in the Government of Sa-
mara, Russia, on the Siberian Railroad
line. The Volga, at the point of the
bridge, is about four miles wide in: the
spring season, and in the autumn is 4,
732 feet: The bridge will be supported
by twelve piers 85 feet high. with ice
cutters 35 feet high, at a distance of
every 364 feet. A temporary colony is
established for workingmen employed
on the bridge; it occupies about 55
acres, and has 60 different buildings,
insured for $75,000. Two thousand
men are employed, and among them
are one hundred Italian masons.
Three steamers and -seventy barques
are used constantly for forwarding
wood, stone, iron and other materials.
The bridge will cost about $3,500,000.

Messrs. Harvison.sent.a small lot-of po-
tatoes (21 bbls,) and 94 tons of hay by
the ship “ Hospodar'' last week. The
cargo by the “Laura B.”” will fairly test
the Enghsh market. Late mail advices
report the potato crop in the old coun-
try to be a failure.— 82, John Globe.

PFall, Planting of -Fruit, Troea,

The fall is the best season for plant-
ing any trees,except evergreens. Fruit
and ornamental trees may be planted
as early as possible in the season after
the leaves have dropped and the wood
has ripened. - Until the ground is froz

en below the roots these make a new
growth, and become well established in
the soil before the spring, when the
abundant new roots cause a luxuriant
growth of ‘'wood and foliage. Thusa
year in time is saved by planting in the
fall. Those who intend planting should
send to the nurseries for catalogues
and ‘select their varieties at once. In
nurseries the rule is first come first
served, and entries filed are filled in
succession. The cheapest trees are the
smallest ; but although it is said the
smallest trees are the most easily trans-
plauted, yet the writer bas never had
the least difficulty in successfuly plant-
ing trees eight feet high and of 4 or 5
years growth. Success depends upon
good planting and the best rooted trees
will. fail if the roots are erowded into
holes that are too small for them to be
spread out. When the trees are re-
ceived they should be unpacked at
once and laid with the Troots in a
trench, “then covered with fine earth,
and t.{le roots, earth and trees com-
pletely watered. When the planting
time is arrived, which ' shéuld be the
next day if possible, the trees are laid

inthe order in_ which they are to be
set out in the orchard, in a wagon box,
and the roots covered with earth. The
holes are staked out at the proper dis-
tance apart; 20 to 24 feet will be suffi-
cient ; and at each hole is dug the top

soil is laid upon the side and the sub
soil kept separate from it. A load of
good mellow soil or compost should be
taken in the wagon; the hole is dug
large enough for theroots to spread
out in their natural position. A little
of the top soil is thrown into the hole,
then some of the compost, and the tree
is set upright in the line of the stakes,
each way. Instead of stakes cross open
furrows may be ploughed out at the
proper distance apart, by which some
digging will be avoided. As the trees
are held up by oné person, another, on
his knees, arranges the bottém roots
carefully and works the compost or
rich soil between them. The top soil
is then thrown in by degrees and the
roots arrangesl precisely as they were
in the ground before. When the
roots are covered, the soil is packed
down amoug them with a dibble or
sharp.pointed stick, and then the com-
post is thrown in. . The sub-soil is put
in last ; but before this js done the soil
is solidly trampled with the feet, with-
out breaking any roots. The ground
is left mounded up two or three inches
to allow for setting. If dry weather
occurs a few barrels of water may be
drawn in a wagon and a pailful scatter-
ed ahout each tree. Some- dry soil is
then drawn over the moist earth. If
good thrifty trees are procured and put
in the ground in this manner, and care-
fully tended and protected, one may
eat fruit in three years.

from beneath keeps them perfectly dry.
One fall it waslate when I dug them,
and [ thought it was so near the time
to put them in the cellar.I would take
them there directly. Ina few days I
found they were decaying;' took
them out and put them "in 'the corn
erib, and they dried off and did not rot
afterwards.
