While 1 have striven earnestly' to 
eradicate the liquor evil, fully believ­
ing that the strong temperance senti­
ment of Councillors would support 
such proceeding* quite irrespective of 
the financial results, yet I am pleased 
to be able to present at this time the 
smallest deficit in matters of account 
that has ever occurred during my 

, long stewardship as your Inspector.
This is gratifying to me, and 1 trust 
it .will be very agreeable to you.

In the month of December past the 
new procedure under the Nova Scotia 
Temperance Act came, into force, and May 
the results to be obtained from the 
change will be awaited with much 
Interest. I have caused papers to be 
issued in one case under the new act, 
but by reason of the limited time they 
have not yet been served.
