SOME QF GOD'S HIDDEN ONES.

Dear Readers of the Link,—It is in my heart to tell
you of a few of those who, like Nicodemus and Joseph of
Arimathaea, and many of the chief rulers, believe on
Jesus, but because of their people they do not confeas
Him openly. .

First, thers is the blind Seshamma, who has learned
so many of the besutiful Telugu hymps. Even one so
sadly afflicted may not disgrace her family by remaining
unmarried, and as they are rather well-to-do folk, parents
were found who were willing to marry their son to the
blind girl, and rather than undertake the care of her,
they sent him to live in his mother-in-law's house, and
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Seshamma is not altogether unhappy with her husband,
mother and brothers. Yeurs ugo the mother decided
that SBeshamma was growing altogether too fond of the
Ohristian hymns, and one day when the Biblewoman and
I called, she told us that Seshamma was not at home,
and that she herself was too busy to sit with us. A few
days later there came a message—would I **shew kind-
ness "' and come see Seshammnia’s mother 7 T fuund the
poor old body suffering from a torn lip, and learned that
the day she told us Seshamma was not at héme, one of
the cows had attacked her, its horn had pierced her lower
lip and torn it frightfully. The old body went on to say
that this was direct punishment for the lie she had told
me about her daughter not being at home, and I was
now at liberty to see her as often as I would, and teach
her as many hymus as I cared to. Bofore the lip healed,
it became the custom for Seshamma to sing over, to her
mother, overy evening before retiring, all the hymns she
had learned, and this continued until the old body's
death last year. Her dying request was for one of the
hymns.

Seshamma still learns hymns and portions of seripture,
and often I find her ** singing of Jesus” (as sho puta it)
to a group of neighbor women who listen as they nurse
their babies or comb each other'a hair. Seshamma is
thus witnessing in her own quiet way for the Saviour she
loves.

Ammayyamma, a lovely young widow of the Kapu
caste, kept house for her brother who had some pusition
in the police department here in Akidu. She was then
—in those early days —the only caste woman of my nc.
quaintance who could read. She read the New Testa-
ment from lid to lid snd was alwsys ready with a ques-
tion as to the meaning of this passage or the bearing of
that, and she was being quite exercised over the question
of Baptiam, when her motber arrived on the scene. 1
called there the day after her arrival and the storm of
abusive language she heaped upon me was simply awful.
Later, that same day, she took her daughter off to a town
some thirty-tive miles distant. Ammayyamma managed
to send me ward that they (the mother and another bro-
ther) had burned all her books and had made her & pris-
oner in the house, had even chained her to one of the
supports so common in large Indian houses, and all this
because they feared she would get away to Akidu and be
baptized.

For years I heard no more of Ammayyamma, except
that the brother in the police had beon moved to a town
on the other side of the Godavery, and that the mother
and Ammayyamma bad gone with him. Upon our re-
turn from the Conferenco in Cocanada last February I
was.met with the news that Ammayyamma had come one
evening, had asked for me and manifested great dianp-
pointment over my absence, and had gone again next
morning at cock-crowing. The women all said they were
sure she would have stayed with me had I been at home.

ALl T could learn of her whereabouta was that the brothyr
bad been moved again and in the moving she had viy,
tured this way in tho hope of seeing me.

Then there is Sovtamma, s Sudra widow, who wy)
her son and daughter-in-law live near to a large temple
The first time I visited her tha Brahmin priests at .
temple made a great fuss. Their temple was being i
luted, they said, and they used most abusive languny: 1.,
Soobainma, and to the Biblewoman and me, and ord: el
us off the premises and vut of the street. Seeing that ¢
was in their power to make it very unpleasant for .,
bamma, I rose to go, but she said **do not go. I invited
you here, and this is my house, and my Jand, and | wut
to hear this new thing you talk of.” 1 admired her
courage. Few Telugu women would have thus brui e
the anger of that company of noisy priests. We sinyed
and tplq the story of the Cross, and through all the yeur
since thut first visit we have invariably been welciul
in Socbamma’s hume, and have watched with ji y hu
ever-growing interest in God’s Word. Often ahe comns
to the boat, and if I am alone will ait at my feet for hours
listening to chapter after chapter from tbe Bible.

