THE TAPLING COLLECTION.
By Gordon Smith.

At the time of his death (which is now more than two years ago) Mr. Thomas Keay
Tapling had formed a collection of Postage Stamps which was then, and still remains,
second to none in this country. By his will this magnificent collection was bequeathed
{with certain conditions annexed which it is unnecessary to mention here) to the British
Museum, and he further bequeathed a sum of money to enable the authorities to have it
properly arranged and exhibited to the public. Soon after signifying their acceptance of
this bequest, the Trustees of the British Museum appointed Mr. E. D, Bacon to under-
take the duties of arrangement, than whom no more competent or trustworthy philatelist
could have been selected for that important work. The first-fruits of Mr. Bacon’s labours
have now been placed on view in that portion of the building at Bloomsbury known as
the “XKing’s Library.” most of the contents of which were accumulated by George III.,
and handed over to the nation by his son and successor George IV,

At present only two cases have been filled, and these are to be found about half-way
down, one on each side of the longitudinal avenue. Each case consists of two frames
placed on the slope, there being four frames altogether. They are placed in rather a
subdued light, which makes it somewhat difficult to examine accurately the shades and
colours of the darker stamps ; but this is of course a necessity, in order that there may be
no deterioration due to exposure to anything like a strong light; and for their further
preservation we believe that each country will only be on view for 2 short time, thereby
allowing a very large number of stamps to be seen by the interested public in a smal}
space, and saving the precious contents of the cases from the bleaching influence which
the accumulated effects of sunlight inevitably produce.

Whether it is intended to issue an official guide of this particular collection or not I am
not in a position to say. For my own part I rather doubt it; for although guides or
catalogues have been drawn up for the benefit of visitors inspecting the various treasures
exhibited at the Museum, it must be remembered that these latter remain permanently on
view, and a guide once compiled is always of use, unless and until further gifts, bequests,
.and purchases render a new edition desirable.

I have therefore thought that a description in the nature of a catalogue of that porttion
of the Tapling collection now shewn may be useful to philatelic visitors to the Museum
itself, to philatelists at a distance who wish for full particulars of what they are unable to
see (at least at the present time) and also as a general reference list for future use during
the period when the particular countries have been withdrawn from view until such time
as it may be their turn to be exhibited again,

Nore.—It will probably be news tomany
collectors that there are two types of each of
the above. The varieties are chiefly dis-
tinguishable frofn the relative positions of
the letter “H” in Hawaiian and the letter
“P” in Postage underneath. In the second
variety the first upright stroke of the H and
the upright stroke of the P are in a straight
line, in the first variety the P is more to the
right.  The first mentioned 13 cents of
1851 is the type with a looped ornament
between “r3” and “cents,” the later type
having instead a square with four dots in it,
like the face of a cubical die indicating 4.
These stamps were printed on such very
thin paper that hardly one se- #s to have
escaped some slight injury, they have,
however, been dexterously mended where
possible. In spite of this defect this set of
stamps form the most valuable part of the
present exhibit.

Not1e.—I have followed the arrangement
of the collection itself, which somewhat
mixes up the regular issues with the various
series of the “numeral” types, which were
confined to local or internal use. The
used specimens of the 1833 issue are very
excellent examples.  The remainder of the
regular issues, however, do not call for any
special remark. The different varieties of
the “Hawaiian Postage” and “Interisland”
issues are somewhat complicated; the
rarity of some may be gathered from the
fact that more than one plate or sheet of ten
varieties has not been completed. Even
the make-up set of ten varieties of the
“Interisland” 2 cents, blue on blue wove,
consists of specimens from two (at least)
very distinct printings.

ADHESIVES.

Abyssinia.—Doctor W. H. Mitchell writes that King Menelik has established a post
office department, and that the Italian Government is to take charge of the foreign muails
from Massowah. He is said to have applied for membership in the Postal Union, and a
series of Stamps, etc,, is under consideration, the design comprising the monarch’s head
surmounted by 2 large crown.

