STATE OF THE ORDER.

In many districts the Divisions are not quite so active as in the win-
ter term, owing, in some instances, to farming vcenpations of members,
and in others to the absence of many brethren who are engaged in the
fisheries. A large number of Divisions, however, hold their meetings
regularly, and some have had good accessions to their membership. The
Returns show a large number cut off for nou-payment of dues, under
8Scct. 2, chap. 5, Coade of Laws, which gives Divisions the privilege of
dealing with members when they are six months in arrears for dues.
In the words of the Most Worthy Patriarch, in his recent report to the
National Division, this action has “left us with a live active muember-
ship, and a better disciplined and more compact organization.” ‘The
Order in the jurisdiction maintains its position very favourably when
compared with the summer months ot previous years.

NATIONAL DIVISION OF N.A.

The National Division of North America held its twenty-third Au-
nual Session in Wilmington, Delaware, in June, commencing on the
19th and ending on the 22ud day of the mouth. One hundred and
thirty-four members were in attendance. This Grand Division was re-
presented by M. W. A. Dr. Cramp, and your Grand Seribe, other en-
gagements having prevented P. G. W.P. Christie, from attending.
The absence of Bro. Christie was regretted by your representatives who
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attended.  The attendance at the meeting of the N. . was larger than
on any previous occasion—except at that held in Portland, Me., in 1860.
The Session was “one of carnest discussion, very few changes, in any
department, being adopted.” No change was made in any of the con-
stitutions of the Order, although a number of resolutions secking
amendments thereto were submitted.

The Report of the Special Committee of this Grand Division on the
“Lady Visitors” Ritum,” submitted at the January Quarterly Session,
was referred to the Committee on Rituals, which Committee recom-
mended several changes in the Ritwal. The recommendations of the
Committee, however, were laid on the table.  Subsequently the Ritual
was referred to a Specinl Committee to report on next year.

Subsequent to this action a resolution was submitied and adopted,
striking out the verse on page five of the Ladies’ Ritual, it being the
part of the W, A.

The following resolutions were adopted by the N. D.:

“1. Resolved,—That the Grand Divisions throughout our jurisdiction
be and are hereby requested to celebrate in an appropriate manner the
approaching Twenty-fifth Anniversary of the Order,

“2. Resolved —That this National Division do respectfully urge upon
the attention of authors and publishers, the great demand and necessity
of books adapted to our Common Schools that shall teach the physiolo-
gical effects of alcoholic drinks as a beverage, and which sha]f expose
their injurious use as a medicine.

8. Resolved,—That this National Division earnestly urge upon all Sub-
ordinate Divisions the importance of introducing among their exercises
the singing of temperance songs and melodies ; and, to facilitate this
object, we recommend the use in all Subordinate Divisions of the
““ Temperance Chimes,” as the best collection of temperance music
extant. w

““ 4, Resolved,—Thatwe recognize the great influence which Ministers
of the Gospel exert in all moral questions, and are hgpgy to learn of
the accession of many clergymen to the ranks of our Order; but be-
lieving the time has come for a more universal and decided action, we
earnestly recommend Grand Divisions to take such measures as may be
deemed "necessary to securc the active co-operation of all clergymen
within their respective jurisdictions.

“5. Resolved,—That the practice of drinking moderately of intoxica-
ting liquors as a bheverage, is as disgraceful as the drunkenness which it
causes, and ought to be so considered and proclaimed.

A Committee reported the follewing recommendations, which were
also adopted :

“ That Grand Divisions levy a tax of fico cents per capita per annum
upon the members of the Order under their respective jurisdictions,
and pay the samc over to the National Division, to be disbursed, under
the direction of the Most Worthy Patriarch, in advancing the interests
of our Order, more especially in ¢ those States and Territories which
have no Grand Divisions.’

“ Also, that Subordinate Divisions add twenty-five cents to their
initiation fee, which shall be paid over to their respective Grand Divi-
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sious, to ve used in *carrying on the missionary work of the Order in
their respective jurisdictions, by sending forth lecturers and organizing
Divisions.””

