But
cnough has been sald by way of chal.
lenge to the Catholics on this  side
of the line, who have lacked in or-
ganization for ths sdvancement of
Canadian Catholic education, {emper-
ance and higher citizenship.

This is a subject which we are hav-
ing brought to our attention from
many quarters of Lo Dominfon It
is now forcing itselt upon tho atten-
tion of not a few ol our people and
hefore long, we hope, will seize upon
greater numbers who may inake it
available to worthy deeds in the civie
as well as the religious sense.
