I Have read the late racy srticle of
“ A Young Minister” with a mixtureof
amusement and amazement. Boston
has had the credit of originating the
1dea tha* & minister of the Lord Jesus
Christ cummonly reaches the *“desd
line” at fifty. DBut now comes the
alarming announcement that the dead
line has been pushed back by ten yeart,
and a Yankee deacon declares that *a
man of forty would be of no use in this
ficld ; he is too oldt”  Ifthe “tal line
rccedes much farther, we shall be
tempted to ask the question of the dis-
ciples, * Who then can be saved ?”

Happily this new theory is so false
as to facts that it ought to be hooted
out of existence. If any one will run
over the names of the ministers who,
to-day, are attracting the largest congre-
gations, doing the greatest work, and
commanding the widest influence inthe
Christian world, he will find that, with
scarcely a single exception, they aze the
men who have that ridiculous
“ dead line of forty.”

ST. PAUL'S INSTITUTE —-SEMI-ANNUAL
- REPORT.
(Ts the Kditer of the Panssrrsniax Review.}

Sir :~—=This semi-annual it will
tell you about our work io which
you are so kindly interested.

Visit to Marish.—This city I8 over
t=u miles east of Tarsus, having a popu-
lation of about 40,000 Mohammedans
and Armonians. It scemed necessary
for me to make a short trip to thiscity.
Not having been here tor s vears
expected t0 see great progres. both
spiritual and tempo.al, but was much
duappointed.  There ate four evange
lical churches here. The first church
wxs in great distress, not being able to
pay the pastor's salary for nine months.
A ceontroversy arose, spiritual work
stopped and finally the pastor was
obliged to leave, The second church
has not been prosperous, having no re-
gular pastor for about three ycars, not
being able to raise the money for
sal ‘The third church is spintually
in a better condition, but it has a heavy
debt ; needing a new cdifice they were
only able to put up the four walls and
roof and are waiting and hoping for
means to complete it. The fourth
church is Episcopalian, having an aged
and feeble pastor, and peaple can not
pay him a salary of even one pound

month. Christians in this city
ave been known as among the most
generous 2nd active in the whole Otto-
man Empire, but recently the poverty
and sickness have been so great, that
a't they could do, was to help thestary-
ing and dying among their own num-
bers. During the past five years great
calamities have come to this people—a
great fite destroying 1,000 shops and
400 houser. ‘This stopped business.
The ;ucﬁplies being in the hands of a
few rich men, exorbitant prices were
charged for even the necessaries of ife
The Government changed the valur, of
its money and with the new currescy
many lost a great deal Another fire
destroyed Goo shops, many of which
had been built since the finst fire; then
a heavy governmental tax demanding
8,000 pounds in a short time, and it
was no unusual sight to see the officers
enteting houses and selling anything
they could find ; many were imprison
ed, being unable to pay their taxes.
After all these troubles & great sick:
ness {ollowed, many dying, A recent

The sesult is a
reat deal f sickness during these cold
interdays. From the famine fund xe
gave money for medicine, helping 265
people, many of them children ; of this
number 220'recovered; being most
thari*ful to God and bencvolent friends.
Would also mention with pleasure the
ﬂc:thclp rendered by Rev. D. Methny,
1), missionary of the Reforined
Presbyterian Church in Mersine, who,
being a missionary of long cxperience,
medical skill, and sclf-sacrificing zeal,
has proved a great blessing to the poor
afilicted ones on ali this plain.  Oppor-
tunity has been given me to hold ser-
vices three and four times weekly, We
can mot tell how many bave begun the
new life this Fall; but at one of the
most interesting  prayer-mectings in
Adana, tbirty two gave good evidence
of change of heart and desire to serve
Christ.  The meetings in Parius have
also been greatly blessed, and many
oung people have come to know and
ov~ the Lord Jesws. While we were

This help is mainly from the scholar-
ship fundp sent by kind friends to our
Treasurer, Mr. W. T. Hatch, 13 Nassau
St., N.Y. Let usassurcall coninbutors
that their money has besn wisely ex-
pended, and one look into the faces of
the students would satisfy as to their
need and promise. Some came to
us withuut bedding or & change of
clothing, These crphan and poor
youth had suffered much from poverty
and non-Chnistian masters or relatives,
and now how glad they are for privi-
leges here given them.  We are greatly
encouraged with the spiritual awaken-
ing among them. A few Sabbathssince
six of our students in Adana gave
themselves to Christ and formed a
Chnstian Society—Emmanuel Surusu
(Band), to wotk for the salvation cf
children, Some of the studants here
were Christians before commg to us,
others have recently given their lives to
Christ, while a few are yet to be won to
Him. Sabbath evenings we have very
blessed prayer-mestings with our stu.
dents, who bring in young men from
outside. The new decisions to work
for Chnist, confessions of sin and eam-
est prayers are such, that we find it
difficult to close the meetings. The
special work of our students will he in
theSabbath-schoolorganizedinourhome
two months since, and at present jt has
cighty-two members. May we not hope,
that ali Christian Sabbath schools and
socleticsas theglgin, will also pray that
God's richest blessing may rest upon
the work done here, and that many
souls may be won to Christ, which is
our t:hiel7 aim in the work?
