The Parish has lately had the pleasure of a
visit from General Sir John Henry Lefroy, who
is visiting Canada as a member of the British
Association, and also to be present at the mar-
riage of his sen, Mr. A. H. F. Lefroy, which took
place in St. George’s, on 22nd ult. Our older
members, and those who arc acquainted with our
Parish history will recognize in our distinguished

visitor the “John Henry Lefroy sometime Church-
warden,” of the Parochial Records of thirty years

ago.

OUR NEIGHBOURS.

The total cost of the Island Church, with
Bishop’s residence attached, has been a little over
$3.000, of which about half has been raised by
offertory, subscriptions, and entertainments, leav-
ing a debt of $1,600. As the Bishop's residence
is worth this sum, the financial position of the
little church may be regarded as satisfactory.

For the past four Sundays we have been offer-
ing up special prayers for General Gordon and
the forces procecding to his relief in Egypt.
This has brought us face to face with one of the
most striking fulfilments of Divine prophecy
which history has witnessed. In the sixth cen-
tury before Christ, the Lord commissioned
Ezckicl and Zechariah,to prophesyagainst Egypt,
then one of the great powers of the world. He
said, “I will give the land of Egypt unto Nebu-
chadnezzar, King of Babylon,” and but a short
time elapsed before that king had effected the
conquest of Egypt, and had placed a nominee of
his own over her in place of her vanquished king.
It was also declared that Egypt should be a base
kingdom — the basest of kingdems — ncither
should it exalt itself any more among the nations;
that there should be no more a prince of the
land of Egypt; and that the sceptre of Egypt
should depart away. Allliterally fulfilled. From
that time to the present, nearly twenty-five cen-
turics, has Egypt been a base kingdon ; she has
never once regained her ancient pre-cminence
among nations. Though Ncbuchadnezzar's con-
quest did not effect a complete subjugation, his
successors soon complcted the work. But a
few ycars after the day of Ezekiel and Zechariah
the sceptre of Egypt finally departed away, and
there has never since been a prince of the land

of Egypt; her rulers have always been aliens—
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Persians, Greeks, Romans, and Arabians, in suc-
<ession to the present day.

It may have sccemed to some that this public
remembrance of General Gordon and the forces
in Egypt in our prayers, savours somewhat of a
tendency to introduce politics into our Churches.
A moment’s consideration will surely dispel this
idea, for is not the contest really, notwithstanding
its many complications, between Slavery and
Freedom, beuween Light and Darkness, between
Christianity and Mohammedanism ?

TEMPERANCE GUILD.

On account of the Exhibition in the early part
of September, only one meeting of the Guild was
held, viz, on the 3oth. Being the first meeting
of the scason, the attendance was not so large as
usual. After the opening hymn and prayers, the
Rector gave an address in which he showed that
the experience of Life Insurance Societies was
wholly on the side of thosc who abstained from
all intoxicants, on the scorc both of long life and
good health. The experience of the workshop
was also brought forward to show how often the
excellence of work was impaired through intem-
perance in depriving men of that clearness of
eye, and steadiness of hand required in high class
work, so thatoften in this way the work of half a
dozen men in the production of an article was
ruined by even the slight intemperance of one of
their number.  The meeting was enlivened by
songs, &c, by scveral members, Mr. Phillips
kindly presiding as conductor and accompanyist:
Tea and cake were dispensed afterwards, and the
mecting was closed in the usual way. The only
drawback to the plcasure of the mecting was the
noise in the room, and the uproar afterwards in
the screet, made by some boys, who have won for
themscelves the name of “the John Street Boys.”

The mectings of the Guild during this month
will be held on Monday the 13th, and Tucsday
the 28ih.

CHURCH CONGRESS.

The Sccond Congress of the Church in Canada
will be held in St. James' School House, on
Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday, 14th, 15th,
and 16th days of this month. The subjectsto be
discussed are of general interest to Church people,
and many of the papers and speeches will no
doubt be interesting and instructive.  The meet-
ings are open to all, and will be held each day
from 10 to 1, and from 3 to 5. Therc will be an
Evening Meeting on the Tuesday ; Service in
St. James’ on Wednesday Evening, with a ser-
mon by the able Bishop of Illinois, Dr. Maclaren,
and a Conversazione on Thursday Evening.

HARVEST HOME.

Thanksgiving Day for some inscrutable reason
usually comes in the dark days of November,
when it is impossible to get fruit or flowers, or
grain with which to decorate the Church. It is
not well toturn the Church into a market garden,
as is sometimes done, but it is a good thing to
tcach by the eye, as well as by the car, and the
bringing into God’s House of a certain portion of
the fruits of His carthis a telling way of remind-
ing city folk, and of teaching city children, many
of whom never sce a field of ripe grain ready for
the harvest, that—

‘¢ All good gifts around us
Are sent from heaven above.”

It is intended to have two Harvest Home
Services on Sunday, the 12th inst., onc for child-
ren at 3.30, the other at 7.00 p.m.  Sunday is
chosen, as the only day on which children gener-
ally can attend such a service.  The services will
of course be choral, the processional Hymn No.
276, “Come, yc thankful people, come.” The
special thank offerings of the day will be for the
Widows and Orphans’ Fund. A beautiful Har-
vest Anthem, “ O give thanks,” by Farcbrother,
will be sung at the Evening Service, and a new
fecature at both services will be a very pretty
Harvest Carol.  Contributions towards the decor-
ation of the Chancel will be thankfully reccived:
if in moncy, they should be sent to the Rectory
as soon as possible ; if in fruit or flowers, to the
Church on Saturday morning, the 11th inst.

The goadness of God in the fruits of the carth
is suggested as a subject of special thanksgiving
at Holy Communion, on the 12thinst. Celcbra-
tions at § a.m,, and mid-day.
