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TUE itOvERNOIt-GENERAL'8 BAIL AT TORONTO.
The ball given by Their Excelleucies the Governor-General

and Lady took place on Thursday, the 24th uit., ut the Parlia-
ment Buildings. It was perhaps nue of the finest ever given
ln the Dominion, says the 1ail, and both in the arrangement
of the rooms and the brilliant crowds of faishionably-dressed
visitors who thronged the different apartnents. presented an
appearance which will long be remembered by those who had
the honour of witnessing it. The Chamber of the Legislative
Council, and that used as the post office, ward room, etc., were
elegantly decoraited with wreaths, garlands and festoons of fir
dotted with roses, the sides of boti Chambers being lined
with crimton cloth. The greater part of the raised platform
upon which the iembers' seats are usually placed had been
moved, and an entirely uew floor laid down; the fittings of the
post office were also removed, leaving a large open space in
the centre of each room open for the dancers. Upon the wall
were hinîg large mirrors and a number of excellent engravings
in handsome franes, while at the sides were the usual seats
and lounges for the benefit of chaperones. In the Council
Chamber, the magnificent full-length portrait of Her Majesty,
from the City Hall, having been brought here, occupied a pro-
minent position on the north wall. The band in this chamber
was located in the gallery. In the other and largest room, in
addition to the decorations before mentioned, there were a
couple of handsome trophies of bayonets and ramrods, sup-
plied from the armoury of the Queen's Own, there being alse
a dais for the reception of the Vice-regal party. The band in
this apartmenat was placed in a covered music chamber erected
outside the windows, which were of course thrown open,
being draped witli crimson curtains. The floors in both
chambers were well waxed, toc well indeed, the lobbies be-
tween the two being carpeted and lined with seute. The long
chamber over the lobbies was used as a refreshment room, and
supper was laid in the old library, which was decorated for
the occasion with bunting, the passages to and from it being
laid with crinson cloth.

Shortly after nine o'clock the visitors began te arrive in
rapid succession at the east door till at a few minutes te ten
when thteir Excellencies arrived, the Council Chamber pre-
sented a most brilliant appearance. At the time named their
carriage drove up to the grand entrance which had been
covered in with crimson cloth for the occasion. The Gover-
nor-General's Body Gutard, wlho' itere on duty under Col. Cum-
berlawl, saluted. and their Exceliencies, attended by Colonel
Fletcher and Lieut. Coulson, A. D. C., entered the Council
Chamber accompanied by Ris Excellency the Lieut.-Governor
and Mrs. Howland, attended by Captain Curtis; Lady Harriet
Fletcher, who accompaniedtheir Excellencies--the quadrille
band of the 10th Royals playing "l God Save the Queen."
Tieir Excellencies then proceeded round the room,
receiving and responding te the bows of their guests. The
first quadrille was thaen forined, Hlis Excellency the Governor-
Generai opening the bail with Mrs. HowJ".nd, Lady Dufferin
dancing the quiadrille with His Excellency the Lieut.-Gover-
nor. His Exceliency, who was in plain evening dress, over
a white waistcoat, wore the ribbons and orders of the Bath
and St. Patrick-Lady Dufferin's dress being composed of pink
silk trimmed with tulle, and Brussels lace flonnces looped up
with roses and white lilac. On her head a diamond tiara and
flowers timilar te those on the dress. Her ornaments were a
diamond necktce and earrings, and several bracelets,

Thei appearance of the two ball rooms ai the evening wore
on b'came of charming effect. The ladies' dresses showed a
degree of tatste which was net only marked in invividual in-
etancest but thrughout the entire assembly the arrangement
of the diderent dresses as te shape and choice of colour would
have don credit to an assembly at the Tuileries in its bygone
days. Pink undoubtedly predoninated, and was presented of
all material and tint. There were some very haudsome dresses
of green silk, and others of pale corn colour, which lighted
up well under the brilliant ligiting of the rooms. The gen-
tlemen, though LIthe majority wore ordinary evening dress,
presented a considerable number of handsome uniferus, and
many of our Volunteer corps were there in their quiet, thotugh
somewhat sombre dress.

Refreshtments were served throughout the evening in most
excellent ttyle, the guîests being obhiged to enter by one door
and leave by another, thus preventitg that annoying crush
caused by confiicting streamns of people in a narrow doorway,
which is uîsually to be drcaded and gone through in affairs of
this kind.

At miidtight the supper-room was thrown open, and a steady
throng of hungry dancers continued te attack the really lordly
array of viands for the remainder of the evening. During the
evening His Excellency the Governor-General danced with
the following ladies:-Mrs. Howland, Miss Cumberland, Mrs.
Mowat, Mrs. T. C. Patteson, Miss Crawford. Mrs. J. B. Robin-
son, Miss Hartman, Miss Taylor, (London), Mrs. George Brown,
Miss Fraser, (Port Hope), Mrs. F. B. Cumberlund, Miss Emily
Brown, Mre. Allan McDougall, Mrs. Kirkpatrick, (Kingston),
Miss Heward, and Mrs. Nichol Kingsmill. Lady Dufferin
favoured the following gentlemen with her hand:-The Lieut.-
Governor, lion. b. '.ocwat, Hon. George Brown, and Hon. A.
McKellar. Their Excellencies remained till the close of the
ball, at abouat three o'clook.

tEssits. liES & ALLEN's5 MANUF'ACTURING EsTABLisHMENqT AND
wAREnoUsEs.

