INDUSTRIAL TRAINING.

There is no feature of:ievery-day life
more in need of reformn than the training
given our young men with the view of
enabling them to make their way in the
world. To judge fron the education
given to our youth, ane would suppose
them all intended to becoie. doctors,
clergymen or lawyers, periaps professars
-like those who teach then that which
they best understand tiiemselves. 'here
is little tlaught givern ta any instruction
w'hich niay fit then for any of the impor-
tant mechanical occupations or for a busi-
ness career, or ta take chargeof a manu-
facturing industry. Tlie career of the young
man after lie leaves college is usually
towards either medicine or the law, the
ranks of which are notoriously over--
crowded with needy young men waiting
for patients and clients. Respectable
lawyers are only too weill aivare what a
lowering effect this over.qrowding has
upon the character of the profession..

lIow many of our well-to-do families fol-
low the wise example set in the highest
places in Germany, by sending their sons
after the college days are over to learn a
trade, ta get some knowledge of, say, cot-
ton or woollen manufacturing, furniture
making, house-building,'plumbing, etc.?
The young men theniselves rarely look
upon such eiployment with any sort of
favor'. T1lhe consequenceis that when a new
cotton mill or other manufactory is start-
ed, the mai capable of managing it must
be imported; or the company must spend

JfST.ABLISHIE-D,
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tens of thousands ta educate the first pre-
tender who presents himself, as was exem-
plified in a neighboring manufactory a few
years ago. Had some of the young men
who bore off at college the only prizes of
their lives, entered, as mere factory hands,
our woollen, cotton, furniture or other
manufactories, if only for a short period,
these industries would not suffer for want
of that skill for which we must depend
on the man whose early training lacked
perhaps as much in the other direction.
We should then not witness the blunders
that have beeh been made in the endea-
vor to establish new industries in this
country the work would be better per-
formed if the abilities' which proved
themselves prize wihners at school were
directed towards some of the mechanical
callings. People who have had occasion
ta employ plumbers or other mechanics
in Montreal can testify ta the great want
which exists for.intelligent, well-trained
mechanical skill. Any man or boy is a
plumber even before he knows how ta
solder a joint without a second or third
visit ; or a carpenter are he can cut a
piece of floorig at right angles. And yet
these men are able ta earn at the rate of
$50 to $75 a month, while the bank clerk
lives and moves and dresses and ogles on
$30 or $40.

A youth who lias the intelligence which
a college or a high-school education im-
plies cannot fail to rise in the world if ha
will enter a manufacturing establishment,
retinery, paper-mili or any important
mechanical occupation and master the
business. The industries of the country
are greatly in need of suach an infusion of
intelligence and skill as earnest recruits
froa sUch a source would be sure ta afford.
" The majority of the young men who
graduate from aur schools," said a gentle-
man in Portland, Me., with whom we re-
cently discussed the question," do not, as
a rule, do much for years. They generally
look about for places in the so-called gen-
teel employments, and continue an ex-
pense ta parents or guardians until they
finally fall into some precarious or over-
crowded t>mployment." 'The towns and
villages are crowded with such young ien,
who, if they had the courage and good sense
ta enter a factory and learn the business,
might not only becomea self-supporting
from the first, but would be sure ta secure
a trade, which would in a faew years, if
they showned any ability, insure them
much larger returns than one in a hun-
dred will ever acquire at any of the hap-
hazard occupations that ordinarily turn up.

The best brains in the country are not
any too good to be employed at the head
of our manufacturing establishments.

Were one or two of our leading families
ta set the example much would be done,-
others would soon follow, for it is
n society " that rules in this case. It is
not, of course, considered the thing for
those who move in the higher circles in
our towns and cities ta engage in employ-
ments where manual labor is necessary ;
-it is deemed preferable ta compete for
the few situations in banks and counting
houses, even in the retail stores, for the
lowest remuneration, or starve in law
offices, or seek any other half paid and
precarious employment rather than seek
good wages, advancement, and probable
wealth, by learning somae useful niechani-
cal occupation.

