THYE SILVER QUESTION,

In spite of the recent reactions in the
valug of this metal, it is only too evident
that the price of silver bullion has been
steadily lowering for some years past.
Tluctuations toth upwards and downwards
have been fregunent, caused prineipally by
the manipulation of Londou operators, but
it is abundanily apparent that each period
of decline leaves ita value at o lower level|
and that the end of this settling process is
not yet visible.
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How to avoid the resulis which must
follow the discredit of silver as a precious
metal when once it shall have fallen to
such a price as will bringit into disuse as
mongy, is the point which is now occupy-
ing the attention of bimetallists, but un-
fortunately the method to be adopted in
order {o arrest further depreciation which
might lead to the rejiction of silver as
mnoney except for subsidiary purposes, does
not appear to be agreed upon. It is evident
that some action, either governmental or
international, must be initiated, if con-
fidence in the futuie of silver is to Ge
restored, hut how to produce such action
or what deseription of action would really

‘have the eflfect of arresting the decline,

are both still moot points in the bimetallist
camp,

Tnere is no doubt that Germany,
although thecretically a monomeciallic
countiry, has in reality only partly super-
seded ber silver coinage, while every other
nation appears {o be using it as fréely ns
ever; we caunnot therefore blame the ac-
tion of that country as the initial factor in
the decline. Increased production and the

. cheaper cost of extraction from argentifer-

ous lead ores are important canses, but
probably the most potent, because most in-
stdious, factors in the decline are the statis-
tics which prove that the countries forming
the Latin Monetary Union appear to have
so far lost confidence in the future of the
white metal that they have ceased to coin
it save in trifling sums, and consequently,
although pledged to bimetallic theories,
they are practically upholders of gold
monometallism. Unlegs therefore some
change can be effected by which the
European nations can be induced to re-
store the uses of silver as coinage, it can
only be a question of time before the
whole of the seven hundred millions of
silver now current as coins in_the various
countries of the world will be offered for
sale as bullion, and consequenily unless
our supply of gold becomes much Iarger
than at present is probable, we may ex-
pect a demand for that metal to fill the
vicuum caused by the depreciation of sil
ver, thut will cause a financial revolution.

The only hopeful point in the future of
this metal, the countinued ability of India
and the Kast to absorb u large quantity of
ithe output, is now jeopardized by the
scheme advocated before the Institute ¢f
Bankers for instituting o gold coinage for
India, and consequently should this scheme.
reach a practical form, a further declive in

the value of silver may be confidently-

looked for. It is now recognized that a
vory large amount of gold is lying unused
and hoarded in India in the form of treas-
ure or bullion, some enthusiasts placing its
value as high as $1,000,000,000, a szem-
ingly extravagant estimate. The second

proposiuon that it would be a great ad-

vantage for the country if this hoarded
treasure could be drawn out and made
available for currency purposes will be
readily granted, but the proposition that
although a gold coinage be instituted the
silver rupee shall still continue to be the
legal tender, and shall be accepted at a
fixed rate in heu of gold, will probably find
opponents among the adherents of the gold
standard, It is evident, though, that the
proposal that the rate of conversion of the
one metal into the other shall be fixed by
the state will never be adopted.~The mo-
ment that the authorities attempted to
define the value of its silver currency in
gold, its stability would be destroyed and
its value depreciated. Were the value of
silver currency to fluctuate from week to
week, it would cense to be a fit madiun
for business transactions, and consequently
degenerate into bullion pure and simple.
Altogether the scheme, although disquiet-
ing to the adherents of silver as showing
the direction in which popular opinion sets,
is obviously not sufiiciently practical to
be adopted.  Its effect would ha simply to
depreciate the silver currency already in
use, and consequently it is opposed by is
nature 1o the traditions of the Indian
authorities.

THE FEDERATION OF LABOR.

The formation of a new colossal feder-
ation of existing trades unions, under the
title of the American Federaiion of Labor,
is a significant outcome of the growing
dislike of the more conservative elusses of
skilled craftsmen to the levelling docirines
imposed upon them by the leaders of the
Kunights of Labor. In spite of the sound
common sense and high administrative
capabilities of Mr. Powderly it has long
been evident that the power necessary to
control the whole of the laboring popu-
lation under one banner has been gradu-
ally slipping from his hands into the hands
of unscrupulous labor agitators of the
Martin Irons type, and that the gradual
preponderance of unskilied labor in the
organization has reacted disastronsly upon
the interests of their abler brethren,

The principle upheld by these agitators,
and apparently acquiesced in by the exe-
cutive commitiee, thatin ordering or main-
taining a strike the least skilled or intelli«
gent member, who from that fact has the
least earning power and consequently the
least advantage at stake should have equal
say, and from his preponderance, probably
far more say, than the skilled craftsman
whose earnings are three times as large
and who“necessarily.has far more interest
in maintaining amicable relations with his
employer becnuse hig loss in wages ig pro-
portionately higher, is not likely to recom-
mend itself to the intelligent artizan, Such
a manifest injustice as lodging the power
of ordering out the skilled workmen from

any faetory in the hands of an irrespon-
sivle delegate elected by the numerical
influence of the unskilled mass, wonld
natarally find no favor with so conserva-
tive a body as an old established trades
union, and consequently finding that their
interests, instead of being conserved, were
absolutely being sacrificed by the execu-
tive of the Knights, and that unless some
measures of self preservation were adopted
their very existence would be imperilled,
they have banded together in an organiz-
ation which has an initial membership of

-350,000 skilled arlisans and which will

prevent the swamping of their desires by
the blind majority of nuskilled laborers
who form the great voting power of the
Knights of Labor.

The salient points in the constitution of
the new order are the formation of a
federation for the encouragement and
formation of local trades unions, the or-
ganization of central trades unions in
every city, and the grouping of these into
state, territorial and provineial organiza-
tions, and also to secure legislation in the
interests of their members. DBut the prin-
cipal and most vital point at issue is that
they divide the present members of Mr.
Powderley’s order into two classes. In
future the skilled workman will naturally
gravitate into the federation beeaunret is
there that his interests will be the most
carefully guarded, while the unskilled
laborer will natarally seck the Knights
of Labor whose eflforts are principally
directed in his laver. Two camps will
thus be formed, one of skilled, the other of
unskilled labor, and as the natural and
inovitable result will he considerable
friction and clasuing of interest, some in-
teresting complications may be locked for
in the course of the next few months.

