It would appear to me that if any person hag
money to devote to the cause of Aericultursl Eduecation, particu-
larly for the kEnglish speaking people of the Province, it might
be spent to better advantage than in egstablishing another
agricultural school.

In compliance with your request for a
memorandum regarding the Seed Farm and Increased Grant
from the Quebec Department of Agriculture for students,
I am submitting the following:

The Provincial Minister of Agriculture,
Hon. J.A. Godbout, has approved the proposal to establish
an Elite Stock Seed Farm at Macdonald College. This is
tor the purpose of producing a supply of elite stock seed
of any special strains or varietles that may be developed
at Macdonald College or elsewhere, in order that a gsufficient
quantity of the seed may be obtained for further multiplication
on selected farms and finally distributed to farmers. The
propagation of elite stock seed has to be done under careful
technical supervision. The Agronomy Department has under-
taken this for the Quebec Government in the past on & small
gsecale but the work has to be expanded and a better organization
effected to meet the need. T+ is felt that Macdonald College
is the logical place to develop it. Under the proposed plan
the college farm known as the Ste. Marie Farm will be largely
devoted to this purpose. The Government will supply the equip-
ment, pay the cost of operation, allow a rental for the land and
receive the pure seed produced. The whole guestion of seed
supply is of vital importance to the province and it is believed
the proposed organization will be far-reaching in the improvement
that will resulte. Quebec will then be on & basis of seed propa-
gation and supply, comparable with the best in other countries.
The arrangements are not yet complete so no announcement has been
made.

Through a new arrangement with the Minister of
Agriculture, the provincial department will now grant $18.00 a
month instead of $9.00 a month to Quebec students who take the
Diploma Course at Macdora ld College. This will make it possible
for students to take this course which Macdonald gives with free
tuition at a cost of $20.00 per month for both their living and

of Agriculture this afternoon.

le explained to me that twelve years ago the
Department of Agriculture of the Province of Cuebec
decided to send graduates of the Agricultural Schoold of
Cuebec to Furopg that is to France, in order to take
Post Graduate CGourses.

Two years after, they sent some to Cormell.
At that time, licDonald College was not fully equiped to
meet the requirements. They gradually stopped sending
them to France, because conditions were different and
they sent them to Cornell and to Iowa where the results

have been wery satisfactory.
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There are actually six bursars sent by the
Department, one is in France studying " genie rurale',
four are in Cornell studying " economie rurale ",and
one is at MeDonald College studying entomology.

Mr. Barton and lr.Grenier, the deputy-Minister,

have met often and discussed the matter. Mr., Barton

admits that MeDonald College,although it is the best
college in the Province of Cuebec , is not yet fully
equiped to meet the regquirements recuired. Mr.Grenier
assured me, that nobody advised them against sending
these boys to Mc.Donald College.

He geems to be under the impression that
lleDonald College is not treated like the rest of other
faculties of McGill, in the sense, that they are not
endowed as liberally.

Mr. Crenier will be only too glad to discuss
the matter with you and do every thing he can wowards

My dear Hlr. Hinlsteri-

Although the Government has approved the
grant to the School for Teachers at Macdonald College and your
letter of April 5th notifies us through ilr. Mitchell that
the money will be peld, I cannot help feeling as & result of our
recent sonversations that you demiider we are asking for something
to which we are not entitleds

There are two aspects of the matter which
I should like to emphasize. First, the point has been made that
the agreement of Pebruary 26th, 1907, proocludes the University
from asking further allowances from the Province.

I do not want to labour a question with
which you are thoromghly familiay, It may very well be argued
that since the agreement oaly calls for a school to be carried
on "agcording to the present reguirements of the Province”, we
are, strictly spesking, only bound o do now what was necessary
in 1907,

I do not think we csn get very far by entering
upon 2 legal argument. In the Province of Quebec today, with its
almost incalculable possibilities, it is incumbent upon us all to
turn our minds to the future -nd propare for it as best we cany and
I Xnow that your own desire is that all parties should bear a falr
share of the goneral burdens

On this basis it appears to me that the matter
might be put somewhat as followsi~

1., Thatever may have happened in the past, the University now finds
itself in the Losition of operating a Protestant Normal School and
spedding on this work sbout $25,000. per annwm more than could ever
have been contemplated.

2+ Ve are not justified in taking this amount from our capital and
we have no income available to meet the need, indeed we are now incurring
a yearly deficit.




3« The training of teachers is normally a Government responsibility, although
in this case the University must continue to bear its share of the burden
it assumed in 1907.

4. In 1925 the Protestant Committee of the Council of Public Instruction
approved vhe grant of $25,000. to the School.

A second difficulty has been raised. It is stated that
the teachers trained at ilacdonald are not teaching in the Province of Quebecs
This may have been sc in the past. Ve were bound to acce,t all students
who offered themselves for training, but the University has no control
over their subsequent employment. It is possible that many of these
teachers were unable to obtain positions in Quebec.

Te are all looking forward to a great period of prosperity
for Quebeg,~ incressing population snd increasiag openings for teachers.
We must prepare ourselves to meet them asnd I am confident that the Protestant
minority will continue to receive the fair treatment which has always been
one of our subjects of pride.
