Ottawa Officials Extract Some Comfort From
August Statistics—Chief Increases in
Cereals, Tea, Sugar and Dairy Pro-
ducts—Consumers Advised to
Be on the Alert.

Canadian Press Despatch,

of labor today issued a bulletin sum-
marizing the generai price altpation in
Canada after exactly one .month of
war. Since the war began the de-
partment has kept closely in touch
from day to day with the situation-in
tne leading wholesale markets and
with retail prices in every locality
having 10,000 inhabitants or over thru-
out the Dominion.

The department’s index number of
wholesale prices based on 272 articles
selected over the whole field of pro-
duction . and consumption moved up
from 135.5 in July to 137.7 in the clos-
ing week of August. These numbers
are percentages of the general level
of prices in Canada between 1890 and
1900.

Advance in Cereals' ,

On the whole the general situation
is not abnormal, altho ext.niordlnan'
féatures have devejoped in certain
lines where the war has prdouced
acute conditions affecting - supplies.
From the householders’ standpoint the
advances in flour, bread an docatmeal
must be judged as against a com-
paratively low level during the past
few years, that s to say, these pro-
ducts have not risen steeply lik most
others since 1910. Sugar also, the
present level was paralleled in 1911 on
the occasion of the failure of the
lluropean beet crop.

The situation is one that calls for
alertness on the part of the consumer,
but not alarm. By the exercise of care
in ascertaining prices when buying,
the public can offer a substantial
check to any attempt in the direction
of undue enbancement.

Bread has gone up in 13 Canadian
cities but in no place apparently, has
it gone higher than the level of some
neighboring city, Hamilton and Ot-
tawa have now practically moved up
to the Toronto level and all three are
lower than Montreal.

Bread Prices Irregular.

Bread prices normally vary consid-
erably from place to place. In June,
for example, there were some 20 dif-
ferent prices for bread in the 57 cities
of Canada, ranging chiefly from three
to six cents per pound.

Oatmeal rose in August in 32 of the
57 localities and so also did rice.

There has been a general stiffening
in retall prices of butter, which nor-
mally follow wholesale pretty closely,

Cheese, which the spread between
wholesale)and retail is wider, has gone
up & cent a pound in a few localities,
but has been steady for the most part.
Milk has gone up in only one locality,
the tendency to economize having les-
sened the demand for milk in several
localities, ™\

In meats, beefsteak is up in 15 lo-
calities and cheap roasting beef in 21
localities, whereas bacon has risen in
26 cities and fresh pork in 22,

The rise in tea was general. In most
localities it amounts to five cents per
pound. Coffee was only beginning to.
feel the advanced tendency at the end
of the month.

Second- Austrian Army Was Practically Destroyed at
-Lemberg, Says Official Report From Petrograd
—Tens of Thousands of Prisoners
and Huge Supplies Taken.

PETROGRAD (8t. Petersburg),
Sept. 4—(Via London, 7.45 pm.)—
The Russian general staff today is-
sued the following account of the
fighting which led to the capture of
Lemberg, capital of Galicia;

“In the offensive against the Lublin-
Kholm front the main Austrian forces
deployed on the Zavichost, Tanoff,
Bielgoray, Tomacheff and Belz lines.
The second Austrian army, composed
of the third, eleventh and twelfth
corps, and five divisions of cavalry,
gathered in the region east of Lem-
berg in order to cover this operation.

“When the troops were taking the
offensive the Austrian concentration
had not been completed and topogra-
phica.l, considerations caused the ene-
my to reinforce this army still more
with the troops of the seventh, thir-
teenth and fourteenth corps, thus
making a total of 12 divisions and
several brigades of the Landsturm.

Russian Flank Menaced.

“Our troops in the Lonthk, Dubno
and Proskuroff districts crossed the
frontier on Aug. 20 and marched on
Lemberg for the purpose of thwarting
the Austrian covering movement and
acting against the flank of the enemy.
This offensive was hampered by the
numerous affluents of the Dniester
River flowing across all the routes.
Moreover, the enemy possessed on the
Dniester a series of fortifications des-
tined to defend bridges, from which
they menaced the Russian left flank
and communications with Russia,
‘“In the period between August 17
and Sept, 3 the Russiap left wing
advanced 220 versts (about 147 miles),
fighting all the time, The bulk of
the hostile forces entrenched in power-
ful positions at Kamenka ang Galitch
offered battle and were thoroly defeat-
ed in a desperate contest,

Austrian Army Shattered,

“Between August 31 ang Sept. 1 in
one district of the upper course of the
Guila Lipa alone, where the enemy’s
line was broken, the Austrians lost
12,000 men in killed or wounded.

