FIRST EXCHANGE OF PRISONERS

BETWEEN ENGLAND AND GERMANY

Five Hundred Incapacitated Men Passed Thru Hol-

land on Way to England—Food in Dctentéon
Camps Was Damnable, Says Officer.

Special Cable to The Toronto World.

ROSENDAAL, Monday, June 28.—
This afternoon 550 incapacitated Bri-
tish soldiers and men of the Royal
Army Medical Corps crossed the fron-
tier into Holland, on their way to Eng-
land. The greater portion of the
party, namely, 34 doctors and 301 men,
are of the medical service, the remain-
ing 200 odd being men maimed in war
and incapable of further military ser-
vice. The party has been waiting at
Brussels whilst final arrangements
were made for the transfer of an equal
of wounded Germans from
lilngland. They left this morning by
trains for Flushing, whence
they travel tomorrow on the Orange
| Nassau for England.

People Eagerly Welcome Idea
Which Cannot Be Car-
ried Out.

FEARS ABOUT BALKANS

Italy’s Intervention Gradually
Swinging Greece Into Line

With Allies.

BUDAPEST, June 28.—There can be
no doubt that the Italian interventioa
has greatly altered the international
situation in the Balkan 'peninsula and
today Adriatic problems have becoms
vital questions from the point of view
of Italy, Serbia and Greece, as well
as the monarchy. ' Austro-Hungarian
diplomacy is already trying to foment
mistrust between Italy and the Bal-
kans and is developing the idea of a
separate peace with Serbia. This di-
plomatic move is beginning to have,
however, an unexpected consequence,
for in trying to popularize the idea
at home they have succeeded beyond
all expectations, The people here,
indeed, have greeted the 1dea  with
an outburst of joy and happiness, for
with the characteristic shortsighted-
ness and longing of suffering humanity
they take it as an initial step towards
something more substantial to follow.

RUSSIANS HOLD UP
GERMAN ADVANCE

Successes on Dniester Cause
Inaction of Main Enemy
Forces at Lemberg.

GENERALS ENTANGLED

Teutons Intended to Swing

Immense Forces Into

Central Poland.

PETROGRAD, June 28.—When the
Russians evacuated Lemberg, the Ger-
mans sought to send powerful columns
immediately southeast across the
Dniester, but the Russians were wait-
ing for them there and they have en-

tangled first Pflanzer’s, then Linsin-
gen's, and now Boehm Ermollis armies.
The enemy is losing thousands of
prisoners to the Russians every day.
Mackenzen and Archduke Joseph are
compelled to remain westward of
Lemberg, - stamping their feet with
rage at the miscarriage of their plans.
Evidently they dread being drawn into
the Russian interior, but they dread
still more the commencing of the sec-
ond part of their plan while the first
promises calamitous results. It was
the intention of Mackenzen and his
colleagues when they had occupied
Lemberg and both banks of the
Dniester to swing immense forces
northward intd central Poland where
they would join the columns now ac-
tive on the Narew River and at Przas-
nysz n north Poland, but continued
Russian victories on both banks of the
Dniester have kept the main hostile
armies four days in practigally a pause
outside of Lemberg. Any new plan
will have to be a drastic reduction of
the original scheme. It is impossible
to disregard the Russian army while
it is master of the entire south bank
of the Dniester,

Ten Years Allowed in Which All
Mission Schools Must
.-Close.

SITUATION IS WATCHED

Foreign Mission Boards Keeping
Their Eyes on Far Eastern
Kingdom.

What the final action  of the Jap-

anese Government will be in excluding
religious teaching from educational in-
Stitutions is being closely watched by
the foreign mission boards.

Rev. Robt. P. Mackay, secretary of
Presbyterian Foreign Missions, stated
yesterday to The World that it was
not true that the Japanese Govern-
ment proposed to adopt Buddhism as
the state religion.

