oil fields -being tapped the regulations 
have been so amended that the gov­
ernment can -participate in the pro­
ceeds.

For several decades 
been paying a boiinrtflr of 1% cents per 
gallon on petroleum . produced. Under 
normal conditions this was equivalent 
to about 20 per cent, of the value of 
crude oil produced in eastern Canada 
and about 10 per cent of value of 
western oit. At the'same time Can­
ada's oil leases contained a clause 
giving the government the right to 
collect a royalty.

To Collect Royalties.
Hon. Frank Oliver, In 1910, believing 

that while paying a bounty there was 
no necessity or practical use of re­
taining royalty privileges, had this 
clause removed from oil leases subse­
quently granted and guaranteed hold­
ers of such leases Immunity from such 
taxation or contribution until 1930. 
Until some months ago, this regula­
tion remained in effect, but with the 
prospect of rich oil fields in north 
Alberta, Hon. Arthur Metghen amend­
ed the lease regulations to provide 
for royalties' on new' cLaifhs. altho 
those granted and retained since 1910 
are exempt until 1930.

Germans Played Safe
The Germans only came out three or 

four times. They were wise, he thought, 
in staying at home. There had been 
915 German mercantile vessels on the 
ocean when the war'broke out. Some" 

were near home, but 
from the seas 

In a few days. The war ships 
also disappeared after doing some dam­
age. He spoke of -Admiral Craddock’s 
gallant force, lost at Coronel, among 
whom were four Canadian midshipmen 
who paid the supreme sacrifice. Ad­
miral Craddock was aware of the odds 
against him. Two of the German ves­
sels were the best gunned ships in the 
German navy. The cause of Craddock’s 
loss was the inadequacy of the 
seas forces at the opening of the «war. 
That mistake should never be made 
again. The navy, in spite of the infer­
iority of the overseas squadrons, had 
reason to be satisfied with the result. 
Only three or four ships had been lost 
while after Trafalgar we lost over 1000 
merchant vessels. During the Ameri­
can civil war two Confederate cruisers 
accounted for 129 Northern vessels.

The first experience of the German 
raiders was with the Grief, and the 
Andes and Alcantara. The Grief was 
flying Norwegian colors, and the Al­
cantara closed with her, and was tor­
pedoed. The German gunfire was ef­
fective tor the first few moments, and* 
while the Alcantara sank It was not 
before she had sunk the Grief by gun­
fire.

altho they are most familiar to us In 
the form of gases. By combining two 
atoms of hydrogen with one of oxygen 
a molecule of water is formed. The 
oxygen and hydrogen have ceased to be 
and a totally new form of matter has 
come into being. Water in turn can 
be decomposed or resolved Into Its com­
ponent parts. But It does not follow 
that a similar process would be effec­
tive In the case of any other element, 
such as gold or nickel, Iron or copper. 
Iron is magnetic and the atomic weights 
of other magnetic elements Indicate a. 
relation between them. But all these 
elements have been regarded as simple 
up till recently.

The dream of the ages for the selfish 
and unthinking has been the creation of 
gold by transmutation of baser metals 
or In some other way. Should science 
discover any method to effect this, and 
radio investigation and the phenomena 
exhibited by radioactive elements and 
gases like helium, suggest all kinds of 
possibilities, science would become the 
greatest revolutionary agent the world 
has seen.

Should gold come to be as freely and 
easily manufactured as aluminum the 
whole social basis of human relations 
would be altered. The gold standard 
wop Id disappear, and money, no longer 
capable of being treated as a commo­
dity, would take its -real' place as a 
symbol of values. Values alone would 
be exchangeable. Wheat, coal, wool­
ens, cottons, food, fuel and clothing 
would be the only wealth, and only 
those who contributed to Its produc­
tion would share it/

It is to be noted that Bolshevism 
murders the professors, the Intelligent 
classes, the scientific men, who are the 
true precursors of a genuine socialism.

With the success of the Hydro- 

Electric system among the western 
municipalities it is natural that those 
In the eastern sections of Ontario 
should desire to share in th6 benefits 
of the distribution of power at cost. 
This might have been possible long 
since, but for the strong opposition of 
.various political interests and others.

