THE FINAL EVIDENCE.

Prof. Ellfs Testified to Having Found Seven
Grains of Arsenic in the Parts of
the Body Sent to Him.
Cayuga, Ont., Nov. 19.—The Sterna-
man trial was resumed at 9 o'clock this
morning. Prof. Ellis, the provincial
analyst, of Toronto, gave evidence as
to his analysis of the organs of the de-
ceased submitted -to him. He found in
all seven grains of arsenic in the dif-
ferent parts, and gave 1t as‘his opinion
that this was more than sufficient to
cause death.
Asked if it were possible that the ar-
senje which he found in the liver could
“have been deposited there in the process
of embalming, he replied that it was
unlikely. i

. Dr. Thompson, coroner, was then re-
called and identified the seals found «n
the ‘bottles, and also the box contain-
ing them. This concluded the evidence
for the prosecution.

The o_efe-ee.

Mr. German, fof the defence, called
Mrs. Bliza Chipman, mother of the first
busband of the prisoner. She said that
her son and the prisoner had been mur-
ried nine or ten years, and seemed to
live happily together. Prisoner always
objected to life insuranmce, and only on
the suggestion of witness was Chip-
man’s life insured. 5

Dora Bostead, sister of Chipman, tes-
tified that during Chipman’s illness she
noticed that the color of his skin was
very white and he was much bloated
an,d swollen, and could not help him-
self.

Lizzie Sevenpiper, sister of the pri-
soner, sworn, thought that Sternaman
was jealous of his wite, but they seem-
ed to live happy together. When p1i-
soner paid Mr. Snider he handed her
a receipt, and upon being asked by pri-
soner if that included everything, he
replied yes, that dincluded everything,
embalming and all.

1 o Witnesses.

Wallace Thayer, attorney, of Bauffalo,
testified that the law in New York
State regulating sale of poison requires
that a witness must accompany the
purchaser unless his identity is known,
No record of sale of poison is kept, ex-
cept in drug stores.

Dr. James Mc¢Eaudden of Buffalo, next
gave evidence. He had treated Sternz-
man during his first illness, and his
patient improved. He described Addi-
son’s disease, but’ to Mr. Osler he ad-
mitted that since Addison’s disease had
been excluded, and considering all the
conditions shown at the inquest, he
would conclude that death was due to
arsenical poisoning.

The evidence for the defence was ad-
mittedly weak,

MR, GERMAN’S ADDRESS.

pULhS

Made a Strong Plea for the Prisoner In a
Two Hours’ Speech.

1t was about 12 o’clock when Mr. Gor-|

man commenced his address to the jury.

He warned them to enter upon the case

without any bias of opinion or previous

newspaper impressions.

He plunged at once into, perhaps, the |
strongest phase of the case for the de-
fence—the equivoeal testimony of Under-|
taker Snyder, who had told a differcnt)
story as to the embalming at each of his
examinations. He pointed out the im-
portance of the conversation among
Hayden, Chevalier, Holmes and Snyder, |
when the undertaker, in answer to 2|
question, had said that he had embalmed |
Nternamaun’s body. If the body had been|
irjected with an arseaical preservation
fluid then the whole case for the Crown
fell to the ground. He considercd the|
evidence with regard to Chipman, the|
prisoner’'s first husband, as trivial and |
irrclevant. It was beyond reason that
the prisoner should kill her first bhus-
band for a paltry insurance, to marrys
a man like Sternaman, whose wages
were less than Chipman’s, It was far
Nniore reasonable to suppose that Sterna-
mar: himself, who was in love with the
prisoner, had made away with Chipman.
If she did not wurder her first husband
with arsenic, that portion of the €vi-
dence was of no account, because a sup-
position is not a proof, nor is it guilt.

sSternaman’s Sickness.

Coming, to Sternaman’s sickness, Mr.

German said that no motive for his mur-

{

der was apparent, because she had never
tried to persuade her husband to take
the $1000 policy in ths Metropolitan
Life. That was done of hLis own ac-

count, and as to the other two policies,
what was more natural than that Ster-
naman should transfer those policies
from his mother to his wife? As to the
letter produced by the Crown, it was
ratural that Mrs. Sternaman, ‘in view
of the reports as to her first husband’s
death, her mother-in-law’s insinuations,
and her husband’s mysterious fainting
spells, that she should solicit the letter
to be written for her own protection.
Her subsequent conduct was a strong
proof of her innocence. She had con-
sented to, and had even suggested, an
autoposy, confident that it would clear
her of all blame.
The Doctors Differed.

