this morning. A number of papers, Includ-
ing The Post, The Voorwaerts and The
Deutsche Zeitung, did not contain the news
of the Prince’s demise. The Kreuz Zeltung
had only a brief notice.

The Tageblatt this morning Issued a Bis-
marck supplement. The Lokal Anzelger
prints the fullest detalls from Its special
correspondent at Friedrichsruhe, but the
other papers, misled by Dr. Schweninger's
and the family’s misleading statements re-
garding the Prince’s condition, made no
provision to obtain mews of his death. A
majority of the provincial papers did not
contain the nmews. This morning no news
of any kind regarding the funeral arrange-
ments is obtainable.

GERMANY’S PROFOUND SORROW.

Several Berlin Newspapers Publish-
ed Special Articles.

sudden a realization of the fears of his de-
mise was not expected. Several papers
this morning publish special articles, with
mourning borders, expressing in feeling
terms the national sorrow, and dwelling -on
the brilliant 4nd immortal services of the
Prince to the Fatherland, his heroic great-
ness and his truly Gerlpnn character,

Sorrowful sympathy over Prince Bis-
marck’s dedth is manifested in many ways.
The news Is constantly discussed in public
places, and a feeling of sadness prevails
among all classes of ‘the people. Particn-
lars of the last moments of the Prince and
other circumstances attending his death are
eagerly sought. Many private houses show
flags at half-mast, Secretary of State Von
Pulow will return from Semmeringen, Aus-
tria, immediately. 4

versation, drinking champagne and after-
wards smoking several pipes, which he had
mot done lately.

“His condition was so satisfactory that
Dr. Schweninger, after the Prince had gone
to bed, left with the intention of returning
Saturday. His condition was comparatively
satisfactory throughout Friday and Satur-
day morning. He read the papers and con-
versed on politics, particularly referring to
Rugsian affairs. In the forenoon he took
luncheon, grumbling jocularly at the small
proportion of spirits in his drinking water.

His Last Words.

“Thélast words Prince Bismarck uttered
Were addressed to his daughter, Countess
Non Rantzau who wiped away the pers-
piration from his forehead. They were:
‘Thanks, my ¢hild.’

“The whole family were assembled at the
bedside at the time of his death; Dr.
Sebweninger, Dr, Chrysander, Baron and|
Baroness Merek were also present. As no
Lreathing movement or pulse was percept-
able for three minutes, Dr. Schweninger
declared quietly and simply that the Prince
was dead.

“Dr. Schweninger telegraphed the news
to Emperor William in Norway.

“The Prince lies as he used to sleep, in
an easy position, with his head slightly in-
clined to thesleft. The expression on his
face is mild and peaceful.

“In accordance with Prince Bismarck's
Wwish he will be buried upon the hill op-
Posite 1he Castle in the vieinity of Hirsch-
gruppe.”

Remains to Be Embalmed.

Friedrichsruhe, July 31— (7 a.m.)—Count
Von Posadowsky Wehner, Prussian Minis-
ter of the Interior, and Privy Councillors
Jonquieres and Hauss, arrived at 4.30 this
afternoon, and at 6 o'clock proceeded to
Hamburg. It is understood that the re-
mains will be embalmed this evening, and
will remain in the castle until the mauso-
ljeum is reary for their reception.

Change in the Conservative Policy
Owing to the Quebec Conference
~Government Will Have Support
of Opposition in Any Patriotic
Course~Heavy Receipts at Cus-
tom lﬁ‘ule—nlontrenl News.

Montreal, July 31.—(Special.)—Sir Charles
Tupper arfived here to-day, having come
out to Quebe¢ in the Numidian, and thence
by the Maritime Express from Levis.

Being interviewed by The World, the Con-
servative leader imparted some important
information regarding his future policy. He
stated that before he left for England it
was understood that a vigorous campalgn
would be entered upon by the leaders of
the Conservative party. The coming confer-
ence at Quebee, he said, had changed this.
It was well known he had little confidence
in the Gnnwan members of the Quebec
conference, but other Interests than those
of the party had to be considered.’ This,
he held, was one of the most important
periods in the historg of Canada, and he
was not.in favor of a policy that would in
any way weaken the hands of the men sent
to Quebec to represent the interests of the
Dominion. The Conservative party, he
added, had always placed the interests of
Canada before party, and hence the decision
he had reached in view of the meeting at
Quebec. He sald that had the Conserva-
tives gone on with the vigorous campaign
decided upon when he left Canada, they
would place the Goverament and its repre-
sentatives at Quebec in a most humiliating
position in the eyes of Canada and the
The American representatives might
ask with truth: Why treat with men who
no longer p d the confidence of their
cournitry ? and the Ottawa Government would
be at least in & most embarrassing condition,
l-8ir Charles said it was now or never. He
believed that the present was the most fa-
vorable opportunity that could ever present
itself for bringing about an entente cordiale
between Canada and the United States. The
best people in the Republic and the Influen-
tial press of that country realize the fact,
and they openmly express it too, that they
cwe their position to-day in this war with
Spain, to the  stand taken by Englaund,
which prevented the concert of nations plac-
Ing the United States in the most humiliat-
ing position before the world. This being
the fact, all will understand and appreciate
the act of patriotism on the part of the
Conservative party. Let the commissioners
have a free hand, and If they secure any-
thing of real advantage to the Dominion,
they will have our support In Parliament.

Coming down to a lower plane, Sir
Charles was asked: Is it not to be presum-
ed that the ministry would take credit be-
fore the electorate for any success which
they might secure at Quebec?”’

“No doubt they would, but I would rather
sce them carry the country than fail to take
advantage of this great opportunity.”

Sir Charles Tupper does not put much
faith in the reports of a near dissolution.
He states that any agreement reached at
Quebec would not receive the assent of
Congress much within a year, and he thinks
also that the Grit rank and file are not
eager to face the country.

Speaking of Hon. Mr. Tweedie's refusal
to adhere to the Moncton resolutions, Sir
Charles Tupper said: ‘“‘So much the worse
for Mr. Tweedie.. However, the character
of his Conservatism was pretty well shown
when he used his Influence to elect Mr.
Blair.”

The chieftain will remain here a few days
and then proceed to Cape DBreton, not hav-
ing visited his constituency since the gen-
eral elections.

DEATH OFHISGRAGE ARGHBISHOP WALSH

Archbishop Walsh is dead! Such was the
news which at midnight” spread over the
city and created the most unfeigned regret
on every hand. It could hardly be be-
lleved, for a week or two ago the eminaat
prelate was in the best of health, discharg-
ing his important duties. The accident
His Grace sustained three weeks ago, whiist
Inspecting the proposed new cemetery in
North Toronto, was believed to be only
trivial and to necessitate but a temporary
withdrawal from active work. Such was
the fond hope alike of friends and physi-
clans, hopes doomed, alas, to be ruthlessly
dashed, and to-day there {§s universal
a citizen of Toronto His Grace will be
one whose praises were heard not alone in
the Archdiocese of Toronto, the Diocese of
London, which he had previously seryed,
bat throughout the whole of Canada end
far beyond. Subjoined are the details of
the Archbishop’s life, indicating his absorb-
ing love for his native land and for the
church to which he dedicated his life. As
a citizen of Toronto His Grace Il be
mourned by all parties and creeds, for since
his arrival in our midst, now nearly nine
years ago, the Archbishop had taken the
liveliest Interest in the city’s affairs and
shown himself to be large-heanted and
sympathetic. Not only was he an eloquent
preacher, but on the platform his voice was
raised for whatever was philanthropic and
énnobling. His virtues were unostentati-
ous, but generally acknowledged, and in
his sudden demise the poor and the suffer-
er have indeed lost a friend. Cheery of
disposition, condescending in manner, and

profound ecclesiastical prudence and wis-
dom, and for the broad spirit of catholicity
that conciliated adverse opinions without
compromising in the least the principles he
held dear, He left standing monuments of
his episcopal energy and zeal in the many
beautiful churches and educational institu-
tions which hé founded aud fostered in the
Diocese of London. He continued and com-
pleted the splendid work since his arrival
in Toronto. He will be generally mourned
by Canadlans of all classes and c?’eeds, and
by the citizens of Toronto in particular,
for the large influence for good exercised
by his liberal and amiable character,

His Literary Work.

