'■ Binghamton, N.Y., Jan. 10.—(Special) 
—•An epidemic of Insanity, due to pro­
hibition liquor, is Imminent, according 
jo statements made by officials of the 
Binghamton State Hospital, who ex­
amined Michael Hatla, of Johnson City, 
suffering from “whiskey maiim/s."

Hatla’s case is the result of drinking 
moonshine whiskey, representatives of 
the state hospital assert, and his is 
one of many cases brought to the in­
stitution ih the last few weeks.

Hatla, who has been in confinement 
three days following irrational actions, 
was able to say yesterday that he 
drank some whiskey and the next thing 
be knew he was in jail. He is still 
Irrational, and it was decided to com­
mit him to the hospital.

The hosptal official jvho examined 
Hatla said he recognized symptoms 
which prevail In mahy cases of insan­
ity induced by prohibition booze during 
the last year. He enumerated at least 
twenty cases in the last two weeks 
from nearby towns, unquestionably the 
result of imbibing liquor dispensed by 
bootleggers. Several cases came from 
Elmira, one from' Binghamton and an­
other from Endlcott.

Many of the victims may have had 
tendencies to mental derangement, hue 
the precipitation of their misfortune 
was traced directly to the use of boot­
legging beverages, the official said.

Insanity On Increase.
Chicago, Jan. 10.—Cases of insanity 

from alcoholism have increased in the 
Cook County Psychopathic Hospital 
since prohibition went into effect, ac­
cording to the quarterly report of Dr. 
Jeunes Whitney Hall, chairman of the 
insanity commission for the county.

Dr. Hall reported an Increase of 33 
per cent, in alcoholic cases in Decem­
ber, 1920, over the last officially wet 
December and' of 16 per.cent. In No­
vember. A slight increase was noted 
in October over previous Octobers, 
while in September the Increase was 80 
per cent., according to the report.

Dr. Hall attributed the increase 
“either to the fact that prohibition does 
not prohibit or else there is more kick 
In the modern drinks than in the days 
when liquor selling w*s legal.” Even­
tually, however, the report said, "In­
sanity will be greatly decreased by 
prohibition, for future generations will 
not know the taste of whiskey.”

According to thê police statement, 
Dracy said that in 1915, while living 
in a “place about 15 miles from 
Ottawa,” he heard a quarrel going 
on between a married couple living 
in the same house and interceded for 

Later he was in a cafe 
across the street when the husband 
entered, drew a revolver and threat­
ened him. In self-defence, the alleg­
ed. confession goes 
and killed the man.

Dracy tfudceëded in" eluding the 
police, he says, and finally joined the 
Canadian army and served during the 
war. The Ottawa police have been 
notified of the man’s statement.

The charge on which Dracy was 
arrested last night is preferred by 
Morris H. Davis, who says he gave 
Dracy a cheque December 6, telling 
him to fouy a suit of clothes for him­
self and then return the balance of 
the money. Davis says Dracy ran 
off with the change.

Aylmer Man Was Shot.
Ottawa, Jen. 10.—When acquainted 

of the alleged confession of murder 
of Harry Dracy of New York, Sheriff 
Wright, of Hull, Que. stated he believ­
ed the murder referred to was that of 
Moi-se Aubin on the outskirts of the 
village of Aylmejr, Que., a few miles 
from here, in tin i fall of 1915.

Aubin, who was a married man and 
lived in Aylmer, was shot one night 
about nine o’cloc|t on the Aylmer road 
and died a short time after, without 
being able to give any description of 
his assailant, except to say that he 
believed be was an Italian.

Edward Rockbrune. who was with 
Aubin at tiie time of the shooting, and 
who was afterwards arrested on sus­
picion, but later released, told of the 
two having met the stranger on the 
night in question In .front of Aubin’s 
house, where a quarrel was in pro­
gress between the latter and his wife. 
They -had some words, and Aubin left 
his wife and with Rockbrune went v to 
a restaurant, where they again met 
the stranger, and the quarrel was 
newed. According to the story told 
by Rockbrune, the three were walking 
along the road quarreling, and he left 
the two, and shortly afterwards heard 
a shot, and upon running towards 
Aubin, saw him drop, while the stran­
ger ran away in the direction of Ot­
tawa The stranger made good hiis 
escape.

