Twenty-seven
men were at work in the quarry, which
is 'a thousand feet long, 150 feet across
and 100 feet deep. The heavy rains of
the past two days had softened the earth
and caused the slide of rock. Only nine
of the men got away safely. The remain-
ing 18 were huddled,in'a space ten feet
wquare. Twelve of them were killed and
six injured. Two of the latter may die.
All of the men are Slavonians.

All the men from: the company’s five
neighbaring quarries, as well as the riz-
ging ‘gang, set to work at once to extii-
cate the unfortunates. They used block
and tackle, crowbars, hydraulic jacks and
pitechforks to remove the stones, many
of which weighed three tons.

MONEY TO MOVE THE CROP

What the Canadian Banks Will Soon be Up Against---North-
west Will Realize an Enormous Amount of Profit From

’

Lo

This Year's Yield.

(Toronto Neéws.)

‘Will our banks be able to handle the en-
ormous crop which is likely to pe reaped,
and will tue demands 1or money for this
purpose cause any stringency in the money
market this fa.d? These are questions that
have been asked frequently dur.ng the past
few days, and they have been answered in a
very interesting manner by a manager of
one of the larger Canadian banks, who has
served for a number of years 1n Winnipeg.

‘‘The movement of the crops will undoubt-
edly create a good demand for money,” hi
said, ‘“‘and while there may be ‘a harden-
ing of rates, there should not be any
serious stringency this fall. The people of
the Northwest will realize an immense
amount of money from the sale of this ycar’s
crop, and some wtll known authorities have
placed the amount likely to be obtained as
high as $80,000,000; that estimate, of course,
would cover what the country would receive
from the sale of wheat, oats, flax, cattie,
‘wool hides, etc. Assuming that the wheat
crop” will reach 80,000,000 bushels, and the
price obtained say sixty cents, the wheat
alone would fetch $48,000,000.  Under our ad-
mirable banking system the difficulties in
handling this large amdunt of money are not

. very serious, as with our flexible scheme of
circulation the banks have the actual money
in their own tills ready to pay out for the
graln as soon as it is ready for market.

How Crop is Moved

““The business of wheat buying in ° the
Northwest has reéached ich large propor-
tions that some information with regard to
the method of handling the business may
be of interest.

‘““The financing of the crop is done almost
entirely through the Winnipeg banks. The
large milling companies and elevator com-
panies have a great number

wheat through their country elevators; in

addition to this at each buying station they '

have arrangements, usually with a country

storekeeper who pays out the amount in|
cash to the farmer on production of a ticket
signed by the elevator man. During the |
wheat buying season every morning the head '

offices 6f the companies in Winnipeg send a
list to their banks of the amounts to be re-
mitted to the different country points, These
amounts are usually distributed in small

of points |
throughout the country at which they buy '

sums running from $1,000 up to $10,000, and
the . daily disbursements of some of the
i larger companies some days reach as high
as $75,000 to $.00,000 it the deliveries are very
active, and as the amounts are paid out at
country points further sums are remitted,
and* the country storekeeper throughout the
season is kept well supplied with cash.

Storekeeper a Big Factor

‘“The country storekeeper is usually anxi-
! ous to be appoinied 48 a paying out agent
| for one of the big milling or grain compan-
| ies, ‘because it brings the farmer into his
| store, and he frequently is able to collect an
toverdue debt, or perhaps, sell him 'a new
i bill of goods through getting him into his
Store in this way. When the farmer gets
his money he pays it to the country store-
keeper, the land office or implement -dealer,
and the actual notes find their -way back
quickly to Winnipeg, where they are redeem-
€d through the Winnipeg Clearing House.

If the harvest is early fifty per cent of
the wheat crop should be marketed and ship-
ped to the head of the Great Lakés before
navigation - cloces, because the country is
well equipped with elevators and with the
Canadian Pacific and Canadian Northern
Railways, well supplied with rolling stock,
and an elevator capacity at the head of thg
lakes of about 20,000,000 bushels, and with
unsurpassed facilities for handling and stor-
ing the grain this year there should not be
any difficulty in getting say one-half of the
crop out of the country before the close of
navigation.

