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Decisive Stage In 
Carpathians Near

Million Men and Six Thousand 
Guns Are Engaged

Joffre Hurling forces Against Germans 
in the Woevre District — Unceasing 
Series of fierce Assaults With four­
fold Object in View

■

Petrogrsd, April 9—The gigantic conflict between the Russian and Austro- 
German armies in the Carpathians in which more than l^XXMKX) men and MOO 
guns ate engaged, is drawing into its decisive stage, according to despatches 
from Warsaw. The Russians are advancing over a fifty mile' front from the 
Topia River to Ussofc Pass, but fighting is in progress over a battle fine 101 
miles long. Operations in Poland have been relegated to secondary Import­
ance as both sides have withdrawn all their available men to strengthen the 
hosts in die Carpathians.

Having taken Smolinik, the Russian forces ate now in a position to launch 
a drive against the rear of the Austrian army, which is struggling desperate­
ly against the reinforced Russian columns at the Gsllchn end of the Ussok Pass. 
An extended movement has been commenced by the Russians to cut off the 
eastern wfng of the Austrian army under General Boerovftch.
JOFFRJPS GREAT DRIVE

Parts, April 9—Veterans from the battle-seasoned army of General Von’ 
Kitsch are being sent into the Woevre district (between the Meuse and Moselle 
rivets)* to check the furious French drive against the German left wing. Behav­
ing that the position of the Germans east at Verdun h critical, General Joffre 
gave orders for an uncrating series of fierce assaults and during the last two 
nights there has been no let-up. The object of the French is four-folds—

To press the German left wing, ht order to cause a retirement of the Ger­
man armies on the Aisne and Oise rivers.

To pierce the St. Mihiel-Mctz line of German communications.
To lessen the German pressure at Verdun, and establish a French position 

nearer to Met*; and:
To dislodge the Germans from the only position they held on the west bent 

of the Meuse .south of Verdun.
The battkfront fat the Woevre is not more titan fifteen miles tong, but ^ 

heavy losses have been inflicted upon both sides. German trendies filled with 
dead bodies were taken by the French.

Although the Germans deny that the French have made any appreciable 
progress. It is authentically established that gains from two to four miles hart 
been made by Jofire’a forces along the Woevre front.

Rome, April 9—An Italian column 
operatin'- in Tripoli under the command 
of Colonel Gianinazxi for the protection 
of the harvesting of the barley crop 
southeast of Misda, has been attacked by 
1,000 rebels.

Toronto, April 9—In a letter to a 
friend. Colonel J. A. Currie, M. P., com­
mander of the 48th Highlanders, com­
plains that the bayonets supplied to the 
Canadian troops are very much inferior 
to those used by the British, French and 
Germans.

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DEAD H THE WEST French Airman Wins Fight in Clouds and 
Enemy’s Airship, Afire, Makes Fearful

Former Commandant of R. C. R. 
in Fredericton —Tire Loss of 
Edna M. Smith Fumes, Belgium, via Paris, April 9—A dramatic duel in the air, in which 

a German aircraft was brought down Inside the Allies’ lines by Roland C 
Garros, a famous French aviator, was described last night by Major Raoul Pon- 
tus, son of the former Belgian minister of war, who witnessed the combat The 
German at first succeeded in rising above Garros' machine, but the Utter, by 
a clever twist, escaped and then flew atop the German.

“From this moment the German’s position became critical," said Major 
Fontus, for Garros overtook him rapidly. Presently the crackling of a quick 
firer showed the Frenchman judged himself sufficiently near to take the offens­
ive. Could the German escape? It seemed difficult, for Garros shot forward In 
great hounds, getting nearer and nearer, but the German observer used his cA- 
btae freely, and It seemed that a bullet might strike the Frenchman.

“Suddenly a long jet of smoke rushed from the German machine and then 
a little flame which in an instant enveloped the whole aeroplane. Notwithstand­
ing the extreme peril, the pilot took flight, but his efforts to escape soon were 
converted into a horrifying downward plunge. The aeroplane, a mass of 
flames, struck the ground, a score of yards from me, and a column of Mack 
smoke mingled with sheets of fire poured from the fallen machine.

