As a result of this feeling, some of
these terms foresee the control of dis-
armament considerably beyond the per-
iod of the present war. This, in turn,
has opened a large vista before the Brit-
ish und American delegates of possible
commitment to ocucpation and the su-
pervision of German affairs for an inde-
finite period in the future. It has also
presented the delicate question of how
far a defeated nation should permanently
lose its national authority to administer
, affairs.

Glimpse at Terms.

In view of these considerations the
question of time limit of naval control
"has become more important than the
terms themselves. This was partially
discussed today and then went over. The
{actual terms as finally considered today,
though not yet made public, are summar-
ized as follows:— .

Disarmament down to 200,000 men,
consisting of fifteen divisions of infantry
and five of cavalry, divided into five
| army corps with one army headquarters.
This makes each corps consist of three
' divisions of infantry and one of cavairy,
j totalling forty thousand men.

The men are to be chosen by lot for

| one year’s service and no class is to ex-
ceed 180,000. The officers are to serve
itwenty—ﬁve years and sub-officers fif-
i teen years.
1 Effective enforcement of this system is
provided for, and eventually the league
of nations will determine its continuance
lor modification.

Arms and ammunition are restricted
| to « force of 200,000 men and the balance
is to be delivered or destroyed.

The naval terms provide similar dis-
.armament by a reduction of the Gérman
I fleet down to a limited basis sufficient
for police defence, but it will not figure
among the navies of the first or second
class. This system is to be for an inde-
terminate period with ultimate continu-
ance or modification, probably under the
league of nations.

The «aerial terms of disarmament are
definite in period, as a limited number
of hydroplanes with an aerial force of a
tiousand men are to gather mines until
October 1 next, when.the entire estab-
lishment is to end.

While some features of the foregoing
terms are still open, yet doubtless they
will prevail in the main.

French for Harsher Terms,

Paris, March 7—(By the Associated
Press)—What may be regarded as the
official French view of the military terms
was expressed by Ccoptain Andre Ter-
’diaeu, when he said to the peace dele-
gates yesterday:—*It is almost unani-
mous that the terms should be even more
severe than those proposed.”

Captain Tardieau alsp said that the
commission on Belgian cffairs had agreed
on the revision of the treaty of 1889. It
is understood that the commission fav-
ors the addition of Malmedy (in Rhen-
ish Prussia) and Moresnet (on the Bel-
gian-Prussian border) to Belgium.

British Naval Estimates,
London, March 7—The British naval
estimates, issued last night, provide for
a personnel of 280,000 and a total ex-
penditure of £149,200,000 for the year.

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TERMS FOR GERMANY.

We get a glimpse today of what fhe
Allies propose to demand of Germany.
That nation, if present plans are carried
to finality, will be allowed an army (?f
200,000, Apart from arms and ammuni-
tion sufficient for this force all else is
to be delivered into the Allies’ hands or
destroyed. The German fleet is to be
reduced to a limited basis and Germany
will be permitted no first class or even
second class fleet. The aerial disarm-
ament terms are even more definite.

There is yet to be determined the
length of time during which the terms
relative to army and navy shell be kept
in effect. If the views:of some of the
delegates at Paris prevail, it will be a
long time before Germany will be free
to supervise her own affairs. That, fee}-

GOOD HOUSING PAYS.

The last number of the Caznadian
Municipal Journal contains a striking
-article by Mayor R. Pieur of Pointe-aux-
Trembles, near Montreal, on the urgt'm‘y
of the housing question. Mayor: Prieur i3
entitled to speak, for he wus Lue Movag
spirit in orgatizing - the Workiugm.er‘l’s
Housing Society of ‘his' town, which since
1914 has built- seventy-five dwellings
which tenants may buy at $2,000 to $3,-
000 each.

The story of this very interesting hous-
ing experiment was, told in the Canadian
Municipal Journal of August last. M;
Prieur, then an alderman, but since eleo%—
ed mayor, organized the Workingmen's
Housing Society, and induced the town
council to guarantee its bonds under a
special charter based on the Quebec
Housing Act, to the extent of 85 per
cent. The bond issue was $200,000 at fnx
pér cent, chiefly taken up by loca'l.m-
vestors. The article in the Municipal
Journal says further:—

