HALIFAX, May 2.—With the rescue

this morning by the government
steamer Stanley of the crew of the
Norwegian steamer Moldegaard, which
piled up yesterday morning in Shut-
In Island, nine miles off Chebucto
Head, it was thought in marine
circles that the toll of life taken in the
series of North Atlantic disasters
. caused by the dense fog that has
shrouded the coast of Nova Scotia fot
three days would remain at five, repre-
senting the loss in the sinking of the
Nova Scotia schooner Cape D’Or,
which was rammed and sunk Thurs-
day afternoon by the coal-carrying
steamer Clackamas.

The Clacksmas, bound from No
folk, Virginia, for Halifyax with coadl,
was picking its way through the fog
on the last lap of the voyage when it
crashed into the Cape D’Or at 425
Thursday afternioon. S

The Moldegaard disaster was the
next reported and throughout yester-
day efforts were being made lo dis-
cover the Norwegian steamer which
was bound from Alexandria to an
American port, and her captain wus
so off his course when he struck, that
the wrong position was given and
would-be rescuers were at a loss until
this morning when the Government
steamer Stanley found the stricken
vessel on Shut-In Island, and made the
rescue of her crew. The ship was be-
lieved a total loss, but thrce men re-
mained aboard. Hopes were entertain-
ed that her cargo would be salvaged.

AZOV TOTAL LOSS.

While the Moldeghard was being
sought on the shores near Halifax
Harbor, the molasses carrying stcamer
Azov from Cuba, for Montreal, wreck-
ed itself on the rocks on the Cape
Breton coast near Arichat. All the
¢érew were taken off but it was feared
the steamer would be a total loss.

Today the fog was almost as thick
as ever with a heavy rainfall.

WRECK IDENTIFIED.

C. H. Harvey, local agent of the
Marine and Fisheries Department, was
in receipt this morning, of advices
from the Canadian Government steamer
Arleux, stating that the wreckage
located yesterday off Liverpool, N. S,
had been identified as the three masted
schooner Cape D’Or, which was ram-
med by the steamer Clackamas yes-
terday and which resulted in the
drowning of four seamen and the cap-
tain’s wife, Mrs. Wilkie, whose body
was recovered apd brought to Halifax.

For it is known that Frauce has
developed a new type of cruiser-des-
troyer which will be capable of run-
ning down and sinking with ease the
ten thousand ton cruisers that are now
being built in America, Japan and
Britain,

Japan has retailiated with a new
type of cruiser which for fighting power
and speed is more formidable than any
modern cruiser afloat of corresponding

tonnage.
New War Feared.

The experts point out that this con-
struction and these developments have
reduced relative fighting value of inost
of the British cruisers while some poli-
ticians are demanding a new naval con-
ference to control this new race in
armaments fearing it may lead to
another war the British navy is de-
termined to keep well ahead of its
rivals. .

SNOW IN NORTH

All of Areas Burned Over, Ex-
cept 80 Acres, Are on

REDERICTON, May 2.—Fourteen

hundred acres have already been
burned over by forest and bush fies in
New Brunswick, the season of 1925
being marked by the earliest start of
the fire menace on record.

All the 1,400 acres burned over are
privately owned lands, with the excep-
tion of 80 acres of Crown lands, but,
the record shows unheard of losses for
such an early date. Usually it is the
month of May before the first fires
occur, but this year there were 4
fires in April, commencing on the
sixth.

CHARLOTTE BADLY HIT.

Charlotte country was hardest hit
by the early fires, seven of the 14
occurring in that county, and the most
serious was at Pennsfield, where 1,000
acres—much of it young soft wood
growth—were burned over,
still snow in the woods in the north-

Better Payments to be Made,

Says Bishop Lawrence of
New York.

Pension Fund of the Protestant Epis-
copal Church, announced that the sur-
plus of the fend had so increased that
payments to retired clergymen or their
widows of $600 and $300 annually, re-
spectively, could be increased.

From $8,500,000, which was $3,500,000
more than was originally thought to
be necessary, the pension fund has
grown to more than $17,000,000. As-
sessments will be paid from the sur-
plus into the active pension fund and
stich payments applied to the pensions
of retired clergymen in successive
groups of 100, according to the date
of their ordination.

UNITY AND PROGRESS.

