And other Matters

{Editor the Guardian).
Dear Bir, —Early in June last year
the Depsriment of Marine and Fish-
e:ies sent out a decisi)n of the Fish-
eries Boatd, that no cod traps or nets
shall be set out from the fiahing ground
extending from Feather Point, Hatbor
Grace, 10 Bay Roberts Point. This
piece of ground is about six miles in

:readth. It is capable of containing
some hundreds of codtraps and a very
great number of nets. It is also cap-
able of berthing & very great army of
handline fishermen. A small portion
of this ground has been used for
several years back by trap ﬁshormen
fiom Bryant’s Cove.

The grouni has been used in part by
some 40 or 50 handline boats from
Island Cove and Bryant’s Cove. For a
groat many years back handline boats
have not on the average beem able to
secure as much as ten qtls per boat up
to ahout Aug, 15th., when the trapping
seasen is over and the trapa are taken
up. This year ss well as last fish Lave
been very plentiful on this ground. It
has been there this season in great
abundance and it can be shown that
handline beats have not averaged six
to eight qtls. per boat up to August
15th., excepting what may have been
procured some jew days later on trawle
in deep water:

However, thinking over the bighest
figure and allowing for 50 boats the
total catch bmandllnem has not been
more than 50x8—400 qtis at $6.00, re-
presenting $2400.00 earnings. The 19
traps in Brysat’s Cove alome could
fairly bave averaged 300 qtls. per trap
this season, and this gives 4800 qtls
at $6.00—$28,800.00. By forcing the
traps off thi#~ground they have net
averaged 60 gtls per trap, giving a total
value of $6,000.00.

This idiotic and stupid regulation of
the Fisheries Board has thus cost the
fishermen of this small section the
sum of some $20,000.00 and it has not
added one sent to the earning of the
handliners. The whole country is thus
poorer, to at least this amount by this
peace of stupid. polmes, for politics i

| igjggatdea ru IRADONES
to'a petition ugned by’ }ﬁ)ese same

bardliners and their friends who are
not fishing at all. The Board made
this ruling because the number
petitioning sgainst was greater than
that for the traps. This iz not Fish-
eries bat only stupid pelitics.

The possible earning power of the
people is the question to consider, and
after sufficient proof was forwarded of
injury to amy eall of wage earners
then and thea only shoull any re-
striction whatever be placed against a
fisherman earning on honest and well-
deserved living from his fishing
operations, When will we begin to
use some sense in our fishiag oper-
ations and regulations. Who ean es-
timate how mgny million quiantals of
cod have passed in and eut ef this
Conceptizn Bay this season. For
weeks the great large fish literally
filled the waters over this area and
very mueh further up the Bay. Thie
much could be seen by anyone who
choose tolook down imto the water.
Out of these millions of quintals a
paliry few thousand have been eaught
dy all means. These fish could not be
caught by all means. These fish could
mot be caught with bait or jigger but
conld be secured by the use of the
twine in traps and nets. By the use
of a little intelligent diredtion by an
intelligent and mon-political Fisheries
Department and thoughtful and let us
a2y technical operation on the part of
our fishers, we ¢ould {all soon become
independent and the whole country be
flourishing.

One could write for months on the
stupiday of our fishery regulati-ns. Fo
instance take that regulation which
prevents seining of herring for foo

from April to Auvgnst in this ssetion
with herring in abundance and their
value of ordinary cure, $3.50 to $4.00,
and Scotch cure, $8.00 to $10.00.© And
tben we spend our time and energy
deling cut poerrelicf.
