The Czar Orders That Extensive Works 
Fbr Their Relief Be Commenced 

Immediately.

St. Petersburg, Feb. 27.—The Czar 
has personally intervened in behalf of the 
famine-stricken Finns, and has ordered 
that extensive relief works be started 
without delay. Besides the immediate 
construction of the proposed Idensalmi- 
ICayana railroad, which will cost $700,- 
000, His Majesty has sanctioned the ex­
penditure of $800,000 on the Uleaborg- 
Tomea line, voted by the senate but 
hitherto unapproved, the yaising of a 
$2,000,000 loan for other railroad con­
struction, the establishment of a bank 
with a capital of $800,000, which sum is 
to be used in making loans to peasant 
farmers, and has approved an appropri­
ation of $140,000 for public works, prin­
cipally the drainage of swamps.

It is believed the proposed relief works 
will employ most of the able-bodied, 
and that consequently the voluntary com­
mittee’s responsibilities will lightened 
and the necessities of the people satisfied 
without outside aid, which the^ Finns 
gratefully accepted, although they have 
never solicited it.

The appeals against the orders made 
by Mr. Justice VYalkem setting the Pat­
erson election petition for trial On March 
12th, and refusing to fix a day for trial 
of the Prior petition, came up before the 
special sittings of the Full court Friday 
morning. The Chief Justice presided, 
aud with him were Justices Drake and 
Martin.

L. P. Duff, K.C., who appeared iu sup­
port of both appeals, stated that if the 
North Victoria appeal should be allowed, 
and the order for trial set aside, it would 
not be necessary to deal with the Vic­
toria city appeal at present, and he there­
fore wished to lake the North Victoria 
case first.

R. Cassidy, K.C., who appeared for the 
petitioners, raised some technical objec­
tions to this appeal being heard 
special sittings, which however, the 
Court would not sustain.

Mr. Duff then proceeded to give the 
Court the various dates connected with 
îhis petition, showing that Mr. Paterson 
has had no opportunity of knowing the 
nature of the charges that will be laid 
against him, nor any chance of preparing 
for trial. He pointed out that 
as Mr. Cassidy applied to fix the date 
of trial, the respondent had taken out 
bis summons for particulars cf these 
charges, and beta matters were argued 
at the same time on Monday last before 
Mr. Justice \\ aikem, and His Lordship 
on Wednesday set the trial for March 
72th, but made no order for particulars, 
and this matter was therefore still pend- 
,rtA- Mr. Cassidy had professed to be 
willing to give particulars, yet on Wed­
nesday he wrote a letter stating that 
an order had noc been made and he 
would not give particulars until one had 
been pronounced. He was then proceed­
ing to argue this question of the effect 3 
of this proclamation adjourning the ses­
sion till April 2nd, but was stopped by 
the Court, who wished to hear what Mr. 
Cassidy had to- say on the question of 
particulars. The latter contended that 
he had not opposed the summons for 
particulars, and it was an oversight by 
Mr. Justice Walkc-n. He was willing 
to give the particulars this afternoon, 
aud the charges would not total more 
than sixty. He was forcibly reminded 
by the Court, however, that no order 
for trial should have been made without 
tlie time for particulars being fixed, and 
that his present eagerness to furnish 
particulars,, if the date of trial were al­
lowed to stand, didn’t look well iu face 
of his letter of Wednesday.

Mr.. Cassidy could not succeed in alter­
ing this view of the Court, who unanim­
ously set aside Mr. Justice Walkem’s 
order, with costs. The question of the 
effect of the proclamation adjourning 
tile session was not touched.upon by the 
Full court. The appeals against Uie or­
ders for the respondent to make discov­
ery and submit to examination were al­
lowed to stand over until the next regu­
lar sittings of the Court.

À few days ago we weré Jtreated in 
jour morning contemporary to a dis­
quisition (accompanied by a family pedi­
gree) on Canadian patriotism,- as com­
pared with the English article. I am an 
Englishman, and while I yteld to no 
naâna in love of the Motherland, not one 
■step would I follow her in t|ie sacrifice 
of Canadian interests to à mawkish 
sentiment having for its object the pro­
pitiation of the United States.’

If the Imperial legislators who are so 
anxious to throw a sop to ttie Yankees 
as compensation for the assertion of our 
rights in Venezuela, had bees residents 
in New York at, the time of the former 
Venezuela dispute, when everything 
British was vilified by a gutter-born, 
gutter-fed yellow preee, their present ac­
tion would be very different; nor be 
ready to sive te out bitterest political 
and commercial rivals anything they ask 
for.

