If the News will dry its weeping eyes
and cease its howling and make an at-
tempt to give the public any editorial
proot, from honest statistics, in support
of its assertion that there is any loss of
population, decrease in real estate and
depression of trade, we will withdraw its
heretofore well earned title of ‘‘calamity
howler.”

The only well-written arguments it has
given us against the protective system are
quotations from the ApvaNce of a good
many years ago. This paper, eighteen
years ago, when the question of Protection
versus Free Trade was the great issue
issue between Liberals and Conservatives,
ranged itself on the Free trade side. It
was then possible to have a large measure
of-free trade as the leading feature of the
Dominion’s fiscal policy. We, who_)con-
tended for that principle, were vigorously,
although uunsuccessfully, opposed in
Northumberland by ilon. Peter Mitchell
and his friends. Mr. Mitcbell’s political
complexion at thst time may ve well
understood by a declaration in a speech
at a dinoer givea in his honor in St. John
by Mr. Domville (the present Grit candi-
date for Kings) and others, in which Mr.
Domville, referring to the Liberal party,
said ‘“We have fought them in parliament
and in the copstituencies; we will con-
tinue to fight them till h—1 freezes over,
and then we’ll fight them on ‘he ice.” It
was in ‘that spirit that Mr. Mitchell
fought the battle for protestion, against
us who were for free trade, or low tariff in
1878, About eight years afterwards Mr.
Mitohell had discovered his error, and he
came with overtures to the Liberal party,
renouncing his former allegiance to the
Conservatives, and confessing that he had
made a mistake in 1878, when he was the
champion of protection, which he would
now gladly help to rectify. The Liberals
of Northumberland—acting on the advice
of Hon. Edward Blake, who was then
1 .|'=u,.° Cr‘ Shei o rA; Mr.
Mitchell as their candidate in the hope
that they might assist in winning snocess
for the party at the polls throughout the
Dominion, and in some measure make
it possible to bring about a return to
their time-honored trade policy. The
Liberals of the County—assisted by the
ApvaNcE—won that election, as they
had done that of 1878, when they elected
Mr. Snowball, bat the protective policy of

the Conservatives carried the day in the
Dominion at large and fixed it immovably
as that of the country for generations to
come, at least.

The News furnishes its readers with
excellent specimens of free trade argu-
ment, by quoting our articles of those old
days, but, even if its editor were capable
of writing equally good ones, they would
not apply to the conditions which exist
to-day. Mr. Blake, who is a statesman,
told us, after the election of 1887, that a
free trade policy was an impossibility for
Canada. He learned, at Lis own cost,
that the people were against it. He had
good sense enough to abandon it. But
many of his followers were not so wise.
They were in favor of trying it in a new
form, and they invented commercisl
union and uurestricted reciprocity. We
confess that the ApvaNce endeavored to
stand by them, but it was finally driven
through disgust for their nosirums to get
int> more healthy company. It found a
more congenial and reliable political
atmosphere with many of its old liberal
associates who had been driven by the
vagaries of! the Iree trade Liberals into
the Liberal-Conservative perty, and if
our old friends who have been absorbed
by the Grits still prefer our writings of
years ago to anything they themselves
cab now produce, we must, of course,
admire their taste, although we may he
amused over the fact $hat they display
such a decided preference for being behind
the times—as usual.

The *‘facts, figures and plain honest
and truthfgl statements” of the News to
which we replied, showing the excellent
position of Cauada in the matter of debt
and taxation, isted of a miseraol
little bit of rant from an UOatario paper,
‘ending with a “‘blue ruin” wail of the
News over the alleged fact that the
D ’s interest t was $1000 an
hour. When that paper deals with the
facts and figures and arguments of our
reply, its 1eaders will probably give it
credit for knowing something of the sub-
ject under discussion. Its personal at-
tacks on the editor of the Apvance and
quotations from our columns of nearly
ten years ago, when we were assisting Mr.
Mitchell as a repentant prodigal, return-
ing to the Liberal fold because Sic John
A. Maodonald would not make him
a tory cabinet minister, are mot
intelligeut arguments as applied to the
issue raised by the Ontario Grit paper it
quoted fromr. - These personal attacks
may have been effective weapons in the
Neows writer’s hands when he was per-
forming on “Orange Troth” and other
equally rabid publications elsewhere, but
they will not commend either hik paper or
himeelf to the electurate of Northumber-
land, especially as we have already had a
surfeit of writers of that kind, of whose
papers our people are ashamed because
they reflect on the intelligence of those
for whom they are published and area
discredit to those who maintain them by
their patronage.

