The story of the discovery, or rather 
of the re-disoovery of these mineral 
lands, reads aimost like a romance. 
Some time ago a Western Canadian, 
J. A. Osborne, of the Rainy Lake Her­
ald, came into possession of an old 
yellow leaved diary of a former em­
ployee of the Hudson Bay Company, 
long ago dead. In this diary he саше 
upon a minute description oi these de­
posits, on tbe eastern shore of Hud­
son Bay, in the vicinity of Great and 
Little Whale rivers, in what is known 
as liigava Land.

The account was so clear that Mr. 
Osborne had no difficulty iu having 
an exploring expedition equipped by 
American capitalists. This expedition 
went north last June and the lust of 
its members have just returned and 
filed claims on a large tract of val­
uable lands, containing gold, silver, 
copper, precious stones, nickel, iron, 
cinnabar and gypsum.

The specimens of coal found there 
have been analyzed. It is a pure an­
thracite and is shown to contain G6 
per cen-L. of carbon and 34 of ash. It 
will be remembered that A. P. Low of 
the Dominion Geographical Survey of 
Canada recently returned from an 
explanatory Lou,r through a part of 
this country and reported that it is 
the coming mineral producing region 
of the American continent 
valuable d*»i><Ksiis are already known 
to eixtemd over a country at least six 
hundred miles long by four hundred 
broad. The Americans interested in 
its development, will, it is understood, 
begin operations early next season for 
the purpose of ascertaining more pre­
cisely the value of the 
wealth that they now control.
Shis reason they are to outfit а 
steamer for Hudson Bay, placing on 
board $100,000 worth of supplies and 
materials.

This vessel will have to go around 
by way of Hudson Straits, which is 
the route followed by the only ship 
of the year that reaches the various 
Hudson Bay Company’s forts on the 
bay with mails and supplies from Eng­
land.

The explorers report that if a rail­
way was built from Winnipeg to the 
bay, good coal could be laid down in 
Manitoba for $3 to $4 4 ton 
formation of the country is most pecu­
liar, and indicates that the land is 
rising. The rocks rise along the shore 
of Lhe bay in some places to a /neight 
of 1,500 feet 
are grand beaches and limestone. The 
layers of rock run at right angles to 
the rivers, looking as if ihe water 
pressure was pushing up tbe land.

A far more sensational story, how­

ever, is that of a woman named Per- 
istera, “The Pigeon,” who was an ac­
tual combatant in the rebellion, dur­
ing which her brother met his death. 
On the occasion of hostilities this wo­
man joined a band of brigands and be­
came their leader under the name of 
Vanghelli, to which her followers add­
ed the sobriquet of Spano, “The 
Beardless.” After pursuing the call­
ing of Klepht for some two years with­
out her sex being discovered she final­
ly gave in her submission to the au­
thorities, was pardoned and became a 
domestic servant in tlhe household of 
the Bishop of Kodjani. A photograph 
taken at the time represents her in 
full Klepht cceiume—sword, pistols 
and yataghan at waist, gun in hand 
and suspended round her neck the in­
signia of chieftiauship, a large silver 
disk bearing iu relief a representation 
of the Greek patron Saint George in 
his conflict, with the Dragon.

Such heroic qualities, however, are 
only brought to the surface by excep­
tional circumstances, for the virtues of 
the Greek women generally are essen­
tially domestic.

The more remote the community and 
the more isolated from contact with 
the outer world, the more rigid gener­
ally is found to be the code of social 
morals. In the mountain villages of 
Crete female misconduct is visited 
with the severest penalties, and even 
so late as ihfc beginning of this cen­
tury was punishable with death. 
Whenever a married woman was sus­
pected even of faithlessness, or a 
single one of frailty, her hours were 
numbered, and her end was so tragical, 
so shocking to all the feelings of na­
tural affection, and even to the ordin­
ary notions of humanity, that one can 
hardly believe such a practice to have 
been observed on the very confines of 
civilized Europe, and in the nineteenth 
century, by any Christian people. Her 
nearest relations were at once her ac­
cusers, her judges, and

HER EXECUTIONERS.
There are siill to be found consid­

erable remains of patriarchal customs 
even among the wealthy and educated 
classes. One of these is that the sons 
on marrying often bring their wives to 
the paternal home. The mother on 
the death of her husband is not ban­
ished to “the dower house,” but retains 
the place of honor in the household, 
and receives every mark of attention 
and respect not only from her sons, 
but from their wives, who consider it 
no indignity to kiss her hand or that 
of iheir father-in-law when receiving 
their morning greeting or evening 
benediction.

