INSURGENTS CAPTURED.

The Wiudw of Josef Hartland Her Son 
Apply for a Passport in Order 

to Goto New York.

for Forty Thousand Dollars.

New York, June 18.—The fourth trial 
of the suit of Wm. R. Laldlaw against 
Russell Sage for $50,000, ended today, 
when the jury brought In a verdict 
Jn the plaintiff’s’ favor for $40,000.

The suit was for damages alleged 
to have been sustained by Laldlaw on 
account of Sage using him as a shield 
against dynamiter Norcross’ bomb. 
When the court opened today, Col. E. 
C. James summed up for the defence, 
telling the Jury that they should de­
cide the case on the evidence.

Then Joe. Ц. Choate began for the 
plaintiff. He had a Bible in his hand 
and he began his address by reading 
from It the parable of Dives and Laz­
arus: "There was a certain rich 
man,” said Mr. Choate, “who was 
clothed in purple and fine linen and 
fared sumptuously every day; and 
there was a certain beggar named 
Lazarus, which was laid at his gate, 
full of sores and desiring to be fed 
with the crumbs which fell from the 
rich man’s table. Moreover, the doge 
came and licked his sores. And It 
came to pass that the beggar died and 
was carried by the angels into Abra­
ham's bosom; the rich man also died 
and was burled.”

Continuing, Mr. Choate said Dives, 
In the Bible, suffered in hell for the 
sores of Lazarus, though he had no­
thing to do with them or their origin.

“Why, gentlemen,” said Mr. Choate, 
“Since these trials have begun I have 
frequently received anonymous letters 
threatening me to give up the case, 
but I never will retire from It until I 
see Justice is done.”

During Mr. Choate’s address Dis­
trict Attorney Fellows came Into 
court. The former said: “I wish Col. 
Fellows had this case. He knows how 
to deal with such men as Sage.”

“What does this man care for a 
jury ?” sarcastically said Mr. Choate.

“Who was it Sage called scruff when 
he was on the stand. Why, gentlemen, 
It was one If the Jury. What respect 
has he for toe decision of a Jury, when 
he said on the stand that he would 
carry the case to toe supreme court. 
Laldlaw, for the last four years, has 
been carrying on a fight against this 
financial monster, Sage.

The case was given to the Jury at 
3.07, and at 4.12 they returned with a 
verdict of $40,000 for the plaintiff.

The debate on the government’s re­
ply to the remedial order In the school 
question was continued to the Mani­
toba legislature this afternoon. A.
F. Martin, French and Catholic mem­
ber, spoke ell afternoon and for an 
hour this evening. He ' condemned 
what he termed the harshness of At­
torney General, Siftom, and charged 
him with endeavoring to stir up re­
ligious feelings for political purposes.
He strongly objected to toe state­
ment that the Roman Catholic schools 
were inefficient, and spoke for an hour 
In contending that they were fully up 
to the required standard. It Is alto­
gether likely that the vote on the re­
ply will be reached tomorrow evening.
The opposition will move an amend­
ment favoring purely secular schools.

Hugh Armstrong, member for Wood­
lands, speaking on behalf of the op­
position, called attention ter the fact 
that to a certain school Catholic re­
ligious exercises were held after school 
hours, and were attended by the pu­
pils of toe school. He charged the 
government with being aware of the 
fact that the public school system 
was not being carried out, and of 
winking at this breach of the law.

Attorney General Stfton to hie reply 
touched upon this point. He said that 
he was not a.ware that It would injure 
the school building to any way to 
hold religious exercises within Its 
walls. He was of the opinion that re­
ligious exercises were good things, 
and It was a small matter whether 
the school, after school hours, was 
used as a Methodist Sunday school 
meeting or for Catholic exércises. He 
thought those school trustees who 
threw open the doors of the school 
house after school hours to any reli­
gious denomination were acting wisely 
and to the spirit of moderation, which 
it was the aim of the government to

DBY BREAD AS A DISINFECTANT.

