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Board of Trade Heard
Facts on River Service.

No Resolutions Were Passed at Yesterday's Meeting,
and a Lot of Business Still Stands Over.

Another meeting of the boarn of
trade subsidy committee and coun-
cil was held Wednesday, at which
some deteiled information was receiv-
ed and time wasted in arguments as
to whether this information was worth
hearing. .

H. B. Schofield presided and there
were present Samuel Schoflield, D. J.
McLaughlin, G. Fred Fisher, John Mc-
Goldrick, J. A. Likely, Inspector Olive,
D. J. Purdy, John McMulkin, R. S.
Orchard and Horace Waring.

Samuel Schofield read a series of
questions which -he moved should be
asked all steamship agents in order
that concise information should be had.

D. J. McLaughlin thought that per-
haps the subsidy committee was go-
ing too extensively into the details of
the steamers engaged. The duty of
the board is to see that a satisfactory
service is given and the government
which pays the subsidy should secure
the information asked for by Mr. Scho-
field.

J. A. Likely agreed with Mr. Mec-
Laughlin that the board had no right
to go into details. Steamship owners
were present as well as Inspector
Olive, and all necessary information
could be procured from them.

H. B. Schofield thought it would be
no harm to pass the resolution in or-
der that there might be some system
in procuring the informaflon. J. A.
Likely seconded the motion and it
passed.

The Star line is put down for a sub-
sidy of $600. R. S. Orchard said that
the company received no subsidy. Two
steamers ran last season, the Victoria
and Majestic. Next season a new one
will be put en, the Pokanoket. The
Victoria. carries 750 passengers, the
Majestic’ 400 and the Pokanoket 736.
They are inspected once a year, make
about ninety voyages, carry mails, call
at all main river points and have large
warehouses af St. John and Frederic-
ton.

Samuel Schofield asked if some im-
provement -could not be made in the
landing of passengers, which is now
often done by small boats.

Mr. Orchard explained that the gov-
ernment built the wharves, and that
new ones are being built each season.
During the summer sfg S not.wmqtﬁ
than four or five bo are made.
Instead of building more new wharves
it would be well for the government to
improyve the wharves already exigting.
The Star line will present all neces-
sary information to the board if the
latter desires to make representations
to the government on the subjects.
Accidents seldom occur, and when they
do they are due to outsiders coming
to board the steamer and not when the
small boats hirdd by the company are
engaged. The line has a contract of
$1,600 yearly for carrying mails, and
would like $1,000 from the provincial
government. There have been no ac-
cidents or loss of life during the past
year, No dividend has been paid for
two years, but in the previous year
six per cent. was paid.

Inspector Olive, who wanted to get
away, sald that the very fact that
steamers under consideration had re-
ceived certificates was guarantee that
they were all right.

The recommendation of a subsidy to
the Star line will be taken up later.

D. J. Purdy represented the Crystal
Stream, and gave some facts concern-
ing the boat. In the past they had
been getting $200 subsidy, but last year
were given $300, and would ask the
board to rcommend that the amount
be increased to $400. No accidents oc-
curred last year. It was a poor sea-
son and the dividend was the wrong
way.

Regarding the steamer Clifton, J. A.

Likely explained that this boat ,was;

out of service and that a new
would be put on next summer.
same subsidy, $250, might stand.
Capt. White spoke for the Millidge-
ville ferry, the subsidy for which had
been increased from $600 to $1,000. The

mails are carried under yearly con-
tract. The subsidy increase was in
return for reduction of fares. The
boat is owned by private parties and
does not pay any dividends. The re-
ceipts last year were $250 less than in
the previous year.

In common with all other river steam-
ers the May Queen carries no accident
insurance, nothing but fire. He did
not ask for an increased subsidy.
Freight rates on the I. C. R. and Cen-
tral railway are as low as on the May
Queen, and competition is keen.

The C. P. R, St. John, Hglifax and
London service, the ISouth African ser-
vice, the South Shore service, the &t.
John and Digby service, the Grand
Manan service, the St. John-Basin of
Minas (str. Brunswick) service, St.
John-Albert Co. (str. Beaver) service,
are still to be dealt with. .

Samuel Schofield had some com-
plaints to make against several, and
moved that the meeting adjourn until
Wednesday next.

J. A. Likely thought the whole busi-
ness was becoming tiresome. - A lot of
useless and . unnecessary information
was causing a waste of time, and
members would not attend. £

D. J. McLaughlin agreed with this.

The motion to adjourn passed.

At the meeting on Tuesday a mem-
orial to be presented to the govern-
ment regarding the West India service
was read.

FREDERICTON, Jan. 11.—The coun-
ty court today was engaged in an in-
teresting  suit. The case was  c¢ne
brought by Mr. Hanson, the lessee of
the Arctic rink, against Edward Wash-
ington, restaurant keeper in York
street. During last winter the latter
ran a restaurant in the rink, for which
privilege the former alleged that
Washington had agreed to pay him
fifteen dollars per month. The claim
was for sixty dollars, being four
months’ rental. During the morning
both the plaintiff and defendant were
examined. Washington denied the ar-
rangement as alleged by Hanson and
said the agreement was that he was
only to pay his landlord ten per cent.
of the gross receipts. These receipts
only amounted to twenty five dollars
during the season, and ‘he was willing
to pay $2.50 and no more. After din-
ner Mr. Barry addressed the jury on
behalf of the defendant, and Mr. Greg-
ory followed for the plaintiff. The
evidence was most contradictory, and
the judge’'s charge v:as brief, he say-
ing that it. was entirely a matter of
fact to be decided, and he would leave
the question to them to decide. The
jury retired about four o’clock, and
after less than an hour’s deliberation
returned a verdict for the plaintiff for
$3; fifty cents more than the defend-
ant- had agreed to pay. The court then
adjourned until- Tuesday next.

OTTAWA, Jan. 12.—In* spite of im-
propitious weather, bitter wind, with
driving drizzle of sleet and rain,which
froze to everything it touched, the
opening of the tenth parliament was in
every respect the most Dbrilliant in
Canadian history. Never there
such crowds, such a collection of beauty
and fashion, such beauty of dress and
uniform, and never ias the stately
cerenfony carried through more suc-
cessfully in every way.

Sharp at the stroke of three, his ex-
celiency drove into the grounds, escort-
ed by the Princess'Louise Dragoons, A
guard of honor in front of the house
and a battery on Nepean Point gave
a royal salute as Earl Grey entered the
bouse, wheire he was received by
Laurier as premier, and Scott as leader
of the senate, and escorted to the cham-
ber, with its packed floor and gallery,
and with a galaxy of feminine array,
where he took his seat on the throne
with Laurier on the right and Cart-
wright on the left, both in the uni-
form of the imperial privy council, the
same as Lord Grey. Among the offi-
cialg surrounding the throne was Lieut.
Governor Snowball, who was accom-
paaied by his wife and daughters, and
he was the only lieutenant governor
present, Immediately below sat Sup-
reme Court Judges. Sedgewick, Gir-
ouard, Davies and Killaimn on the wool-
sack, Chief Justice Sir Elzear Tasche-
reau being conspicuously absent. This
stickler for punctiliousness, who has
given Dominion officials trouble by his
peculiar demands during 'his occupa-
tion of office as deputy governor gen-
eral, was in a huff. He haa ordered
that his seat on woolsack be raised six
inches or so higher than his colleagues.
This was ignored, so Sir Elzeur didn’t
go. The rest of the floor wag iilled by
senators, consuls general, clerical dig-
nitaries and ladies, including daugh-
ters of Mr. Emmerson and Sir Frederick
Borden.

After the usyal formality of summon-
Ing the comméns, the speech froim the
throne was handed to hig excellency,
who read it in French and English in
a clear, splendidly modulated voice,
distinct in every part of the building,
as follows :

Hon. Gentlémen of the House of Com-
mons and Senate;

I am sensible of the great  honor
conferred upon me by the king by ap-
pointing me to the distinguished posi-
tion of governor genéral, '*My. pleasure
in being called upon to represent his
majesty in ' the dominion has been
heightened by the cordial welcome I
have received on all sides and from all
classes.

This favored:land, - with its vast re-
sources: and  impreving facilities for
transportation is attracting people, on
an ever-ascending scale, not only from
the United Kingdom, but also from the
United States, and from many other
ccuntries. As the opportunities for set-
tlement under the advantageous con-
ditions which exist .are better known
tkis dominion will become the home of
an increasing number of happy and
contented - people  whose character and
prosperity will add strength to the
great empire of which you are so im-
portant a part.

It is gratifying to. note that the
trade of the dominion, which in recent
yvears has so steadily increased, is not
diminishing, the aggregate trade for
the last fiscal year being the largest on
record. The revenue for the past six
months is also greater than for the
corresponding period of the preceding
year,

On the invitation of the president of
the United States, my government has
joined in the formation of an interna-
tional commission composed of three
representatives from each country, to
investigate and report upon the condi-
tions and useg of the waters adjacent
to the boundary line between the Un-
ited States and Canada, and to make
such recommendations “for ‘improve-
ments and regulations as shall best
subserve the interest of navigation in
said waters.

The rapid growth of the population
of the Northwest Territories during
the past two'years jystifies the wis-
dom of conferring on these territories
provincial autonomy. A bill for that
purpose was submitted to your con-
sideration.

The surveys necessary for the loca-
tion of a line of national transconti-
nental Canadian railway are being
vigorously prosecuted, and it is confi-
dently believed that tenders for the
construction ‘of several sections may be
invited during the coming season.

The display of Canadian products at
last year’s ‘St. Louis exhibition proved
such a marked success in attracting
emigrants to the western prairies that
it is proposed to accept the invitation
of the government of Belguim to send
samples of our products and manu-
factures to the exhibition to be shortly
held at Liege.

Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

The accounts for the last, year will
be laid before you. will be satisfac-
tory to you to learn tirat the expendi-
ture has been less than the revenue,
leaving a surplus over all charges. The
estimates for the coming year will be
submitted at an early - date They
have been prepared with a due regard
for economy consistent with the de-
velopment of the resources of the do-
minjon.

A few minutes later the commons re-
assembled in their chamber, where
Laurier moved the traditional resolu-
tion and later moved that the stand-
ing committees of the house be ap-
pointed and that Laurier, Mulock, Fos-
ter, Hyman and Haggart be a special
committee to prepare the committee
lists.

In answer to a question from Foster,
Laurier said he did not expect the
minister of finance before the last of
the month.

On motion of the premier the house
then adjourned till Monday, when the
speech from the thrane will be con-
sidered.

After the conclusion of the ceremony
the senate also adjourned until Mon-
day.

MAY RETIRE.

Trouble in French Cablnet Over Elec-
tion of M. Doumer.

PARIS, Jan. 12.—Consideration is be-
ing given in the highest quarters to the
eventuality of the retirement of 'the
‘cabinet as a result of the election of
M. Doumer as president of the cham-
ber of deputies. It is expected that
M. Millerand or Rouvier will form a
cabinet: in the event of the retirement
of the present ministry. Foreign Min-
ister Delcasse is expected to remain
without reference to the other changes.

M. Doumer assumed the presidency
of the chamber this afternoon amid
disorder which threatened to precipi-
tate a crisis, though a test of the min-
istry’s Strength will probably not
reach a decisive vote until tomorrow.

‘ST. PETERSBURG, Jan. 12.— The
govarnment seemingly is about to make
the irrevocable situation that prestige
abroad and the situation at home ne-
cessitate the continuation of the war
till p=ace with dignity is possible. Be-
yond this point, however, confusion ex-
ists, especially regarding the immediate
development of the interior situation.
Emperor” NicHolas is still- apparently
vacillating as to whether he shall al-
low M. Witte full sway, in ‘the mean-
time declining to permit Prince Sviato-
polk-Mirsky to retire, although the lat-
ter persists in the view that the con-
fidence of the people in the manner in
which the reformm manifest is to be
worked out is vital and . that this is im-
possibie if the ‘work 1s;tb'be-left com-
pletely in the hands of the bureaucrats.
Direct consultation with the represent-
ative classes interested he considers es-
sential.

It has now been definitely established
that the third section of the manifesto
as it was originally drafted by Min-
ister Sviatopolk-Mirsky provided for re-
presentation of the ‘Zemstvos in the
council of the empire, and that it was
stricken out against his earnest pro-
test. Prince Sviatopolk-Mirsky's re-
tirement from the ministry of the in-
terior continues to be considered as
‘only a matter of a short time, although
there is seeming evidence‘that the em-
peror hopes by temporiging to avoid
the necessity of concentrating the reins
of power in the hands of M. Witte. ¢
Should a real storm break, however, no
one doubts that M. Witte is the one
strong man in sight who can be called
to the bridge.

other’s programme seem to make any-
thing ‘approaching actual revolution at
the present time unworthy of serious
consideration.

