Accused Murderer’s Gombosura M by Damaging
lesttmm#——Mlss McAuley S l’i’dbefty in His Valises
—Watch He Garried Resembled Hers—Examination,
Resumed Yesterday, Will Be Gontinued Today.

HOPEWELL - CAPE, Sept., 27.—The
preliminary -examination of Thomas
Collins, charged ‘with the murder of
Mary Ann McAuley, adjourned from
September 1ith, was resumed in the

court house ‘at 2 p. m. today before
Stipendiary - Magistrate Stuart. Hon.
Mr, Tweedie.and Clerk of Peace Dixon
for the crown and J. C. Sherren, the
prisoner’s counsel, were in their places,
and as usual a large assemblage -of
visitors were preseént, including many
ladies, who pretty well filled the gal-{
leries. Miss McDonald, court stenog-
raphier, was.in attendance, enabling the
work of the examination to proceed
with considerable éispatch.

At the opening of the court the pris-
oner entered the room and composedly
took his seat in the chair adjoining
that of his counsel. Clean shaven and
with his hair neatly brushed, and a
pleasant expression which bordered on
& smile on his countenance, the pris-
oner made % rather good appearance.
He looked about the court room with
mild interest and chatted with his
counsel, smiling at the latter’s rgmarks.
The prisoner’s composure somewhat
deserted him, however, during the re-
cital of some of the evidence, when he
showed urnistakably = the nervous
strain under which he was laboring. The
perspiration- streamed down his face
and he kept continually swinging one
leg. His coolness under the trying ctr-
cumstances ‘18 marvéllous.

Centenary Methodist church, prob-
ably the fineést chureh of this dénomina-
tion In the Matitime Provinces, was
badly damaged by fire shortly after
noon yesterday.. The fire originated on
the roof o the Stéinday :school, wheré
somo_tingmitks had Peen working, and
spread with such rapidity that before
the meiwbers of the fire department ar-
rived that section of the building was
completely envéloped in flames.

The main school room, with its lib-
rary of about 1,200 volumes was entire-
Iy «destroyed and ;reat .damage  was
done to the lower rooms of the scHoal,
chiéfly from water and smioke.

The flames did not reach the main
body of the church, but a great deat
of danjage was done to the rear end of
the church by water. A hole was cut
through the floor to allow the water to
escape into the basement. A auperﬂcml
exgminatton of the organ failed to re-

veal any damage, buf it is very preb-|

able that it will be found to be injured
from the smoke and water.

It was impossible to obtain an esti-
mate of the damage last evening. Some
placed it at not more than $10,000, while
others thought the damage would
amount te $35,000.

The. majority, while inuclined neot to
give an’'opifon, thought $20,000 would
bo & very regasuable éatimate of the
loss sustained.

A number of prominent members of
the chureh who had,
able memorial windows in the'chiwrch
w eré very anxious during the progress
of the fire lést these windows might
“be destroyed. In the main body of
the church  fortunately mone were de-
stroyed, Among the ‘memorial win-
dowg is a’very valuable one installed
by Joseph Alllgen In memory of his
daughter. -~ Anothér was installed by
Franhk White in memory of his wife.

Another bridge to receive attention’
is Young's bridge in St, George on the
Magaguadavic, The former structure
was cazried away in the freshet of 1900.
The location will be examined and the
class of bridge decided  upon, Both
these bridges, when there is such heavy
traffic of pulp and granite, detmand
what is known as 3 class A bridge for
city highway traffic.
