The vineyard. Planted a vineyard.
The image of the kingdom' of God as a
vinestock or as a vineyard runs through
the whole Old Testament (Deut. 82: 33;
Ps.80: 8, 16; Isa 5: 1, ;2’7: 1,
Jer. 2: 21; Ezek. 15: 1, 6 10). Iz
no doubt belonsl to the ﬂinm of the
image, that a vineyard does, if it is to
bring forth: richly, require the most dili-
gent and never-ceasing care ; that there
i8.00 season in the year in which much
has not to be done in it. And set a hedge
about it. The word “hedge " here means
a fence of whatever material made. And
digged a place for the wingfat: or wine
vat, the vat or vessel into which the
liquor flows from the winepress. The
winepress consisted of two parts,—(1) the
press, or trough, above, in which the
gnpeu were p. ad and there trodden

the feet; (2).a nmlller trough, into
wlnch the expressad Jjuice flowed Lhmug
a hole or spout (Neh. 13: 15; Isa. 63 : 2).
The smaller trough was often hollowed
(“digged "& out of the earth or native
rock and then lived with masonry. And
built a tower. A watch-tower, sometimes
built 40 or 50 feet high, and used for the
watchman who gllll‘JEd the vineyard,
and during the vintage as an abode for
the workers and a place of recreation.
The watchman—sometimes he has a com-
nion, or it may be his family are with
im-—remains at his pest day and night
until the grapes are gathered. Thisisa
necessary precaution, for wild beasts will
devour and destroy, and men will steal.
And let it out to hushandmen. It is cus-
tomary in the East, as in Ireland and in
other parts ofEumpe, for the owner to
let out his estate to husbandmen ; i. e, to
tenants, who pay him an annual rent,
either in money, or, as apparently in this
case, in kind. And wentinto a far coun-
try : rather, as in the Rev. Ver., another
country. He went abroad.

1t is said'to"be healthfal, if not taken in
too large quantities, The best is made
from large, smooth roots, the stimighter
To raise such
requires suitable land and high manur-
ing. Thix vegetable does well on a
moist, sandy {mm, oron land that in-
clines to muck.

The land should be free from stones,
and well cultivgted for ene or two yehrs,
and be thoroughly enriched before the
roots are set. A deep furrow or trench
should be made, and partially filled

in with soil and fertilizer. This

shonld be covered ahghtl\ with eart

md the bits of root dropped on this,
about four inches apart, and uwerec‘
three or four inches deep. The roots,
or cuttings, may be made from what has
been trimmed off in prepating the crop
for the market. A plow should be run
between the rows through the summer,
filling up the furrows where the plants
ave set, and forming ridges to some ex-
tent.

If the season be favorable and the
crop be properly managed, it ought to
be in condition to sell in the fall of the
same year. If it he desirable to keep it

through the winter, it may be buried in
heape and covered to keep it from freez-
lll*h r put into a cool cellar.
