Letter !rom London,

Among the many uh)r(-lu that have
interested me in England and Scotland,
the cathedrals and abbeys, bave not been
the least. During the Reformation all
the cathedrals and abbeys in Bootland—
about ten in all—perished, except that
of Glasgow, dating from the twelfth
centary. I visited the ruins of four, and
many of the lofty columns and arches
are grand even in their decay. Itis
truly sad, that through religione fana-
tism such wenderful works of an
should have been so needlessly destroy-
ed. A prominent Scotcbman in Edin-
burgh told me: “The people would do
everything John Knox told them to do.*
I spent some hours in the cathedral ab
Glasgow, now nearly 800 years old. It
is 820 feet long and 70 feet wide. The
tower is 220 feet high. Of the 80 win-
dows, 44 are 30 feet in height, and are
marvels of artistic beauty. Each one
illustrates some event of Biblical his-
tory. The crypt is greatly admired by
artiste, both for ita beauty and the
maguificence of ita architecture. The
Melrose Abbey is called the grand

udua bccummg pointed and the win-
dows larger, with more attention paid
to tracery. Ornament and carving be-
come more apparent. The Norman
period might be characterized, in the
words of Dr. Samuel Johnson, by its
“rocky solidity and its indeterminate
duration” ; the early, English by its
finer tracery, and the aspiring reach of
its arches. The cathedrals of York,
Canterbury and Lincoln are good ex-
amples. Some of these are more than
500 feet in length. The great east-
ermn window in the York cathedral
is 76 feet high, and much of the glass
was made in the thirtecnth century.
It is the largest window in England
with its original glass. The floors
in all of them are of stone or marble,
and in many of them parts are laid
in mosaics of colored marble or tiles.
The Lichfield cathedrdl, for example,
has the floor of the choir laid in beauti-
ful encaustic tilcs, that is, tiles burned
in colors.

Fourth. Decorated period. The
Lichtield cathedral, last mentioned, is &
good example at this time. Church
architecture becomes rich, almost lavish
in its ornamentation. The interior of
the Winchest(r cathedral is unrivalled
for grandeur and beauty, and for wealth
of exquisite decoration. It was built in
the twelfth and thirteenth centuries, has
three spires that make a matchless
group. The central one is 258 feet high,
and is incomparable for lightness and
elegance. One is struck with the mas-
sivencas of the stone plllul and arches

It is to be feared that there in a wide
spread misapprebension of the easential
ides of & religious “service.” That ides
is not found in the gathering of & mal
titude merely, but in the sssembling of
the church of the Lord in His name,
and with Himsell “in the midst.” The
granting of this contention does not ex
clude any class or person from the Lord's
house; but it does overthrow, by the
bringing in of a better principle, the
predominance there, of an element,
Which must sadly turn aside the great
object which Christian worship has in
view.

It is proper, and a matter of solemn
obligation, that we do our uttermost by
every method that God will approve, to
bring all clases and characters of men
within the reach of the Gospel message ;
but to have theJ»rmencc of .the sinful
and the unsaved in our convocations,
giving ascendancy to an element that
antagonizes true devotion, and to have
this so year after year, ay a matter of
established order—can this be other
than the Lord’s people put to flight by
the armies of the aliens? And yet, as
the Lord's people, are we not practical-
ly content to have this so? Do we not
tacitly emcourage it? It will not be
denied that amongst the churches of to-
day there is pronounced approval placed
upon the policy which demands large
crowds of people, irrespective of the
motive which influences them, as & sine
qua non of sucoesaful religious worship.
‘l multitudes flock to God's house, and
the services are popular with the people,
and the communion mll large, and the
fluancial backing good, we are prone o
call this state of things prosperily, even
although the crowds that come and go
with such plessing ‘menun give no
sign of ylelding W Christ. But large
numbers do not necessarily bring
strength ; on the contrary, sometimes
they evidence a condition of weskness.
The winnowing of achurch of unworthy
members may be as trus a condition
and mark of genuine revival as increase
of membership would be. Before the
Lord would give victory to larael over
the Midianites, Gideon's warriors were
sifted from thirty-two thousand to three
hundred. The twioe repeated purgation
of the temple by our Loed will ba e’
membered- here. . He drove from the
sacred placecertain men whose presence
there bad, no doubt, long been & matter
of regular occurrence. e might have
aocepted their presence and have sat
down and taught them there, but_He
taught them—and He taught us—by
driving them out. Why did He so?
Only one answer can be given—they
were not there in the true spirit of ser-
vice and worship.

