Roosevelt Tells Court Cam­
paign Fund Should Not Go 
Beyond Certain Limit.

London, April 23 (14.16 p.m.)—Feld Marshal Sir John French, com- 
mander-ln-chlef of the British forces In France and Belgium, communi­
cates the following under today’s date:

“Yesterday evening the enemy developed an attack on the French 
troops on our left In the neighborhood of Blxechoote and Langemarck, 
on the north of the Ypres salient.

“This attack was preceded by a heavy bombardment, the enemy at 
the same time making use of a large number of appliances for the 
production of axphyxlatlng gas. The quantity produced Indicates long 
and deliberate preparation for the employment of devices, contrary to 
the terms of The Hague convention, to -which the enemy subscribed.

“The false statement made by the Germans a week ago, to the ef­
fect that we were using such gases, Is now explained. It obviously was 
an effort to diminish neutral criticism in advance.

“During the night the French had to retire from the gas zone, ov­
erwhelmed by the fumes. They have fallen back too the canal In the 
neighborhood of Beoslnghe. Our front remains Intact, except on the 
extreme left, where the troops have had to re-adjust their line In order 
to conform with the new French line.

“Two attacks, delivered during the night on our trenches east of 
Ypres, were repulsed. Fighting continues In the region north of Ypres.

“This morning one of our aviators, during a reconnaissance which 
he completed successfully, damaged a German aeroplane and forced it 
to descend. Our flying corps has brought down another German ma­
chine near Messines.”

Syracuse, N. Y., ApniE 23.—Theodore 
Roosevelt was further cross-examined 
today In the suit for libel brought 
against him by William Barnes, leader 
of the Republican party in New York. 
The. cross-examination had not been 
completed at adjournment and will be 
continued on Monday, to which date 
the case went over.

The Colonel told about his dealings 
with the “Bosses," his personal rela­
tions with William Barnes, and his 
ideas about campaign funds of millions 
of dollars. He mentioned the famous 
half a million dollars Thomas Fortune 
Ryan contributed to the cause of Al­
ton B. Parker, Domacratic presiden­
tial candidate, and swore he never had 
seen a list of the names of the persons 
who helped to swell the fund of 33,- 
000,000 used In connection with his 
own campaign for the presidency.

In speaking of the Ryan contribu­
tion, the witness gave it as his opin­
ion that & leader of big business who 
contributed a half million dollars to 
help elect a candidate for president 
of the United States is prompted by 
the same spirit which would cause him 
to donate a similar sum to a church, 
and that such a contributor has no 
more hope of reward in one case than 
he has in the other.

The Coldnel mentioned the Standard 
Oil Company and campaign contribu­
tions, too. He said that if the report 
of the congressional committee which 
investigated his campaign contribu­
tions showed that “H. H. R„” and "J. 
D. A.”—which the witness thought 
stood for H. H. Rogers and John D. 
Archbold—had contributed to the Re­
publican fund in 1904—he was aston­
ished. He said he bad given explicit 
Instructions against receiving any 
Standard Oil contributions.

Should Limit Amount of Fund.
Uersonally, he expressed the belief 

that there was a limit to the amount 
a campaign fund should total. Over a 
certain sum, he did not know how 
much he thought that there might be 
some danger.

Ool. Roosevelt said he regarded Wil­
liam Barnes as a “Dr. Jekyll and -Mr. 
Hyde,” -who, like other politicians, had * 
his "good and his bad sides.” He said 
he had been persistent in his efforts 
to make politicians do what was right 
and that instead of endeavoring to 
sever the ligaments between these 
“Siamese Twine of Politics", his aim 
had always been to have the “Dr. Jek- 
yU" in them absorb the “Mr. Hyde.”

There will be no session of court to­
morrow, but Col. Roosevelt will re­
sume the stand Monday.

An arrangement is said already to 
have been discussed by the Allies with 
the Swiss government under which 
cotton shipments to that country could 
pass freely.

Sir Cecil Spring-Rice, the British 
Ambassador here, talked over the sit­
uation with Counsellor Lansing today 
at the State Department. Later he 
said the Allies had no desire to im­
pede cotton shipments to Switzerland, 
provided they were assured It would 
not reach Germany or Austria. An 
agreement similar to that reached with 
Holland, under which a government- 
controlled agency would 
signee for the shipments 
tee that they would not be re-exported, 
probably would be the solution of 
the difficulty, the Ambassador thought.

Henceforth Canteen Privileges 

Will Not be Granted to Out­

siders, but Regiments Will

Speclal to The Standard.
Ottawa. April 23.—The old canteen 

system In connection with military 
camps in Canada has been abolished 
by General Hughes, but there will still 
be canteens.

What Is meant by the change is 
that henceforward no outside persons 
will be allowed the privilege of run­
ning canteens for the convenience of 
the soldiers, but the regiments will 
establish and run their own canteens 
Any profits that accrue therefore will 
not go to outside parties but will go 
to Uie regiments and undue charges 
will be eliminated.

In accordance with General Hughes’ 
practice since he became Minister of 
Militia no intoxicating liquors will be 
allowed In the canteens or in fact in 
the camps at all.

The new order abolishing the old 
canteen system applies generally 
throughout Canada.

BRITISH STEAMER 
SINKS A GERMAN

Germany states, 
however, that should further Investi­
gation prove that It was a German 
torpedo, the German government will 
be ready to express Its regret, or If 
the two governments fail to agree on 
the subject, Germany Is willing to 
submit the case to a commission of 
Inquiry, under the rules of The Hague 
convention, as It has never been the 
intention of the German fleet to at­
tack Norwegian merchantmen.

BARS OPEN LATER AND CLOSE

Lima, Peru, April 23—A despatch 
to La Prensa tonight states that the 
British steamer Orcoma has sunk a 
German merchant steamship near 
Bayovar. It Is also stated that the 
British cruisers Kent and Orama have 
received coal from the British stea­
mer Eggesford at the port of Bayo­
var.

The last report received from the 
Orcoma was to the effect that she had 
arrived In Liverpool, February 16, 
from Valparaiso. It Is possible that 
since then she has bepn armed and 
sent back to South American waters.

