In addition, vast quantities
of ammunitions, supplies and transports have fallen into the hands of
the Russians.

NEW BODY BLOW IN EAST GALICIA.

The success of Gen. Letchitzky’s advance west of Kolomea, where
he had cut the raiiroad into Hungary at Mikuliczyn, is emphasized as a
new body blow to the Austrian defense of East Galicia. Northwest of
Kolomea his troops are within ten miles of Nadzorna, well to the rear
of the Austrian right flank, facing Tarnopol between the Stripa and
Slota Lipa rivers. On the extreme right flank of Brussiloff's front the
Russians are viclously attacking the Germans at Ozartorysk and Kolki.
They have broken through several lines of the enemy’s fortifications
here, threatening the flank of the German  positions before Lutsk.
These successes have considerably lessened the pressure on the Rus-
slan centre in that district.

Honor to England's Fleet.

of York and Mr. Secretary Pepys
formed and constituted this country’s
navy.

Incidentally it
must be borne in mind that the Ger-
mans were in close touch with their
base and far more in touch with their
communications by visual and other
means than wireless. Therefore, un.
. |doubtedly the report of the battle was
issued by the Germans before any
facts could really be known. There
is also no doubt that Admiral Jellicoe
was most desirous of avoiding the
_|giving of the kind of information
which the Germans are in the habit of
dispensing.

“Our destroyer work was magnific-
ent. In one case the first four destroy-
ers in a line attacking the enemy were
blown out of the water one by one,
but the fifth got through with three
torpedoes. Finally even the whole of
her upper works was blown off by the
blast of the big guns of the ship she
was attacking,

“This was a predominant note in our
destroyer work—to get there, in con-
tradistinction to the German destroy-
ers, whose attack was always well or-
ganized, but failed in nearly all cases
owing to the half-hearted manner in
which it was carried out when losses
were suffered.

“Pwo submarines being sighted, and
a flotilla of ten destroyers being order-
ed to attack the enemy with torpedoes,
moved out at 415 o'clock, simultane-
ously with the appearance of German
destroyers. The attack was carried
out gallantly, with great determina-

tion. ‘Before arriving at a favorable
position to fire torpedoes they inter-
cepted an enemy force, consisting qt
one light cruiser and 15 destroyers. A
iflerce engagement at close gquarters en-
sued and the enemy was forced to re-
tire on their battleships, baving two
destroyers sunk and their torpedo at-
tack frustrated. Our destroyers sus-
tained mo loss, but the attack on the
enemy cruisers was rendered less ef-
fective.
“The Nestor, Nomad and Minotaur,
under Commander Edward Bingham,
pressed the attack on the batile cruis-
erg and fired two torpedoes. Being
subjected to a heavy fire at 3,000 yards
the Nomad was badly hit and remain-
ed between the lines. The Nestor also
was badly hit but was afloat when last

The Third Squadren,

The third battle crulser squadron,
under Rear Admiral Horace Alexander
Hood, was in advance of the battle
fleet, and ordered to reinforce Vice-
Admiral Beatty. While en route the
Chester Captain Lawson, engaged
three or four German light cruisers
for 20 minutes, Despite many casual-
ties her steaming qualities were un-
impaired,

Describing the work of the third
squadron, Vice-Admiral Beatty said
Rear-Admiral Hood brought it into ac-
tion ahead of the Lion “in the most
inspiring manner worthy of his great
naval ancestors.”

Vice-Admiral Hood at 6.25 p .m. was
only 8,000 yards from the leading Ger-
man ship, and the British vessels pour-
ed a hot fire into her and caused her
to -turn away. VicerAdmiral Beatty
continuing reports:

“By 6.50 o'clock the battle cruisers
were clear of our leading battle squad-
ron, and I ordered the third battle
cruiser squadron to prolong the line
astern, and reduced the speed to 18
knots. The visibility at this time
was very indifferent, not more than
four miles, and the enemy ships were
temporarily lost sight of after six p.
m. Although the visibility became re-
duced ,it undoubtedly was more fav-
orable to us than to the enemy. ‘At in-
tervals their ships showed up clearly,
enabling us to punish them very se-
verely, and to establish a definite sup-
eriority over them. It was clear that
the enemy suffered considerable dam-
age, battle cruisers and battleships
alike. The head of their line was
crumpled up, leaving their battleships
as a target for the majority of our bat-
tle cruisers. Before leaving, the fifth
battle squadron also was engaged with
battleships.

