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§3. The Colleginte School Buildings.

The Academy commenced its life in Susanna Francklin’s house, close
to the present College grounds. A tract of twelve acres, with the house,
was leased to the Governors of the Academy on May 18th, 1790, for five
years. After the lapse of the lease the Academy was moved to part of the é
newly erected College Buildings, where it remained until 1822

In 1822 a handsome stone structure was completed for the Academy,
by the Governors of King’s College, within the limits of the College pro-

perty, and certain lands attached as recreation grounds,  The building cost th
827,756, of which amount $12,000 was derived from the so-called *“ Arms” * Sy

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§4. The Re-organization of the Collegiate School,

———

Having in view the progress which has been made during late years in
the Education and Training of Boys, and in response to a Memorial of the
SYNOD oF THE Drocesk or Nova Scoria, assembled in Halifax during the
fivst week of July, 1892, the Governors of the Universitx of King’s College,
who are the responsible Trustees of the Collegiate Schodl, decided at once
to remodel the Institution and place it upon a footing commensurate with
modern requirements in Education, Discipline and Domestic Comfort.

The preliminary steps were taken without delay ; Mr. H. M. Bradford
being appointed Head-Master in succession to the Rev. Arnoldus Miller,
with instructions to secure a full and efficient teaching staff. At the same
time a Committee of Management was formed, consisting of the five
Governors resident in Windsor, and the Head-Master.

Work of the Collegiate School Committee.

The first care of the Committee was to put the interior of the School
buildings into a good sanitary condition, and to make every possible pro-
vision for domestic comfort. © The walls, floors and ceilings were thoroughly
gone over, and in many places renewed ; a new lavatory was fitted up, and
the sanitary arrafigements greatly improved. The dormitories were almost
completely refurnished, the old wooden bedsteads being replaced by strong
iron ‘“ Hospital ” beds, with spring mattresses, while each boy has a bureau
and washstand to himself,

The work of levelling and draining the Cricket Field was commenced
in the Autumn of 1892, and continued as long as the weather allowed, A
large dyke was erected at the side of the Gymnasium, with sluice gates to
dam the brook during the winter, thus providing an excellent open air
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skating rink, which was used for several weeks in the early part of the
winter.

In the Spring of 1893 out-door work was resumed on all sides ; the
cricket field completed, the old barn and sheds torn down so as to give free
access of air and light to the school-rooms, the Gymnasium moved back one .
hundred feet, and extended towards the drive by the addition of a large and
convenient new building, designed for play-rooms, music-rooms and work-
shop. A more detailed account of this new building will be found in another
part of the Calendar.

In the summer holidays the Committee again turned their attention to
the sanitary arrangements, removing all traces of the old system, both
around and underneath the buildings, and replacing it by the best available
appliances.

The building was heated throughout, with hot water, on the overhead
system, and new baths introduced, with a separate heater. The Infirmary,
too, underwent thorough repairs, and was connected by telephone with the
School.

The whole summer was taken up in completing these works. About
$10,000 in all has been spent on improvements and new furniture ; and now
the School has every reason to be satisfied with its equipment, and can
claim to rank with the best in the Dominion.

Growth of the School Under the New Regime.

The initial changes briefly sketched in the above paragraphs took place
in the middle of a School year, when a large number of new pupils could
hardly be expected under any circumstances. The new management how-
ever, received every possible mark of public confidence. In the Michaelmas
term of 1892, the School roll showed only 14 boarders and 2 day boys.
When the new Head-Master and staff opened School on January 19th, 1893,
there was a muster of 25 boarders and 5 day boys; and before the end of
the Easter term the number in actual attendance was 30 boarders, 5 day
boys and 2 elective students, Thus, within five months, the number of
pupils was more than doubled, and it has been steadily increasing ever since,
in the Easter term of 1894 being 40 boarders and 9 day boys. This has
been a period not only of rapid increase in numbers, but of rapid develop-
ment in other respects ; the library, and the cricket, chess and other clubs
are now established on a sound working basis, and have been greatly helped
by donations of all kinds from various friends of the School, all of which
are acknowledged in the proper place in this Calendar,
