The man had evidently been dead 
for some hours as rigor mortis had 
set in.

Coroner Maclearn was notified and 
will hold an inquest.

Babeuf was well known at the hotel 
and had been coming there for over 
six months. He came into the city 
on Thursday and registered.

He was given a room, and later was 
about the house as was his custom.

On Saturday evening he retired 
about 12 o’clock.

Night Clerk Dewar left the room at 
12:30, after locking the door leading 
into the bathroom at the request of 
Mr. Babeuf.

Such wholesale treating as took place 
on tills occasion would, if resorted to in 
Canada, not only be sufficient to upset 
the election, but to insure the disquali­
fication of some of those who participat­
ed in the improper practice. In some 
particulars we may be behind our old 
country cousins, but in so far as placing 
restrictions upon the political activity 
of the liquor interest is concerned, they 
have more to learn from us than we have 
to learn from them.

True, the size of 
a harvest in that, as in every other 
country, depends wholly on weather 
conditions, but if these are as fav­
orable as the average, the crop of 
1908 will certainly be a bumper one.

Next in importance to wheat, with 
the people in the west, is the progress 
of railway construction, in which the 
present year promises to be phe­
nomenal. It is expected that by the 
beginning of July Canadian Pacific 
Railway trains will be running from 
Saskatoon east to Winnipeg, via As- 
quith; that by the first of October 
the Grand Trunk Pacific will have a 
complete freight and passenger ser­
vice from Edmonton to Winnipeg, and 
that before the snow flies again the 
Canadian Northern’s line into the 
Goose Lake country will be complet­
ed. It railway plans are carried out 
in their entirety, as there is every 
reason to believe, there will this year 
be opened up for traffic about one 
thousand miles of new railway tribu­
tary to and within a radius of two 
hundred miles of Saskatoon. This, 
which, of course, is apart altogether 
from extensive construction operations 
further west, will greatly aid the 
farmers in moving their crops, and 
justify settlers in seeding all the land 
they can work. Projected building en­
terprises and municipal improvements, 
which have been held in abeyance, are 
likely to be taken up in earnest this 
year. From all quarters come reports 
indicating the arrival of a substantial 
boom.

CANADIAN PREMIERS.
[Montreal Gazette.]

The fact that Mr. Asquith is a lawyer, 
and that lawyers seldom rise to prime 
minister's rank in Great Britain, has led 
some to make contrasts of the state of 
affairs referred to and conditions as they 
exist in Canada and to assume that in 
this country only lawyers have a chance 
of obtaining the highest offices in par­
liamentary life. The assumption is not 
justified. Canada since Confederation has 
had seven prime ministers. One was a 
stonemason, one was a printer, and one a 
physician; and when men think of those 
who among the whole were in their way 
strongest and best, the stonemason’s 
name is among the first to suggest itself.

THE FEEBLE MINDED.
The question of the care of the feeble 

minded as distinguished from the actu­
ally insane is one which is engaging 
not a little attention in this country 
just now. The Council of Women has 
been interesting itself in the cases of 
women so afflicted, the object being to 
secure the adoption of means whereby 
such persons, who are neither criminal 
nor dangerous to society, may be cared 
tor without associating them with the 
inmates of prisons and asylums.

A report on the feeble minded of 
Ontario, prepared by Dr. Helen Mac- 
Murchy, who has given much attention 
to the matter, is a strong argument 
tor making special, provision for this 
unfortunate class. Close investigation 
convinces the doctor that a large pro­
portion of the inmates of county 
houses of refuge are feeble minded; the 
proportion in one such institution being 
placed by the physician in charge at 
three-fourths. In that refuge five 
births recently occurred, and in each 
instance the mother was of feeble 
mind. One of the women was the 
mother of : ix children. The report 
says

There is very grave doubt as to 
whether the children of a feeble- 
minded mother are ever normal men­
tally. Those who have had most 
experience in dealing with the sub­
ject, while perhaps not prepared to 
deny the possibility that such chil­
dren might be normal mentally, al­
most always reply, ‘Practically, you 
may say. no,’ and often add that they 
themselves do not know an instance 
of a feeble-minded mother with a 
normal child. Some such cases have 
been reported to me in this Province, 
and I am anxious to investigate 
them, but so far have not been able 
to do so."
Under special care much may be 

done for this class of people. The 
case is related of a woman who had 
been the sole charge of an elder sis­
ter. who had dressed her and treated 
her as utterly helpless. Because her 
pon rs were below normal, no attempt 
was made at development. The inva­
lid was eventually placed in a char­
itable Institution in Toronto, where, 
under the care of a nurse, she soon 
learned to dress herself—an accom- 
plishment which gave her much pleas­
ure.

