A Planet 
reporter visited the station this af­
ternoon and interviewed a number 
of them and found out a few more 
disgraceful features of the present 
immigration policy. all

The party arrived in the city yea- 
terday, some at one o’clock and the 
rest at ten o’clock at night. They 
claim that they were unceremoni- 
ouely dumped off in Chatham with 
no information to go by. There was 
not even any person at -the station 
to meet them or give them instruc­
tions as to what to do or where to 
go. They had no money, as they 
were to be paid by the Dominion 
Government’s representative here. 
They could not find him at all. As a 
result, they had no money to en­
gage a night’s lodging and the most 
of them were forced to sleep on the 
station platform. They had nothing 
to eat, and no money to buy any­
thing, and it was stated that many 
of them were not able to get any­
thing to eat from noon on Sunday 
until this morning at ten o’clock, 
when they were paid their money, 
about two dollars apiece.

It was rather a pitiful sight to 
see them all hanging around the de­
pot, their faces showing the signs 
of hardships recently gone through, 
and their clothes, hands and faces 
bearing evidence of travel in dirty 
cars. One woman was seen walking 
around with her baby in her arms 
and two or three urchins hanging 
around her skirts.

It is not known how the nine wo­
men and children were thrown into 
the water. It is thought, however, 
that in terror they either jumped into 
the water as the boat neared the 
shore, or were forced overboard in the 
rush to get into the boots that put off. 
The bodies were recovered near shore.

Auburn, N.Y., July 29.—The steam- 
boat Frontenac was burned and 
beached opposite Farley’s Point, on 
Lake Cayuga, yesterday, and nine 
lives were lost. The unfortunates were 
all women and children passengers, 
and all were drowned. Several other 
passengers were severely burned be- 
fore the boat could be beached. She 
lies burned and blackened in seven 
feet of water. The bodies of the vie- 
tims have been recovered, and the 
injured are being oared for at the 
homes of persons near the scene of 
the wreck.

The steamer Frontenac, an old side- 
wheeler, double-deck craft, which had 
piled between Ithaca and Cayuga, on 
Lake Cayuga, for the past B years, 
left the former place yesterday after­
noon tor the upper lake points, car­
rying 50 passengers and a crew of 12 
men.

In mid-lake Are broke out in the 
engine-room. Fanned by a stiff north- 
east wind, it spread quickly to the 
after section of the boat. The crew 
behaved bravely and fought the flames 
at first. Then seeing that nothing 
could save the boat, they turned all 
their attention to the passengers. 
Life-preservers were put on everyone 
who could be found in the short time 
given, but despite their efforts nine 
women and children perished.

FATAL ACCIDENT

TO REGULATE FISHING ELABORATE PLOT DISCOVERED. MARKETS
Women Took Leading Part In Plot 

Against the Czar.
St. Petersburg, July 27.—While 

searching a house in this city, the 
police found a detailed plan of the 
Baltic Bailway, which is an imperial 
line, and also a plan of the imperial 
yacht Alexandria.

The authorities will very soon be in 
a position, as a result of their investi- 
gations to issue indictments in the 
matter of the recent plot against the 
life of Emperor Nicholas. It is now 
known that women took the leading 
parts in this conspiracy.

The principals are Madame Fodos- 
sief, wife of a well-known St. Peters­
burg lawyer; a woman called "Com­
rade Nina,” alias Petrova, who took 
the most prominent part in the ac­
tivities, and who succeeded in mak­
ing her escape to a foreign country; 
Boris Nikitenko, a retired naval lieu­
tenant; Naounoff, a mail clerk; M. 
Emme, an instructor in the Imperial 
Lyceum, and three lawyers—Brussoff, 
Chiabroff and Zavadsky.

The man actually chosen to kill the 
Emperor is named Klossovsky.

The plan of the conspirators was 
to have this individual make his way 
into the presence V of the Emperor 
while clad in the uniform of a ser­
geant of the Imperial Convoy.

The indictments detail the various 
stratagems employed by the plotters 
to obtain the desired information of 
the habite and movements of the Em­
peror, and show that espionage to 
this end was conducted in part 
through the medium of milk maids 
who supplied the royal kitchens.

Murdered. By Soldier.

Col. Dobrowolsky, commander of the 
21st Infantry, was shot and killed 
Thursday by a soldier of his own 
regiment, who is an ex-sailor of the 
mutinous battleship Tri Sviatitelia.

