sideration was that of a woman who been arrested because her
fifteen year old daughter had been permitted to stay out of school
and go to work. The case had been set down for the following day,
and the judge demanded a bond of fifty dollars, in lieu of which the
mother would be obliged to go to jail. Protest was made by the woman
that she was nursing a nine months old baby and the judge told her
that while he was sorry, she would have to take the baby to jail with
her unless she could~furnish the required bond. Frenzied by the
situation facing her the mother shouted to the court: “We have a
right to live! I cannot feed nine hungry mouths and my husband and
myself and clothe us all on twenty dollars a week”. The judge re-
plied, “That is your problem”.

Under the law the court was right. In most countries today
laws exist which provide penalties for keeping children under a pre-
cribed age out of school. We have such a law in Nova Scotia, with
which no fault can be found since it was designed to protect children
from ignorance and raise the standard of citizenship through learn-
ing. Very properly the state desires citizens of high C{uality. It real-
izes that illiteracy reduces the quality, Consequent
effort to prevent illiteracy by making education compulsory.
tries without compulsory education are behind the times. They
have as a rule low standards of citizenship when averages are struck.
_Comgulsory education has one of the highest purposes ever written
into law.
