An Act to enable County Municipalities in Lower
Canada to recover the amount of certain assess-
ments.

HEREAS the Act passed in the twentieth year of Her Majesty’s Preamble.
reign, and intituled ¢ An Act to amend the Judicature Acts of 20 Vict, c. 44,
Lower Canada,” provides, amongst other things, for the establishment
of a Circuit Court in each of the Counties of Lower Canada, (other
5 than the Counties excepted by the Act,) and that such Circuit Court
may be so held in any County, under the restrictions imposed by
the said Act, as soon as the Municipality of such County shall have
provided proper accommodation for the Court and its Officers, ¢ and
made permanent provision for the maintenance of such accommoda-
10 tion ;” Whereas by the same Act there is allowed to each County Mun-
icipality the sum of £300 towards building or procuring a County
Court-house at a place to be approved by the Governor ; Whereas the
powers conferred upon County Municipalities of raising or providing
for the recovery of any sums they may deem necessary to be added to
15 the said £300 for the purpose of building a County Court-house, are
not sufficiently indicated in the Municipal Acts; Whereas certain
County Municipalitiles have passed By-laws for the erection of such
County Court-houses, and -whereas certain County Municipalities have
imposed assessments payable by the Local Municipalities, for purposes
20 connected with the interests of the public or of such Counties, and
whereas the Municipal laws of Lower Canada do not proyide a prompt
and easy method for the recovery of the same ; Therefore Her Majesty,
&c., enacts as follows:

months after the passing of this Act, if such By-law have been passed
or adopted previous to the passing of this Act, prepare a special collec-
tion roll or assessment roll, as the case may be, based upon the valuation
roll for such Local Municipality, and he shall calculate and- insert
the several assessments payable by each contributor, and the total
amount due by each person in such Local Municipality, and in case
he shall fail to do so within the said delay, the said Secretary-Treasurer
of such Local Municipality shall be liable to a fine of not less than
one hundred or more than fwo hundred dollars, recoverable at the suit 10
of the County Municipality, before one or more Justices of the Peace,
under an ordinary Writ of Summons.

1lI. The Secretary-Treasurer of any Local Municipality affected by
such By-law of a County Municipality, after he shall have prepared
in the manner aforesaid the collection roll mentioned in the second sec- 15
tion of this Act, shall be the collector of the same, and it shall be his_
duty to raise the amount of the assessment so imposed in the manner
provided by the 74th section of the Lower Canada Municipal and
Road Act of 1855: and such Secretary-Treasurer shall be bound to
render an account fo the County Municipality of the collection of such 20
monies in the manner and under the penalties and suits provided by -
the 74th scction of the Lower Canada Municipal and Road Act of
1855, and the Acts amending the same,

IV. The provisions of this Act shall apply to all assessments impos- -
ed by County Municipalities upon any Local Municipality in matters 25
relating to the County interests, or for the purpose of making provision
for any County works.
