the passing of the said Act, no person shall be admitted by the Court of
King's Bench to practise as an Attorney unless upon an actual service
under articles for five years with some practising Attorney; And whereas

in the County of Middlesex and Province of Canada, Gentleman, and
by certificates and documents therein referred to, and produced in sup-
port thereof, that the petitioner was duly articled for five years to the
