BILLS OF DIVORCE.

75.—Rvery Applicant for a Bill of Divoree is
required to give Notice of his intention so to do,
aud to speeify from whom and for what eause,
by advertisement during six months, in the Official
Gazette, and in two newspapers published in the
District in Lower Canada, or County, or Union of
Countics in Upper Canada, where such Applicant
usually resided at the time of the separation, or
in the adjoining District, if the requisitc number
of papers cannot be found in the first District, or
County or union of Counties.

76.—A copy of the Notice, in writing, is to be
served, at the instance of the Applicant, upon the
person from whom the Divorce is sought, if the
residence of such person can be ascertained ; and
proof on Oath of such Service, or of the attempts
