Blessed and Opened by His 

Impressive Ceremonies 
Francis Auth, C.SS.R.. 
Assists.

Sunday, the Feast oi All Saints, 
1908, will ever stand out on the cal­
endar ol time for the people of St. 
Patrick’s parish, as amongst the gold­
en days of their history, 'or it sig- 
isa.led to them and to the t atbolics of 
Toronto, that a noble temple to the 
glory of the Most High had been com­
pleted, and was now amongst those 
dedicated to the service of God and 
His saints. The joy of the heavenly 
hosts, on this their great day of the 
year, was in a manner duplicated in 
the parish of E4*n s great Patron, 
when the doors of their beautiful new 
church were thrown open and for the 
first time the people thronged the 
Aisles and assisted at the Mass sung 
before its altar.

The day had been long looked for­
ward to with expectation and no 
small amount of anxiety. The mag­
nificent edifice had not been reared 
without much stress and labor on the 
part of both priests and people, and 
that their plans for a temple worthy 
to reach their ideal, would eventual­
ly prove a reality, was not at all 
times during the three years of its 
building, a thing to look forward to 
with pronounced assurance. But on 
Sunday, when the portals were 
thrown wide and the people gazed up­
on the finely proportioned erection, 
with the sun streaming through lofty 
windows on arched and domed ceil­
ing, graceful columns and equipment 
complete and artistic, when the beau­
ty of the fulfilment fell upon them, 
they felt that though theirs had been 
the labor, it was indeed God who 
had given the harvest, and with the 
saints and angelic hosts, grateful 
hearts joined in the chant, “to Him 
that sitteth upon the throne and to 
the Lamb, benediction and honor and 
glory and power, forever and ever."

OPENING CEREMONIES.
At 10.30 a m., the hour appointed 

for the ceremonies to begin, every 
seat in the church was occupied. Ad­
mission was by ticket, yet hundreds 
who possessed the necessary parch­
ment had to remain outside until af­
ter the dedicatory procession had left 
the aisles, before they could gain 
standing room in the church. Mean­
time the crowds remained patiently 
without where they witnessed the ec­
clesiastics as, preceded by the pro­
cessional cross, they emerged from 
the Monastery of the Redemptorists 
and made the tour of the outside of 
the building, the exterior walls being 
blessed by His Grace Archbishop Mc- 
Evay, while psalms and chants were 
sung by the processionists A con­
tingent of the uniformed Knights of 
St. John were at “attention" as the 
procession appeared and these joined 
the ranks and formed a guard 
throughout the ceremonies. After 
the tour was made the procession en­
tered the church, the immense con­
gregation rising to receive it, while 
the Litany of the Saints was sung, 
the solo voice of Father Staley being 
answered by the ecclesiastics present 
Afterwards the procession moved 
around the interior. His Grace sprink­
ling the walls with holy wrater and 
reciting the prescribed ritual. The 
Solemn High Mass was then proceed­
ed with, the celebrant being Rev. P. 
H. Barrett, C.SS.R., of St. Pat­
rick’s, Quebec, former rector o St. 
Patrick’s, Toronto, assisted by Rev. 
W H. Brick, C.SS.R., present rec­
tor, as deacon, and Rev. v. Kelz, C. 
SS.R., as sub-deacon. Rev. Father 
L. Jung, C.SS.R . was master of 
ceremonies. His Grace was attend­
ed by Very Rev. J. J McCann, Vi- . 
car-General of the Archdiocese, and

THE FIRST MASS.
As the Mass proceeded the beauty 

of the new temple forced itself upon 
those present. The white altar 
banked by a pyramid of tall palms 
and crowned with the statue of the 
titular Saint of the parish, was 
adorned with blossoms yellow and 
white and with many lights, while 
the spacious sanctuary with its floor­
ing of green velvet, resembled a field 
covered with the fine tender grass 
found in English lane or Irish field, 
and altogether unknown in our newer 
lands. The handsome altar railing 
of brass, the side altars of the Sa­
cred Heart, the Blessed Virgin, St. 
Joseph and Our Lady of Perpetual 
Help, were all in festive adornment, 
exquisite adoring angels in statuary 
being placed before each.

