The tuneral service in the
Church was largely attended, and was rendeied most
impressive by the sympathy and subdued grief of all,
the music so reverent and touching, the beautiful hymns
and scripture lessons that breathed forth the Christians’
hope and joy in the Resurrection of the dead.  An
exquisite cross of white flowers given by the members of
the choir was only one among a wealth of floral
tributes sent by many friends from far and near. A
brass tablet is to be placed in the Cathedral to her
memory by her sorcowing husband

On January gth, the Infant Class had their Christ-
mas Tree and Entertainment in the Crypt. A bout one
hundred little tots sat down to a bountiful tea, and when
they had polished off the cakes, sandwiches, and other
good things provided, a varied programme of songs and
recitations followed, which proved highly entertaining to
the little ones and their friends.

On Thursday, 19th January, Mr. Matthews and the
