—The Consolidated Tobacco Co., a
newly incorporated New York concern,
has a capital of $30,000,000 paid in.

—The Canadian Pacific Railway has
made a reduction of 21/, cents per 100
pounds in the freight rates on all
grain products from all points in On-
tario.

—The newly organised Chicago-St.
Lawrence steamship service sails mer-
rily along. The steamship Northtown
of the North Western Steamship Co.,
arrived at Montreal on the 10th inst.
Some fifteen hundred tons of lead con-
centrates were loaded, after which she
proceeded on her journey from Chi-
cago to Antwerp. The Northtown is
256 feet long, 43 feet wide, and a oross
tonnage of 2,150 tons.

—The Great Northern Railway is re-
ported to be receiving a satisfactory
amount of traffic so far. Tn May it
consigned for Furopean ports half a
million bushels of grain alone with an-
other half million on the road. The
road is mow 234 miles long. with a
contract for 39 miles from Joliette to
Montreal, and other early additions
are talked of. New time tables are
about to be issued which will ineclude
a Sunday train. Tt is said that the
Great Northern route makes the dis-
tance 800 miles shorter to Furope
than via Buffalo.

—A Jate dispateh from Winnipeg is
to the effect that a syndicate has pur-
chased an immense tract of land close
to Bereen station for the purpose of
carrying .on farming on an extonsive
scale. Tt is proposed to use a gaso-
line engine for motive power to hrealk
np the prairies. Tt is intended to at-
tach several sulky plomghs to this en-
aine, which has already arrived on
the scene of action. and is the conse
of much interest, as, if it is found to
worlk stiecessfully, it will revolutios-
ize the present miode of farmine con-
siderably.

—The price at which farmers can be supplied with binder
twine from the Ontario Central Prison, for the season of
1901, has been fixed at 8 cents per Ib. This year there is
only one quality that will be supplied, and that the best.
every ounce guaranteed, and any farmer who purchases
this twine and docs not find it satisfactory can by return-
ing it have the price paid for the twine returned. —There
will be besides a decided, and, to the farmer, profitable
improvement in the mode of parcelling. Heretofore it
has been the practice of binder-twine manufacturers to ship
twine in ordinary jute bags, which were useless to the far-
mer after the twine was reccived, and the lashings of
loosely twisted tow, were also useless after their tem-
porary purpose was served. The weight of these sacks
and lashings was six per cent. of the weight of the bale.
This is now changed as regards the twine from the Centval
Prison, and there will be no 6 per cent. loss to the farmer.
The twine will hereafter be shipped in two-bushel, 16.0z.
cotton grain bags of excellent quality, which will be of
permanent use to the farmer as will also be the Jashinygs,
which consist of two nine-fect, rope halters, with snap and
ring ready for use. The value of the grain bag is greater
than an equal weight of twine, and the same applies to the
halters. The twine balls are five pounds in weight—12 to
the bag—and of a length of five hundred feet to the poun,
and of uniform quality throughout.

—/The contract for the erection at Sorel, Que., of docks
about half a mile in extent which are to cost $265,000, has
been awarded by the Public Works Department to Messrs.
Poupore & Malone. Sorel is the Canadian terminus of
the Rutland, Vermont Railway Company, which has agreed
to ercct there elevators capable of accommodating 500,000
bushels.

—In our editorial review of the report of “La Cana-
dienne” Life in our issue of May 31, through an inadver-
tence, we mentioned that Mr. H. H. Decelles was general
supegintendent, whereas he was no longer in the employ
of the Company.

— A meceting of creditors of A. E. Chandler, general
dealer, Plumas, Man., recently assigned, is being held in
Winnipeg to-day.—A meeting of creditcrs of James Dresser,
men’s furnishings, ete., Winnipeg, recently assigned, was
held in that city on the 13th instant.

