ARCHBISHOP LYNCH ON YHE DIFFEREN-
CES BETWEEN THE CATHOLIC RELIGION
AND THE PROTESTANT RELIGIONS,

The ‘subject of the lecture is
on the difterence between the Catholic

Religion and the Protestant Religions,

We a serious difficulty at the outset,

on acoount of the denominations having

different creeds. It will not be, there-
fore, an easy task to be very definite in
our lanations ; however, there are
aeneul liefs pervading all Protestant

lenominations distinguishing them from
the Catholic Church, and t0 these we
shall addrees ourselves, There are oer-
tain ts ot doctrine, upon which

Catholics: and Protestants agree, with,

however, some exceptions, 1. That

there is one God, Creator of heaven and
earth, and of all things, who will reward

the good and punish the wicked. 2.

That there are three persons 1n

one God. That the second person of the

Blessed Trinity became man, suffered

and died for our redemption ; that He

arose the third day trom the dead ; that

He ascended into Heaven ; that He will

come again on the last day to judge the

living and the dead, and that the

Scriptures contain the Word of God.

Here, on this point, commences the

divergence between Catholics and Pro-

testants, Itis on the interpretation- of
the Holy Scriptures. The Catholics say
that the Holy Secriptures are to be inter-
reted by the teaching body of the
tholic Church ; that is, by the Pope
and Bishops in council. The Protestants
say that the Sacred Scriptures may be
interpreted by each individual as he
glsneu, and this 18 called the Right of
rivate Judgment, This is one of the
chief points on which are based the tenets
of what is called the Protestant Reforma.
tion, The result of this is multiplicity of
sects and denominations,called after their
original founders or of some peculiarity
of the sects. They all differ from each
other in matters of faith and discipline,
and yet all claim to base their religion
on the Sacred Scriptures, or on the
infallible Word of God, but according to
their own interpretation, Now this
carries absurdity on its face, The Holy

Spirit could not inspire one sect of

people to believeone thing, and another

sect quite the contrary, The resuit of
this is a multitude of sects : the majority
of them are in England and in the

United States, The result of the Catho-

lic teaching that the Churoch is the inter-

preter of God’s word, is unity of doc-
trine, No two Catholics can difter from
one another; the same doctrine in Rome,

China, Australia, and America. Qur

Lord as well as His apostles warned his

disciples against listening to false teach-

ers, bringing in doctrines of perdition
conceived in their own brains, but not
expressed in the Word of God properly
interpreted. Yet if any member of the
various denominations should interpret
the Bible in a different sense from that
recognized by the whole body, he would
be told to retire from the Church., If
the words of Christ, “This is my body,”
be taken in their literal sense by a Pro-
testant, he would be charged with Roman.
izing or believing Catholic doctrine,

Theee words of Christ have been inter-

preted in many different ways by Protes-

tant writers, Now Christ came upon
earth to teach all truth, and He sent

His Holy Spirit upon His apostles

to oonfirm their minds in this

truth and guaranteed that the teach-
ing body of His Church should not
teach error; hence he did not hesitate
to say, “He that. hears you hears me,
and he that despiseth you despiseth
me,” and “He that will not hear the

Church let him be considered as a

heathen and a publican,” He said to

his aposties, #“Go and teach all nations,
behold I am with you all dnyl to the

oonsummation of the world,” He did

not tell his apostles to write out his

Gospel and let each and every individ-

ual interpret it as he pleases, There

are many parts of the Sacred Soriptures
hard to understand. 8t Peter, in
speaking of the Epistles of St. Paul, said

“q‘hlt certain things are hard to be un-

derstood which the unlearned and un-

stable wrest, as they do also the other

Beriptures, to their own destruction,”