Butchamma is another widow of the Sudra caste, whe
without doubt knows the Lord. After my absences o
tour ahe will come Lo the bgat, and ia so hungry fur the
Word that she seeks out the Book of books from wy
table and placing it in my hands says, *'Itis for thi !
have come ; read first, then if there is time we will talk
afterwards.” I have often tried to persuade her to learn
to read, but she is a very busy woman, geta her living by
pounding and eelling rice, and has little of leisure.

There is also Halnamma, a young matron with tw..
dear little girls. She learned tb read in a caste Girls
8chool in Nellore, and a copy of the New Teatament and
s Hymn-book are her chief delight. We read and mmn:
together and talk over what we resd, and a visit with hes
ia a real pleasure. She ofton speaks of openly confessiny
Jesus, but always it énds In her saying **but how can |
leave my husband and bahies—who would care for thew
and teach them 1"

Then there is Pulamma, a young Mala woman
whom the Lord spoke through Deborah (the Akidu I
blewoman). She makes no secret of her faith in Jesus.
and her neighbors besr witness to the change in her life
Her husband is a hard drinker and bitterly opposed t.
the Chriatian religion and forbids her being baptized
coming to the Bunday services even, but Pullamma «ays
*“let us wait ; some day the Lord will draw him as he
drew me. Meantime I'll teach my boys (she has tx
dear littly boys) to love the 3aviour.”

Dear friends—pray for these fearful ones, that they
may be made very bold, and pray for the scores of others
in villages over the field, who are in like bonds : .ud
pray for me.

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THE CANADIAN
METHOD OF CHRISTIAN STEWARDSHIP.

BY MRB. T, K. JOMNKIQON, OF LONUDON,

The question I am asked to lead you in discuasing is
the **Method” of Christisn stewardship, or perhaps
mure properly, the money question viewed from the
sandpoint of the stewsrd.

[ presume we are all ready to take the poaition of
stewards ; nono of us deny the relation, woe are only
drvided as to the daties and responsibilities growing out
of the relationship, .

The one ossential qualification of a steward appoars to
be that of fidelity. It is required in a steward that s man
by found faithfid : faithful to the interests of the master
who employed him and who is absent, conducting the
atfairs of the home, the society or the busineas in such a
way that should the good man of the house return uuex-
pectedly he would not find his goods squandered and the
stoward would not be put to confusion. ' Hia time and
full servicy bolong Lo the man who omployed him, his
business boing tn do in his absence just as the master
would were he present. He is to manage the estate, see
that the servants perform their tasks, to buy and sell,
collect acgounts, pay bills, etc. Tho money that cowes
it his hands he in not -to speculate on, or use for his
own purposes, but is to employ according to agreement
understood when he entered his master's service. His
daily nveds are supplied from the common store, and are
4 neceasary part of the administration fully recogniwed
hy the tmaster. How much he may spend on himseif
perhups the master has not told him, but when he gives
«ll his time and all his service to the master's interests
hi personsl wanta will be few indeed: The faithful
heart does not enquire how much I may spend on self
aud still have his smile, but, having his smile, how little
dy 1 need to spend.

The pertinent yuestion fur each one is, as His steward
what is demanded of me?

The question of what Jesus would do were he in my
place, ought to be very helpful in enabling me to decide
what should bo my attitude as His steward. For **Iv is
¢nvugh that a disciple be as his master and the servant
us his Lord. "

By this time we have all read ‘‘In His Steps.”
Whother we agree with the author in all the schemes
advanced, we cannot but ba impressed with the fact that
i€ .Jusus had the regulating of our homes, our churches,
our businesses, in most cases n wonderful change would
tako place.

Wo cannot believe that were He hero the standard of
discipleship would be lowered one iota to meet the so-
called requirements of the age. Woe certainly believe
He would not rebuke sin the less be it found in whatever

uuise.  With His beautiful life to emulate, and His word

. to spend Himself.
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in our hands for 1,900 years, we ought certainly to have
learned a fuller messure of His will and be more like the
Divine pattern. If we are not living according to our
knowledge, we certainly sha| eaton with more stripes
than the hypoorites of old,\tdr our opportunities have
been greater. What Jesus would do! Is not that what
His disciple should do? We all assent to this, yot how
little of sacrifice, denial of self, oross-bearing or follow-
ing do we find in His so-called disciples, and this in the
face of His plain statemont : * He that would come
after Me let him deny himself, take up his cross and
follow Me.”