African Lake’s Post.—A new series of stamps is announced by the ~Zustriertes
Bricfmarken fournal. Messrs. Schulke and Mayr have entered into contract with the
German government by which they are to conduct the postal service on and about the
Iakes within the confines of German East Africa. The stamps bear the name of the firm
at the top, numeral and lake view in center in circle inscribed *Afrikanishe-Seeen-Post.”
Below this “unter contract mit dem Kaiserl. Gouvernment in-Deutsch-Ost-Afrika.”
Perforate 11%5. 5 cents, rose. 10 cents, reddish-yellow. 25 cents, blue. 3o cents,
green. 1 dollar, brown.

Angra.—1hree more stamps of the current type are in use. 1350 reis, red on rose,

“perf. 1234, 200 reis, blue on blue, perf. 1334 x 13. 300 reis, blue buff, perf. 1334 x 13.

Bamra.—The I{ anna is now printed on a much darker shade of rose paper than
before. As usual there has been a resetting of the entire sheet. }{ anna, black on
magenta. '

Belgium.—Several more of the Sunday stamps have made their appearance. The 2
centimes is of a new design which is far from being as tasty as the one which it succeeds
The arms are in the center ona mantle on a ‘background of vertical lines. “Postes”
above, “Posterijen” below, *‘Belgique” at left, “Belgie” at right, “2c” in lower corners.
The other two values are of the same design as the 10 cent already listed. Perforate 14.
2 centimes, yellow. 20 centimes, reseda. 23 centimes, ultramarine. Since writing the
above I learn of the issue of two more of the low values of the same design as the 2
centimes. 1 centime, grey. 5 centimes, green.

Bhor.—From the Monthiy Journal we take the following translation of the inscriptions
on the stamps of this state. On the 14 and 1 aina it reads ‘“‘sta(mp) pa(nt) sa(chiwa)
ki(mat),” and upon the higher values “sri or shri pant sachiwa ki(mat),” followed in each
case by the value. The letters in brackets are not given upon the stamps but are under-
stood. “Pant Sachiwa” or “Sachiev” is the name of a district, the chief holding the title
of Jagirdar of Bhor and Pant Sachiev. What the meaning is of “sri” cannot be exactly
determined. By some it is thought to be an invocation to a god, while others say it means
prosperity. The Monthly Journal suggests that as the word stamp is only on the two
lower values and “sri” or prosperity on the others the latter may be freely taken to mean
revenue and that they are fiscals. “Kimat” means price.

Bolivia.—1It seems that there are more of the lithographed stamps, and that they were
made to supply a temporary demand. We give the full list of values and also the amount
authorised of each. 1 centavo, rose, 200,000. 2 centavos, violet, 150,000, 5 centavos,

lightblue, 300,000. 10 centavos, orange, 220,000, 20 centavos, green, 40,000, The 2
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centavos 1887 surcharged “Timbre” for fiscal uses has also been used for postage. 2
centavos, violet, carmine. :

Brazil, U. S. of.—A new value of the “Southern Cross” series of journal stamps is
amnounced. Perforate 11. 50 reis, green.

British Bechuanaland.—The Monthly Journal publishes an item taken from the
Bechuanaland News of April 3, 1893, which states that from the first of that month the
postal and telegraph affairs of that country are to be conducted by the Cape Colony
authorities. Whether this means the abolition of the special stamps we are not informed,’
but sincerly hope it does, and that, as the News suggests, it may be the beginning of a
United South Africa.

British North Borneo.—A new series is said to be in preparation and to comprise
some eight values. Canibals, crocodiles, pheasants, and numerous other delightful and
instructive designs are promised. It is said they will be printed in two colors.

Chile.—The dmerican Journal of Philately chronicles the advent of a 5 peso stamp
of the same design as the 1 peso. Rouletted. 5 pesos, vermilion.

Cook Islands.—A new set of stamps has taken the place of the type set issue which
appeared last year. In the center is a portrait of Queen Makea in a circle inscribed
“Postage,” and the value in words. “Cook” at the top, “Islands” at bottom, numerals in
lower spandrels. Watermark N. Z., and star, perforate 12. 1 penny, brown. 14
penny, mauve. 2% penny, rose. 5 penny, grey-brown. 1o penny, green.