The decisions of the M. W. P. on the subject of female membership,
given during last year, and communicated to this Grand Division at the
January meeting, were all confirmed by the National Division.

By the report of the Most Worthy Seribe it will be scen that, accord-
ing to the Returns for year ending December 3lst, 1866, Nova Scotia
was the second as regards the total numbher of Subordinate Divisions,
total number of members, and number of Lady Visitors admitted ; and
third in the numher of members admitted and total number of Lady
Visitors—our Grand jurisdiction thus occupying a better position than
ever before in the National body. The following are the principal
itens from the M, W. Scribe’s Statistical Report

In his Report the Most Worthy Scribe says:

“The Order in the several States, except those bordering on the
Pacific coast, has been generally prosperous; while in somé of the
British Provinces, rapid strides have been made. Eastern New York
shows a net gain of about 5,000; Ohio 2,500; Pennsylvania 2,200 ;
Nova Scotia 1,900; Illinois and Tennessee 1,500 each ; Indiana 1,200,
Massachuserts and District of Columbia, 700 each; Virginia, West
Virginia, Western New York, Maine, New Jersey, Counnceticut, Ken-
tucky, Kansas, Maryland, Rhode Island and Newfoundiand, from 100
to 500 each; and Delaware, New Hampshire, and Canada Bast, report
smaller gains. Canada West has lahoured under many disadvantages
the past year, and has lost in membership nearly 700—nearly as much
as the total loss in all the other jurisdictions.

: The Grand Division of Nevada, Oregon, and South Kentucky, are
not in workmg order, and no returns have been received from them the
past year. Three Grand Divisions have been organized the past year :
Grand Division of Texas, February 13,1867 ; Grand Division of lowa,
April 18, 1867 ; Grand Division of South Carolina, April 24, 1867.”
D.Thcrc are 37 Grand Divisions under the jurisdiction of the National

wvision.

The next meeting of the National Division is to be held in Nashville,
‘Tennessee, on Wednesday 20th day of May, 1868.

You will be pleased to learn that our Order is prospering in New
South Wales.

On the 21st of June, the anniversary of the settlement of Halifax, the
most attractive feature of the day’s proceedings was the procession of
the members of the several Bands of Hope of” Halifax and Dartmouth of
nearly 500 children. The committee would recommend to the Bands
of Hope throughout the Provinee the propriety of having processions
and public demonstrations on all suitable occasions, believing that sueh
displays have a beneficial influence on the public, and strengthen the
children in Temperance principles.

The Collection of melodies authorized at last session of G. D. is in
course of preparation and will shortly be published. The Initiatory
ceremony of Bands of Hope (p. 15) requires the presentation of Cards
of membership, and the committee would recommend that the G. D.
authorize the procuring of n uniform card for use in all the Bands.—
Specimens are herewith submitted.

uscfully employed during the past quarter, in different portions of the
4 jurisdiction, chiefly in Yarmonth, Digby, Annapolis, Kings and Halifax,
. The Committee believe the labours of these valued brethren have been
appreciated by our Orderin the Provinee and by the Temperance public
generally,—and have been productive of much advantage to our cause.

The Committec are sorry to have to report that Brother McArthur
has entered into other engagements, and that his services will not he
available by us any farther in the same capacity.

The Committee regret that the funds at their disposal have not been
1 replenished during the quarter as they had hoped, and the amount ex-
pended in sustaining the three Lecturers has diminished our resources,
and renders necessary diligent and liberal efforts on the part of all the
Divisions, and especially in those localities where our agents may be
employed, in order to avoid as much as possible drawing upon our
3 invested funds, and to enable us to look forward to continued labour in
the future.
g The Committee are satisfied that the services of our agents is labour
'3 well expended ; and the hope is chevished that the liberality of our bro-
3 therhood throughout this Province will warrant the continuance of even
ga u l:;rgcr number of zealous and efficient brethren as Lecturers of our
3 Order.