The establishament of Messrs. Ives & Allen, founded l'y LIe
prescnt memiibers cf LIe fitrm some thairteen years luge, has de-
velopedi into whîat may-for the Domimnu-be fairly termedcî
colossal proportionse. Ouar illustrtation represents Lhe central
and( main porttions of their tiremises, as seen from William
Street ltooking dlown Quceen Streit. Thte five story iron front
building on flae left being te new oftices uni warehiouse ntow
finishting uni to be counnected by an irou bridge as shoîwn
above--withu thie work'shops on the right. A glance ut the
adveutiseent on the walîs of' thte warehouse will givae an ideau
cf the descripmtionu cf g odls produced by this firm, ulthoaugh a
vaut variety cf articles kre conmprised under te general terms
cf Hardiware, Hollowware, &c. Referring Le the plan cf Lhe
streets cf thls locality (to be found on tIc last page) IL will be
noticed thut thie works extend through three whole blocks, a
distance cf over 700 feet; consequently, to get any correct
impression cf thtis immîncee estabiilshment, we must vieiL LIe
different adepiartmenuts lu succession.

Commencing ut King Street we will first visit the new Steve,
i"outtnr tad maotunt.ing ithops which are just completed anti are

fitted up with the latest improved appliances and machinery
for making and finishing stoves in the very best style. The
foundry, where the stoves are moulded and cast, l nearly 100
feet square, and the main portion of the roof je carried by
girders of 60 feet span, thus leaving the moulding floors unob-
structed by poste or piers. The cupola for melting the iron
le McKenzie's patent, and capable of melting ten tons of iron
at one heat. The stove castings, when cleaned, are elevated
to the mounting shops in the second story of the front build-
ing, and after being put together, the stovee are rn upon a
tramway acrose the foundry directly into the warehouse on
Queen Street, where the finished productions are all stored.

Passing from the foundry we enter the warehiouse frontingj
on Queen Street, wherc are the hoad offices, sample and stock
rooms. This building le of immense strength and size, con-
taining 60,000 square feet of flooring exclusive of basement,
and le admirably arranged for the storage and haudling ofi
goods. A drive way runs through the centre of the building
at either end of which are platform bolets. Several teams can
stand in thie passage at once, and goode can be received and
delivered with the greatestfacility, and witliout encumbering
the sidewalks. Passing throngh several fiats which are occu-
pied for storage, wefi nd lu the fifth story the Wire Works, now
grown to be a flourishing department, and employing a large
number of hands. Thousands of yards of wire cloth are pro-
duced yearly, aise, a great variety of usefal and ornamental
articles.

Crossing Qiteen strect we enter the main factory buildings-
which extend through the block-first, taking a look at the
engine which Is newly put lu, and of 45 horse power. The
boiler furnace le fitted up with an improved apparatus, which
consumes the smoke and effects a great saving In fuel. This
le an invention of Mr. Ives, and for which h has obtained
patents both bere and in the States, and which ls belng
generally adopted througiout the city.

The first flat of this building le devoted to the manufacture
of snoothing irons, 200 tons of which are made yearly. They
are firet planed off upon automatic lathos, one man being
able to tend four at the saine time. After leaving the planer,
they are finished upon swiftly revolving emery wheels, whiclh
leave a higli polish upon the face of the iron.

Leaving the upper portion of the building till our return we
will go througlh into the main foundry. Here a bewildering
sight meets the oye, men with ladies of glowing melted iron
are rushing in every direction, while others are yet working at
the moulding, shoveling and stamping the saud into the
moulds.

A new system lias lately been adopted, and a heat le taken
off in the morning as weli as in the afternoon. so that castings
are made every heur of the day. A nciv (upola recently
erected upon an improved plan is capable of melting 10 tons
per heur. The foundry floor occupies a space of 20,00
square feet, mostly devoted to light hardware and ornament-
ed iron work, but there are ample facilities for making work
of the heaviest description. In the jobbing departtment are
turned out building castings, sewing machines, safes and
scale castings; aise threshing and mowing machine castings,
in fact several machine shops aud factories are supplied frorn
these works.

Adjoining and shut off from the foundry by thick walls and
iron doors le a building used for storing patterns, of which
there le an immense number and of great value.

Crossing Prince street we come to a two story building, the
lower portion of which is a furnace for melting brass, and
where is made the Babbitt Metal, which has a high reputation
throughout the country. The upper room is now being
refitted and made comfortable as a Reading Boom for the use
of the workmen during the dinner hour, and will contain files
of the daily papers.

Stretching tbrough another block to Duke Street are covered
sheds and buîildings for the storage of iron, coal, sand, and
foundry supplies, which are kept for sale as well as for cou-
sumption on the premises. In passing through the foundry
on our return we notice the manufacture of Composite chi/led
iron work, such as railings and gates, iron bedsteads, &c., &c.,
produced by a process which in this country le peculiar to
this firm. Hastily passing through the noise and dust of the
mill rooms, where the castinge are cleaned and polished, we
visit the bedstead shop, where a large number of bande are
employed, and an immense quantity of both English and
American patterns produced, which flud their way to all parts
of the Dominion. Stepping on to the steam elevator we are
taken up to the finishing shops, where are a large number of
labour-saving toole, and appliances for fitting and putting
together the varlous- articles which make up the extensive
catalogue of hardware.

In an adjoining room cut off by iron doors le the japanning
and ornamental departinent, where the goods are covered with
varlous preparations, and dried in large steam ovens.

The number of hands at present employed in these works is
betweenî two and three hundred, which will be increased dur-
ing the next spring, when the new premises are fully in opera.
tion, to more than three hundred.

During the past summer many skilled workmen have been
imported from England, and a number of French and Belgian
mechanics have been engaged.

Besides being manufacturers, Messrs. Ives & Allen are also
factors, and take the entire product of sveral other concerns,
the most important of which id the Provincial Hardware Ce. cf
Kingston, whoase lcks, butte, and other house tnrminugs are
now ln genieral su throughout the Dominion