There is a tendency, which all sensible
men must welcorne,-to criticise even the
best present methods of publie education
on the ground that children. are not
taught much of anything wbich will en-
able them to earn a living. The educa-
tion given is a training for the mind, and
may be indirectly useful, but it is a pre-
paration rather for entering upon a higher
course, which the child can never take,
than of any value for that life which the
.child must enter in a few years at most,
in order ta utilize its labor in the family
economy.

THE GREAT STRIKE.

The recent strike of the telegraph
operators is probably the most important
declaration of war between capital and
labor that bas ever taken place, and bas
necessarily excited general interest
throughout the entire continent. -We

should infer from our United States
exchanges that the operators are very
generally condemned for having made
demands far beyond their own expecta-
tions, and for having endeavored to enforce
them by subjecting the entire community,
but more especially the commercial
classes, ta most serions inconvenience and
loss. The proposition of the Western
Union Co., macle in the hope of enticing
back ta its employment those who have
struck work, is any thing but a satisfactory
solution of the difliculty. It is'simply a
bribe, which may or may not have a tem-
porary effect, and would rather be an
encouragement ta their employés ta act

in a similar manner in future. The true
way of dealing vith the difficulty is ta

examine the complaints of the operators,
and ta redress all substantial grievances.
Tt is of course, wholly inadmissible that a
telegraph company should be required to
pay uniform wages for the same class of
work, regardless of the skill and industry
of the operators. On the other hand, iý

.i6i:ý

seems reasonable that females should
receive equal compensation with males,
if equally efficient. It is a favorite idea
with brotherhood, and unions, that ail
the members should be put on the sane
footing as to pay, while employers, as a
rule, will always insist on paying in pro-
portion to the service rendered.

The fair remuneration for a day's work
of a given number of hours, and for an
average operator, might surely be arrived
at without difficnlty by friendly negotia-
tion, as well as the additional rate per
hour for extra tai, which is sure to be
required from telegraph operators. As
to Sunday work it is not unreasonable
that, when such is required, it should be
paid for at an increased rate, and it would
,only be reasonable that this should be
provided for by an increased rate on ail
messages despatched on Sundays. It
seenis incredible that the " Brotherhood,"
as the executive of the operators is termed,
can believe in the possibility of securing
equal pay for the skilful and the unskilful,
the industrious and the indolent ones, and
yet, by naking such a demand, it has
materially injured the cause which it has
taken such violent steps to promote. The
public naturally hold the Brotherhood re-
sponsible for the vexatious interruptino of
business, caused by their sudden and
arbitrary demands, and there can be little
doubt that, whatever may be the final
adjustment of the presentcontroversy, the
influence of the secret junto will be ser-
iously impaired. It lias been suggested
that ail disputes between the telegraph
companies and the operators should be
left to arbitration, but we own that we
doubt the practicability of establishing'
any such general arrangement. It is pos-
sible that if the leaders of the Brother-
hood were to consent ta leave the points
at present in controversy to the media.
tion of some disinterested outsiders, the
telegraph companies might be inclined
ta make concessions, but this is very
different from admitting the general

principle of arbitration. The question is
almost certain to come up before pace
is re-established, whether the dissolution
of the Brotherhood shall or shall not be
one of the conditions.

MLANUFACTURING DEPRESSION.