There is no doubt hut that the recent
severe defeats suffered by the older or-
ganization in its ill directed contests wilth
eapital, the manifest i1 accord existing
between Mr, Powderly and s licutenants,
the want of cohesion evident among the
local assemblies, and the gradual capture
of the higher positions in the order by
delegates clected from the lower walks of
labor, have had mueh to do in influencing
thi§ rapture. The more thoughtful work-
man js disgusted at the loss he suflers
through strikes with which be has nothing
to dojand from which he ean derive no
henefit, strikes which are often continued
long after all chances of success have been
abolished, through the obstinacy or self
interest of the delegate who orders it.
The fact that a member of ane trade could
order a strike in an entirely distinct
branch of labor in order 1o subserve his
own end~, would be ridiculous did not the
pecuniary loss it entails and the misery it
inflicis upon those subject to these decrecs

render it 3 serious calamity., It is to avoid -

Cos
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such anomalies ag this in future, and to
avoid the formation of a monopoly con-
trolled hy its lowest members and the
consequent dragging down of the skilled
artizan o their level, that the new feder-
ation s formed, and consequently, i its
present aspirations be successfully carried
out, it will prove invaluable both to the
infeligent working man, and to the just
employer of labor.

THIE MORRISON BILL.

A was confidently expectled by all, save
avery stall eircle of tarifl’ reformers, the
Morrison {arill’ bill has been (inglly de-
feated, and the United States Congress has
allirmed in the most decisive muanner its
adhberence to (hose protective doctrines
which have proved of sueh inestimable
value in protecling and fostering American
manufactures.  The vole was notl a party
or political one, although strennous ellorts
have been made Lo herald it ag a Repub-
lican vietory, but was purely and simply a
ipestion of free trade versus protection
which, as was abandantly manifest before
the erneinl test of a vole was applied,
decided overwhelmingly in favor of the
latter.

lad the Morrison hi'l hecome law it
would have placed Iumber, iron ore, salt,
wool, and olher raw materials on the free
ligt, and consequently could hardly have
failed to benelit Canada, as these aré the
principal exports from this side to the
United States, but it was evident that the
large protection element in Congress regard-
ed this step as the inser tion of the thin end
of the wedge which would rend their care-
fully constracted favifl in twain, and that
conseqnently many of their maest promis-
ing industries, deprived of its assistance
and shelter, might not be able to continue
the strugele against the wore matured
factories of Furope aided by cheap skitled
Inhwr, cheaper fuel and raw material, so
that when this side of the question wag
presented to them, many who had pre-
viously cogquetled with tarifl' reform re-
corded their votes in favor of protection to
home industrics,  No more opportune time
could have been selected for the intro-
duction of a bill having for its direct eflect
a rednetion in the tarifl’ than at the pre-
sent moment. The surplus income of the
United States now approximates fo a

- hundred mitlions of dolars annually, so

that after the whole of the outstanding
three per vent bonds vedeemable at the
option of the Government have been ve-
tired, an enermuns surplug will vemain to
be a constant tamptation to a weak or un-
gerupilous  government and a standing
moengee to the hreedom of the Constivugion,
Under theso elrenmstances any bill Jook-
ing to an equituble revision of the burdens
imposed upon the people would receive
partienlar attention and consequently the

crushing defeat of & measure looking to
accomplish thig end by a reduction in the
protective turiff, is doubly significant,

1t must not he deduced from this that
the majority of Congress are averse lo any
measure introduced with a view of approx-
imating the revenug more closely to the
expenditure. It simply means that they do
not regard any lessening in the protective

~wall a8 the proper means of effecting such

a reduction. They do not decline to
entertain a project for the lessening of
taxation and the consequent curtailing of
the revenue but they prefer to accomplish
it by transferring a portion of the federal
surplus to the county and town ireasu:ies

+hy meang of a revision of the international

revenue laws, rathier than by tampering
with the Cusloms duties. Itis therefore
proposed to reduce the excise on whiskey
and tobaceo. thus reducing the receipis of
the Federal government, while by increns-
ing the loceal license fee on the liguor
business they ean transfer a certain
amount, at all events, to the empty local
treasuries. By this means the existing
contributions paid by these luxuries to the
government will not in any way be lessen-
ed, but the bulk of the amount paid will
no longer flow into the federul coflers
where it is not needed, but will {end to
replenish the depleted local treasuries and
thus reduce the hurden of loeal taxation.
The rejection of ihe motion for the re-
consideration of the Morrison hill will be
regretied by the Canadian business fra:
{ernity, inasmuch as had it become law
we should have enjo, ed o cerluin modi-
et of reciprocity and an open market for
our Jumber, iron o1e and other raw ma-
lerials, but the principle of protection was
at stuke, and consequently when the bene-
fits this country has derived from the
National Policy are taken into consider-
ation, we cannot fuirly blame the majority
fur their endorsement of a similar policy.

T'ORT.

The higher freight rates raling over the
American roads when compared with those
charged by the Canadian Trunk lines have
had the natural etlect of steadily decronsing
the shipments of those products, such as
cheese nnd butter, which are purchased
and shipped .on very small margins, from
American ports, and thus deflecting this
line of export more and more through
this city.