LONDON, Sept. 4, 1.15 a.m.—In the
historic Guildha't of London Premier
Asquith today started the crusade to
stimulate enlistmoent vnder the British
flag, which he intends to puzh thruout
the country, He is calling upcn every
able-bodied PBriton of military age to
come to the be'p of his country in the
hour of need,

The premicr: opened his Guildhall
address with the heartening announce-
ment that up to icday bhetween 250,000
and 300,0¢0 recruits had responded to
the. call of Lord Kitchener, the secreo-
tary of, war,

Speaking with greal emotion the
premier cailed attenticn to the fact
that it was just three and one-half
years ®go that he had spoken in the
Guildhall, on the occasion of the deci-
sicn of the two English-speaking na-
tions of the world to settls their diffar-

ences by arditration withoyt resorting
' to armaments.

“No one was then
sanguine encugh to think, or even
hepe, that the ‘era of war was at an
end,” the promier continued. “But no
one antieipated such a. terrible spec-
tacl> as confronts us today at a time
when we thought we were confident
in ‘the security of peace.
Might Versus Right.

“We, now find oursclves involved
with the whole strength of this empire
in a bloody arbiirament of might ver-
sus right,” the premier declared, “that
has becn entered into with clear judg-
ment and a clear conscience. What
would have been cur place among thg
nations if we had been base enough
or f0 paralvzed in our sense of honor
and duty to bo false to our word and
faithless to ovr friends? We should
have been standing by with folded
aims alnd with such countenance as
we could comimand‘ whilz this small
and unprotected state, Belgium, was
defending her vital liberties and mak-
ing an heroic stand against over-
whelming forces.”

Continuing Prcmizr Asquith detailed
the heroic efforts of the Belgian forces.
He mentioned the siege ¢f Liege, and,
enumeratg countless outrages on the
part of what he termed “buccaneering
adventurers,” he declared that the
greatest crime against civillzation was
the sacking of Louvain.

Barbaric Vengeance.

“This shameiess hologaust,” the pre-
mier continued, “was . performed - by
blind Dbarbaric venzeance. Sooner
than stand aside we would see this
country ‘of ours blotted out from the
pages of history.”

Continuing the British prime min-
ister made tiro  declaration that the in-
vagion of Belginm was the first step
ir. a greater poliey to crush the free-
dom and autonomy of the free states
of Europe.

The premier then paid a compliment
On the policy, of Sir Edward Grey,‘ the
British foreign <ecretary. Review-
ing the incidents jeading up to the war
he <declared that one power and one
power only was responsible for the
war, and that power was Germany.

“Not a single colleague in the cab-
jnet repented the dacizion which had
pass-d from one of diplomacy to one of
honor,” the premier declared. g S
would be a criminal mistake to under-
estimate either the magnitude, the
fighting qualities, or the staying power
of the forces arrayed against the al-
lies,” the premier went on, “ It would
be equally foolish and senseless to be-
little cur owa®*forces, whether in resis-
tamce or attack.”

Praised Allics.

He praised® France a2nd Russia as
two of ‘the greatest powers who did
not mean to’separate themselves from
Great Pritain any more than Great
Britain meant to separate herself from -
them. He declared that if Great
Britain were toaplay a worthy part in
this war she must enlarge the scale of
her forces, increase her numbers, and
multiply many times her effective
fighting power. : H

The premier made the declarationl
that his object was to impress on the:
People the imperious urgency of this
supreme duty,

Indian Troops on Way.

Referring to the Indian troops, Pre-
mier Asquith said that two divisions

of that magnificent army were already
on their way. Their association with

the home and the dominion troops, he

which symbolizes unity and which no
arms could disfever or dishonor.

Referring to affairs at home, the
premier declared that since the order
of mobilization had been given, be-
tween 250,000 and 300,000 recruits
have been secured. He made an ap-
Peal to non-commissioned officers to
return to the army and offer their
serviees. The premier said his appeal
was addresscd as much to employers
as to the men who should be gssured
reinstatement in the positions - on
their return.

A Pretracted Struggle.

As to the progress of the war, the
premier declared that in his judg-
ment, in whatever direction he looked,
there was abundant ground for pride
rand comfort. “I will not sy more,”
he sald, *“because I think we should
bear in mind that we are at the pres-
ent time watching the fluctuations of
fortune jn the early stages of what is
g0ing to be a protracted struggle. We

must cultivate patience, endurance
'anﬂ steadfastness, and every ‘one

must do his or her appropriate part
inythe common cause,”
Bonar Law’s Speech.

Bonar TLaw declared that the key
to pcgacé or war had beer in Berlin
for nea¥vly a generatign. The head of
the German Government  had merely
to ‘whisper' the word “peace” and
there would have been no war. “He
did not speak. that word,” Mr. Law
continued, “but drew the sword, and
may the accursed zystem for which
he stood perish by "™}

Kiel Canal Project.

“The Kiel Canal has been under con-
struction for some years. A great
many felt that.its completion would
be the signal for war, and it is indeed
a strange coincidence that the canal
was completed during the first of July
and that war was declared before the
month was out.