“The fact is,” he said, “that the Jap-
anese desire to have no state religion
but to separate religious instruction en-
tirely from eduecation in order to al-
low absolute religious. toleration. The
Japanese were under the impression
that they were following the Amer-
ican school system, which is a misap-
prehension. There are about 2,000,000
pupils in the United Statés in private
schools where no restrictions are im-
posed.

“Should the Japanese insgist upon
their new regulations it would serious-
ly affect mission schools, in all of
which religious instruction is given,
According - to recent legislation, 10
years are alloWed in which missions
can adjust themselves to the new con-
ditions, and then religious instruction
must cease,

“Unless some concessions are made
by the government this will mean the
closing of
mission boards do not simply aim at
education, but at Christianization.”

DERABURGATTPTE
TO INFLUENE PAPERS

Wanted London Times to Advo-
cate Abandonment of Arm-
ing. Merchantmen.

LONDON, June 28 —Mr. Jones, the
London representative of The Sydney
Sun, writes to The Times recalling a
conversation which he had a year ago
with Bernard Dernburg, in which the
latter urged the abandonment by Bri-
tain of the policy of arming merchant-
men.

STONE'S MURDERER
STILL UNREVEALED

Inquest Closes With Verdict
Blaming No Particular
Person.

MAY BE ACCIDENTAL

Crown Attorney Hoped to
Solve Mystery, But Com-
pletely Baffled.

By a Staff Reporter.

WHITBY, June 28.—“That William
Stone jr. came to his death on the
morning of Dec. 11, 1914, at or near
the Grand Trunk station, Whitby
Junction, and that his death was caus-
ed by a bullet wound, but the evi-
dence submitted does not justify usin
attaching blame to any particular
person.” Such was the verdict ren-
dered by the coroner’s jury after 15
minutes’ deliberation at the resumed
inquest into the death of Stone. This
closes up one of the most baffling
cases that the provincial police have
had to deal with for many years, and
tho the verdict was the only one pos-
sible under the circumstances, it is
far from satisfactory, as all thru the
case evidence has been given in a re-
ticent manner by the various wit-
nesses.

Crown Attorney Farewell, before
the jury retired, said that he had
hoped at this inquest to bring out evi-
dence showing that Stone's death was
caused’' by the accidental handling of
a revolver in his or another person’s
hands, but the testimony was of such
a nature that he was quite satisfied
that every available clue had been fol-
lowed up, so that the case could be
left in the hands of the jury for them
to bring in their verdict.

Chief Witness Missing.

The principal witness, Henry Birm-
ingham, was missing, and it is believ-
ed that he left Whitby on Saturday
by boat, but as his evidence had all
been received and signed, his non-
appearance caused no comment,

Thomas Tasker, the first witness
called today, when questioned by
Crown Attorney Farewell, denied that
he saw Stbne sr. under the influence
of liquor on the night of the murder,
or that he told Detective Greer that
Stone sr. should be looked after.

“Did Stone ever mention his son’s
insurance to you, or that his mother
would receive same?”

“Not that I remember.”

Tasker gave his evidence in a reti-
cent manner, and appeared to be try-
ing to evade giving any information.
Tasker did see Stone the night of the
murder, said William VanValkenburg,
Grand Trunk baggageman, when he
was called, so the constable brought
Tasker back, but he still stuck to his
previous evidence.

Van Valkenburg denied that he had
ever seen any revolver around the
place, but said, “I had one myself, and
gave it to Birmingham and later 1 saw
it in a drawer in Stone’s office.”

Van Valkenburg stated that Bir-
mingham had been hanging around
Stone's office since May.

The crown then asked whom Stone
kept company with.

The point to be kept in mind is that
nothing has, as yet, been done. In an
attempt to be helpful to the city, with-
out taking sides for or against any ot
the several factions into which the
question has divided the aldermen, it
Is merely necessary to recognize that
doing nothing - is not what
council was elected for.
granted that there are two sides to
the question.  Ever since party gov-
ernment was established in Great Bri-
tain, there have been two sides to
party politics.  In order to make any

* brogress in government at all, the ma-
Jority have always been permitted to
get their way, with a certain amount
of concession or compromise, so that
compromise has come to be regarded
as the essential feature of party or
two-sided government.