Hi a meeting at Brockville yester­
day, .where probably the most violent 
Opposition had centred, a strong 
Stand was taken by representatives of 
tbs eastern municipalities in favor of 
forming an Eastern Ontario Hydro- 
Electric Union, similar to that in the 
West. Representatives came from as 
tax west as Brockville, as far east as 
Quebec, and from north of Renfrew 
and Pembroke.

The organization of eastern Ontario 
will strengthen the hands of the com­
mission in dealing with the federal 
government about the St. Lawrence 
power development. The possibility of 
all this power, their rightful heritage, 
being lost to the eastern municipali­
ties, undoubtedly has had an influence 
In bringing about the organization. 
The benefit of the inter-co-operation 
ot the eastern and western municipal­
ities in the development of the Hydro- 
Zaeotrto system is of the first Import­
ance for the province as a whole.

IS DEAD AT MALTA

London, Dec. 8.—Announcement Is 
made of the death of Sir Edwin Pears 
at Malta on Nov. 27.

Sir Edwin Pears, lawyer, editor and 
author, was responsible for revela­
tions of moslern atrocities in Bulgaria 
which led the lâte W. E. Gladstone, 
then Britialii premier, to lead popular 
demonstrations against Turkish rule 
in Europe. These revelations were 
written by Sir Edwin while he was 
correspondent at Constantinople for 
The London Doily News- Sir Edwin 
Pears was bom In York in 1835, aijd 
graduated from London University 
with highest honors in Roman law 
and jurisprudence. Jle became general 
secretary of the General Science Asso­
ciation in 1868, and assumed a similar 
position in, the International Prison 
Congress in 1872. He settled in Con­
stantinople in 1873, practising in con­
sular courts, and becoming president 
of the European bar in that city in 
1881. His later years .were occupied 
with writing on Turkish history dur­
ing the last fifty years.

The foreman, Mr. Amos, father 
of one of the witnesses, stated that the 
taen had received more than that in 
the main. It developed here the com­
pany had paid an average increase of 
only three cents an hour for several 
years and until the award of last July, 
when Increases of 14 cents an hour 
were ^granted. In the course of his evi­
dence Mr. Amos admitted that overtime 
was not paid for until the previous 
award, and that It had been much a 
matter of friendly negotiation between 
himself and those under him, fourteen 
men. Today no sick pay was granted 
but the men had two weeks' holiday 
every year.

William Hamilton, engaged in the 
trouble department, testified that prior 
to the previous award he received 
$25.40 for a 60 hour week and after 
that award $27.80 for a 48-hour week. 
Another witness, a two year man acting 
as helper, stated that he received 31 
cents an hour plus a bonus before that 
award and a straight 45 cents an hour 
after. He complained that a Mr. Shep­
pard who had served an apprenticeship 
of only six months under the civil re­
establishment received more than he 
did with his two years’ experience.

nual review cfvijwnew racing In the 
Maritime Provinces by James W. D.
Power, shows that-tt surpassed aill pre­
vious years, raottotiistending that Hali­
fax, which formerly had a seven days’ 
meeting, was unhide to hold racing ow­
ing to the grounds still having buildings 
occupied by victims of the great explo­
sion of 1917, and which were erected 
at that time to accommodate! many who 
had suffered by that terrible disaster.

Sevesjty-three meetings with 262 races 
were held during the season, with 667 
heats trotted, or paced In 2.30 or better, 
against 412 In 1918. For the first time 
in the history of the Maritime Province 
turf 2.10 was not only -beaten, but sev­
en times heats were treftted or paced 
In 2.10 or better,,,, Last year 29 heats 
were trotted or "paced from 2.10*4 to 
2.15; this year there were 80 heats from 
2.08% to 2.16. Two hundred and seven 
heats were won from 2.15 to 2.20 and 373 
from 2.20 to 2.39,

These facts well Illustrated how Mari­
time Provinces compare In speed with 
any section of the United States and 
Canada with a similar population. Forty 
new performers entered the list and 
nineteen already therein reduced their 
records. No less than eighteen records 
were reduced and the class of horses 
in the Maritime Provinces may be gaug­
ed by those which made these new 
marks.