As to the medical evidence, Mr. Ger-
man urged the contradictory opinions of
the doctors as to the cause of death.
One said atrophy of the liver, another
A(}dxsqn’s disease, a third arsenical
poisoning. Arsenic was found in the
body on exhumation. It might have
been embalming * fluid, | it might have
been a natural poisonous deposit, con-
tracted from the soil where the body
lay. No detective cu‘uhr bring even the
most innocent prisoner into-a court with-
out adducing suspicious cireumstances.
It must be remembered that in all the
evidence offered by the Crown there
was not a jot which traced the purehase
of arsenic or any arsenical preparation
to Mrs. Sternaman,

MR, OSLER WAS BRIEF.

Atiempted No Oratory DBut Allowed the
Facts to Speak for Themsclves,

Mr. Osler attempted no oratory. He
allowed the eloquent facts to spéuk for
themselves in logical sequence. As to
embalming, the issue was not what Sny-
der said, but what he did. He did not
embalm the body. He did not charge
for embalming in his bill. The condi-
tion of the body on being exhumed
showed no traces of embalming fluid.
Arsenic was found in the body. The
prisoner only' attended to the man's
wants, The prisoner alone put up the
lunch which produced the acute vomit-
ing. 'The death by poisoning, no em-
balming, arsenic in the body, the irre-
sistible conclusion is guilt. The insur-
ance on the dead man was $1970, The
$1000 policy in the Metropolitan Life
Insurance Company was applied for by
the prisoner. Sternaman had reluctantly
consented because he felt he could not
afford the premiums. She had said that

A BIG ROW IN

THE GRIT CAMP|

Last night witnessed a terrific - tearing
asunder of the Grit’ forces in St. John's
ward. Boss Rutter went to the Royal
Cenadian Yacht Club ball in the evening,
and during his absence an ominous family
row broke out among his satellites. The
trouble came to a head at the annual meet-
ing of the St. John's Ward Liberal Club,
but as its origin dates back a long time 1t
were better to begin at the beginning.

In September, 1896, shortly after. Sir Wil-
frid Laurier got into power at Ottawa,
cight gentlemen met at the Willard Hotely
kept by George Greenians, and formally
organized the St. John’s Ward Liberal
Ciub. These men were then three breth-
ers, Alf. McGuire, Geo. McGuire, Tom Mc-
Guire, their brother-in-law Ed. Millar, Al-
bert Hacker, Sam Staughton, Wm. Allen,
and David Staton. Mr. Hacker, as he
himeself said last night, was the only Lib-
eral in the gathering, the others being
quondam Tories, out for what they could
get from the new Government. The Me-
Guires, especially, had been hard workers
for the Qonservative party, Tom having
occupled an office in the Young Conserva-
tive Club. Mr. Alf. McGuire, however, at
this first meeting, became president of the
new Liberal Club, Mr. Staughton vice-pres-
ident, Mr. Hacker secretary, and Mr. Mil-
lar treasurer, while the other four office-
scckers composed the executive. Thus, the
octette secured offices to start ol with,
and the seven ‘renegade Torles,” -as Mr.
Hacker says, were in a fair way to secure
“what there was in it for them.”

Soon the membership of the club grew
to 20 or 30 and new quarters were secured
at the corner of Elm and Teraulay-streets,
the name of the old-time Liberal, Hacker,
being used to raise the necessary funds, and
to get a lot of old Grits into the club. Ald.
Rutter, Crown-Attorney Curry, S. H.Janes,
George Ross, Frank Denton and Mr. Lount,
M. T'., were each relieved of $5 for the
kudos of becoming honorary members ot
the organization.

An Office for My Brother-in-Law.

The club thus grew until it boasted 120
members and then the McGuires began to
get in their work. Their brother-in-law,
Edward Millar, one of the originators of
the association, secured the remunerative
Gevernment post of hardware appraiser at
Toronto.