Continuing his splendid and spontaneous
panegyric, Father Ryan sald: ‘The Arch-
bishop was distinguished as a writer on the
various subjects of ecclesiastical and social
importance.

“His lumunious pastorals, nearly all on the
subjects of Catholic theology, have been
long before the publle in pamphlet and book
form. He contributed frequently to the
leading reviews of Canada and the United
States, and his latest presentation of Catho-
lic doetrine appearing in the Canadian Ency-
clopedia, is in itself sufficlent evidence of
his vast erudition, his clearness of diction
and his simple beauty of style.

THE HOOLEY AFFAIR.

Pis Modas Operandi in Promotiug
Companies Inveolved Traflic in
Gilded and Titled Names.

New York, July 31.—The London corres-
pondent of The Tribune cables his paper in
regard to the Hooley affair as follows:
Hooley’s disclosures have justified Lord
Charles Beresford's warning against the
power of money in English society. A more
scandalous story was never heard in the
Bankruptcy Court. His plan of operations
in purchasing and selling companies involv-
ed traffic in gilded titled names. Sometimes
he purchased peers outright, but oftener he
paid bribes to decoys from smart sets, who
introduced noble lords, or procured the use
of their names. When the front sheet of a
prospectus was illumined with the names of
eminent directors, he left his solicitors free
to explain the details of the business, which
was recapitalized, and quieted and ‘‘squar-

ed” city editors with troublesome pens.

The difference between the present market
value of Dunlops and the amount for which
the company was recapitalized is little less
than $12,000,000. This shrinking in value
measures the-losses of credulous investors,
whose eyes were dazzled by the use of bril-
liant soclal names. The names on the front
sheet of that prospectus are said*hy Hooley
to have cost between £00,000 and £100,000,
and the secret press fund was £76,000.”

HISTORY OF HIS LIFE.

Showing the Various Steps Upwardd
Till He Became “The Iron
Chancellor.”

The deceased. statesman was created
Count September 16, 1865, and Prince
March, 1871. He was born of an old noble
family at Schoenhausen April 1, 1815, He led
a4 somewhat tempestuous youth, in the
course of which he studied and fought duels
at the Universities of Gottingen and Greifs-
wald, spent some time In the army, and
subsequently settled down as a country
gentleman, managing the family estates and
discharging the office of inspector of dykes.
Brought up in the political faith of the
Junkers, or Prussian Tory squirearchy, he
hecame in 1846 a member of the Provincial
Diet of Saxony and of the Prussian Diet,
in which he first attracted attention by his
flery speeches in deflance of the old Mon-

archical party.

During the revolutionary period of 1848
the services he rendered in the public de-
bates to the Conservative cause so impress-
ed the Prussian Ministry that he suddenly
found a diplomatic career opened to him.
The representation of Prussia in the Diet
of the old German Bund at Frankfort fall-
ting vacant, the Premier introduced Herr
von Bismarck to the King, who appointed
him to that important post. Here he re-
mained for several years, discharging the
arduous duties of his office with an ability
that won for .him the admiration of ‘the
Prussian court. The remarkable series of
private dispatches which he addressed to
the Prussian Premier are models of diplo-
matic skill and statecraft.

Austria was then all-powerful In the
German Bund, and, supported by nearly all
the other German States, had systematlc-
ally prevented Prussia from exercising that
influence in the counclls of the Confedera-
tion to which, from her position as far the
greatest of the purely German States, she
was justly entitled. From the time of Bis.
marck’s appearance, however, the voice of
Prussia began to have increasing weight.
The successful audaclty with which he
checkmated Austrian intrigue at Frankfort
was the source of constant irritation at
Vienna, and naturally tended to produce
some estrangement between Austrian and
Prussian courts.

Bismarek was sent as Ambassador to St.
Petersburg (1859-62). In May, 1862, he was
promoted to the then most difficult and
important post in the diplomatic ser-
vice—that of Prussian Ambassador at Paris,
where Napoleon III. was then in the plen-
ttude of his power. Flve months later he
was summoned to Berlin and made First
Minister of the Prussian Crown.

The first ten years after Herr von Dis-
marck assumed power are amongst the
most remarkable In modern European his-
tory. Within that brief period he had hum-
bled the Austrian empire, destroyed the
French empire, and created the new Ger-
man empire. v He remodelled the map of
Europe, dismembering Denmark and
France. He enlarged the frontiers of Prus-

sia by the annexation of various provinces,

loss to her of the duchies of Schleswig-
Holsteln and Lauenburg. Instead of givin
them uP to the Duke, Bismarck determine
if possible to annex them to Prussia. The
Austrian and Saxon troops were recalled,
and the quarrel eventually led (in 1866) to
a war between Prussia and Austria, who
was joined by Bavaria, Hanover, -Hesso
Cassel, Hesse-Darmstadt and Nassau. The
arms of Prussia were victorious; Austria
suffered & crushing defeat at Sadowa (Kon-
lggratz), in Bohemia. Hanover and the
South German States were likewise van-
quished; and the war, which was over in
seven weeks, led to the treaty of Nikols-
burg, by which Austria was permanently
excluded from the German Bund, and Han-
over, Nassau, Hesse-Cassel and Frankfort,
as well as Schleswig-Holstein and Lauen-
burg, were annexed to Prussia.

The North German Confederation, with
Prussia at its head, was established In
alace of the old Bund, while with the South

erman States an offensive and defensive
alliancd was concluded, giving the King of
Prussla supreme command of all their
troops Iu time of war. Of the North Ger-
man Bund Count von Bismarek was creat-
ed’' Chancellor and President of thé Federal
Couneil.

In addition to these successes, In consld-
eratlon of which the Prassian House of

uties passed a bill of indemnity, for-
giving his former breaches of the cons'i-
tution, Count von' Blsmarck obtained great
Bopulnrit for creating a representative
ranch of the new Federal Government, on
the b#sls of manhood suffrage.

Napoleon IIIL, jealous of the ;Erowlnz
power of Prussla, attempted to obtain some
comPenmtlon for France by the annexation
of the Grand Duchy of Luxembourg, which
Holland had consented to cede to him. Mt
in this scheme the French Emperor was
thwarted, chiefly by the energetic attitude
of BRishiarck: and in the end the duchv was
declared neutral territory, and the fortifi-
cations of the capital were demolished.

Great as were the events through which
Bismarek had conducted Germany. he was
destined to lead her shortly through greater
events still; notably bJ the defeat of the
French in 1870, the dispute growing out
of the offer of the crown of Spain to Prince
Leopold of Hohenzollern. he King of
Prussia, as the head of the family, had
consented to the acceptance of the honor
afterwards revoked. After a ¢campaign con-
sisting of an unbroken serles of victories.
largely due to the strategic genius of Count
von Moltke, King Willlam was able,
through his Chancellor, to dictate terms of
peace to his helpless assailant,

Of the events in Prince Bismarck’s life
subsequent to the Franco-German war, it
may be mentioned that he presided at the
Congress of Berlin (1878), the Berlin Con-
ference . (1880), and the Congo or Colonial
Conference (1884). In his domestic legisla-
tion Prince Bismarck has been far less for-
tunate than in his diplomatic negotiations.
In his economieal policy, after beginning as
a_Free Trader, he became a Protectionist.
He first largely reduced theé'customs tariff,
and ten years later lmposed héavied dutles
than ever. While he/thus. altenated .the
Liberals, his Mn{ Laws, interfering to an
unwise extent with the religious liberty of
the Catbolic priesthood. led to a long and
bitter struggle with the Roman Church,
and made all its adnerents his bitter ene-
mies. He had previonsly (December 81,
1885,) recelved the decoration of the Order
of Christ from the Pope.