Overdrafts Illegal.
"Progress has been made in recent

Sainte Assise. Dept, of Seine-eV 
Marne, France, Jan. 10.—Loris Dee- 
champs, under secretary of state for 
posts and telegraphs; laid the corner 
stone yesterday of what Is designed to 
be the most powerful radio station In 
the world, capâble of transmitting 
with two sending instruments 24,000 
words hourly, or receiving and de­
ciphering simultaneously 60,000 words 
hourly on five instruments.

The Sainte Assise station, when com­
pleted in 1923, will, it is calculated 
work easily and regularly with all 
stations in the world.

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URGES MOVEMENT 
TO GET INDUSTRIES

Mayor Also Emphasizes Los- 
ing No Time in Complet­

ing Clean-Up.

NEW STATION DELAY

Costly Harbor Improvements 
Undertaken on Basis of 

Building Viaduct.1

“This is the most critical period in 

the history of the city government" 
said Mayor Church In opening hie ad­
dress at the inaugural meeting of the 
city council yesterday, adding: "I 
would urge that the will of the people 

- be carried out with regard to the bylaw 
re light, power and radiais, and would 
urge you to see that everything is 
done that can be "dope to assist in the 
arbitration for the acquisition of the 
Toronto Street Railway, ln accordance 
with the agreement, and that not a 
day be lost in completing the clean-up 
transaction.

"Proper agreements," the mayor 
stated, "are now being prepared, and 
on the return of Sir Adam Beck, will 
be duly presented to the city council. 
These are based on the purchase agree- 

g ment of December last. Legislation 
will be necessary to validate the same. 
I would urge that the city's bill" with 
regard to legislation be prepared im­
mediately, and that a conference with 
the Toronto members be held on the 
subject to facilitate the bill passing 
the legislature.

For Forward Movement.
“The question of unemployment Is 

still with1 us" the mayor reminded the 
council, "and I would urge that the 
utmost effort be made by the board 
from day to day to relieve those in 
distress who are citizens of Toronto. 
A great forward movement during the 
year should, be conducted by the city 
and harbor commission to secure new 
industries for Toronto from Great Bri­
tain, the United States and elsewhere. 
Now that we have an abundance of 
>ower there should be no trouble, with 
a proper and up-to-date Industrial 
and publicity department, to give ef­
fect to this suggestion,

"I would urge that Immediate steps 
be taken to clean up the traffic situ­
ation in ward seven and also ln North 
Toronto, and that a conference be held 
with the traffic commission to en­
deavor to have a large number of cars 
built ln Toronto, by Toronto labor. 
There Is the Dominion Shipbuilding 
plant, and there Is the unused plant of 
the Toronto Railway Company, which 
could be utilized in this connection, 
and I would advise that this matter 
be dealt with without any further de­
lay. I have requested the heads of 
the departments to bring down their 
estimates at an early date.

"There should be the utmost eo-op- 
eration with the board of education,” 
the mayor emphasized, 
boards should work ktogether ln har­
mony for the good of education and 
the children.

• “It is time that school officials, in­
spectors and teachers kept out of mu­
nicipal politics, and took no part in 
municipal elections. It would be well 
for the board of education to pass a 
bylaw to this effect 

‘‘The new station cannot be opened, 
owing to the failure of the railways to 
build the viaduct, as set out In the 
agreement. The government of Canada 
will have to authorize the commit­
ments of the Grand Trunk Railway 
under its agreement, before any work 

j can be started. I would urge that a 
* conference be held immediately with 

all parties to the order and the Do­
minion government to see If something 
cannot be done to get an early use 
of the new station. The city, in my 
opinion, should bank on the viaduct 
order, as our harbor improvements 
have been undertaken at a great cost 
on this basis. Money is tight, and 
credit Is bad at present, and we should 
conserve our finances and only go on 
with absolutely necessary works. It 
should be a year of retrenchment and 
economy, as far as possible, while we 
are going on with as many urgent 
works as possible to relieve unemploy­
ment during the winter months.