The Total Circulation

(‘As the bulk of the wheat that is bought
in the Northwest is purchased at country
points for cash, this should make a total
circulation of say $24,000,000 of money, and
while it will increase the loans of the banks
doing business in the Northwest very ma-
terially, the buk of the wheat handled
should before the close of navigation be
turned into cash again through sales for ex-
port, so that the money should come back
to Canada very quickly. After the close of
navigation the interior elevators amd term-
inals fill up gradually, and the banks will,
as usual, be asked to loan large sums of
| money, -which will be locked up until the
| opening of navigation next spning.”

- WHEAT CUTTING BEGINS
. AVERAGE 30 TO 40 BUSH.

A correspondent of the Toronto World
writes from Winnipeg under date of Aug.
14 as follows: .

Showers and damp weather are the oply
circumstances thet interfered with the istart
of wheat cutting today in certain districts in
o Manitoba where the land is high.

Cutting in Manitoba will be general by the
end of the week, the first excursion being
Dbilled to arrive Aug. 22. In the meantime
Galicians and other foreigners willing to
work are leaving their colonies and securing
good wages throughout the province. Condi-
tions in the territories are somewhat later.
Taken all in all, the,vutiook today is better
than  ever before.  Considerable damage has
been done in certain localities by bail and
'storm, where in several cases hundreds and
even thousands of acres of grain have been
cut down. Antler, Aqlniboia and Pipestone
Creek districts generally have thus been suf-
ferers, and among others may be mentioned
Glenboro, Pierson and Brandon districts.

But the total damage from this source is
relatively minimized by the greatly lncreased
area under crop. Thus, though the inclid-
ence of loss from hail must necessarily be
wider in future, and the. actual loss greater,
it will still tend to bear less and less in re-
lation to the total yield.

As to black rust, there is no sign of it.
Red rust exists to a greater or less extent
in many districts and will decrease the av-
erage yield. there, but this does not yet con-
stituts an™ hetor. =l

Some of the older worked lamds in Mani-
toba, where the s=oil is thin, show signs of
working out, and farmers must resort to

more variety and Totation in croppage.

As to the genergl prospects your corre-
spondent today sew J. Obed Smith, commis-
sioner of immigration, who has sources of
information at his disposal mot open to the
public. He .said: :

“I look for.a good average yield of grain
all ‘over the west this season. I do not,
however, believe in prophesying too heavy
a yield,  as it is most difficult to judge till
threshing has established a basis. ;

‘‘There are many people who are talking
40 bushels to the acre as the average. I do
not place much confidence in such an estim-
ate. I would venture that an average of 21
bushels to the acre would be very satisfac-
tory. Of course there /are placds #vhere it
will be much higher;  for instance, oats
around Didsbury, in the territories, will
thresh 100 bushels to the acre. The reports
all over the country are very encouraging
and the outlook is that the crop will be most
satisfactory.

MUNICIPAL INSURANCE
The question of municipal ifisurance,
which has sometimes been talked of by
members of the St. John city council, is
attracting some attention in Toronto.

«After all,” says the News,
eurance is simply a distribution of fir‘e
losses over the whole community, with
guch assessments upon insurers as is ne-
cessary for this purpose. It is a reason-
able argument that this is the natural
function of the municipality or the state,
and it cannot be doubted thgt under
municipal or provincial control insurance
would be provided at rates which are
jmpossible under the cumbersome, costly
and extravagant system of private man-
agement.”

The St. John city council “has several
times debated the question of insuring its
own property, but has never given serious
aitention to so broad a proposition as that
put forward in Toronto.

The extension of the scope of municipal
operations is a marked feature of the
times. The maritime board of trade has
just declared itself unanimously in favor
of municipal ownership of electric light
plants.

COMPULSORY EDUCATION

The ladies of the W. C. T. Union de-
clare themselves in favor of compulsory
education. The need for such a law, ap-
plied at least to this city is obvious.
Were all children compelled to attend
schm;l there would be a smaller number
of them in the police cotrt cvery year,

and much less mischief promoted. It is
the duty of the state to see that ignorani
or caveless parents do not handicap their
children by sending them out into the
struggle of life without any educatidn.
The easy indifference with which we re-
gard the future of the children growing
up around us, and the effect that in-
difference may have upon the future of
the community and the nation must e
a' source of deep concern in thoughtful |
minds. The Germans do things better.
They realize that the future of the' state
depends upon the children, and the most
careful attention is paid mot only by the
central government but by the munici:
palities to see that all the children re-
ceive an education. Canada boasts of
its resources and its coming greatness,
but the real greatness of a nation is in
ite men and women. The boys who sell
papers on the street, and the bedraggled
little ones that peer out from yard{gand
alleys upon the passing crowd, will have
something to do with the future of the
country. They should be given a fair
start. )