“I ran to the aeropUne, which had fallen close to a ditch, and soon put out 
the fire. The aviators, horribly burned, were dead when I reached them. The 
gasoline tank contained two bullet holes. The machine was marked No. 2 
40th Flotifla. Its six cylinder engine was very heavy and this explained its 
rapid fall.

“The fire had spared instruments and military documents in thick leather

A FLAG ELECTION
The prediction that the present year 

would witness the meanest and most 
contemptible political campaign ever 
waged in Canada seems likely to be ful­
filled. In parliament yesterday Sir Rob- 
irt Borden waved the flag and endeav­
ored to make it appear that the Liber­
als were seeking to do an injustice to 
the soldiers at the front and to deprive 
them of the right to vote. Hon. Wil­
liam Pugeley pointed out that there was 
go need at all for these heroics on the 
pert of the prime minister, since there 
was no need of having an election until 
after the war ended. Evidently the Rog- 
tra’ wing of the Conservative party has 
triumphed over Sir Robert Borden, and 
we may expect the elections during the 
present 3'ear. For a long time past the 
government press bureau has been send­
ing out literature ol the kind that was 
brought to the attention of parliament 
fry Sir Wilfrid Laurier yesterday. Now 
the premier himself has waved the flag 
and discovered a cold-blooded desire on 
the part of the Liberals to disfranchise 
the soldiers who are fighting for Canada. 
$t does not appear to have occurred to 
Sir Robert that the soldiers at the front 
include a great many Liberals and sons 
if Liberals, nor does it seem to worry 
Aim at all that because of the incom­
petence of the government the soldiers 
have been sent to the front ill-equipped, 
while home staying tones have enriched 

s, themselves with graft from the sale of 
military supplies for these same sol­
diers.

The climax of tory rage and folly, 
however, is readied by the St. John 
Standard, in a venemous and utterly 
shameful attack upon Sir Wilfrid Laur­
ier. The Ottawa correspondent of The 
Standard declares that Sir Wilfrid Laur­
ier is “the real arch enemy of British 
connection with Canada;” that he wishes 
to disfranchise the soldiers, and that “he 
has not forgotten nor forgiven the Can­
adian soldiers for taking part in the 
South African war.” This infamous de- 
famer of a great Canadian statesman 
aays further:—

“Deep down in his anti-British heart 
he dislikes the idea of Canada taking 
part in the wars of Empire. Rather 
would he sit aside and let the rest of 
the Empire do all the defending of this 
country, and to revenge himself upon 
the brave men who have gone with 
sword in hand to strike a blow for lib­
erty and freedom, he will use every 
means In his power to prevent them tak­
ing a part In the affairs of the Domin­
ion they have temporarily left behind 
them. ‘They have gone,’ he says in ef­
fect, ‘let them go, they are not of us.’ ”

The Hague, April 9-Both Hen^ Van 

Dyke, American minister to The Nether- 
- and Clifford Pinchot, attached to 

the American Legation, have endeavor­
ed to the utmost to keep the 
Mr Pinchot’s expulsion from Belgium 
by^the Germans from Publicity ks such 
action should render more difficult the 
work of relief in Belgium involving the 
succor of nine and a half million desti­
tute people of that country and the 
northern provinces of France.

Mr Pinchot, however, on learning tnat 
the incident had been published, gave the 
Associated Press the foUowing signed
statement. „__

“Some time ago I was asked by Her­
bert C. Hoover to become a member of 
the commission for relief in Belgium and 
to take charge of the feeding of the 
French in the invaded provinces north 
of the German lines. After going twice 
to the continent, arrangements finally 
were completed and guarantees given to 
the comniission by the German govern­
ment that the American commissions 
food would not be taken.

“I came to The Hague and reported 
immediately to Dr. Van Dyke, to whose 
legation I was attached by orders from 
Washington, with the specific duty of 
representing the commission of relief in 
feeding the civil population in north­
eastern France within the German lines.

“Dr. Van Dyke procured from the 
German legation at The Hague the 
necessary papers for entering Belgium. 
On March 80 I went with my wife in a 
commission automobile and was accom­
panied by a Brussels representative of 
the commission to the Belgian frontier, 
where my diplomatic and commission 
passes were examined. After three hours 
delay we were sent under an armed es­
cort to Antwerp.