«This was four years ago, and though
war conditions soon intervened, with all
the high cost 'of mgtérial and labor, t?w
Society went_ ahead and has now built
seventy-five dwellings, each with a well
laid-out gerden, both back and front.
The . whole cost of administration is only
$1,000 per year, which is paid to a secre-
tary. Ald. Prieur has given up the great=
er i)art of his time during the four years
to the administration of the society. Each
tepgnt has a well-paved street and con-
crete sidewalk facing his dwelling. The
streets are well lighted. An up-to-date
sewerage and a good water system are
there to ensure the health of the people.
Between the edge of the sidewalk and the
curb of the roadway runs & narrow, grass
plot studded every twenty ‘yards ‘with
trees, and this is continuous throughout
the community. Between the houses and
the sidewalk lawns have been planted,
with a flower bed in the centre of each.
At the back of each dwelling is a kitchen
garden divided from its neighbor by &
hedge of shrubs, and when the scheme
is completed there will be between the
backs of the gardens a continuous grass
plot 100 feet wide. This wide open
space will be used by the kiddies as
playgrounds, although  trees will be
plentifully planted. The trees are grown
in the Society’s own propagating ground,
where there is also & large greenhouse in
which are grown shrubs, trees and plants
for the community.

Pictures of the paved street and of the
houses, with the fine boulevard effect of
grass and trees and flower beds, show
that the conditions are jdeal for health
and comfort. The first sixteen dwellings
were built in the form of two-story flats,
but the workmen preferred self-contain-
ed cottages and fifty-nine of these have
thus far been built. They are built in
threes, twos and singles, and are of red
brick on concrete foundations. The
architectural designs are pretty, and not
monotonous. Each dwelling has bath,
hot and cold water, electric lights, and a
furnace. Last August these houses rent-
ed at $200 to $300, including all taxes,
but a tenant could purchase at $2,000 to
$3,000 and -become owner of the house
and lot, the terms being 15 per cent cash
and the ‘balance in ten years.

The question at once arises—does this
scheme pay? Have the results been sat-
isfactory? On this point the article in
the Municipal Journal says:—

“Does it pay—first to build such sub-
stantial -houses and then to let them at
such low rentals with the privilege of the

tenants being able to buy so cheaply and
on such advantageous terms? And the|
answer is that with the Workingmen's

paying, and will pay when the whole 340 |
houses contemplated are built. Bat there |
is & reason for the success, or, rather, two
reasons. First the whole scheme was
well thought out, and, secondly, the
scheme has been ably administered from
‘the first. Before Ald. Prieur, who had
been very succesful in his own real estate
and building operations launched his
project he made a close study, on the
spot, of the different housing schemes in
operation in Europe and the United
States. He eschewed the weaknesses and
adopted the best of each in his own pro-
ject. Having completed his scheme he
had little difficulty in persuading his col- |
Jeagues of the Pointe-aux-Trembles
eouncil to support him. The rentals from

the houses already built more than pay
the interest and a sinking fund created
to retire the bonded debt at maturity.”

It is noted that Mr, Thomas Adams
visited the town last year and in his re-
port said:—

“The scheme will afford a valuable ob-
ject lesson to the rest of Quebec; and in-
deed to the whole of Canada.”

Mayor Prieur adds that this is the
first attempt of its kind ever made by a
French-Canadian municipality. Would
it not pay St. John to send a practical
builder to Pointe-aux-Trembles to study
the plan on the spot and report to our
own city council? < :

The last issue of the Canadian Muni-
capital Journal tells what a few English
cities and fowns are doing, and.the re-
cord should encourage the civic authori-
ties of St. John.

For example, Batley town council pro-
poses to erect 800 houses on land owned
by the town. Other recommendations
or policies already adopted are:—Black-
burn, 500 houses; Chelmsford, 5003
Nothingham, 1,000; Dencaster, 380;
Northampton. 500; Runcarn suburbs,
880; Gainshorough, , 200; Mansgeld
Woodhouse, 100; Ripon, 180; Chester,
150; Rushden, 100; Duffield, 800. These
are but & few of the many and all are
.ng'ug\icipal enterprises. In the words of
Mgayor Prieur, already quoted:—

<'\iEven to this very day, when England

is still bleeding from the many wounds
received during the world conflict, and
is still staggering under the burden of an
engrmous. public debt, she does not hesi-
tate to call upon the public treasury for
millions upon millions to continue the
fight against the hovel and its ill effects.
It is thanks to sanitary dwellings, well-
aired, well ventilated, and where sun-
light has easy access, that durjng the last
few years deaths caused by tuberculosis
in England have decreased by. fifty per
cent.”

Bel-
gium should be allowed to select a cer-
tain smount of Flemish works of art
from the collections of the states which
destroyed them, on the same conditions
as we demand for Frapce.

“The destruction carried out in Italy,
which affected some precious works of
Venetian art, must also be compensated
for, as justice demands, by the handing
over of some Italian works of art now in
possesssion of the enemy.