At the annual meeting of the Cana-
dian Daily Newspapers Association in
Torontp on Wednesday the importance
of a greater degree of unity in Canada
was emphasized by men representing
every daily newspaper of importance
fhrogghout the Dominion. =

“This Association,” said the resolu-
tion adopted,. “views with much grati-
fication the proposals on foot to foster
a spirit of greater unity between the
provinces of the Domipion. We appre-
which have Dbeen

ship hearty endorsation of the move-

ment, which we believe will tend

greatly to the development of Canada
as a whole.”

With greater unity, a closer under-
standing, there will be developed the
. co-operation from coast to coast which
is essential to the satisfactory progress
of Canada toward the high plane of
contentment and prosperity which its
people should enjoy. Manifestly the
daily newspapers of the country will
be doing a highly necessary and com-
mendable work in fostering such a
movement, which the Association
rightly regards as tending greatly to
the development of the country as a
whole.

It has been said in some quarters
‘fhat the Maritime Provinces and the
Prairie district are disposed to adopt
a hostile attitude toward the Central
Provinces, as though jealous of the
success of that more populous section
of Canada. That is a mistaken view.
Ontario and Quebec. cannot be too
prosperous to suit either the Prairies
or the Maritimes. We are not envious
of success elsewhere. The Maritimes
and the West, however, have been
making it clear that in their view all
of the provinces much be more ready
to give careful consideration to the
shaping- of national policies. designed
o extend the benefits of federal action
In the matter
of transportation, of the tariff, and of
immigration particularly, it is essential
to recognize that Canada as a whole
cannot prosper if some of its provinces
are merely tributary.

Not one of them can achieve success
and contentment unless its people show
both courage and enterprise in working
out their own destiny. That is fully
recognized in the Maritimes certainly,
There is no expectation that Ottawa
is going to supply any magic remedy
for a business depression which has
been lorg continued and more or less
world-wide, but, East and West, there
is an expectation, and a reasonable
one, that when a tariff is framed it
shall be one quite as much in the inter-
ests of the Maritime Provinces and of
the Prairie district as of Toronto and
Montreal. As.to immigration and all
the federal activities in connection with
it, it is but reasonable to insist that
Ontario and the West shall not be the
ondx districts kept in mind by those
who are advertising the advantages of
Canada overseas or in the. United
Btates, or who are selecting the terri-
tory in which the immigrants are to
be distributed. In the matter of trans-
portation, inasmuch as we have all
shared ip the cost of building the rail-
ways, it is but reasonable that the
Interests of the Maritime ports shall
be given the same degree of considera-
tion that is extended to the Western
wheat grower.

The extremists will never give
Capada prosperity and contentment,

whether they be the men who want
free trade on the one hand or on the
other those who advocate a high pro-

tective tariff. REither of these policies
would split the country, instead of
promoting in every section of it the
spirit of unity, co-operation and fair
play which is vital to success.

SUPPORT THE LEAGUE,

The people of Saint John, and those
of all Canada, are being asked at
present to give their active support to
the League of Nations, and the Saint
John Branch of the League of Nations
Society is to-day doing its part 4n a
Dominion-wide campaign to secure
100,000 members and $100,000 for the
League.

People of good-will everywhere should
give this support. The League
comprises fifty-five nations mutually
pledged not to résort to war and to
settle their disputes by peaceful
methods. The organization to-day is
humanitys strongest and best guar-
antee of peace, liberty and security.
There are several classes of member-
ship, that for individuals involving a
nominal fee. There is a family mem-
bership, and a corporate membership
for churches, sqcieties and other organ-
izations, and all these forms of mem-
bership are being taken up throughout
the country.

Perhaps there are too few people
who realize the actual work that the
League of Nations has accomplished
since it was formed in 1920. Here 15
a brief summary.

The League has prevented five wars
in five years.

The League has established a World
Court of International Justice.

The League hasgprevented the spread
of epidemic diseases in many parts of
the world and is working to eliminate
them.

The League has repatriated over
four hundred thousand war prisoners
who were homeless and destitute

The League has effectively re-
stricted the traffic in women and
children.

The League has established a world-
wide organization to stamp out the
use of opium and other harmful drugs.

The League has reconstructed Aus-
tria and Hungary and thus restored
millions of people to a state 'of
economic and ‘business stability which
enables them to buy from Canada and
other countries.

The League has through the Inte:-
national Labor Bureau removed many
long standing misconceptions that
existed between Capital and Labor.