7. Therefore we, the silver-lead miners of 
the East and - West Kootenay districts of 
British Columbia, in convention assembled, 
do hereby. recommend and respectfully urge 
the enactment of a Tariff Act which will 
afford ample protect,on to thé producers, 
manufacturers and transporters of lead, 
thereby creating and fostering a new and 
expansive home industry calculated to bene­
fit all classes by the stimulation of ha- 
tlonal trade and commerce.

Yesterday afternoon the Provincial 

Mining Association upon assembling at 
.3 o’clock took up the question of the sil­
ver-lead industry. The resolutions 
adopted by those attending the Sandon 
convention were unanimously endorsed. 
The convention also put itself on record, 
upon a motion introduced by S. S. Tay­
lor, K. C., of Nelson, as not being op­
posed to a fair system of taxation being 
enforced in connection with the mining 
industry. This was done in order that 
the resolution favoring the abolition of 
the 2 per cent, tax might not be con­
strued as an expression of a desire on 
thé part of the mining interests of the 
province to a^qid fair taxation. Smith 
Curtis, ,M. P. followed this with a 
resolution favorifig the imposition of a 
tax upon the profits of the mines, which 
was carried by a large majority.

A committee of ten, consisting of five 
representatives of labor and five of 
capital, was assigned the duty of devis­
ing the means of settling disputes be­
tween labor and capital. The committee, 
ft was recognized, had an arduous task 
before them.

Motion by Mr. taylor Provokes Muck 
Discussion—Other solutions

Pjaased.

H. B. Kirby said1 he was1 one of those 
who was seriously affected by this act, 
It was found more severe than that in 
force in other provinces of Canada or 
other countries. Boilers had been pur­
chased by companies in this province 
which were bought in good faith and 
enswering the inspection of other prov­
inces and of the United: States. Now an 
act came info force which did away 
with these in part or altogether. Plants, 
on account of pressures being cut down 
from 130 pounds to 100 pounds, were 
rendered of no use. His company had a 
$06,000 plant which by this was render­
ed useless on account of the heavy ex­
pense required to make it conform to 
the conditions of the act. While he 
agreed with the motion, he moved an 
amendment recommending the govern­
ment to consider the act with a view 
to amending if, and that they seek the 
opinion of experts in doing so.

Mr. Hazlewood, Phoenix, said the safe 
working pressures as provided by this 
act were exactly those adopted by the 
United States and British governments 
with reference to their warships. He 
hoped the motion would be defeated.

Mayor Dean, as a representative of 
insurance companies, was satisfied that 
a better protection was given by their 
inspections than that provided by the 
government. He suggested that an in­
spector-general might be appointed to ex­
amine insurance companies’ inspectors 
and give them certificates to act. In 
this way expense would be saved by tlie 
government, and tlie inspection would be 
just as efficient.

Mr. Waddell wanted the engineers to 
settle tbe matter.

T. C. Wolfenden, Armstrong, said en­
gineers hi his district approved of this 
act.

Mr. Hobson, being called upon, ex­
plained how the Mining Association of 
California settled the labor troubles. The 
original constitution .of. that association 
excluded the discussion of labor troubles, 
which, he believed, led to much of the 
success of it. Disputes were settled out­
side of• it. There was harmony there 
except In the copper mines of Iron Moun­
tain, Shasta county. Now the laborer 
and the mine owners lived together as 
one family. Had the consideration of 
these subjects been permitted in the 
meeting of the convention it would, he 
believed, have wrecked the association.

He was willing to deal with men. He 
had no trouble. There were men who 
had been with him from 17 years of age 
to 33 years. He had always paid the 
best wages going, and was paying from 
$3.50 to $5.00 a day. If they allowed 
the discussion of labor problems in this 
association it would not last one year. If 
labdr union troubles were allowed, the 
discussions would become so caustic that 
no harmony would prevail. They were 
here to devise ;the means of improving 
thé mining industry, and it could be done 
in a better way than by dealing with 
labor or capital. They must keep ont of 
labbr problems the same xVay as political 
matters were kept out.

ÿe hoped that it might be tried for 
one year, and then the constitution 
might, if necessary, be amended. He 
would help to settle every trouble which 
might arise., If it was required to refer 
the ’ matter to parliament he would be 
with, them if he had to travel 1,000 miles 
to do so.

Mr. Haggen, Revelstpke,, held that 
while it might be advisable to keep poli­
tical matters out of the convention, yet 
one of the great objects was to establish 
amicable relations between capital and 
labor.

Mr. Seaman held that strikes ought 
to be a thing of the past. Both sides 
said they did not want them to exist.