The M. P. for Restigouche.

Mer. John McAllister, who has served
the County of Restigouche very efficiently
in the Housb of Commons, was tendered a
very flattering reception by his leading
constituents on his return home from
Ottawa., He was presented with an
address in which reference was made to
some of the services he had rendered to
the County and a pledge of continued
support was given should he cnnsant to
be a candidate in the pending elsction.

Mr. McAllister, in replying to the ad-
dress, spoke in a straightforward manner
of his experiences at Ottawa, referring to
the difficulties a representative hadto
meet in carrying out the. wishes and pro-
moting the interests of his constituents.
He expressed in strong terms his con-
demnation of the tactics and obstruction
of the opposition in preventing necessary
' legislation being passed, at the late session
of parliament, which necessitated another
session that wonld cost the country not
less than $500,000. The subsidies to the
Restigouche and Victoria Railway, with
other grants, for harbor and other public
improvements for the county had,he said,
been blocked thereby.

Touching more particularly upon the
Manitoba Schoel Question, he said that a
great deal of opposition to remedial legis-
lation arose from the fact that it wasnut
fully understood; that it was not a ques-
tiou as to whether separate schools should
or should not be forced upon Manitobs,
but one of carrying out the constitution.
The Imperial Privy Council held
that the minority had a grievance, thac
their appeal was well. founded and that
the Manitoba Act of 1890 ought to be
supplemented by provisions which would
remove the grievanca. Greenway’s re-
fusal to make such provisivns threw upon
the Dominion Parliament the responsibility
of dealing with the question. He expresa-
ed the hope that, even yat, the Manitoba

would remedy the present grievance and
remove the matter from the arena of
Dominion politics.

Mr, McAllister is one of the most re-
liable of our parliamentary representatives,
and itis not at all pcobable that any
successful uppnsition can be offered to his
return to the next house.

Meanwhile he has become the chief
apostle of public schools and lesder of
what he calls ‘“the new party—the anti-

ed by some hundred Orangemen. Once
more he attacked the pro-Remedielists,
but he had no word to say against the
trade policy of the Adminbistration. Mr.
Wallace might have pointed out that on
the day before he and the other Conser-
vatives who had opposed the Remedial
bilt voted" with the Admistration when
Dr. Riofret, a French Liberal, mcved
uon-confidence in the government. The
question was as to the constitutionality of
the Government’s action in contracting
for nearly two million dollars worth of
arms and ammunition before having
secured the sanction of pailiament. The
motion was opposed by every anti Re-
medial Conservative and was voted down
by 67 to 35. Itis evident that the line
of cleavage in the Government’s ranks is
drawn close by the ‘‘little red school-
house.”

A Monarch Assassinated.

Last Friday morning the Shah of
Persia, accompanied by the Grand Visjer
and a nuwber of attendants, paid a visit
%o the Shrine of Shah Abdul Az'z. His
Majesty traversed the outer court of the
shrine, where he stopped and gave a bank
note to an Arab and apoke & few kind
‘words to a ‘water carrier. Two chains
barred the way to the inner court of the
shrine. The Shah had just passed the
first chain when an assassin approached
him, and when within a few feet of him
fired a revolver, the bullet from which
struck the Shah near the heart. His

rose to his feet and walked a few paces,
when he fell again. The assassin wus
immediately seized and hunied away.
The Shah at once became unconscious,
and was taken to his carriage and was
conveyed to the palace at Teheran,
whither doctors were summoned quickly.
When the physicians arrived at the
palace they found the Shah dead and
certified that his death was caused by a
bullet'lodged in the pericardial region,
,between the sixth and seventh ribs.

Muzzaffer-'d-Din, the dead monarch’s
second son and heir to the . throne, has
4 been ‘proclaimed Shah.

The 'assassination becomes a greater
source of regret from the fact that the
late Shah’s extended travels had taught
him a degree of religious tolerance sur-
passing most eastern putentates. Po.
litically the Shah of }Mersia occupied a
difficult position. Persia is a buffer state
between Russia on the one side and the
British possessions in India on the other.
Both Great Britain and Ruesia have the
keenest and best equipped diplomatists
in their service at the Shah’s court, and
some of the finest diplomatic work 1n the
world is done in Teheran.