Greek women have In all times play­
ed a conspicuous part in funeral ob­
servances, and from the days of Anti­
gone the fulfilment of the rites of se­
pulture has been observed by them 
as one of their most sacred duties.

REINFORCEMENTS AT THE CAPE.

The arrival at the Cape of the Terrible 
with the relief crewa for China and other 
available men must have placed in the 
neighborhood of 3,000 more men at the 
service of the military authorities.
GENERAL WHITE STILL “IN GOOD FETTLE.”

The fact that Gen. White was enabled 
to undeitake a series of successful recon- 
nai emcee as indicated by the fighting of 
last Thursday and Friday, is taken as an 
indication that the grip of the Boer in­
vestment has bean relaxed by the with­
drawal of a portion of Gen. Joubert’s 
forces southwards. While, however, the 
anxiety in regard to the immediate stress 
of Ladysmith is alleviated, there is a wide­
spread fear that the main expedition 
will prove too weak to complete its 
task with safety and despatch.

GREAT BRITISH VICTORIES !
The latest news from the seat of war 

shows that the British are more than de­
fending Ladysmith, for General White 
has doue great damage to the Boer forces 
at Bestei’s, where he captured their camp, 
equipment, and general supplies.

Encouraged by this success Gen. White 
decided to risk an even more impoitant 
engagement on the following day, which 
was again justified by success. Lady­
smith had been isolated and a Boer force 
had intercepted the railway between Lady­
smith and Colenso. This force on Friday 
had descended upon Colenso and, as 
shown from the despatches from Estcourt, 
compelled a hurried abandonment 
of Colenso and a retirement of the Brit­
ish to Estcourt.

Gen. White had ascertained that the 
Boers were attacking Colenso, but he 
had not heard oC the British retirement.

General White’s division caught the 
Boers in the rear, and after the hills had 
been shelled the British infantry stormed 
the position. Meanwhile the British 
cavalry swept round the hills, and, os 
the retreating enemy descended into the 
plain, with British bayonets behind them, 
and the river in front of them, they were 
charged by the cavalry and seemed to 
have perished almost to a man.

DESCRIPTION OF KIMBERLEY.

A correspondent who has visited all 
the threatened towns on the frontier 
between the British possesions and the 
Boer States writes to us as follows 

“Kimberley, 647 miles from Cape 
Town, and about 230 south of Mafeking, 
on the railway, is well known as the 
centre of the diamond industiy, possess-' 
ing the great mines known as the Kim­
berley and De Beers, and being practi­
cally the controlling centre for the 
diamond industry of the whole world. 
At last census its population was about 
29,000, of whom Hither less than one 
half were whites. It haa a number of 
hotels, as well as a hospital and a sani­
tarium, a public library containing one of 
the best collection of books in South 
Africa, a club, a Musonic temple, a park, 
with cricket and football fielde ; Anglican, 
Wesleyan, Presbyterian and Roman 
Catholic churches ; trams, cabs, apd a 
couple of daily newspapers. A abort 
distance away ie Beaconatield, practically 
a suburb, with a population of 10,000, 
half whites, around the mines of Du Toit’s 
Pan and Bullfontein. At Kimberley the 
diamond mine» and De Beers’ offices 
woold offer an irresistible temptation to 
the Boera,but, notwithstanding the action 
of the Cape Government in recalling the 
civil servante in the volunteer force there, 
Kimberley will doubtless prove a hard 
nut for the Boere to crack. Its defenders 
are north Laucaahires, volunteers, and 
engineer*—about 2,500 in all—with guns 
and Maxims, and the debris heaps and 
trenches connected with the mines afford 
fortifications ready made.

COLENSO ABANDONED !

The British troops have evacuated 
Colenso. This is undoubtedly a most 
serious matter for the British in Natal, 
as it not only testifies to the complete in­
vestment of Ladysmith by the Boers, but 
makes the relief of Gen. Sir Geo. Stewart 
White an extremely difficult operation. 
Coleuso is the point where the railway 
from Ladysmith crosses the Tugela river, 
which ie now in flood.

There are two naval brigades operating 
in South Africa. Oue,under Commandant 
Ethdlatan, is below the Orange river, 
guarding the northern frontier of the 
colony. The other, under command of 
the Hon. H. Edworth Lambtoo, captain 
of the Powerful, who was flag lieutenant 
to Lord Alcester at, Alexandria,did splen­
did service in the leoent action at Lady­
smith. Captain Lambton hsd travelled 
from Durban to Ladysmith where he 
arrived in the nick of time with several 
4-7 inch quick-firing guns and probably 
one or more of the 6-ineh guns, of which 
the Powerful carries 12. He haa got 
about 600.men with him.