Everyone knows the cleansing pow­
er of rubbing a dirty surface with 
bread crumbs. This is the germ ef the 
Berlin method. Permission was given 
me to see how the operation was car­
ried out in two rooms where .a child 

і had died of the diphtheria Four men 
were engaged. After everything that 
could be subjected to steam without 
detriment had been removed to the dis­
infecting station, all the things were 
removed from the walls, and the men 
began rubbing these with bread. Or­
dinary German loaves are used, 48 
hours old. The loaves are cut to sub­
stantial chunks about six inches 
square, the back of each piece consist­
ing of the crust, thus allowing of a 
good purchase. The walls are syste­
matically attacked with strokes from 
above downward, and there can be no 
question as to the efficacy, in cleaning 
them, nor does the operation take as 
long as one would Imagine. The crumbs 
are swept up and burned. After this 
the walls are thoroughly sprinkled 
with a five percent carbolic acid solu­
tion. Tire floor is washed with two 
percent carbolic acid solution, and all 
the polished woodwork and ornaments 
as well.—Medical Magazine.

The Peter Redpath museum -* Mc­
Gill university has recently been the 
reefcten-t of a most valuable and inter­
esting gift at the hands of Dr. Rod­
dick of this city, consisting of an Egyp­
tian mummy, 2,500 years old, excavated 
from toe tombs at Hawara-et-Maktae, 
Fayoum, Egypt. The- mummy, which 
is that of a lady of rank, is ln a re­
markable state of preservation, the 
body being carefully wrapped from 
head to feet in mummy cloth, showing 
little, if any, trace of toe decay inci­
dental to-the lapse of centuries. Over 
the face and breast is a shield, com­
posed of gold and plaster, upon which 
Egyptian characters, setting forth the 
rank of the deceased, toe place of 
death and the name of the reigning 
dynasty in Egypt are engraved. Not 
toe least interesting portion of this do­
nation is toe coffin which has enclosed 
toe remains for so many centuries, and" 
which was brought to this city with 
the body. Built of cedar, and square 
in shape, it enables archaeologists and 
toe present generation to understand 
more fully the degree of perfection to 
which carpentry had attained even in 
that early period of the world’s his­
tory. The donation has been placed ln 
the Egyptian corridor of the museum, 
where it may be viewed at any time.

The cartage de­
partment of the Grand Trunk has been ln 
the hands of several firms who have grown 
wealthy In the burinées. It Is not at all un­
likely that the president will make an effort 
to manage these subsidiary services ln the 
вате way as they are controlled by the C. 
P. R. The Canadian Pacific owns Its own 
telegraph lines, builds and operates Its own 
sleeping cars, and the company that handle 
their goods ln the large cities ls practically 
a part and parcel of the C. P. R. system. 
The Canadian Express company has prosper­
ed through its connection with the Grand 
Trunk system. It the express company could 
make the carriage of express matter on the 
Grand Trunk pay so handsomely, it stands 
to reason that the system should pay equal­
ly well ln the freight and passenger de­
partments. So it does, but what is gained 
In Ontario is squandered in the states. The 

- new directorate will, we imagine, be op­
posed to the principle of maintaining a big 
system for the benefit of express, telegraph, 
cartage and sleeping oar companies. The 
barnacle will be knocked off. It would be 
a good thing for Canada if the business that 
is done by the Grand Trunk in the dominion 
could be separated from that done outside 
the country. The Canadian business is all 
right, and if the returns from it could be 
presented by themselves, instead of exert­
ing a constant depressing infiuence upon Ca­
nadian securities, they would have the con­
trary effect.

Sir Charles Rivera-Wilson ls an Eng­
lish financier of more than ordinary 
eminence. He was born in 1831, com­
menced his public career as a clerk ln 
the English treasury office, acted as 
private secretary to Disraeli when 
chancellor of the exchequer In 1867-8. 
He did valuable service in Egypt ln 
examining and placing toe finances of 
that country on a sounder basis, and 
has since 1879 been one of toe British 
government's administrators of toe 
Suez canal. Last year Sir Charles de­
voted four months to the Inspection 
of the Central Pacific railway, on toe 
affairs of which company he Issued an 
elaborate report.