Rev. A. J. Prosser Had Little Success in His Ganvass

On  another page is published
an article about a city clergyman hav-

Ing discovered a family sorely in need
ind having started to canvass the
Union street saloons for assistance for
thgose people. That clergyman was Rev.
A. J. Prosser of Waterloo St. Free
Baptist Church. Mr. Prosser did not
want his name mentioned, as he desired
to avoid anything like notoriety, and
oniy wished to have made public the
facts of the case. But he has com-
pbieted his canvass, and now wishes to
firop out of the matter, leaving the
facts he has learned, for consideration

by those to whom the subject is8 of in-

terest, ;

Without any reflections on that rev-
trend gentleman’s canvassing abillty it
must be stated that the destitute fam-
lly have not been greatly enriched as
& result of his tour,

In the first barroom visited yesterday
b says the proprietor was absent and
the bar tender did not feel that ' his
eronscience would
from his scanty salary for charitable
purposes. In the second saloon he met
the proprietor and stated his case
plainly to him. The saloon keeper did
not seem at all disposed to discuss the
Question as to the propriety of his
business, or his right to - give for the
suppoirt of the family, which he had
helped to rauperize, and when he saw
the minister settling down for an argu-
ment, immediately presented him with
& dollar bill, and gave a sigh of relief
&8 he closed the door behind him.

The third man whom the pastor hon-

opred with a call had read an account'

of his collecting tour in the press on
Monday and was realy for war. He
thought the article had reflected on the
piving qualities of the rumsellers. He
had always helped to support charit-
able institutions, He had never re-
fused to purchase the War Cry, at the
expense of two cents a week, and had
ellowed them to be sold in his shop.
He had never sold- liquor to men who
were in the habit of getting drunk, nor
to men who had to pawn their house-
hold goods to buy it. The parson named
& certain man and asked if he had ever
sold liquor to that party. The saloon
keeper acknowledged that he had.
“Well,” said the parson, “I visited that
man's home within two weeks and
found him very drunk. More than that,
. his wife told me he had pawned half
their farniture to buy whiskey.”” This
case, the minister thought, was suffi-
cient proof that the man sold his liquor
hdiscriminately to all parties having the
tash. During the heated discussion the
parson never for a moment lost sight

of the point he had in view, nor allowed
his opponent tq lead him away from
his subject, but whenever he thought
he had made an impression on the
saloon keeper he would hit him up for
a dollar. After coming at him from all
sides, and meeting with flat refusals
every time, he decided to withdraw and
save what energy he had left for his
next victim.

At his next call he found his man
very busy with customers. Neverthe-
less he was able to spare him a few
minutes and took him into his private
office for an interview. ILike the oth-
ers visited, this man disclaimed =2ll
{ knowledge of. any of his customers
" getting drunk at his bar. He asked the
pastor how he got onto these poor
people so soon, being a stranger in the
city. The parson explained that the
man had stuck him for a dollar and a
' half some time ago while he was quite
innocent of the use he made of his
money. This led .to his investigating
the circumstances later.

“Why don’t your churches help him?”
asked the saloon keeper. ‘The
churches have not put him where he
is,”” replied the parson. ‘It is your
work, and it is your place now to help
keep his family from starvation.” The
saloon keeper couldn’t see it that way.
He said he would consider the madtter,
however, and would let him know his
decision when he called again. So the
parson left him, considering, but thinks
he can guess at the result near enough
80 that he may save himself the trouble
- of a second call.

Mr. Prosser says he started out on
this tour with three objects in view.
First, to help the needy family; se-
condly, to satisfy himself how the rum
sellers would justify themselves in
carrying on a business that was ruin-
ing so many families, as it had done
the family in question; thirdly, he
wanted to meet the rum sellers face
to face and state his convictions in the
matter to them. He says he has reach-
ed the following conclusions: First,
the rum secllers are not beneficent
men. In the second case he found
that they had no intelligent justifica-
tion for the work they were doing;
thirdly, the clergyman acknowledges
that though he could -not agree with
any of the rum sellers in respect to
their temperance views, still he was
treated by these people with the great-
est courtesy, and he sincerely hopes
that these personal interviews, al-
though they cannot be said to have
been successful financially, may yet
bear fruit, and be productive of much
good. .

free exhibition of his strength on re-
quest.

This strange visitor goes by the name
of Peter Clawson. He is 23 years of
age, about 5§ feet 8 inches in height,
and weighs 175 pounds. All the muscles
of his body are developed to a wonder-
ful degree and are hard ag iron. He
has a chest equal to that of John L.
Sullivan. He can lift 400 pounds with
his teeth, 1,400 pounds on his back, and
can hold 160 pounds out straight in one
hand. He will take three 50-pound
balls and keep them all in the air at
once. He takes a 3-4 inch iron bar and
bends it double by pounding it over the
muscle of his bare arm. |

Peter Clawson was born in Metten-
dorf, Germany. When seven years of
age he was picked up by a travelling
show company, who took him along
with them to Italy. Later he trained
for some years in a gymnasium for an
acrobat, but got too heavy for this
business, so he gave it up and took up
the profession of lifting heavy weights.
This he followed up for a time in cir-
cuses and theatres, and finally branch-
ed out giving little exhibitions of his
own in restaurants and other public
places. Unfortunately, however, Peter
had not learned that a license was re-
quired in Germany for holding shows
of this sort, and it was in this connec-
tion that he met with the unpleasant
exverience which compelled him to
come to this country, He tried the
Jail for a few weeks, but concluded that
& man of his capabilities was never
made for such close quarters, and %0
in the stillness of one dark night he
gently pressed open two of the window
bars and bade farewell {0 the scenes of
his boyvhood. He made his way to
Antwerp,where he stowed himself safe-
ly away, along with three companions,
on the Mount Temple. 'They arrived
here with that vessel a week ago Mon-
day. They were discovered shortly
after putting out to sea and sent down
below to work. On the whole they
claim to have had an enjoyable trip.

Clawson, with his other accomplish-
ments, ic a famous wrestler. He holds
no less than four medals won in that
line. In the summer of 1903 he wres-
tled with a man named Leuc, in one of
the largest theatres in Germany, situ-
ated in the town of Dusseldorf. At
the end of twelve nights’ continuous
wrestiing, Peter Clawson had three
broken ribs, and the championship of
the Rhine province.

INGREASE THE FEE.

Two Dollars is Not Enough
For Resident Game

License

<> &

According to ldeas of Prominent
Officer— New Brunswick People

Are Law Abiding.

o

One of the most prominent officials
connected with the fish and game pro-
tective department of the province was
in the city yesterday and in conver-
sation with the Sun suggestedwhat he
considered would be an improvement
in the licensing regulations. He argued
that taking for example the four
counties of Carleton, Victoria, York
and Northumberland it is found that
in these a total of some sixteen hun-
dred resident game licenses have been
issued at the merely nominal fee of
two dollars each. This, he cansiders,
is far too low, and should be increas-
ed to at least flve dollars for a start,
with the possibility"of & further in-
crease in the future if it should be
deemed advisable. Each of these six-
teen hundred persons is by the license
entitled to kill one moose and one cari-
bou, which makes the fee to them only
one dollar per animal, a ridiculously
low figure. Almost every license hold-
er kills at least one animal, while the
majority kill two. NOw supposing a
man takes out licenses for himself and
his two sons. There, for ‘six dollars,
the one family can secure 8ix animals—
pretty cheap meat.

This official thought that a fee of five
dollars would be none too high, and
would, by inecreasing the returns to
the province, permit of an even more
perfect system of protection. It would
also work towards the same end an-
other way, for if people had to pay
higher for the privilege they would be
the more apt to see that other people
did not exceed the rights granted by
the licenses.

But, said hé,T rmust®say that the
people of New Brunswick are most ob-
servant of the game laws.. Whether
it is that they are frightened of each
other, or not, the fact remains that in
this province there are fewer violations
by far than in Maine, where a most
expensive protective system is in op-
eration. Our people will not permit
of violations. Each man seems to hold
the idea that he is honest and expects
everyone else to be.

The license fee for non-residents is
quite high enough and no change is
needed in this.

Great Siege.

Well Known Military .Man Prepared
Maps of Port Arthur—Knows
Every Foot of the Place.

L&

(Toronto News.)

Another survivor of the Dundonald
rozime in Canada has just left this

nntry, in the person of Colonel
Denny, who went last night to New
York, whence he will sail for England,
where he is to become second in comy-
mand of the Army Service Corps:in
the Western District, headquarters at
Plymouth, with a corps of about 50,000
men. And thile Colonel Denny has

bcen a Canadian but a year and a
nhalf--since May, 1903—he has dmbibed
soine of that restrained Canuckism
which began to further distinguish his
esteemed chieftain, Lord Dundonald.

A MAN OF EXPERIENCE.

Colonel Denny’s career has been sin-
gularly successful, and his military
experience - as cosmopolitan as the
Empire, with the single exception of
never having visited Australia. His
most important colonial experience, be-
sides his active career in India, was
gained in South Africa. He was one
of the younger school of British offi-
cers who tent through the big war
for discipline, as well as to help con-
quer the Boers. It was there that the
colonel became identified with Lord
Dundonald, first as supply  and trans-
port officer to Dundomald’s brigade,
afterwards brigade major, and later a
member of the Intelligence Corps, in
which capacity he learned that a
large war puts the British officer and
the colonial scout on the same prac-
tical level. Scouts, maps, custody of
captured officers, documents with se-
cret information, post offices, telegraph
agencies, heliograms, and whatsoever
else that makes eyes and ears for an
army became the colonel’s daily bill
of fare,

'FROM CATHAY TO CANADA.

Colonel Denny saw the war from Oc-
tober, ’99, and at the close of it was
transferred—in the early part of 1902—
to China. There he was deputy as-
sistant adjutant-general to Gen. Gas-
coigne for a year. During that year
he saw about all the military life re-
presented by the great powers from
Shanghai to Port Arthur. When Lord
cne of those modestly efficient young
colonel was sent here as a member of
His latest miove js a signal
promotion, which speaks valumes for
his experience. And Colonel Denny is
one of those modestly efficient young
men who will not be missed merely
for his good looks and the military
glamor of a uniform at a Government
House ball.

“Well, I've much enjoyed my stay
fn Canada,” said the colonel to a
News reporter yesterday. ‘I particu-
larly enjoy Toronto. Redlly, one can
scarcely get away, with so many mili-
tary friends to take up one’s time.”
MADE A MAP OF PORT ARTHUR.

“You have been in Port Arthur,
colonel?”

‘“Yes, all through it many a time. I
know every fort in it. I have a map
of it in my luggage somewhere, one

“that I made myself.”

It was quite plain to see that the
colonel carried most of that map of
Port Arthur under his cap, and he
sroke of Japan and Keorea with much
enthusiasm,

‘“Well, we all knew Port Arthur was
a deucedly hard nut to crack—"

8till I think most people sympathize
wholly - with the garrison when they
should remember that the condition of
the besieging party is usually a great
deal worse. The besieged party crawls
into his dugout and simply stays there
like a bear in winter. The attacking
party must advance, largely in the
open and under fire. Then of course
the conditions in Port Arthur, while
quite horrible enough, with dead bod-:
fes, piling up that couldn’t be buried,
and all that sort of thing, was not des-
perately bad at al? goints. To begin
with, the Russians had stored vast
quantities of grain in readiness for a
siege. Korea is the granary of that
vart of the world, and Port Arthur is
the toe of Korea.”

THEY DON'T BAT MUCH.

“Do you consider the Russian soldier
e hard man to starve out?”
“Well, like the Jap, though less so,

One Who knew Nicholas Loler Tells

of His Faithful Work as e Guide,

note, some days ago, that Nicholas
Loler, an Indian, had been found near
his home in the Indian village of St.
Marys, a short distance from Freder-
icton, frozen to death, the result of
drinking too much of the dangerous
beverage that is doled out by a certain
class of white men. Nothing more
has been written about poor Nicholas;
he was only an Indian, afflicted with
the vice of his race, an inordinate love
of strong drink, but the poor fellow
was a faithful guide. In the loneliest
depths of the New Brunswick forest,
the life and treasures of the sportsman
or tourist who placed themselves in
the care and guiddnce of Nicholas
Loler were safe. No temptation could
swerve him from the path of duty. As
‘he understood the obligations between
guide and patron, the was faithful to
the core; and, let us hope, at the
mercy seat it will stand| to his credit.

But Nicholas Loler, the guide and
mentor of many an ambitious sports-
man, will not be forgotten, nor will
his humble career pass to oblivion, In
the first volume of ‘“Acadiensis,” D.
Russell Jack’'s excellent magaazine,
there is a eplendid photo-engraving of
this guide, the work of W, A. Hick-
man, which will be valuable to the
ethnologist of the future, as a record
of a race that is fading away. The
photograph was taken on the bank of
the Restigouche river in the early
morning.

Inglewood Pulp Go.. Doing
A Big Lot of Work.