The first, last, and only condition—
on the human side—that can secure to
our sanctuary services the and
success which they are designed to
carry, or that can make them pleasing
to the Holy One, is, the presence there
of His peo le in the spirit of true devo-
tion.

Bridgetown is leafy and beautiful in
the midst of the beautiful and fraitful
valley—a neat little town having some
prosperous business places, with attrac-
tive residences and comfortable homes.
The hot weather, following the recent
plentiffil rains, is developing a luxuri-
ant growth of vegetation. The farmers
are busy securing the balance of their
hay crops, and the reports generally
concerning the crops in this section,
indicate that there will be satisfactory
returns for the labors of the husbandman.

The Board of Governors of Acadia
University was in session during the

Bystematic study
would remedy these defects and prepare
those who engaged ii it to be intelligent
teachers of the Word.

In taking up the book of the Acts, the
aim should be at the outact, the essayist
said, to get a good idea of the general
scopeof the work. What was the pur-
pose of the author? It is evidently not
o write a complete history. He begins
many things which he leaves unfinished

As with every other great and good
enterprise, this assembly cannot be de-
scribed in a letter, yet I will try in a
few lines to give an idea of the place.
Lake Chautauqua lies among the hills
of Western New York, ninety miles
from Niagara Falls, 430 miles from the
sca, and eight miles from Lake Erie,
It is 400 feet higher than the lake, and
1,400 feet above the ocean.

Here
are white people and black people; tall
people_and short people; Northerners,
Boutherners, New Eoglanders, Western-
e, Onnadians and Europeans, all dwell-
ing together in peace, for no racedistine-
tions are recognised.

2. Its religious influence. Christian-
ity without seotionalism is ever kept to
the front. At 8 a. m. each day, large
sudiences gather in the chapel for
praycrs, and & shott address is delivered
by some distioguished visitor. All
public questions are discussed from a
Christian and Biblical standpoint, and
the men who are at the head of the in-
institution are = sll active Christian
workers.

8. Its educational facilities. Many
are here simply for rest and entertain-
ment, Chautauqus spreads & rich feast-

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W.B. M. U—Annual Meeting.

The meeting of the W. B. M, U. open-
ed at Bridgetown with meetings of the
Executive on Thursday evening and
Friday moming. A great deal of busi-
ness was pushed through. The com-
mittee having in hand the matter of the
incorporation of the union reported their
work as brought to & successful issue.
The bye-laws as amended were passed
and a resolqtion - ordered to be sent to
the F. M. Board to the effect that while
this incorporation made it possible for
us to work independently of any organi-
zation, yet that we did not consider that
itin any way altered our relation to the
F. M. Board. ‘ Resolutions of thanks
were also ordered to Judges Johnstone
and Graham, and Hon. John F. Stairs,
M. P., for their aid in the matter.

The several reports showed a marked
incresse, with the exception of the
Home Mission. The deficit was shown
to be in part owing to the extra efforts
put forth for F. M. this centennial year.

The treasurer’s report for the year
showed that, including a balance from
last year of $3,312.23, the whole income
of the umion had been $10,819.76. The
amount expended had been $38484.09,
leaving a balance of cash on hand of
$2,825.67.

The election of officers was for presi-
dent, corresponding secretary and
treasurer by ballot. The latter to save
time kindly allowed the union to re-
elect her by a rising vote, which was
well, for all knew there was no one so
well suited to the work as Mrs. Smith.
Ballot for president resulted in Mrs.
Manning’s re election, and that of
corresponding secretary in M. C. H.
Martell, of N, B.; Mrs. Philips, of
Fred being inted provin-

the churches in this province reported
12,248 members, and these contributed
to Home Missions $280.19; to Foreign
Miesions, $1,266.61—making an average
of twelve and a half cents per member
for these two funds. In 1891, the fifteen
thousand members of the New Bruns-
wick churches coatributed $1,543.83 to
Home Missions, and $1,970 to Foreign
Missions, making an average of twenty-
three and one-third cents per member.
Thus in the twelve years the member-
ship increased 23 per cent.; the contri-
butions to Foreign Missions increased
55} per cent.,, and the contributions to
Home Missions increased 451 per cent.—
that is taking the reporis of ‘those years
simply as a basis.