Other amendments to the act are 
framed for the purpose of making It 
more difficult to send liquor into local 
option districts and no-license terri­
tories. They are also designed to 
give authorities more effective meas­
ures for dealing with pocket pedlars. 
Taken altogether the amendments 
should be very satisfactory to tem­
perance people and It will be general­
ly conceded that New Brunswick now 
has the most advanced temperance le­
gislation of any province In Canada, 
legislation that Is fully up to, if not in 
advance of the sentiment of the pro­
vince today.

Just before the House adjourned 
this evening Premier Clarke introduc­
ed a bill to amend the act respecting 
manufacture of spruce and other pulp 
wood cut on crown lands. This bill 
provides for collection of penalties for 
exportation of pulp wood cut on crown 
lands of the province, and also con­
firms the order-ln-councll passed by 
the Ldeut-Governor-in-counctl some 
months ago permitting shipment of 
pulp wood from New Brunswick to 
Great Britain during the period of the 
war.

Special to The Standard.
Fredericton, April 23.—With amend­

ments to the Liquor License Act all 
passed the legislature this afternoon 
adjourned until Tuesday evening when 
the members will return to Frederic­
ton, put through the remaining legisla­
tion and reach prorogation by Thurs­
day night or Friday. In the meantime 
all remaining legislation will be made 
ready and there will be a steady 
stream of work for the House to go 
along with so that there will be no 
delays. But on the other hand there 
will ne no rushing of important legis­
lation through the House.

The bill to consolidate and amend 
the general mining act will be with­
drawn and stood over for another 
year.

The amendments to the liquor li­
cense act so far as they affect the cur­
tailment of hours and prohibiting sel­
ling or supplying of liquor to soldiers 
during the war are exactly as fore­
casted In The Standard, and how they 
work out in preventing soldiers and 
officers from obtaining liquor In St 
John for instance may give a pretty 
good Idea of how effective prohibition 
would be.

dents in the Carpathians generally are 
to the effect that important move­
ments of Russian troops are taking 
place behind the Russian front indi­
cating that the Muscovites are making 
new dispositions of their forces to 
meet an expected German blow or to 
launch a new offensive.

Today’s reports of German* succes­
ses near Ypres and of the activity of 
the German fleet in the North Sea 
caused general rejoicing among the 
public, which for some time has been 
forced to be content to get its war 
news from the Austrhtn reports. The 
victory at Ypres was not considered 
great enough to bring out the flags on 
the buildings in Berlin, but the popu­
lace expressed pleasure at the num­
ber of cannon captured and declared 
that It compared favorably with the 
defeat of the Allies at Solssons. The 
military critics In their articles deal­
ing with the German advance declare 
that It is a satisfactory answer to the 
British success at Neuve Chapelle.

Further details concerning the flight­
ing are expected to reach Berlin to­
morrow.

Berlin, April 23 (Via London, April 
24.)—The headquarters bulletin Issued 
today again says, “the situation in the 
east is unchanged." The report from 
the Russian front has been in this ex­
act wording every day for a fortnight 
It has been several weeks since any 
fighting between the Germans and 
Russians has been reported, but vari­
ous indications point to a resumption 
of activity In tlie eastern theatre of 
the war shortly.

Just what form the new campaign 
will assume or in w hat locality of the 
long front it will be staged Is one of 
those mysteries, which Vou Hinden- 
burgian strategy is so accomplished in 
making, even from the Germans, and 
speculation regarding it and concern­
ing the present whereabouts of the 
Field Marsha’ can be heard in every 
coffee house and beer garden.

The latest Russian newspapers, re­
ceived in Berlin today, report that the 
Gormans are busily engaged in forti­
fying in the vicinity of Suwalki and 
Augustowo. It is assorted that they 
have completed two strong lines of 
entrenchments on the eastern side of 
the swamp belt, which is presumed 
here to indicate that it is the German 
intention to remain on the defensive 
before the East Prussian frontier.

London, April 24, 3.50 a. m.—“A strong column of Russian cavalry 
again has invaded East Prussia near Memel,” says the Dally News 
Petrograd correspondent, “and Is threatening the Germans’ left flank."

More Peace Talk.
London, April 24.—The Daily Mail’s 

Warsaw correspondent sends to his 
newspaper a long statement from “a 
high authoritative source,” in which 
the possibility is discussed of an early 
conclusion of à separate peace with 
Austria.

”Although the air Is full of such 
stories, and the Indications show that 
Austria is desirious of an instant and 
lasting peace,” the statement says,
"It must be understood that if Austria 
ceased to be a belligerent her posi­
tion as a neutral would mean that 
she would be able to offer as great,
If not a greater, obstacle to the suc­
cess of Russian arms as if she re­
mained a belligerent.

“The Russian plan of campaign now 
Is definitely based on Grant's despis­
ed American civil war theory of a 
c ontlnuous extension of battle line.
It is necessary that Russia possess 
herself, temporarily at least, of the 
Austro-German frontier line from Cra­
cow westward. Grant failed to hack 
his way through, although he had the 
preponderance of five men to his op­
ponents two which is a greater pre­
ponderance than we can hope to at­
tain. But he kept extending his line 
until one flay the foe failed to meet 
him and was outflanked.”

Special to The Standard.
Ottawa, April 23.—The annual en­

trance examinations of the Royal Na­
val College at Halifax have just been 
held. There was a large class and 
from the successful candidates some 
seventeen will be admitted to the col­
lege. This will be the number of stu­
dents up to 45 which is the limit of 
the accommodation. The other suc­
cessful candidates will have to wait 
for vacancies. If the number of boys 
wishing to enter keeps on increasing, 
steps will be taken to obtain larger 
quarters. The age for entrance is 
between 14 and 16. It is the intention 
of the government to establish, the col­
lege on the same footing as the Royal 
Military College at Kingston, the 
courses including not only those for 
naval service but also for engineering 
and other professions in civil life.

From the same source the corres­
pondent says he learns that recently 
there have been two conferences be­
tween Emperor William and Emperor 
Francis Joseph and Archduke Eugene 
of Austria at which a possible separ­
ate peace for Austria was discussed.