“The report of Rear Admiral Evan-
Thomas showg excellent results were
obtained, It can safely be said that
his magnificent squadron wrought
great execution.”

The action between the battle fleets
lasted intermittently, from 6.1 to 8.20
o'clock at ranges between 9,000 and
12,000 yards. The Germans constant-
ly turned away, and opened the range
under cover of destroyer attacks and
smoke screens, as the effect of the
British fire was felt, and alterations
of the course from southeast by east
to west in an endeavor to close up
brought the British battle fleet, which
commenced action in an advantageous
position on the Germans bow, to a
quarterly bearing from the German
battle line, but placed Vice-Admiral
Jellicoe between the Germans and
their bases.

Vice-Admiral Jellicoe says:
“During the somewhat brief periods
that the ships of the high sea fleet
were visible through the mist, a heavy
and effective fire, kept up by the bat-
tleships and battle cruisers of the
grand fleet caused me much satisfac-
tion. The enemy vessels were seen
to be constantly hit, some being ob-
served to haul out of the line. At least
one sank. The enemy’s return fire at
this period was not effective, and the
damage caused to our ships was insig-
nificant,

AN EARLY DECISION?

Of particular interest to those who
profess to belleve that the first snow-
fall will see an end of the world war
is the opinion of Frank H. Simonds,
one of the shrewdest and most care-
ful of the military-journalistic ex-
perts following the fortunes of the
armies in the field. In the American
Review of Reviews for July Mr. Sim-
onds has a remarkable article deal-
ing principally with the Russian ad
vance and in that production he pens
the view that the late fall will see the
conclusion of the contest. He says:
“Every sign that one can see points
toward the coming of a decision in
this war before snow flies. So, far it
is a draw, but if the Germans were
turned out of France, if the Russians
came back through Galicia, then
there would be no draw, for Germany
has lost the use of the sea and all her
colonies and seaborne commerce.
Such defeat, limited though it would
be, would certainly affect the Turk

and the Bulgar and if the Bulgar
should change sides, if the Allled
army at Salonica should reach the

Danube, then the last possible profit
to Germany in the war, the expansion
to the East, would be disposed of:
“On the other hand, if Germany
can throw back the Slav and the Brit-
on, if she can dispose of the British
offensive and restore Austrian- for-
tunes  in Galicia, there may be talk
of peace, with the war unwon this
autumn Europe will “hardly go
through another summer of war un-
less one side or the other sees the
promise of the realization of the vic-
tory for which it has sacrificed so
much. The Allies will not move has-
tily, nor in advance of the hour that
they have fixed. They never had the
smallest intention of striking this
spring, despite the German assertions
to the contrary, because they have
prepared their maximum blow. If it
fails, they will hardly be able to pre-
pare another equally powerful and
we may see this war end as did the
last two wars of Louis XIV. in a
peace restoring status quo ante, in-
stead of the Napoleonic debacle.
“The fall of Czernowitz necessarily
reopens the question of Rumania.
The Bucharest government means to
come into the war on the Allied side
just in time to get Bukowina and
Transylvania. They almost came in
in the spring of 1915 before the great
Conceivably, if the
Austrian defeat continues to grow,
they will come now. Certainly they
will not unlesg the sure profit exceeds
the possible lpss.

Subsistence Allowances,
The amendments to the instructions
governing organization and adminis-
tration, C, E. F. units contain a regu-
lation governing the subsistence of
officers and N. C. O.'s at schools, in
the future, to prevent double pay-
ment and no-payment of allowances
for subsistence.