Welland, April 18. — Hon. Richard 
Harcourt will not be a member of the 
next Ontario Legislature. While no 
public announcement of his withdrawal 
has yet been made, the member for 
Monck has written the officers of the 
Reform Associations throughout the 
country definitely advising them of his 
retirement from active political life.

Mr. Harcourt has not been in tie 
best of health during the past few 
years, and this is understood to be the 
reason for vacating his seat. He has 
numerous business interests besides his 
duties as a member of the law firm of 
Harcourt & Cowper, which require his 
whole attention.

In the withdrawal of Mr. Harcourt 
the Province loses one of its biggest 
men. For over thirty years Mr. Har­
court has been a member of the On­
tario Legislature, representing the 
riding of Monck continuously.

Mr. Harcourt is the third son of the 
late Michael Harcourt, who represented 
Haldimand in the Canadian Legisla­
ture previous to confederation. He 
was born in Seneca, Haldimand, Ont., 
in 1849, and was privately educated by 
the Rev. B. C. Hill, M.A., afterwards 
attending Toronto University, where he 
secured his degree of B. A. in 1870 and 
M. A. in 1871. Becoming principal of 
Cayuga high school he was, after one 
year, appointed public school inspect­
or for Haldimand.

He was called to the bar in 1876 and 
in 1890 was appointed a Q. C. by the 
Ontario Government. In 1896 he was 
recommended for the same dignity by 
the Tupper administration.

Mr. Harcourt first entered the Leg­
islature In December, 1878. He en­
tered Sir Oliver Mowat’s Government 
as treasurer, Sept. 30, 1890.

In business affairs Mr. Harcourt has 
taken an active part, having been at 
various times a director of the To­
ronto General Trusts Company, presi­
dent of the North American Mining 
Company and president of the Home 
Life Assurance Company.

In 1896 Mr. Harcourt was selected, 
with others, to serve as a commission­
er for the revision of the Ontario stat­
utes.

Mr. Harcourt has also taken a deep 
interest in the affairs of his church, 
the Anglican. He was one of the 
founders of the Church of England Lit­
erary and Publishing Company, and 
has served as a delegate to the church 
synod. He has been supreme leader of 
the Canadian Order of Home Circles.

The only man who looms up large 
as Mr. Harcourt’s successor is Mr. 
Thomas Marshall, of Dunville. He is 
admitted by Conservatives to be a 
strong man. Mr. Marshall disclaimed 
any idea of opposition to Mr. Har­
court for the nomination, but he is 
now looked upon as the next stand­
ard-bearer in Monck of the Liberal 
party.

Paris, April 19.—When the financier 
Rochette was arrested recently, a 
number of outside brokers and others 
interested in the stock market, who 
had been anticipating the event and 
had combined for that purpose, im­
mediately sold heavily all the stocks 
in which Rochette was interested, 
forming a sort of “bear" syndicate, 
with the intention of buying back 
later on to cover their sales at a price 
at least 50 per cent lower. Then it 
was that all the stocks went down to 
a few francs each.

A few days later, to the surprise 
and astonishment of the “bear" syn­
dicate, the various stocks in which 
Rochette was interested began to im­
prove in price, and at the settlement 
the “bears" found themselves short 
in their calculations by a sum of 
$600,000, so that, instead of making 
a large profit, they have lost heavily.

It is now stated on good authority 
that the originator of the move which 
led to the unexpected improvement in 
price was Mme. Rochette herself. 
Immediately on hearing of her hus­
band's arrest she returned from Bi­
arritz to Paris and met some of her 
husband’s busines associates. She 
learned of the “bear" selling, and at 
once decided on action.

London, April 18.—The rcent recon- 
struction of the cabinet, which came 
about as a result of the retirement of 
Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman and 
the assumption of the office of prem­
ier by Herbert H. Asquith, has plung­
ed the country into a miniature elec­
tion. Not less than seven by-elec­
tions have been made necessary to 
fill the vacancies created by the cab­
inet changes. Four of these will be 
decided during the coming week.

By far the most interesting will be 
held to return a member from the 
northwest division of Manchester, 
where the fate of Winston Churchill, 
who is seeking re-election on his ele­
vation to the presidency of the board 
of trade, will be a surer index of the 
country’s estimate of the past two 
years of radical rule than are the ver­
dicts of the smaller constituencies 
which recently have gone against the 
Government. This contest will be 
fought hard, and the political fighters 
in both the dominant parties are pre­
paring for the fray. Mr. Churchill will 
again be opposed by W. Joyson Hicks, 
who contested this seat in the Union­
ist interests at the last general elec­
tion in Manchester. There is also a 
Socialist candidate in the field, but he 
does not cut much of a figure.