Erie, Pa., July 25.—At the closing 
session of the National Fisheries 
Society to-day an international con­
gress was arranged for, and the 
Governor-General of Canada, the 
Lieutenant-Governor of the Pro­
vince of Ontario, resident Roosevelt 
and the governors of the various 
beats bordering on the Great Lakes 
will he requested to send delegates.

The congress is to make a binding 
agreement between the United 
States and the Dominion of Canada 
regulating the catch of fish in the 
Great Lakes. A resolution was pass­
ed authorizing such a congress, and 
the sentiment was unanimous that 
some steps ought to be taken imme­
diately to bring about more cordial 
and fairer relations between the 
two governments relative to the 
fishery industry. *

A well-written paper bearing di- 
rectiv on the subject was read this 
afternoon by A. Kelly Evans, of | 
Toronto. Mr. Evans maintained 
that it was absolutely necessary to 
regulate the size of commercial fish 
to prevent a possible prohibition of 
exports of the food varieties. Canada 
is now contributing 86 per cent, of 
the lake fish consumed in the United 
States, he said, and if this supply 
were cut off he believed it would be 
a severe blow to this country.

Closing Scene at Hand in the 
Haywood Case. I

1 Senator Borah Sums Up for Prosecu­
tion—Impelling Force, He De­
clares, Came From Denver—Petti- 
bone’s Silence Significant—Judge 
Wood Addresses the Jury To-day— 
Haywood's Family In Court.

Boise, Idaho, July 27.—Senator Bo­
rah concluded his address at 7.20 
p.m., and Judge Wood announced that 
he would charge the jury in the Hay­
wood case at 10 a.m. to-day.

As early as 7 o'clock yesterday 
morning the court house doors were 
besieged by hundreds seeking admit­
tance to the courtroom.

Inside the court, as the next to the 
last day of the trial began, Haywood 
sat, surrounded by his family. His 
invalid wife, whose helpless condition 
and pallid face have attracted so 
much attention and sympathy, sat 
immediately at his right, and next to 
her was the gray-haired mother, who, 
Thursday, could not restrain the tears 
which welled to her eyes as Clarence 
Darrow made the last plea for the 
life of her son. The prisoner's daugh­
ter and sister were also in the family 
circle.

Mrs. Frank Steunenberg, the wife of 
the murdered governor, and her stal­
wart son, Julian, were early in the 
courtroom, and when they had been 
shown to seats inside the attorney’s 
rail found themselves within seven or 
eight feet of Haywood himself. Attor­
neys from many cities in the west con­
stituted a large proportion of yester­
day’s big audience. ..

Senator Borah began by reviewing 
briefly the pointe made in the open­
ing hour of his address to the jury 
Thursday night. He said he would 
go briefly over the trail of blood left 
by Harry Orchard, taking first the 
murder of Governor Steunenberg and 
harking back over some of the most 
important incidents developed in the 
testimony.

Toronto, July 27.—The hand of 
Death stretched out across the Hum- 
her Bay in the early hours of yester- 
day morning. Its cold fingers closed 
about nine young men in the black 
darkness and sorrow entered into eight 
homes in Toronto Junction.

The drowned are: Joseph Irwin, 
aged 20; John Irvine, aged 20; Wal- 
tar Dundin, aged 20; Frank Kyle, 
aged 18 Glen Daly, aged 26; Frank 
Daly, aged 22; Dawson Nehrgang, 
aged 20; Gordon Leroc, aged 20; 
Reginald Miller, aged 19. All were 
residents of Toronto Junction.

Saved: George Shields, aged 19, To­
ronto Junction.

The bodies recovered yesterday were 
those of Walter Dundin, John Irvine, 
and Joseph Irwin.

Just as the 18-foot gasoline launch 
Dalvime, bearing its human freight of 
ten young men entered the Humber 
Bay the blinding storm struck her and 
her engine, which had been repaired 
but a week before, gave out.

The night. which had been dark, be­
came darker; the wind rose to a gale 
and the little boat, heavily overcrowd­
ed and with her engine stopped, drift­
ed into the trough of the waves.

Panic reigned on board and in a 
moment a wave greater than the 
others swamped the little boat and the 
ten were struggling in the water.

__ Six Gamed a Hold.
When the half-drowned lads, clam­

bered back upon the overturned boat, 
they numbered but six
The boat was tossed about. From 
time to time this one or that was dash­
ed from his hold by the waves.