The choir under the direction of Mr. 
Cosgrave and with Miss Lemaître at 
the organ, sang Contone’s Mass es­
pecially prepared, Hon. Justice Anglin 
singing “Ecce Dens" at the Offertory. 
Never did the exultant strains of this 
grand number sound more jubilant, 
and never was the voice of the singer 
smoother or more musical than on 
Sunday morning. Rev. Father O'Reil­
ly made the announcements and the 
sermon which will be found elsewhere, 
was preached by Rev. Father Auth, 
a meinbei of the Redemptorist Com­
munity, who at much sacrifice to him­
self, had come from North East, Pa., 
to honor the occasion.

At "the close of the Mass the Arch­
bishop, speaking from the throne, 
said: “It is with great pleasure that 
I congratulate both the priests and 
people of this parish on the building 
of this magnificent church, dedicated 
to God under the title of St Pat­
rick, the apostle of Ireland. While 
the church of God is not a nation­
al church, but a Catholic or univer­
sal church, still it is proper that we 
commemorate the great saints and 
heroes who have carried it through 
the nations. France had her Diony­
sius, Germany her Boniface, England 
her Augustine, Scotland her St. Co- 
lumbkill, and Ireland her never for­
gotten St. Patrick.” Wherever they 
go, continued His Grace, the follow­
ers af St. Patrick are to be found 
honoring God under his protection, 
and he congratulated those who had 
made the necessary sacrifices to erect 
this monument of faith and generos­
ity, and to show generations to come 
what the people of this age thought 
of him. As the father who had just 
preached had said, the altar was the 
grand centre of the church, where 
the Blessed Sacrament was consecrat­
ed by the priesthood. They had 
done well in building the beautiful 
church and solid altar, but they must 
go further and supply priests for its 
service. If we wish religion to pros­
per we need many more priests in 
this part of the world You ought 
to have twenty priests to work for 
the extension of God’s work, 
he continued, where you now have 
one. He not weary in well-doing. 
The harvest was ripe and the labor­
ers were few\ In the old land the 
priests never left the people. Some­
times they built churches like this, 
and sometimes they had to worship 
in the bogs and glens, and there they 
,ound to-day a faith as strong and 
fresh as when St. Patrick preached

“God bless people and priests," His 
Grace concluded. “I wish you to be 
a model parish, but it will not be till 
you supply a sufficient number of 
priests, ’ and he exhorted all to share 
in the work, and ended by calling 
down the blessing of God upon all 
present.

A special and generous collection 
was tgken up to aid the fund of the 
church, a heavy debt being still upon 
it.

EVENING SERVICES.
In the evening another great con­

gregation filled the church, when af­
ter the recitation of the Rosary, 
Benediction of the Most Blessed Sac­
rament was given by Rev. Father O'­
Reilly. The church under the 
new aspect of the brilliai.t electric 
lighting arranged on upper and lowpr 
columns, showed to fine advantage, 
and the wide aisles made access easy. 
In anticipation of All Souls’ Day, a 
catafalque heavily draped and sur­
rounded by tall tapers, was erected 
before the sanctuary. The sermon 
was preached by Rev. Father Brick, 
rector of St. Patrick’s, who, after 
referring to the joy of the Feast of 
All Saints’, took" for his text the 
words of Job, "Have pity on me, 
have pity on me, at least you my 
friends have pity on me, for the hand 
of the Lord has touched me.” The 
Rev. speaker described in touching 
terms the condition of the suf­
fering souls and quoted St. Au­
gustine, who tells us that our dead 
are not sufficiently remembered. 
The immediate sorrow at the death 
of a beloved parent or friend, and the 
often speedy forgetfulness that follow 
were graphically pictured. The cus­
tom of sending (lowers and forgetting 
to pray was unsparingly commented 
upon. If the souls of the departed 
could speak they would cry, away 
with those flowers, away with that 

1 monument, said the speaker, the only 
way to assist those whom in life we 
loved is to remember them in our 
prayers and by the sacrifice of the 
Mass. In November, the month of 
the Holy Souls, the exhortation was 
especially to be remembered. The 
singing of a solemn Libera concluded 
the services of the day.

In this manner was the whole 
Church united at St. Patrick’s on 
Sunday. In union with the Church

riumphant in heaven, who that day 
were especially remembered,the Church 
militant gave thanks and benediction, 
and the Church suffering was not_for­
gotten, as was evidenced hv the ap­
pealing discourse made in their be­
half. The one-time members of 
St. Patrick’s congregation join­
ed to those of the present, 
and in one common harmony, the 
eventful occasion of the nleasing and 
opening of the new and imposing 
church was celebrated.