—Writing under recent date, Mr. Edgar Tripp, Commer-
cial Agent for Trinidad, records at some lemgth the satis-
faction felt at the gratifying evidences of increase of Can-
adian trade with the colony since January 1st last. Taking
the important item of flour, he notes that the colony im-
ported from the Dominion to 31st March, 2,295 barrels,
against 625 barrels the corresponding date in the previous
Yyear, and these figures had already been exceeded during
the present quarter, which was then only half over. Mr.
Tripp has interviewed several prominent dealers, who state
that what appears to be a genuine demand for Canadian
flour has lately sprung up. This is mainly for the quaii-
ties known as superfine and extra, which, in the propor-
tion ¢f 3 to 2, respectively, constitute the bulk of the Can-
adian trade. There is not the same extensive demand for
the very fine grades of bakers’ flour. Of course the total
received from the Dominion still forms but a small pro-
portion of the island’s consumption, but it is much larger
than heretcfore, and shows such healthy signs of steady
increase that special reference to it is called for. All that
is now required, he says, for the rapid development of this
trade is to mantain the quality of recent shipments, and he
cannot too earnestly impress upon Canadian exporters the'
vital importance of this. i

DOMINION TRADE STATEMENT.

The trade statement, issued by the Customs Department
for the eleven months ending May 31 last, shows that the
aggregate trade of the ccuntry increased in that time by
eleven million dollars over the corresponding period of *he
previous year. The indications are that the year’s figures,
when they are made up, will show a grand aggregate for-
eign trade of nearly $400,000,000. Tt is specially noved that
for the past eleven months the expcrts of Canadian manu-
factured articles inereastd over two million dollars, which
is an increase of about 17 per cent. The aggregate trade
for the eleven months was $335,026,996, as compared with
$323,596,196 in 1900, for the same time last year, showing
an increase of $11,430,520. There was a drop in the im-
ports of from $164,801,196 in 1900, to $162,202,534, for the
past eleven momths, or a decrease of $2,598,662. © The ex-
ports show an incerase of $14,229,382, as comparcd with the
same time last year. The figures are 173,024,662 as against
$158,795,280 in 1900. In regard to the imoprts it should
be pointed out that the entire decrease is made up in coin
and bullion, which, of course, is not trade, and that the
total imports of dutiable and free goods show a slight im-
provement over the eleven months last year. The figures
are as follows:

The largest increase in premium receipts last year of
the fire companies operating in the State of New York
was enjoyed by the foreign companies who made an addi-
tion of $4,561,775, the next largest being the companies
of other States than New York, their increase being 34,
246,685. Taking the two years together the total re-
ceipts were $306,452,903, and total disbursements $307,-
282,359, which is not a favourable showing. The num-
ber of American companies in 1899 was 136 and of for-
eign ones, 37; in 1900 the American companies were re-
duced to 128, a loss of 8, while the foreign companies in-
creased to 41, a gain of 4. Taking a general view of
the business there appears to have heen an enormous
amount of underwriting done and vast risks incurred for
a very moderate return.

DECISION RE THEATRE FRANCAIS FIRE.

A case of more than ordinary interest to every occu-
pant as well as owner of a leased building was decided this
week in Montreal. The case arose from the destruction
by fire, in January, 1900, of the Theatre Francais. The
owner’s loss on building and contents was placed at $50,-
558, to which was added, loss of rent during vacated
term $6,625. From this was deducted: insurance on
theatre and contents, $40,000, and interest on insurance
money $1,987, leaving a balance of $15,195. The owner
sought to recover the latter amount, under the following
claims, among which is a clause in certain forms of
leases presumed to be held valid according to the old
(Civil Code which, it appears, still obtains both in this
province and in France, holding a tenant responsible {or
loss by fire unless he can satisfactorily prove the origin
of same, besides showing it was not his fault:

“l. When loss by fire occurs in the premises leased,
there is a legal presumption in favor of the lessor, that
it was caused by the fanlt of the lessee or of the persons
for whom he is responsible; and unless he proves the
contrary he is answerable to the lessor for such loss. C.C.,
1629.—2. The defendant is bound to disclose the origin
of the fire; he has admitted his inability to do so.—S3.

INLAND TRANSPORTATION.

Our esteemed namesake, the Journal of Commerce of
New York, continues to dwell on the danger to the com-
merce of the metropolitan commercial city of the conti-
nent from the present and prospective competition of
(anada in the development of the St. Lawrence route, as
it will affect the trade, not only of the Canadian West
but as with that of the Western States.