(2d Peter 1ii, 6.) But some make this

objection—“But it is said must there not

be many men of many minds.”” Yes,
but not in matters of faith revealed by

Christ, 8t. Paul says, “Whereunto we

are come that we be of the same mind,

let us also be of the same rule,” (Phil

iii, 16,) Also, “Be careful to keep the

unity of the spirit in the bond of peace,
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one hope of your calling, one faith, one
baptism, one Lord,” .X(Eph. iv. 3,4,5)
Another difference: The Protestants
say that the Bible is the rule of faith :
the Catholics say, No, The Protestants
are not consistent in saying that the
Bible io the rule of faith; they should
rather say that the interpretation which
they put on the Bible 18 their rule of
fai But a rule should bhe certain,
whish this is not; for St. Peter says,
“That noScripture is of private interpre-
tation.”” The whole truth is, that all
Protestants do not accept the Bible as
the rule of faith : they formulate creeds
of their own. The English Church has
its Thirty-nine Articles; the Presbyter-
ians have their Westminster Confession;
the Methodists have their Book of
Discipline, and so with other denomina-
tions ; they have their own peculiar
tenets of belief, arranged by themselves
from their own peculiar interpretation of
the Bacred text A rule of faith should
be of easy access toall. This was utterly
impossible before the art of printing was
discovered, How few Bibles were in the
world, and at the irnelent time how
many persons do not know how to read,
and, it they do, how many are intelligent
enough to seize the true meaning of the
Sacred text when even their ministers
themselves hold different views., The
Protestant rule of faith is therefore
changeable according to the interpreta-
tion that each individual puts on the
Sacred text ; as his learning, prejudice,
ignorance, or previous training would
influence him. Therefore by following
private interpretation one is tossed
about by every wind of doctrine, (Eph,
1V.14.) Here we may point out another
difference : The Protestants say that
the Church of Christ fell into error, but
they have not all agreed what time it
fell into error, They are all generally
agreed that a break was made with the
Church of Rome and all the churches
adhering to it, which were all the
churches of Christendom, by Luther and
his followers ; and in England by Henry
VIIL when he could not get a divorce
from his lawful wife. The Catholics say
that the Church of Christ never fell into
error aocording to the prediction of
Christ saying to St. Peter “Thou art a
rock and upon this rock I will build my
church and the gates of hell shall not
prevail against it.,” The gates of hell
mean the powers of darkness, If this
prophecy and promise of Christ were
not full{led, then Christ is a false pro-
phet, ‘therefore not the Son of A
therefore we are not redeemed, He was
not like the unwise architect who
built his house upon the moving
sand, If the Church of Christ
were to fallaway he could not say “hear
the Church, and he that heareth not let
him be to thee as the heathen and the
publican,” Another difference between
Protestants and Catholics: Catholics
have their children baptized. Many
Protestants do not, and they do not,
therefore, believe in original sin, trans-
mitted by our first parents, or in the
words of the prophet David, “And in sin
did my mother conceiveme,” Catholics
believe that oriiinal sin and all actual
sins committed before baptism are for-
given by the sacrament of Baptism. Now
a sacrament is an external rite by which
grace is communicated to the soul. Now
grace is the fruit of our Saviour’s redemp-
tion to man, The pouring of the water
performed in Baptism is an outward sign
of the inward cleansing of the soul trom
original sin and all actual sins truly re-
nted of that were committed before
ptism, This is the institution of
Christ, He ordered his apostles to go
and teach all nations, baptizing them in
the name of the Father and of the Son
and of the Holy Ghost. And those who
could nat’be baptized could not be saved,
for St. Peter says, “Repent and be bap-
tized each and every one of you for the
remission of your sins,” Tuerefore bap-
tism when properly received remits sins.
Another ditterence : The Catholic re-
ligion was instituted by Christ in the
beginning ; the Protestant religions
were commenced by individuals, as can
be seen in the histories of the various
religions of all nations. The Methodists
not long ago celebrated the 100th anni-
versary of their institution by John
Wesley, a minister of the Church
of Eogland, Another difference :
Protestants do not believe in anointing
the sick in danger of death; Catho-
lics do, and base their faith in this
sacrament on the words of the apostle St,
James, (5th chap. 14th and 15th verse).
“Is any man sick amongst you, let him
bring in the priests of the Church and
let them pray over him, anointing him
with oil in the name of the Lord. And
the prayer of faith shall save the sick
man, and the Lord shall raise him up ;
and if he be in sins, they shall be for.
ven him.,” What oonsoling words and
ow great is the mercy of to have
prepared for the dying soul a sacrament
80 rich in . Another difference :
Catholics believe that after this life there
is & middle state between heaven and
hell where souls not good enough to go to
heaven or bad enough to go to hell are
detained for some time that they may be
purified from the stains of sin, the guilt
of mortal sin being forgiven in this life
by true repentance, that they may
be holy and pure enough to be
engulfed in the infinite sanctity and
purity of God. The Protestants say that
after death there is only heaven or hell
to receive the soul, If this were the case
few would be found holy enough without
any purification from the etains of this
wicked world to enter into heaven ; but
our merciful God wishing all to he saved
has provided means by which the imper-
fect can be purified to enter heaven, We
have not time in a short lecture to bring