Wore Josus on the earth and possessed of money,
what would He do with it { Can you imsgine Him build-
ing a costly home, richly furnishing it, accumulating a
bank account, devoting large sums to personal adornment
or amusement while He gave s minimum to sending
Peter, James and John throughout Palestine, or Paul
and Silas to the regions beyond ! What He did do wae
Himself he gave without stint. His
time, all His time was given tu God ; sometimes in lov-
ing communion with Him, sometimes in agonizing prayer
for the accomplishment of His mission. To relieve want
and misery in all forms, to comfort the distressed, heal
the sick, minister to the needy and sorrowful, He gave
Himself, to the end that His kingdom might be estab-
lished on earth. ‘' It is enough (und no mare than i
meet) that the disciple be as his Master and the servant
as his Lord."”

Beside His example we have also His precept, g}'\ren
through His early followers. Paul's relation of the facts
and commendation of the Macedouian Christians should
stand as an object lesson to be emulated through all
time without any law laid down or example set, and, it
would seem, without even being asked. Paul pictures
those Macedonians poor in worldly goods, yet urging
upon him their gifts and putting to shame the wealthier
Corinthians. They possessed the willing hearta that
needed no ** whipping up " or ‘‘screwing it out” on the
part of an agent. Also notice that before they contri-
buted one penny they called a halt and devoted them-
selves again to God. In modern language, before the
collection was taken they held a conseoration meeting.
Then all they had—all their poverty, too-—was avowedly
the Lord’s. They were His stewards for little or much,
and they proceeded to give of His own. After this ox-
ample, Paul turns to the, in some things, paragon Church
at Corinth, and urges them to add benevolence to the
gifts slready possessed by them, viz., faith, utterance,
knowledge, diligence, reminding them that though they
had eaid a year ago that they were willing, they had not
yet given anything. That a willing mind is accepted
according to that & man hath, is proven in fact by his

gitt. Howbeit the gift is a dead thing to offer Lo God if
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the willing mind do not precede or accompany it. The
poaseasor of all things does not depend on our poor gifta.
It is not our gifts He wants so much as ourselves.
Abraham travelled three days to offer up Isaac, but it
was not Issac that God wanted, bat Abrsham. The gift
without the giver is comparatively valueless. Of old it
was not the carcases of the animals slain in sacrifice that
He wanted but the life. The life was the true offering.
The willing mind is the life of the gift or service, the one
true offering. What a difference there must be, then,
between God's estimate of the collection plate and our
own. We laud the s, and the more ciphers attached
the better, while God swells the value of some small coin
till it is quite uurecognizable by the giver, The com-
mendation for the cup of cold water given by the willing
mind eager for his Master's sarvice surprises none per-
haps more than the giver. And yet the Apostle teaches
that the willing mind is not enough, there must also be
a performance. The Corinthians had been willing, and
talked sbout what they would do for a whole year, but
not one dollar had been gathered. Paul had made a
stirring appeal, and if the subscription list had been
passed then they doubtless would have made a good
offering ; but to go on and lay aside week by week was
a0 monotonous, and *‘ they didn't feel like it, and there
were 8o many other claims.” Paul was likely to be put
to shame, s0 he must needs write them specisally, and,
moreover, send an agent in the person of Titus for the
purpose of stirring them up.

It is hard for us to let go the notion that the woney in
our purses and the sum total of our earthly possessions
belong to us, and that when we part with a beggarly
little portion for God we are robbing ourselves.

How glad many of us would be if God had told us
just what per cent. of our income He wishes us to set
apart for Him. Would we not oheerfully give it? But
when we read that the 100 per cent. is His—all the
silver, all the gold, all the cattle, yes, we ourselves—-we
are ap\pnlled and do not half believe it, or if we do give
mental assent, we straightway practice dissent. Some
olaim to have discharged their entire obligation when
they have devoted one-tenth of their income to God, be
it large or small. When they have sacredly set apart
one-tenth for the service of God as did the poor old Jew
who had no revelation of God’s love, they tell us that
they have performed the whole duty of man as regards
the money queation. To him, the sum total of whose
benevolence is represented by the beatowal of a dollar

pow_and then as necessity is laid upon him or impulae/

overtakes him, one-tenth certainly is a great stride}
With such an one I have no quarrel, for a system has
beou adopted. True, it may be out of all proportion to
the income, atill if set apart regularly it may prove an
entering wedge that in time will open the heart to a full
/gﬁmtion of its obligation. Any system faithfully