Ecuador.—The latest provisionals are the stamps cut from the wrappers. t centavo,
brown on blue. 2 centavos, brown on blue.

Egypt.—Specimens of two new stamps of the old design have been received from
‘G. Apthonides, of Cairo. 3 milliemes, orange-yellow. 2 piasters, red-brown.

Funchal.—Three more stamps of the same design as the rest of the set have ap-
peared. 150 reis, red on rose, perf. 134 X 13. 200 reis, blue on blue, perf. 1234, 3006
reis, blue on buff, perf. 124.

Guanacaste.—In the Costa Rica building at the World’s Fair are two frames of
stamps, and among them the writer recently discovered one which has not been noted.
It is the 2 centavos blue revenue stamp surcharged “Guanacaste” and used postally.

Guatemala.—The Monthly Journal has heard of a 2 centavos stamp which has been
cut in half diagonally and used as a 1c.

Nawanagar.—The official spelling of the name of this state is as above according
to the Gazetteer of India, prepared by Dr. Hunter, and which is practically a government
publication.

In a
recent number of the dmerican Journal of Philately a grandson of Postmaster Morris states
that his grandmother distinctly remembers the. issue of these envelopes and that they were
inscribed *“Paid R. H. Morris 5 Cents.” Onlyabout 40 of them were sold.  Wells, Fargo
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& Co. A Columbian issue has been put forth by this Company and also by one of its
connecting lines. The frank stamp is the one with post rider, rail road train and coach
with the dates 1852-1892 with the addition of “Columbian Issue-149z 1892 in two lines
below. The impression is in blue on the 2 cent Columbian envelope. Size not given.
Lureka Express Co. This Company which uses a frank similar to the old W. T. & Clos
inscribed “ Paid—Eureka Express Co-Connecting with Wells, Fargo & Co.” hasalso added
“ 1492 Columbian Issue 1892 ” in one line below. This is also printed in blue on the 2

cent envelope.

Brazil, U. S. of —A wrapper with stamp of the type of the current 100 reis envelope
has been issued, Size 138 x 380 mm. 20 reis, green on buff.

Great Britain.—The Awmerican_journal of Philately has the current & penny on blue
wove paper. ¥ pemny, red-brown on blue.

Honduras.—Four wrappers of the same type as the envelopes on buff paper
measuring 165 x 280 mm. have been issued. 1 centavo, dark green. 2 centavos, rose.
5 centavos, dark blue. 10 centavos, brown.

Shanghai.—Mr. Sylva also sends us the new wrappers. They are on white laid
paper and bear stamps of the same type as the envelopes. Size 114x281 mm. 1 cent,
brown and black. 2 cents, red and black.

POST CARDS.

Bavaria.—\With vertical zig zag lines the following has been seen by Mr. Watson :
1o pfennig, carmine, 93. And with horizontal undulating lines: 3x3 pfennig, brown, 93.

Bermuda.—The Philatelic Journal of Great Britain reports that the single and
double 1% penny cards have been surcharged “One Penny” in thick letters in two lines
over the stamp. Black surcharge. 1 penny on 13p., rose, 5200. 1x1 penny on 13x1ip,,
rose, 400. The Admerican Journal of Philalely also states that the 13p. of the 1880 issue
has been surcharged. 1 penny on 13p., brown and red, (400 ?)

British Bechuanaland.—The  penny Cape of Good Hope has been surcharged
in black. % penny, green, dlack.

Canada.—Several of our Canadian fricnds send us the small size card printed in
slate. 1 cent. slate, small card.

Ceylon.—The Monthiy Journal has a new 2z cent card of a similar design to the
first issue, but without the word “To,” and with no inscription on the reverse. 2 cents,
blue on white. The 2x z cent card, noted some months since, now comes printed on the
first and third pages in place of the first and fourth. There is also a new form of the
same. The arms divide “Post—Card,” and “Ceylon” appears at the top of the card.
The stamp is not changed. 2x 2 cents, blue on white.