Your Committee would recommend that Brother Beattie be employed
in Cape Breton, and Brother Barratt in the western part of the Pro-

can sce the end afur offt with joyful anticipation, we have the further
reward in the knowledge that in our day and generation we are to
some exient the means—under God—of doing good to others, those by
whom we have been .surronnded.  And now having again met for
mutual encouragement and * deliberation of the means hest adapted to
promote the objects for which we are associated,” let the prayer of each ot
our hearts be that the Great Patriarch would bless us with his presenee,
directing our minds to wise conlusions upon the important matters that
may invite our attention.

Brothers, I am glad to meet yon again, conveving congratulations
upon the continucd prosperity of our noble Order. As far as 1 can
learn the Divisions in the ditferent counties continue to manifest love
for the common caase.  New Iivisions have helped to inerease our
numbers and influence ; and while the application in many Divisions ot
the six months rule has been the means of vedueing the grand total ot
the membership in this jurisdietion, still it is pleasing 1o know that this
Grand Division continues to oceupy a leading position in the National
Body. In the number of Working Divisions we stand sccond only 1o
Canada West, but have a much larger membership than they, being:

We believe greater cffort shonld be
used to persuade the professed Gud-loving people to forego the pleasares
of the sovial cup (it there be any) for conscience sake, it not their own,
for that of their brother.

The Agency is proseenting a praise-worthy work, and in the opinion
of your Committee, should be encouraged by hearty co-operation and
pecuniary support.  We are sorry to learn through the reports of the
Agents, that in some localitics the collections have been very small. We
trust that in future temperance people will show more fully their interest
in this noble work by greater liberality.

As the 30th day of September next will be observed as the 25th anni-
versary of the Order thronghout the jurisdiction, vour Committee would
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vecommend that the Divisions in this Provinee not only to observe the
day in a proper manner, but that they will improve the opportunity at
their celebration, and take collections, or procure unds in some way,
to help the Ageney Conunittee in their noble work.

Rerort OF MISSION UNDER THE APPOINTMENT OF GRAND Divi-
gsioN Acexcy CodduITTeEe, BETWEEN MAY 18Tm AND JuLy
17Tu, 1867.

Worthy Brothers,— :

It is with regret I have to present a very meagre account of work
performed during the past two and a half months, circumstances be-
yond my control having repeatedly interfered with the arrangements
made for meetings, causing them in many instances to be very thinly
attended and, in some instances, compelling me to torego them entirely.
My operations have been confined (with the exception 'of two meetings
in Aylesford) to the connties of Annapolis, Digby and Yarmouth.
have only been able to institute two Divisions, both of them on Digby
Neck, but trust that they will prove a blessing to their communites and
a mutual help to each other.

The Divisions visited I have found with one or two exceptions in
good order, but all of them require and desire more frequent visits
from the agents. :

The collections have been unusually smal, and the donations few and
far between ; but the scarcity of collections &c., has been more owing
to the scarcity of money than to want of either good will on the part of
our friends, or zeal on that of your agents.

A belonging to a sister Division would be uninfluenced by the excite-
d mont of a debate. 1 have also considered that as the G. W.P.is,
according to constitutional usage, responsible for the acts of his
3 Deputics, it is his duty and privilege to make the appointments in
§ <uch manner, and select such Brothers for the office as he conceives
will best advance the interests of the Order, and secure himself
against complaint. Iowever, as G. W. P. it has afforded me plea-
sure, in every case, to appoint any Brother who had been recom-
mended for the office by their Division. provided such recommen-

dation reached me before making appointments for such Division

In respect to the City Divisions, T made such appointments as [3
thought best, as no recommendations had been handed me, nor
any Division in the city take any action in the matter, as far as 1
am aware. till all the appointments had been made and the com¥
missions handed to the Brothers sclected.  In the case of Howad
Division T commissioned Bro. John Heenan. of Chebueto Division§
(a P G.\V.A‘,) to represent me in that Division, and selected Bro,
Robt. Boak of Howard to represent me in Athencum Division
and was careful that no Division should be overlooked in thisy
respect. The commissions were jssued by me on the 2nd of Novy.f
for the whole Province as far as was possible.