The failures during.the first six months
of the current year have led ta rather a
lively controversy between, the leading
organs of the Government and Opposition
at Toronto reprerenting the advocates of
Protection, and of Incidental Protection.
It is sufficiently obvious that no .soung
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argument in favor of the views of either
of the contending parties can be drawn
from the number of, business failures.
When reference is made to the depression
which prevailed a few years ago, and
which bas been repeatedly urged as an
argument in favoi of Protection, it is
overlooked that there was, at the very
sane time, quite as serious depression in
the United States where a highly protec-
tive tariff was in force. In Free Trade
England at the sane time there was
similar depression, and the controversial-
ists on both sides mayrest assured that
they are wasting their time very unneces-
sarily in their attempts ta establish any
connection between the fiscal policy of
the Government and the insolvencies of
manufacturing or commercial firms. Sa
far as we can judge, the failures of firms
or individuals engaged in nianufactumig
during the first hialf of the present year
are attributable ta ordinary causes, and
are, at nost, an indication that business is
hardly as prosperous as it has been. If
we were inclined ta select an instance in
which Protection his been clearly inju-
rions, we should adduce the recent failure
of a beet sugar manufactory. There have
been persistent efforts made, by all kinds
of unwarrantable concessions, to stimulate
capitalists ta embark in this special indus..
try. It is notorious that sugar is taxed
higher than anost any other commodity,
and that it supplies a very considerable
portion of the customs revenue, and yet
it has been exacted as a condition by the
advocates ofa the beet manufacture that
their products should not be taxed, in
other w·ords, that they should enter into
a free competition with other sugar taxed
at the rate of over 50 per cent. ad
valorem. This, however, vas not enough.
The Government of Quebec agreed ta
give a large cash bonus to encourage the
investment of a capital in an industry in
which, without such encouragement, it
would never have been placed. The
result in one instance has been disastrous,
and it is some consolation for the public
at large ta reflect that the success of the
beet manufacture can only be obtained
at the expense of the community at large.
We should be sorry ta have it imagined,
that the foregoing remarks should be
construed as indicative of a vant of
sympathy; with those who have embarked
in the enterprises which have been sa
improvidently encoutraged. The respon-'
sibility rests very làrgely on the Quebec
Government, .whosé influence with the
Dominion Government in obtaining the
concession as ta exemption fron taxation
was very powerful. We have, however,
*digressed from our immediate subjecte

The above table is significant as showing
the gradual change taking place in the
proportion by rail and canal. Thequan-
tityof vegetable food carried to tide-vater
by canals bas decreased a little over 14
per cent as compared with 1869 and
slightly increased as compared with 188

which was ta point out the error coin-
mitted by those who endeavor ta account
for ordinary commercial misfortunes by
Iaying the blame on the protective tariff,
or on the absence of bigh duties. We
may add that the former controversialists
seem unable ta comprehend that the
natural consequence Ai prosperity in the
United States is ta reduce the exports to
what was always considered a sacrifice
market.

CANAL TRAFFIC.

The statistics of canals for the season
of navigation, 1882, have been i ued in
bluebook form by the Inland Revenue
Department. It is satisfactory ta note
that there lias been an increase in the
revenue, although net so much as niglit
have been expected from the great im-
provements made in the Welland Canal.
It is in this work that the eat advance
appears, the revenue therefrom showing
an increase of S26,687 over that for 1881.
The Ottawa, Chambly and Rideau canals
also show some increase, while the. St.
Lawrence canals show a falling off of $17,-
558. The aggregate increase in revenue
is $17,413, or a fractian over 5! per cent as
compared with 1881. The enhanced faci-
lities of the Welland are shoivn by the
small number of vessels lightened at Port
Colborne, which were only 8 against 133 in
the previous year; the number unladen
without entering the canal was 1 as
against 22 in the former season. The
Commissianer quotes the statistics of
railway and canal freight for the State of
New York. The quantity of freight carried
was greater in 1882 by 835,660 tons than
the quantity for 1881. The proportion
carried by canals shows an inc-ease as
compared with the previous year. The
quantities carried are as follows :