Nearly all the Ameriean cheese that is
manunfactired for export is made in the
stale of New York: that made farther
west being usually retained for liome con-
sumption owing to the heavy cost neces-
sary to-send it to the seaboard. This
export cheese would seek its natural
outlet ' at New Yoark, did not the high
freights and restrictive policy of the

American railway companies handieap
that city in its contest for business with
its northern rival. Itizstated that at Utica
which may Le considered the gireat pur-
chasing and shipping point for the central
cheese factories of the State, Canadian
exporters can afiord to offer 1-16 of a cent
per pound more than their competitors at
New York owing to the fuct that they are
favored with lower rates of freight to the
seaboard, TFrom Montreal tves the ocean
freight rates ave lower in comparison and
the facilities for shipment far superior,
und consequently the evidence of reliable
statistivs shows that as a cheese shipping
port she is taking her place at the front,
During the period from the 1st of January
to tl:e 13th November, 1883, the exports of
cheese from Montreal were 1,120,000 pack-
ages while from New York during the
same period the shipments were 1,660,000
packages. - Daring the period from the Ist
Junuary, 1886, to the 15th November just
past, the shipments from Montreal had
increased to 1,203,000 packages, o gain of
83,000 packages, while New York’s export
had fallen to 1,650,000, & decline of 10,000
packages, -

Of course these figures are reliable and
are all very well so fur as they g, but at
the same time probably not one fourth of
this increase of 83,000 packages was pur-
crased over the border, and consequently
the al’eged higher freight rates charged to
and from the port of New York cannot be
held primarily responsible for it. ‘The
real fact is that Canadian cheese now outs
ranks American cheese as far as American
did onr own product ten years ago, and as
a natural result is more in request by
Turopean buyers. Of late much American
cheese, especially the summer make, has
been shipped hefore it was properly cured
in order to avoid shrinkage, and neces-
sarily when compared with the finely
cured Canadian product has not won the
favor of buyers, since when cured too
quickly it has a sharp flavor which is not
relished on the other side. On the other
Land the Canadian cheese maker has lony
since recognized the fact that it pays better
in the long run to manufucture a good
article and consequently he is now reaping
the advantages of an enlightened and
l.onest policy in the increased demand for
his wares. It is to this superiority in the
make as well as to the lower freight rates
and superior shipping facilities of this port
that the steadily increasing prominer ce of
Montreal as a cheese shipping port is due,
and so long as this superiority continues
we may look for still lurger shipments of
cheese from Canada,

CPIRE INSURANCE.
The question of whether the profession

of fire wi derwriting cannot be reduced to

ag exnet o science as that of ils sister
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branch, life assurance, by means of some
table of averages based upon the experience
of all the companies extending over a long
period of years, and similar in character to
the invaluable mortality tables which are
now indispensable to the successfnl bhand-
ling of life risks, is receiving serious atlen-
tion at the hands of the leading experts on
While not going so far as
lo- say; with some enthusiasts, that the
present system of firo insurance is merely
a system of guess work founded upon gen-
eral and limited knowledge, and in which
good luck has as much to do with success
a3 anything else, there is no doubt that
the basis upon which most companies
work consisls largely of personal experi-
ence, local facts and general theories, and
that consequently there are no reliable
data on which to predict with certainty

the prospects of ultimate success.

Mathematicians prove that the law of
average holds good in every state and con-
dition of society. Tiis pussible from past
data to calculate with alimost astromical
exactness, at the commencement of any
year, the number of murders, burglaries,
suicides and other crimes that will be com-
mitted in any given country where- such
data are available, and ¢onsequently there
seems no reason why this sume law should
not form the basis of some reliabie table
of average fire losses, or why the theory of
fire insurance should not develop into a

broad principle of average as conservative

and safe as that of life insurance. All the
data necessary are attuinable through a
harmonious co-operation of the various

companies, and, when properly analysed.

and arranged, they should form a broad
table of averages that wounld be as reliable
as that on which all life insurance caleu-
lations are based., The average life of a
thousand men is now a mathemafical cer-
tainty, and there is no reason why a
thousand risks on property should not
present an equal certainly so far as the
calculations of preminms are concerned,

-were the necessary iables available,

Of course no table of average, however
well constructed, could be expected to give
definite knowledge as to what clusg of risks
the greatest amount of loss would seek out
or in what given locality they would occur,
but still it would form a ground work for a
doctrine of chances deduced from averages
based upon the experience of every comn-
pany, extending over a long term of years,
and duly classified as to the various
descriptions of risk, whieh would be far
superior to the present method, based, as
it is, largely on the personal ezsperxence of
the various comp.mxes. '

This is a matter in whieh every under-

" writer on this continent is interested, and

consequently, should the gentlemen who
now are moving in the matter succeed in
crystallizing their present theories intoa

——

practical form, there can be no doubt
every company in the country will be will-
ing to contribnte both in money and ex-
perienceé fowards its successful production.
The present moment is a favorable one for
its initiation, the inereased five losses dur-
ing the past monthh and the gloomy out-
look for the year, unless the perceitage of
losses during the present month be largely
under the average, have aroused the atten-
tion of the underwriting fraternity, and as
the opinion of the best experts is thata
fire risk table conld be compiled, equally
reliable with the mortality tables on which
life assurance ‘is based, which should
bring fire underwriting to the same stand-
point of scientific accuracy, there deems to
be no reagon why it should not at once be
set about.

FASHION NOTYS.

This appears to be what may be called a
camel's-hair season and these deservedly
popular goods are going off well. They
drape well and wear well and have the
finger touch of fashion and consequently
are a safe investment. Three kinds seem
to be the favorites, light and heavy weight
with soft finish, and a heavier weight with
bard finish and hair sticking out all over
it.

The chief novel feature in black cloths

the prospects of a spring enmpaign are by
no means reagswring.  The Russian news-
pupers contain advertissaments for tenders
for supplies of an enormous amount of war
maderial, including 50,000 tents, 500,000
soldiers® cloaks, 2,000,600 pairs of hoots,
and an immense supnly of gunpowder and
bullets, all 1o be delivered by the com-
mencement of next April at the latest.
Coincident with these preparations are the
renawed endeavours of the Czar's agenis to
obtaih a loan in Berlin or Paris, evidently
to meet the anticipaied payments for tnis
large supply of war material.  Under these
circumstances the feeling on Enropean ox-
changes is decidedly uneasy, and a further
heavy decline in Russian and other inter-
national securities is confidently predicted,