“The ambition of Germany was to
possess Belgium, Holland, and perhaps
Denmark. She has made ready to
strike: In recent years she has en-
deavored to so build her navy as to
conquer the sea. Her colleague, Aus-
tria, had' ambitions, too. Germany has
been ' preparing for this war. Her
artillery is the best in"the world. Her
men are ready in ‘millions. -I cannot
conceive how any nation could but re-
allze that war was inevitable. How-
ever, the war is now on. So far the
results have been only that which was
anticipated.

Splendid Response.

“The call to arms has met with a
splendid response. Britain controls
the sea and must continue.. Should
she fail, she becomes a second rate
power.” The speaker touched upon the
stirring scenes at the close of the last
parliament. There ‘were no parties.
All were united. That waeé quarrel is
not with the German people was em-
phasized. It is the underlying principle
behind the war, namely the mainte-
maneé of liberty and the abolition of
~tyranny and bondage that had ‘caused
such a crisis.

“] have faith in the allies because of
the cause they are fighting for,” he
sald. “True, the allies have fallen
back, but Germany.is only getting
ahead at a’ terrihle loss. When her
loss is considered, it may be the me-
thod of the allies to fall back doing
terrific punishment to the enemy and
thereby weakening it.

" It may, th*em, be interesting to note what is the program which has been
presented to perllament and the people by the member for South York. ;
4 Only Government Money. :

1. In the first place, Mr. Maclean believes that the government, and only the
government, should dssue money, At present we have in Canada two kinds of cur-
rency; one is lssued by the state under its sovereign power to emit currency; the
other is issued by the chartered banks to whom has been delegated the power to
issue money by the state. All our metallic money is lssued by the government and
bearns the King’s head; practically all of ‘our _paper money is issued by the banks.

The governinent, it is true, jssues paper money to the amount of $114,000,000,
but only about $20,000,000 of this in the shape of $1 and $2 bills gets into circulation.
The money uséd by ihe éveryday man in everyday business is the money furnished
by the banks, in bills of the denominations of $5 and muitiples thereof. Thers is
held by the recelver-general at Ottawa and by his deputies thruout the country
nearly $100,000,000 in gold, but a child born in Canada might live in this country and:
die &t the age of 80 without ever seeing a gold coin. This vast accumulation f
gold {s not intended for general circulation, and is properly enough kept as a reserve
for the protection of the paper money issued by the government, but the paper
money issued by the government (except $20,000,000 in $1 and $2 bills) never gets
into circulation. It is in the shape of bills of large denominations, mainty $5000 bills
which are held by the banks and are legal tender only between banks. The monev
eseen and used by the people, therefore, is the money printed by the banks. Tho
banks are thus enabled to regulate the yolume of currency and ¢o exercise the,
sovereign power of issuing money. - . #

8. If the government is to have the sole power of issuing money, then the notes
of the banks now én circulation will have to be retired, ad Mr. Maeclean proposes
to issue to the banks, at a nominal rate of interest, Domhuon notes or national cur-;
rency to the amount of their paid-up capital. This willfcompensdte them for the
Joss of their pressnt franchise of issuing money, but whether it fully compensates;
them or rot, it will firmly establish a national currency. i e 3 o '

But the $100,000,000 of bank notes now in circulation do’ not provide enough
money for the business of the country. Mr. Maclean proposes that the government
shall issue Dominfon notes or national currency, say, to the amount of $500,000,000
and that this money be available for the business needs of the country.

This would necessitate the founding of a government bank. This government
bank, which might do the banking business for the Dominion and provinces, would
be the bank in which all the chartered banks would keep accounts, and be able to

nt the securities offered by the public, including prime commercial paper.

e business man who goes to the bank today is apt to hear that he cannot get the

accommodation he needs, no matter how good may be his paper or his coliateral,
because the bank has no “‘money,” that banks have only a limifed cireulation, and
that they must protect their notes, and what is more important, they must be ready
to mebt the demiands of their depositors, Hence they are-anxious to have big cash
reserves, or so-called “‘liquid assets,” and are disinclined to discount paper offered
)A the ordinary course 'of business; to aasist the farmer upon the security of his
‘grain or the manufacturer upon the security of his raw material in process of mani-
facture. Buf with a big government bank, having no interest to serve except the
P interest, the chartered bank would be able to rediscount good paper, and by
paying reasonable interest charges, obtain Dominion notes or national currency for

thel# customers.

Banks and Liquid Assets.

8, Mr. Maclean would also deal with the abuses in our banking system which
grow out of the desire for liquid assets. The bankers’ pet theory is that money
loaned ‘on call” can be collected in a few hours’ notice, and he has been loaning
money on call to.the neglect of his customers who want to borrow for 60 or 90 days,
and who perhaps may have to be carried for a longer time. Just now $133,000,000
of the Canadian Bank deposits are loaned to Wall street speculators, principally
upon stock margins. The stock exchanges are closed, the Wall street gamblers can-
not pay, the margins have long ago been wiped out, and the Canadian banks have
no cholee but to wait indefinitely for the repayment of this money, which was always
to be subject to *call.’” Another big sum of money is out on call loans in Canada,
and these are in very much the same situation. Hence farmers,