In Toronto civic politics, party gov-
ernment was supposed to be eliminat-
ed. Possibly so far as partisan politics
is concerned this may have been the
case. But ‘there remain two parties,
and instead of recognizing majority
rule, the parties never dream of com-
promise, or of doing business on any
terms but the fiercest rivalry. The re-
sult is that nothing is done at all.
Out of the confusion arise charges and
counter charges of extravagance, in-
efficiency, incompetence, and general
muddledom.

They were in-
spired by a sentiment that was gen-
erous and just, but they probably
made little effort to come to an un-
biased opinion as to {he.actual guilt
or innocence of the accused based
upon the sworn testimony in the case.
Public sentiment rather than public
opinion rules the world. Hence the
politician prefers to appeal to the
‘hearts rather {than to the heads of hi;
constituents; per is his instinct alto-
gether wrong. A splendid faith in a
splendid future; a supreme conviction
in one’s own apility to achieve any
purpose, are assets for the nalion as
well as for the individual. A patriotic
leader in any great crisis may well
appeal to the imagination of his peo-
Pple. ;
But in the ordinary working day life
of the Dominion we need the hard-
feaded thrift and common sense of
the people to restrain extravagance
and corruption. Just now we are
hearing a good deal about the absence
of public opinion as a cleansing factor
in Canadian politics. ¥t is assumed
that the people too easily ccndone or
too easily forget the graft scandals
which break out so frequently in this
or that province, or even in federal
politics. They are reproached with
their lack of interest in public affairs.
The Grain Growers’ Guide suggests
that the absence of public opinion may

be accounted for by the absence of
rublic knowledge. The people do not
sufficiently know what is going on to
form an opinion. Why, it is asked,
should provincial cabinets sit behind |
closed doors, while municipal boards
of centrol do business in the open?
The question cannot be answered by
saying the province is bigger than any
city therein, because a city like To-
rento is wealthier and more populous
tkan any one of several provinces.

Writing in the current issue of The
Fortnightly Review, Capt. Baltine de-
clares that “the common people of
Germany .are brutal by nature.” This,
too, is the judgment passed by Mr.
Thomas F. A, Smith, in his recent
book, “The Soul of Germany.” The

his diagnosis include a twelve years’
residence in Germany, only terminat-
ing at the outbreak of the war, thoro
knowledge of the language, personal
acquaintance with all parts of the
country and classes of the population,
and eight years in the Bavarian state
service. “Germans,” he says, “are
characterized by unbounded va.nitx,
love of secrecy, morbid sensitiveness,
envy, absence of consideration for
others, a strong tendency to revert to
‘the ape and tiger’ Germans lack
true sentiment and affection, but have
a remarkable inclination to reckless,
brutal self-assertion.”

All fhese highly undesirable quali-
ties have come to light in the present
war, But they are just as evident’in
the terrible statistics of crime pre-
sented by Mr. Smith, all the more
striking when contrasted with the enr-
responding figures for England. In
comparing them it is necessary of
course to remember that the popula-
tion of Geérmany is roughly one-third
greater than that of England, but even
with this allowance the disparity is
vastly irn favor of British civilization.
Taking, in the case of Germany, the
decade 1897-1907, and for England the
decade 1900-1910, Mr. Smith gives the
following table:  Malicious and felo-
nious wounding, Germany ]72.153‘,
England 1262; murders, 350 _aga-lnst
97; rape, 9381 against 216; incest, 573
against 56; unnatural crimes, 841
against 290; illegitimate children, 198,
115 against 37,041; divoree petitions,
20,340 against 965; malicious damage
to property, 25,7569 against 358; arson,
610 against 278. Germany's supremacy
in the grosser forms of crime is un-
doubted and its outcome is found in
the long record of outrages committed
in Belgium and northern France and
in the German policy of frightfulness,

NEW BOARD MEETS

Charges of
Deal to Be Fully In-

vestigated.