GREAT FIRE IN LONDON

One of the Most Disastrous Since
the Conflagration of 1666.

STARTED IN THE H

EART OF THE CITY

Warehouses.

Food for the Flames—0Old St.

London, Nov. 19—One of the most disas-
trous fires in London's history since.tne
great fire of 1666 broke out in a large
block of buildings lying eastward of Aldérs-

For four bours
and a half the flames had their own way,
and it was only after more than a hundred
éngines had worked an hour that thechief
of the fire brigade sent out the signal tnat
the fre was under control. This was o
5.45 p.m.. When the good news became
generally known nearly 50 warehouses and
a dozen or more minor structures had either
vanished or remained only in blackened
walls, a chaos of fallen girders and smok-
ing pues of bricks and stone.

Hamisell-street was the scene ot “he .2ui-
break of the fire, which was due 10 an ex-
plosion in connection with a gas engine on
the premiscs of Waller, Brown & Co., man-
tle manufacturers, at No. 30 on that thor-
oughfare. Their large factory was crowd-
ed with girls when the fire broke out, anc
instantly became the sceme of a pumic, wne
frightened operatives, with many screams.

foresee where the contlagration would stop.

Foup Streets Blazing.

By dusk, four streets were blazing on both
sides, There was no abatement of the
furious blaze before 5.30 p.m. Then the
check came. in Jewin-street, by a tremen-
dous: use of water, and. in Well-street,
where the collapse of a wall on theé right
hand side of  tnat ‘thoroughfare was the
means of saving the last buillding in the
street. 'The width of Red  Cross-street, &
comparatively broad thoroughfare, also
formed .a barrier there, and Commander
Wells was able to breathe without anxi-
ety, knowing that he had.the upper hand
of one of the greatest fires on record. T'wo
aeres of buildings had been ruined.

In spite of the numberless narrow es.
capes, no casualties have thus far been re-

The most serions aspect of the disaster,
after the question of the enormous loss in-
curred, is that hundreds, if not thousands,
of employes have been thrown out of work,
and t{mt many of them lost all their be-
longings.

CANADIAN FRUIT SOLD IN GLASGOW

Pears and Apples Did Well, But the
British Palate Does Not Appreelate
Our Grapes Yet,

Ottawa, Nov. 10.—The foilowing ex-
tract from The Daily Mail of Glasgow,
in reference to a recent shipment of
fruit, has been received at the Depart-
ment of Agriculture:

“Sale of Canadian fruit.—A sale of
fruit shipped by the Canadian Govern-
ment in cold storage, took place yester-
day at the stand in the bazaar of Mr.
Thomas Russell, fruit broiker. There
was a crowd of cager buyers. 'The
pears sold well at 8s per half box, aand
up to 158 6d for full boxes. A few
cases of apples went at 12s per cast,
and some tomatoes also soll weil. But
the grapes, of exc2yiuallc tine quality,
sold at low rates, the reason ieing that
the people here have not yet t2arned to
appreciate the flu of Canadian grapes.
They were certainly far superior to
Spanish, and had much of th» arvoma
of hot-house graves. 'The

more grapes this seison, but they will
probably send oun nears, Mr. W. T
Crandail, agent of the Department of
Agriculture, Ottawa, Can., was presént
at the sale, and took a special interest
in the venture.” *

The above indicates that ultbeugh the
prices realized for Cinwlinn grapes have
been exceedingly iow, there may yet be
a profitable demand created for them.
Tiven if it takes a year o two to edu-
cate the British palate to like the flavor
and quality of Canadian grapes, that
may be a profitable undertakine. In
addition to the direct trade returns, the
grapes from
different markets in Great Britain as an
article of commerce will direet attention
to the admirable climatic conditions that
prevail in Canada.