Prince Blsmarck was called the man of
‘“4ron and blood,” because in one of the
first speeches he - dellvered as Minlster- |
President, in 1862,. he said that ‘‘it was not
by speeches and majority votes that the
‘:reat questions of the time would be set-
led, but by iron and blood.”” The Danish,
the Austro-German and the Franco-German
wars form a sigaificant commentary on tkbie
expression. Othe:s phrases attributed to
him are that “Mighr goes bHefors right,”
the: definltion of a journalist as “a man
who has falled in his profession In life,”
and many others. DPrince Bismarck’s name
was very prominently before the nublic
mind In conneetion with the triple alllance
between Germany, Austria and italy.

The Queen, in August, 1889, presented
Prince Bismarck with a full length portrait
of herself. The degree of D.D. was con-
ferred upon him by the University of
Giessen in December, 1888.

Two attempts have been made on Bis-
marck’s life; the first by a lunatic named
Blind on May 7, 1866, at Berlin; the sec-
ond on July 13, 1874, by Kullmann at Kis-
singen. A Bismarck museum, containing
all sorts of objects relative to the Chan-
cellor’s career, has been founded at Berlin.

The resignation of the Prince as Prussian
Prime Minister as well as Chancellor was
announced in February, 1850, but did not
actually occur till March, 17 when dlver-
gentes of opinion between him and the Bm-
peror caused a rupture, Bismarck
left Friedrichsruhe for Vienna on June 14,
1892, in order to be present at the marriage
of his son.
reception at Dresden, where, in his reply,
he announced that he would ne¢ver agaﬁ)
hold an official position. There were no
manifestations at Berlin, but at V'enna the
greatest enthusiasm was ‘evinced.

After this visit the papers for a while
were full of Bismarck and Bis eriticisms on
the Government, but animadversions and re-
torts upon him from the official and semi-
official organs of the Government were few
till the Reichsanzeiger published the eircu-
lar instructions sent to the Imperial rep-
resentatives abroad in May, 1890, just after
the Prince had retired. This document
stated that ‘His Majesty discriminates be-
tween Prince Bismarck of former times
(and of to-day,”” and deprecated the attach-
ment of “‘any practical importance to the
%ress publications claiming to reproduce

rince Bismarck’s vlews.” A despatch to
Prince Reuss, the German Ambassador at
Vienna, - just before Prince Bismarck’s
Vienna journey, was still more emphatic.
It stated that any rapprochement between
the Emperor and his former Chancellor
lacked the indispensable condition that the
latter should be willing to take first steps.
But even if that condition were fulfilled,
the Prince “would never regain any influ
ence in the conduct of public affairs.””
Some political significance was attached
to the welcome given by enthusiastic thou-
sands to the Prince when he visittd Jena
in July. During the year 1800 the Prince
broke out occasionally in ciiticiem of the
Government, and in November he made a
particularly violent assault on the new
Army Bill N

Reconciled to the Emperor.

Since 1890 Prince Bismarck has resided at
his country seat. Especially in the earlier
months after his retirement, counsiderable
friction existed between him and the Em-
peror. In 183, however, the Prince fell
seriously ill and the Emperor sent him a
telegram of sympathy and offered him the
use of one of hig castles to assist his con,
valescence. This offer the Prince declined,
but the exchange of courtesies between him
and the Emperor served to make very mani-
fest the desire of the German people for a
reconciliation.

This was finally accomplished upcn the
Er.peror sending him presents of wine and
ceagratulating him upon a recovery from
an attack of influenza.

Latterly Prince Bismarck has lived In re.
tirement.

Washington, July 81.—General Miles, in
command of the Porto Rican expedition,
sent the following despatch to Secretary
Alger, which was made public at 10 o'clock:

Ponce, July 31, 8.85 p.m.
Sceretary of War., Washington:

Your telegrams received and answered by
letter. Volunteers are surrendering them-
sclves, with arms and ammunition, KFour-
fifths of the people are overjoyed at the
arrival of the army. Two thounsand from
one place have volunteered to serve with it,
They are bringing in beef, cattle and other
needed supplies. The custom house has
already yielded $14,000. As soon as all the
troops are disembarked they will be in
readiness to move. Please send any na-
tional colors that can be spared, to be given
to the different municipalities,

1 request that the question of the tariff
rate to be charged in the ports of Porto
Rico occupied by our forces be submitted
to the Presideat for his action, the pre-
viously existing tariff remaining meanwhile
in force.

As to the government and military occu-
pation, I have already given instructions
based upon the instructions issued to me
by the President in the case of the Philip-
pine Islands, and similar to those Issued
at Santiago de Cuba.

I explained to him fully that we were at
war with Spain, and that the question of
Cuban independence could not be consider-
ed by me. Another grievance was that,
fnding that several thousand men marched
in without opposition from Gen. Garcla, T
extended my own lines in front of him and
closed up the gap, as I saw that I had to
depend on my own men for any effective
investment of the place.

Mission on Lake Simcoe, of which parish
he was the first resident pastor, and whare,
removed from all society, the young priest
had ample opportunity to pursue undis-
turbed the studies to which he was devoted

—frequently conducted by the lght of a
tnlloe\q;' candle, or of the log fire in the
ghanties of the “gettlers” in the back-
woods.

In 1857 he was placed In charge .ot the
more important parish of St. Mary's, To-
ronto, and shortly after the consecration
Dr. Lynch as Bishov of Toronto, 1859, h'e
was appointed rector of St. Michael's
Cathedral, and on Easter Sunday, 1862,,was
nominated vicar-general of the dloceee,‘

In May, 1863, he attended the 3rd Pro-
vineial Council of Quebec as theologian 0
the Bishop of Toronto, and, the followiug
year, visited Rome for the first time, being
Teceived with marked distinction by Pope
Pius IX. The health of Dr. Pinsonneault,
‘Bishop of Sandwich, beceming impaired,
{he hierarchy of the ecclesiastical Province
of Quebec unanimously noménated  Viear-

eneral Walsh as future bishop; the choice
rdue time being ratified by bulls from
the Holy Sce, the consecration taking place
in St. Michael’s Cathedral, Toronto, and
being conducted by Mgr. Baillargeon, then
Archbishop of Quebec, assisted by Bishop
Bourget of Montreal and Bishop Lynch of
Toronto.

In January 1868. Bishon Walsh removed
the episcopal residence from Sandwich to
London, to which city the See was trans-
ferred by a decree from the Propaganda,
dated Nov. 15, 1869, Here unlimited sgope
was afforded His Lordship for the exervise
of his administrative and executive abii-
tiee. A large and pressing debt upon the
dlocese had to be liquidated, the re-organi-
zation of the clergy and missions was
urgent, a number of priests had to be pro-
vided, in many parishes churches and pres-
byteries had to be bauilt or restored and en-
larged, the interests of education demanded
earnest and Immediate attention, and
asylums for the orphan and the infirm had
to be established.

Within three years the entire debt of the
diocese was paid “off, and, In 1876, upom
paying his officlal visit as bishop to Rome,

he was able to report 28 new churches |

built, many of them splendid and costly.
structures, and 17 presbyteries for the ac-
commodation’ of the parochial clergy. An
episcopal residence second to none in the
province had been constructed and was
absolutely free of debt. Three convents
had been buiit, Mount Hope purchased and
paid for, and a splendid new orphanage
erected on {t, In addition to which a hand-
gome new college had been built for the
Basfilan fathers at Sandwich: 20 priests
had been ordained ard over 10,000 chiidran
confirmed. In May, 1881, the corner-stone
of the new cathedral in London was laid,
and St, Peter's was dedicated, June 28,
1885, by Bishop Walsh in the presence of a
number of distinguished prelates.