Housing Situation.
, "I. hope the council will actively take

up the housing question," said the 
mayor, "and endeavor to secure some 
relief from the present conditions. 
Several thotisand new houses are need­
ed, especially for renting purposes. I 
would recommend that the council 
petition tlie parliament of Canada, to 
restore the old freight passenger and 
express rates, and the telephone rates. 
The board of railway commissioners 
for Cttnada have imposed a tax of 

_ nearly one million dollars a day in in- 
'•ereused tolls, without the consent of 

parliament, and parliament should re- 
g. store the old rates.
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- "The present funded debt of the city 
is approximately $104.0o00,000, of 
which about $44,500,000 is for revenue- 
producing and specially rated services. 
A certain amount of financing—prob­
ably $3,000,000 or $4,000,000— will 
be required in the near future, on ac­
count of expenditures for local im­
provements, and unnegotiated debt at 
the dose of 1920. During the past year 
debentures were disposed of amount­
ing to $6,179,000, at prices which 
while they represent unusually high 
muniaipal borrowing costs, compared 
favorably with contemporaneous gov­
ernment! loans. Redemptions of fund­
ed debt were effected to the extent of 
$4,179,000, the gross debt Increasing 
$2,000,000 during the year. Provision

There are no industrial jobs 
at present and we need offerings of 
more odd jobs.”

TO BUILD BIG ARENA
FOR KITCHENER TEAMS Chicago, Jan. 10.—Committees chosen 

by the two major baseball, leagues to 
draw up a new national agreement today 
officially voted their approval of the 
agreement formulated in New York re­
cently, which provided for reorganisation 
of the game with Federal Judge Keneeaw 
M. Lanina as baseball commissioner. The 
action of the committee put at rest ru­
mors that 'the American League was not 
satisfied with the agreement and that con­
sequently a new fight might break out 
uetween the major organizations.

The agreement wik oa formally acted 
on by the two- leagues, prohauly tomor­
row, but this action is looked upon by 
baseball men as a mere formality, the 
National League having already signed 
the agreement, and President Byron Ban­
croft Johnson of the American League 
naving officially announced 
agreement met with the approval of the 
club owners in his circuit.

Prospects of the minor leagues joining 
with the majors appeared bright tonight, 
altho no action on the agreement was 
taken at their meeting today. The minor 
league drafting committee will meet with 
the two major league committees tomor­
row morning, when it is believed that all 
differences of opinion concerning the 
rules under which the game should be 
governed will be settled.

The National Association of Minor 
Leagues, at its meeting today, adopted 
several amendments to its constitution, 
including one designed, to stamp out 
gambling and game-throwing and another 
creating a board of control to supervise 
post-season inter-league games.

The meeting was a continuation of the 
one held some time ago In Kansas City, 
but the work of revising the constitution 
was not finished today and will be the 
first business when the club owners and 
league presidents reconvene tomorrow for 
artother session.

Action was taken concerning -the pro­
posal to join with the major leagues in 
signing a new national agreement, that 
matter being left until the minor league 
drafting committee meets with the 
majors’ committee tomorrow.

The president of the association was 
given the responsibility of seeing that 
■baseball in tjie minor leagues Is kept free 
from the influence of gambling. An 
amendment to the constitution, which 

adopted, directed him to take any 
steps advisable to investigate gambling.

Thé board which will control the little 
world series" between the minor leagues 
after the regular season will be com­
posed of three men with the president of 
the association as chairman.

The association also authorized its pre­
sident to negotiate with liesds of indus­
trial and Independent leagues with a view 
of entering signed agreements with them, 
which would protect the organized clubs 
in the ownership of players.

Coroner McCallum’s jury investigat­
ing the death of Mrs. Louise Bernard, 
who died, shortly after the Ford in 
which she and her husband and three 
children were riding was struck by 
G.T4R. passenger train No. 42 at bu8 
sideroad near Downs view, on Janu­
ary 1, found that the accident was en. 
tireiy due to the heavy fog which pre­
vailed at the time. The train crew' 
and Mr. Bernard were exonerated from 
all blame. , . v

Vera, aged four, who, with her 
mother and brother Gordon, aged 
eight was in the back seat, was killed 
instantly, Gordon dying a few hours 
fitter, being admitted to Grace Hospl. 
tal.

Evidence was given by Engineer 
John Clarke, which was corroborated 
by several other witnesses, that be 
blew the whistle for the crossing. He 
saw an accident was inevitable when 
the car first came into view.

Mr. Bernard testified that when 126 
feet from the crossing he slowed down 
to listen for a train tout could not 
see or hear one. He was almost over 
tiie crossing when the train crashed 
thru the rear of the car, and did not 
know it was coining until his wife 
cried out, “There’s a train," Just be­
fore the car was struck. H> did not 
consider the. crossing a dangerous one. 
{ Mr. J. M. Baird appeared for the 
crown.

An investigation has been ordered 
by Attorney -General Raney into th< 
deaths of Miss Monica Kenney and 
Mrs. E. Bond, following a treatmen 
received at the office of Dr. J. H. Me 
Connell on Saturday.