PULP FROM PEAT

The rapidity with which the ravenous
pulp mills are consuming the spruce
forests of the United States has led to a
search for a substitute m,ateria.l.\ An
effort is to be made to convert a scrubby
kind of pine into paper, and experiments
are made from time to time with other
wood. The latest material to which at-|
tention has been ‘directed is peat, which
it is_said has been successfully converted
into paper in Austria;. The experiment
is now to be tried in Michigan. A de-
spatch from Hamilton (Ohio), says:—

“A Hamilton firm has been awarded
the contract for the construction of the.
first pulp mill in America for the manu-
facture of pulp from peat. ' It will “be|
erected at Capac (Mich.), on a thirty-E
acre peat bog. The plant will be 60 by1
250 feet. It is built for the Pilgrim Paper
Company of New York, It is thought
that, in view of the constantly increasing;.
difficulty in getting wood for pulp,i
ithe enterprise will revolutionize the paper
trade.” . -

The Times doeg not know whether the
peat deposits in St. John and Charlotte
counties are suitable or not for such a
purpose. ' Efforts to utilize them have
thus far failed, but there is doubtless
sope ecemomic use to which they can e
put, and which will in time'be discovered

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MARITIME BOARD OF TRADE

Much Business Transacted at all the Sessions Yesterday---
P. E. I. Tunnel Endorsed---Other Business Done. .

YARMOUTH, N. S. Aug. 16—The Mar-
itime Board of Trade had a busy day to-
day. Three sessions were held and much

business done.

The afternoon session opened at 3
o'clock with a good attendance. Delegates
from St. John and other points arrived
shortly after 4 o’clock by the train from
Digby. * - :

A resolution was presented by J. E.
Woodworth, of Berwick, as follows:—

That in the opinion of this board, in-
creased facilities for railway travel be-
tween Halifax and that portion of the
Annapolis valley lying west of Kentville
should be provided.

This was seconded by Judge Owen, of
Annapolis, and carried unanimously.

Alex. Stephen, of Halifax, itnroduced a
resolution relative to a fast Atlantic
steamship service. He contended that a
subsidy should be given a company that
would furnish the fastest service, irre-
spective of who it was. He said that the
‘Allans had always had this service since
confed =ation, with the exception of a
few years. He spoke at length on its ad-
vantages to the maritime provinces and
the dominion at large. 5

It was seconded by John Read, of Sum-
merside, who strongly advocated institut-
ing the mail service with steamers fully
us fast as any afloat.

A digcussion followed as to the port of
call, arguments being offered in favor of
Sydney, Halifax and . Louisburg. The
resolution was adopted.

A resolution that incorporated towns
should have representation in the council
of municipalities was proposed by M. G.
PeWolfe, of Kentville, and after discus-
gion was adopted with only a few dis-
tsenting votes. :

. James W. Day presented a resolution
tifavoring municipal ownership of electric
Wight plants. He said that Parrsboro had a
{jgood paying municipal plant, which ' repre-
sented a.capital of $17,500. He contended
that if the municipalities could run these
 plants on a paying basis they were the
{ ‘ones to do it.
‘A large number of members spoke in
favor of this resolution, which was car-
vied unanimously. !

Adjourned to 8.

At the opening of the evening session
the committee appointed this morning to
draw up a report on the president’s ad-
dress reported their hearty endorsation of
the recommendations and suggested they
be formed into resolutions and forwarded
to the proper officials. This report was
adopted by an unanimous' vote.

The question of steel shipbuliding was
taken up by.J. E. DeWolfe, of Halifax,
who moved to reaffirm the resolution of
the last annual meeting, asking the gov-
ernment bo assist this industry and re-
gretting the government had not deal with
it at® the last sessiom.

1t was further resolved that a copy be
sent to every member of parliament and
all boards in the dominion were asked to
urge representatives in their section to’
work for the scheme.

POOR DOCUMENT
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THE OUTDOOR TREATMENT
FOR TUBERCULOSIS CASES

Dr. R. L. Botsford’s Success in Combating the Disease--- Re
markable Results Already Attgined--—Moncton Wrestling

with Pavement Problem.