“The next morning orders came from 
the German governor. General von Bia­
sing, through the head of the Pass Of­
fice at Antwerp, that we were to leave 
Belgium without delay. No reason was 
assigned for the action.

“Before leaving, however, I received a 
letter from the American minister at 
Brussels, Brand Whitlock, saying that 
the reason given him by General 
Biasing for our expulsion was my rela­
tionship to the British minister at The 
Hague, Sir Alan Johnstone, who mar­
ried my sister, and the fact that I had 
stayed with him at The Hague on my 
way to Belgium. Accordingly, we re­
turned to Holland on March 31 and 
since then have been staying with the 
American minister 
awaiting instructions from Washington.

“In entering and leaving Belgium 
Mrs. Pinchot and I were searched by the 
German military authorities.”

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Vatcartier Farmers Throw Addi­
tional Light on Claw of Animals 
Purchased—Destruction of Stores

Ottawa, April 8—The public accounts 
committee today, took evidence of sever­
al of the farmers who were dispossessed 
of their lands for the extensions to Val- 
csrtier Camp last year. One of the most 
interesting features of their evidence was 
the light they threw on the kind of 
horses purchased by the government. The 
mimais died in such quantities that one 
man told of seeing them lying dead all 
over the place, another said that for 
three weeks an average of four dead 
horses were hauled past his place each 
day and others told of the large number 
they saw on their way to the glue fac­
tory.

The farmers were an English speaking 
community, one of the few left in Que­
bec, and they were reluctant to leave as 
they did not know of another place 
where they could settle together. They 
also complained of the small prices al­
lowed for their lands and of the delay 
In making payments.

Evidence was given by the farmers of 
the burning of soldiers uniforms, lum­
ber, meats, vegetables, etc. at the end of 
the camp.

“I know It” he added, “because I have 
the best of reasons for knowing it.”

The reference to his son who disting--' 
uished himself in the memorable charge 
of the Princess Patricias was greeted 
with cheering. Look to Kitchener, was 
Dr. Clark's counsel. In his first speech 
in the House of Lords the British sec­
retary for war had made It clear that he 
had but one purpose. He used the preg­
nant sentence: “As a soldier I have no 
politics.’’ This was Kitchener’s attitude. 
It was an attitude worth emulating.

There was another idea behind the last 
minute presentation of this bill. It was 
the holding of a general election. Sir 
George Foster In a speech had said that 
the people of Canada should have only 
one thought. From the point of view of 
Canada and the Empire and the fight for 
the greatest of objects, for which war 
was ever waged, the government had 
enough on its hands without conniving 
at an election. The moderate man in 
Canada would not look on this bill with 
favor. He did not desire comparisons, 
but the government of Britain would not 
think of bringing on an election at such 
a time.

The soldiers in the trenches were not 
thinking about an election in Canada. 
He had a letter the other day which 
stated that the Canadian soldiers were 
not feeling physically as strong as when 
they first went into the trenches. They 
had seen such fights as to make them 
wonder whether there was such a thing 
aa Christianity. Now it was proposed 
by the government to go to these men 
and say: “Some of our friends did not 
take too good care to give you sound 
boots, but will give you votes.”

It was presented to the house by 
the minister of justice for second read­
ing. The minister invited suggestion and 
criticism, confessing frankly that in such 
radical legislation it was apparently im­
possible to provide the ordinary safe­
guards surrounding an election. Hon.
Mr. Doherty asked that the measure be 
considered on its merits opart from par­
tisan considerations.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier met him upon that 
ground. The Liberal leader presented 
practically the only serious expression of 
conviction on the measure submitted to 
the house. He expressed himself as 
favoring the proposal to permit all elect­
ors of Canada serving the empire to 
ercise their franchise, providing a scheme 
could be worked out, after consultation 
and approval of Lord Kitchener and the 
British war office, whereby the sacred- 
pess of the ballot could be assured, the “• 
paramount duty 'of the soldier not in 
any way interfered with, the responsi­
bility of the officers entrusted with tak­
ing tlie ballot made definite, and the 
machinery for polling and recording votes 
subjected to tlie spirit and letter of the 
Canadian law. These important con­
siderations Sir Wilfrid maintained were 
lacking in the measure as submitted.
Borden Waves the Old Flag.