“In short, the signers of the petition
demand that the following principle be
written in the treaty of peace:

| extreme and widespread even in victor-
jous Grea: Britain. How great, even if
no royal restorationists arc feeding it,
must it inevitably be in Germany!

All the world wants peace as soon as
possible. Let the settlement be made,
the uneasiness be removed. When Ger-
many knows the worst she will set to
work to foot the bill and rebuild herself
as best she can.  With her passion for
hard work, with her ambition to make
for herself again a place among the na-
tions in industry and commerce, Ger-
many most needs the signal to begin;
but every nation longs for it. The Lea-
gue of Nations is already accepted as to
general plan, and only the details need
to be worked out or improved. The
terms of the peace now become the in-
stant and imperious task of the Peace
Conference. The various commissions
ave. hard at work. In a few days Mr.
Wilson, Mr. Lloyd George, Mr. Orlando
will be back in Paris. The magnitude of
the business to be settled s obvious; but
still more obvious is the necessity of con-
cluding a just peace speedily. That will
be the best guarantee of stability and
order in Germany and everywhere else.
That will be the surest means of setting
Germaus to work to pay the cost of re-
pairing &e damage they have done.

The question is exercising many
of those who have been engaged on good
roads propaganda, and a movement i3
on foot to make representations to the
Dominion government upon the matter.

Madrid, Spain, Feb. 20— (Cotrespond- |

ence)—Now that the country .is cooling
down after the foolish ecstasies and im-
possible expectations that were attached
fo the recent visit of the premier to
Paris, where he had a series of chats
with the emunent personages who are
gathered there, the true situation of
Spain in international politics is begin-
ning to be understood, and it is per-
ceived that a hard but not uapromising
task lies before the country. The true
advantage of the recent expedition by
the Count de Romanones lies in the fact
that, after more than four years of such
absolute isolation from all direct per-
sonal communication with the rest of
Europe as would hardly seem to havc
been possible, Spain at last is in touch
again, and, as it is put, has resumed her
conversation with France and England,
and that is everything. it is plaialy per-
ceived now that it is highly rortuaate
she has thus got into toucn again by ner
own initiative at this moment when ihe
reshaping of Europe begins, ior it might
pot have been quite the same in sowe
respects 1f the imitiative had had to be
taken by the other side.

Franco-Spanish Agreement.

It is now learned that the count did
many good things in Paris besides those
which were most publicty announced.
For example, it has just been officially
stated that the Franco-Spanish commer-,
cial agreement has been extended, and it!
may not be generally appreciated that
this was cntirely due to a long and high=1|
ly important conversation that he had

more than the count himself,

One who has spoken with blunt can-
dor on the subject is Senor Cambo, the
Catalonian leader. *“As a Spaniard,” he
says, ‘i't gives me great pain to see the
importance which is being given to this
matter, The president of tne council is
no stranger to this beating or tue arum,
which everywhere in the world will be
looked upon as ridiculous.

The
issue so suceinctly put by his excellency,
the Goverrnor-General of Canada, on the
floors of this very chamber, was between
two ideals, the British ideal of freedom
and liberty on the one hand, and the
German ideal of the doctrine of the
mailed fish, “that might is right” on the
other. The, cause of freedom and liberty
has triumphed over might. Justice has
been vindicated and democracy saved.
The deathknell to military autocracy
was sounded when Great Britain de-
spatched that momentous “fourth of
August document. That document spell-
ed out in. solemn measured tone, the
final and complete overthrow of tne
German military power and those asso-
ciated with her,: Omininous days hung
over Britain’ and her Allies, but un-
daunted to the end, they held fast. All
sections of the long line from the North
Sea to Switzerland trembled, swayed and
bent, but were unbreakable.

All seemed impregnated with the truth
‘so aptly expressed by that great master
‘of strategy, “A battle won is a battle in
which one will not own one’s self beat-
en,” though pressed back and badly
crippled at times, yet they at noe time

Fletcher Peacock Tells of Value of
Vecational Training in Develop-
ing Good Citizeas

That vocational education is a neces-
sity at the present day when ninety per
cent of young folks eligible for high
school keep out of it is tne emphatic |
opinion of Fletcher Peacock, director of
vocational training for the province, who
addressed the Canadiam Club at Bond’s
last evening. Sheriff A. A. Wilson was
chairman.