By joining the League of Nations
Society a citizen adopts practically the
only way in which he cin make his
influence felt in forwarding the cause
of world peace. It costs something to
extend the League organization and
too carry on the work of promoting and
consolidating peace sentiment, but the
individual in considering this cost

mendous money sacrifices which war
involves, not to speak of the loss and
sorrow which cannot be measured in
terms of money. So a smal! contribu-
tion toward the cause of peace is a
normal and necessary step on the part
of all thoughtful people who desize
to help in giving the world the
greatest boon it can enjoy—sustained
peace, liberty and justice.

It will not do to leave this work to
others, or to regard the cause merely
as one belonging to other countries.
That is a merely blind and selfish view.
We in Saint John who shared the sac-
rifices of the war should respond to the
call to make the forces of lasting peace
vietorious.

A Mysterious Tract

The Sargasso Sea, that tract of float-
ing  seaweed in the north Atlantic
which was discovered by Columbus
on his first voyage to America, when
he became involved in it, iz still full
of mystery to the scientist.

west. The mountains commence in
Tibet, cross Bhutan, then ¥un through
Sikkim and Bengal, through the centre
of Nepal and then again into Empire
territory in the Kashmir, Punjab and
the north western provinces of India.
If one has been privileged to behold
the Canadian Rockies and the Swiss
Alps, and then to witness some of the
ranges that make up the’ Himalayas,
two . points of interest will come at
once to his mind. In the Asiatic range
there are no foothills. The condition
might better be described as an ab-
sence of the smaller ranges that sur-
round the Rockies and the Alps. Like
Kipling’s Road to Mandalay, the Him-
alayas rise up lke thunder from the
plains of Bengal. Towering peaks with
rugged walls that have been cut and
scarred by raging torrents greet the
visitor with a suddenness that is in-
spiring. )

A second outstanding feature in com-
parison with our western range is the
complexity of vegetation; Tropical
trees, plants and flowers, interspersed
with tea and spice gardens, fill many
of the valleys. Above are forests of
tropical hardwoods, that blend into

specimens that thrive only in the cold,
and above all is the eternal snow. The
word Himalaya is from the Sanskrit,
and mcans the abode of the snow god.

Packing Industry

EMPLOYMENT FOR 50
MEN AT BEG]NN]{WG

New Abattoir Seen Giving
stock Market.

MONTREAL, Que., May 1—
The industries of the Mari-
time provinces are to be aug-
mented by the establishment of
a large meat packing plant, ac-
cording to an announcement by
A‘fhe Canadian National Railways.
Mr. J. E. Dalrymple, vice-
president of the national system
has been endeavoring for some
time to have the Swift Canadian
Company open a branch of their
industry in the Maritimes and
agents of the two companies
have made careful inquiries into
the possibilities of the territory.

The result of the investigation has

Moncton, N, B., May 1—The con-
tract for the building at Moncton of
the first unit of the packing plant to
be of the Swift Canadian Co. was
awarded at noon today to Ald. Am-
brose Wheeler of this city.

Work begins tomorrow morning on
the excavation, the site being on land
adjacent to the C. N. R. The work is
to be completed by July 15, and the
plant is to be in operation on August
1. The machinery and refrigeration
appliances will be installed by Upper
Canadian concerns.

COMPOSITION OF PLANT

The first unit will be 64 x 112 feet,
22 feet high, and will be of concrete,
brick and tile construction. The plant
will cemprise killing pens, dressing
roams, two coolers and a refrigeration
room, offices and boiler house.

J. H. Tapley, of Toronto, and W.
A. Barnett, of Chicago, who have been
in the city in completing arrangements
for construction, left Moncton today
for Toronto. The manager of the new
plant will be appointed shortly and
will arrive in Moncton in about a
month.

Preventable

KITCHH‘IER, Ont, May 3—Dr.

J. E. Hett, of this city, dis-
coverer of the treatment of abdomi-
04l fibroids with X-ray, has an-
nounced after years of research a
theory by which he establishes the
primary ~cause of suicides and
claims as a result of his investiga-
tion that ninety per cent. of sui-.
cides are preventable,

Dr. Hett declares it is all wrong
to lay suicides at the door of men-
tal\ conditions arising from shock,
foss of money, worry other
mental stress, These, he asserts,
are only. or contribu-
tory, The real causes are
certain physical pathological gene-
rations gradually brought about by’
certain life habits.-

in all cases of suicide coming under

investigation, He

claims medical science has hereto-

fore thrown absolutely no light on
suicides.

WORLD’S  LARGEST
TELESCOPE PLANNED

Observatory Designed to be
Placed on Mount Salive
Near Geneva.