RHODES AND THE BRITISH SOUTH AFRICAN
COMPANY WORKED SECRETLY FOR MONTHS

London, Msy 1.—A vastly different as-

pect has been put on the Transvaal trouble

by the publication of a nnmber of cipher
telegraphic despatches. It has been claimed

concern were not cognizant of the intended

raid into the territory of a frieudly state
and had no kuoowledge thata revoluticn
was pending in Johannesburg. Some oritics
of the compaoy, notably Mr. Labouchers,
M. P., editor of ‘Irath,” held that the
compavy'’s officials were fully aware of the
raid and scathingly arraigaed them for their
daplicity and hyprocrisy. This calied down
upon his head vituperative abuse from
certain journsls against which there is more
than a suspicion that they were subsidized
by the compauy. It appears now, bowever,
to be pretty firmly ectablished that the
events juatified Mr. Labouchere’s criticism
and this faet is admitted even by the papers
that have heretofore been firm in their
defence of Mr. Rhodes and his colleagues.

Farming in 1848 and Now.

|From the Lontlon, Ontario, Free Press.
Despite seeming drawbacks, of which so
much is heard, the situation of the hue-
bandman is vastly better now than at any
period for the last fifty years. In 1845 in
this city and in Upper Canada generally,
wheat sold-for only three shillings and nine
pence per bushel. This was reckoned in
what was ocslled ‘Halifax carrency,”
wherein 20 cents made & shilling. This
price would, therefors, mean 75 cents a
bushel. Eggs at that date were about 6
cents per dozen; butter, 10 cents per pound;
hay $6 per ton; potatoes, 20 cents per
bushel, and mutton and pork about 2 cents
per pound. The production ot these articles
at that time, taking a givea unit of value for
labor, gost three times the price that now
prevails. The introduction of labor-saving~
hinery has ch d the cost of pro-
duction so that a farmer can raise three
bushels of wheat as cheaply as he couald one
at the time of which we speak.

It has been truly said that “the farmers
of to-day would stand aghast at having to
work the stump mortir, the stamper, or
pound his corn in the hominy blocks of his
forefatbers, or to plod on foot 20 miles to
the nearest store for a bushel of ealt, or to
carry a sack of wheat on his back 20 or 30
miles to the nearest grist mill, iy
The hoe, the hopper, the sickle, the scythe,
the cradle, the handrake and the flail have
long since disappeared, to be replaced by
the gang-plow, the cultivator, seed-drill, the
mower, the reaper, the horse-rake aod the
steam threshing machine.”

REFINEMENT IN MEASUREMENT —BACTRRIA
AND X RAYS IN ANIMAL PHOSPHORESCKNCE
~—SIZE OF AN EARTHQUAEKE WAVE—IRON
ANNEALED BY TAPPING—NICKEL. ALUM-
INUM AND OTHER ALLOYS —RANGE OF
ARTILLERY.

Not the least marvel of science is the
degree of retinement to ‘which its moasara-
ments are now carried. Lens curvatures
of 1150,000 of an inch, aoccording to
Engineering Mechanice, can be measured.
In spectroscopic aoalysis of mers traces of
difierent elemepts, fractional wave lengths
are. read to 1-250000. mil ivnth of an inch.
Prof. Dewar, in his researches in liquid air,
attained & vacaum of 1-2500 millionth of an
atmosphere by filiing a vestel with mercurial
vapor aod exposiog itto a very low t:m-
perature; and Prof. Boys, with a simple
arrangement of quartz fibre, torsion balance,
avd mirror, ciaims to have been able to
just detect an attractive force of 1 20,000
of a grsin, In apgles, the Darwin péndulam
will indicate & movemeut of 1-300 of a
secoud—about the angular measuremdnt of
a penny piece at a distance of 1000 mil e.

The luminosity of a midge, (Chironomus
plumosus,) which has someumes been
observed in Rassia, Pcinerania, Persia and
Tarkestan in such numbers as to mike
whole trees glow, is now attributed to
bacteria, Such organisms have net been
actually discovered, but the flies sppe:r
sluggish and sickly, -as does a lumisous
beach shrump, which has heen foliud to
awarm with bacteria capable of imparting
phosphorescence to healthy, non-luminous
shrimps. An interesting vuggestion concern-
ing the different phosphorescence of the
glow-worm is that the creature contsins
fluorcscent material sn sensitive as to re-
spond tc attenuated X rayes whigh may be
everywheie present,

Earthquake oscillations are now measared
by delicate instruments thousands of miles
away, and there is no reason to doubt that
in futgre they may he traced around the
earth. Prof. Milne believes the earth pulsa-
tions to be long, low waves, Dr, Charles
Davison shows this to have been true in
one case at least, the Greek earthquake of
Apr.. 27, 1894, having been registered in
Birmingham, Eng., where the Jargest pulsa-
tion scems to have bad a length of abuut
28 miles and a height of half an inch.