TO HELP KIMBERLEY.

A London despatch of Saturday, 4-.h, 
says Despite the strict censorship con­
cerning the movements of the troops in 
Africa, it is evident that a strong column 
is forming at Da Aar Junction for the 
relief of Kimbeiley. The 1st Munater 
Fusiliers, the 2nd Berkshire^ and half of 
the 2nd Yorkshire Light Infantry are 
known to be there, numbering nearly 
2,000 in all. The Munsters have been 
converted into mounted infantry. It was 
originally intended to send an entire 
army corps this way, but the critical posi­
tion of the British in Natal necessitates 
diverting the reinforcements as soon as 
they arrive at the Cape. The govern­
ment hoped that Gen. White would be 
able to hold the Baers in check in Natal 
long enough for the army corps to arrive 
and make a dashing invasion of the 
Orange Free State and thence into the 
Transvaal, but all of these plans are upset 
now. Until the conditions in Natal can 
be bettered some of the troops must be 
spared to help Kimberley.

▲ SET-BACK.

The British troopship Paseidisn, which 
sailed for South Africa on Nov. 1st, from 
Liverpool, haa returned damaged, having 
encountered Friday’s storm. She signal­
led that her fittings were out of order end 
that aevetal hor аза had been drowned and 
three boats stove io.

A GREAT NAVAL FORCE.

At Plymouth it is rumored that the 
Channel squadron will be ordered to the 
Cape, where a great naval force is to be 
collected with the view of establishing the 
cordon from the mouth of the Orange 
River to Delagoa Bay to prevent the 
landing of supplies for the enemy, and 
with a view also, if neceaaary, of landing 
gone to assist the British forces.

HEAVY LOSS BY THE BOERS.

The Cape Town Times esyi the В »er 
loss at Reitfontein was 70 killed and 200 
wounded. Three hundred horses were 
captured.

The Pennsylvania passenger ferry boat 
Chicago was rammed io East River, New 
York last week and sank in ten minutes, in 
seventy feet of water. Many lives were lost.

Nearly one half of the Methodist church’s 
proposed twentieth century fund of $1,000,- 
000 has been secured. The figures now are 
about $450,000.

Hon. F. R. Latchford, the new Minister 
of Public Works in Ontario is to be opposed 
in South Renfrew by Mr. T. W. McGarry.

joint just now in Dominion politics are 
making themselves pretty cheap by en­
deavoring to show to everybody that 
they are about the only loyal people in 
the country. They are keeping up a 
din over the matter and appear to as­
sume that the noise they are making 
will distract the people’s attention from 
the facts as they exist Even outsiders, 
however, who, probably, take only an 
occasional glimpse at our political 
affairs, see the game that is being play­
ed and judge one of our great parties 
accordingly. The Boston Herald sizes 
up the situation as follows :—

“The Conservatives, being entirely 
irresponsible, and, thinking to gain 
popularity by effusive demonstrations 
of loyalty to the British empire, were, 
no douht, more demonstrative in what 
they said than were many of their 
country men who were members of the 
majority party. But the latter organiz­
ed the regiment and sent it ont ; they 
did all that a Conservative government 
would have done in this respect, and it 
ia the soldiers that are sent which con­
stitute the aid given, and not the 
shouting and hurrahing which accom­
panied their enlistment. Clearly, the 
Conservative leaders are greatly reduced 
in issues if they consider it necessary 
to take up such an attenuated device 
as this.”

As to 
the manner of raising the contingent and 
what it will comprise the Canadian govern­
ment will be guided by what Lord Lane- 
downe and the war office may determine.

“There will be no difficulty in Canada io 
raising another thousand soldiers, and they 
can be equipped and outfitted, as already 
has been demonstrated, iu very short order.

“Those who were disappointed in not 
going with the last contingent may yet have 
an opportunity of going to the front.”

PRISONERS PLAY FOOTBALL.

A despatch from Pretoria, under date 
of Tuesday of last week, saya Col. Moel­
ler, who commanded the British Hussars 
captured by the Boere, declined, on being 
interviewed, io give the details of the 
misfortune, but praised the tieatment he 
and his men had received at the hands of 
the Boers. The British prisoners were 
playing football at the time their com­
mander was interviewed. Their officers 
are anxious to be exchanged.

BIGGEST TROOP SHIP IN WORLD.