.Last Thursday the German emperor 
welcomed at Kiel, on the occasion of 
the formal opening of the Baltic 
canal, an international fleet, the most 
imposing in regard to iron strength 
and destructive force that ever rode 
toe sea. The magnitude and character 
of the work amply Justify the impos­
ing ceremonial that has been arranged 
for the opening of this great artifi­
cial waterway between the Baltic sea 
and tlhe Germain ocean. For many 
centuries there has been ,ani earnest 
desire to connect he North sea and 
the Baltic by means of a canal, but 
various reasons prevented this plans 
being carried into execution, and it 
was not until January, 1886, tola* the 
Reichstag passed a bill for toe con­
struction of the present canal, at an 
estimated cost of $38,235,000. This es­
timate, it may be remarked, was not 
exceeded. The foundation) stone was 
laid by Kaiser Wilhelm the First on 
June 3, 1887, and as a little over a year 
was occupied in preliminary labors, 
It may be said that about seven years 
were taken up in building toe canal 
and its locks. The main object of the 
canal IS strategical, its secondary ob­
ject oounmercdlal. The German, gov­
ernment felt that Jt would be an enor­
mous advantage to the empire to have 
the means of effecting a juncture be- 
tweet toe fleets of the Baltic and toe 
German ocean in the event of a men­
aced war or the actual declaration of 
hostilities, and this object has been 
kept clearly In view in the dimensions 
of ithe canal and its locks.

Some time elapsed while toe water 
poured out of the sluices, the state 
vessel sinking slowly, but gradually 
to the level of toe water ln the har­
bor, Then the gates of toe lock were 
opened; and the Hohenzollem floated 
out majestically into open water.

Suddenly three shots were fired in 
rapid succession from the German 
flagship, toe Freidrich Wilhelm, giv­
ing the signal for the saluting to be­
gin. A deafening road of artillery 
commenced almost before toe flash of 
toe last gun from the flagship had 
disappeared, the noise of so many 
guns from so many warships drown­
ing the tremendous outbursts of cheer­
ing which arose from the tens of thou­
sands of throats as his majesty. Em­
peror William II. was seen standing 
alone on the bridge of the Hohenzol­
lem in toe full dress uniform of an 
admiral of the fleet. His breast was 
brilliant with orders, and conspicuous 
across it was the broad orangdTibbon 
of the order of toe Black Eagle.

This being toe fifty-eighth anniver­
sary of the accession of Queen Vic­
toria to the throne of Great Britain, 
by special command of Emperor Wil­
liam, a royal salute was fired at noon 
from all the German warships, which 
at the same time hoisted -the British 
flag to toe strains of the national an­
them of Great Britain."

THE HBL CANAL A BLOW AT ROSEBERY.German navy cannot be rent or kept 

apart and the provisioning of either the 
Baltic or the North Sea cannot be 
Interrupted or rendered Impossible.

To this feature of the result follow­
ing the opening of the canal, the em­
peror attachée the highest Importance. 
The relchetag granted 1,700,000 marks 
(1420,000) to defray the expenses Inci­
dental to the dedication celebration of 
five Baltic canal.

In a memorial the government call­
ed attention to the International Im­
portance of the canal, and asked that 
the festivities be on a corresponding 
scale, even exceeding those at the 
time of the opening of the Suez canal 
In 1809.

Invitations to attend the ceremonies 
were Issued to all the sea faring na­
tions of Europe and to the United 
States, and representatives of all these 
nations participate at the dedication, 
as guests of the emperor. Gertnany 
has about fifty large and small ves­
sels of the Imperial navy at the open­
ing exercises, while the other nations 
are represented about as follows:

Great Britain, by ten vessels, with 
a total displacement of 78,660 tons, 171 
officers and 4,390 men; Italy, by nine 
vessels, with a total displacement of 
38,317 'tons, 180 officers and 3,309 men; 
the United States, by four vessels, 
with a total displacement of 21,747 
tons, 7Б officers and 1,497 men; France, 
by three vessels, with 18,899 tons dis­
placement, 60 officers and 1,360 men ; 
Russia, by three vessels, with 20,872 
tons, 70'offlcers and 1,306 tons; Austria- 
Hungary, by four vessels, with total 
displacement of 13,894 tons, 62 officers 
and 1,212 men; Scandinavia, with 65 
officers, 675 men and 8,694 tons; Spain, 
by three, with 56 officers, 1,232 men and 
17,866 tons; Denmark, by six, with 32 
officers, 1,370 men and 2,960 tons; Hol­
land, by 2, with 25 officers, 1,434 men 
and 4,575 tons; Roumanie, 2, with 23 
officers, 400 men and 650 tons; Turkey, 
by one cruiser corvette, with 16 offi­
cers, 300 men and 1,960 tons. In all, 
about 52 foreign vessels, with 814 of­
ficers and 17,463 men.