They Will Take Out Twenty Million
feét from the Burned Timber
tands Over the Line.

Probably the largest lumber opera-
tions being carried on.by any one con-
cern in the province are those now
conducted by the Inglewood Pulp Co.
in St. John, Queens, Kings and Char-
lotte counties.

It, will be remembered that a year
or two ago this company purchased
from’ Knight Bros. large timber limits
'in these counties. ‘A large portion of
this property was swept by fire dur-
ing the summer of 1903, and the stand-
ing timber partially destroyed. The
trees were in such condition that after
a few yeats standing they would be of
no further value. So it was decided
by the Inglewood Co. that béfore worms
and rot had a chance to get in their
work it would be well to cut as much
as possible of this timber.

Last year a fair sized gang of men
were sent to the woods, and the com-
pahy brought out approximately ten
million feet. This year operations on
a much larger scale arg being carried
on -and at the present time almost
four hundred men areemployed in the
woods. Three hundred are engaged in
cutting and about seventy-five in haul-
ing. .

Up to the present eleven million feet
have been cut, and the work is not half
over. The company expect {fo bring out
nearly twenty million feet, which will
be easily the largest output ever tak-
en from this district.

The weather has been extremely un-
fayorable and hauling;'since the middle
of December, has been almost out of
the -question, but now there is rather
more snow, and the yards are being
cleared out as ‘rapidly as circum-
stances will permit.

Only saw logs are being cut, for
though the company, which {s eompos-
ed of Stetson, Cutler and Co., Frank
Mullins of Banger, * T. McAvity and
Sons, and F. B. Knight, manager,; was
originally formed for the purpose of
carrying on a pulp and lumbering busi-
ness, the condition of the pulp market

der extensive operations in that indus-
try advisable.

These saw logs are found to be !n
first class condition, perfectly free
from worms or rot, and it is thought
that those which will still be left
standing at the end of the present sea-
son will also be good for later sea-
sons. It has not been decided whether
or not pulp wood will be cut next sea-
son, but this will depend on the state
of the market when that time comes.

THE MILLENIUM, '

VWilliam Boyle Criticises’ the Teach-

ings of an Allegheny Preacher.

To the Editor of the Sun :

Sir—The word “mille” means a thou-
sand, and the word “millenium” refers
-to that happy time spoken of in Rev.
20: 1. 1t is also spoken of (Isgiah 2:
1, 2, 3 and 4th verges) ‘“swords shall be
beaten into plouZhdhares,”” and ‘na-
tions shall not learn war any more.”
It is evident from these passages that
the millenium is "stil in the future.
Some persons have—in the past—taught
that it was to commence in 1840, or
even earlier, and again in 1848, and in
1870, but these were mistaken—to say
the least. The 1latest prognosticator
that appears on the scene is the Rev.
C. F. Russell, Allegheny,” Pa., who
teaches that the millenium will com-
mence without fail in 1914, and that in
the meantime—during the next ten
Yyears—there will be such a time of
trouble as never was since the found-
ation of the world. Mr. Russell hav-
ing offered to send to any one interest-
ed certain proofs of the foregoing, on
request, I received a copy of “The
Divine plan of the Ages” (85 pages), a
copy of a sermon delivered at Atlanta,
Georgia; a copy of an alleged inter-
view with a Presbyterian minister on
a railway train, and two small tracts,
ete.

From these I learn that while Mr.
Rusaszell acknowledges the Scriptures of
the Old and New Testaments to be the
Word of God, he differs with almost
every church in Christendom in his ex-
planation of them. He differs with the
Greek and ‘Roman churches. He differs
with the Protestant- churches of the
Reformation, Lutheran, Calvinist,
Presbyterian, Congregationalist, Cal-
vinist Baptist and Methodist.

And, first, Mr. Russell teaches that
the penalty pronounced, ‘“in the day
thou eatest thereof thou shalt surély
die,” refers-.only to temporal death—
that when Adam died (Gen. 5:5) that
was an end of the matter as far as the
punishn ent threatened was concerned.
That there is no such place as Hell !
That there is no such thing as original
sin. That when the word hell is used
In scripture it means either the grave
or a place oulside the walls of Jeru-
salem, where was thrown the refuse of
the city. That when the Lord said to
Adam (Gen. 3: 17): “Becauséd thou hast
harkened to the voice of thy wife, and
hast eaten of the tree of which I com-
manded thee, saying, thou shalt not eat
of it, cursed is the ground for thy sake,
in sorrow shalt thou eat of it all the
days of thy life.”” This curse, Mr.
Russell says, was a -blessing in dis-
guise !

I suppose Mr. Russell would look up-
on Genesgis 4: 11, 12: “When thou till-
est the ground it sheall not henceforth
yield unto thee her strength,” as an-
other blessing as regards Cain ! !

Further, Mr. Russell denies the divin-
ity of our Lord and Saviour Jesus
Christ, He represents him as'a creat-
ed being, somewhat  higher than the
angels. Mr. Russell’s proper place is
not in & Christian land, or in a Chrie-
tian pulpit. He  should " be” with
Caiaphas, the high ‘- priest,. who con-
demned the Saviour because he claimed

.right; ou were born

to be the Son of God (Mark 14: 61, 62,
63, 64).

Mr. Russell’s interview with a “Me-
thodist brother.” This brother, by his
own account, had been for years a
member of the Methodist Church—had
taken an active part in its services—yet
had never felt what his church teaches,
should be the experience of every Chris-
tlan, never: had what the Methodist
church describes as conversion; never
felt deep sinfulness; nor did he, when
he joined the church, experience any of
those things which his religious books
led him to regard as the only true
marks of a true conversion, “of a change
of heart, and of acceptance with God.”

Is it any wonder that his conscien-e
troubled him ? First, he doubtad whe-
ther his fellow church members were
not mistaken in their testimonies; sec-
ond, whether he himself was the one
who had falled to get the blessing;
third, whether the -whole matter was
not a delusion, and Christian experi-
ence largely made up of imagination ! !
Having carried this troubled conscience
about with him for years, afraid to
consult his minister, or his fellow
church members, he finally tells his
difficulties to an entire stranger. Mr.
Russell is, however, equal to the occa-
sion. He asks him if his parents were
reputed to be believers at the time of
his birth ? Being answered in the af-
firmative, then, says he, you are all
“holy,” ‘‘justi-
fied,” and have no need of repentance,
or a new heart. Such things are only
necessary for those whose parents werd
lovers of themselves more than lovers
of God. But what saith the scriptures
on this matter 2 Abraham had two
sons. Isaac was the child of promise,
Ishmael the son of the bond woman.
Isaac had two sons: Jacob was accept-
ed; Esau was rejected, etc.

If the Apostle Peter’'s wife (Mark 1:
30) had left children, they would have
needed to repent and be baptized and
believe the Gospel, just as would the
children ‘of Gentile parents. Therefore
(Romans 5: 1) being justified by faith,
we have peace with God through our
Lord Jesus Christ: Mr. Russell’s justi-
fication is a stripe of another color.

ESCAPED SERVICE.
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Three Sturdy Farmers Are

At Toronto.

> ®

Having Fled From Poland Rather
Than 'ﬂght for Their Russian

Conquerors —Landed v

St.  John,

(Toronto News.)

Fleeing from Poland to escape en-
forced service for their Russian con-
queror against the Japanese, three
sturdy young farmers have drifted half
across the world to Toronto. They were
picked up on Elizabeth street  last
night by a friendly hand, half-frozen,
hungry and in tears.

The men would certainly have made
good soldiers, but they had no heart
for a fight in defence of Russia and
they say that there are thousands of
their fellow-countrymen who feel as
they do. The names of the men are
as fierce-looking as they thémselves
are pacific in appearance, and look
even more so when written out as they
were for a News reporter this morn-
ing. They are Jan Promorowski, Mi-
chael Zienckik, and Vicenti Tochono-
witz. All are small farmers of the
province of Plotz, in Russian Poland.
They were found by Morris Levy, 65
Elizabeth street, last night, and he
gave them feod and lodging. He tried
Yiddish, Russian and Polish with them
before he was able to learn their story.t
This morning he brought them to City
Relief Officer Taylor, who sent them to
the House of Industry. Being Roman
Catholics, the St. Vincent de Paul So-!
ciety will be asked for help.

Their_story, as told to the News
this morning through Mr. Levy, is one
which is common enough in Russia
just now. One night last autumn they
were seized by Russian  soldiers at,
their homes ~nd driven in to the town
of Proshenitz. They knew they were
destined for service in either the army
or navy. From the little they heard
they judged it wad\lo be the navy,
with all its unknown terrors to coun-
try-bred men. So in the darkness they
got a rope, escape through a window,
and made their way into Prussia, the
boundary being quite close to the
town. Thence by way of Havre, they
took ship for ‘Canada, and landed at
St. John. They took train for the
short distance their funds allowed,
and then walked, by what route they
cannot tell.

All thre e are strong, able-bodied
farm laborers, and express their will-
ingness to take any work, They can-
not speak a work of any but their
mother tongue at present.

. ‘Readers of this paper will be pre-
pared for the announcement that the
conservative members of the House of
Commons have elected Mr. R. L.
Borden to the leadership of the oppo-
sition in the tenth parliament. This
is also a re-election to leadership of the
party in the Dominion which Mr, Bor-
* den resigned in a letter (to the mem=
bers. A gathering of conservative
members and senators is really a con-
vention of the party at large, and has
‘so been regagyded by both parties, not
only in Canada but in the mother coun-
try and in other colonies.
It is a high tribute to Mr. Borden's

. popularity, and a sign of the high con-

fidence felt in him that after his per-
scnal defeat in Halifax, and notwith-
standing  the fact that his opponents
have carried every constituency in his
province, he has received this unani-
mous call to return to parliament and
resume the leadership. The party did
not need such an excuse for a change
of leaders had they desired one, Mr.
Borden is not in the house, He can

get no seat at present in Nova Scotia.
He does not ask for another term, but
would gladly return to the work of his
profession. His resignation was before
‘the caucus, submitted without reserve,
‘and with the assurance that he would
,gladly do his, duty as a fighter in the
ranks.

But Mr. Borden is too good a man
to be spared even if his own province
does not at this moment elect conser-
“vative members.

URB ELECTIONS.

Notwithstanding the intervention of

the third element, which to some ex-
' tent disturbed the operation of the
arrangement made between parties for
the late provincial by-election, there is
no reason to regret that such an agree-
ment was made. It may be necessary
in the future to provide against the
use of improper influences by an inter-
vening party. In this particular case
ft is a queetion whether such an .ar-
rangement would have been made had
it been supposed by either side that
the other would be assisted by an ac-
tive and well-financed organization
not included in the undertaking, If a
party to the agreement cannot make
itself responsible for all its campaign
allies, its engagements are to that ex-
tent worthless.

agreement they must be represented
among the contracting parties. The
normal condition in St. John and in
other constituencies is a division on
party lines in federal elections, and on
provincial or federal party lines in
local elections. It is etill true that in
such a contest there are always a few
men on each side who have
sufficient authority to cause the
election to be free from the
corrupt use of momney or liquor,

‘We cango farther and say that the two
hundred men who will asemble next
week at Ottawa could decree that the
next general election will be a clean
one throughout Canada. They are suf-
ficiently the leaders of their respective
parties to bring about thig condition by
simply degiding that it shall be done.
They are also equal to the task of pro-
longing the existing conditions and
making them a little worse. They will
accomplish this by legislation against
all possible and impossible corrupt pro-
ceedings, at the same time purposing
and planning to provide funds for the
corruptior_x of the electorate. There is
only one way for the members of par-
liament and the leaders of the party
they represent to bring about pure elec-
tions, and that is to run pure elections.
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CANE SUGAR NOW.

The people of Canada are now eat-
ing cane sugar. This is due in part
to the British convention which end-
ed the Puropean export bounties on
‘beet sugar, and partly to the Canadian
'surtax on German goods. In 1903 al-
most half the sugar imported into Can-
ada came from Germany. One-seventh
came from Belgium and France. Less
than one-third came from the West In-
dies and British Guiana, and from the
East Indies less than one-tenth. Of
the total raw sugar import about two-
thirds was beet sugar and one-third

cane,

But in 1904 Germany and France sent
us no sugar at all of their own produc-
tion. The 37,715,000 pounds reported as
imported from Germany, was produced
in Austria or some other neighboring
country as it was not charged with the
surtax. This with 13,883,000 pounds
from Belgium, and 1,459,000 pounds
from Austria is the total importation
from Xurope, as against 227,000,000
in 1903. That the change is not due

wholly to the surtax is shown by the
fact that the sugar import from
France ceased altogether and that
from Belgium fell off to one-third,
without any surtax.

The increase in the imports of cane
sugar from the West Indies and Guiana
is assisted by the tariff preference, but
is of course mainly due to absence of
subsidized beet sugar competition. Raw
sugar imports from British Guiana in-
creased in one year from 29,000,000
to 113,000,000 pounds. From the West
Indies, mostly British, the increase
was from 70,000,000 to 166,000,000 pounds.