It is clear then that our churches
have not “ withheld contributing ” as
much as they did previous to the in-
ception of this much-abused “ scheme.”
No doubt the plan has not worked as
well as some persons expected, and per-
haps it will be changed by the Conven-
tion this year,

Whether, as our brother thinks, the
Foreign Mission Board and the Board
of Governors of Acadia University could
each of them serve two masters—that is
be directed by two Conventions har-
moniously —it .is not worth while now
to discuss.

Union---Not Separation.

Very few readers of the MESSENGER
AxD Visrror will be inclined to predict
an actual dismemberment of the Bap-
tist body in the Maritime Provinces, as
a result of the movement originated in
the Western Association of New Bruns-
wick at its recent gession. Our denomi-

spation, like all the other great evangeli-
cal denominations, has been strengthen-
ing itself by gathering together and unit-
ingits detachments. Thisis the tendency
of the age. All Methodists are uniting
their forces, so are the Presbyterians
and others. No sufficient reasons have
yet been shown to induce us Baptista to
adopt & policy of disunion. Your pre-
sentation of the subject, Mr. Editor, is,
it seems to me, wise and moderate.

One of the supporters of the disunion
resolution moved by Rev. W. E. Mo~
Intyre, has written a letter to s weekly
paper published in Frederic Sendod
to promote & sentiment in favor of &
eeparate convention. Nearly every
statement made in the letter might be
called in question; but to do so would
perhaps be a waste of time and type.

The writer alleges that “the feeling—
in favor of a separate convention for this
province—is largely shared by worthy
members in Nova Scotia aod Prince E1-
ward Island.” Does he mean that they
wish to get rid of us? Onc of the rea-
eons given for the “intense feeling,” is,
“the action of the Convention in local
miatters in this province.” If there are
grievances such as this seems to imply,
they should be frankly stated and con-
sidered. “The centralization of powet
at the Acadia institutions,” and “the op-
position to our own seminary at St
Martins,” are also put forward among
the reasons. The former, [ confess, I do
not understand ; that the latter is largely
& fiction may be inferred from the fapt
that resolutions commendatory of the
seminary have been repeatedly passed
by the Convention. For instance, in
1888, when the m(-uLiug was held at
Wollville, the following resolution was
passed :

Resolved, That this Convention learns
with the utmost satisfaction that the
Seminary building of:the N. B. Union
Baptist Education Society at St. Mar-
tine is nearing completion, and will be
opened with an efficient stafl’ of iostrne-
tors at an early day, It also commends
thia institution and its interests to the
prayers, sy mpathies, and supprrt of thoe
churches, believing that it will become
an important auxiliary of Acadia Col-
lege, and prove a most useful factor for
the promotion of higher education in
these Maritime Provinecs.”

Again, in 1380 and fa 1891, similar
resolutions were moved by Rev. De,
Baunders, seconded by Rev, Di. Saw-
yer, and adopted unanimously.

Oar dissatisfied brother says that lat
terly “numbers of churches have with-
held contributing as they had formerly
done before the ‘Convention SBcheme'
was introduced.” What sre the facts?
Let the reports speak.

In 1879 —the year before the Conven-
tion plan of raising funds for denomi-
nationil objects was put in operation—

As has been before reported, the place
of meeting was suddenly filled and
the assembly shaken by a sin-con-
vinding influence, and {many cried out
for mercy. The Bpirit was present to
heal.

These are being
taken in large quantities and find &
ready market at good prices.

Tes is
announ ; we are escorted imto the
spacious dining-room and seated around
» table prettily decorated with growing
ts. The hour passes in plessant tea-
table chat, while bei served b
butler in his white guvn. old
man has a most dignitied demeanor, for
 lie has been an important membex of
the household for many yeams. We
leave the tea-table to gointo the library,
& large room with walls lined with books
from floor to ceiling. From this room a
door is opened by Mr. Spurgeon into
what is his especial delight—the fern-
ery. We enter a conservatory which is
transformed into veritable fairyland ;
we almost expect to see the little spirits
flitting about. Surely in years gone by,
when we knew that fairies were true,
this would have been their home, Here
are very many varieties of fern in their
perfection of beauty. The climbing fern
clinging to ever{ support given it, the
maiden hair with its lace like leaves in
all their delicate shades of green, and
others with their grateful, airy forms.
Below are the lycopodiume in their
variee greens, rooting themselves in
every intemstice and throwing their
beautiful moss all about. We next go
to the conservatory of flowering planta,
which opens from the study, and is
filled with tlowers of every hue and per-
fume. - In this clingate flowers thrive
under glass in summer as well as in
winter, and their profusion of bloom is
wonderful. We leave them, feeling
glad that God's faithful servant has this
influence of beauty about him, and re-
turn to the study.