Paris, April 23—Some extraordinary 
statements regarding sweatshop wages 
in this country were brought out in 
the Senate yesterday during the de­
bate on a bill to fix a minimum living 
wage throughout France by boards 
created by the government. Jean Mo­
rel said that between nine hundred 
thousand and1 one million women in 
France are now enduring insupport­
able servitude and receiving wages 
barely sufficient to maintain life.

M. Morel, Henry Cheron and Ediu- 
ard Hertot submitted masses of de­
tails on* the subject. It was stated 
that twenty-seven per cent of the 
workers at home, on household linen 
goods, make from two and one-tenth 
cents to four cents per hour by intense 
Industry. In some provincial centres 
pay for such work is one cent per 
hour. In Paris fourteen per cent of 
the women working upon under gar­
ments make a maximum of forty dol­
lars yearly. Artificial flower makers, 
employing much taste and manual 
dexterity, are able to make in the best 
season, from eighty cents to a dollar 
per day, but more than fifty per cent 
never are able to get beyond thirty 
or forty cents. In the provinces wom­
en working upon underwear and 
ready-made clothing are able to make 
only ten to twelve cents a day In most 
cases, and rarely as much as twenty

M. Morel, who prepared the sena­
torial committee's report, went into 
the question of how such women are 
able to live. He cited one case of a 
woman who made nineteen cents a 
day. She paid thirteen cents on an 
average for bread, cheese and vege­
tables, leaving six cents a day for 
lodging and clothing. Another case 
was that of a woman who had a child 
to support. The mother began to sew 
at the machine at three o'clock in the 
morning, and worked all day and part 
of the night. She was able to earn 
twenty-five cents a day, but could af­
ford nothing more to eat than soups.

The bill passed Its first reading in 
the senate. It is already passed the 
chamber in November, 1911.

In other 
words, if one wealthy man invested 
his money In certain forms of secur­
ity outside the province and another 
man of equal wealth invested his be­

Report of Publfb Accounts Committee
The Publie Accounts Committee re­

port as follows: Mr. Speaker,—The 
committee on public accounts appoint­
ed by this house bbgs leave to submit 
the following report:

The committee has made careful 
examination of the provincial accounts 
as submitted in the report of the Au­
ditor-General for the year ended Oc­
tober 31st, 1914, scrutinizing and pass­
ing same item by item.

The various heads of the financial 
and executive departments were be­
fore the committee from time to time 
as explanations were required and 
the committee desires to commend 
the promptness with which all ac­
counts and vouchers were produced 
and satisfactorily explained.

The superintendent of the Provin­
cial Hospital was also before the com­
mittee and gave a most satisfactory 
explanation to all questions asked.

The committee desires to call your 
/attention to the reference to Jury fees 
tts contained in the report of the Pub­
lic Accounts Committee for 1913.

The committee also suggests that 
the system of supplying school books 
to vendors be changed. Under the 
existing system a considerable amount 
at money is tied up in the value of 
books In vendors' hands and amounts 
due for purchases by vendors. We 
recommend that in future vendors be 
required to pay cash for books, cash 
to accompany order. The committee 
believes that the result would be bet­
ter for both the department and ven­
dors.

The committee finds that some 
counties, especially Kent and Glou­
cester, are behind in their payments 
for maintenance of patients at the 
Provincial Hospital and recommend 
that the government take steps to 
collect these accounts more promptly.

The committee further recommend 
that no subsidies be paid to any 
steamship or ferry company until such 
company shall haves ubmltted proper­
ly audited and sworn statements of 
its accounts, and the government is 
satisfied that the subsidy Is justly due 
such company.

An addition was made to sub-sec­
tion 2 of Section 142 after the first 
paragraph, which latter provides that 
the Board of Liquor License Commis­
sioners can cancel a license of a per­
son convicted for a second offense of 
sending liquor for sale purposes into 
a prohibitive territory under the Li­
quor License Act or the Canada Tem­
perance Act, as follows:

as hereinbefore provided for, or the 
bill of lading of which does not 
tain the information aforesaid, shall 
be liable to a penalty of fifty dollars 
for each offence and the said liquor 
shall be seized and forfeited.

THE BOOT BUBBLE PRICKED.THE NEW LIQUOR ACT.

The bill to Consolidate and Amend 
the Liquor License Act which passed 
the Provincial Legislature yesterday 
represents the serious and earnest 
thought of the members of the Legis­
lature, and especially of the commit­
tee which bad the measure in its 
charge. As it stands it is the most 
advanced temperance legislation ever 
general 1\ adopted in this province.

There has been more or less agita­
tion in favor of a period of prohibition 
during the war, and resolutions advo­
cating such a measure have been dis­
cussed and adapted by various worthy 
bodies. The presenc e in St. John of a 
military regiment -has brought the fact 
of war very close to residents of this 
city and also served to turn the atten­
tion of many people to the advisabil­
ity of removing from the paths of the 
soldiers all temptation to drinking. 
To a certain extent this has had an 
influence tending toward the advocacy 
of prohibition for the duration of the

It will be noticed that the “boot 
scandal” is not attracting so much at­
tention in the Uberal press now, as 
formerly. The reason is simple. The 
“scandal” has collapsed. From the 
moment the first criticism of the Can­
adian boots was heard the “muck- 
rakers” In the Liberal party set out 
with the idea of making it a first class 
scandal and nursing it along to ma­
turity. They -had no knowledge that 
the boots were bad, but -they were pre­
pared to go to any lengths to prove 
their case, and to tell to the world 
that the great Canadian shoe industry 
was in the hands of crooks and graft­
ers whose sole thought was how much 
money could be made out of their con­
tracts, and with no regard at all for 
the quality of the product supplied.