Mr. Churchill is showing his cus­
tomary dashing energy in as fiercely 
a waged contest as has been seen in 
this country in years. After a brief 
Good Friday truce he has addressed 
not less than half a dozen meetings 
today, four of which were in the open 
air in different part of the constitu­
ency. Mrs. Churchill’s mother, Mrs. 
Cornwallis West, is repeating her 
tactics of the last election. She ac­
companies her son to the platform and 
Is untiring in her work among the 
doubtful groups of electors.

The woman suffragists are proving 
a thorn In the side of Mr. Churchill. 
Although he has declared himself in 
favor of woman suffrage, the women 
are overrunning the constituency in 
favor of the Unionist candidate, de­
claring that the recent attitude of the 
members of the cabinet and of par­
liament proves that the Government 
has no intention of forcing the cause 
of the women to the front.

In the hardly anticipated eventual-

The 
merchant skipper is to be called upon 
to assist by reporting every warship 
he meets, whether British or foreign.

The admiralty is supplying block 
sketches to shipmasters through ship- 
owners so that they may more easily 
identify any war vessel they ent- 
counter. Their duty will be to sig­
nal intelligence to any of his maj­
esty’s ships which they may pass on 
the high seas or to hand it over to 
the proper authorities at colonial 02 
foreign ports.

At present probably the ship's cap-. 
tains do not care two straws what 
ships they pass as long as they do not 
get in their : way. There is to be 
•nothing in the way of a fee or reward 
for this additional duty of the British 
shipmaster. He is expected to do it 
for love of country. Considering the 
great preponderance of British ship­
ping, shipmasters have a splendid op­
portunity for acting as watchdogs in 
every part of the globe. At least it 
is considered desirable that they, 
should familiarize themselves with the « 
appearance, not only of the craft on 
whose assistance they might some deter 
have to rely, but of those from whid

been anything more than lukewarm in 
his espousal of the women’s cause;

Mrs. Tennant was one of his maj­
esty's superintending inspectors of 
factories, a practical, brainy, enthusi­
astic working woman, when Harold 
John Tennant married lier a few years 
ago. She was Margaret Edith Abra­
ham, the daughter of Irish parents, 
who were educated by one of the most 
scholarly English women of the gener­
ation—Lady Charles Dilke.

Later she became Lady Dilke’s pri­
vate secretary and dispensed the large 
sums Lady Dilke spent every year to 
build up trades unions for girls and

The C. P. R. has issued the follow­
ing circular re the marking and ad­
dressing of freight:

- The attention of all concerned is 
again directed to the necessity cf 
fully marking all freight.

1. Each package or piece of less 
than carload freight forwarded all 
rail, also each package or piece of 
carload and less than carload freight 
forwarded “lake and rail" must be 
plainly marked with the name or in­
itials of the consignee and the destin­
ation in full, so as to insure prompt 
delivery, even if separated from the 
waybill.

2. Marks on packages should be 
compared with the bill of lading, and 
correction, if necessary, made by the 
shipper or his representative. Old 
marks must be removed or effaced.

3. Tags should not be used when 
the nature of the goods will permit of 
the address being stencilled on pack­
ages. If this be not possible, some 
distinguishing mark or brand must 
be placed upon the goods, and must 
be shown in the bill of lading. Agents 
must transfer such mark or brand to 
the waybill, which must describe the 
goods fully. For example, in the case 
of a shipment of canned goods, the

bill of lading (and also the waybill) 
must show so many cases of tomatoes, 
so many cases of pears, so many cases 
of corn, etc, as well as the brand and 
the mark indicating the consignee and 
destination.

4. The marks on the packages must 
correspond with those shown in the 
bill of lading. For example, on a 
shipment to Winnipeg the packages 
must Be marked "Winnipeg," and not 
some other destination for which the 
goods may be ultimately intended. If 
packages are intended for redistribu­
tion beyond, a special designating 
mark may be used for the guidance 
of those attending to the redistribu­
tion, but only the destination given 
in the bill of lading must be shown on 
the goods.

5. Frequently in connection with 
lake and rail shipments, there is on 
the same boat more than one con­
signment for one consignee. Tn order 
to prevent such consignments from 
becoming mixed, it will greatly facil­
itate their correct handling if ship- 
pers will also show on packages their 
name or trade mark. Consignments 
can then be delivered complete and 
errors avoided.