Again a greater wave rolled the boat 
over and this time but three returned. 
These were George Shields, J. C. Ir- 
vine and Walter Dundin.

From this on the battle for life was 
desperate indeed.

The exhausted men clung to the 
trembling craft, dashed this way and 
that by the fury of the storm.

At last the battered boat was east 
upon the wind-racked shore opposite 
the Sunnyside Bolt Works, but only 
two of the men were with her, and 
one lay buried in the sand inert and 
lifeless. This was Walter Dundin. The 
other was George Shields, the sole sur- 
vivor.

Dazed and weary he reached his 
home at 4 o'clock in the morning, and 
explained the situation as best he 
could, and, staggering to hi* bed, fell 
into a deep sleep.
Meanwhile the news spread about 
the town from lip to lip, passed on by 
frightened men and women in the 
street from door to door until a pall 
of gloom spread over all the place

Send Off to Friend.
The evening had opened with joy 

and laughter. The ten, with Collin 
Campbell of Quebec avenue in the 
Junction, gathered to give their 
friend, George Carson, McMurray 
street, a send-off” on his departure The 12 had boarded the launch at its 
moorings in the Humber River and 
proceeded to Toronto Bay, where Car- 
son got out to catch his train at the 
Union Station. Campbell accompanied 
him, while the others put out for the 
island, which they reached at 9.30 
oclock. There they landed, and as a 
storm broke, sheltered until 12 30, 
when they put out for home.
They reached the Humber Bay 

about 1.45 o’clock, as ascertained by 
the stopping of a watch found upon J. 
C. Irvine, whose body was recovered 
yesterday afternoon, and from P. C. 
Lewis, who heard cries, as did Night 
watchman C. C. Pressy, who also 
heard the cries.

In explaining the cause of the acci- 
dent, Geo. Shields, the sole survivor 
stated that when about 300 yards from 
the shore at Sunnyside, just about op- 
posite the west gate of High Park, the 
engine suddenly stopped, and before 
anyone had hardly time to think, a 
wave struck the craft broadside, over- 
turning it, and pitching the ten of 
them out into the water.

Not Guilty of Murder of 
Steunenberg Says 

Jury

More InducementsGOOD GOODS MARKED TOCLEAR Damage Totals $1000,000
—Fire Started in Cave 

Of Winds

Verdict after Twenty-one 
Hours’ Deliberation — 

Thanks Jury.
Boise, Idaho, July 29.—William D. 

Haywood, secretary-treasurer of the 
Western Federation of Miners is not 
guilty of the murder of Governof 
Frank Steunenberg.

The verdict of the jury was render­
ed at 7.58 a.m. yesterday, after an all- 
night session.

The court proceedings were very 
brief. After he had taken his seat 
on the bench Judge Wood said:

"Gentlemen of the jury, have you 
agreed upon a verdict?”

"We have," said Thomas B. Gess, 
juror number one, who had been elect- 
ed foreman.

He handed an envelope to the judge, 
who handed it to the clerk, who read 
the verdict. *

The prisoner's attorneys jumped to 
their feet and slapped Haywood on 
the back and all tried to grasp his 
hands at once.

Judge Wood ordered Haywoods’ dis- 
charge, and said that at 10 a.m. to­
day he would fix the time for the 
trials of Moyer and Pettibone.

Thanked the Jurors.
The jury stood deadlocked at 10 to 

2 most of the night and ballots were 
taken at frequent intervals. On the 
very first ballot taken after the jury 
retired, the vote was eight for not 
guilty, three for murder and one un- 
decided. Then the undecided man 
went over to the majority. One by 
one the members of the minority 
were won over until just before day­
break an agreement was reached.

ForNew York, July 29.—Coney Island, 
the playground of New York's mil- 
lions, was visited by a disastrous firs 
early yesterday and seven blocks in 
the amusement zone were completely 
destroyed.
Tilyou’s Steeplechase Park, and 

nearly 20 small hotels were wiped 
out, and for a time the flames threat- 
ened Luna Park and Dreamland and 
the scores of smaller places which 
fringe the water's edge for a mile.

A lucky shift of the wind to sea­
ward aided the firemen and probably 
saved the whole picturesque area, but 
not until a million dollars damage 
had been done.

Three persons were injured, one of 
them, Gottfried Messerli, a fireman, 
probably fatally.