THE SERMON.
The sermon of the day, preached by 

Rev. Father Francis Auth, C.SS.R , 
Rector of St. Mary’s College, North 
East, Pa., we give in full. The Rev. 
speaker is the possessor of a fine 
carrying voice and a direct and im­
pressive delivery. After reading the 
Gospel of the day, Father Auth spoke 
as follows:

“This is no other but the house of 
God, and the Gate of Heaven Indeed 
the Lord is in this place and I knew 
is not.” (Gen. xxviii. 17).

other but the house of God and the 
gate of Heaven.” Yes, dearly belov­
ed, this is the House of God! And 
the House of God is Heaven' There­
fore you can say in all truth that 
this morning you are really in Hea­
ven' I am sure such thoughts are 
uppermost in your minds and are in 
accord with the feelings of your 
hearts, as you worship to-day for 
the first time in this grand édifice, 
this majestic temple of the Most 
High-

earth. To make good this compari­
son, I should explain to you what 
Heaven is and what we find there.

Homestead Regulations
Any even numbered section of Do­

minion Lands In Manitoba, Saekat 
chewan and Alberta, excepting I and 
88, not reserved, may be homestead­
ed by any person who Is the sole head 
ef a family, or aay male over 18 
years of age, to the extent of one-
quarter section of 180 scree, more or
less.

Application for entry must be made 
in person by the applicant st a Do­
minion Lands Agency or Sub-agency 
for the district in which the land is 
situate. Entry by proxy may, how­
ever, be made at any Agency, on cer­
tain conditions by the father, moth­
er, son, daughter, brother or sister 
of an intending homesteader.

The homesteader is required to per­
form the homestead ou ties under one 
of the following plans:

(1) At least six months’ residence 
upon and cultivation of the land in 
each year for three years.

(8) A homesteader may, If he so dr- 
sires, perform the required residence 
duties by living on farming land own­
ed solely by him, not less than eighty 
(80) acres in extent, in the vicinity 
cf his homestead Joint ownership 
in land will not meet this require­
ment.

(3) If the father (or mother, If the 
father is deceased) of a homesteader 
has permanent residence on farming 
land owned solely by him, not less 
than eighty (80) acres in extent, in 
the vicinity of the homestead, or up­
on a homestead entered for by him 
in the vicinity, such homesteader may 
perform his own residence duties by 
living with the father (or mother).

(4) The term "vicinity” In the two 
preceding paragraphs is defined as 
meaning sot more than nine miles in 
a direct line, exclusive of the width 
of road allowances crossed in the 
measurement.

(5) A homesteader Intending to 
perform his residence duties in ac­
cordance with the above while living 
with parents or on farming land own­
ed by himself must notify the Agent 
for the district of such intention.

Six months' notice in writing must 
be given to the Commissioner of Do­
minion Lands st Ottawa, of intention 
to apply for patent.

“R. C. Gleaner" in the Catholic Co­
lumbian has some consideration on 
the relation between public speakers 
and their auditors uhuh we give 
as follows:

When will people learn that audi­
ences are human, and that even a 
Catholic audience has bounds to its 
patience? I can scarcely refrain from 
a good loud laugh at some of the so- 
called and promised interlacing lec­
tures given on some occasions.

I recall with peculiar accuracy one 
scene on a hot August evening (pro­
bably I had better refrain from stat­
ing just where), but it was a sum­
mer school, when a large audience 
had gathered and the lecturer began 
tw orate on “Dante,” in due time 
rolling out in the original Italian 
choice quotations, line after line, pro­
viding beyond peradventure that he 
had an acquaintance with that form 
of human speech. On, but it was so­
porific! And there cat the large 
and good-natured audience, tired, dis­
gusted, still patient, trying to per­
suade themselves that they were 
martyrs to the cause.

The speaker began to perspire; he 
paused for one brief moment; out of 
a box near the stage came a snore, 
such as a Pullman car porter once 
described, “that reached from car 
door to car door." Every eye was 
directed towards the locality of that 
musical sound, and at once it was 
discovered that the source of the 
laugh-provoking music was a genial 
old priest who had been exceedingly 
gracious to every visitor; hour after 
hour on his feet during the day, 
looking after the comfort of every vis­
itor to his city and the summer 
school, and at iast he succumbed He 
enjoyed 1rs own discomfiture as keen­
ly as any one else and remarked that 
Dante always did put him into a con­
dition of sense beyond mere natural 
environment.