Two weeks ago, in discussing this question and the ob-
vious desire on the part of our contemporary to belittle
the Canadian route to the sea and deride the efforts of
the Chicago people to avail themselves of this direct and
cheap outlet for foreign trade, we showed the futility of
all attempts to choke off the desire to obtain the most
economical route for the transportation of the produc-
tions of the country.

In its issue of last Saturday the New York Journal of
Commerce again returns to the subject and fortifies its
position by various arguments to show that the pro-
posed Canadian Georgian Bay and Ottawa River system
of waterways is inimical and a danger to the supremacy
of New York and that the only way to thwart Canada’s
ambition is to build a deep waterway from Buffalo to
New York.

In this connection it brings to its aid the opinion ex-
pressed by Mr. George Z. Wisner of Detroit, who is stat-
ed to be in some way engaged as a consulting engineer
in connection with the Georgian Bay and Ottawa canal.
That gentleman writes a lengthy letter to Mr. A. R.
Smith, a former member of the State Commission on
(fanals, who was appointed by ex:Governor Black to
investigate the canal problem. The purport of that let-
ter is in substance that no effort less than, the construe-
tion of a ship canal at a cost of from $200,000,000 to
$300,000,000 will counteract the tendency of trade that
will flow towards the St. Lawrence route when the short
and easily constructed Georgian Bay and Ottawa river
waterway is once in operation. If they want to save
the position of supremacy in this matter of transporta-
tion to the great lakes and the further West, the people
of New York are invoked to bring both the State and
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national influence to bear to secure the construction of
the ship canal from Buffalo to New York without any
loss of time.

It is the conclusion of our contemporary if this is done
promptly the Canadian project would be headed off and
effectually squelched out. At the same time it is freely
admitted that the Canadian project would be incompar-
ably cheaper, and could be constructed in less than half
the time that would be required for the American ship
canal, and the cost of working would be less.

There can be no objection to making comparisons on
those grounds.  When all the difficulties are taken into
consideration, it is likely that the Canadian project will
be the first to be carried out. The railroads from Buf-
falo leading to the Atlantic seaboard have now a firm

grip of the trade and their influence will
naturaly be thrown against an y deep water-
way  that would jeopardize their  interests.

Those interests undoubtedly prevented any action
in this matter in the last session of the New York Legis-
lature,and it is well understood that they would have heen
able to lead to a defeat any proposition for the enlarge-
ment of the Erie Canal had it been submitted, as it was
intended, to a popular vote of the people of the State.
In the meantime the enterprising men of Chicago are
availing themselves of the advantages of the St. Lawrence
route to obtain a direct communication with the ocean
and foreign ports.  They express themselves satisfied
with the initial experiments so far made this season, and
can well afford to laugh at the efforts of the American
Atlantic ports to deride their aspirations to secure an in-
dependent outlet.  Canadians, naturally, are pleased to
see the growing tendency of trade in the dirvection of the
St. Lawrence routes, and it is quite possible if the enter-
prising men of the Western States join in heartily, he
project of the deep waterway of twenty feet through Can-
adian territory, from the great lakes to the ocean will be
an accomplished fact within a short time.  One thing
our American friends should not lose sight of — that
is—that henceforward our Canadian West, with its illim-
itable possibilities, is only beginning to develop. The

portation and our neighbours will always be welcome to
take advantage of the facilities that Canada now pos-
sesses, and those that may be in the near future, on
equal terms with our own people.

Again, in the matter of railway men’s hours, what
between the demands of the union and the rules laid
down by the Board of Trade, expense, indeed nnneces-
sary expense, is often heaped upon railway companies.

For instance, it is not allowable for a man to be
worked more than 12 hours in one day, and it is not
permitted for him to work, say, from 6 a.m. till 12 noun,
and again from 4 p.m. to 10 p.m., which would often he
a great convenience where there are many morning and
evening trains, and not much traffic during some of the
other parts of the day.

No one would nowadays desire to have people worked
beyond their strength, but it should be kept in view that
some kinds of work will take more out of a man in six
hours than another kind of work will do in 12 hours.

In considering the condition of railway ecarnings
America it must always be borne in mind that the rate
of wages and salaries prevailing in America is one-haif
more, aye, in many cases double, what it is in Britam,
and, therefore, if they did not very differently arrange
their staff, on much more economical lines, their wages’
bill would be a great deal more than the same services
would cost in this country.