one body, one spirit, as you are called in

up proofs from the Sacred Scriptures to

prove all our positions, Another differ-
ence : Catholics retain 9 books of Scrip-
ture which the Protestants reject. Cath-
olics believe that there are seven sacra-
ments instituted by Christ, and that the
convey sanctifying grace to the soul,
These are Baptism, Contirmation, Euch.
arist, Penance, Extreme Unction, Holy
Orders and Matrimony. The Protestants
grofsll to have only two sacraments,

aptism aud the Lord's Supper,
Some Protestants do not lock upon
these eacraments as conferring grace
on the soul and think that there
is no regenerating grace in the
Sacrament of Baptism, though Christ has
said, except a man be regenerated in
water aud the Holy Ghost he cannot enter
into the kingdom of God, (Johnm, 3rd
chap, 3rd verse), and St. Peter says,
“Do penance, and be baptized every one
of you for the remission of your sins,
(Acts ii. 37th verse). So baptism remits
sins, The next difterence to which we
will allude is the headship of the Church,
which Catholics and Protestants believe
is Christ reigning in Heaven, the founder
and invisible head of His Church. But
there must be a visible head and chief
director, some man on earth, to be the
head rgler and director of His Church,
The Cabolics say that Christ Himself

rovided for this before His ascension into

eaven, and rely upon this for its truth
when he said to Peter, “Thou art a rock,
and upon this rock [ will build my Church,
I will give unto. thee the keys of the
kingdom of Heayen, feed my lambs, feed
my sheep.” Whatever power was given
to Peter was given to his sucoessors, viz.,
the Bishops of Rome. The Protestants
hold that the ruler of a State may be
head of the Church; they accordingly
constitute themselves heads of their
churchge in their own countries, not
only rulers in temporal things but also
in spirivaal, the appointment of Bishops
deciding controversies and the like, The
Queen of England is considered the head
of the church in England; the Czar of
Russia, in Russia, and even the Grand
Turk of Constantinople, head of Islam-
ism Then come the temporary heads
of conferences or even pastors of each
©o tion. The Catholics believe
that the visible head of the Church of
Christ on earth is tho Pope,
the B:op of Rome, the legitimate
suc of St. Peter, who was appointed
by Christ as visible head of the Church,
Christ did not appoint Kings, or Em-
perors, or even heads of conterences, or
pastors &f qach oongregation, to be heads
of His universal Church on earth, There
is another difference called by some
Protestants sacerdotalism : they believe
that Christ did not institute a priesthood
in His Church, and that the power given
by Christ to His apostles was not to be
transmitted to their successors for the
religious benefit of all Christians, The
Catholics hold the contrary, that all the
powers conferred on the apostles were
conferred on them, not as individuals,
but as heads of a corporate body called
the Church to last to the end of time in
their lawfully appointed successors.
Christ brought a copious redamption not
only for the ﬁeople of Judea that lived
in His time, but for the people of all
times and of all countries, for America
a8 well as for Asia. Christ was the com.
mon Redeemer of all, and it would be a
matter of envy if Christ’s magnificent
promises and grace were for the people
of His own time and the time of the
apostles only. We may return to this
subject on another occasion when we
shall prove that Christ ordained His
apostles priests of the New Law, giving
them power to transmit the priesthood
to their successors by ordination, giving
them the holy spirit for the work of their
ministry by the imposition of hands,
This is called apostolic succession ; that
is, the last bishop or priest legitimately
consecrated 1n the Church enjoys the
powers committed by Christ to His
apostles, except, indeed. the headship of
the Church, an office conferred upon St.
Peter and his successors the Popes of
Rome,