N

adhered to is infinitely better than giving hap-hazard, o
from impalse. But, saya one, if we are the Lord's ang
we acknowledge all we have as not belonging to us, hut
only held in trust for Him, why should we be so puru.
oular about the keeping of accounts? Why is it necox
sary to set aside any portion as distinot and separate from
one’s own personal expenses 1 Simply this, because we
cannot trust ourselves. As of old, the hardness of wyr
hearts hinders. I am afraid too many of us would be to
much like the old colored man down Bouth who argued
because he belonged to Massa, aud the turkey belonged
to Massa, therefore he would eat the turkey and Massa
would be losing nothing.

If we are not told how much we should set aside, wo
are told a great deal that should help us in giving to Him
of His own. We are told that accounts are to be sottled
often—once a week and as God has prospered. The
frequency and regularity of such a practise will beget »
habit that isinvaluable, Besides the personal enjoyment
and education attending the system, the result will be s
muoh larger sum ocontributed than would have been
thought possible were it given, say once a year. Some
one has said that *Fifty-two gentle pulls at a man’s
purse strings are more promotive of healthy liberality
than one convulsive jerk on annual set days.”

Then again we have the direction to give not sparingly.
but bountifully, ungrudgingly, cheerfully. When done n

, this way there remains the wonderful promise that ** He

will make all grace abound toward us,” ** that having all
sufficiency in all things we may abound to every gu«
work,"” and shall be able with Paul from a full, vverflor-
ing heart to giva thanka unto God for His unspeakald:
gift.

ONE OF THE PITIABLE CASES.

Chaudamma belonged to the Kannada Devangas. Her
father, having become dissatisfied with her mother, had
put her away and warried again. Ohaudamma and her
mother lived alone near to the bouso of Narayanapps,
ono of our catechists. Bhe used to frequently visit our
Christians and quickly learned from them the way of
life. Partioularly from Akkatayamma, herself a Bmartha
Brahman oconvert, she learned very much Christian
truth and became a sincere follower of Jesus. She firat
began to attend our meetings and declare herself a Chria
tian nearly three years ago, and she has frequently im
portuned us to baptize her. As she was under age, we
were unable to do so, but she remsined faithful, waitiny
till her 16th birthday should give her the right to follow
her convistions. In the meantime her parents, very
much againat her will, batrothed her to her cousin, but
the complete marriage never took place. During the
past year her relatives, alarmed at her constant objections
to joining her husbaod and knowing her inolination
towards Christisnity, forbade her to have anything to dv
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with us. She was never allowed to go out alone and was
practically & prisoner.

About two mouths ago a ¢ithi was to take place in the
house of the grandfsther, and Chaudamma was told to
attend it. Bhe firmly refused to have anything to do
with it, and this precipitated matters, Her people
called panchayats to try and bring her round, but she
maintained a glorious witness before them all, declared
boldly that she was a Ohristian and intended to join us,
and when challenged about the Bible sbe held in her
hand read out of it to the assembled people. -

Her relations decided that she must be allowed to
follow her inolination, and were already letting her go
about the town at her will. At this point certain sow-
cars and others well knodm for their bigotry intervened,
and began to trouble the girl anew. They tried every
device they could think of, offered the girl jewels, told
her that we dare not baptize her, and so on ; and when
that was fruitless, tried to get her to turn Mussalmen.
It is said that they even went the infamous length of
suggesting to & pure-minded girl that she should turn
prostitute,

On Beptember 14th, at 7 a.m., I got a letter from
Chaudamma saying that she wus well, and that the time
wan suitable toarrange for her to be baptized. I replied
tolling her that on Sunday, the 18th, I would let her
know my arrangementa definitely, and according to her
requeat sent her some books to be resding in the inter-
val. Her letter was dated from her grandfather’s house
to which she said she had been sent and put in a room
alone. Oa the following day, hearing a rumour of her
death, T went to Naganna’s house and there found the
body of Chaudamma outside the door. I caused it to be
seized by the police, and the post mortem has revealed
the faot that the poor child was poisoned by arsenic.
Bribes have been freely used and atrocious lies have been
told, and the net result of all the police enquiries so far
is that no charge can be brought against her relations. —
From Harvest Field, Mysore, India.