Columbia. —M. Moens has the reply card with “Lit. de Demetrio Paredes, Bogota
at the bottom. The single card has been known for some time. 2x2 centavos, black on
light orange. 130x84mm.

Cook Islands.—The Monthly Journal is informed that the card is now used with
oniy the printed half, the blank portion which served for the reply having been cut off.

Cyprus.—The 1 piaster is reported in a new color. % piaster, brown on pale buff.

Gambia — Single and double 1 penny cards of the colonial type are announced by
the Zlustriertes Briefmarken Journal. 1 penny, carmine ; X1 penny, carmine,

German East Africa.—The same journal reports the issue of tne 5 and 10 pfennig
cards of the current German issue surcharged in a similar manner to the adhesives. 3
pesa, on 5 pf., green, dlack ; 5 pesa, on 10 pf., rose, dlack.

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Honduras.—The new cards have been issued. The stamp is the same as the adhesive
type and there is the usual groundwork of color. 2 centavos, black and blue on blue ; 2x2
centavos, black and blue on blue ; 3 centavos, black and pink on blue ; 3x3 centavos, black

and pink on blue.
Italy.—Hereafter, there will be but one style of 10 cent cards, which will be available

for either domestic or Postal Union use. The 15 cent cards were withdrawn September 1.
The new cards will be inscribed “ Cartolina Postale Italiana (Carte Postale D'Italic” and
all cards will be 1goxgomm. The cards of Eritrea will also undergo the same modifications-

Monteneg ro.—The cards have also received the jubilee surcharge. Two thousand
sets were printed. 2 novtch, yellow ; 2x2 novtch, yellow ; 3 novtch, yellow green on blue
green ; 3x3 novtch, yellow green on blue green,

Persia.—The Monthiy Journal is informed that the post card rate was raised last April
and that the cards were issued with half of a 2 shahi stamp affixed to make up the required
value, 3% shahi red and black.

Portugal.—M. Moens has the new 2o reis card of the same type as the 30 reis. 20
reis, blue. The surcharge has reached the cards atlast. The 10 reis, Dom Luis, has been
overprinted “Valido 1893 ” in black. 10 reis, brown, dlack.

Roumania.—The Postal Card chronicles the 5x 5 bani cut instead of perforated.
The type of the instructions has been changed, “Carta Postala” measures 52 mm. inplace
of 48 mm,, and “Respuns” on the reply half 26 mm. instead sf 23 mm. White Reverse.
5 x 5 bani, black on rose, B. 4. Also a card of the same size as the 5 bani green
(131 x 98 mm.) with the arms in the upper center. Whether this is another provisional or
not is unknown. The reverse of the card is white. 5 bani, black on rose. M. Moens’
illustrates a similar card, but says the reverse is buff.

South Australia,—The Philatelic Record has the new 1 penny. The stamp has
the head of Victoria within a circular band inscribed “Postage South Australia,” below
this on a curved tablet is “One Penny” numerals in circles in upper corners. Below the
circular band at the left is a steamer, and at the right a lighthouse. In the upper center
of the card is “Post Card” on a horizontal tablet broken in the center with by “South
Australia” on a horseshoe scroll with another scroll crossing it containing the directions
about the address, etc. Within these scrolls are the arms of the colony and the mother
country. Size 130X 91 mm. I penny, brown.

Switzerland.—The jubilee cards in our opinion are of the same class as the “printed
to order cards” of Great Britain and other Countries. The government simply affixed the
stamp and the rest was prepared by the exposition managers. The stamp is of the current
type, and is in the left upper corner with a corresponding space left in the right corner
for the post mark. Below the stamp is a diligence, and across the upper part of the card
is vignette representing some very pretty lake and mountain scenery. Above the stamp
is “Jubilaums Postkarte,” and at the left side “Zum andenken an die briefmarken in der
Schweiz 1843.” The usual imprint reads “VI 93 36,000. Gultigkeit bis 31 XII 93.”
Size 142x87 mm. 5 centimes, red and plum.