The fisst action in respect to the Howard Division (Juestion, 3
after my appointment of Bro. Heenan, was taken by howard :
Division the 13th of November, at which time the resolution was
introduced recommending Bro. James Spike for the office of
Deputy, and which was passed, notwithstanding Breo. Spike in-
formed them that Bro. Heenan had been appointed. On this
recommendation reaching me (not through the G. S. nor under
Seal), T immediately communicated with the G. S., requesting him
to retain Bro. Heenan’s commission, if it had not been already
handed to that Brother. On being informed that the commission
was handed to Bro. Tleenan before Howard Division had taken
action in the matter, I at once wrote to the Division, expressing
regret that they had not sooner taken action, and expressing the
hope that the appointment would give the Division every satisfac-
tion. T have aiso the fact from Mr. Morvison that Bro. Heenan's
commission was read before the Division on the evening of the 21t
November.  Afr. Morrison also informed me that personally Bro.
Heenan was not at all obnoxions to the Division—notwithstnnding
which we find Mr. Morrison taking the lead throughout. in this un-
pleasant discussion.

We now pass to the meeting of the Division held January Ist, at
which Bro. Rev. J. MeMurray moved 2 resolution, by which Mr.
Morrison attempts to make use of Bro. MeMurray to the prejudice
of the G. D. and its oflicer, notwithstanding the fact that Brother
MeMurvay subsequently, in open Division, Eeclared that he moved
the resolution from a misapprehension of the fiots of the case, being
misled by incorrect statements made to him by some of the mem-
bers, and asked leave to have the same expunged from the
records.

I here submit the report of Depaty Heenan to the County
Deputy,

eing sincerely anxious to have the dispute settled, I arranged
to meet the Division, and if possible make arrangements to suit all
parties without compromising the dignity of the G. D.  Accord-

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ugrly on the 26th of January last, just previous to the qua erly
sion at Bridgewater, T visited them in special session, at which
ne I presumed they presented all their grievances, and although

Worthy Brother,—In accordance with my commission, I beg
to report the condition of the Division under my charge, and as
 { what I have to state is not of a pleasing character, perhaps 1 can-
not do better than give an account of facts as they occurred since
the last meeting of the Grand Division.

On February 5th, at the regular meeting of Howard Division,
No. 26, P.W.P. F. W. S. Russell, onc of the re%'csentativcs
who attended the quarterly session of the G. D. at Bridgewater,
stated, in giving an account of the business transacted at that ses-
sion, that the G. D. referred the Deputy question back again to
the G W.P. and Howard Division to_ settle. He also stated that
the Committec appointed on the State of the Order was a_pre-
arranged Committee ; that LaHave Division, Milton and Shel-
burne Divisions, and a dozen others, had not their deputies appointed
yet; that all, or nearly all of the Divisions outside of the city of
Halifax wero asked to recommend brothers for the office of Deputy,
thereby leading members of the Division to believe that they were
justified in the illegal course they were pursuing. P.G.W.A. Mor-
rison, who also was at Bridgewater, stated that there was a great
amount of sympathy for Howard in the G. D., and there would be
sympathy for the Division at the session of the G- D. to be held at
Berwick in April, and at New Glasgow in July, and also at the
annual Session.

On Feb. 12th a motion was made that the Senior P.W.P. instal
the Lady Officers; and although the attention of the Division was
ealled to the fact that the D.G.W.P. was in the room by D.G.W.P.
BRoak. vet the motion was passed by a large majority. P.W.P.

James Spike, in violation of his solemn obligations as a Son uj
Temperance, and as g member of the G. D., took the chair, and 8
much as he could advanced the illegal proceedings of the Divisionf
On Feb. 17th, on motion, the senior P.\V.P. was're;,nested to in
stal the Treasurer elect, P.W.P. Russell, when P.W.P. Jas. Spiln
again violated his obligations by again officiating, while the legallyg
appointed Deputy was present and willing to perform his dut
and T may here add that I attended all the meetings of the Divi
sion; and I believe there was o opportunity allowed to pass withlf
out giving as much annoyance to the Deputy as it was possible.§
On 30th March the Division held a special meeting to take into »
consideration the position of the Division with reference to thel
Deputy question, and after discussion they passed a resolution in-
structing the W. P, to communicate with the G.\V .P., informing-
him that the Division would receive the Deputy for the installation
of the officers, but hoped that some change would be made during
the quarter, as the Deputy was not acceptable to the Division, but
did not state why he was not. H