Coal appears ta be the only article that
advances or holds its own. The tonnage of
vegetable food cleared at Buffalo and Tona-
wanda for transit through. the Erie Canal
shows an almost steady increase- from
786,436 tons in 1869 ta 1,432.174 tons in
1873, whence it gradually receded ta 783,-
331 in 1876, then gradual[y advanced till
it reached 2,065,184 tons in 1880, but fell
off ta 878,842 in 1881 and ta 864,826 tons
in 1882, the last year shoving an. increase
af about 10 per cent as compared with
1869. The shipments of vegetable food
at Oswego during the sane period fell off
from 267,815 tons in 1869 ta 120,804 tons
in 1882, or' about 531 per cent. The
quantity of vegetable food cleared , down'
wards at Port Colborne shows a gradual
falling off from 479,882 in 1869, with only

sliglit interruptioei, ta 235,752 tos in
1881 and 275,594 in 1882. The tonnage
of vegetable fooi passed through the
Welland Canal in transit between ports
in the United States lias fallen gradually
from 337,530 tons in 1869 ta 64,002 in
1882. The tonnage of heavy goods .in
same transit lias droppeil froin 235,962
tons in 1869 ta 97,205 in 1881 and ta 177,-
161 tons in 1882. In this latter class ai
freight, coal is the only article that hasad-
vanced or maintained its own, the ship-
ments having advanced from 28,566 tons
in 1869 ta 170,242 in 1873 and to 203,673
tons in 1874, whence it gradlually fell off
to 65,945 tons in 1880, but advanced again
in 1882 ta 158,552 tons. The following
table shows the tonnage of vegetable'ffod
carried on each of the lines of canals and
the two principal railways competing fir
the carrying trade between i ke Erie and
Tidewater for the reear named
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the quantity carried by rail bas increased
257 per cent as compared with 1869 but
decreased 22 per cent as compared with
the year 1881. The proportion of the
total volume of vegetable food freight
carried by rail bas increased from -455
less than one-half) in 1869 ta '777 (over
three-fourths) in 1882. The following
table shows the total tonnage respectively
of vegetable food and heavy goods moved
through the Welland Canal during the 12
years ended 31st December, 1882

The total oE freigit paying tolli trans-
ported on the Chambly Canal during 1882
was 263,710 tons, of which 94,567 tons of
lumbaer and 25,325 tons of railway Lies were
upward bound, and 94,717 tons were coal
from United States to Canadian ports. Of
tie 107,329 tons total shipments through
the Burlington Canal, 46,650 tons were
coal. The St. Lawrence Canals show a total
of 406,661 tons Way-Freight, for 1882, of
which 98,493 tons were coal, 30,225 tons
firewood, 40,287 sawn lumber, 21,888 peas,
and 22,782 tons sawlogs. Througi-freight
amounted ta 504,389 tons, of which 161,692
tons were wheat and 17,474 tons barley.
The Ottawa Canals show a total of 790,290
tons, of which 552,458 tons were sawn
lumber in vessels; 85,803 tons saw logs
85,956 firewood, and 16,860 square timber
in rafts. The Rideau Canal shows a total
of 108,425 tons, of which the principal
articles are firewood, 45,249 tons railway
ties,15,6')5, and iron ore 6,843 tons. Of
the total via the Newcastle District Ca-
nals, 19,783 tons, 8,265 consisted of fire-
wood, and 7,770 tons of sawlogs. The
book from which we have gleaned the in-
formation noted is a work of 65 pages and.
in the concise method in which it is pre-
sented is a valuable addition 1t our govern-
ment statistics.

If ive mistake not, the ternit Incame
in the Ontario forms is intended to in-
clude everything a company receives, and
the term Expenditure everything il
pays out, ibhereas the manager or the
inspector, or both, have stated Balances
only. Atthe saine Lime, this accoutnt,
however stated, shes that the debts ofr
the Wellington Mutu;sl for borr-oswd
money hava increased fronm year to year
du'ing 1880,1881 and 1882., T1e analysis of
lhe isole af tha Ontario Reports shews a
lamentable lack of system anid too litte
acquaintance wlth insurance accounts
but as a man mustîserve bis Lime t evry
ti-ade, tie country must exercise patience,
and all will e well ini time.

Then it was carried to the Court of Appeal,
thence direct to the Privy Coiuncil of England.
That final Court, on the second day of the
argument, withont reserving j udgment, dis-
missed the appeal with costs. Accordingly the
judgment given by Vice-Clancellor Proudfoot,
which was sustained by the Court of Appeal,
stands affirmed by the Privy Council.