The general trvde movement has been
of maderate proportions, hut in nearly
avery department il compares favorably
with that of the same period in 1885, The
approach of the holidays and the period
for taking stock hag had o tendeney to cur-
{ail new buginess in soma lines, and there
is likely 10 be @ period of quietide follow-
ing the tarn of the year, hut the trade
counl, upnn . progperous spring  seagon,
haging their ealeulations upon the favor-
able eondition of the conyiry generally, the
light stocks which are the rule, and the
strong and enconraging condition of mer-
enntile credits,  Apponruiees are cortainly
hopeful, amd a8 confidence in the future is
one of the most. powerful factors towards
the realization of these anticipations there
ig every prohabulity thal these hopes will
ho realized,  In groceries there has been a
noticoable and unexpected improvement in
the cauuntry demand, which has enlled for
amtich greater quantity of goods than had
boeen deemed likely,  Remittances also ave
improving, and but few further complaints
are heard,

The bank statements for November are
extremely favorable, and show that the
buginess of tho vonntry eontinues fo in-
erease. The statenment shows that liabili-
ties are $ALME602 as compared  with
145,782,077 for November last year, and
the assels are 282 861,086 against S226-
037,857, Disconuts to the geueral public
luve increased ten millions and o half
whilo overdue debts, secured and un-
soenred, shave deereased about a million
and o quarter.  Circulation has inereased
amillion and a half, showing that an in-
creased cirenlating medium is needed to
carry on Lhe ordinary business of the couns
try. The deposits are aver 35,000,000 more
than at this time last year, and of this
amount more than £4,000,000 is in the sav-
ings branches, which shows that the in-
crensed prosperity of the country is en-
abling the workingman to add very mater-
inlly to their provision against @ rainy

N

day. The other items are generally satis-
factory, and altogether the statement is
the best published for some time,

The local money market is decidedly
more stringent, and now five per cent is
the lowest price quoted for money. The
advance in England and the unsettled
state of the market in New York are un-
doubnedly the gronnds of this advance, but
still the condition of trade does not appear
to warrant this stringency, and it is prob-
able that unless some new factor is intro-
duced the market will be once more
easy 80 soon as the New Year i8 reached.
In London the street rate has been ad-
vanced to 4] per eent., pricipally in sym.
pathy with tle recent rise in the bank
riafe, and it is probable that this rate will
goon he increased under the influence of
the drain of gold for the New York market,
combingd with the decreasing reserves of
the Bunk of England, and the narrow re-
sources of the open markel, During the
collapse of American railway securities a
severe shrinkage took place in Engligh
ratlway shares, but since then a decided
recovery set in, and the position is now
much sonnder. More confidence prevails
all departinents, but still prices show a
marked decline on the week, and it yet re-
maing to be seen whetler a reaction will
take place after the holidays.

Advices from Winnipeg say that so far
as the Northwest 1s concerned, remi{tances
have not come to hand so freely as was
expeeted, but this wns not surprising, as
country places had hardly got over the
turmoil of tho local election contest. Tho
diminished movement in grain circles,
owing o the same cuause, together with the
condition of the roads, has also had a
quieting effeet in the call upon the banks,
in which quarter the demand for funds
has been rathor lighter. The mortgage
loan business has remained much as indi-
enfed in our fast report,

In the United States, anthracite coal has
been in good demand from the line and
¢ity trade and from points west and south.
Prices, however, are nhot as strong as they
werae lust mionth, and are suid tohave been
shaded in a number of instances. Con-
sumers of pig iron are anxious to place
contruets for future- deliveries, but sellers
are cautions about taking orders far in nd-
vanee of production owing to the stiffening
tendency of the market, which presents
the hope of better prices on laier sales,
Steel billets, slabs and bleoms are wanted
in lnrge quantities, and several good-sized
contracts have heen made \his week. Up-
wurd of 3,500 tons of steel rails have been
sold, chielly by Pennsylvania mills, land
thore hus heen continued activity in all
kinds of rolled iron. Ihe entire iron trade
is in good shapo, aud the general tendency
of values is upward.  Still, many English
houses complain of heavy losses through

failures of mercantile firms in the States,
and assert that business there does not
turn out so well as the enthusiastic reports
of American trade journals had led them
to expect. Tn fact some large houses aré
turning their attention to Australia and
China where, it is hoped, competition will
not be found so keen, and are directing the
efforts of their travellers in that divection,
in the hopes of finding a more profitable
market.

In another column we give a review of
the wheatb situation, Private cables from
England report the sitnation steady to
firm all over, as those merchants who wait
for the usual Chirigtinasg lull in the market
in order to buy, have been compelled to do
80 at once, a8 stocks are geiting reduced.
This is why the European markets follow
the American on an advance, but do not
on 4 lecline, as the consumptive demand
is g0 close up to the present and prospectie
supplies, that buyers cannot wait long
encugh to produce a reaction. Despatches
from the Northwest say that Dakota farm-
ers are through delivering wheat, and
that the movement is from country eleva-
tors, Shippers did little, as sterling ex-
change and freights are still against thom.

THE WHIE AT SITUATION.

Milmine, Bodman & Co., of Chicugo, review
the situation as follows : # The wheat market
has been very unsettled, and is closing weal at
n decline of 2¢ fiom last week's close, the
chief disturbing clement being the unsettled
condition of affairg in Wall street. The re-
ceipts show some falling off, and there has
been no material increase in export clear-
ances, 80 that considerable incrense in the vis-
ible supply is foreshadowed for next statement,
Cables have ruled strong, and material ad-
vance seems {o have been established, so
that, on the whole, the legitimate situation
abroad continues to grow stronger, while
the dullness on this side is duelargely to local
and femporary influences. The large profes-
sional operators have, we think, unleaded, and
the market is left in the hands of scalpers and
small denlers, who, having neither opinion,
seitled purpose nor moncy, offer no support
whatever to market  Mears of unfavorable le-
gislation by Congress affecting railroads,
banks, the tarifl) etc, add to the unsettled
feeling in financind circles, and there is a dis-
position now to wait until after the turn of the
Tew year before making investments of any
kind. Now York has been reporting geod ex-