WINNIPEG, June 28.—The new
royal commission, consisting of Mr.
Justice Perdue, chairman, Mr. Justice
Galt, and Judge Robson, public util-
ities commissioner for Manitoba, met
today to investigate the allegations
that the Norris government took of-
fice as a result)of a deal ‘with the
Roblin regime.

C. P. Fullerton attended to .press
his charges, with the assistance of E.
K. Williams and A. E. Johnston. Hugh
Philips and Isaac Pitblado represented
the Norris government. No witnesses

were examined and the session was
devoted to organization.

Mr. Fullerton said he expected to
call the chief justice of the court of
King's bench (Mathers) and former
Judge Phippen as witnesses.

Powers Limited? -

Mr. Fullerton suggested that the new
commission did not possess all the
powers of the former one in that ord-
ers appointing the former one author-
ized them to investigate ‘“all matters
and things which in your judgment are
relevant thereto.” These words are
omitted from the present order, He
wished to reserve the right to make
any suggestions he considered neces-
sary for the enlargment of the com-
mission’s powers any time, and to this
the commission agreed.

Mr. Fullerton said the attorney-gen-
eral had notified him that any mem-
ber of the government wanted ds a
witness would attend any time desir-
ed, and any' documents in the pos-
session of the government would be
produced when needed. Other wit-
nesses must be produced by subpoena.

No counsel appeared for the former
government, and the chairman sug-
gested that they should be represent-
ed, since the charges suggested im-
proper dealings between the late gov-
ernment and the present.

The Tommigsion will send a copy of
the order-in-council to each member
of the late government.

Toronto Men Wanted

Mr. Fullerton said he would like the
commission to telegraph asking 1, H.
Phippen and W. N. Tilley, of Toronto,
barristers, to appear and give evidence
next Monday morning, This was
agreed to.

“l don't think gentlemen of the rep-
utation of these men can afford not to
come,” said Fullerton. “I must have
those men here (Phippen and Tilley);
their evidence is vital.”

Mr. Fullerton named the following
who he expecks to prove were im-
plicated in the deal alleged by him to
have existed concerning the change in
government. They are Premier Nor-
ris, Hon. Thos. Johnson, Hon. A. B.
Hudson, and Hon. Valentine Winkler.
Premier Norris was named by Fuller-
ton as representing the then opposi-
tion in the alleged negotiations con-
cerning the payment of fifty thousand
dollars for dropping election protests,
and Messrs., Norris, Johnson, Hudson,
and Winkler were concerned in al-
leged negotiations regarding the
change of government,

Names Withheld.

Names were asked for by Isaac
Pitblado, representing the government,
who said that names of the men ac-
cused were necessary in preparing a
defence, :

“These are all names I want to give
now,” said Mr. Fullerton, “I don’t
want to suggest a name, any name,
unless I have evidence.”

Pitblado said he had seen it sug-
gested that some witnesses had left
the province. The services of the
provincial police, were, he said at the

service of Mr. Fullerton in any way he

desired in securing the presence of
witnesses. The commission then ad-
journed to meet again on Wednesday.

FRAUD ON FARMER

REMEDIED BY COURT

James Johnston Wins Sweep-
ing Verdict Against J. E.
Haines, Promoter.

SUED FOR BURNED FOOT

Action Against Smith Falls
Hospital is Unsuc-
cessful.

Mr. Justice Lennox, at Osgoode Hall
yesterday, awarded James Johnston,
farmer, of Vaughan Township. Judg-
ment for the full amount in his claim
for $29,000 from J. L. Haines, in con-
nection with stock transactions.