THE FIGHT IN CENTRE TORONTO.
There is to be a fight in Centre To-
ronto, and as far as the supporters of
Mr. O. A. Howland are concerned it
will be a hot one. It will not take
twenty-four hours to summon every
Conservative in Toronto to arms and
make himself ready for the fray. There
is no dissension in the Conservative
ranks to-day as there was on the ocea-
sion of the election last year. The party
in Toronto at least is united just as
strong as it ever was. The call to arms
will bring together the old-time brigade,
as enthusiastic and as confident of vie-
tory as ever.
gave Sir Wilfrid Lauarfer his vietory last
year. True, he carried a few constit-
uencies which formerly returned Con-
servative members, but it was Quebec
that turned the tide in favor of the
Liberal party.
Centre Toronto is easily explained. The
Conservatives lost the seat by reason of
the division in the party over the Mani-
toba school question. In East Toronto
the Conservative candidate stood for
remedial legislation. In Centre Loronto
he opposed the Government and favored
the Manitoba contention. But his atti-
tude on the question in the House of
Commons had been such that the elec
torate didn’t seem to place much faith
in his opposition to remedial legislation.
The last election in Toronto was a mix-
up. The party was at sixes and sevens.
The wonder is that Centre Toronto was
not lost by a much larger majority.
Considering the extent of the dissension
in the Conservative ranks it is surpris-
ing that Mr. Lount’s majority was only
244 above that of Mr., Cockburn.

The situation to-day is entirely differ-
ent from what it was in June of last
year. The question which divided the
party then has been completely elimin-
ated from party politics. The Manitoba
school question is a dead issue, and not

in this contest. The most hopeful fea-
ture in this campaign is undoubtedly the
harmeny that prevails;n the Conserva-
tive ranks. Mr. Howlond has given of-
fence to mo clique or section ' of the
jparty. He can confidently count on the
support ‘of every onec who takes pride
in calling himself a Conservative. This
is the strong feature in regard te his
candidature. Conservative Toronto from
the Don to the Humber will #o-operate
in the fight, and we are very much mis-
taken if Mr. Howland will not head the
polls on election day.

THE DEADLY STOVE DAMPER.

A grave mistake has been made by the
authorities in neglecting to hold an in-
quest into the cause of the death of the
two young girls who were asphyxiated
by coal gas the other night. If this un-
fortunate occurrence were traced to its
source it would be found that some one
is directly responsible for the death of
the two victims. The catastrophe was
not the result of supernatural causes.
It was not a visitation from God. It
resulted from common every-day negli-
gence, and a jury should have been em-
panelled to bring the responsibility home
to the proper party. As the authoritics
cid not deem it expedient to hold an in-
quest, The World undertakes to return
a verdict in its own behalf. After in-

of the two Cross girls rtests with the
pipe leading from the stove to the chim-
ney. We do not know who the tinsmith
in question is, but he, together with the
person who engaged him to do it, are
responsible for this lamentable tragedy.
There should be a law prohibiting the
placing of pipe dampers in connection
with coal stoves. If the deaths that
occur from this cause were tabulated
the number would surprise us. But the
fatalities arising from pipe dampers do
not form half the evil. We do not hear
in the papers of the many narrow
escapes from asphyxiation and the debil-
ity caused by people inhaling coal gas
night after night. Our houses in winfer
are made as airtight as possible, espec-

places must have a very baneful effect
on the health of their inhabitants. It
is hard to estimate the injury that is
done to the public health by reason of
defective appliances in connection with
coal stoves. We have inspectors to sce
that the plunmbing in houses is done on
approved and scientific principles. We
insist on insulating live electric wires.
We compel ‘the street car people to put
feriders on the trolleys. Why should we
not insist on the abolition of the deadly
stove damper? Coal gas is a dangsrous
poison, and it is little short of criminal
to choke up a stove pipe, thereby dis-
seminating the poison through the house,
instead of allowing it to escape through
the chimney.
a dwelling house the owner is compelled
to call in the plumber and summarily
remedy the defects. Coal gas is fully
as destrnetive of life and health as
sewer gas, and as stringent laws should
be made to protect the public from its
injurious effects as exist in regard to
sewer gas, .

1t is for these reasons that we think
a coroner’s inquest should have been
held in this case. The cause of the
disaster should have been definitely lo-
cated, and some one should have been
held responsible for it. It is only by
making a striet enquiry into each case as
it arises that we can ever hope to stamp
out a eustom which seriously affects the
public health.

It is only right to add that in this case

best that is made. Even a blast furnace
cannot discharge its fumes through a
chimney if the latter is choked up, as
was the case in the recent accident.

GET A BETTER, NAME.

We do rot think much of the name
Intercolonial for the Govérnment rail-
way.