In 1882, when visiting Ireland, he took
part in the ceremony of the unvelling of
the O’Connell monument in Dublin, havag
previonsly, In 1864, assisted at the lay.ag
of its corner-stone. At the close of the
20th year of his episcopate, Nov., 1887, Le
again repaired to Rome, and assisted at
the Jubllee of Pope Leo XIIL. m St
Peter's. While Bishop Walsh was on his
return to Cancda from this official vist,
Archbishop Lynch of Toronto laid down n
death the crozier which for 28 years he had
carried with so much zeal, and, by a brief
from Rome, dated Aug. 27, 1880, Bishop
Walsh's eventful career as Bishop of Lon-
don closed, and he was appointed to the
Archbishopiric of Toronto, the ceremoies
of the inefallation taking place with great
pomp on Nav. 27. To the duties of his new
charge he applied himself with the same
zeal which had characterized his adminis-
tration of the London Diocese, with resualts
which are apparent upon all sides, the
most conspicuous perhaps being the renova-
tlon of St. Michael's Cathedral, which, in
fts interior decoration, is now one of the
chlef ornaments of Toronto, while the con-
stant visitation of the archdiocese and the
encouragement of students in greatly in-
creased numbers for the priesthood, tesiify
to the activity of His Grace in those im-
portant branches.

Archbishop Walsh has throughout his
career gjven much attention to the affairs
of his native country. In a letter addressed
to the Hon, Edward Blake, M.P., he formu-
lated a scheme for the holding of a graat
convention in Dublin to restore unity in
the Irish party. This convention was held
ih Dublin in 1898, and was attended by
Rev. Father Ryan, 8.J., as the Archbishop's
representative, along with many other
Canadians,

ANOTHER BLAZE AT THE FALLY.

Windsor Hotel Had a Narrow Ese
cape—Guests Worked Hard
and Saved It.

Niagara Falls, Ont., July 31.—A disas.
trous fire occurred here at 2 o’clock this
morning, when the flames were noticed
spurting out from the rear of the Coulsin
two-storey frame block on the corner of

Clifton-avenue and Bridge-street., Before
the fire department reached the fire, which
they did promptly, a serious delay took
place before water could be got on the
flames on account of the fire hydrants being
choked up with dirt, -The frame block, as
well as the Windsor Hotel large brick
stables, were soon a sea of flames, and It
was only the strenuous effonts of the
gusets of the Windsor House and others
that saved that well-known hostelry from
the same fate as the Clifton House. The
roof and windows were wablaze several
times, but the guests, under the manager-
ship of Town Civil Engineer C. H Mitchell,
worked like trojans with buckets, and ex-
tinguished the flames as rapldly as they
burst out, until the branch men got water
in sufficlent quantities to be of service.
The Coulson Block and hotel stables were
completely gutted. The former was occi-
pled by McWha Bros.,, as a bakery, store
and lving quarters. Thomas Saph had a
barber shop in the block, and Thomas
Campbell living apartments over the
barber shop. Damage to Coulson Block
$3000,contents $1800, Windsor Hotel stables,
sample rooms and contents $2000, partially
insured. Cause of fire unknown, but there
is strong susplicion that incendiaries werg
at work. X

It is quite
evident from an article which appeared
in The Globe on Saturday that the
Americans have designs on these Cana-
dian products. and that they are to be
made a subject of discussion in the com-
ing conference. If there is to be any
reciprocity of trade between the two
countries it looks.very much as if saw
logs, nickel and pulp wood will be among
the products which Oanada will be ex-
pected to offer in return for American
favors. As The Globe points out, the
making of a treaty with the United
States is not a life and death matter as
far as Canada is concermed. Canada’s
independence as a nation is now assured,
although it is only a few years since
the Liberal party advocated a policy
which implied Canada’s dependence
upen the United States. 1t is fortunate,
indeed, that the Imperial Jubilee has
intervened between the creation of the
Liberals’' continental policy some years
ago and the Quebec conference. The
conference would be something fearful
to contemplate if. Sir Wilfrid were to ap-
proach it in the spirit which dominated
hig party during the unmrestricted reci-
procity regime. Sir Wiltrid Laurier
claims that it was he who made Canada
a nation. In this he puts the cart before
the horse. The Jubilee converted him
and made him a Canadian and & Briton.
The conversion was sudden and appar-
ently sincere, but this has Yet to be
proved. We will be better able to gauge
the depth of Sir Wilfrid's conversion
after the Quebec conference. Ag The
Montreal Gazette the other day pointed
out, it is with anxlety rather fhan con-
fidence that the result of the conference
is awaited. “The subjects mentioned
are' of too great importance to many
Canadian interests to be dealt with on
the line of preconceived - political
theories untempered by business
experience.” ‘We confess we share
The = Gazette's apprehension. The
party that for years preached the doc-
trine - that Canada’s welfare was almost
entirely dependent upon the existence of
freer trade relations with the United
States does not inspire us with unlimited
confidence  when given a free thand to
negotiate a treaty with that country.
And especially is there reason to be ap-
prehensive when we find that Canada
will be represented by politicians, while
the United States has chosen’'clever ex-
perts as its representatives. If ever
there was need of statesmanship i Can-
ada it is at the present juncture. Sir
Wilfrid's record is certainly against him.
He showed himself a most generous
statesman in his Jubilee donations, In
dealing with Great Britain he was look-
ing for glory. He repudiated the idea
of driving a bargain with the Mother
Country. Will he negotiate a treaty
with the Unted States for.the glory of
the thing, or will he endeavor to drive a
close bargain? Great Britain is anxious
to cultivate the good will of the Ameri-
cans. Will Sir Wilfrid help them to do
so by sacrificing Canadian interests?
We are by no means satisfied that he
will not. ;

OPEN UP THE SANDBAR,

The city will soon be forced to adopt
some policy looking towards the opening
up of the beach west of Woodbine-
avenue. Latterly there has been a
stampede of people eastward, This
stampede began with the advent of Sun-
day cars. The importation to the east-
ern suburbs has grown greatly in volume
this year. Next year the increase in the
summer and permanent population will
be much larger than ever, The city owns
a valuable strip of beach running west-
ward from Woodbine-avenue to the
castern chanmel, a distance of nearly
three miles. If the eastern part of this
strip were surveyed into lots there would
be a ready sale for quite a few of them.
Al the beach west of Woodbine-avenue
has been appropriated. In some places
the cottages stand on 20-foot lots, so
limited is the space eastward. But west:
ward there is not only some three miles
of beach, but the location is superior
for summer residences. The sandbar is
exactly similar to the south shore of
the Island, of which, in fact, it is but a
continuation. There is mo finer site in
the neighborhood of Toronto for summer
residences. The opening up of the strip
will both bring in a revenue to the cor-
poration and confer a benefit upon the
public. The number of people who fre-
quent the beach at Woodbine-avenue for
bathing is increasing every day. The
city, we understand, intends reserving
this piece for the public. A few improve-
ments would greatly increase its popu-
lority. A sidewalk, for instance, should
be laid from the old Coatsworth cut to
Waverley-road, along the beach, and,
pending the building of a bicycle path
this sidewalk, as well as the one down
Woodbine-avenue, should be available
to wheelmen. If the city gets the beach
surveyed and makes a few improve-
ments, it will not be lomg till the whole
sandbar is occupied. The cecupation of
the bar would soon be fcllowed by the
electric ears. It will not be many years

befexe the trolleys are running from the

castern channel to Munro Park, along
the Ashbridge sandbar, - This will form
one of the most delightful and popular
trolley routes in or about Toronto. The
future development will take care of
itself, provided the city only take the
initiative, !