MONCTON, Aug. 17—For the past two
years Dr. R. L. Botsford, of this city,
who has been most active in educating
the people along the line of the cure and
prevention of tuberculosis has been euc-
egs.sfully combaiing the disease by prac-
txsm'the out-door treatment. Dr. Bots-
ford has had as many as thirty or forty
cases. of tuberculosis under treatment.in
the open air, in the' higher altitudes in
the vicinity of Moncton and his success
has been such as to greatly encourage him
in his work. At the present time he has
quite a number of patients camping out.
He has one case at the Gorge, about seven
miles from Moncton, where the patient
considered to be hopeless since last April
has gained ahout forty pounds in weight
and is now considered to be on the road
to recovery. This patient: was taken to
the top of a mountain, about eight hund-
red feet above the sea level and has been
camping out for over;four months, spend-
ing sixteen hours out of the twenty-four
in the open air. The cases now under
treatment are located at different points
and are subjected to the same Toutine.
Fresh air and good, nourishing diet is the
whole treatment prescribed. The Pa-
tients are, of course, under the supervis-
jon of Dr. Botsford whose faith in the
fresh air treatment has been greatly
strengthened since he began putting
theory * into practice. Some of the pa-
tients treated for tubercular trouble have
been sent up to the Restigouche and Mir-
amichi rivers and equal success has been
attained in these cases as with those
treated on the higher altitudes in the vie-
inity of Moncton. One hopeless case tak-
en hold of by Dr. Botsford astonished the
practitioner himself. The patient was con-
sidered hopeless but he was nevertheless
taken hold of andisent into the woods at
Céal Branch last summer. After taking
the fresh air treatment for two or three
months the young man had gained thirty
pounds and before he left the woods he
wag 'able to hunt down a' moose and
bring it out to his friends. His medical
attendant considers that & nothing but
the out-door treatment would have saved
Hm. Dr. Botsford, who has made a hob-
by of the question of war upon the Can-
adian white plague, has started an -agita-
tioni for the erection of a sanitarium on
one of the high altitudes in the vicinity
of Moncton. (His successful treatment of
many cases in the camping-out life, is ex-
pected to give the movement an impetus
and it mav not be lonz before he sees his
hopes fulfilled. Dr. Botsford 'is a mem-
ber of the executive of the society for the

prevention of tuberculosis in Canada and
articles written by him em the
cure and prevention of the disease
have been highly complimented
upon. His efforts along this line are all
the more praiseworthy when it is consid-
ered  that fhis laberw, apart from his
practice, have been wholly gratuitous and
devoted to ‘the. general good of the pub-
lic. Hissuccessful demonstration of the
benefits to be derived by tubercular pa-
tients from -the treatment he has been
advocating through the press and in other
ways will have the effect of dvawing par-
{icular attention to his work.

'VESSEL HERE

FROM JAPAN

The Battle Liner Eretria Had

Interesting Experiences in|

.

Far East.

e ——t,

Battle line steamehip Eretria, (aptain
Mauleahy, arrived this morning from Li-
verpool with a general cargo.

The Eretria made the passage in four-
teen days. On August 11th, in lat. 48.32
N. lon. 4428 W., she paseed a large ice-
berg, 60 feet high and 300 feet long,. On
August 14th, at 1 p. m., in lat. 57.04 W,
passed the Russian barkentine Bethle-
hem, steering southeast.

It is about three years since the Ere-
tria was here. During that time Captain
Mulcahy has been in the trading business
between all the small seaports between
Yokohama and Tokio, carrying passengers
and general cargo. At some ports pas-
sengers would come on board the vessel
with their grips and when they left the
ship they were dressed out as full fledg-
ed Japanese soldiers. At times there
would be four or five hundred of the
Japs come on board in their every day
drees, but would leave as above stated.

Captain Mulcahy also states that the
Japs will be a hard race to Christianize,
the most of them mnever. One of’them
said tolhim: “You have your God and I
have mine.” \

" 'The captain also says that the Jape

e mow very confident. and some of
them think that they can beat the whole
world. Among them are many who,
though educated, still hold to their own
religion. The captain was several times
in Tokio, and of coupse, being captain
of an English steamer, was royally receiy-

The steamehip Leuctra also arrived this
morning from Newport, Mass., in com-
mand of Captain Grant, to load deals for
the other side. She is now berthed at
No. 1, West Side.