Whereupon amidst the tumultuous and 
repeated cheering of his followers, Pre­
mier Borden waded into a fervid pre­

-election stump speech, punctuated with 
partisan recriminations. The presenta­
tion of the bill as a government measure 
was accepted by the house as a formal 
Intimation of the government’s early in­
tention to “spring” a khaki election. The 
speech of the premier was taken as the 
first shot in the campaign. Most of it 
had been carefully prepared and was de­
livered from voluminous notes. Amid 
the applause of ills followers the premier 
turned to them, waving his hand, and 
declaring that the party he represented 
stood upon the ground that “men risk­
ing their lives in the cause of liberty 
and free institutions ought not to be de­
nied the right of franchise.” As for Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier’s position, Premier Bor­
den made another big hit with his prrty 
associates by exclaiming: " “The fathers 
and mothers and brothers and sisters of 
the brave men who went to the front 
will not look at it in that cold blooded 
way.”

Fredericton, April 9—Corporations 
committee this morning re-opened con­
sideration of the Pine Valley cemetery 
bill, so that some new opponents might 
be heard. Mr. Amdur, representing 
owners of real estate near the proposed 
site, and W. S. Fisher, on behalf of own­
ers of another subdivision, were heard 
in opposition to the bill. The promoters 

I then called G. G. Murdoch as an expert 
! engineer to show that there would be

: property, and R. B. Hanson, on behalf 
of the promoters, replied to the oppon­
ents of the bill.

The committee next took up the bill 
to enlarge the boundaries of Cedar Hill, 
St. John. This was opposed by Mr. Til­
ley of St. John, among others, and 
while those for and against Were being 
heard, Mr. Carter of Victoria acted as 
chairman of the committee. F. R. Tay­
lor, K. C, on behalf of St. John Railway 
Company and Dr. G. G. Melvin and Col 
J. R. Armstrong of the Board of Health 
of St. John, also appeared in opposition 
to the bill. A. J. Gregory, president of 
the company, gave information as to the 
number of lots sold and the number 
remaining available, and J. A. Barry, 
solicitor for the company, addressed the 
committee In favor of the bill and also 
requested an amendment to take in an­
other block of land, making a total of 
nineteen acres to be added to the ceme­
tery.

In committee in private session it was 
decided to recommend both bills, with 
amendments suggested by the promoters.

The municipalities committee consid­
ered the St. John bill to tax fire under­
writers agencies. F. R. Taylor, Harry 
Robinson and Harry Frink appeared in 
opposition to the bill. J. M. Queen was 
called and asked to give his opinion, 
and he explained that separate policies 
were issued by underwriers agencies. The 
committee decided to recommend the 
bill.

Private Fred < Wade, of Pennine, and 
Private Jack MçNairn, a former U. N. 
B. student, who was a member of the 
engineering staff of the St. John and 
Quebec Railway Company in construc­
tion on the St. John Valley Railway, 
have been the star witnesses for the 
prosecution in a sensational murder trial 
in London courts.

The first word that these two young 
men, both of whom are members of the 
12th Battalion of the First Canadian 
Contingent, were connected with the 
case was received by Mrs. John Wade, 
of Fredericton this week in a letter from 
her son, Private Wade, says the Gleaner. 
Information given in the letters is that 
Private Wade and Private McNaim 
were in a house in Russel Square, Ken­
ton street, at an early hour one morn­
ing when they were attracted by cries 
for help from across the street. They 
rushed up two flights of stairs and cap­
tured a man who had just murdered his 
wife. Private Wade blew his sergeant’s 
whistle and grappled with the murderer, 
holdihg him until the police arrived and 
placed him under arrest.

“It would take me ten years to tell 
you all that happened at that trial,” 
writes Private Wade. “It lasted three 
months, but is no wonder. The murder­
er was sentenced to life imprisonment.'* 
The letter goes on to say that the mur­
der trial was the cause of Private Wade 
not being at the front now. While he