Mr. Peacock, at the beginning of his
address, remarked that vocational edu-
cation is not ‘a sordid sort of thing and
has not for its idea the piling up of
wealth, as some have supposed. The
activities. of the vocational training de-
partment are confined to secondary con-
ditions. The matter of higher education
is not considered. There are two, things
necessary. The high school boy should
become a first class mechanic if he is
going into that sort of thing and he
should also become a first class citizen,
the latter by the teaching of govern-
ment systems, etc. In vocational educa-
tion there is a great field for conserva-!
tion. Here is ninety per cent of the
country’s material going fto waste, as
only ten per cent of the boys are getting
a high schoo) edmeation when all are en-
titled to it. Thousands are going into
the world unprepared. Some will make
failures and many make but a- bare liv-
tng.- Some boys are on the road to be-
come public charges and lack of edunca-
tion is the cause of boys going before
the police courts. It is a public duty
to educate them, make them self-sustain-
ing and an asset to the country. 1

The danger in the west today is Bol-l
shevism and it is from the uneducated |
vouths that this class comes. Tt is up
to us to see that all the boys are proper-
ly educated unless we are to have very
undesirable results. There is an eco-
nomical side to the question, a country
to have influence must have wealth and
great employment institutions. We are
entering on a great competitive war, one
in which there will be no armistice,

Mr. Peacock spoke of the danger of
many of the workers becoming part of
a mere machine. He believed that those
who did not want Greek and Latin
should: take up other subjects which
would be of vocational value. Greek
and Latin are useful but too much em-
phasis has been put on them to the
exclusion ' of other subjects.” Manual
training had been a great advance but
it did not prove to be what manufac-
‘turers thought they were getting. It was,
but a kindergarten to real vocational
education. The apprenticeship system !
had broken down and the division of
labor system took its place, under which
men, learned only one part of a machine
and really became part of the machine
itself, useless for anything else.

In vocational education Massachu-
setts had taken the lead in the United
States and under Governor Douglas de-
veloped a system in 1906 which has now
been adopted by all the other states and |
several of the provinces. Congress had
appropriated several million dollars to
the work in the various states.

New Brunswick fell into line last year
and it was a step in the right direction.
The province will pay the municipalities
one-half of the cost of maintenance
where such training is undertaken, There |
are nearly 20,000 students of high school |
age in the province out of high school. '
. In St. John there are 600 in the high |
school and 2,000 of the right age out of |
high school. This is the situation that
must be grasped. The captains of in- |
dustry, the labor men and educational-
ists in St. John must get together. The
dominion government should come for-.
ward and assess the provinces in this
guestion of national importance in order
more readily to contribute to the de-|
velopment of this vast country. Such a '
system will contribute to the upbuilding :
of St. John and make the city great.

Mr. Peacock spoke of those who leave |
the city to obtain employment elsewhere ‘
and of the value of vocational education '
to those who take up shipbuilding. Hei
considered that the situation was ripe,
for action’all over the province as the;
people everywhere are interesting them-
selves in the question of equipping their
children. It was necessary to build up
a: vocational high school so that the
ninety per cent of pupils not in the
classical high school may attend and
learn to become good citizens.

' War is the gambling of kings, Caesar,
Hannibal, _Alexander, Frederick the
Gerat Napoleon were arch-gamblers.
Wililam Hohenzollern was a gambler,
but he was not an arch-gambler. He
thought he was, and therein was the
seed of his undoing. Like Napoleon, he
thought he could deal a hand ‘with every
monarch in Europe and win out, inas-
much as the cards he played with were
‘marked. But even the arch-gambler
‘Napoleon lost when he dealt his cards
to his cool, long-waiting British advers-
‘ary. The Hohenzollern lost when he in-
\vited John Bull and Uncle Sam into the'
game. But the Hohenzollern was a
“bumblepuppy piayer compared with Na-
?olmn. Only in one respect does the;
-defeated Kaiser resemble the Corsican
‘conqueror, Napoleon the Great was a
‘consummate liar,
~ ' But even the great Corsican made mis-
takes. His most egregious mistake, the,
‘mistake that eventually brought about
ruin, was the invasion of Russia.
his was a mistake in psychology. He
was a man of the Latin race, and the
_ Latin race has never understood the

Napoleon thought that the Russians
would act as his enemies of the Latin
race had acted. “They are savages,” he
said. “It is a barbaric and stupid in-
stinet that makes them destroy their
own property for the sake of hampering
us. As we approach Moscow we shall
find that the more civilized inhabitants

of the village, enervated by an easy life,!

rendered selfish by possession of wealth,
~vill not abandon their property, but will
barter and sell to us; and find them-
selves the victims of our might” And
the army believed him. The army al-
ways believed him.

He did not know that they would per-
form prodigious acts of self-sacrifice in
order to drive the invader from their
marshes. If Napoleon had been a bet-
ter psychologist he would never have
invaded Russia.