GENEVA, ' May 8—The biggest
telescope which can be made at the
present time is to be erected on Mount
Saleve, near Geneva, at an altitide of
more than 4,000 feet.

What its size will be is not yet
known. Experiments' are being carried
out by two American scientists near
Paris, and it is hoped they may suc-
ceed in casting a glass disc for a re-
flector twice as big as the present
largest, at Mount Wilson, in America,
which measures 100 inches in diameter.

In any case, the reflector will weigh
several tons, and will have to be
brought to its destination by road on

a truck drawn by motor tractor. A
start has already been made with the
building of a road up the Saleve, but
the boservatory will not be built until
the dimensions of the telescope are
known.

RESULT OF MISSION,

The establishment of this new steam-
ship service to India and other British

possessions out of Saint Jobn is the di-
rect result of the mission undertaken by
The Telegraph-Journal and The Times-
Star early in the year. The envoys of
these newspapers during their = tour
across Canada established. connections
with automobile manufacturers, espec-
fally the Ford Motor Company, and
urged upon these interests the advisa-
bility of shipping their product through
Canadian ports. Many of these ship-
ments will be made during the sum-
mer months and it is now arranged to
have the Roosevelt Company’s ships
make two sailings from this port per
month. They will carry other cargo
besides automobiles.

NEGOTIATIONS CONCLUDED.

Some time ago a representative of
the Roosevelt Company visited Saint

John and discussed the project for es-
tablishing a service out of this port
with shipping men and representatives
of the C. N. R. Since then negotia-
tions Have been proceeding between
these parties and the definite arrange-
ments to start the service in June next
have, so it is said, been finally decided
upon.

There is every likelihood of R. C.
Elkin Company being the local agents
of the Roosevelt Company, while the
C. N.-R. is .co-operating In every way
to make the service a success.

The importance of this new service
will be far-reaching. Naturally bubi-
ness interests here will benefit consid-
erably, while the inauguration of the
service means additional business for

the stevedores, the railwaymen not
only in Saint John, but in the shops at
Moncton.

The securmg of thls new business
for Saint John and vicinity is just an-
other indication of what results may
be obtained from a co-ordinated effort
on the part of the interests concerned.
When the envoy of The Telegraph-
Journal and Times-Star conferred with
the officials of the Ford Motor Com-
pany a few months ago the possibili-
ties of the port of Saint John were
very clearly pointed out and now
comes this new steamship service,
which is to be utilized to a great extent
by the Ford concern in the shipment
of their product to other British pos-
sessions through Canadian ports.

Provincial W. C. T. U. Ex-
ecutive Agrees to Re-
moval of Fountain.

The Saint John civic war memorial
: tommittee yesterday afternoon at a

largely attended meeting unanimously
passed a resolution providing for the
appointment. of a committee to ap-
proach the City Council once more in
an attempt to obtain permission for the
use ))Fthe head of King street site for
the “memorial.

The resolution, which was moved by
Hon. J. G. Forbes and seconded by
Col. E. T. Sturdee, provided that, fail-
ing to secire consent for the desired
site, the memorial should be stored for
8 yvear or until circumstances were
favorable. The general opinion of the
meeting was that no other site than
that at the head of King street would
be acceptable.

Mr. Hayes reviewed briefly the
events which had led up to yesterday’s
n:eeting.

Colonel Sturdee moved that the com-
mittee proceed te erect the monument
on the site in front of the Admiral
Beatty Hotel

Mr, Ellis asked if it was not a fact
that the meeting of citizens had re-
guested the committee to secure the
head of King street site and he ques-
tioned whether the committee would
have any right to proceed to erect the
monument elsewhere without reporting
back to a mass meeting of citizens.

Mrs. E. A. Young seconded Colonel
Sturdee’s motion and stated her belief
that the site in front of the hotel was
more desirable as being more retired,
somewhat -apart from the noise and
crowd of the head of King street and
more condicive to the contemplation
of what the manument represented.

OTHER OPINIONS.

Dr. Peat believed the design had been
made to go on the head of King street
site and put anywhere else would be
out of place. He considered the Old
Burying ground would be a good loca-
tion for the Loyalist memorial fountain
which now occupies the head of King
street site.

Mrs. Morrisey said that in the erec-
tion of the war memorial the sole idea
was to honor the dead and to give
them the second best place was un-
thinkable. She believed the Loyalist
women would turn in their graves if
they thought any one would give sec-
ond best place to the soldiers.