The germ of an important scieatitic dis-
covery may found, Mr. Alex. E.
Outerbridge, Jr, has pointed out, in the
proof that cast iron doea not become bristie
under repeated shocks, as is geverally sup-
posed, but that the metal reaily undergoes
a kind of cold annealing' under shocks not
too savere, and has its strength increased.
This was noticed in 18§94, when a number
of test-bars that had ‘been knocked about in
a tumbling barrel for several hours show e
a gain in strength of 10 to 15 per cent. The,
same resuit was obtsined by giving one end
of a bar 3,000 taps with a band hammer. It
is claimed that every new casting is under a
condition of strain due to the varying rate
of cooling of different parts, and that re-
peated tapping may relicve these straius by
permitting the metallic particles to rearrauge
themeelves and assume s new coundition ot
molecular equhibriam. ‘A thousand tests
mintain the correctoess of this view,  The
experimeuts lead to the conclusions that
new castinga should not bhesuddenly sub-
j-cted . to tests approaching the severity of
intended service ; that it is perfecily practi-
cable to anneal castings by shocks when
cold, as is done in service, the old castings
becoming more reliable ; and that it i{s most
impurtant to app'y this method ta strong
iron castings and castings of irregular
section, as in these the initial ttraios are
greate-t. It is probable, but not yet proven,
that st-el and all metals may be subject to
the same law, and that new guns may be
relieved of straios and strengthened by
preliminary small charges of explosive,

Secking to extend the uscfulvess of

*| alaminum, M. Cnarles Margot, of Geveva,

has prepared some very intereating mixtures
with other metals. With 2§ per cent of
a'uminum and 72 of platinum, he obtained
an alloy of golden yellow color, which is
stable but brittle. Varying the propertions
of the constituents gave other tints, but
such mixtures were unstable and broke up
spontaneou-ly. With 20 to 25 per cent of
alaminum to 75 or 80 of cobalt, the color
ranged from straw to brown, and the metal
was g0 hard as to scratch glass, bat very
brittle and eusily powdered. An alloy qf
aluminum and palladium, in the proportiap
of 28 and 7§ per oeunt respectively, was
capper-red in color, stable, hard and brittle.
An ailoy of 18 per cent of aluminum and
82 of nickel was s raw-colored, much less
brittle than the others, had the hardness
of _tempeped steel, taok a fine polish, and
resembled bell metal in fracture,

The maximum range 'of the modern great
gun does not seem to be definitely known,
but it may be reasonably expected to reach
a score of miles in the near tuture.

It is the publication on a uniform
system, of descriptions of a!l animals known,
the number being estimated at 360,000 up
to the present time.

A British Vessel S:1zed by Pirates.

Rentet’s correspondeut at Gibraltar, writ-
ing on April 20d, gives the following part--
cular: of aa act of piracy committed by
Riffiaa Moors on the British felucca San
Jdose, of Gibratar :—The San Joss left
Gibraltar on March 26, with a generai cargo
for Tetuan. On the 28th, at about four in
the afternocn, while becalmed between R:b
de los Alamos and lslande los Chumbos, at
a distance of three miles from the African
coast, she was boarded by Riffian pirates
armed with rifles, swords and kpives, who
compelled the master, orew and passengers
six in all, to lower their boat and tow the
vessel in shore. The cargo, ship’s stores,
and everything that could be removed were
carried off in tive karabs manued by about
ninety Riffiags. A sum of mooey amonut
ing to $750, intended for the purchase of
eggs, oranges and other commodities at
Tetuan, was aldo taken. While the looting
of the ship was being carried out the passen-
gers and crew in the ship's boat were order-
ed by a number of the Ruffius to tow the
vessel out to sea, in order t» deprive the
rert of the pirates of their share of the
spcil, On  their attempting to comply
with this order the other R:fliwns
promptly opeved fire upon them. Sabae-
quently they were tied together in coup'es
and sold by sucsion for $150. Uat:l one
o’clock 1 the afternoon of tae following
day they w-re detained as prisoners, and
withoat food, on one of the karabs. They
were then get free and placed upon the Sau
Joze . utterly destitute. Iu their passage
back to Gibralter, which they reached on
Msrch 31, they suffered great privations,
neither provisions nor water having been
left on board. They are now under medical
care, and one of the passengers is seriously
ill in consequence of the ill-treatment to
which he was subjected,