Troopship Kildonan Castle, the largest 
troopship in the world, sailed from South­
ampton last Sunday evening for South 
Africa with more than 3,000 souls on 
board, with their kits and weapons, 
balloons, bridge-pontoons, machine guns, 
ammunition aud hundreds of tons of 
other military necessities. She takes 29 
officers and 827 men of the First Welsh 
regiment, 29 officers and 961 men of the 
Second Northumberland Fusiliers and 33 
officers and 425 men of various other regi­
ments and branches of the service, and a 
mascot goat presented by the Queen.

BOERS TO EMPLOY PRIVATEERS.

The Paris Temps corroborates the state­
ment of the Eclair that the Boers have 
decided to employ privateers and says : 
“There is an immense fleet of transports 
now at sea carrying troops. The Trans­
vaal government cannot seriously threaten 
these, but theie is no doubt that it has 
issued letters of marque in Europe and 
the United State*, and British commerce 
may suffer, even if the transports do not.”

Presbyterians begin Million-Dollar 
Campaign.

A Presbyterian Century Fund was de­
cided upon at the last meeting of the 
General Assembly of the Presbyterian 
Church. One million dollars in two 
years was the goal put before the churches, 
and it was resolved to inaugurate the 
twentieth century wich the greatest ad­
vance-movement ever attempted. There 
are 1000 pastoral charges in the Presby­
terian church in Canada,212,000 members 
and 700,000 adherents. Out of this con­
stituency the million dollars is to be 
raised. Last Sunday, says the Halifax 
Herald, was Century Fund day in the 
Halifax Presbyterian churches, and the 
lead, according to the Herald, in definite 
action was taken by Coburg Road church, 
of which Rev. J. D. MacKay, nephew of 
the late Rev. Dr. MacKay, of Chatham, 
is pastor.

The membership of the church is the 
smallest in the city, numbering only 25 
families. But they are, it seems, a plucky 
people, for last Sunday they contributed 
over $700.00 to the Century Fund. 
Massey, the pongregation which leads all 
the others in the maritime provinces in 
beneficence, aims at $10,000. No official 
action has yet been taken in the matter, 
but that is the goal which Rev. Mr. 
Gaudier, the Pastor of Fort Massey,hopes 
his people will reach.

The ministers of the Maritime Prov­
inces aim at raising $10,000 out of their 
own pocketM,and they have already raised

To His Worship the Mayor and Town 
Council.

Work on the streets is suspended for the 
season and the wages bills are mostly for 
needed repairs. We present the following 
bills which have passed in committee : 
Wages, $46.05 and $46.80; Geo. Watt, 
$7.70 aud $18.67 ; Geo. Stothart, $18.78 ; 
J. B. Snowball, $19.42 ; John McDonald, 
$3.27, P. Breen, 80c. and $1.05 and W. 
Groat $5.00, end which we recommend for 
psyment. We find that the permanent 
work cost more than amounts given from 
the bond money for same, and we womld 
now ask a farther grant of three hundred and 
fifty dollars.

The stone crusher has arrived, and to 
make use of same we will require the use of 
a small engine and boiler snd would ask 
permission to advertise for suitable machin­
ery. We have no doubt that a second hand 
engine and boiler in good order could be got 
cheaply. We also suggest that some arrange­
ment be made for atone. We would suggest 
that seven hundred tons be purchased.

should be provided, that will afford 
sufficient shelter to keep the milch 
cows from getting chilled through the 
prevalent cold dews and frosts of 
September and October, writes Geo. E.
Newell.

A shed tightly boarded and open on 
the least exposed side will answer this 
purpose admirably, and add many 
more pounds of milk to the fall yield 
of cows. It is best situated near the 
exit gate of the pasture, so that the 
cattle may be readily found and driven 
up in the morning.

Such a shed need not be erected for 
the purpose alone of protecting cows 
on cool autumn nights, for it will 
serve as a shelter against cold rains 
and hoi sun alike. In my opinion no 
pasture should be without one.

By leaving it open on1 one side, and 
of sufficient capacity to comfortably 
house all of the milch stock, no floor 
or stalls need be provided. The ground 
under it should be elevated and well 
drained, however, and kept covered 
with dry litter for comfortable bed­
ding.

Where, on the majority of dairy 
farms, cows receive no shelter at all 
in autumn, until they go into the win­
ter stable at "freezing-up time/’ this 
will keep them from suffering and 
front physical and lacteal decadence.