The most- brilliant. feature of the 
series of festivities will be the laying 
on Friday of the last stone In the 
building of the canal and the Interna­
tional banquet, which Is to follow It, 
this making virtually the close of the 
official programme of festivities. The 
ceremony of laying the last stone will 
take place In the open air at Holtenau, 
In view of thousands of guests and of 
many thousands cf eight-seers, and 
not In the light house adjoining the 
sluice, as at first intended.

Vienna, June 17.—The Austrian cabi­

net has decided to resign In conse­
quence of Internal dissensions.

Electoral reform to the rock upon 
which the coalition government now 
holding office in Austria Is splitting. 
Just as it was the rock upon which 
Count Taaffe’s government split In 
1893. Count Taaffe, It will be remem­
bered, brought in a scheme of reform 
which would have placed i^ie repre­
sentation on a frankly dean i v itio 
basis, and. In fact, have practically 
conceded universal suffrage.

It would at the same time have com­
pletely upset the whole of the conten­
tions which govern the relations of ex­
isting parties or groups, without offer­
ing to any of them sufficiently definite 
prospects of supremacy. But Count 
Taaffe’s proposal that all parties should 
take a leap in the dark failed to find 
acceptance. The German liberals, the 
Poles and the conservatives turned 
against him, and it was by the con­
certed action of these parties that- 
Prlnce Windlschgraetz was enabled to 
form a coalition cabinet, which is now 
going to pieces.

Prince Windlschgraetz had no sooner 
formed his government than he placed 
prominently in hto programme the pro­
mise of “an extensive electoral reform." 
It Is his attempt to fulfil this promise 
that Is wrecking his government. The 
reform bill which the government has 
accepted and announced Its Intention 

. to treat as its own is a scheme prim­
arily constructed not to satisfy the 
public demand for extended suffrage, 
but merely to dole out such extensions 
as shall leave the balance of parties 
unaffected. Obviously It can be neither 
thoroughgoing nor logical; thus It has 
come to pass that fierce denunciation 
of the measure has cornel from every 
part of the country and from 
party.

The Polish official organ, the Czas, 
has been unsparing in Its criticisms of 
the bill, and, gs the Poles hold the bal­
ance of power, this circumstance Is 
eloquent of the difficulties besetting 
the Austrian premier. The German lib­
erals are just as little satisfied, and 
not many days ago It was announced 
that they intended to withdraw from 
the coalition to the support of which 
Prince Wlndischgraetz’s cabinet 
Its existence.

HOUSEHOLD HINTS.
WHEN САІNowaday! when we make plea, puddings, 

custards and desserts under every name from 
the orange, eays a writer ln Womankind, 
"orange Dee!,’’ ■Which stimulates Is wonder­
ful, and It seems a pity to let It waste. Some 
aoak and prepare It In a form called "can- 
died' peel, and use It like citron In pies or 
cakee, but It Is easier to grade off the yellow 
part and put this In a glass can or bottle, 
and cover with alcohol. Let stand a couple 
of weeks and then strain. A fine extract Is 
secured In this way. A word as to propor­
tions: For the skin of ten orange, carefully, 
grated, a 'quart of alcohol will be needed. 
Be very careful that only the yellow part 
of -the rind la grated off,
Is worse than useless.

The white of an egg Is one of the most effi­
cient remedies for a burn or a scald, ex­
cluding the air a* once and affording relief. 
It Is also used 
poisons, taken internally, especially those of 
a corrosive nature.

Buy of your druggist an earthenware mor­
tar end pestle. After each meal tip out the 
salt Into <he mortar and mash It well, and 
then put it back and smooth over with the 
hack of a knife, and while your salt in the 
cellar will look adamant. It will be what 
salt should be and what It very seldom Is.