The Canadian market for West® In-
dia sugar is still much less important
than the market of Great Britain.
The total Canadian importation of
sugar from all the West India islands
would not exceed the sugar exports of
the little fsland of Trinidad. Our im-
ports from British Guiana would be
much less than the colony sent to
Great Britain. The sudden and rapid
advance in sugar prices has created
something like a boom in the value of
sugar plantations in Jamaica, Bar-
bados, Trinidad and Guiana. Recent
London papers contain accounts of the
sale at high prices of sugar estates
formerly embarrassed and unprofit-
able.

THE SPEAKER.

Speaker Sutherland has the good for-
tune to reach that honorable position
at the beginning of his second parlia-
mentary term. His immediate prede-
cessor, Mr. Belcourt, was also elected
speaker of his second parliament. Sir
James Edgar and Mr. Peter White were
old and experienced members before
they were called to the speakership.
Judge Ouimet, and the late Lieutenant
Governor Kirkpatrick seemed to be
young men when they took the chair,
but the first mentioned was serving his
fourth term and the other his fifth
when the honor came to them. ' Mr.
Blanchet and Mr. Anglin were in their
third term as membersg of the commons,
but the former had been a distinguish-
ed member of the New Brunswick leg-
islature, Mr. Cockburn, who occu-
pied the chair of the first two parlia-
ments, had previous experience in the
old parliament of Canada.

Mr. Sutherland has been a quiet mem-
ber of the house., But he is a distin-
guished lawyer, and is said to be a
good scholar. . While it is not abso-
lutely required that the speaker of the
commaons shall understand and be able
to usa the French language, it is a
great advantage to him and the house
if he can do so. Mr, Sutherland comes
from Essex and lives in Windsor, in
the midst of a population which is
larg:ly French. He is a 'Toronto Uni-
versity graduate, and is probably at
home in the language of the majority of
the people of Quebec, That fact would
probably have something to do with the
selection, as it had in the choice of Mr.
Edgar and Mr. Kirkpatrick.

WHERE WE BUY.

Thirty years ago Canada {imported
from all countries $127,000,000 worth of
goods. The imports for consumption
last year were valued at $251,000,000,
or practically double the value in 1874.
It is interesting to see what countries
have cabtured this Canadian trade.

It has not gone to Great Britain,
From the mother country we bought
in 1874 $63,000,000 worth of merchandise
and that was $5,000,000 less than in the
previous year. The value of imports
from Great Britain in 1904 was less
than $62,000,000.

France sold us $2,3802,000 worth of
merchandise in 1874, The wvalue in
1904 was $6,206,000. There was an in-
crease from less than one million' to
over eight millions in imports from

Gericany, from less {han half a mili-

ion to nearly a million in our pur-
from - Spain. Italy increased
her exports to Canada from less than
§50,000 to- the half million mark, Hol-
land from a quarter of a million to &
million, Belgium from 82;)3,000 to £3,-
129,000, South America from $473,000 to
$3,157,000, China and Japan from one
million ard & quarter to two millions
and a half, Switzerland from' $140,000
to ten times thig figure. The New-
foundland import trade wsas a little
less in 1904 than in 1874,

Our imports from the West Indies,
which were $2,307,000 in 1874, fell off
later, then Increasad to over four
millions in 1882, and to a still higher
figure in 1892, 1893 and 1866, then de-
clined $1,080,000 in 18§38, increased again
to $2,379,000 in 1883 and last year broke
the record of West India trade, reach-
ing $4,813,815, or $20,000 more than In
1895.

Under the head of ‘“other countries”
the tables show an increase of be-
tween four and six miilions,

These increases taken together show
a gain of less than $30,000,000 in the
thirty years. Allowing for the de-
crease in the imports from Great Bri-
tain there is a gain of nearly $100,000,-
000 to be. accounted for. To be more
exact, the increase outside of those
mentioned is $96,5643,443, which is fifty
per cent. more than our total imports
for consumption from the mother coun-
try.

That is the gain of the TUnited
States. From this country we import-
ed for consumption $54,283,072 worth of
merchandise. Last year these imports
swelled to $150,826,516. in 1374 we
bought more from Great Britain than
from the United States. In 1904 we
bought two and a half times af much
from the United States as from Great
Britain. While there was a deécline in
our imports from Britain our pur-
chases from the United Statas nearly
multiplied by three.

Thirty years ago we purchased near-
ly fifty per cent. more from other
countries than we did from the United
States. Last year we bought from
the United States fifty per cent. more
than from Great Britain and the other
British colonies, and all foreign coun-
tries besides the United States taken
together. What better trade relations
with Canada would the United States

desire than is exhibited by these fig-
ures? .

VERY GOOD HOUSES.

It is perhaps superfluous for the Sun
to observe that there are some good
real estate properties in New York. The
tax list shows it. New York has a single
building assessed at an amount about
equal to the whole real estate valua-
tion of St. John city. The Equitable
Life building 1is valued at $11,100,000.
The Montreal Life building is down at
$9,300,000. There is a railway depot
worth $5,000,000, a dry goods building
valued at $6,300,000, and several others
not much less. Several bank and in-
surance buildings are rated from $4,000,-
000 to $6,000,000.

Hotel and apartment house propex:ty
reprasents high values. The Waldorf
Astoria is placed at $9,185,000; the Fifth
Avenue, $4,500,000; the Ansonia, $3,000,-
000, and eight other innsg at $2,000,000
to $3,000,000 each. Madison Square Gar-
dens is appraised at $2,000,000; the Me-
tropolitan at $2,630,000. Several news-
papers have costly quarters. The
‘World has a $2,000,000 place of business;
the Malil and Express, $765,000; the
Post, §1,000,000; the Herald, $1,010,000;
the Times $1,245,000; the Tribune $1,000,-
000, and the Staats Zeitung, $725,000.

Some rather costly houses are used
for residences. W'. D. Sloane, G, W.
Vanderbilt, J. J. Aster, W. C. Whitney,
W. W. Astor, A. Carnegie, W. K, Van-
derbilt, Mrs. Huntington, E. T. Gerry
and C. M. Schwab are taxed on houses
worth over a million. That of W. K.
Vanderbilt 1s valued at $3,000,000, while
Mr. Carnegie comes next with a house
worth §$2,270,000. Plerpont Morgan is
content with a modest $800,000 house,
while Russell Sage has a cabin ad-
judgzed to be worth only $260,000.

The sympathy of the youthful reader
goes with the Acadians, who as a. class
undoubtedly deserve it. If Longfellow
had been writing history he might have
explained that the expuision was a war
measure. He could have told of some of
the circumstances leading up to it, and
have shown that the deportation was
managed by New Englanders. It was
not his business as a poet to do all this,
but only-to give the immediate histor-
ical and local setting to his beautiful
story.. When the poem is read in the
school the teacher has something to do.
The Acadian question will always be in

controversy, and teachers need not be |
expected to present either side of the|

case alone. But he should be able to
make it clear that there are two sides,
and to give the pupils a general idea of
the situation so that they will under-
stand why and how the thing happenred.
The class in Evangeline is not teo young
for a little preliminary training in the
art of historical criticism, and the study
of the poem is admirably suited for
such a beginning.—Star. f

NOT MIUICH OF A SPRECH.

The speech from the throne is a sur-
vival. It belongs to a time when the
king had something to say to parlia-
ment. After the sovereign ceased to
speak for himeelf, and either in person
or by his representative became the
spokesman of the government of the
day, the address gave some indication
of ‘the measures which were to be
brought before parliament. Now the
speech has ceased to do that much, The
one read at Ottawa. yesterday men-
tioned only a single measure and that
is one which was promised long ago.

The main part of the speech is taken
up with the statements that Earl Grey
is glad to be here and is satisfied with
his weizome, that this country will be
the home of an increasing number of
happy -and contented people, that the
trade of the country is greater than
has been that the government has col-
lected more taxation in the last’ six
months than in the same period of the
orevious year, that there is a surplus,
that the boundary commission has been
appointed, that G. T. P. surveys are
in progress, and the government pro-
poses (o send an exhibit to Liege. All
of which does not add much to the
sum total of human knowledge in
Canada.

It is about time to give up the speech
from the throne. The address before
us is not entitled to circulation for the
instruction to be found in it, and it is
obviously useless as an example of good
English.
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RUSSIAN DOMESTIC

TROUBLE.!

There are daily indications that the
worst and most pressing trouble of
Russia is that from within. At St.
Petersburg two schools of earnest and
patriotic statesmen are struggling with
the domestic question. One is for mod-
erate changes with no essential en-
largement of popular liberty and re-
sponsibility. This traditional position
is exhibited in the recent imperial
manifesto which really promised no-
thing in the way of effective reorgani-
zation. At least it stopped short of any
form of popular representation in the
gaovernment of the empire. A panic
would be created in government circles
at St. Petersburg over the suggestion
that a parliament such as Great Brit-
ain had even in the days of the Tudors
should be established in Russia,

Prince Mirsky seems to stand for
more radical ideas, but the most ad-
vanced suggestion attributed to him
seems to be a mild sort of innova-
tion. The'proposition that the pro-
posed council should include unofficial

representatives is too strong for the
dominant party. The people about the
Czar are evidently afraid to trust the
common people. They do not under-
stand how much more safe such a peo-
ple becomes when it is trusted. But
if they do not trust the masses or the
student population, or even the land-
holding class, the nobles. begin to
feel that they cannot much.  longer
restrain the movement in favor of a
democracy. If they do not trust they
fear. Russia is not France, and so
the revolution will not come with a
rush and a general uprigsing and but-
chery of the aristocra¢y. But no one
knows what quiet man or woman
whom he meets in the street may be
a Nihilist with a bomb junder the
cloak. g

The Halifax Chronicle says that Mr.
Foster’'s political friends “wpuld be
more likely to choose a hyena for
leader” than Mr. Foster.

Aged Thief Arrested in New York--Was Seen Looking

. for the Jar in the Snow.
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NEW YORK, Jan, 11.—Buried in ay On January 3rd, two of the watchert

glass jar near West 155th street, be-
tween Eighth and Central avenues, de-
tectives of a private agency have found
more thah $23,000 worth of jewelry, the
property of Mrs. :Ambrose Clark, the
daughter-in-law of Mrs. Potter, the
wife of Bishop Henry C. Potter, /The
jewelry was stolen from Fernleigh, the
Clark house, at Cooperstown, N. Y., on
July 7th last.

Iodged in a cell at police headquar-
ters to await the arrival here of Coop-
erstown officials with a warrant, is
Willilam Coleman, a noted thief, the
major portion of whose sixty years
have been spent in penal institutions.

Coleman was arrested in this city on
July 26th last by Central office detec-
tives and held by a magistrate at
Cooperstown until Nov, 17th last., The
grand jury failed to-indict him, and he
was, then set at liberty.

From the moment of Coleman’s re-
lease in Cogperstown he was kept con-
stantly under surveillance,

saw Coleman go to West 155th street,
to a brick -wall which surrounds an iron
foundry, and dig in the deep snow, He
appeared anxious about something he
seamed gure was buried near this spot,
but did not remain long.

On Monday night last the detectives
went to the spot and dug up a pack-
age which proved to be in a glass fruit
jar with a zinc cover, wrapped in a
piece of thin white rubber cloth se-
cured with rubber bands and twine.

In the jar were a number of small
parcels tied up in soiled white muslin,

. the largest of which contained a pearl

and diamond collar of fourteen strands
of gems. When all the packages had
been opened all the Clark jewelry was
found with the exception of a gold
watch, a gold pencil and a small dia-
mond ring.

Coleman was arrested near the spot.
His case will be again presented to
the grand jury.

It is not yet known when the case
will come to trial; in fact, only the
summons has as yet been served.

The probable outcome of the suit will
be an order of the court for the fore-
closure of the mortgage, and the sale
of the mill to satisfy the debt. This
will wipe out the interest of local share-
holders in the property and will give
the purchasers, whoever they may be,
absolute possession.

OTTAWA, Jan. 11.—The publi¢ in-
terest in the ceremonies attending the
opening of the present parliament was
evidenced by the crowded galleries
this afternoon, though it was known
that the proceedings would be brief
and purely formal. The members in
the senate and house were sworn in
and signed the roll at noon. At three
o’clock the commoners were formally
called to the senate chamber, where
the desputy of th.e governor general
graciously advised them to go away
back and elect a speaker if they wished ;
to learn why. he had summoned them |
to parliament, If they did this he pro-
mised to tell them all about it tomor-
row. So they went back, and on mo-
tion of Sir Wilfrid, who spoke grace-
fully of the difficult duties of the
speakership and the eminent qualifica-
tions of his nomijnee, elected R. T.
Sutherland of North Essex, who ac-
cepted modestly, and afterwards was
only prevented from returning to his
private seat by the smiling interven-
tion of Laurier, who piloted him back
to the speaker’s chair. Foster on be-
half of the opposition acquiesced in
the government’s choice and pledged
the new speaker all reasonable sup-
port so long as he properly carried out
his high duties.