THE 8TORY OF A HIGHWAY ROBBERY WHICH
OCCURRED A MOSTH AGO, NEAR
CESAREA, TURKEY, %

Monday evenin’ Dr. Dodd and I were
opening our box from home, when we
heard & great deal of excited talking all
around us in the different houses, and
going out into the court, we saw on the
xoof opposite our house a number of
people collected, all loudly talking and
all toward four miles
distant. ® coul erstand from
what they said that a robbery was going
on on the Cesarea road, and that they
could plainly see it through their
glasses. From our own windows we can
see the road almost balf way, two miles
or 80, to Cesarea,

A few minutes” after & young man
came in' and said that a robber was
holding the road between Talas and
Cesarea and ltripging all who passed.

There came a knock at the door, and
in rushed a little girl all out of breath,
saying : “Is it true, Sultan (the nurse),
that the Doctor is killed ? We heard
Cheullo had killed bim.” Bultan ss-
sured ber he was as alive as could be,
and comfortably seated in the parlor.

Now to go back 1o the robber. He is
& famous man in his way, a Kurd, and
his name is & terror all around. He is
short, but stont ‘and powerfully built,
wears & chain armor and carries s Mar-
tine rifle as well as other arms. He has
asure aim, it is said. He leaps off his
horse when he meets with one who
shows fight, kneels on the ground, aims
direct, fires, alinost invariably kills, and
is on his home again in a twinkling, as
cool and mllra: as when he left it.

Cheullo evidently woke up Monday
moming intending to make that a day
of business, & day full of deeds. He
started out with three followers, armed
o8 well as himself,

The first he mot weresome village wo-
men washing their clothes in, a stream.
Their bair was braided in fine braids
down their backs, and covered with gold

ieces. This is the custom of the women
n Turkey, to wear all their wealth in
the shape of gold coin fastened into their
braided bair, He rode up to thein, cut
off their hair above the gold, stripped off
this gold, and flung the hair to
them, saying that was of ne use to him,
It is rumored that he took the .gold off
thirty women, but whether that is an
exaggeration or not Ido not know.

Galloping along, they met some day
laborérs. Taking a handful of gold: out
of their pockets, they displayed it before
the eyes of the men, saying that was
what they had earned that day.

They had heard that a party of
wealthy people were coming out from
Cesarea to Talas Monday, and besides,
beiffig mail day, Talas merchants would
be’ coming home from Cesarea with
pocketa filled with gold. Bo they took
up a position on the main road, not very
far from Talas, and where thi{ could be
seen from the hill by the Talas people.
They probably knew that the mutes-
sarif, the officer , who is mayor of the
city of Cesareaas wellas in charge of the
villages around, was absent.

An hour or so before these robbers
reached the main road, Dr. Farnsworth
(the sénior missionary) passed by on his
way to the vir.iu About the same time
Mrs. Fowle and I, with our babies, went
out for a drive part of the way to Ces-

area.

People began to come by. To all
Tarks they said, “Pass oh™; to all
Christians stand at one side,” And
then they were stripped of all money
and valuables, leug{x no violence was
offered.

A number of working men came u;
and were told to stop. “But,” they said,
“we will lose our work to-morrow, and
the money.” “How much would you
earn 1" Cheullo asked. The men told
bim. “Wait,” he said, “and see what I
will do.” L)

After stripping a few people, he'turned
around to these men, and, giving them
the exact amount they had named, and
not a para more, said : “Now you are
satisfied, you may go on.”

A party of children from the outakirts
bof Talas saw & commotion on the road
and went out to see what it was. He
spoke to them kindly, telling them who
he was, gave them all a baksheesh and
sent them home again.

A young man rode up, and seéing that
all Turks went by free, he said : I am a
Mohammedan,” when the highwaymen
came for him. “What is your name?"”
was asked. “Halil Ibrabim.” “What
proof have you that you are a Turk?"”
Cheullo asked. “Recite some of the
Koran.” The young man could not do
that, and the chief saying, “Then you
are & liar,” raised his gun and shot him
through the head.