At a time when no evil word should 
be spoken of Canada or Canadian in­
dustry the conduct of the Liberals, 
even if justified, was bad enough, but 
under the circumstances it is immea­
surably worse. The Government, when 
the matter was first brought to its at­
tention, took prompt and public mea­
sures for a full enquiry. This was 
hardly the act of gudlty men. This 
was not the procedure followed by the 
Liberal government when charges re­
flecting even upon its integrity 
p ref erred. Then there was a “block­
ers brigade” to keep information from 
getting to the public ear. The Borden 
Government, on the contrary, arranged 
that a most exhaustive investigation 
should be held into the whole matter; 
that all evidence should be produced, 
and that every item in connection with 
the supply of ‘boots to the Canadian 
forces should be probed to the bot­
tom. Samples of the boots, new, and 
which had seen service, were pro­
duced and examined by experts, and 
what was the result? The experts 
were appointed unanimously by the 
committee having the enquiry in 
charge, and that committee numbered 
Liberals as well as Conservatives, yet 
no man raised his voice in 
aga/inst the men selected.

After 51 sittings had been held and 
87 witnesses heard, after the experts 
had carefully examined samples of the 
boots supplied by every contractor 
who had a share of the business, a 
report was submitted, and this report 
contained the result of thorough ex­
amination of all the boots which had 
been rejected by the regimental 
boards of enquiry. The results of this 
report can be summarized as follows :

, be paid to dealers on the value of 
their stock In trade during the period 
of prohibition, but this would entail a 
financial problem the Government 
could not be expected to face. Of 
course many of these difficulties would 
be obviated if a measure of total pro­
hibition was under consideration, be­
cause there would be a period between 
the passage of such a measure and the 
time of its coming into effect, and the 
financial loss entailed would not be so

The section in the new act shorten­
ing the length of day in which liquor 
can be sold is also a wise provision, 
as it can be determined whether there 
will be as much drinking in the short 
day as in the longer one, and in this 
way an indication may be furnished as 
to the probable effect of a prohibitory 
measure.

The appointment of a provincial In­
spector is a dong step in the right di­
rection, as it will mean a more strin­
gent enforcement of the prohibition of 
the shipment of liquor into Scott Act 
counties.

Cairo, Egypt.—The haze which has 
surrounded the commercial, industrial 
and political situation In Egypt for the 
last few months gives signs of clear­
ing, and the note now sounded by 
business men has a decidedly hopeful 
ring. The financial situation Is, natur­
ally, not what it was at this time last 
year. January to July, 1914, saw a 
continuous Increase In prosperity, the 
total Imports for tlhose months 
amounting to nearly £1,250,000 more 
than for the same period of the prev- 
loue year. The outbreak of war com­
pletely disorganised trade, but since 
the autumn there has been a forward 
movement once more, which shows- 
what remarkable recuperative powers 
Egypt possesses from the business 
point of view.

The February number of the Journ­
al of the British Chamber of Com- 
mearce of Egypt declares that there 
are "distinct signs that the import 
market has passed through the worst 
of the effects of the outbreak of war. 
On the termination of the moratorium, 
as was only to be expected, the num­
ber of failures was considerable, but 
not so great as many people had antic­
ipated. The demand for Imported 
goods has not been unsatisfactory, 
the holy of the trade being done for 
cash.”

Government
The government has naturally felt 

the pinch as well as the Individual, 
and It has to face a diminished reven­
ue. The steps which it has taken to 
ease its burdens are, It Is presumed, 
the only ones possible but they have 
not met with favorable comment from 
the man In the street. At the begin­
ning of the war, however, the action 
of the government was unanimously 
approved, when It nipped ln the bud a 
food panic, by fixing a tariff for food­
stuffs and articles of necessity, such 
as fuel. It also speedily Issued a 
paper currency. In other directions 
It has done less wisely, for It dismiss­
ed and Is still dismissing numbers of 
state officials, while at the same 
time Imploring private employers to 
retain, as far as possible, their em­
ployees.

The railways, which are almost en­
tirely state-owned and bring in a rev­
enue of about £3,000,000 annually, 
show signs of decreased prosperity in 
spite of, and perhaps because of, In­
creased fares and freights. The price 
of telegrams has been doubled, ln or 
der chiefly. It was reported, to relieve 
the censors of inland telegrams, but 
it brought a harvest to the telephone 
company, which is not a state monop­
oly, as commercial houses found it 
cheaper to use the trunk lines rather 
than pay for telegrams at the double 
rate, and at the same time have the 
inconvenience of the delays of censor­
ship. Postage, too, has been Increas­
ed during the last few weeks.

Public Works
Important public works, many of 

them started under the initiative of 
Lord Kitchener, such as the Behera 
drainage scheme, which is to add 
many thousands of acres to the culti­
vable area of Egypt, and the comple­
tion of the Cairo town drainage 
scheme, have been stopped. This has 
thrown a great niany laborers out of 
work, as well as officials of higher 
grade. On the other hand, owing to 
the recall of the French conscripts, 
the removal of Germans, and the vol­
unteering of many Englishmen, both 
in and outside government employ 
ment, and the creation of new clerical 
posts, such as those of the censor 
ship, there has been far less unem­
ployment among the professions than 
would have been, expected.

Statistics.

That Egypt has suffered consider­
ably through ttie war a glance at 
some of the trade statistics for the 
last few months will prove. The Im­
ports for the whole year, 1914, amount­
ed to £E. (Egyptian pounds) 21,724.- 
606, and the exports to £E. 24,091,796. 
while for this year, 1913 imports 
amounted to £B.27,866,195 and exports 
to £E.31,662,065, showing a decrease 
of £E.13,710,858 in the export and 
Import trade for the past year. But 
both imports and exports show a 
steady rise since last September, the 
value of Imports for that month be­
ing £E.936,275 and exports £E.3T3,- 
614. In December they had risen to 
£E.1,073,191 and £B.2,746,436 respec­
tively. The business man, when ques­
tioned, therefore, while admitting that 
the financial position,, will not bear 
comparison with that of last lear, 
gives decidedly sanguine answers as 
to the upward tendency Jn trade.