Only the advance guard of the 300,- 
000 people who flocked to Coney Is­
land yesterday saw the fire, but the 
thrilling tales of the fearless rescue 
of Sam Dora, the armless and legless 
man, and the flight of Francesco, the 
fire eater, when the alarm was sound- 
ed, were told and retold along noisy 
Surf avenue and in the less particular 
Bowery.

Coney Island has had four big fires 
in the last ten years, the last pre­
vious one being in 1903, “The Steeple­
chase" on that occasion being swept 
out as it was yesterday.

“The Island," as New Yorkers fa- 
miliarly call it, was just turning in 
for its early morning nap—the only 
sleep it ever gets— and the last thin 
line of Saturday night merrymakers 
were swinging gaily, if. somewhat un­
certainly up Surf avenue, when Geo. 
Frost, a watchman at Steeplechase 
Park, spied a wavering trail of smoke 
coining from the "Cave of the Winds," 
one of the many shows in the park.

Scarcely had Frost bestirred himself 
when a flash of flame shot out of the 
maw of the cave and lighted up the

WThe first intimation that a verdict 

had been reached came shortly after 
,7 o'clock and word immediately was 
sent to the attorneys and the news­
paper correspondents that the jury 
was about to come in. Judge Wood 
was the first to reach the court-room, 
and he was followed quickly by the 
attorneys. At 7.45 Haywood was 
brought in and took his seat by the 
side of his counsel. A minute later 
the jury filed in and a few minutes 
later the verdict was rendered.

Governor Gooding was in the court- 
room when the verdict was rendered. 
He had nothing to say and left in 
company with James W. Hawley, 
leading counsel for the state.

Haywood thanked each one of the 
jurors in turn and told them if they 
came to Denver there would be a 
warm reception for them at the Hay­
wood home.

E. F. Richardson of counsel for the 
defence said: “We have had a fair 
trial. Idaho may indeed be proud of 
herself.” 2

It was four minutes past 11 o'clock 
Saturday morning when the jury, af­
ter receiving instructions, which were 
said by many to favor the defendant, 
retired to deliberate.-

When the luncheon and the dinner 
hours arrived, the jurors, many of 
them well along to 70 years of age, 
were escorted to the house, where 
they have made their home since the 
trial commenced.

The court proceedings were over, 
the prisoner was discharge and the 
jury dismissed in less than three 
minutes.

Leaving the court-room with At­
torney Nugent, Haywood walked to 
the jail portion of the building, shak­
ing hands as he went with guards, 
employes and friends. He bade fare- 

‘well to Moyer, who, when he heard 
the verdict, said: "That’s good," and 
to Pettibone, whom Darrow described 
to the jury as a ‘sort of ‘Happy 
Hooligan,’ and who called, "give my 
regards to Broadway." Then he 
walked to St. Luke’s Hospital and 
rushed into his mother's room. Next 
Haywood went to the little cottage 
where his wife and daughters have 
been staying. He had to enquire his 
way. Onoe home, Hayward said: "I 
want to thank the people of Boise for 
their kindness to my wife, my moth- 
er, my family and my friends."

There has been widespread sym­
pathy for Mrs. Carruthers, Senator 
Borah, when first apprised of the ver­
dict, said: "I feel glad for Haywood 8 
mother."

The verdict was received in Boise 
with general surprise. Expectation 
was that there would be a disagree-

Samuel D. Gilman, the last jury­
man to be won over to the defence, 
declared that a majrity of the far- 
ors seemed convinced that the gen- 
oral tone of the court's instructions 
indicated that the defendant should 
be freed.

James Robertson, the good-natured 
Scotchman at whose house in Boise 
Governor Steunenberg boarded for 
more than two years, said: "I could 
not reconcile myself to voting any 
other way than with the defence 
from the very first, and I think that 
under the law and the evidence there 
was nothing else for us to do. There 
was some talk of a compromise on a 
second degree verdict, but it had to 
be acquittal or I would have stayed 
there forever."

Struck by Lightning.
Brookville, July 20.— A cottage occu­

pied by Mr. and Mrs. William Hack­
ett of Ogdensburg, at Thompson 8 
Point, was struck by lightning and 
burned to the ground. Mrs. Hackett, 
who was standing in the kitchen, 
near the stove, was thrown down by 
a bolt of lightning. Every pin was 
drawn from her hair by the electricity.

Drowns In Pond.
Portage la Prairie, July 29.—James 

MacPhelin, a Scotchman in the employ 
of the G.T.P. Railway, was drowned in.