The orator read from 
manuscript a tame academic discus­
sion of the subject and before be had 
finished, one man, evidently a non- 
Catholic, sitting within par-shot of 
the vmer of these line:., remarked 
"John, this is a failure, excuse me, 
I must go. I expected something 
above ordinary, but I can go out on 
the street corner two blocks away 
and hear a more practical exposition 
of this subject.”

While 1 do not desire to assert that 
all of the subjects were treated in this 
way 1 wish to emphasize the fact that 
a summer school to be successful 
must strike a popular chord and be 
entertaining.

To the Catholic Register:
Westminster Abbey, with the his­

toric Hall and magnificent Parlia­
ment Buildings adjoining it, claimed 
all the space of my last letter. It is 
not necessary to remind your readers 
that many letters would be required 
to treat these subjects with anything 
approaching completeness, a mere 
“snap-shot" surve, being all your 
correspondent can attempt.

On this occasion he turns his atten­
tion from Westminster to what was 
known in ages long ago as Eastmins- 
ter, now St. Paul’s. The site of 
this church has been, like that of 
Westminster Abbey, hallowed by re­
ligion for more than a thousand 
years. The immediate predecessor of 
the present St. Paul's was a magnifi­
cent Gothic structure, which was con­
sumed in the great fire that in the 
year 1666 destroyed a large portion 
of London. Had it not fallen a prey 
to the flames, this church would to­
day eclipse the glory of the famous 
Abbey, which it excelled in grandeur 
and loftiness, its spire reaching the 
height of 520 feet and thus overtop­
ping the highest pinnacle of any ec­
clesiastical edifice of the present day. 
From its commanding site the old St. 
Paul’s must hfve presented a truly 
magnificent appearance. It would 
also have retained that aroma of Ca­
tholicity which still clings to its sis­
ter church.

No one, however, can find a sug­
gestion of Catholicity in its succes­
sor, the present St. Paul’s. Proba­
bly the one connexion with Catholic­
ity it has is that it was evidently in­
spired by a desire to rival St. Pet­
er's in Rome. As the latter was the 
great Catholic cathedral of Chris­
tendom, it was determined by the ad­
visers of Charles II. to make the new 
St. Paul’s in London the great cathe­
dral of Protestantism. They were 
fortunate in having at hand an archi­
tect of the highest ability in the per­
son of Sir Christopher Wren. With 
the great St. Peter’s for a model he 
constructed a noble edifice which, 
viewed from Ludgate Circus, looms 
up most imposingly, its magnificent 
dome seeming from its elevated site 
to dominate the ritv. Interiorly its 
great siz.c and fine proportions are 
quite impressive, but as far as stir-

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ring religious emotions is concerned, I 
it has abc t the same power as a 1 
custom-house. It evokes none of j 
the exaltation of soul experienced in 
the mighty temple of which it is an 
imitation. It is wanting in the 
haunting spirituality which lingers 
round Westminster Abbey. The deep­
est emotions enkindled by St. Paul's 
arise from the ashes of the great men, 
such as Nelson and Wellington, en­
tombed in its crypts.

After lingering round some of the 
tombs which make St. Paul’s famous, 
and which, as Chamber’s Cyclopedia 
in its article on this cathedral re­
marks, sat or far more of paganism 
than ol Christianity, your correspon­
dent paid a visit to the Tower of Lon­
don. Unfortunately the hour of arri­
val was too late to visit the interior 
of the oldest and most forbidding 
mass of buildings in London. To the 
visitor it would seem that the plural 
instead of the singular would be more 
appropriate, for the “Tower" 
is a collection of towers, tur­
rets, battlements, parapets, with 
here and there a stretch of 
daintily draped windows which seem 
curiously out of place amidst their 
grim surroundings. Since the Bas­
tille disappeared, there is not proba­
bly in Europe a spot that could tell 
of darker deeds of torture and murder 
than these old walls, whose founda­
tions, according to tradition, go back 
to the days of Julius Caesar. Mid­
way in the river front of the Tower 
buildings, your correspondent saw a 
sunken archway, evidently communi­
cating with the Thames. When the 
tide is at its full the water of the 
rivet rises there for several feet; and 
a favorite way of getting rid of poli­
tical ofienders, or characters whose 
standing or opinions rendered them 
obnoxious, was to chain them to the 
gate of this archway and let the gra­
dually rising waters drown them. 
This refinement of cruelty, which was 
after all more merciful than other 
modes of death familiar to these 
walls, was enough for your correspon­
dent. He did not want to see the 
spot where Henry VIII. bad the 
heads of his wives chopped off, and 
theiefore, instead of returning to the 
Tower, he betook himself next morn­
ing to the National Gallery to view 
its fine collection of paintings.