American railways do not appear to have been so sub-
stantially constructed at first, thus saving in capital ex-
penditure, but requiring more to be spent in upkeep. The
railway companies there do much more in strengthening
and renewing their permanent way from revenue than
the English companies do, where the pernicious sviem
prevails of charging all large sums to capital, no matter
whether the expenditure is one which will bring addi-
tional receipts or not.

These appear to be the principal differences which
have to be taken into account in making comparisons.
Some tell upon the one side and some upon the other,
but on the whole the conditions at present are more
favourable for the American than for the
British.

Many of these considerations, and others which will

companies
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occur to practical minds, are under the jurisdiction of
the companies themselves. It will be to these that
railway managers will have to look if they would earn a
good dividend for their shareholders and at the same
time reduce many of the excessive rates which adversely
bear upon the traders of many districts in this country.
more especially where there is no so-called competition
between rival companies for the traffic.

It may, perhaps, be said that when so many circum-
stances differ comparisons are of little use. ~ We shall
be better able to judge of this when we have made the
comparisons, and have seen the comments by railway
experts upon the figures.

The problem, then, to be solved is, How can railway
companies reduce their rates and at the same time earn
better profits for their shareholders?

THE COMING AMERICAN GRAIN CROP.

The condition and prospects of the grain crops of the
United States are at this season matters of paramount
interest so enormous are the interests they represent and
affect. * The present activity of trade would receive a
serious check were the grain crops here and in the States
to yield much below the average. Though not under
identical conditions with those of the chief grain grow
ing areas in the States, the crops of Manitoba and “he
North-West Territories would have a poor outlook were
the more southern fields giving signs of a deficient har-
vest. A brief review therefore of existing conditions in
the American grain fields will prove interesting.

The estimates just published by the Washington Agri-
cultural. Bureau of the condition of the grain CTODS
throughout the States are very favourable, and it is to
be noted that the estimates of the yield published by the
Government have often heen considerably below what
was realized, the returns heing usually calculated on a
conservative basis. The Bureaw’s June estimate shows
an indicated condition for the winter wheat of 87.8 per
cent., compared with 82.7 at same date, 1900. I'he
erop estimate is 409,871,000 hushels against 341,240,00
hushels in June last year. Tn regard to spring wheat
the present condition is estimated at 92 per cent., as
compared with 87.3 per cent. in 1900, and 91.4 per cent
in 1899, the anticipated yield this year being 274.000.000
bushels, against 278,536,000 bushels in 1900, and 285,-
600,000 in 1899.  Putting the tables issued by the Bu-
reau tide by side, we get the following results, the years
from 1892 to 1900 heing actual vield and the figures for

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Of course, such method differs from that used in Bel-
gium, in leaving the plants in the field in winter,wher:-
as the livl;jim-l farmer transplants them in the spring
and harrows the land in the fall and spring.  Even the
transplanting is but little more tedious than for sweet
potatoes, hut if the American farmer will fest the culfi-
vation of wheat on a small plot by planting the seed by
the check row system, he will find a great difference in
the yield, and the crop will more than pay for the la-
bor.  He will be compelled to put his manure on less
land, will make his soil richer, can use fertilizers to ad-
vantage, will get rid of weeds, and will find the experi-
ment educational.”

In a former issue we drew attention to experimental
yields from home soil which showed a return of 210
grains to the one planted. A subscriber wrote: “From
two grains of red fyfe wheat planted in my garden, as an
experiment, 14 ears containing 420 grains were received.
This equals 210 -bushels to each bushel planted, which,
reckoning two bushels to- the acre, would bring, at
the present price, nearly $375 per acre.”  Even divid-
ing this result in half, which would certainly
appear to be ample allowance where proper care
and cultivation are insured, the 150 bhushel Bel-
gian yield would be greatly surpassed. These
facts, convincing though they are, will not cause a revo-
lution in wheat-growing provinces in this country, any
more than the well-known fact that the custom shoe-
maker making a pair of boots that will ount-wear two
pair of factory make, if at additional cost. gives him the
preference.  There 1s, however, a valuable lesson con-
tained in this, showing what greater attention to detail
will accomplish, as against the perfunctory methods am.-
ployed too often in farming ag in other branches of in-
dustry.