The Crucifix in Court,

In the English House of Commons, re-
cently, Mr, Broadhurst asked the Secre-
tary of State for the Colonies whetherhe
was aware of the introduction in the
Quebec, Canada, Legislature of a bill
respecting the administration of oaths
which required that a Crucifix should be
vlaced in all Courts of Justice and Court
Houses in the province, and that all per-
sons administering oaths to witnesses
should call upon them to lift their right
hand in front of such Crucifix and to
swear before the same ; and whether the
Legislature was competent to pass such
an act without the approval of her
Majesty ; and, if not, whether her Majesty
would be advised to withhold such ap-
proval,

Mr, Healy, before that offensive ques-
tion was answered, wished to ask the
right honorable gentleman whether it was
not the fact that all through France that
method of taking oaths had been pursued,
and that in a colony settled by French
people they were only in this case carry-
ing out a usual practice.

Colonel Stanley raid it was the fact
that a bill to that effect had been intro-
duced into the Quebec Legislature. He
was not, however, able to say whether it
had gone beyond the first reading. The
Colonial Legislature was competent to
pass such a measure without the approval
of the Home Government ; and therefore
he need not answer the last part of the
question, In answer to the honorable
member for Monaghan’s question, he
believed that throughout a great part of
France, if not in the whole of France, the
custom was that which the honorable
member had stated.

CARDINAL MANNING ON THE PRO-
TECTION OF CHILDREN,

Loudon Universe, Aug. 1st.

Special solemnity and devotion marked
the celebration of the patronal feast of
the Church of St. Anne, Spicer Street, on
Sunday, His Lordship the Bishop of
Emmaus preached at the High Mass,
which was sung by the Rev. Father Me-
Camphill. The deacon was the Rev.
Father Hills, the Rev. Father Buckley
being subdeacon. His Eminence the Car-
dinal Archbishop of Westminster assisted
at the evening service, and also preached
from the words, “A gracious woman shall
find glory.” His Eminence dwelt at great
len 31 on the duties of parents to their
children, pointing out the great careful-
ness with which they should watch over
them. Their children were in great dan-
ger. First of all, as they grew up, all the
sin that was in us by nature—the sinful
temptations, the sinful thoughts, sinful
imaginations, sinful inclinations—they
were like seeds in the mind and the soul
of a little child, and as the child grew up
all theee seeds would grow up, too, and
would be the cause of danger, temptation,
and peril. Well, there was another great
danger. They had not only to fight
against the sin that was in them, but

ainst the sin that was round
about them. Their children were in the
world ; the world was on every side of
them. The world was like the air they
breathed, and the air they breathed was
often tainted, and so they drank in fever
and all manner of sickness, Their little
ones would grow up in that atmosphere
and drink in the fever and temptations of
the world. Every little child that went
over the threshold of its home went out
into the streets where the air was tainted,
where everything that struck the eye and
the ear was tainted by some evil. And
who would tell how soon these little ones
might begin to learn what they saw and
heard,and eo become tainted and poisoned ?
Again, there was the danger of bad com-
panions, and how great a danger that
was, God only knew. Again, it some-
times happened that that which ought to
be the greatest shelter and safety to a child
was its greatest danger, and the cause of
all ruin, Wbat wus that? It was the
home. The home of St. Anne waa a holy
home., If their homes were like that
holy home, then their children would grow
up in the fear and love of God. He
trusted they had homes of that kind.
They knew
WHAT MISERABLE HOMES WERE TO BE