AnotnER Zenans worker says: ‘* One delightful new
house has been opened to me lately, in which is & young
woman who is 80 anxious to learn to read, and to whom
the Gospel has really been delightful news. She loves
to read it, and though she is so anxious to get through
her book stops and says, ‘* Now, we must have aome of
God's Word, or else there will be no time.' *What
wonderful things these are!' she often explains, ‘and
my poople do not know snything about them ; do come
often and tell me more, cannot you come more than
once & week ?  Oh, do come, I want so much to learn !
You do come into this street another day of the week,
do come in here also,’ and it seems impossible to make
her believe that I would love to do it, only there are so
many othors looking out for me just as anxiously."”

self, 1 ahall requirs one hundred Cobras or more, and as
many Kraits and Daboias as I can obtain. The snakes
must be fresh, preforably alive."

Drax Mus. Newnan, —1 have tiwe for only a short
letter wo-duy, sud wnywny I don't suppose you want long
lottera fur the Lixk, !

Yesterday I saw u religivus procession, the Octava of
Corpus Christi, which was au illuatration of the foolish
religivus practices of these people. Through u misunder-
standing in regard to the time. I miissed seeing the real
Corpus Christi which, of course, was much more largely
attended than the Octava.

In the large vpen plaza which is utterly destitute of
any beautifying vbject, pruparations were made fur the
colsbratiun., A large altar was erected at the corner
cluse by the church, and lesser unes at the other corners,
Around the altars were images, mirrors, paper towers,
trimminge of luce and tiusel. In the large one were
supposed representations of the baptism and death of
our Lord. Two other altars were erected at street corn-
ers where the procession was to pass. When all was
ready, the ringing of bells gathored the peuple about
the church, and a suppused representation uf our Saviour
waa carried out by a priest. {(ver his head was a canopy
carried by four men, and in frout of him walked three or
four other priests carrying incense, and a couple of boys
ringing hand bells. Ahead of thess again were two
Indians carrying s small urgan, that was to be used in
short service at each altar,

When the priests came out of the church they
turned to the right and walked around a block and came
in at snother corner of the plaza, then walked around
the plazs back to the church. They were followed by
nearly three-hundred people, nearly all of whom were
Indians or Half-breeds. There were less thau a score of
the better class and most of those were women.

At each of the aix altars they stopped abumt six or
8pven minutes when all got down on their knees in the
street, and had some mumbling by the priest, and a Jit-
tle singing by all; then all rose and marched to the next
altar where the same performance was gone through.

Doubtless moat of those who joined the procession
belisved they were offering acceptable service to God,
and doing that which wttld secure to them eternal bene-
fits. On such a performance, millions in America to-
day, are resting their hope of salvation, but we, to whom
God has graciously given clearer light, know that such
things are but vain oblations und an abomination in His
sight. How long shall we allow such a state of things to
continue

when at Peddapuramn. The conditions are such that we
might well look for a guod ingathering on that fichi
during the comiog months. While we at thia end wark
for it, do you at that end pray for it, that so (God's name
may be gloritied among the heathen.

YUYYURU.

Deau Link,—~ Although su lats in the day [ would )ike
to tsll you something about the Harvest Festivals which
were held ou this Held last November. There weure
three such festivals held, in connection with the three
chirches on the field, but I could not begiu to tell you
about each one, 8o will give you s fow incidenta which
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woh place at one ; incidents which will interest and
sneourage you, 1 believe, as they did some of your
missionaries. i

But firat a word as to the situation. Ae you nu doubt
remumber, the rice-harvest of '06 was to a large extent
» fsilure in these parts, owiug to floods, and though we
had no such famine as raged in the Central provinces and
ather parts of Indis, still the partial failure of our crops,
and the high prices consequent on the votal failure of
crops general all over Indis, combined to create the uext
thing w {amine here, our Christians had been pinched
very soversly, many of them being on the ragged edge of
sevation for montha.