Timor.—The Postal Card says that a 10 x 10 reis has been issued with an adhesive
in place of an impressed stamp. 10 x 10 reis, green and blue.

Western Australia.—T1wo new cards are announced by the Monthily Journai. The
% penny is now on white instead of salmon, and the new 1} penny is similar in design to
that and the 1 penny. This is also on white,  penny, red-brown. 1% penny, brown.

Wurtemburg.—Der Philatelist says that the 5 pfennig cards have been altered. The
arms are now omitted and the address lines lengthened with some slight additions to the
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instructions, etc.  Possibly they are private cards from the omission of the arms. 5 pfennig,
green ; 5x5 plennig, green. .
LETTER CARDS.

Benin.—Ze Zimbre Poste says-that the 25 cent Colonial type has been surcharged
with “ Benin” in black. 25 centimes, black onrose, Jlack.

Bulgaria.—T'wo very simple cards have made their appearance. The stamp is of the
current adhesive type, and the only inscription consists of two Russian words in the
upper part of the card, and one line of instructions across the left end. Size 139 x 89 mm.
5 Stotinki, green on gray. 15 stotinki, orange on ycllow.

Servia.—Two cards have also been issued here. They bear stamps of the boy king
type, and have one line of instructions across the left end; and three Russian (or
Slavonic) words in two lines in the upper part of the card. Size 145x85 mm. 5 paras,
green on bluish. 10 paras, rose on bluish.

TELEGRAPHS.

Colombia.—New regulations have been issued concerning the prepayment of
messages. The stamps were suppressed July 1, and special cards issued which are to be
given to persons sending messages, to serve as a method of identification in case of dis-
pute. The cards will bear values and will be stamped with the date and destination of
the message. The sale of these cards is forbidden unless a message is sent, so that it
seems we shall have to be content with used specimens.

* * *

U. S. STAMPS REPRINTED.

We regret to announce to our readers that certain U. S. stamps have been
reprinted. We received this information about April first, but we were informed
that the few sheets struck off were not to be broken, and were solely for use of
the department ; we concluded that the best interests of philately would be
subserved by taking no editorial notice of the fact. We now find that at least
one sheet of each value of newspaper stamps and the four high values of the
State department has been broken up and is now in the hands of speculators,
who, we are pleased to say, are selling them as reprints, and for the matter of
that at a high price, viz: $20 for the 2, 5, 10, 20 dollar set of State. The re-
prints can be distinguished by the perforations, which appear to have been made
with a blunt or worn machine, and as if distrustful of the work, the stamps have
been cut apart, this description may not hold good on all stamps, but the paper
being heavier than on the original, and of a different texture, they can be distin-
guished by any one worthy of the name of a philatelist. We shall make further
investigations, and hope to give additional information next month.—
Metropolitan Plilatelist.

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A. B. QUIGLEY HEARD FROM.

At the risk of breaking his neck or being shot, A. B. Quigley, alzas Louis
Bishop, escaped from the clutches of Deputy United States Marshall Brown, at
Sixteenth and Arapahoe streets last evening, and has not yet been recaptured.

A little before seven o'clock last evening the Deputy United States Marshall
received a telegram from Philadelphia stating that A. B. Quigley, alias Louis
Bishop, residing at 911 Sixteenth street, Denver, was wanted for felonious use of
the mails., Proceeding to the above address, Deputy Brown found the man he
was after in Room 42 and placed him under arrest. He was registered there
under the name of Bishop.

Bishop received the officer with a smile and made no objection to accom-
panying him, 'When they reached the street Bishop asked Brown to allow him
to visit a friend, Dr, S. F. Shannon, whose office is at 1615 Arapahoe street.

Dr. Shannon’s office is on the second floor, and when it was reached Brown
and his prisoner found that the doctor was cut.