On April 2nd; I attended, as was my duty, to instal the officers,
and although they were present, only six of them would be jn.
stalled. I did nof suspect at the time that there was any intention
to act improperly ; but I soon found out that they aave way just
o much as wonld enable them to get the password, after which
they would be as contumacious as ever ; for Immediately the W. P,
was installed, a motion was made to defer the installation ~f the
Lady officers till next meeting, which passed, and I then informed §
the W.P. that I would not communicate the Visitors’ password to him
until the Lady officers were installed. I then asked W.P. Morrison |
when it would be vonvenient to have the other officers installed : ]
he answered that he did not know, but he thought they would not
be installed by the Deputy, but by the Senior B.W.P.

On April 9th I acain attended, and was called on to instal the
Lady ofticers, which I believe I would not be allowed to do if they ;
could get possession of the password in any other way. After the ;
Lady officers were installed, I quietly told the W.P. that now was
the proper time to instal the other officers; but he refused to proceed §
without a vote of the Division, A motion was then made to pro-
ceed to the installation of the other officers, which was rejected.
During the discussion on that motion P.W.P. Russell said that he
yas not prepared to be installed, and that he was sorry that the :
Lady officers allowed themselves to be installed; but after the motion B
was rejected, he then said that he came from Spring Gardens for
the purpose of being installed, and that Bro. Sullivan, the W. A.
elect, came from the Wellington Barracks for the same purpose.

3
motion was made. calling upon the officers not installed to state

T ()n Wednesday morning. 10th April, W.IP. Morrison met me in
o street. and wished me o accede to a request which was as fol-
ws s that [ might. absent myself from the next meeting of the
Division, so that they might have thuse officers installed by the
Lenior P.W.P. 1 replied that T was prepared to do my duty, and
Hihat any advice from him, or any onc clse to do otherwise, wonld
cHlave no effect on me.
i On April 16th T attended the Division, clothed in my official
iwgnli:m, and prepared to instal the remaining officers.  After the
Houtine business was gone through, PIW.P. Russell moved that the
W.P. vaeate the chair, for the purpose of allowing the senior P,\W.P.

and derision imaginable, of which there is abundant proof, the re-
3 sult being manifested by a large number of the members conduct-
ing themselves in @ most disorderly manner, so that the W. P. had
to try and check it.—P.W.P> Morgan Flaherty by implication
averring that the commission was not a legal one, as it did not
come from the Grand Division ; another member of the G. D,
P.W.P. W, B. Fidler, made himself particularly conspicuons in
i treating with indignity the Grand Division, through their G.WV.P.

D.G.W.P. Robert Boak was next called on, and he declined oy
the same grounds. PW.P. Adams was next called on, and L
took the chair with alacrity, amid the plwdits of the turbulent
majority, although at the session of' the Division immediately pre-
ceding he, Adams, acknowledged the Deputy, Ly assisting as acting
Grand Conduetor to instal the Lady officers of the Division.

‘The loyal members of the Order appeared to think that they
were long enough in the company of these rebellious members, re-
tired; and thinking that my remaining any longer would serve
1m0 good purpose, I also retived, believing™I had been present
at too much illegal proceedings already. Please excuse the length
of communication ; but I feel that tho G.W.P. ought to be put in
possession of all the particulars of this unfortunate affair.

The question having now occupied my attention for nearly six
wonths, and failing to induce the Brothérs to act constitutionally
and feeling that the welfare of the Division, as also the interests of
the whole Order, demanded prompt action on my part, but fecling
unwilling to act harshly with the rebellious Brothers, 1 concluded
to luy the whole subject before the (. D., and in my future action
be governed only by the resolution of this Body. My special re-
port to the session at Berwick you will find on file with the G. S.,
which together with all the correspondence relative to the subject.
was laid before a special committeo chosen by vote of the G. ).
Copies of the report of that Committee together with resolution
passed unanimously by the G. D., have been printed and furnished
the Divisions throughout the Provinces they are as follows :—

“The Committee appointed to consider the Special Report of
the G. W. ., concerning the action of Ioward Division, in retus-

drawn.