port business duily, and St. Louis reports ~

lorge business from - there, via railrond to
Cairo, thence by river to New Orleans for for-
eign shipment, and they say that if the river
wag ol navigable stage all the way from St
Louis, their stocks would move out very ra-
pidly on legitimate export orders, which have
been numerous the last few days, and at
workable limits, 1t would seem, thercfore,
that prices al St. Louis and the sesboard
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. were about on o workable export basis,
but from here and Northwestern points the
exorbitant rail rates to seaboard puts an em-
bargo on all export business for the winter,
from spring wheat points, and will result in
holding our stocks, outside of any shipping de-
mand, until the opening of navigation in the
spring. "F'his can be borne without serious in-
convenience, 5o long as speculalorsare willing
to pay the carrying charges, which they have
virtually done, a8 the stocks have already
been placed speculatively for May delivery.
If the situation abroad continues to improve,
or even hold what has already been gained, we
are in hopes, after the first of the new year,
that o move confident feeling will prevail in
financial circles on this side, and that market
will then do better. Yet, after all, it is abso-
lutely necessary that our immense stocks
should show some reduction before we can ex-
peet the cautious investmeunt Luyer to take
hold; he keeps an eye on the sixty million:
bushels now in sight, and notes carefully the
daily additions thereto, and feels that he can
afford to wait and look on complacently,
while speculators exhaust themselves in vain
attempt to bull this vast amount of wheat,
feeling confident that in the end all such etfort
will result in their buying cheaper, when the
time comes around for investment. Thercare
really no elements of strength in the legiti-
mate situation on this side, and any perma-
nent advance or boom that we get in valucs
must come almost wholly from foreign in-
fluences. They have been, and are now, quite
fuvorable, and if continued, must result ulti-
mately in enhancement of values.”

THE RECENT FIRE,
Nordheimer's hall appears to have been
built under an unlucky star, for this is the
fifth time that we bave to clironicle its des-
truction by fire. The late A. 'T. Stewart
would have nothing to do with an unlucky
man, and, probably, had all the fire insurance

companies followed his example, as some did, |

and refused to iake risks on so unlucky a
building, it would have been better for their
balunce sheets, ‘I'he fire occurred singularly
enough in the middle of the day, when every
portion of the Luilding was occupied, and was
discovered in its inception, and yet it seemed
impossible, owing to the dense smoke and the
construction of the building to locate its
whereabouts nutil it was practically lLeyond
control, The supply of water was ainple, the
pressure conslant nud heavy, and the engines
did splendid work, but in spite of all the
exertions of the fire department the back of
the premises were completely gutted and the
front badly damaged, while at onc time the
Merchants Bank was in considerable danger,
the wells baving to be kept cool by the liberal
use of the bank'’s hose. As usual the insur.
unce companies wre the principal losers, but
the risks were s0 well distributed that no
compuny interested has suftered very heavy
loss, On the building there was $26,000

worth of insurance, divided as follows :—
City of London, $4,000; Glusgow & London,
$6,000; North British and Mercantile, $6,000;
Pheenix $5,000, and Royal $35,000. On the
fixtures the total insurance was $8,400, con-
sisting of—City of London $1,000, Guardian
$4,000, London & Lancashire $3,000,und North
British & Mercantile $400. The rent was
insured for $5,000, of which $4,000 was iu the
Queen and $1,000 in the Guardian., The in-
surance on the stock was spread over a num-
ber of companies, and included the Commercial
Union $2,666, the North British and Mercantile
$4,266, Phanix $2,666, Royal Canadian $888,
British American $2,000, Queen $1,000, Scot-
tish Union $1,000, and Caledoninn $2,450.

Tue grocery trade have been soinewhat
surprised this season by the remarkable inrond
which has been made by the California raisins
into the tinde of dried fruit. At Christmas
time there is always an increased demand for
this class of grocerics. Heretofore it has been
necessury to depend upon importations tor
some of the ronterials required in making the

‘customary and recognized Christmns or plum

pudding. This is no longer a necessity, as
this continent can not only supply the
llour and eggs, but also the fruit. When
Californin firgt produced a surplus of grapes,
the thought of the cultivators naturally turned
to the making of wine as o means for the dis-
posal, i & profitable way, of the superabund-
ant harvest. As time wore on and the
production increased, while the making of
wine failed to utilize all the extra crop, atten-
tion was given to the drying of the fruit,
better known by the designation of the curing
of raisins. For a long while this new source
of American industry failed to realize the
desired resuit. The art of curing raisins for
the goneral market was in its infancy and had
not been perfected. Despite all cfforts the
product did not equal, in any way, that of
Spain, either in benuty or quality. Con-
sequently there was very little demand for
native fruit. Even in the State where the
grapes werd grown, there was no market for
the native raising, much less in those citics
along the Atlantic sesbeard, into which the
foreign fruit was brought, Time and experi-
ence bave, however, taught the cultivators of
thie Californis vineyards, and those associated
with them, wherein they were lacking. Great
improvements have been the result, So ad-
vanced have they become in the avl of curing
raisins that, this rcason, they have been
enabled to introduce in the New York murkets
native raisins which ave claimed to be not
only equal to the ordinary class of ygoods
imported {rom Spain, but seem superior.

Tue Cowles Eleciric and Smelting Alum-
inim  Company, at Lockport, hag recently
placed order with the Brush Eleciric Com-
pany, of Cleveland, for three immense dy-
nangs, which are 1o be used in its smelting
works, The Cowles Company already hasa

600-horse-power dynamo and a 100-horse-
power dynmamo in operalion and is away
behind in its orders. It is now cngaged in
the manufacture of aluminum bronze, which
is made in various grades, confainivg from 23
to-10 per cent of the precious metal in com-
bination with copper. This make the strongest
metal capable of manufacture, and is probably
twice s strong as cast steel and stronger than
rolled steel by nearly half.  Of course, it can
be worked ont into wire that will stand even
a higher strength than that cited above. An-
other practicability of the metal, aluminum
bronze, is the fact that it can be forged the
same as steel or wronght iron. The great
drawback to the general appliention of this
metal has been its costliness in the past, but
by this method it is greatly reduced. But
recently aluminum cost from $12 to $14 per
pound troy weight, thus making it costly as
silver. By the Cowles process of extraction
the actual cost per pound avoirdupois is $2.02,
The ore used by the company comes from
Georgin and North Caroline and is a corun-
dum. It is an oxide of aluminum, and is
commonly used a8 n pure emery, The com-
pany turns out aluminum bionze in a vaw
state, and its smelting process is covered by
patents in nearly every Europein country as
well ag in the United States,