In his statement of claim Johnston
declared that the defendant approach-
eda him in November, 1906, to make in-
vestments in a number of stock cam-
ranies. On the strength of represen-
tations he purchased $2000 worth of
stock in the, British American Sign Co.,
$4000 in the Forty Mile Gold Dredging
Co., and $2000 in the Consolidated Gold
Dredging Co. of Alaska. Haines told
him that one of the directors in the
last named company was in financial
difficulties and urged him to purchase
his holdings for $6000, which the plain-
tiff did.

Johnston next purchased a large
number of $6 shares, which the de-
fendant represented were worth $10,
t9r $15,000, in the Consolidated Gold
Co. He alleged that the defendan't did
not pay the. money to the companies,
Lut appropriated it to his own use, and
that the money was obtained from him
by false ana fraudulent means.

tions made to him by Haines, that the
plaintiff is entitled to these moneys
with interest, and for recovery of the
total sum of $29,000 with interest.

POSTAGE REVENUE GOES
DOWN ON POSTCARDS

Two Cents on Postcards Brings
Smaller Return Than One
Cent Rate, Say Dealers.

The letter was born of the fervid
imagination of M. Latapie.”

Cardinal Gasparri denies that Pope
Benedict said: “It was under the
pontificate of Pius X.,” when asked by
M, Latapie if it was necessary to in-
quire whether the neutrality of Bel-
glum had been violated, but the sec-
retary of state does not say
words the pontiff used.

Desired Italy’s Neutrality

“But much graver is the confusion

iof M. Latapie when he speaks of the
‘relations between the Holy See and
Italy,” continues Cardinal Gusparri.

The following is the real opinion of
the pontiff:

“It is true that he wished Italy to
remain outside the conflict upon re-
celving concessions from Austria, be-
cause he' desired that Italy should not
suffer the horrors of war and he was
preoccupied with the delicate posi-
tion of the church if Italy entered the
conflict, War once declared, the
church became entirely neutral. It has
not in any way tried to prevent Cath-
olics from doing their duty according
to their consciences and it has done
everything for the spiritual welfare of
the soldiers.

“The pontiff recognizes that the Ital-
ian Government has done everything
possible to attenuate any difficulties
that might arise between it and the
Holy See. The Vatican's correspon-
dence is not being touched. But that
does not meah that the situation of
the Holy See is normal. It does not
intend to create embarrassment for the
government. :

Deplored Lusitania’s Sinking.

“The Holy Father much deplored
the sinking of the Lusitania, but he
could not pronounce directly on it be-
cause'‘there was before him a question
of fact regarding which each side
makes differcnt assertions.”

U.S. Government Again Demands
" Prompt Settlement for De-_
struction of Frye.

WASHINGTON, June 28. — By
agreement with the German foreign
office, the state department made pub-

lic tonight the text of the note sent
on June 24 by the United States, ask-
ing Germany to reconsider her refusal
to settle by direct diplomatic negotia-
tions, instead of by prize court pro-
ceedings, the claim presented on be-
half of the captain and owners of the
American ship, William P. Frye, sunk
with' her cargo of wheat by the com-
merce raider Prinz Eitel Friedrich.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
NQVEST LAND REGULATIONS. -

The sole head- of a famuy, Or any male
gver eighteen years old, may homestead
a quarter-section of available Dominion
land in Manitoba, Saskatchewsan or Al-
berta. Applicant must appear in person
at the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub-
Agency for the district. Entry by proxy
may be made at any Dominion Lands
Agency (but not Sub-Agency) on certain
conditions.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and’
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm
of at least eighty acres, on certain con-
ditions. A habitable house is reauired,
except where residence is performed in
the vicinity.

In certain districts a lLOmesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section ' alongside his homestead. Price,
$3.00 pergacre, .

Dutles—Six months’ residence in each
of three years after earning homestead
patent; also fifty acres extra cultivation.
Pre-emption patent may pg obtained as
soon @s homestead patent, on certain
conditions.