THE WELDER OF AN EMPIRE.

President McKinley, M. Cambon and Secretary Day Had
an Amicable Conference—One Con-
cession to Spain.

Washington, D.C., July 30.—Events of the
most momentous character occurred at the
ccnference at the White House this after-
noon between the President, Ambassador
C'ambon of France and Secretary Day, car-
Tying the peace negotiations far beyond the
qnere submission of terms of peace by the
TUnited States, and reaching the point of a
preliminary basis of peace between the Gov-
ernment of Spain -and the Government of
the United States, needing only the ratifi-
catlon of the Madrid Cabinet of what
was done to-day to bring the war to an end.
This was accomplished on the part of Spain
mhen Ambassador Cambon presented to the
President credentials he had received from
the Spanish Government, appeinting him
¥nvoy Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary,
mwith ccmplete instructions as to the maniey
of acting upon every one of the peace con-
ditions presented by the United States, in-
cluding the disposition of Cuba, Porto Rico,
the Philippines, the Ladrones;, indemnity,
armistice and all other questions likely to
arise in the course of the negotiations.

With these credentials authorizing him to
speak as plenipotentiary for the Govern-
auent of Spain and with full instructions on
every point at issue, Ambassador Cambon in
ibehalf of Spain not only received the peace
conditions laid down by the American Cabi-
met earlier in the day, but thereupon en-
tered upon their full discussion with a view
to reaching a final and complete agreement.

One Modifiration Agreed to.

After strong argument, the President and
Secretary Day comsented to a modification
of the American terms in one particular,
fWhat that modification relates to Is not
disclosed, but it is not believed it applies
to the independence of Cuba, the cession of |
Forto Rico or the granting of adequate
coal stations to the United States in the
Pac:fic,nor to diminish in any vital part:cula;
the terms on which peace will be restored.
fThe modification brought about practiecal

M. Thiebaut took but 15 minutes. Then
began the discussion. The President and
Ambassador addressed each other direct
with the greatest freedom and frankiiess,
each stoutly maintainimg the justice of his
position on the several points involved.

When at last, after an eloquent plea by
the Ambassador, it was agreed to modify
the conditions In one particular, Secretary
Day withdrew for half an hour and at-
tended to the drafting of the modification,
This accomplished, the Ambassador address-
ed himself to the President, not so much
as the advocate of Spain, but personally. M.
Cambon is a man of fervid eloquence -and
he Bpoke with an intensity of feeling which
made a deep Impression on the President
and others present. He spoke In French,
each sentence being caught up and inter-
preted by M. Thiebaut with rapidity, so
that the earnestness of the Ambassador's
expression lost little by this indirect methog
of communication.

The President spoke with eloquent frank-
ress and 'n the lengthy discussion there
was scarcely a point in the whole range of
the war which was not met and freely con-
sidered.

What is the Modification ?

What the modification is that has been
agreed on can be only conjectured, but
there Is reason to believe that It relates
elther to the time when actual hostilities
will be suspended, or else to the extent of
America’s Intersst in the Philippines. Tt
is now for the Madrid Governmen* to giv>
final approval to what was partially accom-
plished to-day. Tt I¢ even possibla that
this approval may come very specdily, for
there s no need of extended conferences or
correspondence. All that was accomnplished
to-day when M. Cambon ncted as plenipo-
tentiary. From the fact that he acted un-
der Instructions, the prospect would seem
to be hopeful for Spain’s ratifying what has
been done. But it s for Spain herself to
determine between peace and war as how
presented.

LUGUSTI WILI, SURRENDER.

Can Get No Help From Spain and
Realizes That to Resist Would
Only Cause Slaunghter.
Manila, July 28, via Hong Kong, July 31.
—(Special.)—A special to The Journal says
General Augusti, having been informed by
the Madrid Government that no help can

be sent him from Spain, realizes that the
situation is now hopeless. As soon as Mor-
ritt and Dewey send their ultimatum An-
gusti will propose to capitulate on much
the same terms as Toral was forced to at
Santiago, This statement is vouched for
by one of the foreign consuls at Manila.
Four thousand of our troops are now camp-

ed within a mile of the city, protected by
urtillery and the guns of the Boston an
Callao. i

Insurgents Attacked a Convoy.

Madrid, July 81.—A telegram from .Ha-
vana says the Insurgents attacked a con-
voy near Placetas. Four privates were
killed and a captain and elght privates
wounded.

The Government has received a telegram
from the Governor of Porto Rico, the con-
tents of which have not been made known.

SAI( JUAN EASILY CAPTURED.

Feared at Madrid—Natives
Cannot Be Trusted.

London, “Suly 81.—The Madrid ‘eorrespon-
dent of The Sunday Times says: Telegrams
from Porto Rico announce that Captain-
General Macias has decided to entrench
San Juan. A majority of his 18,000 men
are spread over the island in detachments.
They have been ordered to defend them-
selves as long as possible, and as a last
resort to retire to the capital,

It Is feared that the Americans will
easily acquire San Juan, various officers re-
porting that the natives are not likely to
resist.

Hong Kong, July 81.—The British steam-
er Yuen Sang has arrived here. She left
Tacloban, Island of Leyte, Philippines, on
July 23, and Cebu, capital of the island of
that name, on July 25. She reports that
Tacloban was quiet and there was no signs
of rebellion, At Cebu, however, the rebels
make raids periodically. The Spaniards, ac-
cording to the reports of the Yuen Sang,
are preparing - defences consisting of
trenches and bamboo -obstacles. There I8
one small Spanish gunboat at Cebu, which
hides in the river when a warship Is sight-
ed, One German warship, the name of
which is unknown, is cruising in the neigh-
borhood of Cebu. It Is reported that a
Chinese steamer {s supplying the rebels
with arms. ;

MERRITT ARRIVES AT MANILA.

Assumes Command of U. S. Forces—
Transports Expected Shortly.

Manila, July 26, via Hong Kong.—General
Merritt assumed command of the American
forces Immediately after he had reported
to Admiral Dewey. He has established
headquarters at the Cavite arsenal.

The Newport was escorfed te an an¢hor-
age near the crulser Charleston by the gun-
boat Concord, the crews of the vessels of
the American fleet giving her a rousing wel-
come, General Merritt was officially recog-
nized by a salute of 13 guns. Until he
shall have recelyed the reports of the offi-
cers who preceded him and familiarized
himself with the situation, General Merritt
cannot defermine as to his future course.
The remaining transports are expected to
arrive to-morrow.

DESIRE TO RESIST
s
To the Last — Prospects Are That
Peace Will Be Concluded Prior
to Manila’s’ Capture.

Hong Kong, July 30.—Letters from Cavite,
under date of July 26, state that the in-
surgents have done nothing since their sec-
ond repulse at Malate, when the American
troops were held under arms through fear
of an attack by the Spaniards. There are
new 4800 American soldiers within an hoir
of Manila, near Malate. Their camp is pro-
tected by trenches and guns, and is cover-
ed by the guns of thé eruiser Boston and
the Callao from the sea;, The Amerlean
transports, it is said, will start on their
return to San ,Francisco in a few days.
There is no sickness among the troops.

It is believed that Governor-General Au-
gustin of Manila’ will surrender, owing to
the fact that Admiral Camara’s squadron
has returned to Spain, but the army officers
desire to resist to the last, and there is
jrospect that peace will be concluded prior
to the capture of Manila by the Americans,

Ouatwitted the r Yankees,

About a dozen small Spanish steamers
have passed out recently under the insur-
gent flag, ostensibly to go to General
Aguinaldo, but the suspicions of the Ameri-
cans are now aroused, and no more of
these crafts will be allowed to proceed.