Mr. Dykeman referred to the fact
that St. John’s, Newfoundland, a city
of 30,000 population had erected a me-
morial costing $80,000 and had placed
it in the busiest centre of the city.

Colonel Sturdee asked what the com-
mittee could do when the council re-
fused to give the site.

Mr. Kirby said that when the com-
mittee interviewed the City Council a
year ago only one man had been
against the site and that was the
Mayor. He felt the City Council had
held off its decision too long and he
considered there should be a meeting
of contributors to see what action they
desired.

The situation was pathetic”in Mr.
Tilley’s opinion when there was fight-
ing and quibbling over the place to put
a memorial to the men who had given
their lives. No place should be too
good for that memorial. If a second
choice had to, be considered he would
have favored 3nc opposite to the F. A.
Dykeman store. Hearty applause was
given Mr. Tilley’s spirited speech.

' “NOT VERY LONG.”

Hon. J. R. Armstrong said he was
not a member of the committee and
had attended the meeting under the
impression it was a public gathering,
but he would like to say that the com-
mittee should not accept any other site
without going back to the subscribers.
If the site could not be got from this
City Council the monument should be
stored until the city got a council that
would grant the site and that would
not be very long. i

JUDGE FORBES.

Judge Forbes moved that word be
sent the City Cotincil that unless the
desired site be conceded the monument
would be stored until such time as they
“could get their hands on them.”

It was suggested that Judge Forbes’
motion could be more tactfully worded
and it was finally worded that a sub-
committee should be appointed to en-
dtf:/or to secure the permission of the
City Council for the use of the head
of King street site and failing that to
have the erection of the monument
postponed.

Suggestions For
Ball Teams

In order that baseball might be

given its proper place among the
5ports of the Maritime Provinces, W.
- Rippey, superintendent of the C. N,
R with headquarters in Moncton, while
in Sdmt John yesterday, suggested that
more local talent be used in the teams.
His idea is that if the different teams
would import a battery each and then
build up home talent around these the
game would prosper and the local boys
would have a chance of learning the
finer points of the game from the im-
ported men, who probably would be
former merbers of big league teams.

He thought it would be possible that
some player of more than ordinary abil-
ity might be secured by each team, if
the battery idea did not meet with
approval, to act as coach.

It was mentioned that in Saint John
several years ago George Winter came
and took charge of the Marathons and
that the boys developed considerable
baseball knowledge.

Mr. Rippey said that proper coach-
ing was necessary to make players. He
instanced the days when he was a
player with the Moncton professional
team which existed when professional
baseball first came to New Brunswick.
He said that Saint John had secured a
professional battery and that Moncton
had followed by importing a coach; who
‘taught the Moncton boys the fine
points of the game. The results of
this coaching were seen for years after
in the Moncton teams.

In recent years, Mr. Rippey said,
baseball teams here had been import-
ing players and paying large salaries,
when home talent with proper training
would do better work and create a
greater interest in the sport. The im-
ported men had their jobs to look
after, and where there was compem
tion for places they were not going to
tell others how to better their play
when it might mean that they would
be ousted.

Mr. Rippey’s idea is that, if a pro-
fessional league is formed this year,
that the teams should be restricted to
two imported players. For with more
the financial burden would be too great, ™
The home boys should be given a
chance to get proper training and
coaching.

Mr. Rippey was one of the pioneers
of baseball in thig province and his
playing was featured in many of the
early games.

Motion Pictures to be Taken
at Assembly and Re-
viewing Stand.

The church parade of the Boy Scouts
and Wolf’s Cubs of the city, embracing
the groups attached to the Protestant,
Catholic and Jewish churches, will
start off on King street East in the
vicinity of 1040 Sunday forenoon,
and march part at the salute in front of
Imperial Theatre, where the reviewing
party will stand.

At 10.15 the assembly will take
place.

It is expected there will be
150 boys from the Catholic division
and 850 of the Protestant and Jewish
denominations. ¢

o’clock. Those going to the Cathedral
of the Immaculate Conception will be
next in line, and will fall.out at Water-
loo street for their service at 11.30
o’clock.

He states that if the decision of the
Appeal Court was allowed to stand,
the distribution system of the Power
Commission constructed at a cost of

to the Court of Appeals, which court
decided against the Power Company.

" “It was the city which then appealed
to the Supreme Court of Canada. In-
asmuch as the city is determined to
fight this case through the courts, with