'і o get them accustomed to the new 
shelter drive them into it at dusk a 
few times, and they will find it them­
selves thereafter. A few salt boxes 
attached to the wall will also bait 
them to the place more surely.

One has got to be but half way ob­
servant to notice how rapidly cows 
that are not sheltered shrink in milk 
yield following cold nights. It has 
seemed strange to the writer many 
limes that this fact was not more gen­
erally appreciated and remedied by 
dairymen at large.

1 can only explain it by the hypo­
thesis that most dairymen consider the 
fall shrinkage of milk inevitable, 
which I contend is a mistake, at least 
to the extent now prevailing.

Besides attending to the bodily com- 
tori of cowrs as cool weather advances, 
their food supply should be kept at its 
maximum instead of allowing the 
vagaries of the season to regulate it.

At no season of the year is milk 
more profitable for butter and cheese 
making than during the autumn 
months, but a limited yield means 
only a limited amount of profit.

Corn fodder cut early, before it has 
been touched by the frost, and then 
well stocked to preserve it bright and 
green, loses little of its succulent val­
ue fed after frost has come. It should 
be cut up and fed from the manger, 
where the cattle cannot trample half 
of it under foot, as would follow where 
spread on the fields.

Pumpkins, if taken from the field 
before hard frosts, and then judici­
ously fed to cows from; the manger, 
form valuable supplemental fall 
feed. When root crops, as mangles, 
turnips and carrots, are pulled, the 
tops should be saved and fed fresh to 
cow's, for there is much, milk in them

But 
the clods prevented the wheels of the 
drill from sinking so deeply in the 
soil, and thus keep the points of the 
distributing tubes near the surface. 
When the grain field is prepared with 
the disc harrow or the spring tooth 
cultivating harrow the soil is mellow­
ed much deeper than it should be. To 
sow the grain on the surface a mel­
low seed bed, and then merely run a 
smoothing harrow over it to press it 
into the soil, leaves the grain in bet­
ter condition for growing than to cov­

Winter grain is to some extent pro­

tected from heaving out by the ridges 
which the drill leaves on- each side of 
the rows of grain. But if the land 
is heavy and the soil is frozen under 
the grain rows, these hollows often 
fill with water in winter, and this en­
tirely destroys the plant, for its root, 
being held tight by the frost, the ex­
pansion of the water in freezing snaps 
ihe leaf growth just at the surface of 
the ground, making it impossible for 
it to sprout again. Spring grain is 
not subject to this injury, and there­
fore for spring grain drill seeding lhas 
advantages over broadcasting, es­
pecially if there is a fertilizer attach­
ment whereby fertilizers may be dis­
tributed in close contact with the 
seed. This lias proved so great a 
benefit to grain crops on loamy land 
that most farmers now scarcely at­
tempt to grow grain without putting 
some mineral fertilizer with the seed.

HOG FEEDING.
The hog is generally termed the 

money maker for the farm. He en­
ables the farmer to convert his grass 
and coarse grains into cash and to do 
so at the least expense to the pro­
ductive capacity of his farm, says a 
writer. The man who sells grain 
produced upon this farm year after 
y-uear will soon exhaust his farm, 
while the farmer who feeds the pro­
ductions of his farm will not only 
maintain but may improve the fer­
tility of his soil. Farmers as a rule 
do not give sufficient thought to the 
food question, as to the best method 
of feed і |i g for securing the largest 
amount of grain from the feed. It is 
not always a question of what will 
produce the. greatest amount of pork, 
but how can I get the largest amount 
of pork, from the food grown on my 
farm, being those for which it is best 
adapted. The chief expense in grow­
ing hogs is the feed. Therefore it is 
a matter that is entitled to the 
greatest stu<i> of the farmer. It is 
apparent to everyone that the more 
gain that can be got out of pastures 
the cheaper is the production of pork, 
and experience will teach that some 
grain with the pasture is more profit­
able than an exclusive, grass feed. 
There are a great many root feeds and 
vegetables that have but little feeding 
qualities, except that they enable the 
animal to get more, out of his grain. 
The bog that doesn’t eat, doesn’t grow 
and doesn’t gain and is no profit to 
the owner, therefore it is necessary to 
see that the hog is kept in a condition 
that will give him a natural and 
strong appetite to insure the best 
growth and p/rofit. It is not a good 
plan to overfeed. It is also import­
ant that feeding should be done regu­
larly ai stated times. There is no­
thing that will throw an animal out 
of feed and out of condition and in 
an unprofitable state so quick as con­
st і i<i lion, and this should be. provid­
ed against. It is the forerunner of 
various diseases and complication.