Tidies made of antique lace can be washed 
satisfactorily If soaked In borax water; then 
let them lie ln warm suds, squeezing them 
with your hands; rinee, but do not bluo 
them. Instead of Ironing them, pull them 
in shape, and pin them to a clean cloth on 
your Ironing board; pick out each little point 
and pin it down. Let them get perfectly dry 
before removing them.

Bananas are excellent fried as doughnuts, 
and fried in a deep vessel of boiling fat. 
These may be eaten simply, or with a little 
glaze of sugar and lemon. Another way to 
serve them Is to take them in their jackets 
and eat them with sugar and cream. The 
fruit should be well ripened and the oven 
fairly hot. Ten or twelve minutes will usu­
ally suffice to cook them.

A novel work-box can be made by lining 
the bottom of a tambourine with quilted satin 
of any desirable shade, while between the 
metal clappers are spools, thimbles, wax. 
etc. If desired, a second tambourine a size 
Ім-ger may be converted Into a cover by lin­
ing It with satin ribbon across it ln such a 
way as to form compartments for scissors, 
papers or need-les and other necessaries of 
a sewing outfit

In moving from one house to another the 
woman of experience sceuree one deep-shelved 
closet has It cleaned, sees to it that It can 
be locked securely} and then makes a busi­
ness of taking and depositing therein her 
most perishable treasures before the moving 
day. By this means the fragile articles are 
out of harm’s way at both ends of the jour­
ney, and will not be disturbed till they are 
wanted.

As patent leather shoes of the best quality 
are likely to crack, it is well to know how to 
protect them a little. In the first place, kee$/ 
them wrapped ln cotton batting and the inside 
filled wih soft cotton or paper. If necessary 
to wear them on a very cold night, put them 
on ln the dressing room after arriving, ifi 
passible. To keep the leather soft, rub it oc­
casionally with a little sweet oil, rubbing the 
oil in as much as possible, and then wipe 
the shoes carefully with chamois.
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QUEEN’S EXAMPLE TO HER SUB­
JECTS.

AN OLD BANK NOTE.

A gentleman brought into the Globe 
office today a five shilling bill of the 
old “City Bank,” signed by the late 
John V. Thurgar, president, and Thos. 
Jones (afterwards sheriff of Charlotte) 
as cashier. Its date was July, 1836. 
The principal ornament of the note 
was the arms of the ofty. The bank 
itself had its quarters om Princess 
street, in the building afterwards 
known as Barnhill’s building, in which 
at one time the post office was kept 
and afterwards the Bank of Montreal. 
The City Bank’s affairs were wound 
up, and the Bank of New Brunswick 
became responsible for and liquidated 
its paper. It would, therefore, have 
to redeem this note,now nearly 49 years 
old. The note, well executed in every 
way, Is as good as new. It was a 
present, given by a citizen to hls 
daughter, a little child, on her birth­
day. She died soon after receiving it 
amd it was laid away among her trea­
sures by her mother.—Globe.

Dairy operated by A. Alward, dairy, 
instructor, for the provincial govern­
ment, has been making a tour through! 
Northumberland county. Dairy meet­
ings were held at Bay du Vin, Little 
Branch, Black River, Lower Napan, 
Dcuglasstown, Red Bank, and Little­
ton, on the Little South West Mlra- 
mlchi, which were well attended by 
the farmers and their families, 
some of these places the people are 
talking quite seriously of organizing 
co-operative dairy companies, and at 
others they are wishing for experi­
enced cheese makers to come and start 
factories. The present small demand 
and low prices for home-made butter 
of ordinary quality, as compared wlthl 
the creamery product, has a tendency, 
to convince the farmers of the neces­
sity of adopting the Improved me­
thods in connection wlthl their pri­
vate dairies, and' where practicable 
to organize under the factory system1, 
so as to be better able to compete 
with the more advanced sections of 
the province.

There are many new, and compara­
tively small settlements in the county; 
yet to visit, where cheese and butter 
factories cannot be expected to suc­
ceed for some little time yet, or until 
they become more thickly settled, andl 
the people better educated In the me­
thods of farming and dairy work. In 
such localities the working of the tra­
velling dairy and the giving of prac­
tical lessons in dairy and mixed farm­
ing appears to be very beneficial, and 
much appreciated by the people, es­
pecially when visited by a practical 
farmer of their own province. The 
hay and other crops in the places vis­
ited appear to be well advanced for 
the season, but now are suffering on 
account of the extreme dry yeathcr.