The members declined all through to
take the proceedings seriously, laugh-
ing and carrying on like a crowd of
schoolboys except when some one was
speaking. Laurier on his entrance to
the chamber was greeted with pro-
longed cheers and applause and sim-
ilar demonstrations greeted IFoster
when he rose to speak. A feature in-
terestingly hoted was the occupancy
of the prominent seat on the opposi-
tion side by R. Forget, the new mem-
ber for Charlevoix, who while elected
as ctijas,e!‘vative was' quoted by liberal
organizers after the election as declar-
ing his intention to support the gov-
ernment.

Today (January 11th) is the anniver-
sary of the birth of Sir John Macdon-
ald. Had he been spared by Providence
for further service of the country, the
great Canadian statesman would have
beeen ninety years of age *odav.

There is no foundation for the report
that the government has agreeed to
increase the subsidy of the province of
Québec. The government declined to
grant increases to the provinces-last
year, and it is not anticipated that the
raquest of Quebec or any other prov-
ince will be granted .

The first meeting of the senate began
at 2.30, when Hon. Raoul Dandurand,
the new sp=aker, took the chair. The
following new scnators were introduced
and having taken the oath, signed the
roll: Right Hon. Sir Richard Cart-
wright, introduced by Hon. R. W. Scott
and Hon. W. T. Templeman; Hon. J.
Ross, introduced by Hon. W. T. Tem-
pleman and Hons R, Watson; Hon. T.
O. Davis, introduced by Hon. Mr. Tem-
pleman and Hon. F. M. Young; Hon. P.
A. Chouquette, introduced by Hon. R.
W. Scott and Hon, Jules Tessier .

At the conclusion of tomorrow’s cere-
monies it is probable that the house
will adjourn till Monday, when the ad-
dress in reply to the address from the
throne will be moved by Mr. Donnell
and seconded by Mr. Parent, the youth-
ful member who defeated Mr. Cas-
grain in Montmorency. Unless there is
something unexpected in the address,
Hon. Mr. Fcster will be the only
speaker on the opposition side and the
debate will be concluded that day.

BOSTON MARKETS.

No Material Change in

Spruce Situation.

- &

Fhe Fish Market Continues Extremely
Quiet— Mackeral Prices Steady

and Unchanged.

BOSTON, Mass., January 12, —
The situation of spruce is without
very material change. Stocks are well
sold up.and supplies are light pending
the starting up of the winter mills
some weeks later on. The demand is
not heavy, just now, but for anything

that is wanted full prices have to be]

paid. In’ fact anything desirable and
ready for prompt delivery is apt to se-
cure even-a little premium over regu-
lar schedule rates. Hemlock is also
firmly held, but the movement is con-
siderably restricted, owing to the high
prices asked.

Reports from Bangor are that it has
been a long time since the conditions
for lumbering looked as favorable for
t,he operators as at the present time.
The winter’s cut may be smaller than
usual and undoubtedly is, but the con-
ditions for handling it were never bet-
ter. Though the weather has been very
cold and the winter so far has been
open and the streams closed early, the
brooks and streams are running well
and each is doing its share to swell
the volume of water in the rivers, The
result of this is that there ig plenty of
water to feed the wheels of the mills
this winter The quotations: Rail
shipments, spruce lumber: 10 and 12-
inch dimension, $21; 9-inch and under
dimension, $19; 10 and 12-inch random
lengthsg, 10 ft and up, $20.50; 2x3, 2x4,
2x5, 2x7, and 3x4 10 ft and up, $16.50
to 17.70; all other random lengths, 9
inches and under 10 feet up, $18; mer-
chantable board, 5-inch and up, $16.50
to 17; matched board, $18.50 to 19;
Eastern hemlock board, 12, 14, 16 feet,
$16; Vermont hemlock'board, 12, 14, 16,
$15 to 15.50; bundled furring, clipped
to same length, p 1s, $17.

Prices are steady and unchanged, with
commission houses still asking $14.50
to 15.50 for large  No. 3 and $17 to 18
for large No. 2. Cured and pickled
codfish are in light supply, but the
moderate demand prevents an advance
in prices. Shore herring are steady
at $6 to 7 per barrel for Nova Scotia
large split, and $4 to 4.50 for mekdium.
Smoked fish are dull at 11 to 1l4c. for
medium scaled and lengthwise Fresh
fish are still limited in supply. Last
sales from vessel were at $2.75 to 3.50
per 100 pounds for haddock, §$5 for
large cod, $3 to 4 for small, $5.50 for
large hake and $3.50 for small. West-
ern salmon are worth 10 cents per
pound, eels, 10c; large frozen mackerel,
25c; green smelts, 15¢; N. B. frozen,
12¢; herring, $3 per hundred fish; live
lobsters, 18c; boiled, 20 cents.

Mob Threatened to T'ear Down Fence
v 'Around the Gallows and the

Sheriff Pulled a Gun.

v

‘WOODSTOCK, N. B., Jan. 12.—The
curious mob of some two hundred who
congregated outside the gaol expecting
that without Radcliffe the execution of
Thomas Cammack would be a butchery
were disappointed. In all its ghast-
ly details the affair was pulled off with
the utmost precision and the “neat-
ness’” of last summer’s job on Gee was
quite equalled this morning. Sherift
Hayward performed his official duty in
a way to reflect the utmost credit upon
him and he was ably assisted by the
few other officials he had about him.

Cammack bore up well to the end, al-
though the nerve of the unfortunate
man was sorely tried. All day yester-
day his prayer was that he would be
given the necessary strength to walk
manfully to his doom, and strength was
not withheld. :

In striking contrast to the execution
of Gee last summer, the affair of this
morning was semi-private. Somewhere
between fifteen and' twenty persons
witnessed the execution. Many outside
clamored to get in and there was heard
distinctly such cries as “Tear the —
down.”” The sheriff was in no mood to
be trifled with ‘and went out to the
door with a revolver in his hand and
plainly intimated that any interfer-
ence with the conduct of the execu-
tion would be not leniently dealt with.
As it was two noisy disturbers were
locked up, where they will have a
chance to think over their unseemly
conduct.

Cammack’'s two sons, Thomas and
Allie, and his daughter, Maggie, had a
last interview with him at one o’clock.
They were all greatly distressed. After
they left the poor old man nearly col-
lapsed but he soon revived.

At three o’clock Fath. McMurray
returned to the jail and administered
the last sacraments. Just before five
o’clock Sheriff Hayward walked into
the corridor and said to the clergyman:
“Are you ready Father?” ‘“All ready.”
was the brief response,

The sheriff then pinioned the arms of
the prisoner and supporting him on
one side while the priest was on the
other they stepped from the corridor to
the porch and out on the steps of the
scaffold. Carefully, but quietly, the
sheriff made the other arrangements.

Father McMurray recited the Lord’s
Prayer and just at its conclusion the
lever was sprung and the body fell
though the trap door.

There was no movement of the body
below. For nine minutes the doctors
held the hands of the condemned and
shortly afterwards declared life gone.

In every way the execution was most
satisfactorily performed. The jury
found the usual verdict. The body will
be taken up river on the express to-
day.

Thomas Cammack was sentenced to
death for the murder of William.Doh-
erty at Chapmanville, Carleton Co., on
the night of Sunday, July 17th last.
Cammack had been living with a Mrs.
Boyd, sister of the murdered man, who
however, left him and went to live
with her brothers. One of Cammack’s
sons was married to a sister of the
victim, and the latter was to have
married a daughter of the mufderer.
There was a lot of ill-feeling between
Cammack and the Dohertys, and on the
night in question the former drove to
the Doherty home. He fastened the
doors and made his way into the house
through the cellar. He intended en-
tering Mrs. Boyd’s room, but by mis-
take went into the one occupied by the

Doherty brothers. He fired at.one of |

the men, shooting him in the jaw, and
shot another in the shoulder. At that
instant William Doherty came to his
brother’s assistance and was shot dead.
Mrs. Boyd rushed out and was struck
on the head with a piece of wood, re-
ceiving a very severe scalp wound.
Cammack then set fire to the house,
returned to his wagon and drove away.
The body of William Dohertyt was
burned. The murderer fled to the woods,
but was caught a day or two later and
affer trial was condemned to death. He
is a native of the parish of Lancaster,
St. John Co., and has a daughter liv-
mg in Carleton.

For the Reliéf of a Destitute famlly‘
the Head of Which is a
Drunkard.

One of the prominent clergymen og
the city has adopted a method of as«
sisting the destitute in his vicinity
which, if it does not prove practicable,
has at least the quality of being orig-
inal. A few weeks ago he discovered
a family living on Union street who
were very sadly in need of assistance.
In fact, they seemed almost on the
verge of starvation. The 'reverend
gentleman was rather surprised to find
a family in such circumstances in &
city like St. John, with all its charit~
able institutions, and at once set about
to obtain such assistance as he, could;
He telephoned the Associated Chari-
ties, but learned from them that this
family had been receiving assistance
from the society for several years and
they had at last. given them over im
despair. The head of the family, they
said, was a drunkard, and had ex*
changsd everything that had been
given in to the family for liquor. They
had tried different measures with him,
but without avail. On further inquiry
the clergyman found .that the pastor
of the man’s own church had given
him up as a hopeless case, and for a
year back had never come into his
house. The neighbors and former
friends of the family, when they found
that whatever they had given them
was handed over to the liquor saloons,
had come to the conclusion 'that the
man might as well starve to death as.
drink himself to death, and refused
any further assistance. 5

The minister, when he had heard the
history the family, concluded that they
were too well known to the charitable -
institutions to apply there for any
more aid, but still he saw that some-
thing must be done for the sake of the
family—and done very quickly. When
he learned that the man had spent
all he had ever earned in the barrooms
he asked himself, “Are not these liquor
dealers the proper people to call on for
contributions? They have taken all
his earnings. Surely they will not now -
refuse to help keep his family from
starvation.”

Deljghted with this new idea. h.
started out to make a canvass of the
barrooms on  Union street. His first
call was at a saloon within a few
steps of the drunkard’s door. The pro=
prietor seemed rather surprised and a
little alarmed at having a call from
a clergyman, but gradually became
calmer as he learned that the visitor
had no malicious intentions. The cler-
gyman reasoned with the saloon-
keeper for about an hour and a half
and succeeded in getting fror: him half
a dollar. This was a little discourag-
ing on the start and somewhat damp-
ened his ardor, but he has decided to
go on and visit the rest of the bar-

'| rooms on the street, in the hope that

with practice he will become a better
canvasser, and also that he ma.y'ltrtyo
more generous saloon-keepers before
reaching the end of the street. .

He proposes giving these contribu-
tions in the form of something to eat
or wear. With the 50 cents coneeta“
he purchased a nice pair of chickens,
took them to the home of the destitute

family, put them In the oven an&

watched them bake a while. Then he
went home feeling quite certain ;
they could not be exchanged for ale. |

Henry E. Bullard of Holliston, the pre-
sident,was chairman of today’'s meeting,
which was exciting throughout.
meeting lost "its harmony as soon as
Secretary Hunter, who is now manager
of the rival organization, refused to
serve as secretary or to make report.
After an hour’s discussion, Luther Rob-
binsg was appointed secretary tempor-
arily. It appéared then that the mem-
berg who were really desirous that the
old organization should continue were
in the minority. These delegates in-
sisted that all who wished to vote
should show their credentials, but few
delegates were in possession of these,
or if the delegates had them they did
not show them. Practically all were de-
barred from voting on that account by
President Bullard, who is strongly in
favor of retaining the old organization.

Frantic Hebrews Thought Bank Was
Going to Fail--Prayed to Have
Their Money Taken Back.

L B

NEW YORK, Jan, 11.—Three police-
men and two Hebrew women were in-
Jured in a run on the State Bank in
Grand street, in the heart aof the busi-
ness section of the east side, today. The
run was attended by someq sensational
incidents. So great did the crush of
5,000 persoys who thronged about the
bank become that they broke down an
iron railing around a light-well in front
of the bank, and it was only by desper-
ate clubbing on the part of the police
that the éxcited and unruly mob was
prevented from forcing many of its
numbers into the well. The policemen
and women were hurt at that point.
The cmergency police detail of the De-
lancy street atation were finaily called
out and policemen were stationed at in-
tervals of five or six feet for two blocks
either side of the bank. The cause of
the run was as extraordinary as the
frenzied character of the run itself.
Yesterday there was a rush of deposi-
tors to get-their money into the bank
in time to begin to draw interest at
once and the long line of waiting de-
positors convinced the excitable He-
brews that something was wrong with
the institution.” Five hundred persons
waited in front of the building all last
night and their number quickly swelled
to five thousand when the bank opened
today, though not all that number were
depositors.