To understand the feeling of relief 
expressed at business having steadied, 
it is necessary to look "back at ‘he 
difficulties and trials through which 
the country has been passing. Egypt’s 
chief Industry being cotton, the com­
mercial man of every grade takes his 
cue from the state of the coton mark 
et. In September, when the cotton 
was pickled, pricer were very low, and 
the natives, many of whom had been

350-400 piastres per cantar, refused 
to sell at 200 or 240 piastres. The 
market continuing to faH numbers ot 
them were eventually obliged to sell 
at even lower prices.

British Guarantees.

An acute crisis appeared to be im­
minent, when the British government 
guaranteed £5,000,000 to the Egyp­
tian treasury to order to enable it to 
come to the rescue of the cotton grow­
ers who through lack of money, could 
not pay for the picking of their cotton. 
Unfortunately, the money was, to the 
Bret place, handed to the banks where 
It was completely out of reach of the 
email grower—the five fed-dan of five- 
acre man who iproducee the bulk of 

• the cotton. It took several weeks' 
pressure upon the Egyptian govern­
ment to induce it to do something for 
he fellah whose need was great. In 
armer years he had been accustomed 

to obtain money from usurers at ex­
orbitant interest, but this source of 
supply stopped, partly through Lord 
Kitchener’s five feddan law which for­
bids the mortgaging of five feddan3 or 
lees, and partly because money was 
not to be had at any rate of usury.

Taxes bad to be paid as usual and to 
do this the poor agriculturist was 
obliged to sell his cow, his goats, his 
implements or the few gold and stiver 
ornaments his wife possessed, which 
the government assisted him to do by 
officially valuing gold or other valu­
ables to be sold for the payment of 
taxes. At last the Egyptian treasury 
was induced to do something to bring 
money into the hands of the fellaheen, 
and on the advice of the British cham­
ber of commerce in Egypt, commis­
sioned the large cotton houses In 
Alexandria to buy in cotton from the 
small growers at the current prices. 
This was done too late to assist num­
bers of peasants, but it saved the 
country from actual disaster.

Imperial Theatre throngedl by fashionable audiçnce 
gathered to de honor to England’s patron saint— 
Patriotic songs and speeches evoked enthusiastic 
demonstrations.

Arthur J. Boddington 
Killed at West Side Dock

Seldom has fit George’s Day been 

marked with more Interest or enthusi­
asm than was manifested at the cele­
bration In honor of England’s patron 
saint held In the Imperial Theatre 
last evening. Owing to the war the 
significance of the day was evidently 
greatly emphasized in the minds of 
the loyal citizens of St John, and the 
main auditorium of the theatre as well 
as the balcony was packed by a large 
and representative audience. In keep­
ing with the celebration of the warrior 
Saint of England, the programme of 
entertainment was of unusual Interest 
and of an exceptionally patriotic 
character. Besides appropriate songs 
it included a fine series of moving 
pictures, and an address by Rev. E. 
B. Hooper, chaplain with the 26th 
Battalion, on St. George and Merrle 
England.

The Imperial Theatre was opened 
to members of St. George’s Society 
and their friends at 9.15, and inside 
of a quarter of an hour the house was 
fairly full. Proceedings were opened 
by the playing of the National Anthem 
by the Imperial Orchestra, the lafrge 
audience rising and singing. Then 
F. E. Hanington, president of St 
George’s Society, briefly addressed the 
gathering, extending a cordial wel­
come to alL He spoke of the progress 
of the society during the year, and 
the work it had done on behalf of 
various patriotic funds, and the equip­
ment of two hospital beds. Sixty 
years ago, lie said, the local society 
was doing the same sort of work in 
connection with the Crimean war.

He regretted that the Lieutenant- 
Governor had been unable to attend 
the celebration, and went on to ex­
press the opinion that next year the 
society would celebrate SL George's 
Day with unusual fervor, as there was 
every reason to believe that before 
that date the arms of England would 
be triumphant over her enemies, and 
that the cause of liberty and justice 
would have again been sustained by 
the valor of the people who lived 
beneath the folds of the banner of 
St. George.

W. Pidgeon then sang "England” 
with great effect, and responded to 
an encore.

Mise Blend a Thomson sang Canada 
My Home, and In response to a an en­
thusiastic encore rendered "We’ll 
Never Let the Old Flag FalL”

8t. George For England.
Captain the Her. E. 3» Hooper, chap­

lain of the society then delivered the 
oration of the evening. He said An 
part:

Mr. President, Ladles and Gentle­
men:

I have been asked to speak to you 
tonight on the day we celebrate, be­
cause I was the only man in SL John 
who could be relied upon to confine 
his remarks within a 10-mlnute limit 
That Is the first reason. The second 
is that my brothers of SL George were 
desirous of honoring one who has 
been their chaplain for many years 
and who Is still their chaplain with 
leave of absence during the period of 
the war.

It Is an honor to be permitted to 
stand before such a distinguished 
audience as this and say a word touch­
ing the day we celebrate. This is the 
night of that memorable 23rd of April 
nearly 1,700 years ago on which the 
Patron Saint of England was born. 
The roses you are wearing should re­
mind you of his birthplace, Lydda in 
the Vale of Sharon—a lovely valley 
famed for Its beautiful roses. I will 
not take time to repeat to you the 
familiar story of SL George, nor the 
legendary tale of hi» glorious fight by 
which he delivered the beautiful Prin­
cess Sadra, doomed to death, as the 
victim of the terrible dragon. We 
should be ready to distinguish between 
fact and fiction. While undoubtedly 
the story of the fight with the dragon 
can only be regarded as a fairy tale 
a beautiful allegory, SL George, him­
self, is no myth, but a real personage, 
a true man and a soldier and, more­
over, a Christian soldier, unafraid In 
the presence of death. When death 
came as the consequence of his loyalty 
to the Christian faith this gallant ro­
man soldier, this brave Christian who 
afterwards was adopted as England’s 
Patron SainL died the martyr’s death 
on the 23rd of April In the year of 
Grace 303. His memory lives; It can­
not perish until the name of England 
Is forgotten and the flag of England 
beaten to the dusL And this, under 
God will never be.