Want of acquaintance with the cus­
toms of the country Jimited very 
much the time he would like to give 
to this congenial spot. He arrived 
there at ten in the forenoon, expect­
ing to find the Gallery open at that 
hour, but eleven o’clock had passed 
before he could c-fiect an ^ntranee. 
The time at his dispo.-.nl was all too 
short for the feast ot beauty which 
lay before him. The masterpieces of 
English artists, of Landseer, Sir 
Joshua Reynolds, Gainsborough and 
Turner, were naturally to be found in 
England’s most notable picture gal­
lery. As a student of Kuskin your 
correspondent was strongly interested 
in Turner, and admired some of his 
landscapes very much, his picture of 
the Grand Canal of Venice being par­
ticularly attractive. Some of his 
paintings of classical subjects seemed 
to your correspondent not to be so 
happy. Sir Joshua Reynold’s pic­
ture of heads of cherubs was as 
charming as its many copies would 
lead one to expect. But in this great 
collection of the art of many lands, 
the paintings of the Italian school, 
especially some fine specimens of the 
work of Perugino and Raphael, ab­
sorbed the principal portion of the 
time your correspondent could devote 
to the artistic side of London.

But the advertisements of the Fran- 
co-British Exhibition confronting the 
xisitor everywhere and the number of 
foreigners to be seen on the streets, 
reminded your correspondent and his 
companions that the National Gallery 
was not London's only palace of art 
just at this time. It was determin­
ed, therefore, that of the three days 
the Angelas party could spend in the 
world’s metropolis, one evening 
should be devoted to the Exhibition. 
An evening was selected in order to 
see the illumination which was de­
scribed as exceedingly fine. TAhen 
your correspondent entered the Exhi­
bition premises and passed through 
the vast array of booths in which the 
varied products of British and French 
manufacture were arrayed, he stepped 
out into an open court surrounded on 
all sides bv illuminated buildings. 
The sight was beautiful beyond de­
scription The well-known Pan-Am­
erican Exhibition at Buffalo, some 
years ago, in which the angel of 
light .rom his watch tower all ablaze 
with myriads of electric lamps, her­
alded the advent of the electric age,

was the first great revelation of the 
wonderfully grand effects which could 
be produced by this mode of
illumination. No one who saw
the marvellous beauty of the elec­
tric lighting of the Buffalo Exhibi­
tion which on account of its proxim­
ity to Niagara Falls, had exception­
al opportunities in that way, can for­
get the manner in which the grounds 
were tirst lit up by a rosy glow as 
of the dawn, which gradually grew as 
the power was increased, until the 
buildings, fountains, the very flower 
beds, were flooded with a brightness 
as of the noon-day, or as if the count­
less stars had grouped themselves on 
every spot around and concentrated 
their splendor there. But the illu­
mination of the Buffalo Pan-Ameri­
can Exhibition was altogether 
eclipsed by that of the Fran- 
co-British Exhibition. The latter is 
many times larger, and its buildings | 
are far more beautiful and varied in 
their designs. In fact French ingenu­
ity and British perseverance and re­
source have been combined to pro­
duce a marvel of taste, vastness, var- i 
iety, and ingenuity. All that is most 
beautiful in the architecture of the 
world, the weird and fanciful and 
fairylike structures of India, the love- 1 
liness of the Moorish Alhambra, the 
exquisite lines of Greece, the majesty 
of Rome, together with all that is 
best in modern architectural art, are 
all here combined in this immense col­
lection of buildings, stretching away 
seemingly to the horizon. The visit­
or entered one courtyard and he saw 
every curve and line of the structures 
around him covered with electric 
lights. There was no sameness. No 
two designs were alike, yet all blent 
Into delightful harmony. One passed 
from this courtyard to another, and , 
'acre was another group of buildings 
ol a new pattern lit just as at-1 
tractively as the other. Indeed at 
every turn the illumination seemed 
to outdo what was seen just before. 
Together with the illuminated build­
ings, so many that it was tiresome 
to walk through them, there were 
fountains, cascades, vistas, colon­
nades, arbors, a bewildering but al­
ways pleasing variety uf designs all 
through the grounds, ablaze with elec­
tric lamps. One cascade especially 
was a miniature Niagara. A great 
volume of wafer formed a succession 
of waterfalls all luminous with rays 
of various colors. The effect was 
perfectly enchanting.