FOUND
in the city where they dwelt. Let them
look at the home of the drunkard, What
was the condition of the children of the
drunkard ? He knew it, and he would
tell them why. It was because these poor
miserable little ones were to be found in
the Protestant schools of the poor law,
where they were brought up without the
knowledge of their faith, There was
another reason why they should be careful
of their little ones. It was this, The off-
spring of all the lower animals as soon as
tge came into the world could take care
of themselves, but the offspring of man
came into the world helpless and unable
to do anything for themselves. From the
beginning of the life of the cnild parents
lnﬁ to watch over it, to teach it to walk,
to speak, to teach it to know what was
true and what was false, and to instruct it
in what was right and what wrong. In
conclusion, his Eminence exhorted his
hearers to take care to make their homes
what he had been describing—the shelter
and safety of their children. Let them
allow no evil to come over their threshold.
Let them lead the life of good Christians
and Catholics, so that their children might
learn of them all the day long. Lt there
never be heard under their roof an angry
or unholy word. Let their homes be the
best school in which their children could
learn, and let them be careful as to whom
they admitted into their homes. Heh ad
reason to know thai there were in this
great city dwelling places not worthy of
the name of homes—hovels that were not
fit for men to dwell in. He was aware of
the existence of these things, but he wanted
them to bear in mind that a home did not
consist in a good house, There was
MANY A GGOD HOUSE IN WHICH THERE WAS
NO HOME

to be found, By a good home he meant
a home like that of the Holy Family, Let
them see that children attended Mass on
Sundaysand days of obligation, TLet them
see that they attended the catechetical in-
struction on Sunday afternoon. Let them
see that they attended school, and let them
teach them to be dutiful to their teachers
and loving and kind to their companions,
Let them teach them to be industrious in
learning their lessons, for next to [their
religion their learning at school was the
most important part of their education.
He wished too, that they were all enrolled
in the League of the Cross, and he did not
think that that wish would be in vain.
He had one last word to say, and now he
was speaking to all, but especially to the
young men and young women. He would
ask them to avoid all occasions of sin,
Let them avold all places of dangerous
amusement. There were places in which
he hoped not one of them would ever set
foot. He would not say that it was un-
lawful for them to set their foot in a
theatre or J)lnyhouue. There might be
theatres and playhouses where what they
would hear might not be contrary to the
law of God. Nobody was bound to set a
foot in a theatre or playhouse, and if
they took his advice they would enter
neither one nor the other. There were
also music halls and dancing halls in which
they should never put a fuot. He ear-
nestly asked fathers and mothers to keep
their children from all such places, Lot
them be also careful in the companions
they allowed their children to have. He

would also ask paren's to warn their chil-

dren against speaking to any one in the
streets whom they kid not know. Let
them warn their children against taking
any gift from any one in the street, and
let them also caution them against going
to any place of amusement with any one
whom they did not know. Might their
great patroness, St. Anne, and the Dlessed
and Immaculate Mother of God offer up
their prayers for them, and might they at
the last day stand on the sideo' *" justto
be united with their children .. .er in
the kingdom of God.

DIFFERS WITH MISS CLEVELAND,

My home was in Chicago years ago,
when its condition was most unsanitary,
Cholera, slowly trazing its way westward
from the seaboard like a sleuth-hound,
appeared in the city. The death rate ran
up rapidly day after day, and panic
seized the people. All who could fled
the country, Panic-stricken with the
rest I besought my husband, with weak,
cowardly tears, to seek for our little chil-
dren and ourselves a refuge from the
pestilence. He was a clergyman and duty
sompelled him to remain ; nor could I
change his purpnse. He would seek a
place of safety for his family but they
must go without him, That was not to
be thought of. Oppressed with vague,
indefinite terror, with which it is impossi-
ble to reason, I decided to remain also, but
to acquaint myself with the dreaded
plague—to know what were its manifesta-
tions, what its preventives and what its
remedies.

Early next morning I found my way to
that part of the city where, amid poverty,
ignorance and filth, death was renring a
mighty harvest, Dead carts were clatter.

With such memories I should be a narrow
bigot indeed if, becanse their religious be-
lief is other than mine, I failed to do
homage to this noble order of women,
who have glorified the last fifteen cen-
turies. These women, by the nomencla-
ture of social science, are ‘‘supeifluous
women,” beciuse they are unmwried,
Shall we talk anch nonsense ?