But the harvest of ‘07 was abundant, the grest shadow
of distress was lifted, and it secmed good t all the
workors on the Vuyyuru field to call the Christians
together tu these three rallying points to join in prais-
mg the Lord for the plenteous harvest, and to give
exprogsion to their gratitude in free-will offerings. It
wus hoped that mutual love and interest would by in-
cressed, and a spirit of comradeship be strengthened by
these gatherings.

Su the feasts were held. As it was an experiment, we
dared not expect too much, but our expectation was
more than realized. The Christians came in goodly
wumbers, and though most of them were poor, they
brought their offerings freely and with such plad, bright
inces, and such a willing, enthusiastic spirit withal. The
~flerings consisted of fowl, eggs, corn, rice and money.
I'he snleablo articles were sold by auction, amid much
werrimiont, and realized uite & sum.

Tho feast in each place consisted of three sessionsa—
morning, afternoon and evening. During the first two
wasions there wore shorl speeches on subjects applicable
tn the ocession, such as ** (iving,” ** Thankfaltives,~
“te., plenty of musio and hearty congregatighal singing,
and the bringing in 3{\_ the gifts. DBut the evening
sussion was, to my mind, tho most enjoyable of all, ss it
was then that the btm?gt}wu presented to the congrega-
non bringing in thel largest offering, and this little
ceremony was the occdsion for impromptu speeches from
preachers and laymen, who expressed their unbounded
oy on being present, and gave ultorance to their deter-
miuation not to sllow that banner to abide in the same
village two years at a time.

Tho fensts did much good. Christians who came from
iar away, isolated villages wero surprised aud gratified
aml encouraged to fnd what a ““crowd of us’ there
was when we all got together, and went home much
irengthened and determinod to work more worthily of
such a goodly company. The heathen were much im-
jressed at the sight of a feaat without idols, dances or
drinking, and yet with much manifest joy and wood
comradeship,

The feasts were such u grand success that we hape
they are s fixture in the feld. But I want to tell youa
couple of incidents which took place at the feast held in
connectivn with the church at Mangalapuram, where the
Madiga pilly is almost entirely Christian, but where
uumbers had left, owing to hard tiwmes, to seek a liveli-
hood elsewhere.

The day befure the feast wus due | came to Borda.
gunda, a village two miles from M , and pitched my
tent there, intending to ride over early in the morning.
The pitching of a tent near a villago is alwnys taken by
the inhabitants thereof as a kind invitation to young and
old to come and aee tho shuw ; 8o that evening a motloy
crowd of indescribable individuals, men, women and
children, were gatheréd round my tent, watching with
breathless interest my every movement us 1 sat, stood,
took a drink or tied my shoe-lace. I had come ten miles
through the hot sun and was very tired, sv when the
shades of night began to face, | **shoo’ed my audience
off, and after severs] futile attempts my ondeavors were
at last crowned with success, and the company dissolved
into the surreuading darkuess: -all but three dusky little
figures, who remained calmly seated a little to one side
of my teat door.

** Well, and who agg wen /" 1 askod.
Trio- ** We are school boys ! "

** And who teachea the achogl 1
Trio again -** The preacher’s wife."

Boing Baptist village schoul-buys, they had not con-
sidered it necessary to depart with the ** common herd.”
After a few romarka I dismissed them alsy, and soon
after retired. .

Next morning [ wont to Mangalapuram to the feast.
It waa very well attended, and while the offerings were
being brought in during the afternoon meeting, I noticed
threo littla boys, fairly shining in their fresh, white.
garments, crowding up to the front with something
clutched in each brown little right hagd, their eyes
ablaze with excitement. T Jost sight of them then, but

found them again in the intermission befure evening

aorvice, and when T nsked them who they were, they
said, ** Why, we're the three school-boys you eaw at
your tent last night in Bordazunta.” Sure enough '
They had come to the feast with the big folk. T had
auch an interosting conversation with them, and found
out that ono of them was John, tho son of Christian
parents, but the other two woro sonr of heathen parents

** But e are Christians,” thoy assured me eagerly,
** And when we grow big enough to have our own way,
wo are going to be baptized. When our folks offer food
w (Ganganamma (the goddess of the village), we never
oat any of it when they do, and we don't eat any food at
all for a day, we feel 80 sorry and angry.” (I found out
afterwards this was all true.) ** Wo know about Jesus,
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we learned it in school, we go to Christian prayers, we
aing Christian hymns, and we never will worship idols.”
All thm in the most earnest tones, for fear I should

give for one ¢ that they were heathen. And
then in their eager, boyish way, interrupting each other,
and each trying to tell the story first, they tald how
Bushnam, one of the three, had brought two 2-anna bits
with him to the festival—one to give and one to buy his
meal with—** But there was a hole in his pocket, and
when he got here one of the bits was gone ! "

*“ Which one 7" I asked.