A slate was lying on the table in the outer office, and, seeing this, Bishop
turned to the officer and said: “I guess I'll write a message op this fcr the
doctor ; he’ll ind in when he comes in.”

Brown didn’t object and Bishop wrote on the slate: “Doctor, I've been ar-
rested ; will you kindly call at the jail and see me ?”

As he laid the pencil down Bishop took a survey of his surroundings. About
four feet from him a window opened on the rear of 1113 Sixteenth street.
Bishop probably thought an alley was below, as the rear wall of the building
could only be seen from Dr. Shannon’s office. But he was willing to take big
chances rather than go to jail, so before Deputy United States Marshall could
dream of what was going to take place, his prisoner had vaulted through the
window and landed on a glass roof twelve feet below.

The whole thing was done so quickiy that Brown’s breath was taken away,
and Bishop was on his feet clattering along the glass roof before he could do
anything. Then he ran to an open window, but instead of following Bishop he
pulled his revolver and shot twice. Neither bullet took effect and Bishop made
good his escape by jumping through another window that led through Dr.
Hassenplug’s office in the Alkire block to the first landing. From there he made

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his way downstairs and into thestreet. By the ti.ac Brown got around Arapahoe
street to Sixteenth the wily Mr. Bishop had either boarded a passing street car
or was lost in the crowd.

Dr. J. L. Clark’s office overlooks the roof by which Bishop escaped. He heard
the shots and looking out saw a man run by, but as he was attending a patient
paid no attention for a moment or two. Then he went out on the stairway, but
the man had gpne, Dr. Clark is the only one who appears to have seen Bishop”
after he escaped from Deputy Brown. Dr. Clark says he heard three pistol
reports, but the Deputy Marshal says he only shot twice. Bishop may have
fired the third shot.

After satisfying himself that his prisoner had vanished, Deputy Brown called
on Pinkerton Superintenaent McPharland and asked for assistance in capturing
Bishop. Lieutenant Bradley was detailed to watch Bishop's room, and he re-
mained on duty there all night, Deputy Brown spent the night in hunting for
Bishop at the houses of his different acquaintances in the city. It is probable
that he took a street car to Fortieth street or South Denver directly after bis
escape and boarded an outgoing train.

The exact nature of Bishop’s offence could not be learned last night, He is
editor of the Plilatelist, a magazine devoted to the interests of stamp collectors,
and he makes a business of collecting and selling rare stamps. Bishop has been
in Denver since last February, and roomed at 911 Sixteenth street since March 8.

He has
sold stamps to Dr. Shannon and a number of other stamp collectors here. The
probable charge against him is cleaning and selling old stamps that have been
used. This swindle is an old one and has often been worked successfully. The
postmark is obliterated from an old stamp, then fresh mucilage is put on and
the stamp again used. Detection of the trick is not easy.

Bishop is described as twenty-three years old, five feet ten and one-half
inches tall, of slim build, thin face, of medium complection, hght brown hair,
blue eyes and very slight brown mustache. He was dressed in light gray
trousers, grey coat and vest, inclining to blue, and straw hat with a deep black
band. -—-Denver Republican, Sept. 10, 1893.

ARRESTED ON SUSPICION.

John R. Hooper the President of the Philatelic Society of Canaca is at present
lying in Cobourg, Ont. Jail charged with the heinous crime of murdering his wife.
The facts briefly are as follows: Mrs. Hooper had been confined in the Insane
Asylum at Kingston, Ont. for two years, and on September &h Hooper had her
removed and taken to the home of her parents at St. Ambrose de Kildare.

He then went to Montreal and spent some days, returning for Mrs. Hooper on
September 18, stating that he intended placing her in an asylum in Montreal.
He left with her by C.P.R. train and when near Montreal Mrs. Hooper suddenly
expired.

It seems that Hooper was engaged
to marry an Ottawa girl. Thaton Septemher 17, he got from Dr. C,E. Cameron,
Montreal, a permit to get some prussic acid to poison a dog ; the poison was given
him by a Montreal druggist and it is supposed that he administered some to Mrs.
Hooper causing her death.