Your Committee would theretore recommend the adoption of the

« Whereas, Irregularities have arisen in Howard Division, No.
26, in reference to the appointment of a Deputy to preside over
the oflicial int. .ests of that Division,—

Therefore Res+lved,—That that Division has forfeited its Charter,
by insubordination to the constituted authority of the Grand
Division,—and that the G. W. P, visit Iloward Division at ite next
mecting, or at his earliest convenience, and demand the Charter ot
¢aid Division, unless they comply with the laws of the Order, re-
tract all uncourteous language used during the prosecution of this
affair, and reverse all illegal and improper proccedings which have
heretofore taken place in reference to the legally appointed Deputy.”

"The directions given the G. W. P. were peremptory, and under
the circumstances 1 could not treat with the Division as in good
standing, nor receive official courtesies from them.

After the opening of the Division on evening of May 7th, clothed
in my official regalia, I requested the chair of the Division which
was refused me. 1 then read the report of Committee and resolu-
tion of the G. D., and requested that the resolution be immediate-
ly complied with, and asked that a motion be made to that effect,
giving the Division time to act and urging them to so act, no one¢
attempted to move in the matter. The W. P, requested me to
hand him the resolution, at the same time_refusing to comply with
my demand until the subject had been fully discussed and deter-
mined upon by the Division. Conceiving that I was not at liberty
to allow the matter to lie over for perhaps another quarter, I felt
it my duty to at once demand the charter and property of the
Division under control of the W. P.  Mxr. Morrison in violation of
his pledged honour as a man, and as a Son of Temperance, refused
to surrender the same; and after my reading to him his obligation
as W. P.. and again demanding the Charter, he still persisted in
his refusal.  Uncler these to me painful circumstances T felt com-
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pelled to declave the Charter of Howard Division tovfeited, and
called upon all true Sous of Temperance to leave the room.

The next day, the 8th of May, I veceived an application from
the loyal members for the restoration of the Charter, and T am
happy to state that Howard Division iz again in good working
order.

After all that had passed. T was not unprepared for the letter
from Mr. Morricon, detailing some of the facts in connection with
the case, and very ingeniously attempting to mislead the Brother-
hood; nor am T surprised to find that Mr. Morrison has—in viola-
tion of his obligations as a Son of Temperance—mad epublic, mat-
ters confined to the confidence of the Division Roum, by placing
his pamphlet in the hands of others than mewmbers of the Order.

In cases of ditliculty the G. W. P., must be governed as far as
possible by the recorded decisions of the National Division. 1
submit for the information of the Order the following extracts
bearing on the question :—

From page 75, Jowrnal of National Division, 8th Anvual Session.

REPORT.

« The Committee on Appeals, No. 2, having had the appeal of
Suffolk Division, No. 84, against the action of the Grand Division
of Massachusetts, under counsideration, find that the Division was
dissatisfied with the appointment of D.G.W.P.,—appointed a Com-
mittee to request him to resign, then sought to procure his removal
by the G.W.P.,—that the oflicers elect, or a majority of them, re-
fused to be installed by the D.G.W.P.,—that the D.W.G.D., took
possession of their Chavter, and that at a subsequent meeting the
Charter frame contained a notice offering a reward for the thief
who stole the Charter of the Division—that the affair was brought
before the Grand Division, and that body authorized the G.W.P.
to demand the Charter of the Division unless they comply with
the laws of the Order, and retract all illegal and improper proceed-
ings which have heretofore taken place in reference to the legally
appointed deputy-

pursue a constitutional course; and I sincerely believe that had
there existed a dispositior o settle the matter legally, the late
members of the Howard {:vision would not now be asking the
sympathy of Sons of Temperance. .