Tue New England Grocer calls attention to
what it terms the ¢ loliday Dodge,” and snys

Tug British Board of Trade Returns for last
month are of n much more snlisfuctory char-

acter than those for any month for a long-

time pasl, and will probably convinee the
mokl seeplical  observers that o revival of
commiereial activity has actunlly begun, The
iniports nmounted to L35,051000, an inerease
of £3,307,000, or about 11 per cent, and the
exports to L17,570,000 an increase of £1,105,-
000, or aboul 6§ per eent. The incrense of the
imports is-pretly genernl, (he ehief exceptions
bueing timber, sitk and some clusses of pro-
visions.  I'he wvivals of wheat show a slight
increase in quantity and a nominal decrease
in value, ‘e shipments from the United
Stales and from Indin were again very large,
while those Irom Runssin continne to diminish,
The Iandings of raw colton were abont 600,000
ewt, in excess of those for November, 1885,
The exports also show increases in the
majortity of cases, especinlly in cotton yarns,
and piece goods, woolen ynrs, worsted manu-
fuctures, iron and steel and machinery and
mill-work.  In woolen fabrics and entlery the
incrense is small,  As regards fron and steel
the inerense is chicfly in pig iron, old iron,
unwronght steel and raitrond materials,  OI
the Iatler, 70,000 tons were shipped, valued
at L315,000, ngninst 44,000 tons, valued at
L£229.000 st yenr.  ‘The entries and clear-
ances of shipping, both foreign anc constwise,

Tz appearance of the conl producers’ friend,
the blizzavd, has  greatly benefited the an-
thracite conl trnde. 'The demand, upon the
whole, is taking all the coal produced, while

stocks are thought to be unusually small for
this time of the year. The cold wenther has
not been sufliciently prolonged or intense to
put slove conl in good shape; but if the
allotment commitiee will keep the production
within proper bounds, there can be no ques-
tion that this size will be in good demand at
full prices soon. ‘I'here will be a great deal
of conl needetd by dealers, who lave been
awaiting a collapse of prices, which has been
usunl at this time of the year for many years
past.  If the weather should be cold, the pro-
ducers will control the situntion, and o rush
for con] ut ndvancing prices will be the result.
The demand from the west is far beyond the
fucilities of transportation offered. 1t is
thonght that these demands are sufliciently
urgent to advance prices in that quarter, and
permit the conl compaunies to pay the rail-
ronds such rates of freight as will cause them
to make efforts to furnish the necessary facili-
ties for carrying the coal. This would cuse
the supplies nt this end and greatly benefit
the market.

Hexey Raxsgy, formerly n wellknown in-
surance man of St John, N, B, is in trouble.
[t appears that about cighteen months ago
Ranney, who was agent for the Washington
and Providence insurance company, got into
financinl difficulties with the company to ihe
extend ol about $4,000, He was relieved from

the ngeney, nnd to tide the matter over he

gave Uie company o mortgage for the amount
on his property. About six months later,
Ranney, who was agent also for the Guardian
insurance company, got into a similar box
with them, the amount this lime being 86,000,
The sffair was tided over in he same munner
by giving up the agency and giving a second
morigage on his house. A few duys ago the
Providence & Washington company fore-
closed theiv mortgage, and the money not

being forthcoming, caused Ranney's arrest, on

noles given as colluteral for the mortgnge. 1t
is very probable that the affair will be settled,
though the insurance compnny will lose
heavily by the transaction. The Guardian
company will probably be left out in the
cold.  Ranney has always been o prominent
and presumably well to do citizen, living in
slyle in a splendid residenee on Princess
street.

Tui passage by the U. 8. Senate of the bills
reported from the Finance Committee, says
the Bulletin, providing for the, redemption of
the trade dollar, goes far to establish a dubious
precedent,—namely, that when the Govern-
ment cerlifies to the weight and quality of
anything it becomes respousible for its future
market value,  But it remains to be seen
whether the other House will sustain the
precedent, or if so, whother the Exceulive
will lentl it his sunction. As it stands the
Vill provides that for a period of six months
after its passuge those coitis shall be received
atb their face value in pnyment of all dues to
the Government, and shall not again be paid

out. Also that holders of such coin must
present them at the office of the Treasurer or
ruy assistant Treasurer during the six months,
and receive therefor a like amount of 4123
grain dollars or subsidary coin, at their option,
It also provided that when they are received
at the Trensury, Sub-Treasury, or National
bunk depositorics, they shall be sent to the
mint nnd recoined into dollars of 4123 grains;
the amount to be reccived each month for
recoinage not to exceed $500,000, and that it""
is o be counted as part of the monthiy Pdi-"*
chase of bullion for the Mint.

Nomer is given of application to Parlia-
ment to incorporate the Medicine llat or
Dunmore & Benton Railway company, to build
and operate a railway from the Canudian
Pacific milway at Medicine Hat or Dunmore
south to the international boundary line in a
direct route to Benton, Montana. Notice of
application is also given for power to construct
a railway and telegraph line from Portage La
Prairie southeasterly to the boundary line at
the Lake of the Woods, and a branch south-
west to the boundary line, within the fourth
and fifth ranges west of the first principal
meridinn, and to bridge the Assiniboine and
Red rivers, and to operate stenmboats on the
rivers and the Lake of the Woods.  Notico is
also given of an act to declare the Saskaiche-
wan & Western railway a work of general
importance to Cannda, to authorize an exten-
sion of this line from Rapid City to the western
Doundury of Mavitobn, and to confirm the
lease of the said road to the Manitoba North-
west Railway company; also for a railway
from Rapid City to the mouth of Bird Tail
Creek, and thence northwest to Yorkton.