AMERICAN LINERS  AGAIN,
Steanmers Chartered to Replace Fly-
ers Leased to the Government.
New York, July 31.—The American line
of the Internationa' Navigation Company,
which practically abandoned its service be-
tween New York and Southdmpton when
it chartered its four flyers, St. Paul, St.
Louis, Paris and New York, to the United
States as auxiliary cruisers, announced yes-
terday that regular trips between this port
and Southampton will be resumed in Aug-

ust.

The Red Star steamships, flying the Bel-
gian flag, Pennland, Rhynland, Belgenland
and Waesland, now running between Phila-
delphia and Liverpool, will be transferred
to the New York and Southampton service,
while five steamers of the Hamburg-Ameri-
can Line will succeed to the Philadelphia
service. The German ships chartered are
the Adria, Italia, Aragonia, Russia and
Scotia,

The International Navigation Company
has chartered to the United States Govern-
ment the Pennsylvania, Ohio and Indiana,
and sold to the Government the  Illinois,
Berlin and Chester.

GOSCHEN'S AMAZING NAVY SPEECH

Practically Commits the Country (6
War With Russin—Nothing Else
Understood by His Words.

New York, July 81.—In his cable letter to
The Times, Harold Frederic says: Although
Mr. Balfour has announced that the Gov-
ernment contemplates no discussion on Its
Chinese policy, or abgence’ of pollcy, during
the remalning fortnight of the session, it
scems ,unlikely that Parliament will con-
scnt to break up without some clearer un-
derstanding on this most vital of points.
The present condition of the gunestion I8
simply intolerable to Englishmen. Appar-
ently.not even the Yang-Tse Valley I8 to
be saved for British trade, for, by & com-
plicated and yet transparent trick, the Rus-
slan contractors have obtained control of
the Lnlian Rallway concession.

England was wéarned six months ago of
how this trick was bélng worked, and a
sharp, peremptory veto at Pekin would have
stopped it, but nothing was done. A dozen
different English projects and enterprises
of a similar nature have been smashed at
Pekin, often’ with heavy pecuniary loss to
the promoters, by the autocratic interven-
tion of the Russian Mimster, and Jord
Salisbury has mnot deigned to comfort his
fellow-countrymen by even a show of per-
sonal indignation.

Cannot G> on Much Longer.

This sort of thing cannot go on much
lenger without an exploston, Scores of sub-
stantial Tory members, talk openly of the
probable necessity of revolt. How profound
and widespread this feeling is may be gath-
ered from the fact that fully a third of the
Torles in the House are said to have re-
celved the news of their parly’'s tremen-
dous defeat at Reading with, ‘‘A good Job,
too.” It was a fight waged almost entirely
on the fssue of the foreign policy, and for
the first time some of the most important
local Tory magnates either stood publicly
nloof or helped the Radical candidate to
his extraordinary majority.

Confusing and Irritating.

What' makes the thing more econfusing
and irritating, of course, is that Goschen's
amazing navy speech has practically com-
mitted the country to war with Russia,
Nothing else can be made out of his words,
“But, in heaven’s name,” Englishmen ask,
“if this contest is recognized as Inevitabic,
why indefinitely delay it, while Russia per-
fects her Siberian rallway system, and
ousts the English from all their points of
vantage in the Chinese Empire?' There Is
still no reason .why a sufficient show of the
right kind of strength or force of will at
Pekin, backed by money and diplomatic
skill, should not recover for England what
she has lost in power and prestige there.
Rut Englishmen look in vain for any sigin
of courage or capacity In those who iire
handling the affair in their name. Kven
the boasted triumph of British diplomacy
in securing pledges that the Yang-Tse Val-
ley shall be forever inalienable, turns out,
now that the correspondence is printed, to
be a delusion.

During a Heavy Fog Off the Ameri-
. ean Coast the Ocean Greyhound
Narrowly Averted a Collision
With a Salling Vessel — Engines
Stopped Just in Time.

“New York, July 30.—The Lucania, boand
west from Queenstown, was coming down’
the American coast. She was four days
out and making up for lost time. Up to
aightfall the going was rather good, but
with dusk a heavy fog set in. 8o at re-
duced speed she groped her way, and when
the fog cleared In places she sped on again.
In the cabin they were giving a concert.
Almost every passenger was there, When
the last song ended they got up to take a
sniff of ocean air before turning in for the
night. All at once there was a c¢ry ahead
and a sound of orders given in haste. Some
of the passengers ran to the starboard
rail. The ship slowed down, and, after
slipping along for a bit, went on agaln.

*‘Ship ahead, sir,”” shouted one of the
seamen., s

There was no excitement. FEverything
was regular and quiet, The lookout had
spled her in good time, and, with the e¢x-
hibition of watchful care, the passengers
felt easier than ever. Some of them were
talking It over and the name of La Bour-
gogne came frequently to their lips. An-
other cry came from the deck. The passen-
gers that heard it arose. Some of them
walked out on deck. The night was thick
with fog and the steamer was going cau-
tiously, her foghorn booming every minute.
Watchful eyes on the lookout peered ahead
Into the gloom.

Sharp and Distinet Cry.

Out of this depth of blackness came 2
cery. It was sharp and distinct. The pas-
sengers ran to the port side and gazed In-
tently into the darkness. The light was
first dead ahead; then it slipped nearer.
Then the passengers felt the engines slack
down, the ship's vibration changing as they
reduced speed. A volley of shouts and or-
ders rang between lookout and bridge. The
light ahead slipped to port and, eclose
aboard, the passengers made out the masts
of a sailing vessel. This craft was g0 close
that the-voices of men from her deck came
sharp and distinet across the water,

“You could have tossed a biscuit aboard,”
said one passenger, using the timeworn
phrase to show how close she was.

“What was it?’ demanded a dozen pas-
sengers of a seaman who hurried by.’

“Sailing vessel, sir,” he responded, ‘“‘and
too close for comfort at that.”

But for the watchful lookout and the hand
at the wheel ready to respond it would
have been short shrift with that craft and
perhaps to the Lucania, too. But the men
on the lookout and bridge were there to
guard against such accidents.

“Well, by thunder!” said a man In the
gmoking room when the ship’s lights had
burned out in the mist, “British and Ameri-
can sailors are good enough for me.”

Coming up the Long Island coast there
was fog again. Just before it lifted a horn
was heard ahead. A rift in the vapor show-

‘ed a schooner half a mile ahead, steering

across the Lucania’s course, The Luecania
had to sheer far out of her way to avoid the
sailing vessel.

AN ENEMY Og‘_,_l!‘RlTAlN KILLED.

Three Natives of Tripoli Arrested in
Counnection With the Murder
of De Mores.

London, July 30.—Advices have been re-
reived from the United States to the effect
arrested ‘n
connection with the murder of Marquis de
Mores, who was reported on June 17, 1896,
to have been assassinated south of Tripoill.

The advices add that the prisoners have
ccnfessed to the murder.

The Marquis de Mores left Floutia, a
Tripoiitan village, on June & for Ghadamas,
with eight companions and an escort of
Touaregs and Souhambas, who were armed
with carbines. He was attacked by the
Touareg escort, who shot him and left him
Iring in the road.

The Marquis de Mores was well known in
‘America. He was the son of the Duke of
Vallambrosa, and married a daughter of
Louis Vonhoffman, the banker of New
York city, in 1882, coming to America a
Year later, settling in Dakota and embark-
ing In the cattle rais’ng trade.

The object of his journey to the Soudan
was for the purpose of enlis‘ing Arab
chieftains against the British Government.

EXPULSION OF ZOLA

Promises to Create Trouble in the
Ranks of the Legion of Honor.