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CUT FROM GROIN TO NECK.

Schlect Doesn’t Mind the Removal of 
Parts of Lung, Diaphragm and 

Pericardial Sac.

New York, June 17,—Andrew Sch- 
lecht, a middle aged engineer, who 
lives at No. 32 Nassau street, Newark, 
N. J., is rapidly recovering at his 
home from a series of remarkable 
surgical operations, the last of which 
was performed in the Alexian hos­
pital, in Elizabeth, about six weeks 
ago. The operating surgeon was Dr. 
Augustus F. Wendel of No 248 Little­
ton avenue, Newark, who is chief of 
the hospital staff, and who had the' 
assistance of the entire staff. The op­
erations were highly successful and 
will be made the subject of a technical 
paper for the benefit of the surgical 
and medical world. Schlecht is minus 
a portion of his breast bone, - great­
er portion of five of his ribs, a part of 
his left lung, a part of the pericardial 
sac and a section of the diaphragm, 
but he doesn’t seem to miss any of 
them. He left the hospital In Eliza­
beth on Tuesday, June 4, and went to 
his home in Newark.

He walks about, eats and sleeps well, 
and is in no way inconvenienced by 
the great indentations and scars left 
in his body from his groin to his col­
lar bane by Surgeon Wendel’s knife.

To remove the diaphragm means to 
throw the contents of the two great 
cavities together, and unless they are 
kept apart a fatal form of hernia is 
certain to result. Here, perhaps, the 
greatest skill was developed in this re­
markable case, for the deficiency 
caused by the removal of part of the 
diaphragm was supplied by Surgeon 
Wendel from its remaining part and 
what was left of the pericardial sac, 
and the cavities are now separated as

S. Mullen against the St John presby­
tery. They recommended that the ap­
peal be dismissed, because: “Inasmuch 
as it was competent for the presbytery 
to decide as follows, that it is the 
judgment of this court, in view of all 
the circumstances brought out by the 
report of the committee, tnaf Se pas­
toral tie existing between Mr. Mullen 
and his c ongregation should be dis­
solved, which Is the decision appealed 
against.” The assembly, in view of the 
circumstances of the case, dismisses 
the appeal and directs the presbytery 
of St. John to proceed according to the 
laws of the church to carry out their 
own Judgment This became the un­
animous finding of the assembly.

The remit committee presented their 
report, and it was decided to makg the 
basis of representation oneslxth In­
stead of one-eight as suggested by the 
St John presbytery.

The Chinese situation was afterwards 
discussed, and it was urged that the 
government should act in this matter 
on the recommendation of the roval 
commission appointed by them some 
years ago.

The routine business occupied the 
remainder of the session.

Mr. Murray referred to the successful 
work done in Corea by Rev. W. J. Mc-

visable to engage in mission work in 
Соґеа.

About ten p. m. the docket was ex­
hausted, and after the passing of the 
usual vote of thanks the assembly ad­
journed to meet next year in Toronto.

to-day Rev. Dr. Talmage, who ‘has 
reached this city on his western tour, 
discusses a subject of universe.! inter­
est—viz: “Woman’s Opportunity”—his 
text being, "She shall be called wo­
man,” Genesis І1, 23.

God, who can make no mistake, made 
man add woman for a specific work and 
to move In particular spheres—man to 
be regnant in his realm; woman.to be 
dominant in hers. The boundary line 
between Italy and Switzerland, bitween 
England and Scotland, Is not more thor­
oughly marked than this distinction be­
tween the empire masculine and the em­
pire feminine. So entirely dissimilar 
are the fields to which God called them 
that you can no more compare them 
than you can oxygen and hydrogen, 
water and grass, trees and stars. All 
this talk about the superiority of one 
sex to the other sex is an everlasting 
waste of ink and speech. A Jeweler 
may have a scale so delicate that he 
can weigh the dust of diamonds, but 
where are the scales so delicate that 
you can weigh in them affection against 
affection, sentiment against sentiment, 
thought against thought, soul against 
soul, a man’s world against a wo­
man’s world ? Tou can come out with 
your stereotyped remark that man Is 
superior to woman In Intellect, and then 
I open on my desk the swarthy, Iron 
typed, thunderbolted writings of Har­
riet Martineau and Elizabeth Brown­
ing and. George Eliot. You come on 

your steorotypêd remark 
woman’s superiority to man In the item 
of affection, but I asked you where was 
there more capacity to love than In 
John, the disciple, and Matthew Simp­
son, thie bishop, and Henry Martyn, the 
missionary ?