The “bank, which has deposits of $10,-
500,000, and a cash reserve of $4,000,000,
and which, Cashier A. I. Voorhis said,
earned 244 per cent profits last year,
sent for money early today and $250,000
was brought oy the wagon-load, largely
in specie. At the sight of it the wait-
ing crowd became only more impatient
to get at it. The bank-officials proceed-
€d to pay them off as fast as the oper-
ation could be conducted, In all the
bank paid out today $55,000, and re-
ceived in deposits $440,000,

While the rush was at its height the
crowd pressed so hard against the iron
railing around the area in front of the
bank that the iron barg were torn from
their fastenings in the stonework. By
vigorous clubbing the police drove the
throng back from the danger-point, but
three policemen were pinned against
the railing during the struggle and bad-
ly hurt. Two women who also were
badly hurt, refused to drop out of the
line to be taken to the hospital for
trzatment, so anxious were they to se-
cure possession of their money.

Remarkable scenes attended the pay-
ing off within the bank. Immediate-
ly upon getting. their money into their
hands and becoming convineed that the
bank was able to pay them, the frantic
Hebrews became equally anxious to get
it into the bank again. Some of the
depositors implored the bank officers on
their knees to accept the money. The
officers had orders to refuse and had
paid the depositors in specie to pre-
vent a redepogit as this was the sixth
run the bank has 'experienced from
equally trivial causes.

Payment of depositors was made up
to 6 o'clock tonight. Officers of the
bank declare it is absojukely souhp’
and can secure $4,000,000 at an hour's
notice. It received many offers of help
today and declined most of them.

There was a small run also upon a
branch of the state bank in Brooklyn
today.

C. H. Allen Tells of the
Attractions of Panama.

He is a Nova Scotia Boy Who s Do-
ing Well in the New Republic
—No Canal Yet.

C. H. Allen, a citizen of Panama, the
most recently created republic on re-
cord, was at the Royal Wednesday. Mr.
Allen is a native of Liverpool, N. 8,
and for the past couple of months has
been visiting at his old home.

He had his share of misfortune since
coming home too. When he landed at
Halifax on his .way home he was
taken ill with a particularly malignant
type of fever, and for four weeks lay
at death’s door. The past month he
has been trying to enjoy himself and
recuperate from the effects of the se-
vere {llness. e

Mr. Allen is a lean young man, and
during his residence in the tropies has
acquired a nice brown complexion. He
went to Panama about two years ago,
and entered the employ of the United
Fruit Company, and now occupies the
important position of paymaster for
that immense concern.

The chief industry of the country is
the cultivation of bananas, and of
course the principdl amusement is re-
volutions.

Mi:, Allen says the revolution germ
seems to be in the blood of the native
of Panama, and one never knows when
to look for trouble of that kind.

‘When Mr. Allen left: Baca del Toro a
gentleman named Aires was president
of the new republic, but he could not
speak authoritatively as to the present
incumbent of that office, as he had not
had a letter for a couple of weeks.

The firm with which Mr. Allen is
conrected own nine banana planta-
tions of from one thousand to eight
thousand acres each. They load four
steamers each week with this succu-
lent fruit and send them to TUnited
States ports.

Mr. Allen says the nativeg, are in-
clined to be languid and take life quite
easily. The only occasions upon which
they grow animated is when a revolu-
tion is being planned.

Work has not yet been commenced
on tne Isthmian canal, but Colop and
Panama are being put in a better
sanitary condition preparatory to the
inauguration of active construction
operations. Hospitals are being erect-
ed, and in other respects. these cities
are being put in a position to accom-
modate the thousands of workmen who
will be engaged in work on the canal.

The receipt of $10,000,000 from the
United States government has placed
the Panama government in a good fin-
ancial position, enabling the members
to fit themselves with Panama hats.
United States gold is legal tender in
Panama, and one gold do’ar will buy
two of the Panama gold dollars. Mr.
Allan pays out $100,000 monthly in
United States gold to the employes on
the pay rolls of the United Fruit Co.

Mr. Allen left last night by the C.
P. R. for New York. He will go from
there to Mobile, and sail to Boca del
Toro on one of the United Fruit Co.’s
steamers.

After the roll of grand jurors had
been called and they had chosen Chas.
W..Weyman to be their foreman, they
were duly sworn, and charged by his
honor Judge McLeod, who briefly ree
cited the particulars of tha family
quarrel between Oscar J. Wright, the
prisoner charged with the death of
Willlam C. MoKnight, and his step-
mother in regard to the possession of
certain property in connection with
his father’s estate. His honor read
from the statutes the law relating to
murder, especially to that section of
the criminal code where :t is laid down
that an assault with a weapon liable
to cause death, and actually causing
death, even though there was no in-
tent to kill, or knowledge that the
blow given would cause death, was
still murder. No one could shelter
himself from the consequences of his
acts by a plea of ignorance as to the
possible results, or an absence of any
intent to kill, nor can a plea of the
blow being given in the heat of »pas-
sion avail to shield the aggressor
from its results. The depositions
taken at the preliminary examination
were very much alike, and almost all
of them showed that McKnight had
little or no part in the affray between
Wright and his stepmother on Septem-
ber 18th last. On that day these par-
ties quarrelled and came to blows, the

neighbors gathered, sides were taken, |

Ira Wright, a brother, and one Mitten
arrived on the scene, a fight ensued.
and McKnight, who was, according to
over twenty witnesses,
of the crowd and taking no part, al-
though there was some testimony in
opposition to this, when the prisoner
Wright rushed at him and struck him
over the uead with a club, knocking
him down and causing his death
within a few hours. The prisoner may
plead that he was beset, and that he
belleved the deceased to be one of his
assailants, and that the attack was to
retaliate upon him without any intent
to kill him, but this cannot relieve
him from the results of his action.
If the man so assailed dies, the law
declares his assailant to be a mur-
derer. The grand jury must remem-
ber that they are not called on to try
the prisoner, but merely to decide
whether there is sufficient evidence
against him to put him on trial. An-
other jury will be called to express an
opinion upon his innocence or guilt
when the evidence of the witnesses
shall have been taken in open court,
and that jury may find a verdict _nf
manslaughter if they do not COT‘IV!f‘t
him of murder. He left the case In
their hands.

The injury-:to the finger which
he had dresssd for McKnight was suf-
ficient to prevent _him grasping any-
thing with his left hand. The wound
had been caused by a knife or axe. The
blow on the head had caused a severe
case of concussion of the brain. To
Mr. Currey he sald_he lived about 20
rods from the Wright house. The road
running by the Wright house ran
northeast and southwest. He had
known the prisoner about 20 years, and
his step-mother about 40 years. The
finger ‘which McKnight had injured
was the one next the index finger, If
he was recorded as saying before Sti-
pendiary Morrison. that it was the in-
dex finger it was a mistake. The cut
was near the centre of the finger. It
was a clean wound, and extended the
whole length of the flnger and in to
the bone. He put no stitches in it, only
bandaged it. This evidence was ad-
duced with considerable difficulty. The
witness would persist in telling what
he had heard, the conclusion he had
arrived at, etc.,, and could scarcely be
shut off till he had.finished his story.
He finally explained to the doctor how
the finger was dressed. Mr. Currey
then produced one of the clubs and
asked the witnesg if it would- not be
possible for a man to handle that stick
without touching either the index finger
or the one next it. Witness did not
think it was possible.  About 4 o’clock
that afternoon he had called at Mrs.
‘Wright's to ' claim some property he
had loaned her. He had assisted Mrs.
Wright up on the shed roof to nail up
a window in' the house in order to keep
Oscar, who was in the house at the
time, from getting out. He had hand-
ed the nails up to her. He did not
consider he was a participant in the
quarrel, He was only there to look
after his property. He knew of the
trouble between Oscar and his step-
mother. While he wag assisting Mrs.
Wright in nailing 'the window, Oscar
had shouted to him through a window
to make it good and secure. Witness

; did not consider that he was aiding in

producing a row. Then followed a con-
siderable comment as to whom the
house belonged to., Very litttle head-
way was made, however, and his honor
was finally 4bliged to ask the counsel
to cease this useless comment. Return-
ing to the question of McKnight's in-
juries, witness said there was nothing
in the nature of the wound to indicate
whether the head wag covered or not.
McKnight had also a bruise over the
right eye, just above the eyebrow, This
bruise had caused no fracture.

At the conclusion of Mr. Currey’s
cross-examination, witness explained to
the attorney general that with the
bandage &8 it was on MoKnight's hand
it would be impossible for him to
handle a club. Although witness
thought McKhight’s Injuries were fatal
he had done all that could be done to
bring about his recovery,

ROBERT LAIRD

Resignation---Hon.

OTTAWA, Jan. 10.—Robert Laird Bor-
den, who led the conservative party
through the four hardest years of its
history, will be the leader through the
coming term, and will have behind him
support as united and hearty as was
ever enjoyed by any of his great pre-
decersors.

A caucus thoroughly representative
of the party met tonight and absolutely
refused to consider the resignation he
tendered, naming him without a dis-
senting voice as the one man in Can-
ada to guilde conservative interests,
and sent him a call which no man to
whom the path of duty is so dear as it
is to Mr. Borden, can decline. TUntil
Mr. Borden can be provided with a
seat, Mr. Foster as senior privy coun-
cillor, will lead the party in the house.

The caucus was attended by about
75 senators and members, representing
every section of the country. Senator
DeBoucherville of Quebec, presided.
Chief Whip Taylor read letters from
several absent members, all expressing
regret at unavoidable absence and a
strong desire that Mr. Borden be re-
tained in the leadership. Mr. Taylor
then read Mr. Borden’s resignation of
position as follows:

To the conservative members of the
senate and the house of commons:

Assembled in caucus four years ago
you bestowed upon me the highest
mark of your confidence, when you re-
quired me to undertake the arduous
duty and grave responsibility of lead-
ing the party in the house of com-
mons. To the best of my ability I have
endeavored ever since to justify that
confidence. I gratefully acknowledge
how much you have done to strengthen
my hands, and I am deeply sensible
that without your loyal and generous
aid freely accorded on all occasions, my
task would have been infinitely more
onerous. We still firmly belleve that
the policy which we advocated and the
principles which we upheld in the re-
cent contest were truly in the best in-
terests of Canada, and although we
may regret temporary defeat, yet we
don’t for one moment regret the stand
which we took upon the great ques-
tions of the day.

Under the conditions which have en-
Sued, it is necessary that you shall
chouse another leader. My resigna-
tion has already been given informal-
iy. I now place it unreservedly in your
hands with every assurance of my
hearty co-operation in the ranks of the
party. Iet me add that the happy
memory of your loyal support and

position.

Dr. Roche of Marquette, followed in
a similar vein, and was followed by Col.
Sam. Hughes, McCarthy of Calgary,
Cockshutt of Brantford, Dr. Chisholm
of East Huron, Dr. Sproule, Ames of
Montreal, McDougall of South Toronto,
Sir Mackenzie Bowell, and Dr. Stock-
ton, all of whom earnestly endorsed the
motion, which was carried unanimous-
ly by a standing vote,

Hon, Mr. Foster moved, seconded by
Dr. Daniel, that the following be .ap-
pointed a commlttee to send a telegram
to Mr. Borden, conveying the decision of
the caucus, and the request that he at-
tend the adjourned meeting at the
earliest possible moment. Senator De
Boucherville, Foster, Dr. Roche, Sen-
ator Perley, Wilmot, Monk, McCarthy,
Leéfurgey and 'Taylor.

A motion of Mr, Bergeron, seconded
by Sproule, that pending the return of
the leader to the house, the senior
privy councillor léad the opposition,was
passed. i

The caucus then adjourned. At the
close the chairman and committee ap-
pointed for the purpose met and sent
the “ollowing telegram :

OTTAWA, Jan, 10, 1905.
R. L. Borden, Halifax :

The caucus of the conservative mem-
bers and senators decline to accept
your resignation of the leadership, and
in the name of the party in the house
and throughout the Dominion, respect-
fully request you to retain the posi-
tion, and desire you to attend an ad-
journed meeting of the caucus at the
earliest possible opportunity.”

‘While nothing has been definitely de-
cided, it is understood that Mr. Borden
will sit for Carleton county. Mr. Kidd,
the member-elect, will retire for hi#m.
A writ will be issued without delay,
and it is posesible that in a few weeks
after the house meets, Mr. Borden will
be back in his old seat.

HALIFAX, N. S., Jan. 10.—The tele-
gram from the conservative caucus was
forwarded to R. L. Borden tonight, and
deliverdd to him at his residence at
Pinehurst after midnight, He deferred
a reply till tomorrow.

Willlam Killam’s name was next
called, but he was not in court.

MRS. HESTER ALWARD.