England today is finding herself as 
never before In the whole course of 
her glorious history. A year ago to- 
nighL as we toasted "the King,” and 
sang the Nation's Anthem and listen­
ed to patriotic songs and speeches we 
little thought how soon these profes­
sions of loyalty and patriotism were 
to be put to the tesL We have been 
put to the test and, thank God, we 
have not been found wanting. The 
spirit of sacrifice and of service Is 
filling all hearts today and we know 
and the world knows and Germany is 
coming to know, that England is great 
and growing ever greater, for she has 
the enthusiastic and loyal support of 
her sons and daughters, the wide 
world round. In England, Ireland, 
Scotland, Wales, in India, New Zeal­
and, Australia and in Canada, indeed 
wherever the grand old Union Jack of 
England files, all hearts turn to the old 
gray mother and women and men vie 
with each other as to which shall make 
the greatest sacrifice. Why here in 
SL John tonight are 1,100 of the finest 
and the besL the 26th Battalion of 
New Brunswick, who are aching to be 
up and away in the service of King 
and Empire, and who are they? Your 
husbands, brothers, sons, and sweet­
hearts. Thank God for the noble wo­
men of New Brunswick ready to give 
their dearest and their best when Eng­
land calls for them.

I hope, Mr. Pressent, that neither 
you nor any present will blame me 
if I affirm that while it’s a glorious 
charter, deny it who can, that’s breath­
ed In the words, Tm an Englishman.” 
There is a yet more grand and great 
and comprehensive charter of human 
citizenship, namely that which is 
breathed in and enshrined In the 
words, I’m a Briton. Wherever in this 
great Empire may be our home we 
may stand hand in hand or shoulder 
to shoulder, and saluting the Union 
Jack of England, may say we are Bri­
tons all, with one King, one Empire 
and one flag.

In closing, let that glorious flag car­
ry Its Inspiring lesson to all hearts. 
The emblem on It is not a beast or a 
bird, but a cross—once a Roman gal­
lows—now the sign of a world con­
queror.

Arthur J. Boddington, who was work­
ing as hatohmam on the steamer Mar­
iana at Oarleton, yesterday, waa 
knocked Into the hold by a sling and 
almost Instantly killed.

I]Petrograd, April 23.—The Russian Black Sea torpedo boat equad-

, April 19. Thle fifteen mile strip of coast. In which was located . the 
quarters of the Turkish army operating In this region, was swept with
shell, and the barracks and provision stores were Ignited and destroyed. 

“Turkish land forces were Initiating a sortie under cover of their
artillery at the time. They were thrown Into a panic by the unexpect­
ed bombardment from the sea and their supporting guns were Immed­
iately silenced. On April 20 all the Turkish efforts to start an offen­
sive In this region ceased.

“Only minor engagements are reported to exist on the Prussian 
front. Near Memel, the seaport of the northern extremity of the East 
Prusisan province, a Russian mounted force clashed with a German 
patrol and the Germans were driven back.

“In the region of the Russian fortress of Ossowetz a scattering 
rifle and artillery fire is a dally occurence.

“The greatest activity appears among the aircraft service...A Rus­
sian aeroplane driven by four separate motors and capable of carrying 
the weight of sixteen men, has raided the Polish towns of Mlawa, near 
the East Prussian frontier, and Plock, on the Vistula. German aero­
planes likewise dally circle about the Ossowetz fortress, though they 
are frontier! to traffic of all kinds, outward and Inward bound, Is con­
nected with Important German troop movements In Belgium.

Supreme Court grants re­
quest for trial by jury to 
decide on his sanity.

Berlin, April 23, via London—There 
was given out in Berlin today an offic­
ial report on the progress of hostili­
ties, reading as follows: y

“In the western arena of the flghV 
lng, during the evening of yesterday, 
we advanced from our front at Steen- 
straate, east of Laxugemarck, against 
the positions of the enemy north and 
northeast of Ypres. With a rush our 
troops moved forward along a line ex­
tending as far as the hills south of 
Pilken and east of Douon. At the 
same time they forced their way, af­
ter a stubborn fight, across the Ypres 
Canal at Steenstraate and Het Sas, 
where they established themselves on 
the western bank of the canal. The 
villages of Langemarck, Steenstraate, 
Het Sas and Pilken were taken. At 
least 1,600 French and British soldiers 
were taken prisoners and thirty can­
non, Including four heavy British 
guns, fell into our hands.

“Between the Meuse and the Mo­
selle the active fighting yesterday 
again became more lively. The ar­
tillery battles wore especially fierce 
at Combres, St. Mill lei and Apremont, 
as well as at a point to the northeast 
of Fllrey. Infantry attacks on the 
part of the enemy followed only In the 
wooded country between Ailly and 
Apremont The French penetrated this 
region into certain sections of our 
foremost trenches, bqt they were part­
ly driven out again. The fighting at 
close quarters still continues."

"The village of Embremeull, to the 
west of Agricourt, which had been 
taken by us qmd which was set on fire 
by the French with their shells, has 
been evacuated by our outposts. The 
hills to the north and south of Em­
bremeull were retained.

New York, April 23—Harry K. 
Thaw, slayer of Stanford White, an 
eminent architect, after many at­
tempts, has finally succeeded In bring­
ing the question of his sanity before 
a jury. The application for a jury 
trial, made by his attorneys in a writ 
of habeas corpus, wak granted today 
by Supreme Court Justice Hendrick, 
who, upon consultation with counsel, 
set the trial tor May 17.

In announcing his decision Justice 
Hendrick made It clear that the jury 
was called In "to aid the court by 
their advice," and that the finding of 
the jury would not be binding, if the 
court was satisfied it was not in ac­
cord with the evidence and with jus­
tice. The court, he said, could disre­
gard the Jury's verdict and render his 
own decision.

Thaw was radiant when he heard 
the verdict. Many of his friends were 
in the court room, and they and his 
counsel were quick to congratulate 
him on this successful step in his fight 
for liberty. His mother, Mary Copley 
Thaw, who has been by his side in 
all of his years of fighting for free­
dom, was not present today, but 
Thaw’s first thought in speaking to 
his friends and newspapermen was

“This will be very good news for 
my mother,” he said. “My only re­
gret is that the hearing, will not take 
place earlier than May 17."