It was a tribute of which every vis­
itor from Canada was justly proud, 
to Canadian Government enterprise 
that on every side the Canadian ex­
hibit, for richness, artistic setting 
and fertility of design was on every 
side declared to be the finest thing 
on the grounds. John Bull is not 
given to praise his boys at his own 
expense. The old man likes lo show 
the young chaps that they must not 
be too frisky. Therefore, when the 
old fellow admitted as lie did un­

grudgingly that Johnm Canuck de­
served first prize, this young gentle­
man ma> be quite satisfied that the j glory was well earned. The splen- 

! did showing of Canada at Milan some 
two years or so ago, at Dublin last 
year, and at London this season, has 
helped immensely to advance this 
Dominion’s prestige amongst the na­
tions.

But your correspondent must not 
pursue this theme longer lest lie may 
be accused of attempting to make po­
litical capital, though, as the Domin­
ion elections are over, there ought 
not tc. be so much danger of suspi­
cion of that kind. Moreover it is 
time to conclude this letter, and m\ 
comments ok London, with a few 
words concerning the new Westmins­
ter Cathedral. Exteriorly it is a 
splendid edifice, built in the Byzantine 

■ style, the great feature of which is 
the grouping ol cupolas or domes. 
Its campanile or bell tower can be 
seen on every side for a long way,and 

■as the building is not yet blackened 
! by smoke, its exterior presents a 
delightful rosy freshness. Interiorly 

jits vastness impresses, but it is in an 
'exceedingly unfihishnd condition. Its 
i arches of bare brick would remind 
one of a big railway station. One 
or two chapels have been finished in 
marble, and these give some idea of 
what the magnificence of the church 
will be when it is all encrusted in 
this manner.

Its grand proportions speak elo­
quently of the progressive spirit of 
English Catho.icity, and the prepara­
tions then being made for the now 
famous Eucharis.ic Congress confirm­
ed tk> impression the dimensions of 

I the great cathedral produced. There 
I is not on earth a more go-ahead 
.body of Catholics than those who 
have raised Westminster cathedral, 
and with this tribute I big farewell 
to London.

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A Great Gathering

It is somewhat to be regretted that 
more time is not now available to 
prepare for the coming great Catho­
lic Missionary Congress, which will 
be held in Chicago, from the 15th to 
the 18th r‘i November.

The officers of the Church Extension 
society, under whose cate the Con­
gress will be held, certainly ' never 
could have foreseen the wide-spread 
interest the idea has awakened. They 
had the congress in mind, however, 
for over a year before the formal an­
nouncement was made, and, if truth 
must be told, they were so timid 
about it that they put it off fearing 
the time was not yet ripe. But, 
everything now seems to say that 
the time is ripe, indeed, for mission­
ary activity in the United States. 
The very success of the Extension 
Society itself is proof enough ol that 
fact; but the welcome given the con­
gress idea is proof complete. It was 
scarcely to be hoped that so many 
bishops would respond with assuran­
ces of their presence.

To give an idea of the response 
from the clergv and laity, the mail on 
Monday, the 19th inst., addressed to 
the American Catholic Missionary 
Congress numbered oxer four hundred 
sealed letters. This for one morn­
ing’s work. Ten stenographers are 
working under the direction of secre­
taries of committees in trying to 
take care of it.

The preparations in Chicago are now 
on a far more extensive plan than 
they were in the beginning. Arch­
bishop (Quigley said at a meeting of 
the priests, “that he never dreamed 
that there would be so much to do, 
and that the response would be so 
wide-spread." Two meetings have 
already been held under thi Arch­
bishop’s direction, at which he was 
present, one of the pastors of the 
city, and one of the Catholic laitv.