A WEXFORD BATTLE-FIELD.

Dublin United Ire'snd.

Above the neat and well-lu:! nut town
of Enniscorthy, a comfortable uiban place
in the heart of Wexford, nestling on the
banks of the Slaney, rises a gentle emin-
ence crowned with a forehead of gra:
stone, Its eloping sides, carpeted wit
brightest green, are sobered down with
bosses of dark heather leading up to the
rugged boulders of limestone which crown
its top, so that the wayfarer is impressed
with the idea of giant youth controlled
and moderated by the dignity of age,
This slope is one as famous 1n the records
of freedom as the Pass of Marathon, Its
soil is consecrated by the Llood of thou.
sands of gallant Irishmen, poured out in
the sacred cause of home and fatberland
domestic homor and outraged national
ight, It is the far-famed Vinegar Hill,
This is the spot where the last bloody
clu&tu in the story of the Irish Rebellion,
280 for as open operations in the field were
concerned, was enacted. The rest was but
a pege of ruthless murder and rapine, the
stain of which will never fade from the
brows of the English garrison and its
ruthless “tail” in Ireland—the infamous
Yeomanry.
Vinegar Hill ie a strong position, from
s military point of view. Its height above
Enniccorthy is probably about four or
five bundred feet. To an army provided
With proper war ¢quipment it would be,
perbaps, an impregnable position, as it
commands not only the town lying at its
base, but the surrounding country on all
sides, From its summit a magnificent
panorama, laying bare the beauties of the
valley of the Slaney, and all the far-
stretching meadows of the fair county,
unrolls iteelf before the wayfarer’s view.
It bas its disadvantages, too. The hill is,
from its position, open to attack on all
sides. There is nothing whatever to pre-
vent its complete investment, and no very
large force would be required to encircle
it, while its sides are almost completely
exposed. There is but one portion of its
face where an attacking force would be at
a disadvantage. Artillery, judiciously
planted, would render any prolonged re-
sistance on the other faces or the hill quite
out of the question.
Standing upon the furze-grown hill,
probably upon the very graves of the men
—aye, and women, too—who faced the
Eoglish cannonade on June 21, 1798, it is
impossible not to feel the fascination of
their tragic story, Bearing in mind the
fearful discrepancy between the arma-
meits of the Irish and English forces, the
almost complete want of artillery on the
part of the former, and the fact that they
had little more to opposeto the th d
of Eoglish muskets than the half-dis-
ciplined pikemen and & few hundred
sharpshooters, it is marvellous to know,
as we do on the most undoubted author-
ity, that for hours the gallant men and
women of Wexford maintained a conflict
with 15,000 regular Eoglieh troops on
that exposed position, and only gave way
when their ranks were hopelessly shat-
tered by shell and grapeshot,
There can hardly be a doubt that the
resolve to make a camp on Vinegar Hill
was 8 huge blunder on the Irish side.
Two. days before, the Irish army had
mustered in splendid heart and great num-
bers on Kileavin Hill, in the hope that
Dundas and Loftus would attack. Baut
these prudent generals declined the com-
bat, and the Irish, unwisely, came down
from their strong position and engaged
their skirmishers, driving them easily
back upon Carnew. A message from the
General-in-Chief, Father Roche, left the
commanders at Kilcavin, however, no
alternate but to move towards Eanis.
corthy, with the objeet of juining forces
on Vinegar Hill, and making a diversion
in favor of Wexford.
On the morning of the 20th the army,
hitherto - victorious in almost every
engagement, reluctantly set out for the
rendezvous. Soon ite progress became
terribly embarrassed from the comstant
accession of multitudes of poor women
and children flying from the cowardly Yeo-
manry, whose operations were fast turn-
ing all the country outside the insurgent
lines into a pandemonium of blood and
lust.  After a painfully slow march the
ﬁosition was at length %Ained, and with
eavy hearts the chiefs, whose opinion was
entirely in favor of a movement on
Rathdrum instead, witha view of cntting
the communications of the English with
Dablin, took up their respective posts and
made dispoeitions for the morrow’s fight.
Around the base of the hill a shallow
trench was dug, and the wretched excuse
for artillery—two six-pounders and a