“Oh, T'll give the one that's left,” quoth Bushnam,
* Somebody will give me something to eat."”

1 asked them whom had they given their gifta to.

* To God,” they said.

* But what is to become of all this money,” I asked.

‘“ We don’t know, but we think the Doragaru (Mr.
Stillwell) will send it to the Queen ! "

I told them the Queen waa very, very rich, and had
no need of our help, and explained to them very simply
how the money was going to help preach the Gospel to
some who didn't know about Jesus. They all expressed
great satisfaction and approval, and when I said, * Are
you real glad you gave the money 1” they fairly jumped
up and down with gles, and the dear little fellows
clapped their hands, and said, ** Very glad, amma ! "

Where had these dear little boys, no more than nine
or ten years of age, learned to love Jeaus and to enjoy
Christian services and privileges 1 In the village school.

Now, for incident No. 2. It was at this same feasat
that David, a man from Bordagunts, appeared with a
fine calf as his free-will offering. Everybody knew he
was 8 poor mau, and were surprised at such a valuable
offering, but that evening, when the banner wsas pre-
sentod to the congregation to whioh he belonged, we
heard his experience. It was sometbing like this.
** Dear brothers and sisters, ] am 80 glad [ came to this
feast. Laat night after I went to bed I couidn't sleep
for a long time, becauss I was full of sorrow. I wanted
to come to the feast to-day, and I wanted to bring an
offering to the Lord, but I hadn’t & single copper to give,
But as I lay sorrowing, the Lord came to me and said,
‘ David, you have two or three calves; go and take the
best one to the fesst, and give it as your offering.’ Then
I was full of ness, and brought the calf as an offering
to the Lord from my wife, my mother-in-law and my-
self. Tamglad I gave it, ] am glad I came, and 1 say
let us have a feast every year."

Afterwards I found out that for some time David had
been a back-slider, and not at all a good Christian, but
ever sitce the feast he has been a different man, and
thongh he can neither read or write, gives hin testimony
among the heathen, often preaching to them as they
gather for a gossip at some favorite rendezvora.

This is what the feast did for one man. The Christix,
sontiment in David's village has been 8o strong that for
many years the heathen have not carried on public ido]
worship.  But this year cholers was abroad in the ioar
vicinity, a panic of fear seized heathen Bordagunta, aud
they began again the demonstrations and processions 11
Gangannamma's favor, in order to appease her wrath
and escape a visitation of cholera. The preacher, Bible
woman and all the Christians were much dismayed hy
this revival of heathen sentiment, but I hear thal thia
same David dealt it a death blow far the time being.
One day as the Christians were having service on the
little verandah of the preacher’s house, the heathen pro
cession came along, beating drums, yelling and bearing
aloft 8 common blsck pot smeared over with saffrun,
which pot was supposed to represent Gangannamma.
Their noise was a great disturbance and annoyance .
the Christian service. Just as they were going to pass
the house—for the benefit of the assombled Christians
David jumped down in fromt of the men bearing the
goddess and said, ** You come another step in front of
this Christian house, and I'll smash your pot to pieces
with this stiok!"” The procession halted, hesitatod,
turued and went another way, and ever since the heathen
have been wondering if the goddess is any good after 3li,
seeing she didn’t do anything to David for threatoning
her person.

Miss Priest writes from Tuni, June 28 :—** 8o far there
has been no return of the fever, and I have been able to
go nut every day nearly, since the middle of March. You
have heard from Miss Hatoh about our Pentecost holi
day. It is one of the centres from which I tour, aud
twice we have worked from there ; but this holiday time
gave me such a good opportunity of getting better ac
quainted with the women and ohildren there. I did on-
joy it 80 much. A number of the school came severa)
timea for 8 meeting, and they learued a hymn, the ten
commandments and several verses about the blood of
Jesus cleansing from sin, besides s number of atorics
from the life of Christ. They are to Jearn the 15th uf
Luke to repeat to me when I go there again. Seversl of
them bought portions of Luke. The Father has been
giving me so many opportunities, for the last year past.
of sowing His word in the hearts of the boys and girls,
and I do praise Him.