Anvices from thie fur centres state that very
few skins have thus far come forward, and
prices, therefure, are not fully cstablished.
This is to be a great fur winter, on account
of the active demands of fashion for furs in
gartents and in trimmings. Lven a brisker
demand than Iast year is expected in lower
grades of racoon, mink, otter and wildeat. A
New York wholesaler of prominence says that
large, heavy-pelted, well-furred muskrat will
continue in active demand both in this
country and Europe. Beaver, says the samo
authority, has sold briskly all the year at
advancing prices; but, while a continued
good demand is looked for; great care should
be taken in buying this article. Bear, lynx
and fisher, the 1ed cross aund silver fox, skunk ,
dark raccoon and black muskrat, will all be
lower this scuson. Some of the buyers cill @
attention to the practice of cutting out the
white stripe, shearing off the white bairs, ete.,
in haif striped skunks, as they pu)" at least
15 to 20 per cent. less for skins so mutilated
than when left in their natural condition,

Tuere is now much uctivity\i‘n and around
the mines at Baufl,  Besides the 60 or 70 men
directly employed Ly the company, there nre
quite a number of people ubout who aro cither
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looking for employment or are making ar-
rangements to go into business of one kind or
another. The surveyors recently completed
their work on the town site, and it has been
thrown open to purchase.  Already a con-
siderable number of lots have been sold. 1t
is understood that the name of the new town
will be «Anthracite” In the mine and
tunnel they are now working three shifis of
men daily. d"}‘hu tunnel has been run into the
side ¢f the.mountain about 100 feet, and will
require to go nbout 150 feet further in order
to intercept the shafts that were sunk from
above lust ‘ycxu'. The miners are at present
working a seam 7} feet in thickness, and are
getting out a supply tor shipment as soon as
the railway spur has been put in and the
crunchers have rendered the fuel fit for
market.

Foun-rexsy sitver bits of 1§38, mounted in
the form of Lreast-pins and ‘other personal
ornaments, may be expected {o figure as the
latest Knglish fashion before long. A man
recently made his appearance at the Bank of
Eugland perspiring under the weight of a
heavy bag, which he threw on the counter
and asked to have changed into gold. It
turned out to be 6000 four-penny bits, which
he had just received as a legacy from his
grandmother.  The old lady had got her £100
worth fresh from the bank in 1838,‘ amd
hoarded them to the day of her death. 'Lhe
next doy the man appeared in great excite-
ment and wanted them back, as jewellers
were willing to give a shilling apicce for
them, Ie was told that they were already
s distributed,” and  went  away sorrowing.
Meanwhile, pzople who have friends in the
bank are rejuicing in the «distribution,” and
gleefully ¢xhibit these brand new four-penny
bits, '

Ir the Awerican papers are to be relied
upon, the introduction of soap factories is
doing much for the temporal welfare of Pales-
tine. A large soap fuctory has been established
at Shechiem, and other reforms are now being
inaugurated.  Bethlchem has been rebuilt and
the streets are Jighted with gns.  Cesarien is
liaving a building boom, Nazareth is becoming
the headquarters of big olive oil speculntors,
Corner lots in Jom:'u are guing up with a rush,
and real estate in Mount Cawrmel is largely
held by speculators for an advance.  All
around Shechem there is a lively demand for
guod soup fut, and the sleepy inhabitauts of
Ramoth Gilead think of building o glue
fuctory. Jerusalem is waking up ulso. It bus
w street- cleaning Durean, big clocks on its
public buildings, and its suburbs are being
built up rapidiy. Even in the vale of Gehenna
the price of land has gone up.

A rpanry of Grand 'Trunk officinls have
examined -the merits of a new car moving
appliance. ‘Ihie machine is made of wood and
pig-iron with two legs, and while the lower
one grips the rail, holding its position, the
centre-bar is moved forward by raising or
lowering the handle, thus propelling the car.
At the snme time the upper leg runs forward
and up to the lower leg. When the handle

is lowered the upper leg liolds its position,
the centre Dbar continues to propel the car,
and the lower Jeg now relensed moves forward
away from the upper leg. The machine pushes
aguinst the body of the ear requiring the
same to move whether the wheels are ob-
structed by snow or ice, or upon a curve or
up-grade.

Mr, White is
ulso Luilding a steel stenmer for Capt, Muarphy,
of Pembroke, and also one fur the Muskel a
Navigation Company, and is now negotiating
for unother lurge steamer, to b blilt next
yeur.

Among the many pretty conceits in the
jeweller's tray is o new style of small collar
pin made in Roman gold. The designs are
gmall, with & tendency to severity, and they
are offered at figuves calenlated to tempt
holiday Dbuyers. A favorite design is the
scroll, and great ingenuity is shown in the
variety of finish.  One particularly neat Jittle
pin is composed of a trio of coils, one being
hammered, one finished in filigree, and the
third treated in rope form.- The wild rose
design I8 true to nature, wronght in filigree
gold with a heart of cropped stamens made by
pricking o center of gold.  The jewel, though
not intended for general use, is u lovely orna-
ment, and one, too, that the artistic taste
would readily select. The pansy is another
gem in yellow, with a satin finish to the
crimped petals and a heart of tiny diamonds.
The narcissus pin is an exact repraduction of
nature, and there is a sprig of forget-me-nots
set with a tiny dimmond that a critic would
never tire of. A small, but smart little bow
in gold was geen in the same tray.  The ends
of the ribbon were ent just as & miliner would
snip them, and in the knot were two forget-
me-nots done in enumeling. The most novel
style, though less delieate than the wild rose,
was 1 coffee bean pattern, the berry represent-
ed by surdonyx, wreathed with the stem and
leaf.  Just now when debutants, and balls ave
o plentiful, there is an incessunt demand for
love pins—tiny trinkdts two inches in length,
capped with some pretty gem designs—with
which the full dress corsages are ornamented.
The pins are so fine as to be almost invisible,
and the variety of heads include flowcrs, birds,
insects, and right line designs picked out in
jewel clippings and mosaic.  The prices range
from Bl to $15, and there are few gifts more
acceptable to the fashionable woman, as they
may be utilized in securing a neck or bonnet
bow, ornamenting a puffed coifiure or holding
the meshes of corsage lace togelher.