Paris, July 30.—The expulsion of M.
Emile Zola from the legion -of honor
promises to create a serfous division in the
ranks of that organization. The well-known
author, M, Jules Barbier, resigned yester-
day on account of M. Zola's expuilsion, and
this morning M. Depressense, the distin-
guished editor of The Temps, took a similar
course, saying it is “repugnant to wear a
decoration which stfll ornaments the breast
of a man like Esterhazy, while 1t has been
removed from that of a great -writer,
simply beeause he demands that the most
elementary principles of the law and jus-
tice be respected.”

A Fine New Yonge-Street Entrance
to the Eaton Co.

To meet the increase of business, and for
the comfort and convenlence of customers,
the T. Eaton Company have made recently
scme alterations in their commodious quar-
ters. Formerly the store was entered from
Yonge-street by two euntrances; now but one
entrance is used. This Is placed in the
centre of the frontage on Yonge-street and
Is wider and more convenlent than were
the other two. The entrance consists of
four wide swinging doors, backed by vestl-
bules and fronted by a sheltering niche.

Atlantie Transport Line.

The old fleet of this line has beem pur-
chased outright by the Government of the
United States for $4,000,000, the last steam-
ship being turned over to them on Satur-
day.

The region first began to
be known to old-time prospectors as loag
as 30 years ago, but it is only during the
past two or fthree years that the overflow
from the older mining sections has brought
it prominently before the public. Numer-
ous strikes have now proven the country
to be rich in silver, gold and copper: Tae
completion of the Crow’s Nest Rallway to
open it up seems to be the one thing that
the region now needs. So far the Kootenay
River, which cuts the district in two from
north to south, has been the main com-
merclal artery of East Kootenay.

Fort Steele Is nominally the capital of
the district, and 23 miles west of this place
on Huckleberry Hill, In St, Mary’s camp,
is situated the North Star mine, one of the
mest  promising properties In the west.
From this silver-lead proposition 15,000 tons
have been mined and shipped, The ore ls
sald to run $60 to the tom,- and the 1500-
feot tunnel, which runs nearly Its whole
length through galena, is said to have open-
egl up an ore body valued at $2,000,000. The
North Star Company, including C. P. It.,
Montreal and Toronto capital, owns about
20 claims adjacent to this property.

Adjoining Pr.lerties.

According to The Spokane Spokesman, ad-
Jjoining the North Star on the east, is the
Sulllvan group of three claims, owned by
Spokane people. The last two months, de-
velopment work on this property has re-
sulted In showing a body of galena 25 feet
in width, besides carbonates. The work
censists of a shaft and several open cuts,
this being a sinking proposition solely. It
Is confidently expected that within the
next 18 months this property will he suffi-
(c,;e'yntly developed to produce 50 tons per

There are also several other prominent
claims undergoing development in this camp
with encouraging results. At the present
writing all ore from the camp has to be
shipped by wagon to the North Star land-
ing, on the Kootenay River, distant 22
miles, and from there shippéd by steamer
to Jennings, Montana.

800 Claims Staked.

South from this St. Mary section between
the Kootenay Lake and Kootenay River to
a line drawn east and west, which would

cross the lower end of Moyle Lakes, some

800 locations were made last year, and the
assays and analysis of ores from these
various sections have shown suchk values
as to induce much aseessment work to be
done, principally on Perry, Hell Roaring,
I'almer’s Bar and Nigger Creeks.

On Moyie Lake.

One and a quarter miles up the mountalin,
on Lower Moyie Lake, is the 8t Kugene,
owned by John Finch and James Cronin
and others, This is a lead and silver pro-
position, the ore running 60 per cent. lead
and 50 ounces silver, on an average. They
have 800 to 1000 feet of tunnels and have
a depth of about 350 feet. They have prov-
ed a strong and lasting vein of mineral
and are preparing to bulld a concentrator.
They have about 5000 tcns of ore on their
dump, one-half of which does not need con-
centration. This ledge extends down to
Moyle Take! There are two other mines
on the lead, the Moyle and Lake Shore,
besides numerous prospects straight across
the lake. The ledge has been uncoversd
and Jocations made on it for one mile west,
but no work to speak of done.

Elk River District.

The Elk River district Is situated 40 miles
south of Fort Steele and ls traversed by
the Crow's Nest Railway. This is essential-
ly a copper-gold country. The Empire and
Blue Grouse mines have been recently bond-~
ed to the Hall Mines, Limited. The Em-
pire was discovered In 1889 and is owned by
Major Steele, the head of the Northwest
Mounted Police on the Yukon. It is a
Iigh-grade copper proposition, ecarrying
values in gold. The Blue Grouse is a di-
rect extension of this claim and is owned
by the Langley brothers of Fort Steele, and
was recently bonded for the sum of $25,-
0GO,upon which a considerable payment was
made. A contract has been let for a 150
fcot tunnel, The Burton and Winstay
ciaims, owned by George Watson of Fo-t
Steele, Is another group of claims upon
which 150 feeti of tunnel work has been
dcne, showing a four-foot ledge highly
mineralized with copper, giving an average
value of $35 to $40 per ton in copper and
gold. The claims are under bond to Spo-
kane people for the sum of $15,000.

In this same district have been found
deposits of anthracite, bituminous and can-
nel coal, upon which the Crow's Nest Coal
Company Is spending the sum of $100,000
in opening same, putting In coking ovens
and a suitable plant for the economle de-
velopment of the property. W. Fernview,
the discoverer of the mines, is In charge of
the development under the management of
W. Blackmore.

He Is
exhibiting remarkable nerve and says he
il go to the chair without flinching,

State Plectrician Davis arrived at the
prison to-day. He Is making some altera-
tions In the electric apparatus and testing
gthe whole plant.

The invitations are in the hands of the
selected witmesses. Father Hanselmaf; the
spiritual adviser of Thorn, I1s expected at
¢the prison Sunday to remain till after
fThorn has been executed.

Thorn has suddenly become a vegetarian.
What his opinion upon the subject Is can-
not be learned, but the fact remalns that
horn sends meats back from his cell with-
out being touched.

Were this merely a matter of to-day It
might be set down as one of the idio-
‘syncracles of the unfathomable nature that
dwells in the body of Thorn. But it is not
‘the idle fancy of a day.

There are four guards at Thorn’s cell,
constituting the death watch. Alexander
Van Wart and Philip Morris are the day
guards. George Fox and Keeper O'Keefe
relieve them at 6 o'clock'in the evening.
‘When the meals are passed in through the
narrow aperture provided for the purpose,
it Is the duty of these watchers to keep
ptrict vigilance on the condemned prisoner
to see that he makes no attempt to con-
ceal a spoon about his clothes, or to ad-
mindster the food to himself in any un-
usual way, which might endanger life.

Effect of Incoming Crops on
Situation — Marked Decline
Prices at Chicago and Liverpool
—~Loss of Premium of War by
Futures Over Remote Options,

Saturday Evening, July 30,

The week ending to-day has been marked
by a decided depreciation in wheat values.
Oa the Chicago market the Ju:y article has
siumped about 10¢c a bushel, while the
more remote options for September and
December delivery have lost about 4¢ dur-
ing the past seven days. The chief cause
of the loss has been the prospect of Dbig
crops on the other side of the Atlantic, re-
sulting In weak British and continental
markets; and another source of the heavy
feeling is, of course, to be found in the ap-
proach of a bouatiful harvest in Canads
and the United States. Farmers' ship-
wents have been light so far as compared
with some previous years, but immense re-
;:elpts are looked for in the immedlate fu-
ure,

On the Liverpool Board No. 1 Cal. spot
has declined 44 {)er cental in a week, spot’
red winter 8d, the September delivery 4
and the December option 3d per cental.
The Parislan market, which has fallen
away below the American parity, owing to
the predicted big French crop, reports a
small decline in all deliveries since last
Saturday.