The heart of those men was so large 
that after you had rolled Into It two 
hemispheres there was room still eft 
to marshal the hosts of heaven and set 
up the throne of the eternal Jehovah.
I deny to man the throne Intellectual 
I deny to woman the throne affectlonal. 
No human phraseology will ever define 
the spheres, while there Is an Intuition 
by which we know when a man Is in 
his realm, and when a woman is In her 
realm, and when either of them Is out 
of it No bungling legislature ought 
to attempt to make a definition or to 
say, “This Is the line and that Is the 
line.” My theory is that If a woman 
wants to vote she ought to vote, and 
that if a man wants to embroider and 
keep house, he ought to be allowed to 
embroider and keep house. There are 
masculine Women And there are effem­
inate men. My theory Is that yott have 
no right to Interfere with any ohe’s do­
ing anything that is righteous. Albany 
and Washington might as well decree 
by legislation how high a brown thrash­
er should fly or how. deep a trout should 
plunge as to try to seek out the height 
and depth of woman’s duty. The ques­
tion of capacity will settle finally the 
whole question, the whole subject. 
When a woman Is prepared to preach 
she will preach, and neither conference 
nor presbytery can hinder her. When 
a woman Is prepared to move in 
highest commercial spheres, she will 
have great Influence on the exchange, 
and no hoards of trade can hinder her.
I want woman to understand that heart 
and brain can overfly any barrier that 
politicians may set up, and that nothing 
can keep her back or keep her down 
but the question of capacity.

I was In New Zealand last year Just 
after the opportunity of suffrage had 
been conferred upon women. The plan 
Worked well. There had never been such 
good order at the polls, and righteous­
ness triumphed. Men have not made 
such a* wonderful moral success of the 
ballot box that they need fear women 
will corrupt it. In all our cities man 
has so nearly made the ballot box a 
failure, suppose we let woman try. But 1 
there are some women, I know, of most 
undesirable nature, who wander up and 
down the country—having no homes of 
their own or forsaking their own homes 
—talking about their rights, and we I 
know very well that they themselves 
are fit neither to vote nor to keep house. 
Their mission seems merely to humiliate 
the two sexes at the thought of what 
any one of us might become. No one 
would want to live under the laws that 
such women would enact or to have cast 
upon society the children that such wo­
men would raise. But I shall show you 
that the best rights that woman can 
own she already Jias In her possession; 
that her position In this country at this 
time is not one of commiseration, but 
one of, congratulation; plat the gran­
deur and power of her realm have never 
yet been appreciated; that she sits to­
day on a throne so high that all the 
thrones of earth piled on top of each 
other would not make for her a foot­
stool. ^ Here is. the platform on which 
she stands. " Away down below it are 
the ballot box, and the congressional 
assemblage and the legislative hallt 
Woman always has voted and always 
will vote. Our great grandfathers 
thought they were by their votes put­
ting Washington Into the Presidential 
chair. No/ His mother, by the prin­
ciples .she taught him and by» the habits 
she Inculcated, made him President. 
It was a Christian mother’s hand drop­
ping the ballot when Lord Bacon wrote, 
and Newton philosophized, and Alfred 
the Great governed, and Jonathan Ed­
wards thundered of judgment to come.

How many men there have been in 
high political station who would have 
been Insufficient to stand the test to 
which their moral principle was put 
had It not been for a wife’s voice that 
encouraged them to do right and a 
wife’s prayer that sounded louder than 
the clamor of partisanship ? The right 
of suffrage, as we men exercise It, seems 
to be a feeble thing. Tou, a Christian 
man, come up to the ballot box, and 
you drop your vote. Right after you 
comes a libertine or a sot—the off- 
scouring of the street—and he drops his 
vote, and his vote counteracts yours. 
But if In' the quiet home life a daughter 
by her Christian demeanor, a wife by

of lords Its failure to do so awak­
ened much dissatisfaction ln certain 
quarters The course at the govern­
ment on the subject of home rule was 
by no means satisfactory to the Irish 
members of parliament, and their sup­
port of the government on many mea­
sures ever Stance has been grudgingly 
given.

of potash nitrate. Give plenty of exer­
cise and follow with general tonic me­
dicine.