The next witness was Mrs. Hester
Alward of Havelock Corner. She liv-
ed in what was called the Wright
house, which was next to the Wright
shop. In the evening of the 16th of
September last she was in her house.
Ira Wright had come to *he door and
inquired for her husband. She had seen
him different times after that. She
saw him near McKnight on the street.
Ira was in a threatening attitude and
McKnight was backing up and saying
“Let me alone. I can’t fight.” She
saw McKnight dodging as if a blow
‘were being struck at him. 8She did
not see McKnight striking any blows.
Oscar Wright came out with a monkey
wrench, and ran towards them. She
saw Oscar come back to the Wright
shop door. Saw Keith come up and
asked Oscar why he didn’t let the old
woman alone. She heard something
that sounded as though Keith had been
struck. She saw a carriage with a
man and woman in it drive up, and in
a short time went away again. The
carriage came back the second time
with two men in it. Oscar Wright
joined them and the three went over
to the crowd. She’' heard repeated |
blows, one especially that sounded very '
loud. She heard some person say
they've killed Billle, meaning Mec-
Knight. She heard much more talk
that she could not tell.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

In the afternoon Mrs. Alward was
again on the stand and was cross-
questioned by Mr. Currey. She said
she did not see Oscar Wright strike
any person with the monkey wrench.
She did not think he looked as though
he were going to strike any person. !
She had seen Mrs. Wright striking at
Oscar with a long pole, but she did not
see Oscar attempt to strike her back.
She heard Sam KXeith asking Oscar !
what he was bothering the old woman
for, and Oscar asked him if it was
trouble he wanted. When the car-
riage drove up she did not recognize
the occupants. After the carriage re-
turned she saw two men take off their
coats, but did not know who they were.
Witness said she had often heard be-
fore Oscar came home t he was |
coming to make a raid on the house-
hold furniture of Mrs. Wright. Mr.
Currey asked the witness if her hus-
band had a buffalo in another man’s
house and he went and took possession
of it if she would call that a raid. She
did not know. She thought there
should be some different way of get-
ting possession of such property than
by taking it by force as Oscar Wright
had done. Mr. Currey asked if her
husband were unable to get the buf-
falo which belonged to him if she would
advise him to go to law. The witness
answered most decidedly ‘“no, for he
would lose it all th the end.” 'This
answer provoked pgeneral laughter
throughout the court. She told of her
own relations with Osear Wright.
She did not think he had anything'

against her or her husband. She had
Mrs. Wright’s keys for safe-keeping
and Oscar had asked her to go with him
to the sheds and show him what be-
longed to her. He showed no disposi-
tion to claim .:.anything belonging to
her. During the fight she had seen
nothing definftely. What she had told
of it she gleaned from what she had
heard.
WILLIAM KILLAM,

The next witness was Wililam Kil-
lam, an engineer, residing at Have-
lock. He had known the parties con-
cerned in this quarrel for some time.
He came home on the evening of the
26th of September in time to witness
the latter part of the affray. ‘When
he came he saw Oscar Wright with his
hand on the knob of the Wright shop
door trying to get in, and Mrs. Wright
had a long stick in her hand (the same
as produced in court) and was trying
to keep him out. Some men came and
tcok hold of Oscar Wright and took
him across the road. Soon after he
came back and sat down on the shop
doorstep. @ When the carriage drove
up two men got out and took off their
coats. One sald:
that wanted to fight.”” These two men
and Oscar started off across the road
towards the place where witness, Mc-
Knight and others were standing. Wit-
ness left the others when he saw them
coming and got on the top of a fence,
where he could see the affray. He saw
Oscar and his stepmother striking at
each other with long sticks. The next
thing he saw was a man running past
him, and when he got by him a short
distance  he struck Wm. McKnight a

{ blow on the head while running and

then disappeared in the crowd. H¥
could hear the blow distinctly. Wit-
ness safid he had not seen the Patter-
sons, father and son, present at the
time of the affray.

Witness was then cross-examined by
Mr., Fowler and Mr. Currey in turn at
some length.

DR. G. W. FLEMING.

Dr. Geo, W. F"leming- was next call-
ed. About 9 o’clock p. m. on the 16th
of September last he had been called
in to see Wm. McKnight. He de-
scribed the condition of the wounds as
Dr. Price had done.

CHAS., A. -COATES.

Charles A. Coates of Havelock Cor-
ner was next called. He was a brake-
man on the train., He had known
Oscar Wright about 20 years. On the
evening of the 16th of September he
arrived home about 6.30. He saw Wm.
MoKnight and Oscar Wright at that
time. McKnight was coming toward
the Wright shop. Ira Wright came
out of an alleyway and went toward
McKnight. He pulled MoKnight's
coat and said ‘—— you, I'll give you
law.” He punched McKnight in the
breast and McKnight went down in a
ditch. Then he heard glass break, and
shortly after Oscar Wright came to-
ward McKnight with a monkey wrench
and said: “—— you, I'H give it to you.”
MecKnight told him he had a sore hand
and didn’'t want to fight. Alexander

‘“Show me the men|
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McPhail stepped up about this time
and said: “Hold on there now.” They
then let McKnight up and walked over
toward the Wright shop. When Mec-
Knight came across he noticed him
holding up one hand with a bandage
on it. Oscar attempted to open the
door and Mrs. Wright struck him with
a stick. Sam Xeith, Mrs., Wright's
son by her first husband, come up and
said: “What are you bothering the old
woman for?” Fred Dunham, Sam
Keith and Chip. Keith then caught
Oscar and pulled him away, while
Mrs. Wright followed with a stick try-
ing to strike him. Oscar threatened to
kick the men if they didn’t let go of
him, and they released him. Wm. Mc-~
Knight during this time was stand-
ing near witress on the opposite side
of the street. He took no part in the
matter.

The tourt was then adjourned until
10 this morning.

EXHIBITION ASSOCIATION.

Held Annual Meeting — Directors
Elected—Looking For New
Grounds.

The annual meeting of the Exhibi-
tion Association was held last evening
in the board of trade rooms. R. B.
Emerson, president, was in the chair.

worldly wise. .

THE WISDOM OF THIS WORLD.

To illustrate: One class of these
worldly wise men say to us by their
actions, which speak louder than words
—*Money is the principal thing, there-
fore with all your getting get money,
for with it you can have all things and
without it you can have nothing.” Of
course, there is a certain amount of
logic in this reasoning, else it would not

as being the voice of wisdo.'n directing
to the proper course in life. Neverthe-
less, many of those thus taught after a

few years have demonstrated by their |

own course the fallacy, the unwisdom
of their proposition. There are things
which money cannot buy and which the
pursuit of money is almost sure to drive
away. One of these is health, another
peace of mind, another joy, another a
resiful conscience, another the know-
ledge of God, another growth in grace,
another fellowship with the Father, the
the Lord Jesus and the brethren, an-
other hope, -toward God in respect to
the heavenly inheritance which he has
promised to those who love him su-
premely—better than they love houses
or lands or money or any other thing
or being.

Another class of the worldly wise, and
these are usually the children of wealth

who, like parasites, live off the energy
of others—tell us that true wisdom is
the pursuit of pleasure, in field games,
theatricals, cards, checkers, chess, dom-
inoes, etc., or mental revelries in novel
reading. The gratification found in
these they tell us i® their happiness,
their joy, and that they know of*no
greater wisdom than to daily endeavor
to gratify these tastes and appetites.
‘We answer that they are making a mis-
take, that they are deceiving them-
selves; that if they will analyze their
own -feelings they will perceive that
they are not really enjoying life, but
are using their mental activities in the
endeavor to find enjoyment in life. They
engage their minds in stories so “as to
prevent their thoughts from dealing
with more important uatters; they are
seeking to escape responsibilities, and
to live ag it were in a dream; their lives
gre neither profitable to themselves nor
to others. They are surely not wise,

ments and entertainments are absolute-
ly devaid of bad influence upon others,
amusementg certainly do nothing to the
betterment of themselves for the pres-
ent or future life, nor yet for the uplift
and blessing .of others.

Still another class of worldly wise tell
us that from their viewpoint all  the
world is a stage and men and women
are but actors on it, and that the play

degree a farce, a make-believe. Acting
upon their theory of wisdom the prin-
cipal thing in life is to make a good
show in dress, in equipage, in the home
—everywhere to put on a gloss to the
intent that their real heart condition
and their real financial condition may
not be discerned by their nsighbors.
This pride of life, thig living for show,
this stage life in which tinsel is worn
as make-believe for gold, is not true
wisdom. Not only will it end in' bitter
disappointment at the close of life,
when all the masks will come off, but
it is not a satisfying portion even when
most successful. The heart requires
something more than this. Man, made
in the image and likeness of God has
retained a measure of that likeness,
notwithstanding the fall and the incid-
ental degeneracy, so that shams, hy-
pocrisies and make-believes cannot
dbring true happiness or contentment of
heart,
SCIENTIFIC WISDOM LACKING.

Another class of worldly ‘ise tell us
that science and philosophy are the only
things worthy of the noblest minds and
intellects. They tell us that the word
sclence signifies that which is true and
that the special aim of scientists is to
help their fellow men by uncovering
the truth, by getting rid of all the ig-
norance and deceptions that surround
various matters and things and thus
bring truth to the fore. They tell us
that thus the sclentists are the real
teachers of the world. They tell us that
philosophy signifies the love of wisdom,
which leads to search for it, and that
in the last analysis they are really the
wise men of the world who make it
their business to help other men to wis-
dom along all the pathways of life, in
matters financial and social, mental,
moral and natural science.

At last we seem to find in this profes-
sion what we are seeking, true wisdom
with noble objects before it. We com-

to rid themselves of all superstition and
error and we pause to examine the
practical working of this wisdom and
to notp the blessings it brings to these
philosophers. Our examination disap-
points us; the philesophers are not hap-
py. Like some of the others they are
seeking pleasure, seeking happiness in
their pursuit of wisdom, and that pur-
is a more noble one, but they do not find
hapipness in it. They lack the joy, the
peace, the heart experiences which are
the essence of happiness. Along vari-
ous paths these philosophers go and the
methods of the geologists and hiologists
will represent all of this class,

The geologist with his hammer, his
tubes, his glasses, etc., chips and ex-
amings the rocks and’philosophizes as
to how long ago they were formed, the
method of their formation, the probhable+
conditions of the earth at that time,
ete., etc. He reaches a fanciful con-
clusion and takes a measure of pleas-
ure in presenting his deductions to fel-
low scientists, but they all know that
he does not know, that he iy merely
guessing at findings that neither satis-
fy his own heart nor can give satisfac-
tion on such a subject to his fellow
scientists.

-The bilologist studies the human an-
atpray and the anatomy of the largest
animals with a view of tracing how
men came from a monkey, and how the
monkey- came from some lower order
of creature, and what arguments he can
set forth to demonstrate that the low-
est form of living creature was orig-
inally the highest form and how all

a Darwinian he presents his arguments
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of his tkeory, and for a few short years
has a place amongst his worldlywise
associates, a little later on to be brand-
ed as a back number in the light of
some other theories and facts, which
some other biologist shall have con-
ceived and set forth,

‘When listening to each other these
philosophers are incredulous; past fail-
ures, past errors convince them that in
all probability their own and each
other’s theories are erroneous. They
know that they do not know, but they
fain ‘would have the public believe that
they do know, that theories are scienti-
fic—true. ' Their experiences, their un-
certainties lead them to doubt along
all lines; hence these philosophers are
generally unbelievers as respects God
and his revelation, the Bible. They us-
ually acknowledge themselves to be ag-
nostics, and many of them proudly
boast of their agnosticism, which mere-
ly means, we do not know, we would
like to know, we are not satisfied, we
have never found anything which does
satisfy either our heads 6r our hearts.
Truly this i not the wisdom which the
Lord’s word in our text advises us by
all méans to secure.

THE WISDOM FROM ABOVE,

Let us now turn from these worldly
wise men and their instructions that
We may harken to the voice of the Lord
our God, which tells us that true wis-
dom comes from above. And what is
more reasonable than this? Knowing
so little of ourselves, why should we
expect to be informed, to be taught, to
be instructed in the true wisdom of
our Creator. As the Alpha and Omega.
the first and the last, our Lord should
be the foundation of wisdom, and we
should anticipate ° that” from this
foundation alone should come  the
sweet satisfaction and blesging which
all hearts crave,

The Bible has a very terse manner
of presenting divine instruction on this
subject; its information is given in no
uncertain terms; it declares that much
of the earthly wisdom is merely bitter
jealousy and strife—*earthly, animal,
devilish.” If we apply these words
to the varofus wisdoms set before us
by the world we may know their ap-
propriateness. - For instance, the wis-
dom which ‘commends wealth as the
goal does it not involve its wise men
n bitter Jealousies, envyings, strife,
along the lines of commercial conflict
and piracy? And does not this in turn
destroy for the money-hunter
the pleasure which he anticipated in it
and to a considerable degree have a
depraving and deforalizing effeet upon
his heart?