Beyond this Thaw would not com­
ment on the decision.

Albany, N. Y., April 23.—Attorney 
General Woodbury tonight said he 
would appeal from Justice Hendricks 
decision granting Thaw a jury trial.

“It Is the opinion of the attorney 
general's office," Woodbury said, “that 
the court is without discretionary pow­
ers to grant a Jury trial upon the re­
turn of a wilt of habeas corpus to test 
the sanity of Mr. Thaw. I shall ask 
for a stay on the execution of Justice 
Hendricks order granting such trial 
until the matter can be heard by the 
Aaxpeilate Courts."

PRINCE WILLIAM HOTEL; ■|What are the causes of this strik­
ing change In the membership returns 
of our denomination since 1910Î 
There are doubtless many cases. 4 but 
there is one that to especially signi­
ficant Since 1108 we have been In 
the midst of the most remarkable de­
velopment of Sunday school Interest 
and activity in the higtory of our de­
nomination. In the ten years preced­
ing 1908 the average'increase in our 
Sunday school membership was only 
36,000 a year; 
leaped to 160,000 a year. The total 
Increase In the Sunday school mem-, 
bersblp of the Methodist Episcopal 
Church tor the ten years preceding 
1908 was only about 350,000; the in­
crease In the seven years since 1908 
la 1,060,000.

From 1880 to 1910 there was a stead­
ily decreasing ratio of Increase In the 
membership of the Methodist Episcop­
al Church. From 1880 to 1890 the in­
crease was thirty-one per cent; !rom 
1890 to 1900, twenty-eight per cent; 
from 1900 to 1910, nineteen per cent. ; 
since 1910 the actual membership ;n 
crease has been the largest of any 
four years in the history of the Meth­
odist Episcopal Church. There has 
never been a quadrennlum since the 
days of Wesley when there was so 
large an Ingathering as during rhe 
past quadrennlum.

From 1890 to 1906, the period ‘cov­
ered by the last Government religious 
census, there was an increase of 4S.8

These 
waves travel over the wire to the 
telephone receiver at the rate of 56,- 
000 miles per second, and the receiver 
picks up these electrical waves and 
transforms them into air waves so 
that the sound of the voice is accu­
rately reproduced although the actual 
sound of the voice of the speaker goes 
on farther than the transmitter into 
which he speaks.

More remarkable Is the almost com­

plete absorption of the national re­
serve into the new armies and various 
auxiliary forces. At the outbreak of 
the war they numbered more than 
250,000, Their periods of service were 
over, they had passed out of the re 
serve, they were under no further ob­
ligation of duty; but when the Nation­
al Reserves was founded in Surrey 
by Mr. St. Loe Straohey, and spread 
throughout the country under the care 
of the Territorial Associations, these 
old soldiers voluntarily declared them­
selves willing to respond, if called on, 
in a national emergency. Men under 
forty-two undertook in the event of 
war to serve as soldiers abroad, and 
men between forty-two and fifty to 
discharge military duties at home.

This seems simple, but it is really a 

most complex problem. These waves, 
having been faithfully converted from 
air waves Into electrical waves and 
sent out on their journey over the tine, 
must not interfere with each other ;

The New York Evening Post's Lou­
don correspondent writes concerning 
the way the women of England have 
rallied to the help of the Empire.

London. April 6.—The agitation for 
women's franchise dropped suddenly 
into the background when the out­
break of the war stirred the nation 
with a new and greater excitement. 
Not only the women's associations j 
attached to the two great political \ 
parties, but the suffrage societies ! 
themselves set aside their usual pro 
paganda in order to meet their urgent 
needs. Even the "militants" turned 
their energies into other channels.

The change was typified in the 
spectacle of Dr. Flora Murray, one of 
the most ardent of Mrs. Pankhurst's 
followers, devoting herself to the or 
ganizatlou of the Women's Hospital 
Corps for service in France. But the 
war. if it has quieted for the time the 
political side of the women's move­
ment, has thrown into greater promi­
nence the national importance of wo­
men s labor. It is too early yet to 
speak definitely of ultimate results, 
but it is already clear that the whole 
question of the professional and indus­
trial occupation of‘women in England 
has entered upon a new stage.

At first there was serious unemploy- 
X ment. The market for women's labor 

was congested by the arrival of -hund­
reds of women, governesses especially, 
who had lost their posts in Germany, 
France, Belgium, or Switzerland, and 
in some cases all their savings also.

Household Expenses Cut Down.

In this general readjustment of wo­
men’s labor, valuable help has been 
given by such organizations as the 
Women’s Emergency Corps, which, 
within the first fortnight after war was 
declared, had registered the names of 
10,000 women anxious for voluntary 
or paid work, aud had classified their 
qualifications. The Government Itself 
appointed a committee—the first Bri­
tish Government committee composed 
entirely of women—under the title of 
“The Central Committee for England 
and Wales on Women's Employment." 
It has been occupied with the three­
fold task of (1) distributing existing 
work, so as to cause the least unem­
ployment; (2) starting new work, and 
(3) providing relief. Under the first 
head it secured orders, for instance, 
for 2,000,000 pairs of army socks. In 
giving out such work, It has carefully 
observed trade-union rates and con­
ditions. Under the second head, the 
c ommittee has started new or neglect­
ed trades, like toy-making, which are 
likely to persist after the war. As re­
gards relief, it has found that the main 
difficulty in numerous instances Is due 
to the lack of training for any definite 
occupation. It has therefore given re­
lief largely in the most useful way of 
all by establishing experimental work­
rooms where girls are taught trades, 
by running needlework classes, hy­
giene
training centres, etc., that will make 
those whom the war has threatened 
with privation permanently competent 
to provide for themselves.

became suddenly idle. In the Birm­
ingham district alone, from 30,000 to 
40,000 women employed in the jewelry 
trades were immediately thrown out 
of work. The books of the friendly 
societies soon showed a large increase 
in applications for sick pay, the ill­
ness in a majority of cases being the 
result of worry through loss of em­
ployment.