A Sign
Both were attended by a large 

number of enthusiastic men. An of­
ficial guide to the congress was or­
dered and is now in preparation. It 
started as a very modest folder, but 
is being published as a two hundred 
page book with a covei in purple and 
bronze, and containing a complete 
Catholic directory of Chicago and her 
religious institutions, names of com­
mittees and officers as well as the 
principal delegates, pictures of the 
bishops attending and information 
concerning Catholic missionary work 
all over the United States. Printing 
of the guide has already been started 
and it will cost nearly $4,000. There 
will be an edition of 25,000. The 
hoiks are to be sold at 25c. each. As

The new boy, however, is every­
where in evidence. With the char­
acteristic freedom and geniality of 
the Canadian and American youth he 
has become acquainted easily, and is 
already to be found on the rugby- 
field, the hand-ball alley and in the 
c ib room. The routine of work 
and play soon removes any homesick­
ness from his heart, and his solici­
tous mother and sisters soon begin

In August, 1852, the first Basilian 
Fathers landed in America to found a 
college They came from France at 
the request of Bishop Charbonnel, 
who, in his zeal for education, wished 
tolound a college in which young men 
might be properly educated for the 
priesthood.

The Institution opened with Father 
:Soulerin as Superior, in a house on 
(t'iprn street, opposite the present 
Metropolitan Methodist church. Al­
ler a short, time it was moved to a 
•wing of St. Michael’s palace, which 
«as built for the purpose, from which 
connection the college received its 
name.

Here in this humble beginning, Fa- 
ther Soulerin and his staff. Fathers 
Maloney, Malhos, Vincent and Flan­
nery, burnished the talents and 
moulded the character of men, who 
are now shining lights in the hier­
archy of God s church, and promin­
ent among the professional men of the 
country.

Though many years have fled since 
Father Soelerin was Superior of St 
Michael’s College, the recollection of 
Ins name arouses fond memories in 
the hearts of all who knew him. He 
-was born near I.’argentiere, a small 
town in the south of France, in the 
year 1807. He was educated by the 
Ma-'ilian Fathers and afterwards join­
ed them in their work of teaching. In 
1828 he accepted the professorship of 
Philosophy in the Seminary of Gren­
oble diocese. Two years afterwards 
he was appointed Professor of Rhe­
toric in the college of Fevsin, Isere. 
Later Abt Soulerin was made di­
rector of the college of Antionay. It 
was from here that he was sent by 
his Superior-General across the 
ocean to found a college in Toronto. 
With characteristic zeal and prudence 
he continued the management of the 
college in its early beginning. The 
number of students under his super- 
lorship wa. small indeed, nevertheless 
many of our Bishops and distinguish­
ed men began their college career un­
der his guidance. In May, 1865, he 
was elected Superior-General of the 
Community of St. Basil. This re­
quired his return to France, where 
after governing the community for 
fourteen years with the same zeal 
which characterized his work in Am­
erica, he rendered hi." soul to God in 
November, 1879.

Such was the beginning of the edu­
cational institution in which wc are 
now sheltered. To such men as Fa­
ther Soulerin we owe more than this 
trifling tribute. Later, as space 
peimils, we will further continue our 
review of the early history of the 
college.

Rev. Father Parr, C.SS.R., who 
preached the mission in St. Basil’s 
church recently, addressed the stu­
dents of the Commercial Course, while 
a guest of the college. He spoke 
about the successful business man and 
the requirements of such a state. The 
first great principle, he said, was to 
put into practice the duties which we 
owe to God and necessarily our world­
ly welfare will follow.

The monthly entertainments, liter­
ary and musical, which have proved 
so successful in past years and from 
which so much benefit has been deriv­
ed, are being anticipated with a great 
display of interest, both by the fa­
culty and the students, because of the 
exceptional talent at present in the 
house.

It has been sometimes pleaded in 
these later davs that this suppression 
was directed not so much against the 
Sacrificial idea as against theological 
exaggerations or abuses connected 
with it, and that the main object j 
of these liturgical changes was tin 
simplification of the services and thei; 
translation into the vernacular. To 
that it is enough to observe that it j 
the authors of the Prayer-Book and 
Ordinal believed in the Sacrifice ol 
the Mass and the Sacrificing Priest­
hood, nothing in the world would 
have been easier for them than to 
have said so.

and simplifying and translating the 
ancient services and still expressing 
the Sacrificial and Sacerdotal idea.