small howitzer, with little more than one
round of ammunition for each—placed in
the best positions. But nothing had been
done otherwise to render the position for-
midable. The hill is hemmed in on three
sides by a network of long fences and
stone walls, affording every facility for an
attacking force to advance by a series of
rushes and fire from each successive shel-
ter. These should have been levelled
before any defence could have been effect-
ively sustained. The neglect to do this
proved a fatal mistake. As each succes-
sive line of approach was won, the artiller-
ists were enabled to drag up their field
pieces, and, from the cover of the stone
walls, bombard the forces holding the
naked sides of the hill, The English
squadrons, which had not dared to face the
insurgents while on the march, surely
and awiftly closed round the hill—
Daff’s forcee from Newtownbarry,
Johnstone’s from Roms; Lake's, Dun-
das’ and Loftus’ from Carnew., Needham
was to have completed the circle, but from
some cause—probably because hiz men
did not like to face the pikemen, or else
because he had his orders to keep a road
open in case the English troops were de-
feated—he did not turn up ; therefore the
insurgent army had a comparatively safe
line of retreat. Still the position wasnot
won till Death had exacted his proper
price from either side. Again and again
the intrepid pikemen of Wicklow and
Wexford charged up to the mouths of the
English cannon, only to be repulsed by
the sweeping burats of shrapnel and grape-
shot, or the withering mueketry fire.
Again and sgain the bands of Irish mus-
keteers—their ammunition failing fast—
rallied in groups, growing thinner with
horrible rapidity, to contest every upward
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gallant troops. Dan Kervin, Patrick and
Edward Headen, Jobn Sheehan, James
Mallow, Thomas Neill (a brave Armagh
man), and several others, were killed at
the head of their respective corps; while
the Jeaders whose fate it was not to fall
then—such es Father John Murpby, Gar-
ret Byrne, Fitsgerald, Perry, Doyle, Fen-
nel, Murphy, etc.-—either survived to
strike another blow ere yielding up their
lives, or escaped to tell the tale of heroism
to another generation, But for avght
that befell that day at Vinegar Hill the
cheek of gallant Wexford has no cause to
redden, Not so the inhuman fee against
whom its sons were contending., There
was bardly a man taken prisoner or found
wounded but was butchered in cold
blood ; and even the sick and wounded
of the Irish side were burned in
the large building in  Enniscorth
which had been converted into an hospi-
tal by the Irish army. The horrors which
were enacted within that town for a week
after the retreat from Vinegar Hill were
such as the historian does not care to
dwell upon. But it is due to the memory
of a brave pair of men—Father Kearns
and Mr, William Barker, of Enniscorthy—
to note that they conducted the defence
of the place with a heroiem worthy of
Saragossa, All through the day these
leadersand thesplendid fellows under their
command maintained a ﬁfht at the Duff-
rey Gate, alternately attacking and defend-
ing;and even for hours after it was scen that
the forces on the Hill were beaten they
maintained the combat with unshaken valor
and conetancy ; nor was it until both were
disabled by desperate wounds that they
gave up ard their forces joined the retreat-
ing army., The line of retreat of this
army, it ought to be mnoted, was respect-
fully avoided by the conquerors, They
contented themeelves with slaughterin,
the wounded aud burning the hos, inﬁ
while their cowardly auxiliaries, the Yeo-
men, turned their attention to the con-
genial pursuits of robbery, murder, and
violation of the helpless.
The Irishman who climbs up Vicegar
Hill cannot, no matter how unemotional
he may be, avoid the influence of the spot.
He cannot but feel conscious that he is
treading on sacred ground. There is not
a yard of the turf on which his footstep
falls that was not, on that memorable 21st
of June, reddened with the heart’s blood
of a’martyr, in the noblest canse in which
man’s hand could be uplifted. Byron, a
stranger to Greece, looking at one of the
battlefields of Hellas, in & semi-legendary
period, wrote :
The mountains look on Marathon,

And Marathon looks on the sea;
And, musing there an hour alone,
I dreamed that Greece might yet be free;

For,standing on the Persian’s grave,
I could not deem myself a slave.