‘* Pray that He will make them grow, and enable me
to be very simple and plain with them.

‘T am s0 sorry to tell you that that widow woman
mentioned in’my report as learning verses and hymuns
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with so much intercst, has joined the Mahommedans.
Sho is a widow, and dependent on her elder brother. He,
along with quite s numbor of others in Tuni have joined
and almost forced her to do the same. How my heart
ached for her, as she told me, ssying, * what could I do?
1 thought I might still go qn learning your good hymns
and verses ; but he saya n», its no good to mix them to-
gother.’ She still receives me and listens, but in such a
different way, as much as to say, ‘you may talk to me,
but its no use now. I can't have any hope of ever being
shle to act accordingly.’

** They can give up one form of error for another and
wo one troubles them ; bub to give up error for truth is
another matter. I can’t give Lingama up yet, but pray
that the little seeds of truth sown in her heart may yet
yield a harvest.”

THE BUNGALOW,

O learning that the whole cost of the bungalow had
been given, Miss Baskerville writes, June 20 : ¢ To say I
am thankfud is putting it very mildly indeed. I dreaded
the idea of asking for s new bungalow, because it seemed
as if it must inovitably mean a struygle to raise so much
money. God gave to us, out of His great fullness, ex-
ceeding abundantly : praise His name! It seems too
good to be true. Then the other gift 85600 for another
Isdy to come ! It fills my heart with gladness and cour-
sge, and strength. My prayers have been so wonderfully
answered cuncerning the school building too. I believe
He will give all that is needed. How it strengthens vne's
faith to realize that there is one who knowsa our nood,
and listens to our requeats. And how grand it is to rea-
lizo that He ia the Omuipotent One ; there is nothing
imposaible with Him, Buch wonderful answers to prayer
gives one courage to trist Him when the answer is de-
nied. But I never prayed about a bungalow ; we have
heen happy and comfortable here, and have only been
sorry that our little house wasn't built of more substan-
tial materials, or that it waa so near the time of its disso-
lution. 8o long as it would stand I would be contented
with it ; but the men who repaired it last year, gave tes-
timony that it would never stand to have the roof taken
off again. It leaked quite badly with even a slight shower
we had in February.

A heavy shower
last night came in quite freely on my side of the house."’

CHILDREN’S TEMPLE.

There are many temples in Japan sacred to the spirits
of dead children, and mostly visited by sad mothers,
One of these at Kioto contains hundreds of small wooden
Buddhas, arranged on shelves, sloping back, row upon
row, and covered with the baby clothes of infants who
have died under a year old.

At Osaka is another of these children’s temples. Here,
too, are hung everywhere children’s clothes offered by
the mothers. “ A priest sitting on a mat gives the
bereaved mother, for a fee, a shaving of wood with the
name of the dead child written on it. This she takes to
another shrine, where in a pool of water issuing from
the mouth of a colossal stone tortoise. The pool is full
of these shavings. They are cast into it just where the
water pours in from the tortoise’s mouth, and happy the
woman whose slip gets well soaked at once. It is
believed that this will insure the child an easy passage to
heaven, as the water carries the name to Buddha, who
at once calls for them as he reads them.” — King's
Messengers.

Some of them would likely eay, **Good morning, sir,”,
for they are very fond of showing off their English
words, Many of the childron study English in sobool.
Do you wonder why they come to see me? If you
"waited, you would see them sit un the mat, like a class,
and each one in turn read a few verses from Luke. Wo
had the birth of Christ in the 2ad chap. for last Satur-
day's lesson, and they enjoyed it well.

You would not think much of their singing, but they
have not been taught as you have, and are only begin-
ning to leapn to sing about Jesus.

. These are some of my little Telugu friends, some are
Hindus and some Mahommedans. Several ~of thim
come to Sunday sohool also, and learn the Golden Text
well. They enjoy the Bible pictures friends have so
kibdly sent me, Will you pray often for them, that as
they read.the Bible, and learn verses and bymns, thay
may learn to love Jesus, and become His boys and girls.