As the United States and Canada import
fifteen wmillion coconnuts a year, u veporter of
the New York Mercantile Journal {thought the
subject was of sufficient importance te hunt
up a few facts regarding early bmports, who
bought thewm, and what they were used for.
His investigations resulted as follows ¢ Six
years ago there wus not a single steamer in
the Barncon trade. One half of what are
imported now cemes from there, In 1881
there were 151 schooners in the Baracon
trade ; in 1882 five American steamers
brought cargoes ; the schooner cargoes in
1883 roso to 221, besides 14 Yankee stenmers
brought cargoes. Tn 1884 the British tramp

steamers entered the trade and, in two years,
cut the schooner cargoes to 48, while the
Bleam tramp curgoes rose to 94, and the
Yunkee steamers fignved 16 cargoes. A large
part of the stenmers, though fying British
tlags are owned by Americans. We also im-
port coconnuts from San Blas and St. Andreas,
those from St. Blas bringing the highest prico
in our market. ‘f'he reporter in hunting
among the piers on the east side found a lead
colored stemmer near Coenties’ Slip that was

unloading cocoanuts. A gang of men were
lifting bushel baskets full of coconnuts over
the low hatch comings amidships and sliding
them alyng greasy planks towards another
gang ot men on the pier. These men lifted
the baskets up on the low tables made of
planks laid on top of cheap barrels. Three
baskets could be accommodated at one time
on cach of ghe two tables. A man before each
basket picked the nuts up, one in each hand,
and kuocked them together lightly, and then
cither tossed them into a big coarse bag
which n man held open before a table, or
tossed them to a heap on the pier. Those
thrown to the pier were spoiled more or less,
some of them being so fur decnyed us to break
open, Those thrown into the bags were
sound. The light tap told the quality of the
nut to the jnspector.  Bach bag held o hun-
dred, and as svon as filled it was drawn to one
side and had its mouth sewed up by a man
who used a needle nine inches long and soft
jute twine for thread. Other men gnthered
the spoited nuts into bags and loaded them
into a covered waggon that had nothing
paittted on it to indicate its owpership. A re-
porter who watehied the men found that from
five to seven were rejected for every bag that
was filled. Oue of the workers, although kept
busy cither passing along the full baskets or
the einpty ones back, found time to taltk. e
gitid : « This vessel brought 75,000 of the nuts
from Buracon. We began on them at 7 o'clock
this morning, and will have them all out by
3 o'clock.  We are puid by the hour at 'long-
shoremen’s rates.  The boss took the contract
to discharge the cargo at sixty cents n thous-
and.”  « What is done with the spoiled ones 2
“They are sold to that man (indicating a man
by the ummarked waggon).

‘To Buackroon, the Tancashire Brighton, is
duc the credit of introducing to a doubting
public an electric tram service g0 constructed
as o e of no more hindrance or danger to
ordinary traflic than is the common horse
tram,  ‘The realization of this as a work--day
fact, even in a holiday resort like Blackpools
is & hundredfold more fmpressive than the
sight of it in an exhibition such as the in-
ventions last year.  The principle is very
simple.  Under each car is an electric motor
of vight-horse power, and the electric force
necessary to set the engine in motion and
keep it at work is conveyed by a flexible con-
ductor hunging from the car, which is in
contact With & puiv of continuous copper tubes
in the slit below the roadway. These copper
tubes are stored with a constaut supply of
electricity, and from them the ‘electric motor
draws through its conductor, which travels
along with it, just as much or as little power
as it may happen to require. Iixactly in the
same manner as a steam engine takes steamn
from the boiler .in proportion to the power
required, so does the clectric motor draw upon
the electrie force in the conductors, Itis, in
fact, as if a locomotive steam engine could
take up steam while in motion, as some of the
express engines now take up water, freed from
all the weight of boiler, water and conl, and
having simply the cylinder which transmutes
he steam pressure into horizontal motion in

the direction required. The ultimate source
of power is, as is frequently the case in more
kinds of power than this, modestly wiithdrawn
from public vision. There are the steam
boilers and the heavy mechanism for the
generntion of the electric force, which is’
transm.ited continuously into the copper con-
ductors ready for the requirements of the
motors. This may or may not be the be-
ginning of n revolution in Jocomotion, but ab
least there is no room for doubt as to the
possibility of eloctiicily Leing adapted for
this purpose.

Tur American Manufacturer, discussing the
consumption of iron orec dwring 1886, says
there are no means of ascertaining the exact
production and consumption of iron ore indhe
United States in any year outside of the censug
year, but it can be estimated with fairly satis-
factory closeness. The production of iren ore
used in the blast furnaces, rolling mills and
forges of the United States in 1885 was esti-
mated by the Sceretary of the American Iron
and Steel Association at about 7,600,000 tons,
and the importation of foreign ore during that
year was 390,786 tons, making a totul of
7,990,780 gross Lons as the approximate quan-
tity of iron ore consumed in the United States
in 1885. The production, imporiation and
consumption of iron ore will be much greater
during the corresponding peviod of lust year,
The production of the Lake Superior district,
shipped by lake, is 3,476,501 tons, compared
with 2,448,443 {ons in 1886, and the importa-
tion of foreign ore during the first ten months
of the yenr is 854,362 tous, compared with
345,844 tons imported during the correspond-
ing period of last year. 1ftherate of importa-
tion for the first ten months of the year
continues during the remaining two months
~—and the indicntions are that it will more
than do this—the totul for the year will be
1,025,234 tons.

No plant growing on the surface of the
globe i so universally patronized by men,
women and children as that known as the
 fragrant weed.”

The history of tobacco forms
a curivug chapter in the annals of our race
In 1634 smoking tobuces wus furbidden in
Russia, under the pain of having {he nose cut
off.

Numerous other edicts against
tobreco might be mentioned, coming down to
the middle of the last century. So it can bo
seen that tobacco furnishes in its most roman-
tic history a siriking illustration of the
triumph of popular opinion over w series of
legislative enactments.