A feature of- the past seven days, it will
be noticed, has been the lessening of the
premium which nearby deliveries have for
a long time maintained over the more re-
mote options. This is due to the partial
removal of the fear that the stocks of old
wheat would not hold ocut until the new
grain was ready for miling.

Corn was very high early In the week
on reports of damage by drought in the
growing States, but the advent of much-
ueeded rain in some sections has caused
the price of that' cereal to decline the past
day or two below the quotations ruling a
week ago in Chicago. At the same time,
maize is at Liverpool quoted at a premium
of 1d per cental over the price of last Sat-
urday.

Evaporated Fruits Secarce.
From New York Commercial.

Some interesting possibilities are suggest-
ed by the present situation in evaporat-d
apples. Short crops are reported from most
growlng sections, while others are said to
give promise of an average yleld.. -If this
proves true, as now seemns likely, costly
complications may result,

There is a good deal more money in evapo-
rated apples at 8%c to 8¢ per pound than
there is in barrel apples, and some jobbers
who have had years of experience in the
business expect to see large quantities of
good barrel stocks worked up in evaporated
goods.

Some years ago substantially the same
conditions prevailed, Persistent reports of
short crops were circulated, Futures start-
ed up and went to 9%ec. Enterprising evapo-
rators at a distance learned of it, and when
the price was at its height, flooded the
market with unexpected stock. While the
advamce was In progress dealers loaded up,
expecting to secure substantial gains. The
sudden pouring in of North Carolina stock
fcreed the price down so fast that not a
sale was made between 8c and 5¢ per pound
and those who had bought heavily at high
figures lost hundreds of dollars. They are
in no mood to be caught again in the same
way, hence business is very light, even
though all conditions apparently favor a
bullish market.

Ontario, Canada, has one of the best apple
creps in years, and the prospect is that
evaporators will work up the seconds and
poor goods, The best grades go to..Eng-
land, and. shippers will hardly endanger
their export trade, which would be eagerly

| taken by Maine, for a temporary advantage

in the evaporating market. Michigan has a
good ecrop, and there are some large evapo-
rating plants in that State. New York wili
probably have a fair available supply for
evaporation, but it is too early yet to make
definite statements concerning the probable
out put,

Evaporated apricots will be scarce this
fall, and buyers can do better on spot
stocks than 'on stocks coming from Cali-
fornia. This., vear's yleld is principally
smaller fruit, though the quality Is quite
as good as usual.

All other evaporated lines are unchanged
at quotations, trade being practically nil,
with almost no future demand. Raspber-

| ries will be short and prices high. The situ-

ation as regards other berries cannot be
stated at present.

Irregularity Has. Marked Wall St.
Since Last Saturday — Leading
Factors in the Situation — Canu~
dian Stocks Quiet But Steady
With Some Strong.

Saturday Evening, July 30.

Inactivity has continued to characterize
the Canadian security market all week. A
very fmited amount of trading has, as
usual at this time of the year, accompanied
the absence on their holidays of investors
and the partial closing of the exchanges.
I'ne midsummer dulness, however, has re-
sulted in no’ general sagging of the listed
slocks. On the contrary, notwithstanding
the comparative absence of buying orders,
the tenuency of several leading securities
has been upward. War Kagle leads the
way with an advance of about 12 points for
the week, Bell Telephone comes next‘wlth
a rise of 9 points, Commercial Cable,
which is booked by some for 200, closes the
week three figures higher than last Satur-
day. . Northwest Land, pref, has been in?
demand at a slightly improved figure, The
bunk list has been strong, Toronto selling
up 5 points and Commerce 1, and Mont-
real, Merchants’, Dominion and Hamilton
bemng bid up 1 to 2 points, The excep-
tions have been Montreal Gas and Gen.
Electric, which each lost 1 to 2 points of
last week's gain, and C.,P.R., which has
fallen off over two points in a week, owing
to the continued doubt as to-a settlement
of the rate war. The big incoming harvest
and the good trade conditions seem to
promise advances in the list In the near
future.

The Wall-street stock market has been
irregular this week with thg talk of a ces:
sation of hostilities between Spain and the
United States as the most apparent factor.
On Tuesday, when it was rumored that
Madrid had made overtures to Washington
looking to peace, American stocks advanced
rapidly, the internationally listed securities
leading the way on strong support from
London, Profit-taking sales brought about
a reaction, and the set-back was empha-
sized by talk of hitches and long delays in
the pacific negotiations, On Friday Wnsl}-
ington rumors to the effect that McKinley's
demands of the Dons would not be exorbi-
tant infused fresh strength into the market,
and, under confirmation of the rumors, the
list continued to reflect a good tone to-day.

Another leading factor in the situation is
found in the ncoming rain ecrops. The
future of the granger railroads depends di-
rectly upon whether they have small,
buniper or ordinary crops to move, and
the entire list depends indirectly upon the
wheat and corn yield and the price the
farmers may get for thelr cereals, Judging
the present outlook, the yield of
wheat in the United States, while not up
to early estimates, will be large, and the
corn crop will be below that of last year,

As to the money markets, they continue
easy with no immediate prospect of tight-
ness, which is favorable to speculation in
stocks.

The Wall-street list winds up the week
fractionally to 215 points higher than last
Saturday. Tobacco shows a gain of 2
points, B, R. T. has risen 4% points on
continued Increased earnings and Manhat-
tan has advanced 2 points on a prospective

Government bonds—The
new 4s were 4% per cent. better. Ralilroad
bonds were qulet but strong.

Bradstreet’s Weekly Review.

Business in wholesale circles at Montreal
has been quiet this week. 'T'he hot wea-
ther has driven many people from the ecity
and has kept away country buyers. The
lhouse business among the large distribut-
g concerns is thererore dull at the mo-
ment, but the letter order trade and travel-
ers’ orders for sorting parcels of season-
able goods have been larger than usual for
this season. The outlook for the fall trade
is, however, very very pright. Cheese Is
a trifle weaker, and it Is reported that the
iransactions this week . have been - on a
smaller scale. There have been some large
transactions in new Japan teas, induced by
the favorable condition of the primary mar-
kets. European hides have peen coming
into Quebec Province owing to the local
scarcity. The boot and shoe trade is dull,
but the sales <i leather, particularly sote,
have been larget this week. Country re-
mittances are rather slow just now. The
lccal money market is easy at 4 per cent.
for call loans and 6 to 7 per cent. for mer-
cantile discounts. as to name and date.

Trade at Torcnto has been a little on
the qulet side this week. The dry goods
sorting trade has kept up well, and the
fall business is steadily growing. Values
of dry gewerally are firm. The com-
ing preference on Euiopean lines is having
the effect. of stiffening the market here,
and recent advances in the British mar
kets for worsteds and woolens have firme%
up prices here. Cotton bags are dearer.
}Exrdware and metals are in fair demana
Leatherg are rather quiet,
but are firmly held. Hides are steady.
There is practically no business being done
in wools, buyers and sellers being apart.
There is now a good demand for sugars,
ond prices are firzner for refined this week.
The canned goods situation is still uncer-
tain. Teas aie more active, particu.arly
Japans, owing to the strong position in
the foreign markets. The deliveries of
new wheat are more liberal, but there is
not yet much being taken for export. The
quality of Ontario wheat this season is
very fine; it hue seldom, if ever, been bet-
ter. The receut rains have greatly improv-
ed the condition of the root crops, which
were anything but favorable, owing to the
drought. There is more enquiry for Cana-
dian stocks for investment, and prices look
as if they would soon show a considerable
appreciation.

Business at Winnipeg has quieted down
somewhat since the Exhibition, although a
eatisfactory trade is still being done in
general wholesale circles. Prospects for
the early fall trade are still very bright.
The deliveriés of new wheat are moderate,
the farmers being too busy with the har-