A GREAT PRODUCER

According to toe South' American 
Journal the value of live cattle and 
sheep exported from Argentina last 
year amounted to £1,000,000, and this 
year it te expected to be 50 per cent, 
more. As toe country possesses about 
30,000,000 cattle and 90,000,000 sheep, 
with only five million Inhabitants, its 
export resources are enormous, 
said that bullocks giving 700 pounds 
per carcass can be delivered In London 
to sell at £12 a head with profit. Great 
areas of alfalfa are being laid out to 
fatten cattle, and toe best breeds are 

- -being produced. It is therefore suggest­
ed that great as the sensation caused 
by the expansion of Argentine wheat 
growing haa been, that of meat pro­
duction will probably be greater. Over 
against this,however .must be placed 
the statement recently cabled from 
England -that South American cattle 
do not give complete satisfaction in 
that market. There seems no good rea­
son though why any present difficulties 
should not be overcome. As a producer 
ot wheat, corn, cattle and sheep the 
great republic of the south seems des­
tined to play an important part in the 
supply of the world’s markets.

States from tobacco alone in 1894 waa 
$28,617,898.62. This amount is $3,271,- 
813.12 less than the figures for the prev­
ious year. The Boston Standard says 
the burned-up, chewed-up and snuffed- 
up amount of tobacco last year was 
244,000,000 pounds, or nearly five pounds 
for every man, woman and child In the 
country. The production of snuff dur­
ing 1894 amounted to 11,627,092 pounds.
The actual revenue received from the 
various varieties of tobacco waa as fol­
lows: Chewing and smoking, $14,127,- 
108.31; snuff, $697,625.52; .çigars and 
cheroots, $12,200,752.30; cigarettes, $1,- 
502,412.49. The actual number of cigars, 
etc., to as fdllbws: Cigars and cheroots,
4,066,917,4331 cigarettes, 3,167,101,681—a 
total ot 7,264,619,014. If, says the Stand­

Ottawa, June 24.—Answering a ques­
tion Hon. Mr. Foster stated that half 
a dozen tenders were received for the 
line of steamships between Canada, 
France and Belgium. They included 
two tenders from Mr. Furness, two 
from Colombia Beige, one from the 
Hamburg-American company and one 
from C. ÎJ. Armstrong. Some of these 
tenderers did not comply with con­
ditions. fJo tenders had been accepted 
and tbV government did not think It 
advisable to make public the amounts 
of tenders.

The greater part of the afternoon In 
the house of commons was occupied 
with a discussion on a motion made by 
Mr. Flint for^2Mera relating to the 
Coast Line Railway company.

Mr. Flint, followed by Mr. Forbes, 
attacked the financial standing of the 
South Shore Line Company and argued 
against any action by the federal gov­
ernment calculated to restore the latter 
company to active operations. He urg­
ed that a competing line was a proper 
one to be supported, as it had assist­
ance from the Nova Scotia govern­
ment and was controlled by wealthy 
capitalists.

Mr. Flint stated that Tom Robert­
son’s company was about abandoning 
the narrow gauge plan and adopting 
the standard gauge.

Mr. White of Shelburne, replying on 
behalf of the South Shore company, 
explained that it was first in the field, 
and that notwithstanding the untrue 
statements as to bankruptcy it was to­
day in a strong position, quite able to 
carry out its contract.

Mr. White read interesting corres­
pondence showing that Tom Robert­
son’s company no longer ago than last 
winter were sufficiently well satisfied 
with- the financial condition of the 
South Shore company to offer to sell 
out to that corporation .Among the in­
teresting letters on this point was on» 
In which the representatives of the 
narrow guage company proposed in 
case of negotiations succeeding “they 
would provide for Thomas Robertson 
to a small amount.’’