Take the second class of wise men
mentioned—those who pursue pleas-
ure: Is there not in their course that
which continually tends toward jeal-
ousy and strife? Is not their wisdom
at the very most earthly and animal,
and is not the tendency of it in many
instances to the depraving of the mind
and heart and thus to devilishness?
Take the third class—those who deem
it wisdom to make of life a vain show
without any other particular aim or
object. 1s not such a course demoral-
izing? Does not such a love of display
lead to envyings, bitterness and strife,
and frequently to dishonorable means
and methods for grtaifying their pride?
Afre not their hearts empty of the good
and likely to be filled with greater or
lesser evils according to their circum-
stances, conditions and environments?

Take the fourth class, scientists and
philosophers. We have already ac-
knowledged that in many respects this
class would be attracted to those who
are well born and mentally weh equip-
ped, and that in many respects their
aims are laudable. Let us apply the
apostle’s words to them. We find
among them the very conditions he de-
scribes, bitter envyings, jealousy and
strife. True, these are kept’ in con-
siderable measure under cover, though
frequently we can read these senti-
ments between the lines of polished
language, and frequently the apostle’s
assurance that their wisdom is surely
earthly is corroborated by themselves.
As a rule, whatever respect they have
had in youth for the Bible and its God
is sure to be lost unless they go be-
yond the philosophies of earthly scien-
ces. The Apostle Paul pays his re-
spects to many .of these gentlemen,
saying that their presentations are
sclence falsely so called and that their
philophies are ‘‘vain philosophies.”
(First Timothy vi:20; Col. viii:8.)

It may be douhted by some if the
apostle’s word devilish could be applied
to this class of earthly wisdom, but in
our judgment these scientists have
done more injury to the Lor(;’s cause
than any of the others. Uusually well
educated their philosophies carry an
undeserved weight to the minds of the
common people, including “Christians.
Their guesses are then for scienti-
fic truths, and as these are frequently,
in conflict with the Bible it follows that
they, more than other of the worldly
wise, are opponents of the Lord and of
His revelation, the Bible. Nor do they
by such opposition gain any real bless- |
ing toftheir own hear'ts, for their phil-
osophical errors blind. and deceive
themselves as well as others. Indeed,
it has been a source of cgnstant sur-
prise to us to find that even scientists
who turn their attention to astronomy
are very generally infidels as respects
the Bible being God’'s revelation, and
many of themt out-and-out atheists
who deny there is any living and true
God, holding that nature is her own
creator, developer, evolutionizer, etc.

“The testimonies of the IL.ord sare
sure, making wise the humble.”—
Psalm xix:7.

Having examined worldly wisdom and
found it unsatisfactory to our hearts
and heads the inquiry arisss, where
shall we seek the wisdom which God
in our text declares is the principal
thing? We reply that it is the wisdom
of God, which to man is foolishness (I
Cor. i:23-25), but to us who believe is
the power of God and the wisdom of
@od. This wisdom is found in God’s
great book and that in proportion as
we are enabled by His grace to righﬂyi
divine it, to understand it. The better |
we understand it the more wisdom we |
see in all its presepts and regulations.
It came from above in the sense that
it is not earthly, that it is inspired by
the Lord and that its influence upon
all those who receive it is lasting com-
fort, sustaining, strenthening, happify-
ing, transforming, glorifying.

The Apostle "James sets forth in con-
trast the wisdom of this world and the
wisdom from above. Explaining the
latter he says:

The wisdom that is from above
fs first = pure, then peacable,
gentle, easy of entreatment. full
of mercy and good {ruits, with-
out partiality, without varianoce

and witlout hypocricy.
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I want to suggest to you that we
take this verse, which so particularly
describes the wisdom from above, to
be our year text for 1905, to be com-
mitted to memory thoroughly and re-
peated once each week throughout the
year. And may the Lord bless His
word to the honest-hearted that they
may be able to appreciate the differ-
ence between heavenly amd earthly
wisdom and the difference between the
fruitage of the two, that thus, grow-
ing wiser week by week, the closing of
the year shall find us in still fuller ac-
cord with the words of Solomon: “Wis-
dom is the principal thing; therefore
get wisdom.”

Let us examine carefully this true
wisdom from above which the Scrip-
tures enjoin. 1t is first pure—it sets
purity as its highest standard, and the
word pure takes in the thought of hon-
esty, sincerity. Whatever questions
arise respecting our dealings, our con-
duct, our thoughts, the first point to
be decide would be, is it pure, is it
honest, is it true? If this cannot be
answered affiinatively that is enough,
heavenly wisdom says. Have nothing
to do with anything that is not pure,
right, honest. Do not tamper with it,
do not even turn it over nor think of
what might be done with it, but im-
r ediately put it away. y

If the question stands the first test
the second one would be, is my motive
a peaceable one? Would I thus be
doing all that I properly could do to
preserve peace, harmony, accord .ln
my own heart and in my dealings with
others, or would the course considered
be likely to awaken strife? Only
peaceable dispositions are approved by
the Lord, and this thought should con-
tinually guide the Lord's people with
a desire to be pleasing to him. This,
however, does not mean a lack of firm-
ness of character, nor the lack of a
proper combativeness to oppose the
wrong in the proper manner and on
suitable occasions. It merely means
that our conduct should be as peace-
able as loyalty to righteousness Wwill
permit. - “Let nothing be done through
strife or vain glory.”

Gentleness is given as the third mark
of heavenly wisdom. The world in gen-
eral has grown to appreciate the senti-
ment that gentleness is a propriety.
Indeed, to declare that some people
are not gentiemen wowld be‘'one of the
surest ways of so arousing their tem-
per as to cause a digplay of feeling
which would be anything but gentle.
The gentleness of the world is largely
on the' outside, polish, good breeding,
but the gentleness which the heavenly
wisdom inculcates extends from the
inside to the outside. The thoughts are
gentle—brought under control by the
various injumections and instructions of
the Werd of the Lord. The whole life
of the regenepated Christian is brought
under control to the spirit of holiness,
which is on all proper occasions a
spirit of gentleness, meekness, patience
and long suffering.

There may be times when the direc-
tion of the Lord’s Word might cause
His people exercised by His Spirit to
seem ungentle, to seem severe even,
vet would be the result of their failure
to rightly discriminate on the subject.
For instance, it might become the duty

! of a parent to exercise discipline in his

family, and disciplined ones might con-
sider no discipline as gentleness;
whereas the Lord has directed that the
parent should have his children in pro-
per subjection, and ithat he who spar-
eth the rod hateth the child. From
the standpoint of the Scriptures, all
chastisement, however deserved, should
be given in moderation, and with the
gentlest of heart sentiments toward the
transgressor, and with the utmost sym-
pathy for his hereditary weaknesses
and blemishes, which require such ex-
treme correction; and no such disci-
pline should be given except at a time
that the mind is thus well poised and
full of parental sympathy and love.
Gentleness and firmness are not in con-
flict, though sometimes their combina-
tion is not rightly understood or ap-
preciated by those who lack the wisdom
from above.

GENEROUS, WARM-HEARTED.

The fourth point to be remembered in
connection with the heavenly wisdom
is that those who are exercised by it
are easy of treatment—they are not
hard-hearted, cold, stony; they can be
touched with sympathy, and will man-
ifest their sympathy even though they
may not always allow it to rule them
nor always allow it to hinder them
from exercising proper discipline. There
is a difference between being easily en-
treated and *“soft,” flabby, spineless.
The wisdom from above has a firm tex-
ture’ of ‘character, without coarseness,
roughness, rudeness, hardness.

The fifth elememnt of heavenly wis-
dom is to be full of mercy — overflow-
ing with mercy, with generous impul-
ses, with kindly feelings, with compas-
sion and sympathy ‘or those in any
trouble or distress. This, however,
would not mean a mercy without gau-
ges and conditions. Mercy may fill
one full and yet be limited and res-
trained in its course of action, because
sound judgment may dictate that in
some cases the restraint of mercy
would be for the benefit, advantage of
the the offender. In a word, where
the spirit of the world would be that
of vindictiveness, hatred and animos-
ity because of some evil done, the Spi-
rit of the Lord, the wisdom from
above would be full of mercy, com-
passion, sympathy, and would be re-
strained from full forgiveness and re-
mission of all penalties—only as sound
judgment should indicate that such a
genercus course would. be contrary to
the best interests of the culprit.

Lastly, the wisdom from above is full |
of good fruits, and delights in what-
soever things dre true, honest, pure,
lovely and of good report. -~ Cannot we-
see the philosophy connected with thisf
wisdom?—that the possessor of it is
sure to be blessed in his heart experi-
ence, to have happiness, joy, peace and
blessing himself, as well as sure “o
scatter blessings wherever he may go.
Thiz is the tendency of this heavenly
wisdom; this is the wisdom from above.
This is the wisdom, therefore, referred
to in our text, “Wisdom is the princi-
pal thing; therefore, get wisdom,” this
wisdom with these characteristics.

“YE MUST BE BORN AGAIN.”

We remark, however, that there is
only one way to put ourselves into re-
lationship with the Lord so as to be
able to receive his wisdom from above.
That way is Christ—through faith in
His blood as our sin atonement. Still
more than this, it means a renuncia-
tion of our sins and endeavor to walk
in the Lord's way, .leading to a full
consecration of heart and life of Him
and- the consequent begetting of the
Spirit. -~ Only from this last standpoint
can any hope to receive the wisdom
from above, the true wisdom,

The more effort we
put forth, we may be sure, under the
Lord’s guidance and faovr, the greater
will be our progress and blessing in this
and in every good word &nd work
throughout the year to come.

LONDON, Jan. 12.—According to the
Daily Mail’s Port Leuis correspondent
Rear Admiral Voelkersam, command-
ing the second division of the Russian
second Pacific squadron, has stated
that he expected to be attacked by the
Japanese in the Indian ocean. He
thought that the Baltic squadron would
call at Maho, in the Seychelles group.

The Russian tug boat Russ, accord-
ing ‘to the same correspondent, on Jan.
4, made enormous purchases of pro-
visions at Tamatave. It is reported
that the Russ has a double crew of
Russians and Germans. According to
necessity the vessel is sometimes Rus-
sian and sometimes German, and the
sailors in” turn become crew or pas-
sengers.

LONDON, Jan. 11.—Baron Suyemat-
su, former ministér of 'the interior of
Japan, and son-in-law of the Marquis
Ito, addressing the Central Asian So-
ciety of Loncdon, this evening discuss-
ed the so-called ‘“Yellow Peril.” He
said it was a senseless, mischievous
agitation and that when the present
war ended Japan would faithfully pur-
sue a policy of peace no matter In
what form the contest might termin-
ate. %

LONDON, Jan. 12.—Japanese corres-
pondents of the Morning Post who are
frequently well ° informed ' regarding
Japanese movements, consider that it
is in no way increditable that Japanese
men of war have reached Diego-Garcia
(Chagos Archipelago) and point out
that although : Admiral - Togo is- at
Toklio, other admirals are not idle. Vice
Admiral ' Urie, - it is stated, has-been
cruising in the vicinity of the Equator
for some time past. The number of
vessels he has is kept secret, but doubt-
less he is ready to do.battle with the
Russian Baltic squadron whenever they
appear east of the seventieth meridian.

Vice Admiral Kamimura's where-
abouts is somewhat of a mystery, the
correspondents say, but possibly his
squadron is in the China Sea, within
eagy distance of either the Malacca or
Sunda Straits; -but anyway, they de-
clare, if Vice Admiral Rojestvensky
purposesg to spend the ensuing weeks in
cruising in the vicinity of Madagascar,
it is not improbable that he will' find
himeelf assailed by a torpedo flotilla.

LONDON, Jan. 12.—The Daily Mail's
correspondent at Tokig gives a report
of a remarkable speédch made by the
Colonel Heljakoff at Inasa.
The colonel declared that such a wel-
come as he and his fellow prisoners of
war had received from the enemy was
entirely unexpected. He felt as if he
had. returned to his own country. He

said he  trusted hostilities would sool
cease and would be followed by the
former amicable relations. In that
case, he said, their present fate would
be more useful to Russia's best in«
terests than continued resistance af
Port Arthur.

SUEZ, Jan. 11.—The cruisers of Vice«
Admiral Botrovsky’s division of the
Russian second Pacific squadron are
expected to reach here by 3 o'clock
Thursday morning. The torpedo boatf
destroyers, at present anchored at Is-
mailia, will arrive here at 8 o’clock a,
m. Every precaution has been taken
by the authorities to prevent mishapd
during the passage of the canal.

ST. PETERSBURG, Jan. 11. — Theg
Metropolitan of 8St. Petersburg in &
sermon before the imperial family a¥
Tsearskoe Belo yesterday on the occa<
sion of the religious festival of Christ«
mas, drew a parallel between the peace
of the Gospel and the peace of tha
world.