As time went on. the situation was 
eased in some degre through the new 
demands of the war itself. Trained 
or even half-trained nurses soon found 
their services at a premium. The call 
has been so loud that many ex-nurses 
■who, on marriage or for other reasons, 
had ceased to practice, returned to 
their profession. Today, in spite of 
the relaxation of the normal require­
ments for army service, the shortage 
is still serious. In view of the pros­
pect of a considerable enlargement 
of the casualty lists in the next few 
months, this deficiency Is causing real 
anxiety.

Has Ruined the Health of Many a 
Business Man.

Sleeplessness, Headache, Neman Indiges­

Never before has the strain on the nerves of the business man been 
so great as since the beginning of the war. With some it has been a 
question of lessened profits, while others have been thrown out of em­
ployment or seen their business go down with a crash.

Worry and anxiety are the most frequent causes of nervous dis­
orders. It is, therefore, not to be wondered at that in many cases the 
depression in business has resulted in shattered nerves and ruined 
health.

Need of Women Doctors.
Women doctors find an unprecedent­

ed demand lor their help . The stam­
pede of surgeons and medical men to 
the front and the enlistment of stu­
dents have given women doctors an un­
exampled opportunity. Hospitals and 
public bod'es arc appealing to women 
i.o fill posts that in peace time were 
jealoisly reserved for male doctors. 
Women dentists and druggists are also 
doing well.

In many other occupations qualified 
women have no difficulty in finding 
places as substitutes for men who have 
joined the colors. Women teachers, 
sometimes married, are filling the gaps 
not onJy in elementary but in secon­
dary schools. In the post office and 
other branches of the government ser­
vice there has been an influx of women 
clerks. Tbe shortage of men has done 
much to break down the objections of 
banking houses, insurance companies, 
aud shipping offices to the employment 
of wdlnen. Several women trained in 
accountancy and bookkeeping have 
.taken excellent posts previously held 
by men.

There is reported a considerable 
transference of labor to allied trades, 
where the skill acquired in an occu­
pation no longer wanted counts for 
something. Of the unemployed Jewelry 
makers in Birmingham many have 
found work in the manufacture of med­
als, brooches and patriotic badges. A 
London dressmaker was able to keep 
on the one hundred women of her es­
tablishment by obtaining a contract for 
the provision of the Queen's gift of 
woollen belts for soldiers, independ­
ent dressmakers and blouse makers 
have found work under firme that are 
supplying garments for the troops.

Electric 
lighting and starting can be had on 
cars costing as low as $900.00, and the 
one-man top with side curtains adjust­
ed from the inside of the car, which 
make for greater comfort and conven­
ience.

It is interesting to note that in 1902, 
when the automobile industry may be 
said to have become a commercial 
proposition, ' less than one thousand 
cars were manufactured, to four hun­
dred and thirty-five thousand during 
the year ending June 30th, 1914, the 
latter having a value of $425,000,000.

These cars reach the public through 
the medium of 16,000 dealers scattered 
from Texas to Newfoundland. Atten­
tion is called to the fact that 47 p. c. 
of the cost of the automobile is in the

About 75 per cent, of the automo­
biles produced in America are manu­
factured in Detroit.

There has been a gradual lessening 
of the automobile manufacturers from 
1911, with 270, to 1915, with 160, who 
have lessened the number of chassis 
manufactured from 364 in 1911 to 225 
in 1916, a majority of the makers 
making several bodies to fit the 
chassis, all of Which means lessened 
manufacturing costs.

Average wheel base has increased 
from 114 inches in 1911 to 122 in 1915. 
Average tire size is now 34 x 4, the 
same average size as it was in 1910. 
Block castings have jumped to supre­
macy, 67 p. c. of all automobiles being 
now so manufactured. Thermo syphon 
cooling has increased, air cooling is 
used by only one car. Single ignition 
is increasing, displacing the dual. Pres­
sure oiling is growing owing to the 
increase in high speed motors. Electric 
equipment Is lighter and more effl-

The average horse power per car 
is less, the highest point being reach­
ed In 1912 when the average was 33.6 
S. A. E., for 1915 the average Is 29.9 
S. A. E.

Disc clutches retain their populari­
ty, 51 p. c. of all automobiles being jo 
equipped against 44 p. c. of cone, the 
balance being clutches of various pat-

Transmissions are generally strong­
er due to the Increasing of the width 
of gear teeth and better materials. 
Unit power plants are now represent­
ed on a majority of cars, while the 
four speed gear box shows a slight fal­
ling off.

Spiral bevel gears are meeting with 
great favor, owing to the absence of 
noise and the ease of adjustment. 
About one half of all cars tak-> the 
drive through springs, the torque tube 
and radius rods taking the drive in 
the remainder, about equally divided. 
Springs of almost every conceivable 
type are used, the newest type being 
known as the cantaliver, for which 
many advantages are claimed.

Wire wheels gain slowly. Under the 
seat gasoline tanks are less, rear tanks 
are increasing due to the introduction 
of the vacuum feed, which is really a 
gravity feed. Dash tanks are Increas­
ing, almost double the number of auto­
mobile manufacturers using it to 1314. 
Control features have been improved, 
the centre control being almost uni­
versal.

70 p. c. of 1915 automobiles use the 
L head motor, the remainder being di­
vided among the I head, the T head 
and the sleeve type.

The Canadians own 56,000 automo­
biles, the United States, 1,760,000 of 
which over 600,000 were sold during 
the past year, which gives one an 
idea of the tremendous hold that the 
automobile has on the public, there 
being absolutely no Indications that 
would indicate any falling off of sales 
during the coming year, but rather 
the reverse, even in spite of the world 
wide disturbance In trade conditions.

Much has been done during the past 
year by the different manufacturers to 
develop, to the highest point, the auto­
mobile. What the coming year will 
bring forth no one can say. Sufficient 
It is to know that in J915 automobile 
we have all that tbe beat engineering 
skill can give us in the way of com­
fort, appearance and mechanical ex­
cellence, at the minimum cost and 
lowest maintenance expense that we 
have ever known, the development of 
the automobile during the past few 
years will always remain one of the 
wonders of the world.