Runciman, the new Minister of Edu­
cation, having corne to some under­
standing with a portion of the oppos­
ing forces—presumably the Anglican 
Communion—and finding it impossible 
to embody the arrangements made, 
111 the present measure, proposes to 
mtioduce a new Bill, the third of its 
line, between now and Christmas. 
Catholics have little hope from this 
intimation. The Archbishop of Can­
terbury has shown himself so amiably 
obliging and easily satisfied, that it 
is very unlikely the concessions made 
and accepted by him, will be accept­
able to us. Moreover, the recent 
speeches of the Prime Minister and 
other members of the Government are 
not calculated to inspire confidence 
in anything but a one-sided recogni­
tion of justice, which consists in 
satisfying the clai.ns of their own 
supporters, the Non-conformists, with 
an utter disregard of the fact that 
these worthy bigots are not the ont* 
inhabitants of our island. Mr. As­
quith, speakir.g the other day at 
Leeds, said he was determined to re­
move the disabilities which were in­
troduced by the Act of 1902, and he 
and his colleagues fully sympathized 
with those who felt so strongly on 
the matter. The "disabilities” re­
ferred to by Mr. Asquith arise from 
the fact that others besides Non-con­
formists receive a share of the rates, 
which all pay without difference of 
creed Previous to that Act Catho­
lics had supported their own schools 
entirely, while at the same time pav­
ing for the education of the Noncon­
formist child at the Board Sctools. 
This speech and the not unexpected re­
signation of the Marquis of Ripon, 
the only Catholic mem her o' the Ca­
binet , who in his earlier days had u 
distinguished caieer, lead to no op­
timistic view of the situation on the 
part of Catholics.

Speaking of politicians—and I was 
about to say diplomatists, hut they 
are so far removed from each other 
nowadays—reminds me that another 
distinguished Catholic, Sir Roper 
Parkinglon, has just been appointed 
British Consul to Montevideo. Sir 
Roper, who has a charming wife, and 
entertains a good deal at his town 
house during the season, is to be seen 
every morning at Mass in the beau­
tiful church of Spanish Place, to 
which Congregation he will be a 
great loss when he takes up his new 
duties

A notable effort is that which is be­
ing made in Manchester, to celebrate 
the Conference of the Catholic Truth 
Society in the northern capital. It 
is proposed to give Newman's "Dream 
of Gerontius" to Elgar's splendid set­
ting, by a band of entirely Catho­
lic performers. The Chorus is to 
consist of 300 voices, the orchestra of 
100 instruments, no expense will be 
spaied in giving this neautiful work 
in as perfect a manner as possible, 
and an appeal has gone forth to Ca­
tholic vocalists all over the country 
to come forward for the great occa­
sion. I regret to say Sir Edward 
Elgar's health is not as robust as 
could be wished. Owing to this 
cause hr is unable to stand the rig­
ors of an English winter, and has 
theieforc resigned the Richard Pey­
ton Chair of Music at Birmingham 
University, which he tilled with so 
much distinction. Previous to his 
winter flitting, however, he conducted 
the other afternoon at a very fine 
performance of one of his own works, 
given to a crowded audience the other 
afternoon at Queen’s Hall

Two of our leading firms of Altar 
Candle makers, Messrs. Francis Tuck 
er and Messrs. Hayes and Finch, have 
been at loggerheads over the "per­
centage candle” introduced by the 
latter firm to comply with the Papal 
rescript with regard to the amount 
of beeswax necessary in candles to 
be used on the altar.

candles" and Roman Catholic prac­
tices, while the Judge—one of the ja- 
cose specimens who adorn the Bench, 
and seem to think each case but a 
pivot for their own wit—kept the 
Court in roars of laughter by his 
naive remarks.

Tucker secured a verdict for £10 dam­
ages and Messrs. Hayes and Finch 
for £100, which is held by the legal 
luminaries to mean that the comment

< f the other was not. It is a pity 
that such trade rivalries, when they 
concern things appertaining to the 
sacred services of the altar, cannot 
be settled amicably and quietly, 
without all the unnecessary com­
mentaries of an irreverent press.