If Thermopyl® is & monument of the
most heroic resistance to foreign invasion,
Vinegar-Hill is an everlasting reminder
that Lrishmen will dare all, and do all that
men can do, against the still more hateful
demon of domestic dishonor linked with
foreign oppression. Wexford fought,
almost unaided, the fight against that
devilish hydra ; and though she lost, she
held her honor so dearly that tyrants must
forever shrink from driving men in Ire-
land, with the souls of freemen, to such a
desperate extreme as that of '98,
There had been a meeting called on the
Hill lately by the Irish Antiquarian and
]:Iintoticl[y Society, and there had been a
very hearty response from Dublin, as well
as from many stations along the Dublin,
Wicklow and Wexford line of railway,
But somehow the weather, which in times
of national hospitality often seems to
range itself on the side of our hereditary
foes, proved fearfully disastrous, Torrents
of rain fell from an early hour up to past
three o’clock, and no sooner had it ceased
than a gale, which at once assumed the
dimensions of a cyclone, burst over the
lace, All the weather deities seemed to
ave set themselves against the popular
side, Crowds of people from adjoining dis.
tricts had converged upon Knniscorthy
early in the day, but so fierce was the
downpour that they were compelled
to beat a retreat. At about four
o’clock a slight lull in the storm allowed
some ceremony to take place, and a cir-
cuit of the hill was made by a large num-
ber of the more tenacious visitors, headed
by Mr. Small, M. P.,, and the leading
members of the Antiquarian and Histori-
cal Society. Mr, Small delivered an
address full of feeling and political
instinct, and he was followed Y)y Mr.
Quinn, M. A,, who spoke in eloquent and
scholarly fashion upon the recoliections of
the spot. Mr. Craven and cther gentle.
men added their quota of t:ibute to the
memories of the place; and the chords
which they touched were, considering the
untoward circumstances of the gathering,
deeply resporsiva. There was not a man
present but felt powerfully imbued with
the mournful genius loci; but, indeed,
nothing but the most undeterrable ardor
could have carried the great majority of
those who attended through the rigors of
that terribly tempestuous day. The
members of the Historical and Antiquarian
Society deserve high praise for their efforts
in directing public reverence to spots rich
in such tngitiona as those of Vinegar Hill,
We bave no gallery of national battle pic-
tures such as the French have at Ver-
sailles; and the society which helps to
supply the place of such a Valhalls, in
keeping alive the memory of our martyrs
is in the highest degree worthy of nation
encouragement.

The town of Enniscorthy, within whose
sight all these terrible deeds were enacted
—and whose streets were, indeed, the
theatre where many of them were en-
acted—is now one of the most thriving

laces in Ireland, Looking at its well-

ept streets, its comfortable houses, and
its handsome public buildings, the visitor
of to-day would have some Aiﬂienlty in
realizing the fact that less than ninet
years ago it was the scene of such strife
and carnage as that which has made it
forever memorable, Strangely, too, its
modern inhabitants—or rather its local
traders—do not, for the most part, fall in
very eagerly, we believe, with the present
National movement, The explanation
of such apathy may not be as difficult as
the origin of the sun-spots. Time softens
many & bitter memory ; and the recollec-
tion of former sufferings, seared into the
soul of Wexford with such branding irons
a3 those of '08, may well make men pause

Such a vessel is
provisioned as follows for the passengers
and crew : 8,500 lb, of butter, 3,000 hams,
1,600 1b, of biscuits, exclusive of those
supplied for the crew, 8,000 1b, of gra

almonds, figs, and other dessert truits ;
1,500 Ib. of jams and jellies ; tinned meats
6,000 1b,; dried beans, 3,000 lb. ; rice,
3,0001b, ; onions, 5,000 1b, ; potatoes, 40
tons ; flour, 300 barrels ; and eggs, 1,200
dosen. Fresh vegetables, dead meat and
