sanction of His ecellency tlyç Governor General in
Council, by which the charge gnd mnaintepance of the
several Legislative and other Biltlinig 4t Quebec,
(not ipeluding the Gaol and Court House) ar asurmed
by the Mayor and Corporation of that City; and all
the cost of assessrnents, insurance, annual repairs, &c,,
is to be borne by them. The Buildings of course to
be resumed by the Government at any time they
may be required for public purposes.

The same arrangement has also been made with the
Corporation of Toronto, and will, in both çases, be
productive of much economy. Heretofore the Pro-
vincq hais had te pay the cost of the soveril contractors,
of fuel for the airing of the Buildings, and of their
insurance, assessmepts, 4ç,

With respect to another class of Public Buildings,
the Gaols and Court Houses, it is much tobe regrette4
that generally their plans do not afford the requisites
which such Buildings should possess, particularly thç
Gaos, and especially those of the Eastern part of the
Province.

Their construction also, has been so very imperfect,
that large sums annually are unavoidably expended in
repairs ; and it is not possible, at any expenditure, to
amend some of the present Buildings, se that they
shall afford the power of cissjfncatjop, ventilation, 4c.
&c., which the interests of society and due regard te
the liealth of the prisouers impe;ativejy rçquire.

I haye employed persons to keep correctly the

The average Travel along the end of the Road towards Hamilton is 126 teams of 2 horses, and 12
saddle horses per day, but it is presurned that this average would only hold good during six months of the
year, and that it should be reduced one-third to get a fair average for hIe other six months. It is also
supposed thatf the wholc of these teams would only pass through one gate, two-thirds through the second
gale and ane-third through the third gate, and that upon Sundays the travel should go free. According to
this data the estirnated Revenue that may bc derived from the part of the Road between Hamilton and

In coniplianco with )our instructions or the 18th
Novcimber, I havo tranvollod the tozid fron L'Origtal
to B3ytowin, nit have the honor to Report -.-

That the onlly limo of Rtoad now opened from
L'Orignal to Bytown, is by way of Caledoniu Springs
to liattriold, on the south1 Nation River in hie Town-
ship of Plantaganet, tlnce by what Is called the Front
Road to 13ytown. This is an ordiiinry winter sliigh
rond, i$ cleared about 30 foot vide not grubbod, is
ditched on one side in wet land and inls bridges rocto
overtlho creoks and ravines, sone of which are in good
order. This Road passos through the front anci most sot-
tlod parts of tlie country, I have also travelled on tho
proposed lino of contre Road for 1O miles noxtt cast of
Groon's Creek (in Glocostor) and fron observation of
this portion and the bost information I can obtain of the
romainder including that containod in the Report of
the District Surveyor, who run the lino, I amn satis-
fled that a greatoxtent of sw'amp and wet pio landi
must bc travorseCd, the expense of which in my opinion
condeins this route.

REPOtT of Mr. Thomas Wilson, Overseer of the Works of the River Trent and
Newcastle District.

PETERBOno, 2 5Tu NOVEMBER 1844.

SIR,

There is every prospect that between six and seven
rnillion feet of Timber vilt run throùgh the Slides,on the
River Trent, in the Spring of 1845, as at this time there
are above eigit hundred' men in the woods getting out,
Timber, botwcen MiddleFalls and Peterboro' ; those monx
are divided into gangs of five in each gang, 'which will
make 160 gangs; one gang vill make 2000 feet per
week, they have been in the woodssince October and
will work until the middle of April, say 24 weeks,-
2000 x 24=48,000,-160 x 48,000=7,680,000 feet,

whichi amount probably will not all be got out of
the,woods, say 6,000,000 will be got out and run
down tho Slides. The Lumber Merchants have been
in the habit of letting their Timber to contractors to
tako from HIeoly's Falls to Percy Boom, at from One
pound fifteen shillings to Two pounds per Thousand
feet, wlhich, Nvith other expenses in buying floats and
traverses for rerafting at the mouth of the Trent, will
amount to Five pounds per Thousand feet. I vould
not hesitate to say that every thousand feet of Timber
costs five pounds in taking from Hcely's Falls to tho
Bay of Quinté, and rafting ta run down to market. The

As the
Timber convenientt ta Rice Lake and the Trent is get-
tîng scarce, and in the townships North of' Peterboron'
there is an abhundance of' White Pine and Whiîte Oak,
I thinkt sutilcient to supply the Englishi rnarket for
thirty y'eaîrs, the Timber is of' the very bost decscrip-.

I have heardi that some merchîats are intendling to

REPORT oF MR. A. BARRET, C. E. ON THE RAND RIVER NAVIGATION.

SIn,

Agreeably to the instructions contained in your letter
dated at Kingstoni '7th October, 1843, I have made an
examination ofthe Grand Uiver Navigation, commenc-
itng at Cayu ai and extending to Brnntfordl Bridge, and
respectfúlly eg leave tò submit thé following report:

'The Grand River is rendered nayigable by means of
a succession of dams and locks at the severá rapids,

from Indiana to Oneida, a distance of nine m es.
Within thià limit there are fâve dams and as many
locksý overcomi ng 'an' ascent in the riVer of foimty-three
feet, with occasioually a short eut indépendent of the
riVer.

This is decidedly the best plan as it will obviate the
dificulties in flic appruaches, and can be built in the

1845. summer ; it will ailso bc in a much better position. If
built upon the plan of fhe Brantford Locks, the entire
work including excavation, embankment and approa-
(les can be completed for £4570. This sum will be
gugicient for cither plan, except damages, if any, to
Thomson's Saw-Mill, which, it is believed, may be
avoided. This Saw Mill is situated innediately above
the heaf of tlc Lock on the West side of the cut, having
2 saws and designed for other Nachinery. There is a
large Basin above he Lock, otlherwise, this toget ber with
the flouring mill on the opposite side, ( all of whicli
draw water from the cut) would scriously afftect the
approacli t ftie Lock ; as it is, the effect is bad, pro-
dncing a strong current in tle canal above. No more
machinery should be illowed upon ite chaniel, unleýs
it is enlarged.

The indepeident cnt extending from the head of'
Lock No. 1, to Dain No 1, is 3,300 yards long. The
Embankrnnt along this Canal half ai mile above the
Lock, is exposed to the stronig current of the River,
which sweeps with force against the outside of thc
slope. Piles have been driven for a short distance as
a protection, but they io not prove suflicient, and it
vill be necssary to pitchi thîe banks with stone. it

will probably take 200 yards, andl unless this he done
soon, a breach may be apprehended. At the lead of
tle cut, two abutmnents are placed, onc in each bank,
S9 feet a part with checks for the rereption of tinber
12 iuches broad. This answers very well in prevent-
ing the floods of fie River, from overflowinug (fie em-
bankments bielow and allowing Ilte ivater te be drawn
out of the eut. On the e.ast side of the cut, there is a
broad belt of land se completely covered wilh water as
to rendur its nieiglboiurlood unhealtihy. It is conten-
plated by Mr. Jackson to place a Culvert 3 by S fetf
undetr the Canal, to drain off the surface water, which
will increase the %alue of the land. The (imuber is
provilel and tlc ditchies partly cuit. It vill cost to
complete tle Culvert and raise Ile necessary aermi
Banks, £200.

At tle head of the cut, and above the Guard is a
point of land projecting st frar into t'he stream, as seri-
ously to obstruct the Navigation. T'his should be cut
offrand will require the renovaii of 28 Cubic yards of
earth, whichi may be made use of in securing the flume
leadinug to Atkins' Mill, also behind fle east Abut-
ment of Dam, No. 1, flic renainder nay be placei so
as to improve ftle towing path.

Grand Rier Dams.

Thcse Dams are built of Logs and timber laid al-
ternately across and lengtliwise of the stream ; Ile
upper ends oftlhose laid with flte stream being pitched,
so as to give the necessary inclination to tie upper
side. This block work near the top is covered wilh
hewn timbers, laid close togethcr and securcly trenail.
ed to the beans below, which are at sucl distances a
part,as to ive a uniform and substantial bearing to the
floor. The fluor timbers are of unequal lengths, suited
to the various depths of the channel, so as to present a
uniformî surface having an inclination of from 30 to 40
degrees. Above this a breast of one or two timbers is
carriei up to ftle leiglht of the Dam, with Tics dove.
tailed into them, and secuured to a timber below. The
vliole front is loaled vith stone, clay and gravel. The

lower aprons to the Dams are formed by first placing
cribs of timber filled with stone at suitable distances
apart and lengthwise with the River, upon vhich arc
placed bed timbers with a hcavy cover of plank.

The abutments are formed with a breast and wingrs
of timber tied together with timbers dovctailed into tz ( e
sides ; the front of the upper side is sheet-piled, anl the
whole is illed with stocne and gravel. On account of 1845
tle heavy boldy ofwater passingtover th dams it is now
impossible to give them a close inspection or determine
vhat is necessary to renfder then perman:.nt. Gene-

rally the abutments andl aprons require Repairs, and to
make ihe Dams permanent, the ci ibs formred by the
Block-work should be filled and closely packed vith
stone. This would require fron 600 te 800cuibicyards
of stone to each Dam and ic abulments rebuilt vith
stone. These liters are not iicluded in tlc accompan-
ying Estimate, as apparently it is not absolutely neces-
sary at present, but will be in a few years, as the con-
stant pressure upon the Block-woik mnst cause it to
yield. It inny on inspection, be found advistible to fill
in stone beveen the cribs of flic lower apron, but this
cannot b ascertained unitil tl seasn if luw water re-
turns. Dan No. 1 is in two sections, separated by a
large Island. The cast is 184 feet long; tlic east abut-
ment of this i, apparently firn ; that on the vest sido
requires a body of brush and stone to be placed against
its base and severîl courses of timber takei froin tle top
relplaeed, andi tilled vith stone and gravel. This should
bl done, or flic whole abutment taken down aInd rebiilt
on a foundation sonie feet lower thian flic present. As
the lower corner of tlie abutment next the wafer lias
settlid 2 or 3 feet, in consequence of having been un-
dermuieul, the former plan nay answer for several ycars
anil will cost £20. Upon the east side there is a pLaster
mill belonging to Mr. Aukins ; fie watcr passes thlrough
a plank hiume connected with the uiuftmeunt. This
(lume is very insecure and shoulul be reî'aired and an
embankmcnt placel beliiiid it,or it will occasion a breach
at flie dine of flue spring floods.

The top ofi the Dam shoulil be raised in flic centre
one foot bv receiving a timnber on the top and plinking
tia front. Ten pounids will effect this repair. 'he west
section of ic uam is 185 feet long, flic ast f whicl
is in a very prccarious condition. Mr. Jackson is now
engaged in making Repairs. The lower winfg of this
abutment overhangs, from Vhicl it is evident it has
blien undermined by the plunge of the water over flue
Dam. It was suggested to flic Engineer thait in the
repairs connectel w;ith this wing, timbers should be ex-
tended from the new Wharf and firmly connected with
it, and sone thirty yards of stone and brush placed out-
side of this to prevent future undermining. The whole
abutrnent will have to b takeh up in a few years and
entirely rebuilt. The repairs a bove suggested will
cost £12 10s. The west abutment appears secure, but
Donaldson's Saw MilI is connected witli it in such a
manner as to render it difflicult te ascertain its truc con-
dition.

From the east abutnent of this Dam, the company
are now engage(l in extending an embankment along
tle west side of fle Island to the iead. The entire
lengthl is 633 yards. The Island is a recent deposit
composed of vegetable matter, clay and sand, which
yields readily to the action of flue water. A trench
has been cut a fewv feet fron ie water's edge and
filled with stone and gravel ta the leiglit of 5 or 6 feet
above hie water vith uhe design of forming a clay bank
in front. I proposed to Mr. Jackson to eut a trench
in tlie rear of the gravel bank 2 or 3 feet leep and to
fil it with clay weli packed, and to raise a clay bank
above it, leaving the stone and gravel in front t resist
the action of the floods and prevent the operations of
the Musk, Rats.

To complete the remaining portion of the embank-
ment including flue trench will require 2,883 cubie
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yards of excavation. A part of this embankment
is through a deep ehmnnel, narrow on the top with
steep banks. At this place, a breach occurred last

1815 spring, which vas repaired by a heavy embankment.
A waste weir has siice been built here 30 feet wide,
founded upon a body of stone ; the sides are formed
with cribs 15 feet long by 10 feet vide filied with
stone. At the breast of the weir there is a fall of three
feet on a plauk apron, from which the water passes
over large stones proniscuously thrown in, but lthe dis-
charge of the water is so near the face of the bank that
there is danger of its undermining the whole work.
Mr. Jackson proposes to place a crib across te current
sone 25 feet below and to extend the apron to il, and
thus conduct the vater past the face of the embankment.
The waste weir lias settied unequally since itserection;
one if the upper corners is 12 or 18 inches lower than
the front. To complete the apron as proposed with
some other repairs necessary to the securityof the
work vill cost £45.

The channel from the head of cut No. 1 to the f'ist
point below Lock No. 2 at York, is good arounud the
point near York. There is a shoal in extent about 150
fee requiring to be dredge.d one foot. The naterial is'
shelly rock anti gravel. The channel should be dredged
42 feet wide, the number of yards to be taken out is
284. Between this point and the Lock the channel is
at ton great a distance from the track patt or shiore for
towing. The mills aid slabs piled in front of them
below the Lock increase this difficulty. There is aho
a strong current created by the water discharged from
the tailraces of several mills, which operate against
Bonts appoaching the Lock. A Bridge froin the tail
af the Lock 300 feet long and a towing path construct-
ed from the necessary excavation and adjoining earth,
would greatly improve that part of the navigation and
is probably tie best plan under the existing state of
things to obviate the dimfeulties. The cost will be
found in the estimate. This is to be placed so near the
cdiannel as to render the towing good. Thiese strong
currents from the mills, some of which are directly
across the channel are constantly forming bars. It is un-
fortunate for the navigation that mills have been allow-
ed in these situations, but since the evil exists, some
ineasure should be taken to change the direction of the
currents. The saw dust, slabs and bark from these
mills and others situated near lte Locks are conveyed
by the current and deposited so as to form bars which
must be removed by dredging. I saw large quantities
which had been remove'd from the channel principailly
composed of slabs,bark and sawdust. Sulticient care is
not observed in securing the slabs, as quantities are
constantly left to float down the river and obstruct the
navigation. Mr. Jackson mentioned this evil, as one
which he had endeavoured to prevent as far as possible.
J. Davis fias a saw miill placed close to the tail of the
Lock No. 2. The wat-r to carry his machinery and that
of other mills below is taken from the cut at the head
of the Lock in an open race along the enst sie of the
Lock. The vater in passing sweeps the entire length
of the wail and ils enbankment. A heavy breach has'
occurred between the Lock and the mili which was
repaired with posts, beams and rafters covered with
plank and filled in front with brush and gravdl. This
is merely a temporary repair and the safety and per-
manency of the work require heavy and immediate
additions. The earth and gravel may be obiained from
the cut above, to be after ward described. A vall
should be extended from the end of the Lock-wing to
the mill and the space between il and the present tim-
bers filled with earth ; as it forms part of the Lock
embankment, ilt will require 500 cubic yards of gravel.
and 15 cubie yards of stone. The only safe way to
conduct the water to the mills is by a tight plank

fiume with a good set of bulk head gates placed at the
upper end and given in charge'to the Lock tender, that
be may have full control of the water at all times.
The present bulk head gates to the milis are much out
of order and not sulficient to check the water in the
time of freshets. The owners of the property should
be required tu rebuild then.

At Lock No. 2 there is a leak near the centre.
The Lock-tender mentioned that there was a constant
current passing out at the rear of the west wall
into the river; ibis has 'undermined the embank-
ment and caused it to fall in. It is probable that the
water passes under ti Lock wali from Davis' race on
the opposite, side and, has probably forced a passage
under the foundation. An excavation should be made
at lthe point vhere the embankment has fallen in, tu
discover if possible the source of the leak. About 200
yards' should be excavated and the hole ftiled up with
puddle, tiis will cost £15 10 0. The walis of this
Lock overhang badly, particularly lte east one,,
curving in about 9 inches in tlie centre. This should
be laken up for 6 feet in depth and relid. This might
be deliyed '2 or 3 years, but it must yearly become
worse, and it may, be ite best economy to do it at once,
and the water in the race separated from the embank-
ment.

On vest side of the Loek is a saw mill belonging to
Mr. Davis, connected with the abutment of the Dam.
The water for this mil is drawn directly from the Dam.'
Over the apron the abutnent of this Dam is entirely
covered with lumber, and cannot be examined thorough-
ly. It appears ta be insecure tis luinber should be
removed ta allow room for examination and repair.
Water is drawn from the cut to supply 2 saw mills, one
grist do., and one circular saw upon the tovpath side,
andl one saw mil upon the vest side. From lock No. 2
to No. 3, (or Synes Lock) there is a very good depth
o. water with the exception of some smali points or
side bars ; one at a mile above lie Lock, requires 3 to 5
inches dredging for a short distance, and the point of
an Island near the Lock on the west side of the chan-
nel should be cut off, some dredging is also required
immediately below the tail of the Lock.

Lock No. 3 has 9 feet lift and is 2 miles distant from
No. 2. The Walls of ihis Lock are in very good con-
dition ; immnediately above the Lock and 200 feet from
it there is a Sav Mili owned by Mr. Synes. There
are also several flumes palaced there by the company
preparatory to the sale of the water power and the
erection of Mills. , Last year a heavy breach occured
in the cut above the Lock, so near to these structures
as greatly ta disturb then. The Saw Mill is partly
undermined and has settlIed. Ail the flumes (including
the one leading ta lte Mills) should be renoved; that
one may be replaced if propîerly secured and provided
with Bulk-head Gales. The space occupied by the
others should be filled with water tiglit earth, well
puddied. The present bank is narrow, and should be
strengtiened. The cost, independent of that of the work
which should be done by the mill owners, vill be £50.

Cut No. S extends 8 of a mile from the head of the
Lock to Dam No. 3 at the head of the cut. There is
a stop gate or guard sitnilar to the one at cut No. 1.
This is in good order and answers a very good purpôse
for a cheap erection.

Tiere is a tract of Land upon the east side of the
River, partially flooded, principally belonging to Mr.
Charles Bain, who states that he has received no com.
pensation for the Damages. This may very easiily be
drained by cutting a ditch along the side of the towirig

in a secure conditti.n. There is a sulflcient depth of
water from this Daim to niar Lock 4 at Seneca, a <lis-
tance of 11 miles.-About 225 feet below, and direcily
in the centre lino of the lock is an Island formed froin
the gravel, dredged fronm te channel otside. Tiis is
wharfed on one side, and preparations are makmg
for erecting a warehouse ipon it. But the naviga-
tion requires liat il sitouhil bc entirely remoi-eI.

If the wlole coul
be claned and the enbankrrients exarninied, raised and
strengthenei, tlere would be less objection to il. Boli
abutments should be raised tvo tinbers and filed with
stone and gravel ; this will cost £20.

I am unable to judge of the ditch or mucking ani
clearing under fite bark gencrally, but from what could
be seen, I am of opinion that those who are forming
hie bank, have taken advantage of Mr. Jacksosn's ne-
cessary absence, and that it is not well done. Near
the Mill the embankment was placed upon slabs, but
Mr. Jackson gave orders for tieir removal. i think il,
would be advisable to have a trench cut in front within
tc slope, so as lo unite the natural earth witli lie cm-

bankment, and to place upon the race of thle bank 1000
cubic yards of gravel in addition to what is contem-
plated. As the other portion is so nearly completed,
lie material can be obtained from a cut opposite, and
the price, allowed in the estimate, will cover the ex.

Half a mile
above Nightingale's tiere are boulders of rock in the
channel, that, il low-water, interfere with the naviga-
tion, but the proposed higher level will surmount
this obstacle. There is a bar a mile below Birch's
Landing, which should be dredged 55 yards in lengtli,
1 foot deep by 30 foet in width. Above Birch's
Landing for a distance of a quarter of a mile, the bank
being 20 or 30 feet higher than the surface of the
water, the slope of the bank is so long that the tow-
horses are forced to travel upon the face of the slope.

For three or four miles in length the high bluff shore
is rapidly wasting froin the action of the water. This,
in a few years, must be pitched with stone.

At the first bond of the river bolow Bunnell's Land-
ing a very serious dilliculty occurs in maintaining the
track. Ihis vill require great exponse to remedy, the
floods of the river having undermined the bank so much
that it is continually falling in, and wasting" away the
bank. The continual washing of the river will render any
path that can be constructed insecure, unless protected
by a slope wall. There is one mile of this in the state
described, which should be walled at once. A new
path should ho cleared this winter, and the vall laid
during the next summer. It should be 15 feet measur-
ed on the top, by 1 feet thick. It is also advisable to
level the inequalities of the ground for 5 miles.

To render this navigation a good one, and such as
would come under the head of a fair public work, 'will
require grubbingi clearing and levelling, also some re-
pairs on the bridges fortle remàining 25 miles of the
tow-path between Oneida and Bunnell's Landing.
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The point selected for leaving the river is probably
the best that could have been chosen.

The Locks are separated by roaches 234 feet long,
which is as much as can be gained without materially
increasing the expense, as the rise is so abrupt to the
level of the plain. The foundation of the first Lock
is a soft blue clay, sufficiently firm however frorn ap-
pearances to recoive a timber and plank fouidation,
those of the other two are in a hieavy gravel and firm
Clay.

The Locks are to, te composite similar to those
below. The thickness cf the walls to' be 6j feet et
the base and 5 feet on the top. This width is not sufli-
cient for this kind of wall, and is probably one reason
why the locks below have failed. It would be advi-
sable to increase the width at thie base of the walls of
the lower Lock, to 10 feet, and 8 or 9 feet may be
sufficient for the others. It would ailso b botter to
secure the face timbers of the wall above the lewer
level with iron rods passing through the tîmber anîd
secured te an anchor firmly masoned into the inferior
of the wall, and made fast upon the outside of the
timbers by a nut and screw. The face timbersmay
then be replaced more readily. The plan of using
timber ties ls objectionable as they are more liable to
decay, and the diflicuhy of repairing is increased, and
the repairs musi be less perfect than upon the plan of
using anchors.

It wo'îul be advisable also to give the chamber
walls a batter of one inch in twelve ; this would place
the bearing much more favorable upon the base. The
present design is to build them perpendicular, similar
to those below.

Contracts have been entered into by responsible
men and good Énechanics to completo the locks for
£1866 18s. 4d. each upon the plan proposed-2000

It is contemplated to open a quarry 6 or 8 miles
down the river and 1 miles back.

SUPPLEMENTARY REPORT, Describing more in, detail the Works which have been
done upon the Ottawaand Madawaska Rivers, towards the facilitating the getting up of
Supplies and the running of the Luimber, with other information connected therewitj.

The works donc may be enutnerated as follows

River Madatwaska.

Slides and Dams constructed at the Iligh Falls and
Ragged Chute, a Station Hlouse, Store House and
Office, built for the accommodation of the Sdtie Master.

A Portage Road constructed at fle Higli Falls, and
irmiproveient of the Road round Calobogie Lake for
lumnber purposes.

Blasting and removing two Reefs and portions of two
Islands, and other obstructions in Barrets Chute.

Blasting and removing the Waba Rock and Shoal,
with sundry Reefs and Rocks in the Calobogie Rapids.

Blasting and removing sundry Boulders and Reefs
in the Little Rapids, (2 miles below Calobogie.)

Excav'ating anti renoving Jolhnson's Rock and Point,
and blasting scattered Rocks, and sundry other obstrue-
tions in Long Rapids in McNab Township.

Excavating and renoving sundry Rocks in Landlon's
Rt pids and Fidler's E lbow, and removing the Hogs
back, and part of the Lower Island in Landion's Chute,
(3 miles froin the routhi.)

River Ottawa.
Slide and Dam constructedi at the Mountain.

Excavatiog and removing a Point at the foot of the
Currernt, below the Slide.

A Station House, Store Hlouse and Office, built for
the accommodation of the Slide Master.

A Stone Station flouse, Store louse and Office, for
the accommodation of the Sifie Master, and a double
walled (stone and vood) Magazine for storage of
Powder.

Road from Portage du Fort to Calumet improved,
cross-layed and bridged whlre necessary.

A Return and Portage Road completed from foot to
lead of Calumet, mostly over rocky knolls, and along
rocky side Hills. A Ferry Scow built to ply at foot
of Calumet, so as t) cstablish a forwarding lno froin
Portage du Fort to lcai of Calumet.

Considerablo quantity of rock removed froi the
Lower Chute and Rapids, below the Slides in the Calu-
met.

Slide and Dams constructed at the Joaclims, 145
miles above Bytown.

A suitable Station flouse and Out Offices for Slide
Master, together with a louse for storage of Lumber
supplies.

Excavation at foot of Upper Rapitis Io facilitate and
secure the entrance of Cribs into the Basiun at the lcad
of the Slide.

Sundry Rocks and other obstructions, and (le Rock
Isliand at the foot of the Chute in the Rocher Capitaine
Rapids, 22 miles above the Joachims, removed.

Independent of the great facilities obtained by the
foregoing works, to the getting clown of the Lumber
early in the scason, and the risk of those fatal accidents
which unfortunatcly have hitherto annually occurred
being very niueh lessened], the saving in (lie transport
of supplies, which is effected by them generally, may
be comprehended from the single case of the cost of
transport heretofore at the Portage du Fort, whirh is
shewn by the following extract frein a letter on that
subject:

Previous to making the improvement, goods ani
" supplies for Ihe Trado vere landed fron the Sieamz

Boat at Portage du Fort and stored there, until the
"C Canoes, w*ithî orders for thei, arrived from above.

fmndiing, costs his employer at least 59. por diei,
" therofore Canoes-men forwarding made a cost of 3s.
" 9d. per cwt., and allowing the damage ta the l3rk
CCanoe, wlich is always subject to much injury fromi
" loading and unloading, not te exceeid M. per cwt.,
" the whole cost of cartage, &c, is 5s. 7ý,d. per cwt. ;
" Whereas in consequence of the improvements effected
" last year, supplies, &c., were forwardel over the
Ssaime portion of the River Ottawa, namcly, froma

Portage du Fort to the headi of the Calumet at 15. 6d.
per cwt. beng a saving of 4s. lid. per cwt. ; and

" in tlhis c1arge of 1s. 6d. per cwt. is included an al-
" lbwance for a month's storage at the Calumet, when
" required.

" The difforence in transport is therefore 4s. 1 id.
" per cwt., and as the quantity of Pork, Flour, Goods,
" &c., forwarded during the past season, arnounted
" nearly to 864 Tons, the saving to the Lumber Trade

ut tiis point in the matter of forwarding alone,
" amounts to £1501 10 0

The following statement, which 1 am of opinion rnay
safely be relied on, shews the quantity of Tinber
wvhich will probably pass through the respective Slitis
of the OLtawa and Madawaska, during the approach-
ing Spring, nnd the Revenue which will be produced
therefroin ; distinguishing that arising from the Slides
in the hands of Govcrnment, from that received on the
Slides of individuals.

THE SrýEC'r COJM1TTEE to wbich was refeired the Petition of Joseph Donegani, the of
City of Montreal, Merchant, praying to be secured in his Title to certain Property,
have agreed to the following 11apoi:--

Your Comittee have attentively examiied the'
Petition of Joseph Donegani, of the City of Mon-
treal, rcferred to tiem by your IHoiourable Hlouse,
anid pcrusedi the Documentary Evidence submittedi
support tiercof.

The Petitioner bas convinced your Comnittee
of the trulith of the stateinents contamined a ls Peti-
1 ion, viz. thuat his fither, John Donegani, an Itlian
by birth, cmigrated to Lower Canada with bis fiiily,
anud anong olhuer mnmbers of it, tle snid Joseph
Donuegani thePe3.titionecr; aînd tha:t the saidJ obnDIone-
anisettldtMontreal,wherc le resided unatilbteycar

1802, hîaving in the interval acquired consideraible
property.

13y his last will, dated at Montreal, the 23rd July,
1800, and a codicil bearing subsequcnt date, lie
constituted his threc sons, one of whoin is the Peti-
tioner, his residuary legatees, and left to his daughlter
Thrésc Donegani, who hacl intermarried in Canada,
a bequCest of Five hundred pounds, as lier slare in
his Estate. The Testator, d oln Donoegani, departed
tbis life at Moltrazio, in Italy, in or tbout the ycar
1809. Under ie will and codicil above mcii-
tioned, ie Petitioner took possession of the pro-
pcrty reid and personal which lad been bequeathed
to L'in, and enjoyed the same uninteruu'ptedly uutil
the ionth of February, 1827, wlen a suit was coin-
mnenced against i.h in the Court of King's 3cnch at
Montreual, by his nephwCs, J. A. Dlonegani, Joseph
Donegai, and Guillaume 3enjanuî Donegaimi, t li
children of bis sister Thleùrse Donegani, born lu
Lower Canada, issue of the naurrig,e betveon her
and the late Joseph Donegani ber husband, both de-
consed ; by wliclh suit, t'h nepbews, as grand children
mai lucirs at lav of choir grandfathcr John Donegani,
clained to the prejudice of Petitioner, the whole cf
the real estate vhich lie iad tuukei under the said
vill, testament and codicil of his father.

This claim was made to rest upon the fact that your
Petitioner was born in Italy, out of the allegiauce
of the Cr'own of Great Britain, and was precluded

11m taking and holding the reai property of his
father under the said will and codicil, being an alien
born.

The said nephcws of the Petitioner pirvailed al
theoir suit, and the reil estate lield by him unider
the will and codicil of lis fatlier, was awarded to tlhcm,
togethmer with the rents, issues and profits, by a judg-
ment given in the said Court of King's Bench, on
the 18th of June, 1831.

The Pctitioner appealed from this j-d"ment to
the Provincial Court of Appeals, v}ich court, onu
the 30th April, 1832, affirmed thue judgment.

The Petitioner again appealed to the Kinig ini
Council from both of these judgnents, but he vas
again unsuccessful in this appeal, in tils last resort;
the Report of thteir Lordships composing the Ju-
dicial Conmittee of the Privy Council, recon-
mending the affirmance of the two judgments of fthe
Canadian Courts, having been confirned by His Ma-

josty on the 17th of February, 1835. lu mamking
thicr report their Lordships adverted to the arg ments
urgedi by the Counsel for the Petitioner, ani derived
f'omli the sanction to the Statutc of' tic first Williau
IV. cap. 53, hîereinafter mentioned, which liad been
given subscqueitly to the rcndering of'judgient in
tlie Iing's Bcnch ; but thoir Lordships conceived
that sittinîg as ua Court of Appellate Jurisdictipn
muerely, they vce precluded fomi giving to the Pe-
titioner tle bonfi t of that Act.

Previously to flic rendering of judgnicuit in the
King's Bench at Montreal, a Bill, intituleti, "An
" Act to secure to and coufer upon certain inhblitanîts
"of this Province the civil andi politicai rights of
"nittrail-born British subjects," being the Act above
referred to, passed both branches of the Legislature
cf Lower Canada, and was presented for 1lis Ma-
jcstyls assent, and reserved for the signification of
1-His Majesty's plcasure thîercon fis auis on the 3 lst
Marchb, 1831. His Majesty's assent iwas given to
the Bill on flic 12th A pri, 1832, and sigufied by
Proclamation on the 5th of June, 1832. The Peti-
tioner, after the return of the procccdings at Law
from the Cockpit, applied to the Court of King's
Bcnch for redress, inder the Statiute first Williamî
IV. cap. 53; but lis procecedings, wbiclh wvere in the
nature of an audit querela, weire agiu unsuccessful.

It is necessary to advert "now to tlic scope anti
object ofthis Statute, vhich stands on the Statute
book as the first William IV. cap.53. It commences
with a recital, thuat "it is expedient to reuove by
"Law, doubts that may have arisen as to the civil
"rights andtitles to real estate of sonic of the 1rsos

lereinafter meintioned," viz., " all persons wlo have
"at any time reccived grants of land in this Province
"fronm the Crown, antd all persois who have held
"any public office in the Province under the Great
"Seal cf the Province, or under the Seal ut Arns

"aind Sigi Manual of the Governor, Lieutenant
"Governor', or person adniistering the Government

of the Province, and all persons hv1o bave taken
"the oath of allegiance, or boing of the persons vio
"by tlic Laws of this Province are allowed to affirn
"in civil cases, have malde the affirmation of allegiance
"to His Majesty, or ILs Majesty's predecessors,
c "before aniy person duly authorized to uiiminister

such oalth or affirmation, and ail persbs who lad
" thOir settled place of abode in tliis Piovince before

the year of our Loid 1823, and are still resident
« therein, shall be, and are hereby adinitteci anti coii-
"firmned i aill the priviloges of Brîtish birtb, antd
"shall bo deemed, adjudged, and taken to be, and so

"take, liold, possess, enjoy, chim, recover, convey,
"devise, imapart, or transmit any real estate lu the
"Province of Lower Canada, "or any right, title,

"Muajesty, to all intents, constructions, and. purposes
"whatsoever, as if they, and every of them, had

sibility of doubt, that lie Legisltture of Lower
Canada, in passing this Act, intcnded that its opera-
tion should bo rotrospective.

There is abundant proof before your Committee of
the long residence of the Petitioner in Lower Canada
prior to 1823, and of lis full compliance wvith the
provisions of the Statute, to cualify him for natura-
lizatin

The proceedings before the Courts of Justice, not-
vithstanding the express terms of this Statute, will

have the cffect of depriving tlie Petitioner of the
rihts of a British subject, to which lie is by Law as
fuly entitled as if he had been born in the Unitcd
Kingdonm, and of onsting him of the possession of
land, of which le lad bàen iii tie peaceful enjoymnent
for nearly twenty ycars.

Independently of the Statute, and to view the po-
sitionl of the Petitioner as at Law, it can 1 coisidered
oniy as one of extremo hardship. The claims of his
iephews to defeat thoir grandf'ather's will, and to
dermand for themselves that whicib he earnied by his
labor, anc which ho bequcathed and designed to give
to his son, their uncle, and not to theni, is inequitable
on its front, and repugnant to the coiînon principles
of justice. But, whatever mnight have bleen the hard-
ship of the case, your Coinnmittee would not have
deemîed it competent to tiem to reconunend the inter-
vention of the Legislature in his behialf, if tle Statutc
of lst William IV. cap. 53, iad not passed both
Branches of the Legislature before the rendering of
judgmcnt against the Petitioner by the Court at
Montreal, and if it lad not actumaily been proclaimed
and siînctioned before tie aflirnmnce by the Privy
Council of that judgment.

The Statute is doclaratory of the Iaw, and is con-
firmatory of the past. Unlike other reserved Statutes,
it did not commence to take effect from anid after the
Proclamation ly the Governor, but it related back to
the very day of the birth of the Petitioner, and made
Iiina a British subject in contemplation of law, instead
of an Italian, as lie was born ia point of fact.

Your Committee, after full considcration, conceive
Iliat the case of the Petitioner affords one of the few
exceptions to the rule, tliat the Legisliature ought not
to interfere with the rights of parties litiganit before
lie ordinary tribunals of' the country. If' technical

forrns are not only insufficient to g ive due protection
to the riglits of the Petitioner, w ten not only equit-
able andt strongly based on natural justice, but con-
firmeid by an Act of Parliamenit; anil if, as is the case
witl the Petitioner, these technical forms oppose an
insurmnountable barrier to redress from the ordina'y
Courts of Justice, your Coinunttee consider that the
Legisilature is called upon te interfere, and to meet
te justice of the case, by carrying out the intention
of the Lawgiver in framning Ithe Statute.

Your Conmmittee wouid thercfore respectfully re-
comnend that the prayer of the Petition shiould be
granted, and tlat the titles of all parties naturalized
according to tlic truc intent and meaning of the Sta-
ttite of 1 st Williamn IV. cap. 53, should be quieted by

a new Legislative enactient. But as legal expepstx
have beei incurred to a liare amount, and a awad E.)
of costs bas beon inade by thîe sCveral Courts against F .
the Petitioner, your Committee consider it to be
equitable and just that these costs should bc borne
by the Petitioncr, and tlat the reiedy of his nleplhews
for their recovery be Ieft open to thein, as vcll as to
ail other parties wlho nay be similarly circunstanced.

That the said Plaintiff having appealed fron the
latter Judgment to His Majesty gi Council, and the
said Appeal having been granted, the said Plaintiff,
to wit, thei said Joseph Doncgany, Plaintiff in ftle
present cause, by his humble petition ta His Ma-
jesty, prayed that the Judgments of the said Court
of Appeals, rendered on the thirtieth day of April
one thousand ciglit ,hundred and thirty-onc, and of
the said Court of King's Bench, rendered on the
cigitecnth day of June, one thousaud cight liundred
anîd thirty-one, should be reverscd, and such other
order made as to His Majesty should seenm just.

That the Lords composing cthe Judicial Coiuînittee
of the said Privy Council, to whomîî His Majesty hîad
referred the Petition of the said Plaintif i the re-
port by tlicii made to Ris Majesty, statcd that, in
ohedien'n. to tlie order of reference given by His
Majsty, tlcy lad taken into considcration the said
case in Appeal, and that after laving licard Counsel.

MAY IT PLEAsE Youn EXCELLENcY:

Since the Report which the Trustees of the Lon-
gueuil and Clamibly Turnpike Road had the lionor
to transmit to Your Excellency, 22nd Deceuber,
1842, two principal transactions appear upon the
Records of the Trust which seem vorthy of notice,
-the opposition which the Steam-boat Ferry estab-
lished by the Trustecs, encountered fron a private
interest, which terminated in an amieab1le arrange-
nent beneficial to both; and the redemption of the
old Debentures, which were paid off' with moncy
borrowed at a lower rate of interest,

The first arose from a supposed collision of intc-
rests vith the proprietors of the old horse-boats, who
purchased a low-priecd steamer, and succeedel in
persuading a lar e portion of the community that the
Ferry as establisiled by the Trustees, was profitable
to individuals, and not to the publie. This delusion
operated so forcibly on the public mind, that the
Trustccs, finding their receîpts fallen to almost
nothing, vere compelled, out af a regard to the inte-
rest at stake, to enter into friendly arrangenets with
the opponent party, of which the beneficial effect
appears in the issue of the operations of the last
season,-a profit from the Ferry of £670 2s. 6d.

The second transaction worthy of notice was the
redemption of the old Debentures bearing interest at
7j per cent., and the re-issue (by permission of Your
Excellency) of new Debentures, bearing a lower
rate of interest, viz., 6 per cent., Nwhich producd a
saving of £223 15s. per annuln, in interest. The

THE SELECT COMMITTEE appointed to enquire into and report upon the present condition
and state of the Ancient Archives and Publie Records of "La Nouvelle France," of Canada,
and of the Province of Quebec, remnaining in the Vaults of the E4ché or Parliament
Buildings at Quebec, or elsewhere, with a view to the adoption of measures as well for their
arrangement and preservation from decay, as to the collection, froin all accessible sources
whatsoever, of such ancient and authentie records and documents relating to the first settle-
ments of Canada, as, in the opinion of the Committee, may cast light upon or be conducive to
a fl'l knowledge of its early iistory, as well as to the general advancement of Literature in
the Province, have the honor to REPOitT -

That our Cominittee have given their best atten-
tion to te matter referred to tliem, and havinc sub-
mitted to several gentlemen conversant with it, the
Questions Vhicli, together with the answers received
from each, are hereuntùo appended, it appears to your
Committee, that the Vaults or place in th E vêché
or Parliament Hotise at Quebec, *wherc flic old &r-
chives of the Country have hitherto been depOsited,
is damp and unsuitcd to the preservation Of those
important records, and that some of them, conse-
quently, are in a state of decay and require rcnewal.
This, your Committec are of opinion, should be donc
in manuscript, as flic originals are so, by the employ-
ment of somne person or persons of method vcrscd
in the French language and ancient Laws of Lower
Canada, and familiar with those manuscripts.

Your Committec are of opinion that this, though
a longer process than printing, (which wvould put tie
Province to a heavy expense,) will answer the pur-
pose equally well.

The Archives in question consist of a variety of
Registers or Manuscript Books, in which are re-
corded the Ancient Laws, Ordinances, Arrêts and
other Publie Actes of the Government, and Judicial
authorities of Canada prior to 1759, as well as the
Ordinances or Laws passed subscquently to that
period for the Province of Quebec, till its division
into the Provinces of Upper and Lower Canada, and
a great variety of Patents and other important public
papers of the latter Province. They comprise also a
number of parchiments, commissions, and loose papers,
relating to the early Government of New France
and Canada, under the dominion of the French
Crown; some of them it seems are in a very perish-
able state, all which it is of the last importance to
rescue from the disintegration and ruin to which they
are hastening. They.arc, as will be gathered from
flic annexed answers, valuable memorials of the pri-
mitive history of Canada, of its rise and progress
during a period of two hundred ycars and upwards,
from a wilderness to a powerful Colony of rrance,
and faithful evidences of tc forethouglt andi wisdom
of the enterprising and enlightened men to whom the
direction of ifs affairs was entrusted from its first
settlenent till its final cession to the British Crown,
-men who ,will gain upon acquaintance with every
weil informed modern, and whose labours, legislà-
tive; judicial, or ministerial, have, only to be known
and rightly understood by those of te sameclass and
character who have succeeded and will hereafter suc-
ceed them ,in fixe Government of this great and im-
portant Biitish Province, of whatever race oË origin

they may be, to, be entitled to their respect and
deemed worthy of imitation.

They contain fth earliest written Lavs of the
Colony, various legal decisions under thiem of interest
to the Jurist; mucli matter illustrative of its juris-
prudence, statistics, social arrangements and changes,
and of the extended views and policy of the French
Government, which spared no pains nor expense in
the colomzation of Canada; ani all the original oc-
trois or grants of the Fiefs or Seigneuries therein,
from the Crown of France to flic grantees. In fiaet,
the existing Laws, the Institutions, and most of flic
real property of Lower Canada, in a great measure,
rest upon them; and their preservation is therefore a
matter of primary importance.

Your Conmittee are, therefore, of opinion that the
old Registers, while yet they are legible, should be
re-copied,-the origals deposted mi one oficd (at
Quebec,) and the copies in another (at Montreal, each
in dry, suitable, and safe apartments, well venlated,
and fire-proof,-that al loose parchments and papers
should be carefully examined, assorted, and ut to-
gether in liasses or files, wvith schedules of re drence,
or indexes referring to and explanatory of the papers
in each file, and tle respective, dates thereof, with
such other remarks as the compiler shall leem usefuil.

The Land Patents issued by the late Government
of Lower Canada, which, a year or two ago, lay in
such confused îcaps among fthe other Archives, as
often to render thefi ding of any one of them m par-
ticular, when wanted, a task, and the work sometimes
of days, are now se well assorted (by the systematie
arrangements of Mr. Huot, one of the gentlemen
consulted by your Comnuttee, andi whose labours
they notice with pleasure, as mentioned by some of
its inenbers who have had occasion to know and ap>-
preciate thein from personal observation durmg a
short time ie was in charge of the Archives) as tO
enable the person in custody of them' to ansver any
matter of reference thereto at a miute's notice. The
sane or sone imilar system of nethodizing the papers
alluded to, ouglit to be'followed up.

Your Committee learn, by tlie ansvers of Mr.
Secretary Daly, that it is intended to remove those
Records fron Quebec to the Seat of Government,
(Montreal.) The propricty of this they do not
question, but beg,:nevertheless, to draw th atten-

5. Do you think it would be advisable to procure
froi England or France (by which latter Country
this Province was first colonized) copies of any Ar-
chives or Records in either of those countries, which
relat to the early colonization or history of Canada,
andinteresting to the Province now or hereafter, are
not to be found in it; and the cost ?-The subject to
which this last question refera las occupied my mind
for a number of years past. Itis wellknown that some
of the Public Archives•in Paris, and more particularly
those contained in the Département or Bureau de la
Marine, contain a mass of the most interesting docu-
ments relatinr to the early history of Canada; and it
is only but a few months since that a Mr. Broadhead,
who had been sent to Europe as. agent to the Hilstarical
Society of New York, las returned from his mission,
bringing with hini several thousand pages of manu-
script copied fron these Archives, containing abun-
dant and interesting information respecting Canada
and its dependencies, thon known under the appella-
tion of " LaI Nouvelle France." I could also state,
that the Archives of St. Malo, in France, contain
soine valuable documents on the sane subject, for I
reccived in the course of last year, from Mr. Hovins,
the Mayor' of that ancient Sea Port Town, and the
birthplace of the celebrated Jacques Cartier, the dis-
coverer of Canada, most interesting particulars res-
pectipg Cartier's three several expeâitions to Canada,
betveen the years 1534 and 1542; and I have little
doubt but that the Archives of Rouen, as well as
those of Dieppe, Ronfleur, and several other towns
of Brittany in France, from whence the fIrst settlers
emigrated to Canada, would also be found to contain
most valuable information on the early colonization
of this country. The only effectual means of procuring
the.different documents above menti'oned, would be to
send an agent to Europe for tiis purpose; as, after re-
peated attempts to procure simlar documents by cor-
respouding ivth persons on the spot, I have generally
been clisappoited, either on account of the persons
not being able or willing to undertake the necessary re-
searches, or by their sending documents of a different
description than those asked for, or which were other-
wise useloss; The good understanding now -happily
subsisting between France and England rendors the
opportumty most favorable, and it is therefore sin-
cerely to be ,hoped that the Legislature wiill be dis-
pose to favour what must be considered a truly
national and patriotic object.

The Honorable Dominick Daly, Esquire, a Mem-
ber of the House, and Provincial Secretary, ex-
anined:-

Answer ta Q. 1.-I am acquainted with the state
of the Records at Quebec, and believe they are as
well taken care of as the condition of the building
in which they are placed permits, and are also con-
veniently assorted for reference. There is, however,
a mass of detached papers of very ancient dates, which
have not been considered sufficiently important ta be
examined or referred to for any purpose to my know-
ledge; and I am not acquainted with their contents.

Answer to Q. 2.-The Records consist .chiefly of
the old French Registers of Concessions of Fiefs,
Seigneuries, &c. I have noti within my reach the
meanus of stating partieularly the dates. Siome of
them, however, are of the sixteenth century.

steps should be taken for their botter preservatiàn
and order. It bas been determined by the Govern- ard xué1ib,
ment to piace them (with the portion of the Records
alrcady removed from Quebec toa theSeat of Govera-
nient) under the charge af the Registrar of the Pro-
vince, in a vault that has been prepared for the pur-
pose; their removal hitherto has been deferred from
the want of a suitable place for their reception.

Answer to Q. 4.-I think it would be advisable, if
not to print, certainly to copy, some ofthe Registers,
which from their great age and_ fequent handling,
have been a good deal injured. The arrangement
above alluded to, as under contemplation for their
future safe keeping, will be a saving to the public
of the cost of the present establishment at Quebec;
as it is intended tht the spare time of the Freneh
Transilator shall be applied to the arrangement of these
Records, under the direction of the lrovincial4Re-
gistrar.

Answer to Q. 5.-I do think that the acquisition
of any information regarding the early colonization
and history of Canada, which is not now to be found
in this country, is most desirable.

Hector Sinon Huot, Esquire, one of the Pro-
thonotaries of the Court of Quecn's Bench for the
district of Quebec, exnmined:

Answer to Q. I.-I am acquainted witli the state
and condition of the Archives in question, having
had the care and charge, thercof from the month ai
February 1843, to the 18th of April 1844. I think
that they are as mueh taken care of as ciremsatances
wiill permit. The documents have suffered conside-
rably, in the first place from their age, and in the
second place on account of the dampness which always
exists more or less in the vaults; several of these
documents are illegible on account oftheir age, others
are in a pretty good state. To place these documents
in order it would require Indexes, thèse which exist
at present being imperfect and almost of no use.

Answer to Q. 2.-Tlie documents consist of tlhe
following, nanely :

Ail these works were once bound, and are in folio.
They comprise about 50 to 60 volumes; some of them
may be preserved without difficulty in their present
state, but several of them should be immediately co-
pied, otherwise their contents will be lost. There
1s also a consideràblo quantity of scroll papers)
formmng part of the proceedings ofthe '1 Cour de la
Prévoste in the different causes submitted to its jur-'
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(H H.) diction; it would require somue tine in order to
(H judge of the importance of these last mentioned pa-

rd march peis, as the vaults of the Court House at Quebec
contain the Registers of the Judgments of the above i
Court; perhaps these Judgments and the entries in
the Rcgisters m agreat measure correspond with eaci
other.

Answer to Q. 3,-It is certainly not only important
to the Province, but also to the interests of private
individuals, a gicat number whercof nust be greatly
interested in tic immediate prescrvation of these pa-
pers and documents. For this purpose, that part
vhich is falling into decay ought to be copied, and
the remainder repaired, and an index nade of the
whole so as to be able to refer to thesc documents
with facility. As to the future preservation of the
Archives and other documents, I think the only means
would be to keep them in boxes of tin or of wood,
otherwisc the dampness of the vaults will destroy theo
paper.

Anser to Q. 4.-If a portion of these documents
were copied, and the whole put lu order, I do not
beolieve that it votdld bc necessary to print thom; and
if they are carfully prcscrved in boxes, as I have al-
rcady said, they inight bc placcd under the care of
onc of the Public Departments, together with those
of which I consider themt to forni part, and which are
to be found in the Archives of the Court House at
Quebcc, or any wliere else. I chnot say vhat ex-
penses would be inCe-reci in putting the proposed
phlmtl into execution. It would also require some
tiie, as the old Frencli vriting is difficult to read,
and that which requires to be copied is much oblito-
ratcd. If they are placed under the charge of a
Public Department, as I have alrcady stated, it vill1
cost nothiug to the Province.

Answer to Q. 5.-I know that, in addition to the
above documents, a great number exist elsewhere,
relating to the first colonization of the country, and
I cannot do better than refer the Committec to Geo.
B. Faribault, Esquire, Clerk Assistant of the Legis-
lative Assembly, who has made a collection of a great
number of works relating to this subject, and which
I beieve now fori part of the Library of the Logis-
lative Assembly.

The Honorable A. W Coehran, Esquire, Presi-
dent of the Literary and Ilistorical Society of Que-
bec, examined

G bvin been permitted to peruse the answers of
G. B. Faribault, Esquire, to the questions put to
him by the Special Committee, I think it sufficient to
say that I entirely concur with hlim in all lus state-
monts, vith the followiig qualifications and additions:

lst. I think the Archives in question ought to be
renoved fi-ora where they xlow are, for if they are
valuable at all, they cannot long be preserved in the
vaults of the Evêcht. I doubt whether (aily venti-
lation aud stove heat will save themt from destruction
there; a vault, though a good security against fire
and some other accidents, is a bad repository for
records written on paper, especially where, as at the
Evché, the vault is, on two sides, below the level of
the ground; the paper on whiih these records are
written appears to me to be subject to a peculiar
species of deconposition, indépendent of damp, when
not freely exposedl to the atmospheric air; and I fear
therefore that oven the kceping them in tin boxes,
would not be sufficient to kcep them fron this decay.

2nd. I think that the records which relate to pri-
vate titles, should bc transferred to and kept in some
safe gencral depository under the immediate direction
of the Government.

3rd. I arn of opinion that the other records, such
as the Ancient Commissions, Judicial or other pro-
ceedings of the local or administrative authorities,
and documents of a miscellaneous description, should
remain at Quebcc,-those of a Judicial kind among tho
Archives in the Court H-ouse, and those of an adrai-
nistrative and miscellaneous character, under the care
of the Literary and Historical Society of.Quebec, to
whomn also might bo entrusted the duty of classifyinu
the whole, whether judicial or otherwise, and of mà-
king a selection of such as might be worth publishing
in a printed form.

We believe that in du.ng so, they took the course
imost in accordance with the real and permanent in-
terests of the Province, as being the one best calcu-
lated to assist li binding us by a similarity of Law
and Institutions to the Parent State; and they
secured to us besides, as regards Equity, the advan-
tage which they preserved to us in respect to the
Comnion Law Courts, of that entire and close re-
semblance, both in constitution and principles, to the
corresponding jurisdiction in England, which enables
Judges, Practitioners and Suitors, to avail theinselves
of the treasures of visdom, and experience accumula-
ted during many gencrations, by the decisions of the
greatest Judges, with such means of observation,
deliberation and trial, as can only be presented in the
course of imiany years, even i a country whose poeiu-
lation and commerce eq.ual those of England.

The Legislature having thus conferred upon Up-
per Canada, what they evidently ineant should strictly
rescinble an English Court of Equity, it is a matter
ot great difficulty and dclicacy to attempt making
any extensive changes ia it, without running the risk
of disturbing most incoiveiently, if not fatally, a
systcn, whose beauty and eficicncy in a great mo-
sure consists in that completeness, consistency and
cohorence of all its parts, whiich could only have re-
sulted froi attentiv.e observation, during a very long
course of experience. o

It does not sein, however, to have been assumed
by the Legislature that the Englishi practice in
Equity would be found in all respects suitable te the
circumstances of this country, fbr they gave full
power to the Vice Chancellor "from timie to tine to

settle and ceclare the forn of process, and to define
the practice and proceedings to be observed in the
Court, in prosecuting or defending suits therein;
to regulate the amiount of focs anci disbursements
to be taxed to parties, their Counsel and Solicitors,
and to the Officers of the Court, as'in ls opinion

" should be necessary to facilitate the despatch of
business and occasion the least expense.»

The circumnstances were favorable under which
this Court vas established in 1837, for the whole
system of proceeding in Equity had recently under-
gone the muost mature consideration in England, and
nany changes ha'd been made lu it under the sanction
of Parliament, and by orders of the Court of Chan-
cery, with the view of simplifying the proecedings
and diminishing the. expense. The Vice Chancellor
had the opportunity of adopting thoso improvements,
so far as they hixght séeim suited to this country; or
rather, they would become without adoption, part of
the practice of his Court, except sucli of thei as he
might reject or modify. Of the varions rules which
have been frein time to time adopted lu England
since the institution of this Court, the Vice Chan-
cellor has also availed hirnself as far as he thought it
oxpedient to follow them, and ie has introduced some
original rules frarned with a view of botter adapting
thie procoedings to the circumstances of this eountry.

Still after the Court had been a few years, open,
the. experience of the profession and of suitorst seems'
te bave justified-ina great degre the apprehensions
which, probably led the Legislature topostpone for
so long; a period, the establishment of an equitable
jurisdiction.

Appendix
There is, we believe, a very prevailing feeling that (J J.)

the Tribunal on its present footing, is not suited to'
the circumstances of this country: and th task as arch.
in consequence been committed to us, of suggesting
alterations, which may relieve it of that objection.

Li England, fthe evils which were so long dom-
plained of as attending proceedings in Chancery,
were delay and expense.

The delay ther, was probably rather owing to the
great accumulation of business, which occasioned ar-
roars, than to the nature of the proceedings; though
it secns to have been admitted that before the late
alterations, the practice of the Court did enable par-
ties to cone to croate unreasonable delays by various
shifts and contrivances, and many of the new regu-
lations were designed to cure this evil.

With regard to our own Court, we have net found
upon enquiry among those who have the best means
of judging, that the reproach of delay can be justly
urged to any great extent, cither as being occasioned
by the nature of the proeedings, or froin the time
usually taken in disposing of matters, after they have
been heard and are ready for decision. There is no
doubt that, generally speaking, a much longer time
clapses bCtween the institution of a suit in Equity,
aud its termination, than is usually the case in actions
at Law, but that, we are persuaded, is unavoidable
from the nature or objects of equitable jurisdiction.

Censidering the purposes for which the Court of
Chancery interposes and the great extent of its
powers, there caa be no doubt, tzat a degree of cau-
tion is necessary for the protection of parties, which
is not compatible with very rapid proceeding. Ma-
king due allowance for this, we think we are war-
ranted in saying, that when there have been delays
such as mnght seen to afford justground of complaint,
they have bon rather owing to forbearance and ar-
rangements among the Solicitors employed, with a
view to their mutunal convenience, than to any impe-
diments in the vorking of'ti machinery of the
Court.

We have, however, lCpt in view, the expodicncy of
doing whatever eau safely be done for expediting the
business of the Court; and several of the Rules which
have been recommended, and others which will b
hereafter suggested, have been frained for that pur-
pose. The more important consideration is that
which regards the expense of proceedings in the Court
of Chancery,-nd it is to this point chiefly that our
attention las been directed.

We have already observed that it is net now a
question upon vhich we need offer an opinion,
wlether, iu most of the cases in which Equity is
resorted to, an easier and cheape'r remedy mightnot
bave been provided through the instrumentality of
another Court; for the Legislature have taken their
course, and following the Englisl system, havegiven
us a Tribunal closely resembling the Court of Chan-
cory, in its constitution and powers. This being
done, it is stili open to consideration whether it is
botter that the Court so constituted should take the
English Court of Chancery as its model in regard to
its general practice and proceedings, or whether it
would be viser te depart from it very Nvidely if not
altogether lu the hope of being able to frame a new
system of practice and proceeding, more simple and
less expensive, and on both, aocounts botter adapted
to the circumstances of this country,,where the inter-

Acting uînder a sense of what was desired by lie
revision, and nith no motive to cone short of a just
execution of thie duty, it nmay be rcasonably supposed
that the Vice Chancellor and Judges wenît as low as
they believed they could properly go in arranging thel
new Table of Costs, and we have niot been surprised
to find that we could not with jistice inake any ma-
terial reduction in the scale of allowance. We have,
however, reviscd the Table and framed a new one,
containing some alterations, and te cpy of this
Table which we append te our Report will shew, as
we think, that nothing more is proposed to be allowed
for any service rendered in the course of a Chancery
suit or procceding than will reasonahly compensate
the party perforrnmng it. In one respect indeed, the
scale of allowance is not f'airly commensurate with
the service, but it is ßxed by the Statute and can-
not be increased by any other authority.

In the Coîmmon Law Courts il England, tlie
rcmîedy for the incoiveniences pointed out ii the
above extracts, l as been sought, partly by transferring
causes of a liiiited anieîît to inferior tribunals, anid
partly by a regulation, tliat when the siui recovered
shall not exceed £20, flte plaitiff's costs shall be
taxed accordîng to a reducced scale set down ii tle
Table, uiless tl Judgc shall certify that flic cause
was proper to be tried ain the Superior Court.

The Legislature of Upper Cmiada lave resorted to
lthe sane measure iii eflfct for keeping flic costs of
suits in the Queenu's 3cnîclh witlin reasonable bounds;
but there arc difliculties in the way of cithier course,
wlhci attemîpted toe b applied to procecdings in
Equity. A Court of Equity acts upon tlie con-
science; its powers arc large for compelling what is
lhonest to be done, to the letter; and not contentinom
itself with awarding damnages for non-coipliance, it
assunies flic riglt of' riving'r a party net mîerely an
equivalent compensation for a, right wNithhcld, but
specific rcmîedy for putting hlim ii pssession of iis
r'ight. For accomplishing these objects, the Court
miust of necessity be citrusted w'ith adequate ienis
of' compulsion, and neither the jurisdiction, nor flic
powers necessary for compelling obedience, are fit to
bc etrusted to unskilful hands. In1 England, it has
accordingly not been proposed to commit to inferior
tribunals, tfle powers of a Court of Cquity, in order
that the powers iu such cases mnay be more summa-
rily excroiscd, with a vicw et saving expense to flie
parties; nor do we believe that such a systemi wouîld
be ound satisfactory in its results, We have côn-
sidered the other alternative of laying down a re-
duced scale of costs to be taxed in. causes of an inferior
class as to value, but it,docs not appear to us that
such a course is in its nature applicable te Equity
proccedings, because it would be scldon possible to
apply any certain criterion of value. Iideed, it is not,
often that flic object of a suit in Equity is to obtain
either a definite sum of moncy, or property of a known
value. An injîunction for instance, is wanted to stay
waste, or to prevent somne otier inter'fereice with a
riglt claimîed; specific performance is prayed fbr of
somie ceontract, chiefly because the injriiiy occasioned
by the fiilure cani hardly bo mcasurecd by an equiva-
lent in muoney; and so in iunanierable cases the au-
thority of Equity is appealed to, with 'a view to ulte-
rior proceedings, of which the probable result cannot
bc mcasurd by any certain nuiber of pounds.,

WC iave discussed and considered the practicability
of a higher and lower scale of charges, according to the
comparative importance of the suit, but we do not find
an example for such a course hi Courts of Equity, and
wC believe the experiiient would fail. It nay seem
at first sight to persons unacquainted ivith the sub-
ject, a simple mîethod of appiying a remnedy, but the
nature, of procedings in Equity seems to malke it'
imupracticable, and inded there are coisiderations of
inuch iiportance and delicacy conncted Nvith this
subject. It is to be considered ou ,thé oe land, that'
flic state of things in this country on ftlic beginning
of its scttlement has naturaly' gFen risc to a vast
numnber of transactions affecting the titles to lands,

out of ail proportion more than could have talken place
in England among the saine number of people, and
there can bc little dloubt that, out of these transactions, 4(1 M
there must have arisen froi the friud or nistakce, or
negligence or unconscionable dealinîg of parties, very
many occasions for calling in aid, the reniedial powers
of a Court of Equity. In the greater nuniber of
such cases, it is probable that the interests to be
scoured or protected are small,-so inconsiderable in-
deed, that to apply to themi, all the proceedings of a
suit in Equity, with the expense iiseparable fron
tihei, sceis to threaten the one party or the other
with min, and to hold out but little promise of good
to either; and yet it is very saitary to socicty; and
just to individuals that fraud and hardshipî, even in
small iatters, should not be out of recli of a renedy;
aid indeed, wlhen we speak of snall matters, we use
but a relative terni, for up on thesecure possession of
a picce of land in this country, not worth more pcr-
haps than £20 or £30 at flte present moment, may
depend the coifort and independencce of a family ii
humble circuimstances. Tiese considerations would
prompt us, if we could, to give te ail parties the
beneit of an equitabie jurisdiction in sal l mIatters
as well as in great, and in sucli teris as would make
the expense bear some proportion to the loject of the
procecding.

13nt, on the other land, it is prudent to consider
that Courts of Equity, mii the effort to do perlectjus-
tice, taite so wide a range, openng up transactions
which, in view of the Law arc closed, and often
grouding the claini to interference on disiligenuous
alleg'ations of fraud, which, though thcy nay be ca-
pable of being satisfactorily disproved, arc annoying,
if not injurous to those charged with them; and
there is so nuch reason to fear that thcy iay be
soictimes resorted to by litigants for thec purpose ei
throwmig vexatious inipediments in the iway of' legal
proceedings,'thiat it would seen wise, to pause before
puttiug it in the power of parties to make larrassing
experunents of this kind at little risk, by renderhîg
the Court of Chancery accessible on too easy ternis.

It lias appeared to us mîost expelient tpon thiese
considerations to cadeavour to take a middlc, course,
and so to curtail the proceedings and reduce the costs,
that, while the resemublance to tlie English Chancery
practice shall be preserved in essentials, the suit shall
yet be brought, as regards expenso, within a liait
sonewhat in proportion to the value of' the business
to be transacted, without affecting to miake the Court
of Chancery that kind of cheap tribunal, that parties
may be temptecd by the facility of access, to abuse
its phurposes, and imale it what it is capable of being
made, one of the worst inflictions a country can suf-
fer nder.

We proceed now to deseribc fthe alterations, which
we have determîined to recommnend:

First-As Bills to foreclose Mortgages and Bills
to riedeemî, forn a large proportion of "the business
in Chancery, froin the fâcility which so nany persons
in this country have of giving security on leal
Estate, and as in muany of the cases, the -valie of
the Estate is not large, we have thouglt it a de-
sirable object to reduce the expense as inuch' as
possible by simplifying the proceedings, and et the
sane time to obviate unnecessary delays.

IL is but reasonable to infer fron titis, thtat f its
the prevailing conviction in England, among ihose
nost cornpatent to judge, that this systein of' pro-

ceeding, sanctioned by long usage is better adaptced,
bath lu regard to the pleadings and the proAfs, for
aftaing the ends of justice, tian any which could
be substituted far it. Thcy lhave tlereforeî not
thought it wiso to attemîpt to gain cleapness and ex-
pedition (desirable as these no doubt tire) by sacri-
fiçimg the still more important interests of suitors,
wliich e p they tpeiidcd fhey niglit do by any very
,wide departure from the establisled practice. In
coming to this conclusion, ftle Commissioners to whom
the task of reforning the Chancery practice was coi-
mitted, nust of course have had regard to flic im-
mense value and importance of a great proportion of
the business which in England is t.ranisacted in Chan-
cary. Thore widl arise occasionally in tlhis country,
causes îmvolving mnterests of so great an amount, that
thle parties concerned la them mîight well bc content
ta submit to the costs of the present muethod of pro-
ceccdig, rather than lose any advantage, which the
caution and precision, and laborious details of so weil
tried a systen nmay assure to then. But such causes
in this eountry will be rare la proportion. Tlie great
niajority of the suifs are, it mnust be owned, of such a
character, that so long as the pleadings and practice
continue what they are, the costs which rmust be
taxed under any Tariff that could be reasonably es-
tablislied, eânnot but appear grievously exorbitant,
vhen considered with reference to- the object of' flic

sut. It is pla to us, that no Court can long stand
under ftlie oduinn that suci a disproportion between
the costs and the remedy must inevitably give rise to.

A persuasion of this has led-us (though not without
diflidence, and some degrce of unéertainty as to the
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ought ait least to imaIke the attempt to place the sys-
temt on a norc reasonable footing, by striking at the
root of sone of the chief causes of expense and delay.
To this cnd we thiink, ait present (thoulglh future re-
flectioan may induce us to ciane the opinion) that it
wold be expedient to reduce tha Plaintiff's bill to a
mre stateient of his case, setting fbrth conciscly the
facts necessa'y to show his claim to the relief prayed,
and cnding withi a suitable prayer for relief,-not in-
sortinîg any matters which are mere cvidence of facts,
nor any interrogaîtorics for the purpose of obtainiag a
discovery fromt the Defudant's answer; that the
)efendauit iay, iin his turn, denur or plcad to the

bill as heretofore, but if he answers, he must confine
his answer to the Mere setting forth of his defence,
inserting nothing more than is strictly necessary to
a precise and intelligible statement of the matter on
whicl le relies ; and that anything beyond these
statements in the bill or answer, shall be deemed im-
pertinent, and bc cxpunged or disallowed on taxation.

That the Plaintiff and Defendant shall be respec-
tively perinittei to examine cach other, vivd voce, by
Counisel,-tlhe one upon the matters stated in bis bill,
and tlhe other upon ithe answer; such examinations
to be condutetcd ait nid prius before the Judge pro-
siding. To nake sueli a systein of proceeding safo
and beneficial to the suitors, a n1umiiber of regulations
will be nccessary, which we have already considered,
and shall endeavour to make as complete in the first
instance, as wC can reasoinably hope to do, though
ve are guite aware that sone experience of its prac-

tical working will be neccssary before it can be pro-
perly adjusted.

It will be requisite to provide for restraining the
exanination withini proper bounds as to relevancy,
leading questions, &c. for the method of taling downa,
settling and authenticating the atnswvers,-for the de-
teriaaîng la what District the exanination shail take
place,-th tnotice to be given te parties,-the renedy
whcre questions have becin overruled by the Judge,
whicht shall be aftarwards decidei to have been ad-
iissibl,-the consequence of either party failing to

attend uapon notice,-thie method of proceeding whcn
the bill is aimended, and varions other matters, which
it wouhl be to little purpose to enlarge upon lhere,
because we have not yet fuily natured the proposed
new system.

The advantages which we think may be conferred
by it, will be principally these:-It will very mate-
ially siorten the pleadings, both the bill and answer,

by excluding froi the former, not nerely the inter-
rogatories, which occasion a gréat portion of the ex-
pense, but also the pretences charged, whicl are only
inserted upon the ground that they are necessary to
lead te the interrogatories. Andit xvill to a great ex-
tent shorten thei answer, by excluding all notice of
the bill for any ether purpose than to apply the do-
fonce directly to the facts charged in it.

If we can, by proper regulations prevent the pro-
posed mode of examination by Counsel viva voce in
an open Court froi occasioning delay, wC think
great advantage will be gained by such a inanner of
eliciting the trutli.

As regards the Defendant, the innovation oes no
furthar thaîn the substituting oue mode of examination
for another. As regards tle Plaintiff the change, is,
far greater, fer-it las not hitherto been allowed. in
Equity to examine the Plaintiff at al, in regard te
the matters ohargod inlhis'bill; oe lias the Plaintif
been réguircd to mak e oth as to the truth) of his
statenments , é xeépt in certain casas when ha proceeds'
fer a discovery in regard to written instruments.

The Defendant, ia order te obtain any evidence or
admissions from the Plaintif, whîich nay be useful
to hin on the hîearing, is now under the necessity of
filinCr a cross bill, which is necessarily attended with
nitmcf greater expense than the course suggested, and
mnay, i nmany cases giva risc to delay; and wC think
there is another good effect which would be likely to
follow suci a change in the practice, nanmely, that
persons will bc in some measure restrained froma
harassing others with suits in Equity, upon dishonest
pretences, when they know that they will be exposed
te bc rigidly examined in the saine cause upon the
mnrits of thir bill, and will be unable to keep back,
without comîmitting the guilt of perjury, any fact or
cireuistance, thougli known only to themselves,
which may tend to disprove the ailcged Equity of
their case.

WTe do not recommend tuis change without hesi-
tation. Its mercly being a departure froin the Eng-
lish system, in a very essential point, las led ius to
apprchend, that objections and inconvenienees, which
cannot be readily foreseen, may discover themselves
in practice; especially when wC consider that a sug-
gestion, that the Defendant.might, with the leave cf
the Court, examine the Plaintil? in any case upon in-
terrogatories before the Master, so as to save the ne-
cessity of lis filing a cross bill, was submitted te the
Chancery Commissioners in England in 1824, and
was not adopted, though. it was said to have the sane-
tion of the late Sir Samuel Ronilly's approval.

WC are at present, howcvcr, of opinion, that an
exponrtaent s1ould be made of this system, as it af-
fords a promise of doing sonetling eflectual, towards
brigig the expances of a suit in Chanccry, within
retasonable bounds, by the only means by which it
eau be acconplished,-that is, by shortening and sim-
plify'ing the proceeding.

But Legislative aithority will be required as it
appears to us, for making so considerable an altera-
tion, or at least te place the power of making it be-
yond doubt; and we strongly recommend that the
Legislature should, in an Act toe passed for this
purpose, give a .continuing authority to make Rules
and Orders froi tiime to tinte, for amending and
modifyhag theli new practico, vhiel nay be Thus la-
troduccd, or for resending the former Rules on the
subject, if it should be found btter, upon experience,
te return te the old systen wholly or lu part.
We believe that it wouild Le very unsafe to venture
upon so great a change, without providing for a con-
stant controul over the new practice, by the same
authority which shall introducc if, and thus affording
the menus o'adjusting the practice in all its parts, so
as te suit the alteration, as subsequent reflection and
observation may shew to be nccessary,.

We send with this Report, a draft of a Bill, sue.h
as wC would propose for that purpose, and in this
draft tlhe authority for establishing ln the first in-
stance, a new practice, and for altering it, or restQ-
ring the former practice, is made te extend generally
to the proceedings in the Court, and not merely to
this particular proposition of examininîg the parties
to the Bill viva voce.

If this shall be approved of, it will be neessary
for the Leaislatura to consider that ith Commission

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FIRST REPORT.

TLE SEC-r CoMMITTEE to which was referred the"Petition of M. F. Valois, and others,
Inhabitants of Lachine and other parishes, and various other Petitions, relating to Roads
on the Island of Montreal,-to the Longueuil and Chambly Turnpike Road,-and to a
Plank Road from the Horse-Ferry along the West Bank of the Chtnbly Basin to the
said Turnpike Road, with power to report from time to time, have the honor to REronr
in part:-

That your Committec have taken into considera-
tion such of the Petitions referred to then as relate!
to Roads in the Island of Montreal, and having ex-
amined some of the petitioners, and other witnesses,
in relation thereto, arc of opinion that the Turnpike
Rond prayed for by the petition of M. F. Valois and
others, fron the Upper Lachine rond to the village
of Ste. Anne, is vcry much required, being necessary
to continue the great line of communication between
Montreal and fthe Upper Province : they, therefore,
consider that the prayer of the petitioners should be
granted.

Your Committec arc also of opinion that the Turn-
pike Road prayed for by H. Brunet and others, from
l'Ahord à Plouffe to the Village of St. Geneviève,
would be extremely beneflcial, not only to thc popu-
lation of the whole upper piart of the island, but, as
giving access to the Montreal market, to the greater
part of the inhabitants of the northern part of the
district of Montread, who have now to travel over
had ronds on the Ile Jésus, in order to reach the
Lachapelle bridge.

Upon considering the amount of the revenue at
present accruing froin the Lower Lachine rond, your
Committee conceive that the' continuation of that
rond from the Pavilion to the eastward of the La-
chine Churcli, is very desirable, and will bc of great
advantage to the public, partictilarly on account of
the manufactories now established at the latter place,
and many others nay hereafter bc established at the
many places whicre watcr-power is to bc found on
that line.

As respects the road spoken of in the petition of
Gabriel Roy and others, in the Côte St. Laurent,
from the St. Lawrence Road to the l'Abord à Plouffb
Rond, your Cominittee cannot recommend its con-
struction at present, as it could not bc expected to
prove so useful to the public as those recommended
above.

Your Commîittee consider that the prayer of the
petitions of J. A. Mathieson, and others, W. H.
Waters and others, and the 1-onble. R. U. Harwood
and ofhers, would be in part complied with if a turn-
pike road were made fron Lachine to Ste. Anne, as
suggested at the commencement of this report; and
they are also of opinion that a turnpike road froin
the County of Vaudreuil to Ste. Anne, is mnuch needed,
and should bc construîcted under the direction of the
Board of Works, to complote the communication
between Montreal and the Upper Province. But
though several lines of rond from Vaudreuil and Sou-
langes to Ste. Anne were proposed, your Commnittoe
cannot take upon thenselves to reconunend any
particular line, but vould prefer leaving ithe choice
of a suitable line to the Board of Works., Asres-
pects the rond from Ste. Anne to Lachine, througrh
the centre of the island, ,desired by the Honble. .
U. Harwood and others, in their petition, it is con-
ceived that such a rond would be far froi advan-
tageous tO the pubbec at large, and would not afford

the saine benefit as the front rond, eitlier to the pub-
lie or to the neighbouring population, upon whom the
principal cha ge of maintaining it would necessarily.
fail.

Shouild the above suggestions be concurred in by
your Honorable House, your Coinittee would re-
commend that the roads to be constructed in accord-
ance therewith, be placed nder the control of the
Trustecs of the Montreal Turnpike Ronds, and that
they he authorized to borrow a further sum of
£25,000 for their construction, at a rate of interest
not exceeding 6 per cent.

The whole nevertheless humbly submitted.

they could do if that rond were macadamized.

44. W, Vould the centre road be shorter thian the old
one, if the latter werc repaired, and would it cost
more than flic old cie ?-iu mny opinion, it would not
be shorter, if the old one were made straight, as I
have alicady stated. Telie centre road wou,,l cost
iimeh more titan the other, on account of the valte

of flic land, flic sugar trees, and other valuable wood,
and on accoiint of the swiops of soime extent wlicli
it iust cross ; the niany bridges which would bce
required, and the scarcity of' rnimterial; while on flic
contrary, materials moav be had in great abundance'
along tlie river, and tiiere aie only fuor bridges to
build, all of vhicl would not cost, at, flic itnost,
More than .£200 ; ard, fron the infornation I have
oîbtained, I can state tait flic proprictors on the river
side woild consent to give the land and the stone
necessary for niakin g flic roaid,

45. Is the centre road unici travelled durinig the
winter ?-Iî flic winter it would hardly be used, as
it iss imore advantageous and conýenient-ior the public
to travel on the river.

Mr. Pierre Charles Valois, of Pointe Claire, Notary,
called in ; and exatmined:-

Answer to Q. 37. I have no doult tlat flic road
fron, Ste. A nne to Montreal, along the river, is of
greatcr advantage to flic public tlin a road imade
through the centre of tlhe island would be; and, I
think, that, in fine weaer, tirec-fourths of' the tra-
vellers would take the old road ratlier than pay toll
on flic centre one.

Answer to Q. 38. hlie Lachine road would greatly
suffer by tlie change, and would iot pay its expenses.

Answer to Q. 39. There is no douîbt that if flic
road on the borders of tlic island werc mnacadanmized,
the inhabitants of flic islaind would derive nmich
greater benefit by following that road than one run-
ning through the centre.

Answer to Q. 41. It would be dangerouis to travel
not only by night, but by day, on the centre road,
on account of the vant of habitations along that
rond.

Answer to Q. 42. hie ieni distance to be gone
over by those t'esiding ou the soutb, in order to reach
the centre rond, would be at least thrce miles; and
those on the north would have five or six miles-both
over bad roads.

Answer to Q. 43. It woul rediuee the value of
property situated on the borders of the island, and
prevent the inhabitants froin bringing their produce
to market, from the bad state of the roads they would
have to travel to reacli flic centre road.

Answer to Q. 44. I, do not think it would be
shorter than flic old oie, if the latter wcre made
straight ; tand I tlink tlie centre road wouild cost as
much as the ronds that might be made on the north
or south side of the island, on account of the lands
to be purchased, the valtable trees to be destroycd,
(whieh arc very itumerous,) and the swanmps and
marshes on the whole of that ine, and the imany
bridges that would have to be made on this rond,
which are more than five or six times the nunber of
those on the old one.

Answaer to Q. 45. I think tiat few people woiîld
pass over that rond, as the roads on the ice would be
infinitely preferable, and much shorter.

iMr. Gabriel11Pilon, of Stc. Anne, Farmer, called il;
and examined

Ansiver to Q. 37. [ do not think that road would
he of greater advantage to the public, but quite the
reverse.

Answncr ta Q. .38. If the road were made to run
throtigh the centre of' the island, the Lachine road
would sutfù,r from the change, and would certainly
not cover its expenses.

Ansiver fo Q. 39. Tle iihabiitnts fron both sides
of the river would have a iuch greater advantage in
following the olI road, if it werc imlacadamized, and
thcy wouîld even prefer following it without improve-
ment, in flic fine dry weather.

Answer to Q. 40. If tlie old road were straight-
ened, they would have more advantage in following it.

AnLoevr to Q. 41. It vould be langerous to travel
on a road made throuîgl the centre of the ishnd, not
oInly by iighft but by day ; and travellers would be
much exposed in every wiy, as they would be unable
to procure assistance in case cf occidents, to which
travellers are often subject, wliether as to their car-
riages or thteir persons.

Answer to Q. 42. lhe imcan distance which the
inhiabuitants of the south of' the island would have to
go over, would be three or four miles; and five or six
miles for those fromn the niorti,-.in both cases over
bad roads.'

Answer to Q. 43. It wuild have the effect of com-
pletely dimuinîishing flic value of tlie property situate
On the river side, and of preventing the inhabitants
fron bringing their produce to market; and it would
be committing a great injustice and, injury towards
those on the river side, by obliging then to keep up

Ainswer to Q. 44. Tho centre rond would not bc
much shorter, if ftle old one weri macle straiglit, and
the cost, of the former woold bc double that of flic
old road froin Ste. Ane o Montreal, on account of
the swamps and marshes, and the want of matcrials
for flic ronds, She expense of purcliasing land, and
the destruction ot the trocs wluch would have to be
cut down ail along the line.

Answer to Q. 45. No one vould take that road in
winter, as vcry one would follow the road on the ice.

Mr. J. B. Quesnel called in ; and examined:-

Answer to Q. 37. The road through the centre of
thc island can bc of no advantage to the public; that
along the river is much to bc prefcrred.

Answer to Q. 38. The Lacine road would suffer
greatly hy flic change, and would not cover its ex-
penses.

Answer ta Q. 39. The inhabitants of both sides
the island have, without the least doubt, more ad-
vantage in having tlic road on the border of the
island, thaln in the centre ; and ail the population of
tle district of Montreal would have much more ad-
vantage in following the road on the borders of the
island, tan Ithat in the centre.

Answer to Q. 40. Travellers would fnd it much
more advantageous to follow fie old road, if it were
made straiglt.

Answer to Q. 41. [ tiiink tliat a road through the
contre of tic islancd would be very dangerous for fra-
vellers, not oily by night, but by day, as the centre
road wouXld run through forests not less than a thou-
sand acres in su1perficic, where it would be easy for
robbers to hide.

Answer to Q. 42. The mean distance which tie in-
habitants of the south of the island wrould have to go
over, wouldl bi at least three or four miles, and five
or six miles for those of the north-with very bad
roads'in both cases.

Ainswer to Q. 43. It would greatly diminish flic
value of property on flic borders, witiiout increasing
that ia tic centre of the island ; and the inhabitants
would not only have to pay the tur"jikes, but to
keep up the old roads.

Answer to Q. 44. The centre road would not be
shiorter than the old one, if tic latter were made
straight, and it wouldcost twice as amncl as the old
one.

Answer to Q. 45. Very few >cople vould take thuit
road in wvintec-travellers woula prefer liassing on flic
river.

Joseph Allard, Esq., of Lachine, Coîmmissioner of
Snall Causes, xwas called in, and corroborated the
evidance of Mr. J. B. Quesnel.

WEDNEsDAY, 26th February, 1845.

Français Xav'ier Moution dit Lanouche, of' tic parish
of St. Martin, Ferrymian, called in; and examined:

46. Do you keep the ferry between lie Jésus and
the Island of Moatreal, and at what place ?-I keep
a ferry bctween Il J6sus and Montreal, at flic head
of lie Jésus, opposite the Rivière du Chesne.

47. Do many people cross at that place?-Yes; APPendit
sometimes ny two boats are not sufficient, and even (. L)
the assistance of my neighbour, who has also.two r--
boats, is very often, in the fine scason, insufficient tO 4 M*
convey cvery one across.

48. If flic ronds froni Ste. Geneviève to l'Abord à
Ploufe werc macadanized, would more people cross
at your ferry to go to Montreal ?-I think there
would bc twice as many, because the road is shorter
by Ste. Geneviève, and because there are many hiis
iii lie Jésus, which is not the case in the Island of
Montreal.

TaunsDAY, 27th February, 1845.

Moses Hays, Esq., of Montreal, called in; and exam-
ined

Answer to Q. 37. I consider it would be decidedly
advantageous, both by shortening the route, and
enabling the fariners to have their extensive farnis
divided, and a road of communication between them.

49. Do you consider that the road open from Ste.
Anne to Montrcal by the interior, woulc be much
shorter, more advantageous to flic people living above
tic Islaindof Montreal and in the upper part of the
province, and to the people living in te interior of
flic island ?-Decidedly, by giving themn a shorter
communication, and a better route.

50. If flic rond ran tirougih the centre of the
islnd, would the people on both sides derive more
advantage fron it than if fhey followed flic shores
on both sides ?-Yes, tlcy woulk.

51. Do you consider there would bc any danger in
travelling on that road ?-No, I think there would
be no danger.

52. What would be flic probable difference of dis-
tance betveen flic two routes ?-I think about five
or six miles.

53. If the road by the interior bc six miles shorter
flan the road on the front, do you think that in flic
winter season the front rond would bc maintained,
and that it would pay its expenses as well as the
road in flic interior ?-I think it will bc maintained,
provided the tolls arc tic sane on both roads.

54. Do you know flic interior of tic island, and
do you think it wouId bc difficult and expensive to
open a road n the interior ?-To open a road in the
interior v(,dmld bc clicaper and casier, and no grent
difficulties to bc met wvith; and I an well acquainted
with tie localities of the island.

55. If a road were opened lirough the island, do
you think it would be much travelled ?-Certainly;
and form a main avenue to flic city, and contribute
much to inciease its trade.

Honorable Roberi (I Harwood, of Vaudreuil, called
iii; and exammed:

Answer to Q. 37. Thc centre road will intersect al
flic cross roads, viz.: St. Charles -St. John, Les
Sources, Ste. Marie, Siesse, and Côte St. Luc, which
are ail double concessions thickly scttled, eontain-
ing, I think, four fines more iniabitants than resido
on tlc river fiont of the island above Lachine or
l'Abord à Plouffe. All these people will have a direct
road open to market, and be thereby bencfitted. The
county of Vaudreuil, and the lwhole travel of the
Ottawa and St. Lawrence, could not but receive im-
mense benefit by having the distance shortened; and
another great acvantage in the centre road would be,
that the inhabitants would be sure of a rond in win-
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ter by land, ivhcrcaîs in the road that goes tlrough
Lacldnue and follows the front, the road on the ice
being shorter, little or no revenue wvold be,obtained
in winter, as the rond on the ice would be solely used.
The icc in winter offen becones covered with water,
and is both dangerous and disagrecable, yet the rond
by land cannot bo resorted to, being blocked up with
snow fron not hnving- been u lsed, irom the villages
of Pointe Claire and StC. Geneviðvo, the distance will
he shortened four miles by the centre rond. From
Beauharnois, Clhn teauguay, and the whole south
shore the ice is never good below·Pointe Claire, con-
soriuently the centre road saves them, in winter, a
distance of four miles ; and ferry boats fron the south
shore to Pointe Claire could be establisled with ad-
vantage, therc being no current, and it being prac-
ticabie to ferry in a fog, or in the night, whicl is not
the case to Lachine. The inlind rond from Pointe
Claire to Montreal would be therefore greatly used
by market people with their carts; and a continuation
of the rond lcading from flic bridge at l'Abord aà
Plouffe. to strike this centre road, would siorten
their dIstance inta town, and nvoid flic emountan,-
a consider'atin of' vast inuplortanico te ail resîing on
the north shore ; and to hie city, by enabling fire-
wood to be brouglit in at a iuclh ceeaper rate.
i have been over the greaier part of this route : it
follows, gencrally, what nmy be called filc backbone
of the slanid of Montreal, affording abundant sup-
pfy of stone for imaking tlie"rond ; requiring but small
bri ndges, and namany ;-nid I found the iiinlabitants
very desirous to bave the rond opeied. I consider
the centre rond from Ste. Aine would not cost more
nioney than the rond front Ste. Anne to Lachime
alonie, afbiding advantage to both sides of tle island,
and, t]iat bemag so îmiueh siorter iim w tiner, fhe whole
Upper Canada and souith siore travel above Clateau-
guay would use ilins rond, consequcntly a great
revenue would be oltamlied in winter, imecismig with
flie nîterease of Ilie country above, whiclî it would bc
ii vamu to hope for fromn a road Ieading fron Lacline
to Ste. Anne, as the ice road would be shorer ii i
wnter, and in suunîner travellers fron a distance go
by stean communication.

56. Do vou flink it would be very advalngeous
to the îinlafitants of ftle two sections of the province,
ftnt a rond of, communication slould be openîed from
thie Island of' Montreal al Ste. Ane, to tlie Cedars
plank road, passing tlroîuglh Ile Ferrot by bridges at
Vaudreuîil rapids and Stc, Anne ?-It would be of
hie lhigliest advantage, if' a fre communication wvere
at ail times open befween i\Montreal and flic uipper
province, by bridges at Ste. A nne and Vaudreuil
rapids.

57. DO you tliiiik iliat to carry ot Iliat object it
woild ie proper to Coinmence tlie r'od froi the
Cedars village, to colle, in as straight a line as con-
vemicnt, to or nicar flie Seigniior's mîîill at Yaidreuil--
to connect tliat road by a bridge at lat place, witA
lie lerrot; to continue Ihe road froni that bridge
ICross le Peri'ot Io the place Iste flithe di the
anal of Ste. Anne, and to build a bridge at fhait

place o conniect lie Perrot with t li land of Mon-
trent?-There was certainuly a nmistake made by flic
Board of Works !il recorcnding the planking of'
flic radl r.oi Coteau (lu lac to fthe Caseads,-tlie
object in view at tle tinie, being to open a frce coin-
iumiitioiit letween Upper Canada and Montreal, as
well for tlie transfer o flic mrails as for otlier objects.
This object was not attained by opening the road in
question ; it would have been attained if' the road
had been opened froin Coteau du Lac to Vaudreuil
rapids, and connected by bridges with the Tsland of

ontrea,-thant route b>einr the, shortest and tlie most
'onvenient for the trade fror flic upper part of tlie
country, is niost assuredly the most proper to carry
out tli object m view.

58. Do you think that to carry out the above ob-
ject, it would not be botter te commence ftle rond
fron the plank rond at the Cascades, come up as far
as Pointe aux Renards-nnect it that place the
main land with lile Perrot by a bridge, and continue

ic road from the bridge to a place opposite, or nearly
opposite, the Canal dam at Ste. Anne ?-No; the
object in view would not be attained by that route,
and it would be a.longer one and more difficult.

59. Do you not thinik it would be better to corn-
mence the road froni the Cedars plank road by the
side road lcadiig along flic property of Eleazer
1Iayes, Esq., at fhe Cedars, a continue if either to
tli Pointe aux Renards, or to the mill of tle Seig-
nior at Vaudreuil ?-No ; that road vould b longer
tlai the oe alluded to in ,Q. 56, less advantageous,
and more expensive on accotnt of steep hills

60. With reference to hie route fron the Cedars
plank rond, comniencing at the Cedars village, will it
he shorter or more advantageous to the najority of
flic imlabitaits of' the neiglbovuhood, fhe suîrroutnd-
iiîg country, aiid fli îpper part c f flic province, thtan
any of hie ofther routes, and if not, which would you
recommend, and for what reason ?-That route would
bc flic shortest, the nost advantageous to the majorit
of the imabitants of the neighbourhood and surroinc -
ing country, and to tlie people of the upper part of
ftle provine.

61. Wlat would Ic the approximate difference !in
tlie cost of each of flic proposed routes, eiflier fromt
Ilue Cascades to Pointe aux Renards ; fiom flic Cas-
cades to the Seignior's mill ; froum the C edars villi e
to eflier Pointe aux Renards, or the Seigior's miii;
or fron Mr. Hayes' road to either of flic t wo points,
and thence to Ste. Anne ; aind wlich of tlese routes
would ic flic shortest, flic imiost frequented, the
cheapest, and the easiest to make and repair ?-The
rond fron flic Cascades 'o Vaudreuil rapids, and
thience to Ste. Anne, w'ould lie clicaper now for flic
making ; but for the peopl above that line, and es-

cialdly above the Cedars, it will le longer by at
least fbur miles, and p)erlaips not so easy to keep in
repair, while the rotite proposed froni the Cedars
village to Vaudreui'rapids, and thence, to Ste. Anne,
wouild be nuot only th ortes, but flic most fre-
queicnted, and lei most convenient for flic people of
fle upper part of' the coun'try ; but, in niy opinion,
a rond starting from the Coteau du Lac ladiig,
would unite in a greater degice all those idvanitages.

62. If a bridge were bilt at or lcar' the place at
Vaudreuil called flic Mill Ferry, or Vaudreuil rapids,
would it he less expeuIsive, shorter in lenîgthi, less cx-
posCd to be dmlnaged by the ice, or the rise of' flic
waters in spring, and built on a betier and safer bot-
ton, than a bridge built at or near Pointe aux Renards
or any other place on that line ; and if not, which
placc would, in your opinion, unite all ithese advan-
tages ?-A bridec built at or neia' the mill could b
eîected for nuhiî'l less nonîey, and would be safer as

being biuilt in shallow ivter on rocky botton, pro-
tected froiu injunry fromi tlie ice by the surrounding
islands, and Ibîeing nearer to flic Ottawa, it wduld not
only be isefId t tlie people fron Ilie St, Lawrence,
but equally so to the people froim flie Ottawa; while
a bridge at Pointe aux Renards would be less usefil
and mure exposed to tlie ice, and the botton would
iot le so good.

63. Wliat would bc Ilie approximate difference in
flic expense of building cillier of tlic two bridges, and
which would be the lcast expense ?-The bridge at
the mill would be the celiapest, and considerably the
safest, and the difference of expense would be ma-
terially in its favour.

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64, If a road were opeed as proposed, do you
think that the tolls that would be colected upon if
would pay flic interest of flic nioncy expended on the
road and necessary bridges, together with repairs,
and ultinately refund ftic capital ?-The bridge at
fl mill being the iost advaitageous for flic in-
habitants residing on the St. Lawrence and the
Ottia, there is no doubt but flic tolîs would pay
the interest and repairs, and refund tlie capital in a
very short tinie.

65. Do you think this rond would bo advantageous
to tlie merchants, lumlber inerchants, farmnrs, and
tiavellers froin ftle Ottawa, and which of the pro-
posed routes would be most likely to suit them, as
well as persons froin flic St. Lawrence nd the inland
parts of flic counties of Vaudreuil, Glengary, Stor-
mont, &c. ?-The route starting froin flic upper
bridge, that is, fle bridge at the Vaudreuil Rapids,
wotld bo highly advantageous to tic trading com-
nunity at large, and te all theinlabitants residing

on the Ottawa and St. Lawrence, and flic surround-
ing country, and would contribute at all times to
furnish the Montreal markets.

66. Do you think the bridges at Ste. Anne and
Vaudreuil would bo very expensive ?-No ; Mr.
M' Naugliton, of Ste. Anne, understood, on Monday
hist, froin two contractors, that they would guarantce
to build a bridge at Ste. Ane for £1500 ; this
bridge would be protected fromi injury front the ice
and rise of water by the canal dam, and a bridge
at flic Vaudreuil Rapids, or Mil Ferry, would be
still safer and cost much less ; but as a draw-bridge
would be required over the locks, the expense would
he greater, but I am not prepared to give an opinion
as to flic amount.

67. Would if be diflicult to procure the imateriaîls
necessary for such works ?-Wood could be floated
therc and bought cieap, and stone is very abundant
on flic spot, so fliat materials could be readily eb-
tained.

Alex. Roy, Esquire, of the Cedars village, called in;
and cxamincd:-

Answer to Q. 56. Without doubt if would be most
advantageous.

Answer to Q. 57 and 58. Supposing the rond
were to start from the Cascades, the place called
Pointe aux Renards would ho flic fittest for the
people living on the Ottawa; tlc bridge would lire-
bably be more advantageous at the Rapids, but I
would recommrend a place at iid-distance between
the mill and Pointe aux Renards, called Forbes'
Point,, where flic bottoin is firi.

Answer to ,Q. 59. I do net think it would be
proper te adopt such a course.

Answer to Q. 60. If flic piece of road from flic
Cedars to the Cascades werc not made, the route friom
flic Cedars village would be flic best and iost advan-
tageous, if it was shorter.

Answer to Q. 62. I consider that Pointe aux Re-
nards would unite all flic to a greater
degrec fthan any other place.

Answer to Q. 64. I tlink flic expense would be
covered by flic tolls.

Answer to Q. 65. That route being generally more
frequented by flie people friom i St. Lawrence,
their wants should be flic first consulted.

Answer to Q. 66. I have no idea of fle cost of
such a work.

Answer to Q. 67. It would be very easy to procure Appendix
the necessary m,,aterials,

Mr. William Waters, Postmaster at the Cedars, called t aroh
in ; and examinîed :-

Answer to Q. 56. Undoubtedly so; it would bc
nost advantageous.

Ansiwer to Q. 57 and 58. The route from the Cedars
to tic Cascades, and from the Cascades to Pointe aux
Renards, would be'the most advantageous; to build a
bridge there, and continue the road through lIC
Perrot to opposite Ste. Aine, and thcre connect the
lic Perrot with the island of Montreal by a bridge,
would be the proper route.

Answer to Q. 62. A bridge buiilt at Pointe aux
Renards would be on a safe and hard bottom, more
sheltered from north wind, and less exposcd to the
ice, as from the distance of the rapids, the watcr being
still, flic ice wouîld not be pusled against the bridge
by the current, and theice would clecay before passing
it.

Answer to, Q. 64. I really believe the tolls collected
on the road and bridges would pay flic interest of the
money, the repairs and contingent expenses, and
ultimnately refund the capital.

Ansiver to Q. 65. The route I have recommended
would be the most advantageous for all parties fromt
flic different sections of the Province.

Answer to Q. 67. It would not be difficult to pro-
cure the necessary materials.

PnrmAY, 28th February, 1845.

Paul Timothée Masson, Esquire, of tlic Parish of St.
Joseph de Soulanges, called in; and examnined :-

Answer to Q. 56. I reside at the Cascades,and woulct
strongly reconmend the propricty of continuing a ,
road from the Plank road to the Island of Montreal
across Ile Perrot. The travel on the Cedars Plank
road would be greatly augncnted if it were continued
to the Island of Montreal, witlh bridges to connect Ile
Perrot to flic Island of Montreal on one side, and
with flic parish of Vaudreuil on the other side. To
further that object, I consider that a road should be
opened from Cascades at a place called Mariot's road,
Icading to Viudreuil, in a linò as straight as possible,
and convenient to a place called Pointe aux Renards,
-- connect that place by a bridge to Ile Perrot,--
continue flic road fron that place to, or nearly op>o)-
site, the Locks at Ste. Anne, atnd there connect ..1e
Perrot to the Island of Montreal by a bridge. A
bridge at Pointe aux Renards would not be as nd-
vantageous or convenient te ti people living on the
Ottawa, as if it were placed above ; but it 1would be
more convenient toe li'pobple living on the St. Law-
rence: a place in the immediate neigphbonrhood, cal-
led PÔinto t Jacquot, or Point' Corbes, would seem
a less inconvehient place. I consider it will be very
nearly as short a distance for the traveller to pass by
the Cascades, as to go in a line nearly straiglt to the
Cedars village, te Vaudreuil; besides, the latter route
would b more expensive. T consider Pointe aux
Renards flic best place te build the bridge, as tli bot-
tom is good,-the place only two miles or tllereabouts
from ic Cascades and on tle opposite side, on Ile
Perrot, wotid be the best possible place to pass. A
road leading te Ste. Ane, to avoid the high water in
tho spring, the distance by ftint route would bc only
five miles fîin flic plank road at the Cascadés to Ste.

2. Have you sold timber to the Montral Turnpike
Road Trustees, if so, have the goodness to state
what quantity, what description, what it amounted
to, whether it was by publie contract or by private
bargain, and to what use this thiiber was apphed ?-
I have not sold any timber to the Trustees. I have
bought a rnft or dram of hrenlock square tinber, and
a few sticks of other kinds, for the Trustees, by the
order of the Secretary, I thiink about four or five
thousand feet, for building the wharf opposite Messrs.
Ilanîdyside; I paid, I think, two pence lulf-penny a
foot.

3. I-lave you had any conversation with any of
the surveyors that were employed by the Road Trus-
tees, relative to the two ines of rond that were traced
by then, the one im the front, and the other in the
rear, of the promises of the late Mr. Trustee Handy-
side's distillery ; and did cither of the surveyors say;

instanlments of £8 68. 8d. per arpent on the width of
their farm, during three yoars.

The Trustees also
gave me a contract for broken stoue, to repair the
road; which stone was delivered as they requested,
and they aftcrwards would not receive them froin
ne, ner give me any renuneration for thon; they
lie there still, although I offored te give thein to the
Trustees for anything they chose te give me, but
tley would not take ten. Thcy entered upon ny
promises without leave, took away ny stones, and
would not pay cithier fer stone or damages ; although,
whon 1 went on the property of other persons te get
stone, wlen I lad a coutract, the Trustees deducted
froin the aîmount of mny contract the sumun chúmined by
those persons for damages, anounting to £25 10s.,
although I was authorzed by them to take stones
wherever T could fund tien, on paying the damages
aucordinig te arbitration,

TiE Speclal Comxnittce to whox were referredthe Publie A&ccoUnts laid befGre your HonorableBlouse this Session~, as well as those laid before the
late Parlianent in the Sessions of 1842 and 1843, andtvhich reniairi ag une.amined by anv Conunia ec oftlic late AsseinbIy, Yoinr l-fonoraxble Ilouse have uilsothoughit proper to refer to Y-our Corrniftte for inves-tigation, beg leaie to 'na1e tlîis their FMST IÙCOIIT.

Your Commnittece connenaced the duty entrustedto theni, by first cxamining in detail those items inthe accounts laid before the late Assenbly in theSessions of 1842 and 1843, and tlie present Session,expressing the suis advaniced for the Public Servicedurîng the years 1841, 1842 and 1843, without thelauthority of Parliailent, and onfl te responsibility ofthe Exceutive Governmueint, and "for whticit an p-propnation is required." It is accordingly to thisbranci of their enquiry that the present keport isconfined.

Your Coniittee called upon the Deputy Inspeetor
General, Mr. Cary, to produce the different accounts,papers, and vouchers relating to the suins so ex eng-e d; and they were accordingly laid before the Com-
mittee, and explained by that Officer satisf.tetorily tothie Connittee, 10ho founcd no cause to question their
accuracy.

I have to request that you will draw the attention
Of ILS Eieelleny, the Adiniiàstrator of the Govern -
ment, to the necessity of placing at the disposal ofl
this Board a sim of mfny for the purposes of re-
building the bridge at Ganîanloque on the main Post
road with Montreal; it is extremely desirable that
this should be dotte at once: also, for the repaiîirg and
securing the bridge over the Grand River itP
wvhieh is also onit tàai fine of conmunication,-the
expenditure of a few hundred pounds on this bridge
will save it froin total destruction, it being in a very
dangerous state. Anothev work intended to bc ac-
coplished is the bridging and repatring of a portion
of the road between Chathamn and Sandwich, by
which the Mail is now and will be carried for two
seaons at least.

The Special Cornmittee appointed to examine the Public Accourts, laid before the House
during the several Sessions of the last Parliament, and the present Session, beg leave to
make their Third Report, as follows:

Your Committee, since their First and Second B e-
ports, have examined the Accoiunts of the application
of the Supplies voted during the several Sessions of
the Legislature, in the years 1841, 1842, and 1843,
by the late Assembly, towards defraying certain in-
dispansable expenses of the Civil Goverunent for
those yoars, as well as the expenditure for 1844, in
so far as the Account for this last year lias been laid
before Your Ilonourablo l ouse,-and have now the
honour ta submit tiis, their Third B oport-second as
respects the Public Accounts referred to thei.

In addition to this vote of supply, it was also, at
the saine time, pursuant to a Message from Ilis Ex-
eellency, the Governor General, of the first day of
the saine month of Decenber, "Resolved, that a
"sum not exceeding £1,407 17s. 9d. sterling, be

granted ler Majesty, to defray certain items of
expenses of the Civil Government of this Pro-
vince for the year 1843, as recommended in the
Message of lis Excellency, the Governor Gen-
oral, of the 1st instant." A copy of the Message

containing the items referrecd te, mnaking in currency
£1,564 6s. 4d., is appended to this Report. (App.
No. 4.)

The total se voted for this year (1848). and to be
accounted for, consequently, was £87,022 16s. 9d.
currency, including the £27,777 15s. 6d. granted
by the above mentioned Act of appropriation. It is
also to bc observed, that a vote on the sane day (4th
December, 1843) was passcd, placing in like manner
at the disposal of the Executive £21,364 12s. 7d.
currency, te defray the necessary expenses of the
Government net otherwise provided for, from the lst
January to 31st March, 1844, and te bc accounted
for in detail.

The amount expended under the votes for 1843,
is first £47,234 17s. 9d. sterling-(in currency,
£52,483 4s. 2d.)-as appears in detail in the account
te be found in the Appendix to the Journals for the
present Session, (a copy whereof is hereunto append-
ed, App. No, 5,) hcaded " No. 19. Statement of
"Warrants issued on account of the expenditure of

the Civil Government of the Province of Canada
"for the year 1843, paid betwcn lst January, 1843,
"and 31st January, 1844-out of a vote of the Le-
"gislative Assembly of last Session." In this ac-
count there is an item of £119 2s. 10d. currency
over and above the aforesaid sum, said to be for a
survey of a projected canal, intended to have been
called the " Missisquoi Canal." This was included
in the Estimate for the year 1843, as part of the ex-
penses incurred in 1841 and 1842, for services " un-
provided for." Your Committee, on referring to the
Deputy Inspector, General, Mr'. Cary, being satisfied
that the expenditure lias been duly incurred, include
it as a charge proper to be overed by an Act of ap-
propriation for the other noncys comnprehended in
this Account, as admitted by your Cornnittee. With
respect te the items (of £1,312 17s. 1½d. and £3,895
8s. 81d. currency,) in the said account relating to Sche-
dule A of the Civil List for 1841 and 1842, your Coin-
mittee not vet having entered upon the examination
of the Accounts explaining the application of the
moncys appropriated annually by t 1c Union Act, for
the Civil List, during the last four years, are net for
the presont prepared to Report upon them.

A further account in detail, of payments for 1843,
amounting te £26,043 14s. 5d. currency, lias been

In this last account there are several items of a
description, not, ns your Committee appreihend, con-
templated in the vote of Supply at the last Session of
the late Parliament, which was confined te those
suis necessary te defray the ordinary expenses of
the first quarter of 1844. The expenses alluded te,
are those incidental to the removal of the Seat of
Government, and which, at this advanced period of
the Session, there is not sufficient time ta investigate
with the attention that ought to bo bestowed upon
them.

Your Comnittec recommend a minute investigation
of them at the next Session: they relate te repairs
made te the St. Ann's Market, or building used as
the Parlianent louse, £3,322 12s. 2d.; Repairs,
&c., te Monklands, the Governor-General's residenco,
£5,860 5s. 2d.; Repairs and ailterations ta the old
Government louse, Montreal, used as Public Offices,
£1,639 3s. 4d.; and transport of Government Offi-
ces and effects from Kingston te Montreal, £3,147
5s. 10d., mnaking a sum of £14,746 6s. 6d., which,
until examined, ouglit net, your Committee submit,
to bc included in any vote of appropriation.

Reserving, therefore, those charges for future exa-
mination. and deducting their amount from the ac-
count alluded to, the sum of £37,517 18s. appears,
by the accounts laid before Your H1onourable House,
to have been actually expended, towards defraying
the (usual and ordinary) necessary services of the
year 1844, and which being near ly in accordance
with the votes for the previous years, ought, in the
opinion of your Commnittec, to bc admitted. Against
this sum, however, the vote of 4th December, 1843,
for £21,364 12s. 7d. is te be placed, leaving £16,153
5s. 5d., to be provided for by an additional vote,
bosides the amount that it nay be still necessary te
vote for defraying the residue of the indispensable
expenses for 1844.

From the above, the nccessity of covering, by an
Act of appropriation, the moncys expended under
the votes of the louse during the Session of 1843,
will bc apparent to Your lonourable House. They
amount, according te the foregoing Statement, te an
aggregate of £86,762 19s. 4d. currency, and for
whieh your Committeo accordingly recommend the
passing of a Bill of appropriation. Your Commit-
tee annex a tabular statement of the Supplies voted
for the years 1841, 1842, 1843, and 1844, exhibiting
at one view the exponditure under the votes for each
year, and the amount saved or short of the votes.-
(App. No. 8). The balances of course remain in the
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Appendi Treasury, and are available at the vote of the Legis-
(MM.) lature, to the public purposes of the Province, as part

, --- of the Consolidated Revenue Fund thoreof.

Your Comnittee, in conclusion, have to draw the
attention of Your Honourable louse to some charges
in the Public Accounts, worthy of remark. The
Department of the Adjutant General of Militia for
Lower Canada, is an annual charge upon the Pro-
vince, for several years past, of £750, and for which
it does not appear to your Committee that any ade-
quate service in return is performed. Your Com-
mittee called upon the Adjutant General for au ex-
planation of the duties of his office, and his answers
to the questions put to huin on the subjcut, are an-
nexed to this Report. There are in Lower Canada
no Militia laws in activity, nor indeed, if any such be
in existence, are they enforced. The head of this
Department, nevertheless, reccives, and for several
years has received, £500 a year. There are two
Clerks in his office; one receiving £137, the other
£91 a year,-at a per diem allowance to the former
of 7s. 6d., and to the latter of 5s., besides a Messen-
ger at £20 per annum,-an exponditure of the pub-
le moncys which, in the opinion of your Committee,
calls for immediate reform. The duty imposed by a
law of the late Province of Lower Canada, on the
Adjutant General, of paying out among certain Mili-
tiamen, pensioned in consequence of wounds received
in service during the war with the United States, a
sun, in small pensions, amounting at present in all
to £390 annually, your Comnittee recommend to be
transferred to the ieceiver General: and as a revisal
of the Militia Laws has been alluded to Îi the
Speech from the Throne at the opening of the pre-
sent Session, y( ir Comnittee bemng of opinion that
one Adjutant Generals Departmnent, and under one
head, ought to suffice for the whole Province, also
recommend accordingly, that when the subject is
taken up it nay be enacted that the whole Militia of
Canada shall be under the superintendence of but one
such Department, and that there be but one Adjutant
General of Militia for the whole Province,

Your Committee have also to observe, that the sa-
lary and allowance to the Master of the Graminar
School at Montreal, of £282 48. 2d. currency, scons
to then an over compensation for the services ren-
dered; but as the incumbent is aged, and lias been
long in possession of this incone, they arc unvilling,
in consideration of his long tenure of it, and servi-
ces, that he should undergo a reduction, but recom-
mend that the salary and allowance to his successor
should be graduated on a scale corresponding with,
and in proportion to, the allowances that arc given to
other Scholastic establishments.

There is, in the accounts of last year (1844) a new
charge, for twelve months salary te a Comînissioner
of Customs, at the rate of £50 sterling per month,
and allowance of travelling expenses, stationery, post-
age, &c. to the 31st December, 1844, £768 18s. 8d.
This is a new office, the propriety of the establishing
wihereof not being referred to Your Committee, nor
properly within the scope of their inquiry, they have
not deemed it their duty to inquire into, and they
therefore confine themselves simply to the observa-
tion of its existence, leaving it to Your Honourable
House to deal with the matter in such manner as it
shall deem fit: but Your Comnittee feel it to bo their
duty strongly to protest against the creation of new
offices of emolument, and thec expenditure of the pub-
lie revenue by the Executive, without the previous
vote or recommendation of Parliamont.

JosEPit CAnY, Esquire, Deputy Inspector General,
called i; and examined:

41. The Comnmittee perceive in the accounts for
1843, sent down this Session, a charge of £450, ster-
ling, te the Adjutant General of Militia for Lower
Canada, besides £123 for a first Clerk, £82 for a
second Clerk, in the office, and £18 for a messenger.
Cai you inform the Committee what are the duties
performed for these salaries and allowances ?--
le duties of that Officer, that come within my

knowledge, are, the paynent of the Militia pensions
of Lower Canada, asrequired by law, each six months,
and rendering accounts of the sane, and reporting ou
the clainis of persons, applying to be placed on the
Pension List.

42. What is the amount of those pensions ?-The
amount paid in 1844 was £390, currency.

43. Are there no other duties ?-None, that I am
aware of; he bas to render his account of the pen-
sions paid, and to report on applications relative te
pensions. 1He may have other duties to do, that I
arn not inforned of.

44. Arc there any Militia Laws in force in Lower
Canada ?-I really cannot say.

45. There is in the sanme account, an item of £3,950
Sterling, for expenses of the Provincial Penitentiary
for 1843-have you the vouliers for this expense ?-
No, they don't come te tho Inspector General's Office;
these disbursements are by law accounted for in de-
tail to the Legislature through the Governor; the ac-
counts and vouchers are sent by the President and
Board of Directors of the Penitentiary, to the Pro-
vincial Secretary, by whom, or by the President, they
are laid before the Assembly.

46. They are not at all then sent to, nor audited at
your Office ?-No.

47. Would it not be better that they should in the
first instance be audited there, before transmission to
the Assembly ?-I think so.

48. Have you the aceounts and vouchers for £675
towards the temporary Lunaetic Asylum at Montreal ?
-Yes tlcy are here. JVitness produced the vouchers
in question.)

49. Have you the accounts and vouchers for the
£2,250 charged the Lunatic Asylum at Toronto ?-
The Law provides a Board within the Institution it-
self, for auditing its accounts quarterly, and which
are by the same law annually to be furnished te th
Legislature ;--This Law is the same Act that provides
for the Asylum and for the means of erection, which
means are accumulating, and, I believe, now consti-
tute about £12,000. The sum here alluded to, is not
from that fund, but a temporary aid fron the Pro-
vincial Treasury, which ought to be accounted for in
detail to it, but which has not been the case.

50. The Committee observe in the Accounts of
1844, a charg of £768 18s. 8d. for twelve months
salary to J. W. Dunscomb, Esq., as Commissioner of
Customs at £50 sterling per month, and allowances
for travelling expenses, stationery, postage, &c. ; by
what authority is this paid hin ?-There is no au-
thority by law, but the necessity for an appointment
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Appendix of the kind, ari.ing frou the extensive smumggling
(MM.) along the Lower Canada frontier, induced the Gov-
Nernment te make the appointment temporarily, parti-

i7nh Marc. cularly for the enforcenent of the Act of the last Ses-
sion providing foi the protection of the Agricultural
interests.

51. There is an item in the Accounts of 1843, of
£230, to Mr. Spriagge, as Master of the Central Schmool
at Toronto;-s that establishment yet in existence ?
-No ; it ceased on 30th June last.

54. By what law or authority does the Depart-
mont cxist ?-It is my duty to obey more than to en-
quire, and 1 have not enquired; but I believe that the
Departnent exists in virtue of the Royal Authority-
the Sovereign being the Commander of the Militia,
as well as of the regular Army.

55. What arc the particular duties of your Office
as Adj utant General; state them fully ?-The Adju-
tant Gencral is the niedium through which the Gov-
ernor for the tirmo boing, promulgates his orders to
the Militia, and throuc1 iàch tho latter communicate
with the Governor. Ît is his duty to class and enrol
the Militia, and to keep records thereof ; to regulate
the changes and promotions; to muster, arm and
equip the same; to superintend and enforce the exe-
tion of all orders ; to provide for the training and
drafting of the forces, or of part thercof as the case
mnay be; to receive and pay the pensions and allow-
ances, granted by Legisiative authority.

Although the above value of land is computed by
those who are most competent to judge, your Coin-
imttee have no expectation that the arount is likely
to be realized for muany years to come ; ut the same
time, they strongly recommend that imrnediate steps
be taken to creat ,a permanent funid, in ordcer that
whatever income mnay hereafter be realized, nay be
appropriatcd for a specific object.

This brings your Committee to the investigation
of the second part of thcir inquîry, viz:-

TUE DEST METIon OF n ULToMo TnE CoLLCrctOI
OF TEE RtEIVENtE IN FUTUn..

As Publie Officers are already appointed to per-
form specific duties for which they receive remune-
ration, it would be desirable in most cases to employ
thcm to collect the Revenues from every source con-
nectedà with this fund, for a moderate consideration;
the person paying rent or duties to remit the saie
direct to the Receiver General quarterly; to make a
return at the saie time of the amount to the Inspec-
tor General, with a duplicate to the Treasurer or
Registrar in the respective districts, who should have
a local superintendence over this Revenue, and imake
an annual Report to the Inspector General, pointing
out any remission of duty in the Lessee, and svg-
gesting any future improvement, By this simple
method, economy and vigilance will be secured, inas-
much as a failure in those duties will involve the loss
of a more valuable office.

2

FUTTUnE APPLCA'TION OP THE PnOCEEDs OF LAND AND
TEtRRITOMAL nEvNut.

Your Committee arc influenced in their decision as
to the best application of the proceeds of the remain-
ing lands and territory, for the followin g reasons :-
They find, by reference to the Journals, that the
Legislatures of both Upper and Lower Canada have
been, for nany years past, most desirous ta obtain an
appropriation of a part of the public domain for the
support of Commnon Schools. They also find that
one of the first objects souglit by the Legislative
Assenbly of United Canada during its first Session,
was to appropriate £60,000 per annum, from the
Provincial Revenue, until the Governmuent should
apply the procecces of the Waùte Lands of the Crown
for that purpose: this appears by the f'ollowing
clause of the Act 4th and 5th Victoria, which says:
« And be it enacted, that for the establishment, sup-
r port and maintenance of Common Schools in each
l and every township and parish in this Province,

e there shall be established a permanent fund, which
" shal consist of all such monies as may accrue from
"tie selling or leasing of any lands which, by the

Legislature of this Province, or other competent au-
"thority, may hercafter be granted and set apart for
"the establishment, maintenance and support of
"Common Schools in this Province, aId of such
"other monies as are frereinafter mentioned ; and al1
lesuch monies as shall arise from the sale of any such
" lands or estates, and certain other monies herein-

useful object. I should, however, bc happy, and have
long entertaied the opinion, that a portion of those
lands should be reserved for affording means for as-
sisting the higher branches of Education, as an on-
downent, or as connected with any gCneral measure
which may hereafter be adopted on the subject.

i1. Are there any speciflc clainis tiat you arc
aware of, which would nterfcre with this interpre-
tation ?-I an speaking only of lands held or to be
held in free or common soccage; there are some In-
dian claims to particular tracts, which may be in-
cludced as those mentioned by me as in abeyance.
The Indians of Lorette bave for many years claimed
an indemnity for the Seigniory of St. Gabriel,
which they say they were deprived of by the Jesuits.
I do not pretend to give any opinion at present on
the claim, but it has been represented on their part,
that as their young men are desirous of abandoning
their ancient habite, and beconing cultivators of the
soil, and as the Chief last ycar made a proposal ta
have a free grant of a block of land at the Saguenay,
or elsewhere, I think it would be wise to encourage
them.

12. What number of acres do you think should be
reserved for the above objects?-I should say for the
higher establishinents of Education, about five Town-
ships, or 200,000 acres; and for the Indians of Txi
ruae, fîuno 0000 to 10,0U0 acres, which, apart fron
all claims, would bc a means of rendering then use-
ful members of civilizecd society,

The quantity of unsurveyed land
to the northward of the settled Townships in the
Home, Colborne, Victoria, Midland, Bathurst, and
Dalhousie Districts, is estimated at 11,546,880 acres;
but, as stated in the former Rcturu, this Office is not
in possession of aiy data upon which to forn an esti-
mate of' the value of the unsurveyed lands ui that
quarter. If any suin werc naaed as their value, it
should bc that for which they probably would sell;
and it nay bc questioned whbetlir within any mode-
rate periQd, if off.red, they could he disposed of. The
comfputed quantity of' this tract of course includes
lakes, rivers, swamps and mountains situated therein ;

nid, judginig froi the character of the lands to the

Answer.-The quantity of land, named as still
available for the general purposes of Education,
nanely, 258,330 acres, is the anount recognized by
this Office in Decomber 1832, as remaining available.
But if the full quantity of 66,000 acres authorized te
bc granted to Upper Canada College, be made up te
that Institution, it would somewhat reduce that
amotunt. Under thle circumstances, therefore, it was
considered advisable to adhere to the former state-
ment.

This Act was re-
pealed by the 4th and 5th Vict. cap. 19. This last

Catholic lieligion, and instruction of flic Indian
Tribes la Nouvelle France or Canada, the mainte-
nalce of the Colleges of the Order; which concessions,
ou the cdeath of Poru Casault, the last of the Jestits,
in the year 1800, became the property of the Crown,
and waîs placed under the nmanagremlient of a Comnuls-

No. 15.-STATEMENT of the Inspector General
of the Queen's Domain and Clerk of the Land
Roll.

The Queen's Domain in Lower Canada, under ny
immediate control and management, consists of-

1. The Seigniories of which the Queen is Seignior
Paramount or Suzerain.

2. The lands which are held en roture directly of
the Crown, of which the Queen is Seignior Censier.

3. The lands which bave been grantcd by the
Crown in free and comon soccage, in consideration
of annual rents.

In respect to the first class, namely, the Scig-
niories, the Crown is- entitled on every sale and con-
voyance equivalent to a sale, to exact from the pur-
chaser by vay of fine, a sum equal to the fifth part
of the purchase money, called " Droit de Quint."

This right "ifects all the Seigniories in Lower Canada
which were conceded under the ordinary conditions
and according to the Custom of Paris, and vhich
comprize by far the greater number: sone Seig-
iniories, however, by their original titles, vere ex-
emspted fron it, and were subjected to the paynent
on such mutations of a small piece of gold moncy,
or the revenue for one year of the Seignor's domain,
only. This right of Quint lias ccased to exist in all
cases where the proprietors have comnuted their
tenure under the provisions of the Inperial Statutes
passed for that purpose.

In respect to the second class, namely, the lands
held en roture directly from the Crown, called " Cen-
sives," they consist of the larger portion of the city,
suburbs, and banlieu of Quebec, and of the town and
banlieu of Three Rivers. The Crowns, like other
Seigniors, bas the right to exact from the purchaser
of roperty situated within its Censive, on every sale,
an convoyance equivalent to a sale, a sun equal to
the twelfth part of the purchase money, called ".Droit

In respect to the third class, it chiefly comprizes
beach and deep water lots granted on the banks of
the St. Lawrencc and St. Charles, on paynent of
certain ground rents.

The annual value of the Droit (le Quint is very
fluctuating, depending, as it does, upon the transfer
of a description of propcrty not very frequently ini
the market. The receipts since the year 1830 have
amonnted to about £8000.

The annual value of the Lods et Ventes, if rigidly
exacted, or even if collected under an improved sys-
tom, would far exceed the amount received. That
amount, in ordinary ycars, has been about £2500 per
annum. I an of opinioi that it miglt b doubled,
if not trebied, under a properly arranged mode of
collection, without exposing the Censitaires to any
hardship.

The grouînd rents referred to in the third class at
present, if fuilly collected, would amount to about
£500 per anîunm. These rents are increasing by
fresh grants, and are not so subject to fail into arrear
as the other description of dues, their anount being
ascertainable by the public oflicer in charge of the
Department.

The amount of Quints ascertained to be due and
unpaid, may bc stated to be about £6000.

The ainount of Lods et Ventes ascertained to be
due and lupaid, may be stated to b about £25,000.

It may be estimated that there is due upon trans-
fers not yet ascertained, an arnount equal to what is
known on both thesc hcads.

The aniount of ground rents in arrear may be
about £2000.

The arrears of Quints may he considered as ncarly
all good, and both capable and likcly to be recovered.

The arrears of Lods et Ventes, I think, mîay be
classed thus,-one nmoicty bad as to imnmediate re-
covery; the other moiety good, and if judicious
means were adopted migit be recovered in a period
of ten years. Of the moicty classed as bad, a con-
siderable portion would froi tie to time be recover-
cd whîen the property in respect to which they are
due iay 'cone to be sold at Sheriff's sale at the
instance of private creditors, the claim of the Crown
having by law the first privilege upon the proeceds:
the remaiing portion I consider as bad debts, either
fron having become prescribed, or from attaching
qon property not worthî the amount due, togrether
with the costs of recovery, or perhaps belonZng to
persons so poor thtit were the Crown to taile the
necessary proccedings to enforce payment, tliey would
b involved in absolute ruin,

The arrears of the ground rents nay b considered
as nearly all good and recoverable, if legal procèeed-
Ings were taken.

The annual value of Quii.ts, Lods et Ventes, and
ground rents, if properly collected, (exclusive of ar-
rears,) mighît, in my opinion, b estinated at £7000
per annum.

corne due.

3. That legal procecdings when takcn should bc
prosecuted to exceution.

4. That in respect to such Censitaires as may bc
entitled to relief, they should, according to circum-
stances, obtain a total remission, or be permitted to
compound for arrears, and to pay such composition,
if their situation should require it, by instalinents.

5. That such remission or composition, except un-
der extraordinary circumstances, should not apply to
cases where the present proprietor had kept in his
own hands, out of the purchase money, the arrears
due by his predecessors, or had himself contracted to
pay them.

6. That it should rest with the Inspector General
of the Queen's Domain, and upon his responsibility,
to select such persons as slould be prosccuted at law
for the payment of their dues.

7. That the claims for remission or composition, or
delay for the payment, should be made through the
Inspector Gencral of the Queen's Domain, who should
report upon the propricty of granting the sane to
Ilis Excellency the Governor Grencral for bis ulti-
mate decision.

8. That by Legislative enactmentthe.Crown shiould
b enabled to recover costs in all legal proceedings
taken for the recovery of thiese and similar dues,
which, by the recent decisions in the tribunals of
Lower Canada, it lias been determined it is not, in
the present state of the law, entitled to. This pro-
vision is imperatively called for, both as respects the
Qucen's Domain properly so called, as the Jesuits'
Estates, inasmuch as in a great varicty of cases the
suis accruing and recoverable at law would not cover
the costs, a state of things operating as a denial of
justice, having a very immoral effect upon the class
of persons indebted to the Crown, and tending to a
great diminution of the revenue to be derived from
such property.

9. Werc these dues colleôted by an individual ap-
pointed for that purpose, instead of being paid in cach
individual case directly into the hands of the Re-
ceiver General, I am of opinion that the annual
amount would be very considerably increased.

I am not aware that I eau furnish to the Com-
nittee any further information respecting other pro-
perty not under my immediate control claimed by
the Crown, or the value thereof, except as far as the
observations I have made may be considered appli-
cable to the Jesuits' Estates.

I had oritted to state, that the charges of collec-
tion have not been dcducted from the sumns estimated.
There is now allo'wed 7J per cent, upon the amiount
actually collected.

Not knowing when I left Quebec, wlhat informa-
tion the Committee was desirous to obtain, I have
not with me the documents which would enable me
to furnish a more correct estimate; but from me-
mor', I believe what I uiave mentioned to approach
nearly the truth.

SIR,

Your letter of the 12th instant, adldresscd to the
Assistant Comumissioner of Crown Lanids, having
becn referred to this Office, I have the lionor to ac-
quaint you, for the information of the Coniittec of
the IIouse of Assemably, of which you are flic Chair-
iman, that the lands referred to in the various Sur-
renders from the Indians to the Crown, froin thc 17th
October, 1818, to the 9th August, 1836, comprising
11,277,280 acres, constitute (w'ith the exception of'
1,296,313 acres of thc Sauging surrender of 1,500,000
acres) a portion of the amount of 18,153,219 acres,
stated i i the Retarn fromn this Office of the lth
instant, to have been surveyed in Upper Canada.

Of the quantity of 1,500,000, contained in the
Sauging surrender, about 303,687 acres have been
surveyed, out of which about 100,000 acres have been
disposed of, and the remaining 203,687 acres form a

part of the sturveyed ungrantcd Crown Land esti-
nated ini the former Return froin this Office, at
1,500,000 acres. Therefore, over and above this
quantity of surveyed Crown Land, tiere will reinaia
unsurveyed in the Sauginîg Tract, and available
1,196,313 acres Crown Land.

It is presumed thiat the amount of 1,880,000 acres
of surveye d disposable land in Western Canada, ail-
luded to by the Conmmissioner of Crovn Lands, em-
braces both Indian and Crown Lands, whereas in flic
Return froin this Office of the 11 th instant, the In-
dian Lands are arranged under the head of Special
Appropriations, in order to distinguish then as not
available for gencral Provincial purposes.

Land Roll f fthe Seigniory vill have been made out;
flic old plans and Land Roll having been totally
destroyed by fire several ycars ago, and previous to
imy appointmient as Agent of that Seigniory.

The annual Revenue of the Seigniory bas been,
since I have liad the management thercof, about
£2500, that is, in iîmoney received since 1835, leaving
for each year a considerable deficit of unpaid rents
and Lods et î Vntes.

When a regular plan and Land Roll shall have
been made out, and flic mills thoroughly repaired, I
ani led to believe that the lowest rate of the Revenues
will he about'£3000 per anuim, without including
the arrears whici inighît renain due every year.
But it will require continual work and trouble, sucli
as I have experienced, even withott a Land Roll, to
watch over the different changes of tenants (tenan-
ciers) who, ofteu in thcir transactions, try to defrau
flic Seigiors of their just riglhts.

I niust add, that the revenues of the Seigniory
are susceptible of being greatly increased, froin its

proxiimty to flic city of Quebec, and fiom its having
the advantage of containing severalrivers aud-water-
courses whereon flour and saw mills may be crected.

Mr. Bouchette's Answers to the Questions proposed
by W. H. Merritt, LEsquire, Chairman of the
Committee, Legislative Assembly.

1st. I should say from about £700 to £1000.

2ind. The present annual value of the Seigniory of
Lauzon, from Seigniorial (lues, Gorn Mills, and other
privileges, averages from £3000 to £4000, from
which should be deducted the expense of manage-
mient, repairs of Mills, &c. If al the lands were
concedeJ, and the Seigniory managed, to the best ad-
vantage, it would not yield less than £4000 net
annual revenue, in my humble opinion.

3rd. The latter plan would appear the most advan-
tageous, and also the most economical plan of manage-

nient, if brought under the direction of the Crown (N. N.)
Land Department.

4th. The lease of the King's Posts to the Honorable
Hudson's Bay Company for 21 years, dated 27th
June, 1842, contains an exclusive right to the Scal
Fisheries within the limits thereof.

A further revenue is now derived from Leases to
individuals engaged in the Lumber Trade to cut
tinber along certain large rivers emptying into the
St. Lawrence, and up the Saguenay and its tribu-
taries,-the amount of which is ascertainable in the
Crown Land Department.

The Salmon Fisheries, underjudicious regulations,
miglit be made an advantageous source of IRevenue.

There is no probability of an increase in the rate
of the lease as at present fixed, namely, £600 per
annum, as the trade with the Indians, in furs, is
fast decreasing,-and that decrease being still more
accelerated by the proposed settlement of the county
of Saguenay, and other parts of the coast.

The value of this territory may therefore be esti-
mated on the grounds of an inerease of the lumbering
business now carried on, the lease of Mill privileges
for the manufacturing deals, &c., which cannot but
yearly augment, from the extensive forests of pine
and other timber existing in that section of country,
and the facilities afforded by navigable rivers and
streams for its transit to the coast, which latter offers
numerous safe and convenieiit harbors for shipping.

Sm,

I have the honor to enclose herewith the Tabular Statement of the Disbursements and Reccipts
of the Departmenit of Crown Lands latcly required.

On comparing these Stateients with the Accounts periodically rendered the Government, (in a totally
different shape,) I find in the geneial result sonie discrepaucy, arisinîg no doubt out of some omission or
error of calculation, which I should have wished to correct before transmitting then. But from what I
undeistood from yon on the subject of these Accounts, I an induced to send them in their present shape,
leaving the error to be corrected hereafter.

Thc Accounts now subrnitted include no part of the monies paid on account of the Inspection of
Clergy Reserves ordered in 1843, which will amounit to about £6,000. Thie greater part of this surm has
already beci paid, but will only enter the Accounts of the present year.

I beg to observe, that the proportions of the Office Expenses charged to Crown Lands ought not to be
considcred as incurred for the management of sales alone.

Old locations, clains to frec grants, and many other land matters altogether unconnected with sales,
take up a considerable portion of the time and labour of the Department, and ought, consequently, to bear
an adequate share of that expeiditure. As an instance, I may state that within the last twelve months
alone, sonie five thousand of Lower Canada Militia Claims, nov of thirty years standing, have been
received for investigation and adjudication.

Ti-iE SELECT COMMITTEE to which were referred the Petition of John P. Waterson and
othcrs, Licensed Deal Cullers of the City of Quebec, and various other Petitions, for arnend-
pnents to the Lumber Act,-the Petition of Ruggles Wright and others, Inhabitants on the
Ottawa River, interested in the production of Lumber, against any alteration of said Act,-
and the Bill to regulate the Culling and Measurement of Timber, Masts, Spars, Deals, Staves,
and other articles of a like nature, and to repeal the Act of the seventh Victoria, chapter
twentyfive, have the honor to REPORT:-

That your Committee have carefully considered
the several Petitions referred to them, as also the
Bill, and have taken evidence at considerable length,
pf individuals belonging to all classes interested in
the Tim~ber trade, and in the inspection and measure-
ment of that article of our commerce.

The result of their inquiry lias led your Conimittee
to adopt the com pulsory ineasureinent of Square
Timber, Masts and Spars, but to render culling of all
descriptions of Lumber optional to either of the par-
ties, buyer or seller.

Your Conmittee have accordingly altered and
anended the Bill referred to thein, and they now bcg
]cave to report the same as amended and aItered, to-
gether ith the evidcnce.

MINUTES OF EVIDENCE.

TiionAs CusiNG AYLwiN, Esquire, in the Chair.

Th/ursday, l9th December, 1844.

Mr. Joseph Romnond, Lumber Merchaut, called in;
and examined:-

1.-Are you engaged in the Lumber Trade?-
I am.

2.-How mnany Rafts have you been connected
with this season, I mean 1844 ?-I had about forty;
they would amount to nearly two millions of feet.

3.-Are you conversant with the Law now in ex-
istence for regulating the measurement of Timber,
end would you, after your experience, desire to do
away with the principle of the said Law,?-I an; I
am well acquainted withi the working of the Bill, and
would not desire to see the principle of it altered.

4. Are there any parts of the details of the ]Bill
which you would wish amended ; and is not the des-
cription of nerchantable articles of Timber too severe
in the present Law ?-I do not approve of breaking
up.of the tenth part of the rafts, and would prefer,
that the whole should be made merchantable,-there
as no other detail of the Bill that I disapprove of.

6.--According to the Tariff of fees established by
this Act, is it not a great deal less than what you
were formerly in the habit of paying ?-It is.

6.-Owing to the particular nature of the Lumber
trade, isit possible to transact the business, without
measurement taking place; and, in your opinion, by
whom should that duty be performed ?-I do not see
how it would be possible to proceed with the Timber
trade without having the Timber measured,-but by
independent men not engaged in the Lumber trade,
or by the seller or buyer.

7.-Did the Bill facilitate or impede your business
this year ?-It did facilitate it.

8.-Do you think it fair or beneficial to the work-
ng of the Bill, that the Board of Examiners should

be merchants; or is not the Supervisor the person
who should have the full power ?-I think it should
be the Supervisor, with the assistance of other cullers,
who should compose the Board of Examiners. I
would not exclude merchants froi the Board, pro-
viding they hîad practical knowledge of the business.

9.-Is it not a fact that Timber is in nany in-
stances shipped as fast as it is measured, therefore,
by the time the specification is handed in, the poor
man can have no redress, as he is deprived of the
power of referring to the timber ?-I an not a.ware
that this occurred this year, except in cases where
the buyer and seller were agreed. In former times,
when the inerchants enployed their own cullers, it
frequently occurred, the tituber was shipped without
the consent, and even without the knovledge of the
seller.

48.-Have yo any knolvedge of the practical
working of the Lumber Act passed last Session of
Parliaient, and if' so, bc pleased to state what yeu
know upon the subject ?-It as macted in a very
vexatious antd expansive ianner to mnanufacturers of
Deals, as regards their classification; culling bas
beci mnuch mxore strinigent vithout any additionaxl re-
nunerathig price, tliat is to say, the standard of

Another reason whyI object to the stainping of Deals
is, that I have been in the habit of supplyin parties
in England with large quantities of Deals 'ulled i a
particular inanner for specifie purposes ; for instance,
the number of knots is net objected te, provided they
are free from wane or sap.

prosent tariff the expense is 3s. Durin g tie present
scason, Imanufactured 200,000 standard Deals, which,
at 3d. per 100, would amount te £26; the sanme
quantity at 3s., to £300. I object to being compelled
to have ny Deals culled, and te the exponse which
the Supervisor's ofiice entails upon manufacturers. I
object to the provision of the Act by which tho cul-
lors are taken alternately froin a bat, as thero is a
very great difference of knowledge and skill between
one culler and another; and when I get a good one
I should wish to keep him. I an one of the Board
of Examiners mysolf, and have observed that sonie
cullors are net se competent as they should b; it is
almost out of the power of the Board to prevent this.
Many of the beat practical cullers were prevcnted
fronm obtaining commissions, as tieir knowledge of
reading and writing prevented theum from drawing up
specifications, while their knowledge of Timber was
very great. I am in the habit of S'Iipping Deals on
my own account, and the specifications wvich I send

ýwîth my Deals are drawn up in mny own office, se that
the specification lodged in the Supervisor's office was
of no mianner of use. I also know thut Messs.
Hamilton & Low slip about 400,000 Deals annually,
which they send home with their own specifications.
Iii point of practice, the specifications are made out
by the shipping clerk of eaci shipper, and the Super-
visor's office ls never troubled on the subject. In this
respect, the Law ais it now stands is inoperative.
The Law is partial, as all Deals manufnctured below
the Island of Orleans, and above the Port of Quebec,
are exempted from the effects of the Bill. I am told
that, in some instances, the prosent systemu lias cre-
ated delay; but as te myself, I cannot complain upon
this ground. I do net now recollect any other objec-
tion te the Bill as far as I am concerned.

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(O. O.) curs to us that the regulations for Cullers might be

S.. advantageously assimihted to those of Trinity Hlouse
7thil fbr Pilots, as nearly as may be; for instance, let in-

dividuals properly qualified and able to give reason-
able security for the due performance of the duties,
have commissions as Culers, and leave thom to find
employment like members of any other licensed call-
ing or profession. The Culler of experience and
character would then be sure of finding employmont,
and yet be deemed worthy of the confidence of all
parties concerned. A method for a temporary sus-
pension or dismissal from office of Cullers, for inca-
pacity or misbelaviour, (rerarding which the present
Law makes no provision,) mnight also be advantage-
ously introduced, and the power in such case might
be conferred on the Board that would issue the Cul-
lers' commission.

11lth.-The qualification of Education inserted in
the Act, does not appear to us as applicable to Deal
Cullers, to answer any desirable end; for while it
serves to disqualify many uneducated persons of ex-
perience and good judgnent in that capacity, still,
others have been licensed under the Act who are
extremcly deficient in these respects, at the same
time that they are incapable of naking out thcir own
specifications. Let this qualification of education
be then dispensed with, aud yet the educated Culler
will nevertheless be preferred, if well qualificd in
other respects.

12th.-Another grievance of the Act is the authô-
rity deened to appertain to the Supervisor's office
to withdraw a Culler froni a party's eniployment, at
any moment and without any reason heing alleged,
when it may be desirable to retain hini, from his
havin become acquainted with the routine of that
partys business, and can therefore more satisfactorily
discharge his duty, than a fresh hand substituted in
his place. ve were once threatened with the exer-
cise of this objectionable authority in the course of
hist season.

13th.-The practice of "measurin? off" Square
Timîber witlout Culling, is understoo to have first
engendcred distrust, and given rise to complaints in
that branch of the trade; yet, strange to say, the
present Act would secn in effect to legalize the
same practice, (vide 14th Section.) And wlat is more,
the privilege of "measuring off" Square Timber, at a
comparatively light fec, virtually aimounts to an op-
tional exemption, so far, of it; while, froin the cir-
cuistance of Deals necessarily requiring to be sorted,
the law remains compulsory in respect of them. It,
docs seen hard that the Deal trade should be in-
volved, as in our case to its prejudice, ii a measure
intended to remedy abuses, real or iiaginary, in
another branch of the Timber trade.

14th.-To enforce the stanping of the different
qualities of Deals may be objectionable, for as much
as the Quebec exporter ouglit to be allowed to send
his article to the British market frec from any dis-
tinguishing mark which miglit possibly prevent sonie
Deals froin being classified according to their real
quality and estimation there. It were useless to en-
force compulsory regulations for Deal culling in
Canada, more complicated and stringent than may be
requisite in the Home market, where it may be pre-
sumed dealers in Timber are experienced practical
men who noed not the so-alled protection of the present
Lumber law; and wlere after all that may be at-
tempted bore, the quality of the article alone will
ultimately decide its elass and value.

15t.i.-For these reasons, it is carnestly desired
that the present Lumber Inspection Law may be now
rendered non-compulsory, in some of its provisions, as
respects the Deal trade; for which purpose a Bill is

A ppendix
about to be brought into the Legislature during the (O. O.)
present Session, intended in effect to enact "that all
Canadian Deals and sawed wood shall be exempted 7th )taruh.
from all the provisions of the said Act, saving the
relative standards of measurement, and e:cepting the
28th and 29th Sections, unless the owner and buyer
shall agree and require that the same -Jlýi11 be inca-
sured and culled under the said provisiono: Providing
always that it shal bc lawfal for any Lieonsed Culler
to hire for any time to cull, measure, and ship such
Deals and sawed wood for the owner or buyer for
such wages as the parties may agree upon; and in
every such case of liring no fees or charges shall bo
payable under the said Act."

It will readily appear that either the buyer or sel-
1er may, nevert eless, avail himself of the Act, if he
think proper so to stipulate with the other party.

(Additional Note to Observation 13th.)

To shcw how far this optionai exemption from cullingt
is deemed a practical benefit in the Square Timber
brinch, it may be observed that of 340,744 pieces (of
all kinds) of Square Timber in Quebec market last
scason, only 3,093 pieces were actually culled, (vide
Supervisor's printed Returns, Document No. 1.)
This exemption must therefore be of immense ad-
vantage to that branch, else it would not have been
so extensively adopted; but the same favourable
prîilege is denied by the Act to the Deal branch,
vhere culling under its expensive provisions is strictly

compulsory.
Another fact worthy of remark is, that the sums

paid to the Supervisor, as culling fees on Deals and
Plank, amount to £4621 Is. 6d., while the fecs paid
on Square Tinber culled, amount only to £87 15s. 5d.

These two results go forcibly to demonstrate the
necessity which exists for granting to the Deal trade
a relaxation of the existing systenm of compulsory cul-
ling, as well as a reduction of the hiligh tariff of fees;
more especially as it appears from the Supervisor's
accounts, that the fees coliectable from Square Timber
are sufficient to support the present culling establish-
ment for itself.

The subjoined calculations, which are niade from
data furnislied in the Supervisor's printed Returns,
will also show that, taking the respective valuations
of last season's sales of Square Timber and Deals, the
Supervisor and Cullers'fees on Deals, (exclusive ofthe
additional heavy cost of labor, &c., paid by parties,)
are at least double those paid on Square Timber. Be-
sides, the specifications for Square Timber arc prepared
and registered in the Supervisor's office, without any
additional charge, while we, and other shippers of
Deals at a distance from the office, have net that ad-
vantage afforded to us.

The present Law bears with peculiar severity on
our business as saw-millers. As already mentioned,
it is compulsory on the Deal branch, yet affords
an optional exemption from culling to the Square
Timberbranch, although, as between the two branches,
it occurs to us that the Deal manufacturers have an
undeniable just claim te more lenity and favorable
consideration, considering the largo/ anount of capital
necessarily invested by them in erecting saw-mills, and
making other improvements for their operations,
which again are well known to benefit the localities
where the sanie are establislied, in a permanent man-
ner and to a much greater degree than the necessarily
more transient operations of tle Square Timber busi-
ness. But the Act goes to reverse this case, and

aces the Deal branch in a most unfavorable and
iscouraging position.

Charles Adamson Low, Esquire, called in; and
examined:-

89. How mau years have you been engaged in
the Lumber trae, and in what branch of it ?-I
have been 30 years; I have always been in the Deal,
and partly in the Square Timnber trade.

90. Have you heard any Lumberer on the Ottawo
river, who is a manufacturer of Square Timber,
complain of the oharges for meauring. or, duling
and, so0, naine them?--I-ave: not, hve, how.-
ever, heard complaints from Mr. Wright, and Mt.
Montmarquet, of the folly of appeal from Cullers'
decision.

91. Do you think that a Culler engaged under a
master is in a position to be as independent as if
uier a neutral party subject to the law ?-I do,

rovided he gives security, and is ameñable to tlie
ard, who, he acts wrong, will either suspend or

disnnss hun.

92.. Was there any systent atall in existence be-
fore the present law whereby a party aggrieved could.
get anyr redress at all in reference to culiing and
me aurg Lumber ?-I conceive that there wasjust
as much before as now.

93. Is the defiition of merchantable ý Deals too,
stringent by the Law; if so, have you any amend-
ment to offer more suitable to the general nature of

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(O. O.) the trade ?-I do not consider that it is defined at all

by flic present Law, and that it mîay be either not
Mi 3ardi. sufficiently stringent or too nuch so.

94. Are you not aware that fraud is committed in
shpping Deals, owing to their not being aispected
to wit, Thirds as Seconds, and Seconds as Firsts;
aud would it not benefit the producer by iaving
theni stamped and shipped under their proper de-
nonuination ?-I am not aware of thc first; and 1 do
not think that the last would benefit flic trade.

95. How much did it cost you to cull your Dcals
before flic Law was in existence ?-Four pence per
standard huiindred, Culler's fees.

96. What was the charge of culling Deals before
flic Law, according to the Quebec Tariff?-I do not
know what the charge was before flic Tariff, but the
prescnt charge is 3s.

97. How much did you charge fle parties purclia-
sing froi you, for calhg flic litundred standard ofî
Deals?-I charged 5s. per standard, for labor and,
culling.

98. Is not flic charge for culling andi measuring
Lunber in general, by the present Law, much less
then what was formerly enacted ?-As regards flic
first part of this question, I do not know ; to the last
i have already answered.

99. Is it possible to carry on flic Lumîber trade
without measuremenit taking place to deteriniiie flic
respective riglfts of parties, if not, should that duty
be performied by the hired servants of flic purchaser,
or by parties legally coumnissioned and independent
of both buyer and seller ?-I recommend that it
sliould be optional.

Mr. Lowo then handed in flic following certificate :-

Wc flic uýndersigned niercliants, of Quebec, who
annually purchase from Messrs. Hamilton & Low,
alnost the entire quaitity of Deals tlcy ianuifacture
do hereby certify tliat, fromt flic mode in which flic
Deals are prepared in Moulinette, and slpped into
our various vessels, it is impossible that the splecifici-
tions w'hiçh we receive frolmi then, can come througli
the office of flic Supervisor of Cullers, and therefore
for the one-third of the fees, viz.: one shilling per
Quebec standard hundred of Deals, paid by them,
accordinig to Law, into the said office, Messrs.
lamilton & Low receive no value vhatever.

John Sharples, Esquire, Supervisor of Cullers,
Quebec, called in; and examined:-

100. Are you practically skilled in the ncasure.-
nient and culling of Timuber, Deals, Staves and Masts,
and if so, how long have you been engaged therein ?
-I have been actively engaged in flic Lumber trade
for the last 15 or 16 years, and I an practically ac-
quaintetd with the nature and qualities of Lumber
generally, as aiso the system of measuring Timber
and culling Deals and Staves as practised at Quebee.

101. 1id any disputes or difficulties occur last
scason in the measureient and culling of Lumber
and Deals, under the present Lumber Act, and if so,
please state in what manner they were disposed of ?-

On flic whole of the Lumber measured and cuUed,sur- A Opendix
veys to the number of fourteen were constituted ; the ( .O.)
following is flic result:-seven wcrc decided against' vt Marth,
the Culler; five were decided in favor of flic Culler;
two could not be procecded with as flic law requiredi,
owning to a ortion of the lot or raft being broken
up or shippe. In sonie, I mean a dozen instances,
where the parties expressed themselves dissatisfied,
the Culler, by flic consent of both parties, was di-
rected to re-examine his allowances and measure-
ment, and if lie discovered any error to correct it.

102. Were complaints made to you last season of
the oppressive operation of flic present law, and flic
insufficiency of its provisions for flic tends proposed;
and if so, state to flic Committec flic namies of the
conplainants, and flic branch of the trade in which
they were engaged ?-The producers and mainu-
faettrers generally expressed thenselves as favorable
to flic principle of flic present Act, at the same time
they conceived that some of flic details of the law
required to be modified and amended; on the other
hand, two or three extensive Deal producers ex-
pressed tmliciselves dissatisfied with flic Act and its
provisions; of flic latter, Messrs. IIamilton & Low
and Jolhn Thompson so expressed themselves.

103. Wcre all the persons employed last scason as
Cullers of Timber and Deals, at flic Port of Quebee,
efficient in tlcir respective diepartments?- Two or three
Cullers eiiployed by flic Office werc not, at the con-
nencement, so efficient as they subscqiently became
by practice during the imnddle and latter part of the
scason: one or two cases oif incapacity occurred; with
these exceptions, flic Cullers employed by the Office
werc eflicient. Of those employed by the Merchants
as Shipping Cullers, I can render no opinion, I refer
to Timber Cullers solcly.

104. Wcre they mn number more or less than re-
quired for the proper despateli of business?-The
nuiber employed enable flic Officer to meet the
pressure of business on flic respective departments,
and in busy tines all were actively engaged.

105. Is it within your knowledge that parties
laving Timber to be culled or measured, submittei
to dclay in order to get Cullers of jutidgment and ex-
perience when it came to their turn te o enployed,
rather than cmploy those who af the tinte happeied
to be at flic top of flic list ?-I have reason to
suppose that im sone few instances requisitions were
timed; whetier delay was submitted to or not I
cannot say.

106. Are there not somne vcry efficient Deal Cul-
lrs who, in point of education, can barely sign tlcir
nanies and inake rude figures, and have such had
tlcir full share of employmient durine.fhc past sea-
son ?-There are four or five Licensed Deal Cullers
coming within flic limit of education referred to, and
who had their full share of employment.

107. Can you state the quantifies of Deals and
Timber shi pped from places exempt from lithe oper-
ation of the Lumber Act, namely, the Port of
Montreal, and places below flic Island of Orleans ?--
I do not know; but I believe the shipnent of Lum-
ber from flic Port of Montreal to be of a very limited
extent.

108. Are the provisions of the Act sufficient for
correctly ascertaining the average quality and con-
tents of rafts of Timber measured of, or lias deception
been practised by sellers, which was only discovered
when the rafts were opened up for shipment ; and if
so, have such instances been frequent during the past
scason ?-Assuming that this applies to thle fourteenth
clause, (the breaking up one-tenth to make sound the
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(O. O.) average residue of thp raft thereby,) I would remark
(0 fthat but few rafts were measured under the provi-
7th March, sions of this clause. Conplaints were made by

parties that the average of soundness thus furnislhed
was at times incorrect. In my opinion it is not cal-
culated to ascertain with certanty the fair proportion
of cull timber contained in a raft. I did hear, occa-
sionally, of rafts when broken up by the purchasers
for shipment turning out worse, as regards culls, than
thcy have anticipated or calculated upon; but have
no direct knowledge of such.

109. Are you prepared, as a practical Deal Culler,
what should constitute each grade of quality, say,
firsts, seconds, thirds, and culls, keeping strictly in
view tie respective qualities of woods produced frorn
and widtlh of the deals; if so, be p1leased te state.
the same ?-As one p ractically acquainted with the
trade, (but not as a Culler,) 1 annex a definition of
merchantable Deais of the respective woods. As
regards second, third, and cull qualities, I do not con-
ceive that a definition te embrace each and every
defect, number and size, and description of knots to
be allowed on the respective qualities could be drawn
up. The Culler's judgment must be the guide to a
considerable extent. To be mnerchantable, white or
yellow pine Deals should be free from rot, rotten
knots, open case knots, worms, shakes, splits, and
black or dead sap, with perhaps a trifling exception
on the end 4or edge of a Deal. It is usual to allow to
the extent of three sound solid knots from one to
one and one-half inches diameter, and fairly divided; if
smaller, a greater number: small hard black knots to
the extent of three or so, vere formcrly allowed,
owing to the difficulty of procuring Deals frec from
suchl nots. Under thc present Act sucli knots can-
not be reccived, as the definition prolibits them;
Deals, with one clear aide are allowed more latitude
as regards knots than when knots appear on both
faces. A snall wanc of ono-half mch is usually
aUlowed, and if confined to the end of the Deal, a little
more. Red Pine Deals of merchantable quality arc
allowed more latit ude for sound knots than White
Pine, and it is desirable for Red Deals to bc pretty
fre from sap; a slight leart shake inay be allôwed,
but with these exceptions thiey corne under the same
deflinition as White Pine Deals. Spruce Deals, to be
merchantable, should be froe from rot, rotten knots,
open case knots, worms and splits; a trifling heart
shake is usually allowed. It is the nature of Spruce
wood to contain small sound grcy and black knots in
great numbers, conscqucntly first quality Spruce are
not to bic procured withiout them. If the Deal is pretty
free from knots on one face, a dozcn or more of these
small knots ought to be reccived as a merchantable
Deal. However, to lay down a standard of knots for
Spruce is, I conceive, very difficult.

110. Have the provisions of the present Act
tended to facilitate the transactions of the Deal manu-
facturers during the past season at Quebec, or other-
wise?-Every despatch was afforded te the Deal
manufacturers equally with the producrs of other
lumber; and no complaints were made of detention.
One or two extensive deal wharf propriotors informed
me, that this year they vere enabled to give much
greater despatch te the bateaux bringing the deals
from the mille, as they could command, by means of
the Supervisor's office, any number of Cullers te
meet any particular pressure.

111. Did you during the past season furnia a speci-
fication to each *vessel in which deals were shipped
from the establishments of Messrs. Hamilton & Low,
John Thomson, and Peter Paterson, and what pro-
portion of the entire export from Quebec of Pine,
and Spruce Deals did these establishments furnisl?
-No, I did not. The specification of Deals culled

for the thrce firms named, were furnished as request- (O. O.)
ed and directed by themselves, in accordance with
the law. The Supervisor is not expected te render 7ti Mnrch,
specifications of shipments to vessels, the Office or
Culler not having anything to do with the matter:
this is the business of the wharf or Cove proprietor.
The three firms alluded to have respectively passed
through the Supervisor's Office about 800,000 stan-
dard leals and about 130,000 pieces Boards and
Planks.

113. It appears by your Returns, that of 340,724
pieces of Timber, which passed through your office
at Quebec last season, only 3,093 were culled, the
remainder having been measured off and not culled;
can you account for the proportion of culled being
so small ?-With respect to Square Timber, the eus-
tom at the Port of Quebec for many years back, has
been for the producer to dispose of his raft by selling
it measured off, and this rule of sale was continued
the past season; added to which, the present strin.
gent definition of merchantable Square Timber vould
of itself doter parties from selling inspected, as a
limited portion only of a good raft would be found
te meet the present standard. Deals and Staves on
the contrary are and have hitherto been invariably
culled or inîspected,

114. If tlie manufacturer of Deals may ship on lis
own account without culling, why should other
parties desiring the sane freedom be subject to coni-
pulsory culling?-I believe the manufacturers of
Deals claimed and obtained the exemption upon the
ground that no conflicting interest vas brought into
play; that in fact no riglts of respective parties hlad
te be dotermined, therefore no Culler was required.
On the other hand, if the righîts of parties had te be
ascertained, thon it was deemed necessary that the
Culler should be independent of both parties, in order
te admit of the free and unfettered exorcise of hi§
judgment.

115. Are the same qualities of Timber and Deals
suitable for the Markets in the United Kingdom ?-
As regards Timber, I conceive there is both common
and prime Timber furnished the respective British
Markets; at the same time, the proportion of prime
Timber shipped for certain ports, exceeds by far the
common wood, and, on the contrary, to other ports,
the export of common is in excess of the prhne,
With respéct te Deals, the Liverpool Markct is
furnished princlpally with third quality Deals, a
small proportion of seconds, and but few of any fi rts,
The small London Market consumes a heavy propor.

120. Does not the absence of clefined modes of
neasuremncnt in the present law give rise to disputes,
and is it not desirable to define certain modes, in
order that the Merchant and Culler nay clearly in-
derstand theic meaning of' the law ?--UtndoubtedIly it
does; the orders for mcasuring off' Square Tinmber
were frequently filled up in an unintelligible maniner.
At the commencement of the scason, it was the
every-day practice of parties conicerned to fill up
their requisitions for the raft to be icasured off,
making àllowanices for all visible defects.

both parties, or wyhethcr as the paid servants of either
one party or the other. Believing that a Culler is
in a more cligible position as an independent man, I
am therefore of opinion, that the measuring and
culling ought to be perforimed by Cullers acting under
the Supervisor's oflice.

125. Had you occasion last season, in the exorcise
of your office as Supervisor, to remove, or attempt to
remove, Cullers assigned to parties, in order to give
rotation to other Cullers; and if so, name the im-
stances in which it occurred and where ?-Orders of
renioval were furnished Cullers culling at various
establishnents, among which, I belicyc, were Messrs.
Le Mesurier & Co., J. J. Lowndes, W. Hmen'y,
J. Thoison, Wm. Price & Co., H-Iaiilton & Low,
and Peter Paterson. Tho ground of removal was
twofold : it was apprehendced that by allowing
Cullers to remain too long at one establishment,
itheir inspection night be influenced; and, secondly,
the earnings of tli Cullers mnight be more equalizcd
lhereby.

126. Arc you of opinion that the scale of fees now
allowed to Cullers is too high; if you think so, state
in vhat imanner you would wish to reconstruct the
scale ?-The present seule of fcs will admit of a re-
duction of one-fifth to one-sixh, but I do not con-
ecive that the proportion of fees now paid to the
Cullers is too high. The Cullers have heavy respon-
sibilitics connected with thoir office, and the value of
property submitted to the judlgment of cach Culler
vill b found, if estinated, to be very leavy; it is,

therfore, desirable that their standing and position
sliould be considored, and tlat they should be well
irmuneratcd for their scrvices. Thie carpings of the

Cullers in their respective departinents, will be more
equalized next season, as during the past one many
of the Cullers were not licensed until a part of the
season had expired; this, of course, cannot occur
next ycar. lowever, a certain difference will always
exist, as onc Culler will execute the same amount of
work in muchi less time than another. The scale of
fes might bo reduocd as follows:

The Deal Cullers' expenses average, I conceive,
£20 to £25 cach, vhich, deducted from their gross
carnings, will leave an average of £105 as net re-
ccipts.

The Stave Cullers expenses averaged about £9 to
£10 cah, which, deducted from their gross carnings,
will loave an average of £75 cadi, as net receipts.

It is necessary to keep in view, that flic quantity
of Timber measured last year, exceeded the average
of the four or five last years by fully one-fifthi.
Deals, also, I believe to be ni excess of former years;
but, on the contrary, the quantity of Staves culled
last season was considerably under the average of tic
four or five prior years, say ono-third or thercabouts:
therefore, assuning an average of four or five years,
Timber and Deal Cullers wili not carn equal to last
season, and Stave Cullers will carn more.

James Dean, Esquire, of Quebec, called in; and

127. *What is your naie and firm, and do you
slip Luiber to the United Kingdom froin the Port
of Quebec ?-James Dean, of flic firn of Dean,
Rodger & Co., of Quebec, shippers of Luinber froin
that Port to the United Kingdom.

128. Are thora not many merchants in Quebec
who are interested iu the Lumber Trade, against the
repeal of the present law ?-I belive tiat all the
nerchants iii Quebec cn aged iin the Lunber Trado,
and not directly or mulrectly interested in Coves,
are opposed to the repeal of the present Lumber Act.
They dcesire such alterations in the' Act as would
render compulsory eitier the partial or complote in-
spection of Timber, (the latter I think in preference,
anI flic complete inspection and culling of Deals anm
Staves. With this also, the gi eater number of those
iuterested in Coves vould be satisfied; but they
would prefer the repeal of the Act, or that it should
bo rendored non-conpulsory, which, in mny opinion,
aniounts to about the sane thing.

129. D)o yon think the Board of Examiners would
be improved, by making Cullers a part of such Board ? ~
-I do not think that the Board of Examiners would

red by making conmissioned Cullers nom-
hors tierecof.

130. Are you aware that fraud is committed in
shipping Deals, owing to thoir not being stanped,
to wit, thirds as seconds, and seconds as firsts, or
internixed; and would it net benefit the trade by
laving theni staniped, and shipped under their pro-
per denomination ?-I an not aware that frauds arc
committed by shipping third quality Deals as seconds,
and seconds as firsts. It is quite possible, however,
and I know of nothing to prevont its being done. I
think it would beneft the trade wero tîe several
qualities of Deals to have distinctive stanips or brands
put on them, so as to prevent mistakes.

131. Ts it possible to carry on the Lumber Trade
without measurement taking p]ace to determine the
respective rights of parties; if not, should the duty
be performed by the hired servant of the purdhaser,
or by parties 1 eally comnissioned and independent
of buyer and se er ?-It is impossible to carry on tic
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(O. .) Luinlir trade witHout the neasiurement of Tinber,

a. nd the enlling and assortmnent of Deals and Staves; and
71h when these arc necessary in order to determine the

respective riglits of bayer and seller, it is just and
reasonable that they should be perforimed by properly
qualified persons independent of citier party, and
not by the servants or persons under tLe control of
eitier.

132. Would it not be advantageous to the shipping
iierchant to have Timber put into slipping order, aud
into a merhelantable state, by the seller, and at the
sane tiie leaving it open to ineasre oi' Tihnhcr, ifI
the parties so agrece ?--Lt would be decidedly ad-
vantageous to the shipping meicliant to have Timber
put into shipping order, or into a merchantable state,
by the seller. and I believe it would ho equally so to
the honest inberman, an tiose who fuîrnslh hlim
with the means of bringing lis Lumber to market.

133. What would be the pactical resalt, if' hired
Cul lers were permi tted to measure Luimiber without
refer'encc to the Supervisor's office, aid could such
an offiec le at all sustained in teris of' the present
Law ?--Tlhe practical resuilt would le, that (as liere-
toibre, under a sinilar systm,) soine injustice would
be done, and a vast deal of dissatisftction and dist.rust
created on both sides, fron the apprlîeension of more,
anl th wanut of protection to cithber bayer or seller.
Unider snteh a system I do iot thinik a Spervisur's
olice would bc necessary, or that sucih an establish-
ment could be sustained.

134, Does not Ihe absence of defined modes of
measurenient iii the present Law give rise to disputes,
and is it not desirable to definle certain modes, in
order that the MYerelant and Cul'er mnay clearly
understand the meaning of the Law ?-It is desirable

Sfar as possible to defiic the modes of mecasurement
and eulling, but I do lot think this eau bu done com-
pletely. A great deal imlust be left to the .judgmîîenit
and experiere f the Culler or Measurer. I consider
uniforimity iii measuring anid culling of munch greater
inportance than any particular mode of perfomiing
these operations, and lm order to introduce and secure
titis, two or more Surveyors sould bO appointCd,
whose duty iL shotld bu te superintend and control
Mle\iasurers and Cullers in lic aetual per'formnance of'
their wor'k. Unider the presenît Law the Suîpervisor's
duties are imitedi by tue walls of lhis office, beyond
vhicli lie sees nothing of w hat is officers are aboulit,
and of course ca exlcise no control overi the way in
wlhiulh they perfiorm thicir duties. The consequence
is, talit there are as muany imlodes of' ealling and
measum'ing as there are Cuillers and Measurers, each
putting lits ownu construetion on the definition of his
duty givei in the Aut, or' contained in fhe special
agrcuencut, a copy of whicl nay have been given
hui for his guidance.

135. Are you of opinion that the eilling or
measuring of Lumber of all descriptions, or Of any
description in particular, sluld be coipulsory ; and
if' so, state for vhat iCason it sholild lc couuuîulsory ?
-I uicn of Opinion that tIhe culling and measuring of
Lmuberm' of all descriptions oughit to be colpuls)ry:
my rea.sons fOr this opinion will be found li my an-
swCrs to the preceding questions.

130. Are yo a nember of the Board of Trade of1
Qiuebec, and were you present at the meeting of the
Council thercof, when it wa-s dctermined by the
Board to petition againist the prcsent Law Io regu-
late thic measuremnent and inspection of Lumuber ?-
I am a member of' the Board of Trade of Quebec,
and was presunt at the meetmg of the Couned
thelreof, when it was determnined to petition against
the present Law to regulate the measurement andl
inspection of' Lumber ; but I did not agree to or con-
our in the Petition adopted.

137. Are you engaged in lie Luimber Trade ?-
Not on my onvI account, but is agent for Messrs. P.
Paterson and Sons, of Montmorenci, largely in the
Deal trade.

138. Iow long have you been engnged in the
business; and to wiat extent have you canied it on?
-For the last 16 years; and have nianufactured tu
the extent cf about 400,000 Deals annually.

139. Have yon any knowledge of the practical
working of' tli Lunber Act passed last Session of
Parlament; ndit if se, be pleased to state wiat yoI
know upon the ,suldeet ?-It tias in many imstances
been a source of very great anoyance, and been at-
tended w'ith very serions loss to imantufatcturers of
Deals. It lias aiso interfered with the nanagement
and ecoonmy, and incrcased the expense of manu-
t'cturing Deals.

140. I what particular do you conceive the des-
cription of first class Deals, as given by tlhe Statute,
to bc unreasonable ?-The Statute requires tlat first
elass Deals shouild be, free from all knots. Spruce
Deals arc lot to be found without theni, except mn
f'ew instances. I slhoiild think that smaill sound black
knots du not impair the quadity of Deals, so as to
prevent them froîn lutongiug to' first class. I ap-
prove of the classification of Deals contained in the
cireular fhrvarded by.the Comnittee to Mr. Pater-
son on the 21st Decermber last.

141. Are yon aware of the standard of gooduess
cf Deals in flie British markets, say London and
Liveripool-l am not.

142. State in w1at particuilar you conceive the
Blill to have operated injutriously Lo you as manufue-
turers of Deals, cither in adding to your expenses or
otle'rwise ?-he fees fer culling are exorbitant.
For flie hast 20 years the cost of culling tIe average
quantity of Denls manufaetured annally at our es-
tablisliuent, say 400,000, lias iever excceded £90
or £100 ; wiereas last season, I paid into tile hands
of the Supervisor the sun of £598 for culling the
sanie quantity, shcwing a loss of £500 in tiat brauch
f tlic Lmnher trade, tor which we received no bene-

fit wliatever from fli Supervisor's office.

143. Would you capprov cof the system of stamp-
ir Deals to nark their quality, beng made coi-
I pulso'y ?-Ft should inot hi comptilsory ; it should
be optional with buyer and seller.

144. Do yo know how the Bill ope'atcs upon
owners of' simall mits who were iu flic habit of sell-
ing their Deals deliverable on board shîip in the
stream ?-I cannot say.

145. In the event of no alteration being made in
that part of the Bill whichl prescribes conipulsory
cmlling, do yon conceive thmat any alteration is re-
quired in the Tariff; and if se, wiiat?-I consider
thmat onîe-thir'd cf the fees, viz., 1s. per' Quebec standard
thousand, which is now paid imito the lands of the
Supervisor for the support of flie office, should be no
longer paid in cases wherc tlic said office can perforni
no service to the parties, as the oase ms witi me,-and
that the amnount paid the Cullers bu reduced one
lhalf.

146. Are yo acquainted with the class of men
wlo now practice as cominissioned Culers ?-Yes.

147. Whmat, in your opinion, ought men belonging
te that class to iake during the seaso in the exer-
cise of their business ?-Before tlic Law came into
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.0.) operation, we paid them from 7s. 6d. to 10s. a-day,
1_ý during the sunmer months. These mon are some-

7th M1arch. times employed tg cull logs, &o. in winter at a lower
rate.

148. Withî reference to the description of first
class Deals, is not the cvil susceptible of remedy
without reference to LegislItion at all;-would not
the evil cure itself by raising the price of second
quality ?-It has not yet operated in that way.

149. Do youi not think it would be advantageous
to the trade in general, if it were optional for the
buyer and seller to agree to their own inspection, and
in the event of' a dispute to have reference to the
Board of Supervision ?-.I do.

150. What may be the nature of the relief which
you cliim for the Deal trade under the exi'ting Law?
-To make it optional for buyer and seller.

151. Have you any practical suggestions to offer
in respect to the regulati on of the o 'ec of Culier, or
any otiier suggestion ?-To faeilitate and advance
the trade, I pray that the coipulsory measure be
abolished, and that buyer and seller, Vhere they find
it to their advantage to employ a person in whon
they have confidence (not a Culler on the books of
the Supervisor) to cull or menasure their Timber, they
may be at liberty to do so; and, on the other hand,
if the parties desire it, they shall have the pri'ilege'
of employing a liceused Culler under the Supervisor;
this, in my opinion, would be doing justice to al
parties, and enable manuifaturers of Dcals to have
tic managemient and economy of' their business in
their own bauds again, of which they have in a great
menasure been de privei under the existing compul-
sory law. The Deal trade requires strict economy
to anable it to compete with the large exportations
froni fbreign and the lower ports.

Mr. Charles Caeeau, of Quebec, Culler, called in;
and cxamined:-

152. The Committee understand that you are a
commissioned Culier; if so, state in what departnient
and during what length of time you have held a
commission ?-I cul Squarc Timber, Deals, Planks,
Boards and Lathwood. The first commission that I
had as a Cutller was about thirty ycars ago.

153. Have you practiced extensively as a Culler ?
-Ycs, since tint time, I was employed ten years,
by Mr. Atkinson as a Culler.

154. Have you perused the Bill brought in by
Mr. Stewart, of Bytown P-I have.

155. Be pleased to offer any observations there-
upon ?-The third clause is an improvement upon the
last Bill, as the Board at present constituted is com-
posed of merchants interested in the trade, and their
personal interest I consider to be at variance with
their duty. I think that tic power which the new
Act gives may be safcly lodgex.

156. Have yo read the Bill before the Flouse,
and is the description of inerchantable Deals such as
you think suitable to the trade ?-I do conceive the
description an inproveinent on the present Act, inas-
much as it is not so severe in describing the nuimber
of knots.

157. If optioal culling and measuring were intro-
duced in theý Lunber trade, what effect would it
have, and could the Supervisor's Office be sustained

as rscsribed by law ?-It would have the effect of
ba omensureent, and compel the Cullers to seek
employment from the nmerchants as formerly; the
Supervisor's Office therefore could not be sustained.

Mr. Alexis Dorval, of Queboc, Culler, called in;
and exaimined:-

158. lave you read the Bill before the louse;
and is the description of merchantable Deals such as
you think suitable to the trade ?-I have; and I ap-
prove of the description therein contained.

159. If optional culling and measuring were intro-
duced in the Lumber trade, what effect would it have,
and could the Supervisor's office be sustaincd as pre-
scribed by the Law ?-It would lave a bad effect,
and the Supervisor's office couild not be supported.

160. Do you approve of the mode of appointing
the Board of Examiners as prescribed in the Bil
now bufore the louse ?-I do.

161. Is the 24t.lh clause suitable to your views of
the trade, and would you recominend option to ße
extent permitted in that clause ?-I would not,

Mr. James Scott, of Quebec, Culler, called in;
and examined :

162. Have you read the Bill before tle louse;
and is the description of, merchantable Deals sucli as
you think suitable to the trade?-I think it is, as it
modifies the old Act,

163. If optional cilling and measurinr, were intro-
duced in the Lumber trade, what offect would it
have, and could the Supervisor's office be sustained
as prescribed by the Law ?-It is my opinion that if
optional culling were allowed, the office of Supervisor
would necessarily be done away with, and could not
be supported. It is now considered a very useful
office for the protection not only of the Culler but of
ail parties concerned in the [iauber trade. Tho
Cullers who are now employed by the Supervisor
would be obliged to have access to the old systen of
being employed by merchants owning Coves and
Wharvcs, and who perhaps would not look so nuch
to the respectability off the Culler, as to the cheapness
at which they could emnploy hiim. It would also tend
to destroy the independent footing on which Cullers
are now employed.

164. Do you approve of the mode of appointing
the Board of Examiners as prescribed in the BiÍt
now before the House ?-I do ; but I disapprove of
the mode of appointing a Board- of Examiners ae-
cording to the existing Law.

165. Is the 24th clause suitable to your vicws of
the trade, and would you recoimmend option to the
extent permitted in that clause ?-I would not: I ami
of opinion that a Board of Surveyors should be
appoînted.

166, Do you think that the present tarif of fees
for the measurement and cullng of Timiber can
be reduced ?-I should say not, as the expenses to
which Cullers are subjected, are very great, viz.,
travelling expenses to and from the place where the
Timber to be culled is, payment of laborers and other
assistance. My expenses the last season, as a Culler
of Deals, amounted to £40, and they -would have been
much greater if I lad culled Square Timber, as I
would thon have required two tape holders, and a
scriber;, besides, we have sometimes to pay £25 for
an assistant. In neasuring Deals we require only
one person.
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) (.) 167. Can you state the rate of Salary which sbip-
ping Cullers receive, when employed by m'erchants

S upon110 their own private account ?-An experienced
first-rate Culler in the employient of a Marchant, as
his hired slipping Culler, would receive a salary of
about £200 a-year ; I mei0anl over and above lodgin
and fuel. An instance of this, is Mr. RodericfI
IM'Gillis in Mr. George Burns Synies enpaloy, and
MIr. dincs M Fco, in the eiploynent of Messrs.
Wood & ray. The duty performned by this class
of inca, is looking after the shipmnent of the Timber
aS well ans the culling,

Mr. Charles Caeauagaincalledin; andexamined:-

108. Do you think that the tariff of fcs for the
measurement and culing of Timiber can be rociuced ?

-No, I (o nlot thinl that the tariff can h reducd
without lowering the charactero the body of Cullers,
aId risking thelir integrity. The expenses they incur
arc very leavy, anouuting in sone instances to £70
or £80 a-ycar. Thoi tiff, as it now stands, is 3S.,
of wliclh 13. goes to the Supcvisor's office. Under
the old tariff of Lower Canada, the Cullers were al-
lowed 4s. Gd., fiomi wliclh 110 deduction was madce;
blit lte old tariff was evaded, as parties inteested
abstained froni having tlcir Timaber culled by Cullers.
Cullers are not emîployed at all during the Winîter,
and tle.y are prolibited under lthe Law, as it now
t.ands, froni buying or selling cither for themcislves

or for otiers, Tiiber of any kind ; or manufactu-'
ring for themsclves.

160. Can you state the rate of salary which ship-
ping Cullers reccive when employed by Merchants
upon their own private account ?-I cannot state
poitively, but I believe that some of the persons be-
lonîging to this class receive £150 per annun.

170. Wlat time, in your opinion, is necessary to
quialify a person to become such a judge of Timber
as to be able to cull it ?-In my opinion, a young
muan at the age of 18, who would devote hinseif' for
ftur years to tle business, would have suflicient
knowledge of Tinber t qualify hlim as a Culler. 1le
should possess at least the requisite knowledgc to
write aid imake his specifications of Timuber himn-

e(lf: lie mnust of course be able to roduce quantities
into staudard.

171. Is it to your knowledgc, that in practice,
Cullers eiploycd by the Suipcrvisor, have acted at
someî time as the hired salaried servants of private
mierchants; and that by arrangement between then,
any division of the roccipts f'omn the Supervisor's
om)iCeo has bcn made bctween such Culler and his
employer?-I know that one )ubois was a Culler
in the cmploy of Mr. Thomson ibr the last 10 ycars,
at a salary of, as he told me, £50 per annum ; and
ihat he actei last scason as a licensecd Culler cm-
ployed by tlc Suprvisor; this Dubois is an illite-
rate persion, anid is net one who would be employed
if the choice wcrc left frce. It appears by the
Supervisor's return, that this man reccived last ycar
£124 7s. 4d. He vorked all last season culling Mr.
Thomason's Deals; and at the close of the season Mr.
Tlhomson, by agrenement with this man, was entitled
to the aimount of his earnings, as there was an un-
derstanding betwcen then that, notwitlstanding the
Bill, Dubois was to romain in Mr. Thomson's cm-
ploy at the old salary of £50 a-year. I interfered
1ctvoen Dubois and Mr. Thomson, and prcvented
the carrying out of this bargain. Mr. Thonson on-
dcavoured to force Dubois to pay him the noney
froma the Supervisor's office, but I believe that lie lias
since riven it up as hopeless. Over and above the
quîant!ity of Timberculled by Dubois, and of which

A p penduix
be bas niado a return to the Supervisor's office, there (O. O.)
remains still on Mr. Tlhomsoin's promises, of culled
and piled Deals, the ainount of 200,000, of which no 7tl Mar<,h,
return lins bon mdnce te te Supervisor's office, and in
consequence the fces will net b paid by Mr. Thoinson.
The statement which I make is derived froin what
Dubois has told me hîjaiself, and ls tolk nany others;
but I know as a fact, that Dubois workcd in Mr.
Thomîson's employ last scason, precisely in the same
way as he was in tho habit of doing before the pass-
ing of the Bill; he was the only Cullor emnployed.

.Robertlamiltoni, Esquire, calledin; and examined:-
172. Have yen any knowledge of the business cf J.

Thomson at the Etolicmin Mills, last soason ?-I have.
173. Do you know one L. Dubois ?-I do.
174. Ilow long have yon known hini?-During

the last scason only ; lie was exunged in culling Deals
during the wholc cf the shipping season.

175. Was there any other liconsed Culler ?-Tcre
was not.

176. How nany Deals were culled at Mr. Thon-
son's Mills last season?-Btwoon 300,000 and
400,000 were culled at Mr. Thomson's establishment
at Etchemuin. Dubois did not cuh the iwholo iimuself,
because, after he left, some were cilled by an indi-
vidual not a licensed Cuiller. Dubois left, as near
as I can recollect, in thc latter part of October.
This personi may probably have culled 30,000 more
or lcss after Dubois loft. Dubois knows as iuch of
rcaduig and vriting as to qualify han. It is te muy
knowledge that le was the hliiecd Culler of Mir. Thomiî-
son, at a stated suni per muonth. At the coi-
mencement of the seison, Mr. Thomson iwas un-
dccided vhether lie slould ship th Deals ho was
about to manufhcture, on bis own account, or sell thei
iii the Quebec iîarket; and ns flic culling of his
Deals up to hie last season had only cost hini at the
rate of 2 d. per Qucbec staudard bundred, and the fecs
by the prescnt Act 3s., lie wishcd to save the differ-
once in the event of shipmnit on his own accoint.
He wcnt to the Supervisor and asked his authority
to engage Dubois, as I wvas told by Mr. Thomson.
Theo Supcrvisor referred Mr. Thomson to the Law
and as carly as Ican recollcct, the Supervisor, without
saying anytihing to coimmit hinielf, said tiat under

i the circumstances of tlhe case, as it was probable Mr.
Thomsoni would be the exporter of bis Deals, he
thouglt lie would bc justified in eîngaging Dubois;
telling hi at the sane finie, however, that for the
Dcals he would sell in Vhe Quebec market, he vould
be answerable ta the Law if ltere was any difficulty
male. At the close of the scason Dubois was paid
i by Mr. Thomson the unount agrecd upon, which I
live just leard the Cliairiian say, was stated at £50;
which was threc or four tines more than ever lie had
received befbre. I was not present when iny bargain
was made. Dubois mnade a return to the Supervisor's
office of the Deals culled. The Supervisor sent in
his bill for paynent. Mr. Thomson deducting the
Deals lie had exported hiuself, said that Dubois w'as
alreatly paid, and expressed his willingness topay the 1s.
for the oflice on the Deals sold in the Quebec market.
The Supervisor said, that in order te inake the books
square, the 3S. should be paid. Mr. Thomson bc-
lieved there could b no difficulty in getting back
the 2s. fron flic Culler; the Culler, however, re-
fnsed to pay thme ainount back for soein tiîme, but
finally wras mn a manner comupelled te do 'se, minus
the sum of £20.

177. Are you a inmnufeturer of Deals and Square
Tiiinber, and are you deeply interested in the details
of the present Bill before the House?-As far as
Deals are concered I amn deeply interested, but I an
net in Square Timber.

TrIAT having given their attCntive consideration to
the several Petitions referred tu them, baving examinied
witnesses in refcrence Co the facts enuncia1ted, anid the
prayers set forti in them separately, and having re-
duced the evidence obtainediin Nvriting, Your Commit-
tee are of opinion, tliat i is advisable the Ordinance
4 Vict. c. 36, incorporating the City of Mfontreal, and
the Ordinance 4 Vict. c.

Anstoero Q. 28.-The Section in question would
appear to authorize Magistrates to direct the Clerk tO
make payments, which creates a conflicting authority.

Answer to Q. 29.-When the neighbour's proper-
ty is materially augmented in-valuc, by the payment of
an indemnity for property, entirely or in part, taken
possession of for public inprovement, I am of opinion
that the neighbour or neighbourhood should be assess-
ed for such improvement,, to such extent only, how-
ever, as by a jury nay be determined.

Answer ta Q. 32.-Yes, I am of opinion that the
Council should have authority to horrow to the setent
of £150,000, and that the rate of interest should not
be nimited, but lot to the Corporation to decide; and
for this reason--money rnay b scarce, and, in the case
of a cetainimprovement or the execution of some in-
portant work absolutely necessary, delay might be de-
trimenial to the public interests. If the Corporation
was not in funds, the work aotld have ta be delayed,
however important, if mioney could not'be hlad ai.the
limited rate of interest ; vhereas, if the Corporation
was allowed to borrov ait ,such rates as money could bu
obtainei at, 'it 'would rest with the Representatives of
the City to determine whîat was the best course to be
adoplted, and most for the interàst of their constituents.
I would wish to elucidate the advantage of leaving
the rate of interest to be 'paid by the Corporation
utnshelilet, by referring to the proceedings of the
Road Comiiissioners, and he Commissioners of
the Harbour, both of Which bodies were alIowed,
under -the Ordinances of the Special Council, to
borrow at rates of interest unlimited., Money was
scarce, andi the credit of those bodies not, at tUe time
over favorably considered. , They bo-rowed ahrates as
high as eightper cent.; the works vere completed;
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confidence establislied; they calied in ieir bonds, and
enacted new loans at six and five per cent.; and prier
o the Ordimmee alowing the Iarbour Commissioners

to pay a higher than the legal rate of interest, that
Commission felu itseif constrained te complete a part
of the Works, and the Contracts were paid for in bonds
bearing six ier cent. interest; The consequence was,
the contracs were made ai full twentyl per cent. high-
er prices thon if, by borrowiing at eight per cent., the
money had been fortlcoming, which it would have
been, and thîerefore the work was exécuted ait a greater
cosh to the public.

Ansverto Q. 33.-Certainly,I would alwaysadopt
thait course, as tending te inspire greater confidence in
the lender.

Answer to Q. 34.-Certainly not. The object of
asking autiority to create a loan of £1.50,000, is to
borrow to that extent, if deemed necessary, and it is
believed it can be got at a lower rate than tait at pre-
sent paid-and irst, to pay off ail the outstanding
bonds, and the residue (if the fill amount is borrowed,)
would be applicable te further improvenients.

Answter Io Q. 35.-1 would not fix any particular
period in whici the wihole lotr shoiui tbe paid oflf if
it is absoluitely requisite to du so, in the opinion of
of Your honorable Conmmittee, I should recommend a
distant day, say, not "less sixty years. If power be
given te the Council to lypothecate flic revenues of
the City as security for the loan, there can b little
doubt but the money cari be borrowed at a low figure,
say, not over four per cent, Antd if it is enacted hat
the taxes shall not be repeiled until he debt shall be
liquidated, tHe capitalist will have confidence, and the
citizens aI the same time will be olive to Hie question
wiether to seek, by an carl' liquidation of the debt, a
dininîisledaixation,-orby the continuedexpenditure of
ail the surplus revenue, to seek a procrasti nation of the
period for the final payment of tlie debt. A sinhing
fund, however, I would recommend should be estab-
lislied.

Answer Io Q. 3.-At this rnontnî, monney is com-
paratively scarce, and Corporation bonds, like all
other securities, fluctuate in their actual market value.
Three months ago, a premium% was offcered for thie bonds
issued by thie Corporation for the building of hie mar-
ket now in progress, and the ordinaryC bonds of the
Corporation were transferred at par, vithin a few days
past ; for the reason assigned, sales of sucli bonds have
been effected at two and a half and five per cent. dis-
count.

Ansver Io Q. 37.-Yes.

Answer to Q. 38.-The Corporation hiaving, under
the existing Ordinances, ne authîority, ih the opinion of
Capitalists, to hypothecate the revenues of hie city as
securily for loans, tie Council foin d iflicuities in bor-
rowing, andtherefore determinedi"to undertake the im-
provements upon contracts payable in bonds.

Answer to Q. 39.-I believe the contractors, when
they tendered, had no reason to knov that it was not
tlie intentioi of the Council to pay in cash, lis il b-
came mattor of consideration subsequently with the
Contractors whether they would hiuld te tleir tenders
(n being inîformed that bonds, and not cash, was the
mode of payment. Thuey did agree, and consequent-
ly the contracts were decidedly entered ino upon cash
terms.

Answer to Q. 40.-My answer te this question will
be a mere matter of opinion based upon my reply te
fle preceding question, but te any knowledge I pos-
sess, I should Say no.

Answer to Q. 41.-1 am of opinion that for the (S.S.)
better gcvernmnent of hie City, it is most desirable. A
Court should be organized haviig"cognizance over aill
cases arisinrg out or the infringoment of the City By-
Laws, and for thie prosecution of Suits for non-payment
of City does and tie regulations of (lie Police. Whe-
ther that Court sliould be presided over iy. the Mayor,
assisted hy Aldermen, or tlat a Recorder's Court should
be establisied, I do not feel myself quaiified to deter-
mine ; the great object disirable, inmy opinion, being
the more siniary conviction of olnders, and lessen-
ing flic costs of prosecutions, thereby relieving the par-
ties prosectted,as well as thie pour and petty (elinquients,
froi the very extravagant fees attending at present
tlie most paltry, lowever necessary, prosecutions for
the infractions of the Police regulations.

.dnswer to Q. 42.-Yes, in ail cases instituted,
where the recovery of the dues sued for by the Cor-
poratinii are delegated. No, as respects prosecutions
for infringement of the By-Laws of the City or the re-
gulations of the Police.

Answer (o Q. 43.-As before stated, I consider the
establishment of a Mayor's Court desirable, in part, to
lessen tlie costs of prosecuting for small ofiences ; I
woiuld ilierefore say tint the fee for suiimons, the ser-
vice, tie warrant,, &c. should not exceed sixpence
each.

Answer to Q. 44.--No; the parties assessed iaving
an appeal to the City Council, it vould -be injudicious
to cenfer upoin a Court composed of the Mayor, assis-
ted by Aldermen, fhe reversing 'of -what possibly Might
have been considered by a fui IBoard of the City Council.

Answer to Q. 52.-It is notorious tait hakers are
in the habit of purchasing unsound, damaged and un-
wholsesome flour, therwith te make and supply' tleir
customers witl broad ; and it is believed that other
materials are mixed by bakers withî the flour they use
in bakinc. For these reasons it is dleemed desirable
that tlie City Council should have the authority sought
for.

131h M~reh.periodt of fifty ycars expi1red on th e 22nd or April,
1839, that is, since the last Bill introdneed on ilus sub-
jacL in the Assembly of the Province of Lower Canada
was thrown out by lte Legislative Council of thai
Province. lUnring the period of six years whichi 'has
ince elapsed, the proprietors of the bridge have con-
inued to levy tie tolls to which they are entitled by

virtue of the Patent and tlie Acts above cited, wlith lthe
exception of the last summer, during wvhici, it would
appear that they reduced to one ialif the rate of tolls in
favor of the people or some parts only of the country.
Fromn tlie information which Your Conmittee have'
bca enabled to obtain this Coll is so mucli tle more
buîrdensomne, as"te inhabitants of the north shore, andi
persons who trivel in that direction, have to pay a very
heavy toit at te turnpike gate, orected at a distance of
a few arpents from tihe bridge, and under the control of
tlie Trustees of te lurtpikeRosl ite ncigb ourhood
of Quebec. Both tois aniolnt to the sun of' one shilling

tnd two-pence on caci two-wheeld vehicle drawn by
one horse onlty. Besides whticih, ihie pteople fron 1AnUge-
Gardien, two leagues and a hal1f from te Town, arre
obliged to pay toli on tlie bridge over the River Mont-
morency. These suis, -wlichî tiirmer is cothtinually
obliged to disburse, becone a taki on agricuitural pro-
duce, whiich ,in nany cases îîniounts to twenty-ive,
and even fifty per cent ; and taking everything into
contsideration, titis double toit places such a restrictiont
on the communîication between the City of Quebec and
the neiglbouring Parishes; that Your Committee have
nolhositation insayingtliat it is ofthegreatest importance
that something should bo don to romedy il.

Your Commiittee having exanîined the evidence taken
hefore the Committees of the Houseof Assembly of
Lower Canada, and hîaving heard the evidence of the
Honorable Louis Panet, of Quebec, and of the Sieur
Vincent Beanger, firmer from Beauport, are of opinion
tliat the place ait vhich the Petitioners pray for leave
to erect a bridge, would in fact bo extremely conve-
nient, as it is situate between the very populous Parish
of St. Roch and a new Parish, which the increase of
tlie population itt this direction will render necessary to
establish at a period not fur distant. On the other band,
Vour Committee being int'oried that tlie River Si.
Charles is navigable, and lhat vessels are constructed
alove the site of the intenided bridge, could only re--
comnend te Your Honoiabl Ilouse to grant to the
Petitioners, Tourangeau and otiers, the permission,
whtiici they ask for, on the condition that the bridge to
hc constructed by thjem shouldt be a dravbt idge, and on
the condition also, that a certain numtber of then shtould
become responsible for the raising of' the drawbridge,,
iii the sarne manner as it is provided ltat lie proprie-
tors of tlie present bridge shall he responsible.

But iowever desirous Your Committea mav be of
gran(ting lie prayer or the, Pulitioters, Tourangeau and
others, on this condition, they are checked hy a new
pretension of Messrs. Snitt and Anderson, ant by the
prayers oftw petitions of the Mayor and Corporation
of ihe City of' Quebec, which have also been referred
to themî. 'iTe pretension of Me8sss.

Must the continuation of properLy granted by th' last
mentioned Act be taken as meaning the privilege it
self, or merely the bridge, which, together with' the
privilege, should become the propoty of -is Majesty
at the expiration of 'the fifty years ? If understood in
the most liberalsense, the privilege Nvoldd last'as long
as the bridge shall not have been purchased at its
value ; then the saine quest ions of IlaV, which arose on
lite Petitions presented on ithis subject to the Legislature
of the late Province of Lower Canada, iwould again
arise. Under any circunstance, the intrinîsic value Of
the b·idge and its appurtenances, ii \vhatever state they
inay e ait present, and hvlich is ail that requires to be
paid, would romain to be detcrmined,

Without expressing tlîeir opinion on tese questions,
whiceh mrit the most serious attention of Your Hono-
rle Hoeuse, Your Committec must remark, that the
twoTetitions ofîthe Mayor and Corporation of the City
of Quebec., wlhich have been referred to them, conflict
with lte Potiion of Messrs. Smitlh and Aniderson, and
that of the Petitioners Tourangeau and others. The
Mayor and Corporation have, in the first place, prayed
ir leave to construct several bridges, on the River

St , Charles, vberever they may think it convenient,
without excepting, ai least ex plicitly, the space included
wiîtlin ithe linils over which extends the privilege
granted to Mcssrs. Smiîh and Anderson.

By a second Petition they pray t besubstitulted for
the Crown in the right of acquiring the bridge.-The
granting of this last prayer vould bc incompatible with
the construction of a free 1ridgc vitbin such a short
distance, and under another con trol than tbt of the
Corporation.
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Your Comimittee are of opinion, that even supposùig
the pretension of the proprietors of the bridge to be
well founded, the continuation of tlieir privilege would
be the Act of the Legisiature, and would impose on
the inhabitants of the City and County of Quebec a
heavy tax; and it would ear be an obstacle to the free
communication between the City and the country parts,
andthat the Provincial Legislature ought therefore to be
alone held to redeem the public rights which it alone
ray Lave givenl up.

Your Cominitteo therefore recommend, that in case
Vour Honorable House shoubl decide the questions
which they have theli honor to submit, against the Peti-
tionors, Tourangeau and others, Your Honorable House
do vote an Address to His Excellency the Governor
Genoral, praying IHis Excellency to appoint, as soon
as possible, one or several Comnmissioners, to estiniate,
under oath, the actual intrinsic value of the bridge be-
longin to Messrs. Smith and Aiderson, so that the
Province may acquire it as soqn as the state of the
public funds may permit the Governnert to reconmend
tiat expense,-which, in justice, ought to take prece-
deice of aiiy other of thîis nature, with a view to throw.
open tie bridge to the public gratuitously, or at a rate
of toil merely sufficient to cover tle expenses of main-
taining it.

Your Cominittee would also recommend to tie most
serious attention of Your Honorable H-ouse, that part
of the Petition of tle Corporation of tic City of Que-
bec, which lias reference to the construction of several
bridges on the River St. Charles, as soon as the ques-
tion of Messrs.aSmith and Anderson's privilege shall
have been determined. This project of teic Corpora-
tion wilii encotinter another much more extensive one,
and may probably bo nodifiecd in consequence. 'lhie
project which lias been conceived of establishing a Dock
for vessels, at the mouth of tlc River St, Cliarles, com-
prises also the construction of a drawbridge at the pier
of this Dock. This, is a greOt public improvement,
which might become a source of revenue to the Go-
vernment. Your Committee sec vith pleasure thatt lie
attention of the Government bas been drawn to this
subject, and. they have no doubt tiat, while so large a
portion of the Provincial fonds have been appropriated
to the improvement of the Port of Montreal, and for a
great many local purposes, the City of Quebec shall in
its turn derive some advantage from the establishment
offlie Board of Works.

Your Cominittee also hope that, in proposing any new
plan for the management of the Roads in tie-eiglîhour-
hood of Quebec, the Committee wlich is now enqui-
ring into the conplaints, broughît against the QuebecTurn-
pike Trust, will provide that the tolls of the bridge or
bridges over tlie St. ClicHes, if .the recomnendations
of Your Comnittec are acted upon, shall be levied at
the saine time as the turnpike tolls, so as not to im-
portune the people passing on the said bridge or bridges
and ronds, and in order to diminisl the expense of col-
lection.

The wlole nevertheless humbly submitted.

PIERRE J. 0. CHAUVEAU, Esquire, in the Chair.

Tuesday, 25th February, 1845.

Vincent Belanger, Esquire, of the Parish of Beau-
port, Captain of Militia, called in ; and examined

1. Are you acquainted with Messrs, Smith and
Anderson's bridge on'the River St. Cliarles, near Que-
bec ?-I an, and I pass over it almost every dayin
summer, and often twice a day.

2. Is this bridge situato in a convenient place for
the country people in general, or do you know any
otier place which would be more advantageous to
thîem ; state your'opinion at length and in daetll ?-I
consider the place where the bridge in question now
stands, the most convenient for the greator portion of
the country people who resort to the Quebec markets,
as it is (he most contral. Two olfher places are spoken
of, namely, the spot where the old Dorchester bridge
stood ; this bridge would begin at the north side of the
river, at tfic foot of the Charlesbourg road, and would
terminate et the St. Roch's Suburbs in Crown street.
This spoti vould not be quite so central, as it would
lengthen lie road of the inhabitants on the northiside
of the River St. Lawrence, several arpents.

3. Are the tols "of Dorchester bridge too high, and
have they the effect of preventing a great number of
the country people from bringing their produce to the
Quebec narkets ?-Yes, thc tolls arc exorbitani; and
nuch more so from the necessity of paying tolls at the
Turnpike,-so that a farmer from Beauport who brings
to market a load 'of wood, lime, or any other ar-
ticle for ,vVici he receives only from 2s. to 5s. is- ob-
ligcd to pay 6d. at the toll-gate, and 8d. at the bridge ;
and a farmer residing beyond the Montmoreney Falls,
must, in additionl pay the tolls at the bridge there,
which amount to 6d.-so that in many cases he pays
one-half of the price of his load. However, since
a frec bridge over the River St. Charles bas been talked
of, the proprietors of the ridge have drniinisled their
tois one-lbalf for the inhabitantsof-Beauport andCliarles-
bourg, with a view evidontly to prevent their tadng
steps to obtain a free bridge.

4. Is the river navigable at the place where a frae
bridge is desired, that is, at the foot of the Chîarlesbourg
road, and would it require a drawbi-idge ?-Yes; the
river is navigable at that spot, ard a drawlbridge would
necessarily be required,

5. What,'in your opinion, would e the best systein
to adopt, in order to make the briIge-of any advantage
to the public ?--In my opinion, it would be expodient
and advantageous 'that te Government should purchase
the bridge from Messrs. Smith and Anderson, as it has
a right, to (o so, the privilege laving expired ; the
bridge -and the Beauport turnpiko, together with ore
whichî might be erected on the Clarlesbourg rond,
might then bo placed under one control. In that case,
there should be only, one keeper at the bridge and on-
lyone toll should be dèmanded,notexceedhig two-pence
for going or returning. The expense of collecting
toils at several toli-gates would tlereby be avoided, and
the markets vould ,he more resorted to. The inhabi
tants of the Town and of the country would both derive
great advantage from thid arrangement.

6. In wlat state is the bridge in question ?-It jas
been inà bad order for several years; the propriotors
having made but few repairs to it.
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The Honorable Louis Panel, of the Cityof Quebec,
Nutrv Public, called in ; and examined

Anstoer to Q. 3.-The tolls on Dorchester bridge
have, se far, been too ligh ; I think tiat, together with
the turnpike tolls, they are in many cases a tax of fifty
per centon articles of agricultural produce, the most
necessary to life,

said Corporation of the Governors, Principal and, Fel-
lows, to lease such portions of the pr9perty of the Col-
lege fro tinme to tinie, and for such limited periods, as
thcy may think fit; or to dispose theredf in perpetuity
for an annual unredeecable rentejbncière, provided that
such rente foncièrýe shall be subject to an inerease of not
less than twenty-dive per cent on the origina rent, at the
expiration of every twniity yeasrs, for onei hutndred years;

Sm,-I have laid before the Board of the Royal Insti-
tution, your conisnusîcation froin the Committee of tlie
Legislative Assembly appointed te consider the Petition of
the Governors of McGill College, and the copy of the Peti-
tion furnished by the Committee, and an directed by the
Board to submit to the Committee, the following Minute:

At a Meeting of the Board of the Royal Institution for
the advancement of Learning, leld in tie Office, on Satur.
day, the 18th, instant, the Board took into consideration
the copy of a Petition to the Legislative Asseinbly fur-
nished by a Comnittee of that body, with a view of ob-
taîinining information relation thereto.

The Petition which, while purporting to be from the
Governors of M'Gill College, is,,in reality, froin two of
them only, viz. Chief Justice Vallières and Dr. Bethune
begins by shewing that in, consequence of various enact*
ments of tie Legislature, the Board of the Royal lnsti.
tution has ceased to answer the psurpose fbr wîhich it

Corporation of Quebec,or the Government, should pur- (J. U.)
chase the rights of Messrs. Srnith and Anderson, and
that the turnpike and the bridge should be placed under
one authority, and only one tol denanded.

Anaswer to Q. 6.--The last time I passed over the
bridge it did not seem to me to be in a complete state
of repair.

7. Do you think that the Corporation of Quebee
should be permitted to erect several bridges on the
River. St. Charles, and in what places do you think
these bridges ought to be erected ?-I think that if three
bridges were kept upons the River St. Charles, one at
the place called the l Palais," in a line vith St. Ni-
cholas street,-the present bridge belonging to Messrs.

The Board
hîumbly subinit that this is a question of law, on which
the opinion of either party can be of no value, ani
which it docs not fall within the province of the Legisla-
ture, but of the Courts off Law to decide: And the
Board have again and ajgain expressed to the Governors
their desire to" have the question settled, cither by an
aiicable suit, or by the opitiion of the Law Olicers, of
the Crown,

The second charge Iof settiig up pcetendtet clainis
"off control over the Governors," my respect two things:
lst. The right to inquire into and to sec to the right ad-
miinistrationi of the College funds and se fiar walit has
beei said in refetrence to the first charge, applies also to
this. The Board iare legally, advised they have such
right. Underl this advice they arc boutid to exercise it,
where a case of nccessity arises ; but they tire perfectly
willing, to abide the result of an ainicable suit, or to sub-
iîît t, the cdeision of tie Law Oiiceri's of the Crown.

The
Governors do not dispute that iiithe Royal Charter the
Board are iippointed Visitors , but they have iitimtated
to the Board tieir opinion that the Crowi had ne au-
thority tO inake such appointient, and on ;this grotind
the Boaîrd were ]ately resisted by the Governors, when
exercising their visitatorial power. This, aiso, itis
obvions, is a question of law, and is only to be settled in
thev saie way as the other,

he third charge is thtatoff withhoîlding pîecuniary means
of carrying on the College. The Board have onîly to
state in answer to this,,that the salaries of the Professors,
according to the scale fixei by the Goveraors themselves,
have been regularly paid to the. preselt period ; that
though the Board did certainly complain off an expendi-
ture of £1700, in opening the College, the itens of which
expenditure did tlien and do still appear to the Board to
be wasteful and utterly "unsuited to the necessities'and
the resources off the Institution, anounting as they did to
nearly tiree years revenue of the College, they did yet,
at thteir recent Meeting in Montreal;offer to discharge the
debt of £1550, vhich was then believed by the,Board to
include all'ihe liabilities of the College ; only requiring
the Principal's çertifiçate that suchiwas the case. This cer-
tifieate -was at first refunsed, but a, cetificate lias this
day been received, shewing to the best of the knowiledge
and belief of the Principal anf Bursar, the debts of the
College, independent ofthe regular expenditure, to amount
te £2596, all contracted since August 143

The Board have also 'int iated to te G;overnors their
ultention to put tlic whole of the annual revenue of the
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Trust at the disposal of the Governors, in half-yearly (V. V
payments ,on the 1st July and the Ist January.

The fourth charge is that the Board have negleeted to lth arch
niake the nost of the Cullege Endownîent. The 'Board
have conductedl the business of the Trust in a manner
which, they are persuaded, leaves no ground for such
charge. The profitable disposal off the College property
in Montrieal lias constantly engagcd their attention, 'and
they hatd autually adopted mensures for this objeet, wien
they vere arrested by a legal difliculty. They have now
preparetd a Bil to be subnittei to the Legisature, this
session, for the removal ofthis difliculty. It does not ap-
perar that the property couhli have been profitably dispo-
sed off witlout somae provisions whiel this proposei Act
contemnplates : And the Ioord are convinced thtat even
the delay causec by waiting for the meeting of the Legis-
hiture, and the result of an application toit, will not, in a
pecuniary point -of view, be ij urious to the Trust.

There are but two points to which the Board would,
very respectfully calL the attention of the Conmittee.
The first, is the danger to hvlich the bcqùest of the late
Mr. M'Gill night be exposeti by an extinction of the
Board. The second, is the necessity, in the event ofsuch
extinction, should it be contenplatl, of appointing Visi-
tors-vested with the authority, wich the Board enter-
taiti no doubt they now possees. Such an appointment is
necessary on general principles, and, if evidence of the spe-
cial necessity ofsuch appointment in the present easewere
wànted, it maiglt be founi in the iTnute of the Visitation
of this Board in Novemîber last, and in the Addrcssto the
Governor Geineral fou nded on it, tad'aeompanying it,
to which reference muay be lied, if decmed necessary.

In those documents measures are suggested wyhich, the
Board are persuaded, would produce perfeCt harmony be-
tween the Governots and the lBoard, and which -vould
render any change of the constitution of the Board unne-
eessary. It might, pîerhaps, be thought more convenient
that the Board should meet in Montreal,: If this change
shotnid be made in the place of, meeting, the Board are of
opinion thtatdue care should be taken, by the selection of
niembers from varions parts of the Province, to avoid the
appearance ýof identifying M'Gill'College witl llontreeal,
asif itvere a City, instead of beinga Provincial Inustitu-
tion ; and they vould very earnestly exprcss their desire,
that the case of the Secretary ef the Board should be
taken into consideration";-an old servant of the Board,
a Clergyman advanced in life, and who, fron various
untoward circumstances, has been rendered to a.conside-
rable extent, dependent on the eiolumients of the office,
of which such a change would, in effeet, deprivehlim.
The Board think la n justly entitled to a retired allow-
ance.

3, C. 17,
and vesting, the, bequtest of the lateI% N'Gil in the
Corporation of the Governors, Principal and Fellows of
M'Gill oblege f and thratthe-Chrief Justice and the Prin-
cipal be authorized toconununicate with the -Board of
the'Royal Institution on thestubject, and to take the ne-
cessary stepsfor carrying this resolution into effect';" and
2ndily, that the mneasure petitioned for, even the very
Bill as it stands, was agreed upon by all the tien
acting Governors of the College, in Juily 1843, viz
the Chief Justice of Monrtreal, the Chief .Justice' of
Upper Canada, and i he Principal ; and notice of the in-
troluction ,of tirat Bill, as a Govarernent icasure, Ias
given in the last Session of the last Parliament by a
Member cf the late Administration, but its fartler pro-
'rress, was arrested by the abrupt termination of the
§ession. , copy of tie Bill was transmitted to the
Bord of the, Royal Înstitution Àpreviously te the period
abovo stated.

Tie Petition, muoreover, bas the entire coneurrence
of tire sane thrce Governors above mentioned ;and thre
Bill ias tie sanction of the Governor General.

Wifh reference to tie allegation of tie Board of the
Royal Institution that they have again and again c-
pressed'to the Goyernors their desirc to have, the ques-
tion of tireir riglit to hold the bequest of Mr. MI'G-ill in
their hands " settled cither by an amicable suit, or by
"l the opinion of the I Law Officors of tie Crown," the
undçrsigned says, first,'that sucl â proposition -was never
nade by'tie Board until after they were mad aware of
the determiination of Ithe Governors to seek the remedy
proposed in"the ineasure before your ComÜnittee, to Ri,
on the l6th January, l44," and agaiiï at tieirvisitation
of the College inl Novenber last ; but the propòsition
was, years ago, t vit, on, tie l7th October, 1839, made
by the Governors te the Bomard, without any notice being
taken of it. 2ndly. Tiat it was moce competent for the
Board than fertie Govcrnor's, to seek an'adjustnent of.
the differences in question by tire mnans, rvich t1iey pro-
posed, because the Board 'possessed the pecuiar means
of doing:so, ,while the'Governors have been ahvays left,
in this respect, in a àtate of utter destitition.

In reply:to. the observations of the Board of lie Royal
Institution with neference to tihe allegation in the Peti-
tior that they setbip pretenrded'claiims cf contri, the
unrdersigned begs leave to starte that tie Royal Institution
put tie Governors, of M'Gill College in possessioi of
Bunsideso soon iit ivas rece.red, by'action òf eject
ment, fromn tire legatees of Mr. M'Gill namnly, in the
year 1829, and, they made the following minute of that
procceding atr

Wlereupon Sir 'Jolin Colbor'ne
inl'formdcu tlhu'emî, amn the 13th OctobJe3r, 1839, talît lad hLe
reinauued longr' in the Govermnt, (lie waîs tlen super-
seeld andfl on tle point of depii'tuirC,) le wouldihiave reio-
" delled thlit body soi as to hâve rtdered ita isefiul unil

active proiroter of the public inteiests." Provisi c)n fr tle
M\edical Faculty N'as coiseqteiitly iitde by the aîuthority
ai' Jis Excelliecy,, from tle publie fituds, and was sale-
tioiied subsequenttly by the Speuiml Council.

'1hle College buildinîgs were connenced in the autuinul
of 1839, and whJmen they, were aproaching to tlei. oni-
pletion ini the suhîmer of 1842, the Gove'riors applied to
the Board iof the Royal Instituition afor the possession oi
the pIoirty, by the " insi'uient or assurance" which
haid beei prumised. The Bo i after soine delay, sent
instructions to their Agent and Attorney il Montrel to
prepare "u act oi nise enz possession of Buriside Es-
"ttte anId the buildings tihereon, to thte Goveris of

" ' ill College." Inthiis act; thîeyinstructed their Ageit
to insert certain conditions involving certain clailuis to
auhority over the G avernors, whici they (tihe Goveirors)
had bel'ore efusud to recognize s inconsistent witli the
provisions of the Charter ; as fllows

The Governors to be put in pfssession, 'ir the tr'usts
anid pIuIposes af the Will ani Charter, subjet to ani
"aid with tim rescrvatioin of thie rights and powers of
flue Royal Institution, as Tristees muIer tie Will aid as
Visitors, viz the power of' esta//isuing Statutes andl
SBy-lrts for thle governimtent of the Collegei'or Colleges
erected anul to be rcceted &c. &e. an tht estate, anlîd to

epeal a d amend any e3y-oaos, c. w/i r/i nuay be imatde
"ji' /at puipose by lhe Govepnors of M/t Go//cge.

To enquire from time to timie toiching the execution
o 'f' tuch Statutes, or the compliance of the Governörswith
the Charter.

To remove, as need may be, t/ue Oficers of t/te Col-
lege, for misconduct or nleglect of duty, to correct abo-
sus, and generally ta superiniteml the fanagement ai
he tiust crieated lby the Will of the Testati', and the
provisions af the Lav and the Charter.
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ty devised and bequeathed by the Testator's Will, or
otherwise given for the maintena:nec and support of '14th Mlarch.
M'G ill College, as an Institution f Royail Foendation,
and for the abovo purposes generally to enter upon
and into the estate, buildings and promises, by theim-
selves, or their laruful agents or attornies."

The Governors of course, refusei to accept sucli an
Act," as inconsistent witl the provisions of the Char-

ter, and reducing tieni to thie conditionaof niere instru-
imnts "iii the hands of the Royal Institution.

With reference to the remnrk of the Board on the sub-
juet of tlir claims as Visitors, as well as on the subject
of' tieir late visitation of the College, the undersigned,
bcgs leave tosay : 1st, taint the Board were not "resisted
by tlhe Goveiriors wien exercising tiheir visitatorial
pofwer," the Govrnors only protested against their pro-
ceedings ias illegal, &c., but allowed thern free access to
the College, and threw no obstacle in their way ; on the
contrary, they advised ftl different Officers of the Col-
lege wlo could compromise no priaciple tlhereby, to obey
their snimions unid "givc then ail thle information they
couil," allowing them at the sane tiu free access to all
the books and rcords ofi th Collge ; 2ndly, the Gover-
nors resident in Montreal do not and caiiot recognize
the Board o hie Royal Institution as the legal Visitors
uf* the College ; but, aus the Board suy, this is a question to
be decided by a legal tribunal only. The Governors
deny their autlority ; lut" them seek the proper im eans OU
estaublislîingr it.

With reference to thle charge of withholding i fron tie,
Governors their pecuniary mneans, the Board of the'Royal
Institution aissert, thliat tie " salhwies of the Professors,

according to the seale fixed by the Governtors thei-
" selves, have been regularly paid to the present period."

On this I have to remark: first, thiat the aforesaid
salaries have nt been regulirly paid ; so far firom it, that
ii a comununication to the Governors, 16th January,
1844, in reply to thîeir demand of the 15th Decemnbeir,
1843, for nioney to pay the accounts, as weIl as the sala-
ries ai' the oliuers then long past due, the Board
reftused to pay either ; but they afterwards appeared to
think theiselves wrang, an i tiansmitted money for sala-
ries on the 14tlh Marci, which weru due'in the preceding
mait of' October ; aid the quarter duce on the 19th Oc-
tober last, was only paid an the 13th iistant. Secondly,
the Governors have not alleged in tieir Petition thiat
the Board have paid no qalarics, but that "by withhiold-

iig their (the Goveinors') pecuniary neains, * * tiey
I"nive reduced your Petitioiers to the necessity of bor-
roving moncy on their ownn responsibility." When

the Governors found the way clear, as tiey supposed, for
bringing tic College into operation, tliey informed the
Boar'd of the Royal Institution, on the 221 June, 1843,
of tieir intention to open the College eaily in the iontht
of Septcïinber flollowinig ; and requcsted to know wliat
sum could be plaeed at tieir disposai for naking thie ne-
cessary preparations for that purpose, without prejudice
to tle realized annual incorne. The Bloard, so far fron
shewing any disposition to fulfil their promise beifre
nientioned, refused to inake any appropriation for the
iequired purpose, unless a detailed statement of ithe arti-
cles of farmiture, &e,, wiich might bà required, and a
particular estimate of their cost, shouli be previously
tiurished by tIe Goveirnors ; and in answer to an appli-
cation for a portion ofi the salary due to Dr. Lundy, the
Board stated, (saine date, 'viz: 28th June, 1843,) tliat
t wee quitu y illing to take into consideratian the

pIlapIuty of, an adlvaîîcep for the purpse, spec ificti, su-i
soon as they should receive a statement of the sums,

"' received by the Governors of thle M'Gill College froin
the Bmrnside Estate and fromn Goveranmint ; and the
application thereof, without which the 3oard feel themi-

" selves precluded from entering ipon the consideration
of your request."

In reply to this extraordiiary communication, the
Governors inforrmed the Boaird thlît they could not fur.
nish a detailed statenent or estimate, but would lay out
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the best advanitage, as far as it would 'go ;-that the pro-
ceccds of Burnt.side belonged to the Principal, by a resoliu
tion of the Govriors on the l4th Npvenber, 1836, and
tihat they considered tiat " a snall remnncration for his
"services in that capacity" liTe Governors also stated
in the sane communication, (1st July 1843,) that thtey
"cannot recognize the right of the Board of the Royal'
"Institution to, demand froin them any account of
"monies which they have not received froi the Board,
"nor can they acknowledge the principle of naking the
"îpayînient of the salaries of the Offleers of the Univer-
"sity, contingent upon any sucli demnand." Tlie Bonrd
persisted in tlieir refusal, and reasserted the rightsI and
powers already stated. Tie Governors vere thus
reduced to tlie necessity cf borrowing £600,; on their
own personal rcsponsibliity, and of procuring furniture
&c., on credit. It was on this occasion that the Gover-
nors of th College agreed t tie draft of the Bill' now
before your Commiittee, in July 1843 ; and the Govern-
ment consented toits introduction, durig the last session,
nas a Governnt nicasure, but the announceient of the
disruption of the laite 1lîinistry took pice onii the very
daty on w hich the Bill vas to have becn introtuced by'
one of the Members of tlat Cabinet. Finding tbat the
proposed Bill nust be post poCd for ati leastl twelve
motnths, the Governors were indeed te try once more
what could bc done with the Board of the Royal Institu-
tion, and ltey accordingly sent the accounts of te expei-
diture incurred for opening the College, to the Royal
Institution, on1 the i1ti Decettmber, 1843,, and again re-
quested to be invested with all the p'roperty of the Col-
lege then helid by the Board. rtaynent of the accoutnts
was absolutely refused on the 16ti IJanuary, 1844, on the
geieiral ground tiat the expeidituire wais; " wastefui,
wvithtout prcedenît or principle'," antd on the special 'ground,
titat "it belongs to hlie Boaird, in tlie first instance, to

establishthe general expenditure, and tben to ascertain
Sthiat the sums voted for specia puiposes" arc properly

îîpplied, and to refuse any demaid that apîpeatrs Uitneces-
sary or extravagant "

Tlie Governors re plied to titis communication on the
29th of the saine montt, as follows

M'G.rz CottLiE, Januarp 29t, 1844.

REav. Sn,-t' have the honor to ackmnowledge the re-
ceipt of your letter of the 1 Gti instant, and I tam desired
by tlie"Governors of M'Gill College to make the follow-
ung reiarks thereon.

1st. The Board of the Royal Institution assumie tiat
the sum deianded in my commuenication of the 15th Dé-
cember list, consists of salaries assigncd land expenses
incurred by tlie resident Governors, wlcreas the Board
were well awaie'that tiose salaries were; assigned, and
tiose expenses athtiorized, at a meeting of the mnajority
of the whole number cf Governors in the monthi of July
hast.

2n1d. It is stated in oe part of youmr letter, that " the
Board have ailready recogoied n a former occasion,,
their obligations to provide the Governors withfunds to

< meet the salaries of the Professors ;" and ln anotier part
of the came letter itý iestated " tiat the Board will re-

fuse lite payment of all debts,'except'such as shall have
been contracted with their sanction, or as they can on
examinatiotn, approve." " These two clauses are not only

dianetrically opposed to cadi otlier, but ite latter is aiso
opposed, to those provisions of the Charter whicli give
to the Governiiors the authority te regulate te salaries,,
stipende, and provisions for the Principal, Professors,
Fellows and Scliolars, and Oflicers of lie said College.

3rd. The Board have underttaen,,withoutlanîy enquiry
on the spot, without any persoattl inspection, and conse-
quently witiout anyIknoewledge of the sbjeect ini hanud,
to pIrnounce "that soine of te expenses incurred· (by
" the Governdrs) do nit appear to havel any connectionû

with the opening or carryiag on' of the College that
many of them are wholly unnecessary, and many more

" excessive in amaount,"-aid"tocharacterize the vhole
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as an expenditure, " wastefl w'itiout precedent or pirin-(V .
" ciple 1"

Ath. The Board assert the whole incoie of the rea l r
lized property 'of the Collego to, be about £589, -while
the animal charge for salaries, &C.', amounts to £730
and this assertion is made for the purpose of shew
ing that the Governors have, establishled an annual cx-
penditure beyond their annual income ; whoreas the
Board are elIl aivare thatl in establishing this annual
expenditure, the Governors had in vîew a grant from
the Legislature and an increasing revenue froin the pro-
perty of the College, if the Board had done their duty in
tiis respect, and'in the ineantime a more than sufficient
sui depositetd by the Board in flic B. N. A. Bank, to-
getier iwith furthcoming income, to pay the sali ries, &c.
of the currenît year.

5th. It is admitted in oee part of your letter, that the
B3oard perfectly wcll understood that the sum of £1300
ias expended "ain making the necessary, Pparalions

foropcning cndearrying on M'Gill College," and yet ii
two other places assume, that this suin is to constitute a
part of the aniual expenditure, andlhence conclide, "that
" it woull be au easy duty, aind one which they are per-
" suaded 'wordd be brought to a conclusion in a very short
"perio,-si mpilytolh andout, without question orremnark,

whatever funds, might be demanded of then.

Tie Governors cf M'GiI College consider the fore-
goinrr proccedings of the 3oard as finally settling -what
the övernors bad been led to believe, from former com-
mhunications of the Board, nancly, that the Bdard are
fully dcterinied to do what they can to embarrass the
Covernors ini their mnaagementf fthel College, if not en-
irely to arrest its progress ; the Governors are conse-
quently now driven tot the necessity of adopting "such
mteasures as they nay deem the.mnost secedy and effective
for ridding themnselves of tlie chief obstacle to their suc-
,cessful efforts.

The Governors accordingly' petitioned His Excellency
the Governor General to revoke the Comnmissions of the
present Muenbers of the Boatd, appoint Memnbers resident
in Montreal, and fix this as the place of meeting,-but
never received'any answer to the Petition.

With reference to the allegations of ,the Board cfthe
Royal Institution on the subject of the expenditure by
the Governors in opening the College, as " wasteful and

utterly unsuited te the necessities ande resources of the
Institution," the undersigncd replies,-1st, W ten he

Governors applied to the Board to be'informned what suin
coald be placed at their disposal,'without prejudice to the
realized annual income, they ltad béen informed tiat the
Board had f1550 of accumnulated:annual incomë deposi-
ted'inI theB. N. A. Baik in this'City', which, however,
the Governors have since ascertained the Board invested
iii some public stock inmediately after the application
above stated' was made by the Govërnors, appaenîtly to
prevent tiem, front gctting it,

2nd. Tlie,Governers'were given to understand that so
soon as the College should be opened, a suni of £500 for
the College included in a vote of-credit, by the session
of1842, wouldb paid to tieni and that alike suin for the
y'ear ,1843 wouldiikewvise be obtained in flhe Session cf flhe
sameyear. These siums would tegether have armounted to
£2550, besides what the Gevernors had good reason to
supyose night be dèrived froin a poper innagement of
the Burnside Estate.

Beingan excet s of permanent oxpenditure bcyond the
availabl revenue, o £500ý and tlis mlight serve as a
sufficieit ansmver to this question. But the available funds
have latcly been still further reduced to little more- than
£450 ier anuiin, by a sacrifice of capital' to the extent
of £1500, for the debts iîicurred by the Governors, as
imentioned iii ny answer to the 4thl questionl, and for
other "expcnses. When the Royal Institution held a Vi-
sitation of M1lGill College at Montreal ila Novenber last,
being unwilling that tradesmen and otheirs shoultl suffer
loss for the faults af others, and being desirous, if possible,
to rescue the affiairs ai the College from the state of con-
fusion into which they" had fallen, they called upon the
Bursar of the College ta produce a list of the liabilities
of the College. By this list they appcared to amoint
to £1645 ; but the anIount w'as afterwUrîds found to be
erroicous by £100. And as the Buirsar could not
state whether less or umore Vas lue, the Royal Institu-
tion resolved to pay the debts to the extent of £L5505,(ii-
cluding about £200 for officers' salaries,) as soon as acorrect
list should be certified to then by the Acting Principal
and Bursar. Such certificate the ActingPrincipal for soue
time refused to give ; but tafter soine w«eeks' delay, a list
w:as sent shewing debts (exclusive of the ordinary cx-
penses of the Institution) to the amouit of £2426,
instead of £1550, as follows

tober 1837; and they assigned over to the Royal Insti-
tution the above mntioned real property and rentes con-
stituées and mortgage debt, with the further sum in money,
of about £2,500. Out off the funds thius receivCd, the
Royal Institution procceded to the creetion of a new-
building for a College which cost upwards of £10,000,
althougli it was at first intended that the cost should not
exceed £5000 ; but the building being conducted under
the direction of a Building Coinnittee at Montreal, va-
rious alterations were from tine ta time poposecl which
doubled the expenso. By this means, and by the diflf-
rence betwecn the actual and estinated value of' the prlo-

perty so taken iii payment, the reinaining capital vas re-
duced ta an uaout yielding an intere4t or incone of
little nimore than £559, derived froi a liouse in Montrenl
(one house having been sold) fron rentes constituées, and
fromn the interest on Mr. Redpath's debt, gradlually dimi-
nishing every 'year. The Governors wcre' accordingly
informaed in i 843, that the gross available ilcone of the
Institution (subject to dceductions for insurance, repalirs,
taxes and agency,) vas about £559, wlich would be paid
over to themi as required for the maintenance of the esta-
blislunent. The cstablishment, as flxed by the Gover-
nors in 1843, wa:-

carly in 1829, that the Judgmnt in the Privy Council
was given in the action whiclh theRoyal Irstitution lida
brought against the late Mr. Desrivières to recover
possession of Burnside estate. I, J une 1829, as ILhave
stated. iu a former answer, the Royal Institution admit-
ted. the Govérnors to possession of this property, and the,
Charter was pronulgatei in forma and with. public cere-
niony in Burnside house, w'hicl was a formai opening of
theCollege,; but the objeet of this was, that tire Governors
might, whenever it should be practicable, open a Collegiate
Institution in that building ; and the Royal Institution
nèver intended thereby to transfer the property wholly aund
absolutely tO the Governors, or to 'debar or prevent the'
execution, by theRylilistitution, of thefurther trusts re-
posed in themi under thre Will of the late Mr. M'Gill for
the erection and establishment of a maore suitable Col-
lege or Colleges, so soon as funds should be realized. In
1836, Dr; Bethune, in the name of the Governors, ap-
plied to tie Royal Institution for some formal net or in-
strumnent evideneing the possession given to tie Gover-
nors in 1829; and instructions were accordingly given to
the legal ad.viser of the Board at Montreal to prepare
an instrument,for this purpose, witlia reservation of the
rights, povers aid lduties of the Royal Institution both
as Visitors under the Charter and as Trustees.under the'
Will, with respect to which rigbts, powers and duties the,
Royal Institution hiad taken anr opinion of eminent Coun-
sel, vhiei has been delivered to the Commnittee by the
Lord Bishop of Montreal. Theinstrunent so directed
to be prepared did not satisfy tie Governors, vho claimu-
ed, the property as their own. lit may be proper here toe
state once for all, that in all tieir proceedings and in rill
thòir discussions vith the Governors or rwith Dr. Be-
thune actng in tiheir naine, the Royal Institution have
been guided by the legal opinion so given to thei. For
some years, 'until 1835, the management of this estate
vas iii the hands cf the Royal institution thiugh their

legal agent at Montrent; and when, a tenant could be
found, which'w iis notalivays the case, it was let for a tri-
iling relit of about £50 a year, e farmers or gardners
who maile use of the gr6unds. Iii 1835, vhen Dr. Be-
thune wvas temporarily" appointed Principal of tIre Col-
lege, hle got permission from tie Governors toe ccupy tie
bouse ard land, on the ostensible groliud of taking care

I think they had previously paid a consi-
derable suin, during the period of his occupation, for rua-
king ulp fences. Fron the tiiie of lis vacating the pre-
mises, they vere let by, lim (acting in the name of the
Governors) to different tenants until 1842, et rents of £70
or £80 per annui, he receiving and disposing of the
rents, without any order to 'that effect frethe Gover-
nors as far as can be traced in the record of their pro-
ceedings. lIrrdeed, fron the departure of Sir John Col-
borne in 1840, thera could not, as I conceive, be any such
authority regularly given. It is understood that Lord
Sydenlin did not aet as a Governor,-there was no Chief
Justice of Montreal froin the vinterr of 1839 to the Mid-
suen r of' 1842, and tirere was no Bishop of' Queb'ecfron
1836. Wiren the Royal Institution held a Visitation of
M'Gill oeClge in ,Noveaber lest, they enquired at the
Bursar for any accounts that miglt have been rendered of
imuonies, received for Burnside estate. it was wvitli sone
ditliculty that any procise informaition could be got as to
the persoi to wion these monies had been paid, or the
mnanner inwhich they-lad been applied ;,but et last, a
paper )vas produced, in Dr. Betiune's handwriting, pur-
porting to be an accouit cuirent of tie rents of Burn,
side estarte received by himrr for a part of the pcriod sinice
lie gave up possession. With respect totihe nature and
particulars of that account I beg Ieave to' refer to tihe
Report and'Minute of the Visitation of tire Royal Institu.
tiunwhich has been laid before tie Coniunitte by the .
Lord Bishop of Montreal.

9. Are you aware that a lease or leases either of part
or of tire whole of the land belonging to the College, for a
period execeding tventy ore years, was effected; if so, be
pleasedtostateunder vhat circumstanes,when,and atwhat
rate, and te vlomi suroh lease was inade, and whether the
party lessee-be still il tihe occupation of tire property?-The
loyal Institution li.d long' been desi:ous of disposing of
a par-t, of the ground around and adjoining te the Col-
loge, so asto increase the incone of tie Institution ; ad-
verse circumstances coinected ith tie state of-public
affirirs, and the value of' real property, preventedthreir
taking any step fer this pirpose until iii the spring of
1842 a plan rvas proposed - for Iaying off that part of
Burnside groundà, lying south-east of Sherbrooke Street,
and containing about , acres, into building lots, to be-
sold on a lease of ninety-ninre years. .Almong the pria-
cipalVconditions'of the sale, as advertized by Dr. Bletiune,
in tie namne f the Governors, were these, that the price
at which tie lots should be sold hould bu the rent for
the tirât thirty-thre years; ihat this rent should be in-
creased 20 per cent in tie next 'thirty-trêée yeais ; and
that there should be tie sane inerease in tihe last thirty-
three years, to becl ted opon the inéreased reît of
the second periol; and that the lessee s lould give seci-
rity for paymentr of the rent if' required. Sixty lotii
south-east of' Shrerbrooke Street, and includiig Buside
hiouse, w«eue accordingly offare for sale towards tie close
of April, 1842, aud were all adjudged tO a Mv. Pelfon,

Tie Royal Institution, lowîever, found on their
Visitation in Novenber last, that Mr. Pelton had been

14th Marci. put into possession of the property in May, 1842, by Dr.
Bethutie, in the naine of the Governors, and that ithad
been sub-let for a rent of £100 per annun, -vhich Dr.
Betliune liad received, and that he lad given notice, on
the part of the Governors, ta Mr. Pelton and the sub-
lessee to quit the preuises on the 1st May next, with a
view, as was understood, ta his again occupy'ing theni
himself.

10. Axe yo of opinion that it was expedient to open
the College at the time at which it was done ; if so, be
pleased to state your reasons ; and if yen are of the con-
trary opinion, be pleased ailso to state the reasons for
forning this opinion ?-I ivas always of opinion that it
was desirable to open the College as seon as a suitable
building could be obtained, and.I shold have been glad
to have scen the opening of even a Collegiate Acaderny
in Burnside house in 1838, when the legacy of £10,000
was rcilized. I thonghît it the duty of the Royal Isti-
tution to urge that the property should is soon as pos-
sible, and as fa as possible, be umade available in sbnie
way for the purposes designed by the Testator and ae-
kiowledged by the Charter. I thouglht it desirable, also
on general grouunds, that a Seminary of a Collegiate
character should be commenced as soon as possible,
whore the ligl'er branches off a liberal and classical edu-
cation should be taught,. although perhaps with a very
limnited unuber of teachcrs An additional building at
a cost of' £5000, would have provided sufficienut accon-
iodation iu' fli probable 'wants of the Institution for a

lonîg timiie to comne, and the incomie left would have been
suilicient to pây a coimîpetent Principal and two lother
Teachers, all of whon mighit then have been found in
this oi the neighbouring Provinces. Sir John Col-
borne thouglt that the Institutiòn should be opened with
soie éclat, and that for that purpose some distinguished
Scholar should b.got froin England as Principal. I
think it voulc have been btter ta adapt our expecti-
tions, onm: plans and preparations, to our limited uueans,
to begin on a siall seale,-and tu seek and wait for that
éclat onuly, which should iii time he won and secured to
the College by the souid, solid, and practical systemu of
education coiducted witlin its walls. Its prospects were
mnaterially altered by the large and, as 1 think, uniwise
éxpenditîu' of £10,000 ii the iew building ; buat even
with the incoin thtus diinishcd, I think it was riglit to
open tlhe College, provided it had been done with sonie
regard to its diiniied mens of support. 'In answerig
this question, it mniay be proper to inention thiat iii 1840,
Sir Johni Colbrne called ipioni the Board to suîtpply £500
for the Medical Faculty atttlaîhed"to M'Gill College ; but
althought the Royal Ilistitution were rixious to sec a be-
inning o' a Course of geicral Collegiate instruction,

and hal pressed this point upont the Goverunors, they did
nlot think it prudent or pr'ier wheii engaged lin c'ecting
a building that wouhl absorb se large al poiLion of the
f'uids (and fhr wiih I m oay.hre add, Sir John Colborne
haîd proised a large gratnt of public uumontey, which was
never carried iit effc,) ta devote so considrable aun
amnount of the 'niotcs designedl by the Testat'or for the
establislunlent of a seminar-y of general instruction, te the
limited purpose of building up a Medical School.

11. Do you knowI tle riuniber of students now attend-
ioîg tlue College, if so, hc pleased to state the sane, as
well as, the naxiinnum niuimber of students in the mnost
flourishiig days of' the College ?-I beliove there are
now ten studetnts atiending the College, and that ii the
mîonth of Decemîbter or January last there were but se-
ven, 'lie largest iimber thitt I have ever heard of as
attendinig the College was twenty-one, but that only fou'
a short tinmeIn November 1848, wheu I visited the
College is il priv-ate individual, there vere but eighteen.

12. Do you know the present condition of t e affairs
of M'Gill College ; bo pleased to describe it, and to state
the, causes to -which, you attribute that state, -whelther
prosperotus or the reverse, and to inake anuy suggcstion>s
that may occur to you, for' imnproving the manageuent of

the affairs of the College, and for carrying out fufly the
intentions of its founder ?-The state of the College is
as bad as it Well can be, both in its goyerrnent, organi- î Mah
zation, management, finances and general estimation. It
scarcely can be called a ColIege, except in having an es-
tablishiment of teachers ; which, however, is beyond its
wants and nieas. 'The governnent of the College is in,
effect vested in the hands of the acting Principal alone,
Chief Justice Valli ères having declared that considering
hiniself to be only accidentally connected with the Insti-
tution by reason of his, holding the office he fills, and
being a Roain Catholic, he abstained as much as possi-
ble fron takinug an active personal share in the affairs of
the College. The naost competent teacher (the Vice
Principal andProfessor of Classical Literature) lias late-
ly been disiissed by an act of the two resident Gover-
nors, of which the legality is very qucstionable.- , The
qualification for admission is practically (or was lately)
that thc candidate should be able to construe a little of
Cesa/rs Commentaries and know something of the Greck
Grannar. i Novemnber,, 1843, the Professor of Clas-
sical Literatuxe inforrmed me that his Greek class lad not
got through the graununar. In lst Michaelmas Terni,
the best proficient in Grcek, (except the two boys in the
first class) could not, I have been assured, go through the
tenses of the common "examnple of a Greek verb in the
granunar. A.t the saine tiie, in Latin, two only liad got
beyond beginning to construe Virgil., The state of the
finances has been exhibited in uy answer to, a forimer
question. Otlier points of mismianagenent are stated in
the Minute of the Royal Institution to wlich ID have al-
ready refeirred, The reputaiton of the College is wha
miiglt be expected from such a state of things. I knov
that a large part of the eomniiity, both of Quebec and
Montreal, belonging ta the Cliurch of England, deeply
deplore that an Institution so conducted should appa-
rcntly be connected with tiat Church by some of the ap-
pointmenîts that have bcen made lu it ; but I know also
that those appointiments were, froin the first, entirely
disapproved by the Bislip of the Diocese. The follow-
ing are, in mny opinion, the causes of the unprosperous
state of the College :-Ist. The -want of a proper inde-
pendent body of' Governors residiing in Montréal ; and of
a code of Statutes.-2nd. The circunstance of Dr. Be-
thune being the -'incipal.-3rd. The questions raised as
to the extent of the power tof the Royal Institution both
as Visitors aiid in the disposal and management cf the
property.-4th The lw standard of qualificatioCi for nia-
triculationn-aîuking it a petty school ratici than a Col-
lege. The remuedies I would suggcst are these :-1st.
'T'hat an extended and amîended Clharter should be ob-
tained froi tlie Crown, creating, or giving power to the
Governor Generai ta create, and fron tiie to tine to
fil1 nip vacancies in,-a bady of Governors 'resident i
Il(ontreal ; enabling the Governors ta inerease the nun-
ber of Professorships ai occasion may require, and defi
ning the powers of the Royal Tnstitution as Visitors, or
of, any other Visitor or body,of Visitors that nay be sub-
stitutcd. An amended Charter containing soine o these
provisions, with others, was prcpairel iii 1835; and urged
upon the Provincial Goveriment by Chief Justice Reid
niid Dr. Bethuiie ; and the subject was again pressed by
Dr. Bethune upon Sir Join Coîborue, in 1839, with such
earinstless that Sir John Colborne was induced ta send
the drauglit of the new Charter to England, mmd recoin-
inend its adoption, îvithout previously connunicating with
the Royai Institution for their suggestions. pUpon:a pro
per representation being made, that Boaî'd hhd afterwards
an opiortunity of subnitting thteir views, not iin opposi-
tion to an anierided Charter, but to nake the aruiendinen
more periect Nothing:rther ias since been demin
the matti, and I have"reason to believe that Dr. Be-
thîune lhas changed1lis views vith respect ta it.

S4th M the College, (having originally "been only appointed ad
interim,) md thut a fit Trincipal slould be fbund, who"
should, reside in the College and take a large share in
the business of instruction, and that' there should beno
Vice-Principal. The nomination of 'Dr. lethune not
h'aving been sanctioned by Her Majesty, as requir-,
ed by the Charter, the object here pointel at might
be attained througli the intervention of His Excel-'
lency the' Governor General, , by a recomuendation
that, the Royal confirmation be withheId. 3rd. Whether
the Visitatorial power e continued- in the Royal In-
stitution, or le otherwise provided for, I look upon
it as necessary to be preserved. With respect to the
proposed mensire for, extinguishing the Royal Institu-
tion altoether, it is worthy of serious consideration,
whether the' Legislattre ought so to interfere with the
express appointment of thie Founder's Will, so long as it
s capable of being cxecuted, nitid whether such an alter-

ation mightnot rise a question of riglit and interest on
the part of the Founder's heirs-at-law B ut if the
Royal Institution should continue in the exerciseof the
power of Visitors, I thinl tÈiat authority should be given
te Executive Government (if itshould be found not
to have it already,) o appoint an additional numnber of
Members of that Board, ain Principal residing in Mon-
treal. i In 1825 or 1826, the present Chief Justice of the
Province, then Attorney General, was of opinion that
the powel of uppointient in the Goverior was limited
to the flling up vacancies in the"number named in the'
first Commission, and that lie could not increase the fium-
ber ad libitum, by aidditional appointmnents. I' am satis-
lied, however, that aIl the Menbers of the Board resident
in Quebec would gladly iake vacancies bîy resigning a
trust which hai béen to thein a source only of' irksome

ppymeant t'or some years past, by ycà-son of the cap-
tious opposition 'of private views an sordid self-interest.
I aiso tlink it ieohl be advisable ,to give authority to
the Royal Institution, if' they rmain vested with the
powerof managing the estate, which they are advised
that they now' possess, to ilienate, under proper restric-
tions, portions of the real proper'ty la sueh way as they
shall dceem advantageous for the linterests ofl ticInstitu-
tion. To wiat I have before statei in rcfernce te
the necessity of' prserving a Visitatorialbody distinct
from the Governors, I beg Icave to add that I consider
this advisable iot only for the mianagement of the pro-
perty, but aiso for the purpose cf havig abody,te whom
an appeal may lie against any unjust or illegal act of the
Governors towtrds Omeers of the College, and as a gene-
ral clieck also tipon that body. Such a power of coirec-
tien is found connected with all Collegiate Institutions in
the inother èountry. In HIarvard 'University the pro-
perty is manage d ly a Board of Trustees diýtinct ftomi
the gòverning body of the, dollegé, a1id, laving also
a general controiling power over le latter. 'If the Court
f' Queei s Bench be considered as holding bylaw sucli

a controling power, it eau irdily ' bc made praticably
applicable t the manageaient 'of the prnperty, nor even
te the correction-of imjustice, or other mismanagem-ent i
tjie internal aflirà of the ColIege'. , Ruin te the property
of the College, or to the fortuno or chiaracter of its Offi-
cois miglit ensue befiore a renedy r eoul beobtained by
he slow course of law. t hias iuded bee1î deùii'ed by the
two Governors at Montrcail, that th Croin, li granting
tie Charter'tO M'Gill Collego, had:a right t6 appoint
Visitors, inasmulich as th' Coilege is'net cf Royal Foun'
dation; and reference lias' been nad i pport of tii
opinion ,to;the highi autlhority cf Blackstone, (1-Blackst.

To what I hiave said"in ny answer te the
concluding question, respeciing a niew organization of the
Royal Institution, so as that it may, if continued in exist-
ence and in connection witi M'Gill College; hold its sit-
tings at Montreal,' I beg leave to add that though the
Members residing at Quebec have ne desire individually
to continue in the troublesoine trust, it may be niatter
for consideration vhethier, 'to avoid the appearance of
making M'Gill College a merely Montreal Institution, it
would notbelbetter to appoint Trustees residing in. Que-L
bec and in other parts of the Province, than to appoint,
exclusively persons residing in Montreal.

To the want of an efficient Board of Governors lias
been added that of a Code of Internal Regulations. The
Statutes adopted bythe G overnors inJuly, 1843, nothav-
ving received, as yct,-IerrMajesty's confirnation,tlhere is in
faet no written rule, under the Chaîrter, by which duty
is to be nIeasuied, or delinquencypunished.It has been de-l
clared inideedbefore the Board by the 0flicers of the Col-
lege, that: they lhad entercd into a voluntary obligation
to abide by the Statutes as originally passed, vhile wait-
ing Her: Maýljestyls' confirmation. But it is also appears
that they justly, do not consi tler henselves boîînd by
alterations of the original code subsequently adopted by
the Governors resident at Montreal (being a iinority of'
the whole) which affect the discipline of' the College and
the duties of the Officers.

An Institution witlont efficient external governmnent,
and with disputed internal regulations, could not fail toe
fall into the state of disoiganiration, confusion and dissen,
sion, which the Board bave found to exist ii 1I'GilI Col-
lege.

, ln attempting to excute their undoubted daties as Vi-
sitors under ihe Charter, the Board havc encountered a
refusai by the ivo rpsident Governors above ncnitioned,
to render tler, any assistance in their inquiry,'or even
te recognize their autlority although a direct admission
of that authority is to be found in the' procccdirngs
of the saime Governors ion tle l2th July, 1 43 - when
a.ssisted by the Chief Justice.cf UTpper Canadl ; and thue
Acting Principal lias not only wholly declin the Visi-
tátorial authority of the Boarfd whlen summnicdnto ap-
pear, before iliei and give inlformîation rspeting tle
management of the Insti tition, and, in particular,
respecting matters iI wlicl his own conduct was
impugned, but lic lias tlrcatencd the floard with legal
proccedings, as for a trepass, in citering M'Gill Collège.

Froin the other oifleers of the Colleke, howevr,-al-
tholiugh two of them, acting, no douîbt, uinder the infinance
of the exaiple of the Acting Pincipîal, appeared belore
the Board tinder protest agaiest its athîority,-the B3oard
lui ve reccived sullcient information to justify thmciî in
coming to the conclusi, thatthe Institutien, now only
little more thali a year in operation, las been rapidly de-
clining, and lias lost pulblie confidence and respect. In
tlat periodi more than hal the Stidents, ut one tie on
the Bocks, have lcft ithe Colleg ; and at presenît butnîinîe
romain, altloigh, witlh the miistaken view cf keeping up
the nuiibers, the qualification for a]ission has baeen
lwered so as to be infior to the ordinary standar'd of
attaininent in a thiirtl rate Grammanuir ScIol.

For this number cf Stucduits lthough tlie wIule
aiount of incoine acci-uing froml the foIrda1!on is less
than £5 10, an establishment of five Inst.iictors anti other
Oflicers lias been provided at an expense foi salaries alone
of £800, besidcs the contingent expeîises of the College.

While different causcs have been assigncd for hie un-
prosperous state of ihe Collcge.by the r)?son5s from whom
the Board have received information, e chief cause is
stated te o thiat the acting 1Principal does not enjoy that
confidence on the part of the public of wliclh anindividual
standing in his position oughit to hc possesscd ; and fromt
all that has Ceme to the.knowlcedge of the 3Board, tlicy
aie satisficd that tlic Institution is notlikelv to prosper
while lie'is ut thel ad of it The contumacions conduct
cf' tis 'Oflier: tewards thc B3oard added te othér fncts
broîight befoie tliin, anri to, this gencral îinfMiîorable es-
tination of his fitness for tle situation lie- fills, would
have lede i Board to close tlieir inqniry by n unaiincus
judgiïent of suspension or depIivation under the powèîvs
vested in 4,'tlî but-tlat such a ncàsiùro;'hile it wan1d
certainly hive bcidisîègarded by Ir; BethDr ne, would,
in th'e absened òf' a ,coeioletnt body of Goveinors, have,
creafed dididutitieë nimatt'asuimentt in'thiccnndhetiaig cf'
the Olége; wlîiihwohld hîivé increased the xi stiig dis-
organiiition and ditseniions ;ànd ihave issned ln the
speedy suspension ef the operaitions of tlc Institution.

lr sonie of the statements made before, the Board, a y

want of confidence in the Vice Principal lias been men-
tioned as iifluencing unfiîv'orably tle prosperity of the
College, and by the complaints and other ovidence placed 4 h
before tho Boatrd, it is but too plain that there is a de-
plrable want of that cordial co-operation and harmdhious
intercourse between the Officers of lic College which is
essential te the success cf thé Institution. ý But as,regards
the Vice Principal the objection; appears te eo rather,
Igainst lis I personal demeanor as Vice Principal-to
which they think hliat wc foundedexceptions arm ade-
than te his qualifications or lis conduct as a teacher in
his particular department ; but the Board consider that it
would be for the benefit, of the Institution, on tue whole,
that no sticli oilice as tilt of Vice Principalslould eiSt,

Adve'rting to the fact, whicli is establishcd by the Mi-
nutes cf 'Procecdings of the Goveriiors on tle 18th
Noveiber, 1835, and 15th July, 1843, that Dr. Bethune's
aIppoiitmniit as Principabwa, and is, only"pro tempore,
and is determinate at the pIcasure of fthe Governors, the
Boaird lere recri'd tlîeir opinion that the prosperity of the
Institution requires that anothci-Principal should forth-
wiith be sought, *wlo sliould' residc ,in, the College, and
have the geneial immnîediaîte oveisiglit of thme Institution,
and take a large s1ar'ic n the business'of Instruction
thaîtthe oflice of Vice Principal should he abolished, and
the duties of the Pr'ofessor of Classical Literature ena
larged ; ani that the Titorslip should b disc outined
as wholly unnecessary i the present circumstaiices of
tule Institutionn

TheB3oard have not thouglit it advisable to instituto
any particllar inquiry into tle coplaints addressed to
thei by Prof*essor Lundy, in his letters of tle 17tlh June
and Ist Noveînbef'of tlis year, because they have found
tlat cross chaiges have been made against him te the
Boird of Governors relating in "part; to flue sanie tran-
sactions, into vhicli the Royal Institution as Visitors are
not callel upon to inquire ; because ailso the 'conplaintà
made by liii ar'ise, in part, froin differences on points Of'
discipline and in the internal econony of the College,.oc-
casionel pr'incipally biy the want of a rccognised Code of
Statuites, and by ,tc inconvenient relative position of the
Priicipal ani Vice Princilal ; and in great part owc'thcir'
origin te tiat want of cordiality amîong the Officers to
which the Board hauîve already adverted ;; and the"remedy
ands correction of )wilich mnay better be left to time and
retiurning good feelinig among theo Oices tliemselves,
tlhauî sought for by, au investigation thuat vould in itself
eliance existing i'ritation.

Several also cf thiose complitnts arc of too trivial and
vague a nature to ucquire investigation ;, but the Board
are cf opinion that Professor Lindy lias just reascn te
complain cf the proceeding by whièh tle tvo Governors
resident t Monitreal, undertook to diminish the casual
cîeolunments whlh liad been fornally ensur'ed to habiiny
a resolution of a conupetent meeting of ariimajority of the
Governiors, on the 13tlhJuly preccing.

Thie Boaid aie of opinion thiat this resolúitiön of a ui-
nority of the Governtor's was mUijtLst, irrgulaitrand infor-
ual, and of ne force as against Professor Lundy ; but

Ini reply,to the first question, I have to state that the
sale of frfside in 1842, was,' after iatura considera-
tion, effectecd by the authority of the Board of the Royal
Institution. A plan of the ground, the conditions of sale,
and every particular relative thereto having , been pre-
viously subimitted to the said Board for its approbation;
and that directions for the sale of the said property were
finally forwarded, to" the Governors of M'Gill College in
a letter written by the autiority of the said Board, dated
April, 1842, and signed by the Rev. Mr. Burrage, Sacre-
tary to the Royal Institution.

The sale took place on the premises on the day adver-
tized, in the presence of a number of citizens, and was
conductedthroughout under the direction ofthe Governors
of M'Gill College, reprsented by the rincipal of said
College on behalf of hiniself and remaaining Governors,
whose sanction to the sale had previously been obtained
and it was duly awarded to nie as the'h ighest bidder, and
the possession of' the propei'ty was, by virtue of the con-
ditions' of the said sale, vestcd in me instwiter.

And I beg to observe thlit neither the,Governors of
M'GI Collego nor the IBard of the Royal Institution
have presumed' to question mny righat, not only as regards
thie quiet possession of the popcrty but ny'laim upon
both ofthose Jnstitutions for he completion of the condi-
tions of the sale, as soon as tNey werc in à position to do
sb.

With respect te the payment of the sum now demand-
ed of theni the Board observe, that it consists in part
of salaries assigned by the resident Governors to ,the
Professors of the College and in part of expunes in-
curred by the resident Governors or the Vice-Principal
for other purposes.

The' Board have already i-ecognized on aformer ocea-
sien their obligation to provide the Governors with funds
to meet the salaries' of the Profemsors, when actually ap-
pointed, and employed in'teaching, as far as the incomne of~
the funds entrusted to the Board will suffice, having re-
gard also te the necessity of providing for other expen-
ses necessary for moaintainingthe College.

The Board intimated to the resident Governors on a
former occasion that the gross income at their disposal
(subject however to deductions for ageney, repairs, &.)
did not exceed £559 per annum, te which an addition lias
since been made by a further investment, pr6ducing
about £30 per annum : The Board observehowever, that
the salaries stated te be assigned by the Governors to
the Professors and to a Secretary, and other fixed annual
charges, unount to £730 per annum.

With respect te the remiaining items, of the suni de-
mnaded by the resident Governors, ainounting to about
£1300, and consisting, as stated in the heading of the ac-
count, "of expenises incurred in naking the necessary

preparatioas fur opening and carrying on M'Grill Col-
" ege," the Board observ,-Ist. That sone of, the ex-
penses incurred do not Ippear to have had any connect-
ion with the opening or carrying on cf M Gill College.-
2ndly. That inany of then were wholly unnecessary,
and many mre excessive in amount.-8rdly. That titis
expenditure for contingencies anounts in one year (and
the greater pait of it incurred within fiveý months) to
nueh more than three years', income of the funds in pos-
session of! the Hoard ; an expeiditure se ivastèful, with-
out precedent or principle, the Board feel it their duty to
reject and resigt, when called upon ,te provide for it out
of the insufficient fund vhiòihc they hold in trust.

They cannot defray it, nor can they ncet the excess
of the fixed salaries and charges sanctionedby the resi-
dent Governors over'the actual available income withont
sacrificing a large portion of the remaining amount (al-
ready but too inadequate) of the beqluest made to thiem
by the Testator for the pernianent suppor't of the 'Insti-
tution. This sacrifice they find it their duty net te make,
and they iust refer the resident Govcrnorsto the anri-
ous Minutes of the Board alrcady transiitted to them
bearing datte of 7th July last, &c. &c.

It is obvious that tle Bloard and the Governors of,
M'Gill Coillege entertain views entirely opposite, as to
the nature of the trust cornmitted te the B3oard, and the
duties which tiat trust imposes.

The Governors appear to .understand, lhat the whole
funds Of the College are at their disposal ivithout cok
or control on tie part of the Board ; that these fuids
ought to be in thoir possession, not in possession of lIhe
Board ; nd, meanwhiile, tit they have an equal title to
draw upon thel Board for any sun of noney they nay
choose to expend, as an individual lias tO "d'aw on a
bank in which lie lias funds lodged ; and tiat it isnot in
any degrce more competent for the Royal Institution-to
control or "regulate their expenditure, than it is for a
banker, to interfere wviththe expenditure of persons hav
ing made deposits Mvith him., ' It is clearly only on these
principles that a demand aliild now bo inade for £1720
whicr;the IBeard never authorieed to be expended, for
the expenditure of ivhich its consent was, never asked,
and of wvhich its approbation [i evidently net corsidered
at all necessary.

iesoltions and represcntations, raecordedlii thir Minutes,
for proof tiat the caIse has been preCiscly tha reverse
that th Board has iavauys beuu imoÉst desi'ous and urgent
fhat the lustitutiou shoild be put into speccdy opeitioi,

and ihat lit lIr obîstaes in other"quarters thelustitu-
tioni would lihave npened yeam-s ago to tic fult extent
in which it has evr yet ben iil operation for Collogiate

Iinstrui ain.

In pursaing flcti inquiry into the general state and
mnagement of the College, the Board found amnong the
pricipal causes afits low and unsatisfîctory condition
the imperfcation of the Charter, partu-larly with ras-
peut to the iieincdiate governiug body, aid lievant cf a
body of Statutes. .
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( The Board perceive, with deep regret, that no amend-

mnents of the original Charter have yet been obtained
from the Crown; and they "are itmpressed with the neces-

ihac sity of soliciting lHis Excellency the Governor General.
to recommend to Her Majesty's Government in England
to grant the anended Charter, of' which a draft was sent
to England by the Governors in 1839, hut not, without
the alterations suggestcd by this Board, and communi-
cated to the Provincial Government by their resolutions
of, the 2nd February, 1841.,

Thel most essential ainendnent of tlie Charter wouid
be l to créate a body of Governors competent to act.
The abstinence of His Excellenic the Governor General
fron taking any:part as a Governor of the College,-the
residence of the Chief Justie 'of Upper Canada at To-
ronto, and of the Bishop of Iontreal at Quebec, leave
the local maînagernent of the affairs of the College in the
haids of the.two resident Governors,-tle Chief Justice
of MontreaL and the Acting Principal of thc, College ;
and even, if the acts of, these niemîbers, being a minority'
of the wholc Board of Governors, who may occasionally
assemble, could be deeied regular, the honorable and,
delicate relutance ot the present Chief Justice of Mon-
treal to take anactive part in the affiairs of a Protestant
Foundation, his iniflmity of health, and lis rcGular judi-
cial duties, all combine to tirow nearly the, entire nan-
agecent of the Institution into the hands of the Acting,
Principal ;-a result which, the Board have ample cause
to know, lhas been iost injurious to the interests of the
College.

Seeing that, with every disposition on the part of 11er
Majesty's G overmnent to expedite the Charter, anended
to the full extent necessary, a considerable delay may
occur before thiscan be, accnplishcd, the Board deen it
expedient to reprcseit, in the menu while, to Her Ma-
jesty's Goverunment the absolute necessity , of, -at least,
providing niimnediately, by a supplementary Charter, for
an addition te then umber of, Governors of, at least, four
gentlemen resident at Montreal.

To the want of an efficient Board of Governors lias
been added that of "a code of internai regulations The
Statutes adopted by 'the Governors inl July, 1843, not
having received, as yet, ler Majesty's confirmation, there'
is, ii fact lno written rule, under the Charter, by which
duty is to be measured or delinqiency punished. It lias
been declarcd, indeed, before the Board, by the Officers of
the College, that they have cntéred into a voluitary ob-
ligation to abide by the Statutes, as originally passed,
whiile waiting ler Majesty's confirïuation ; but it also
appears, that they justly do not consider thensclves
bound by thc alteratiens cf the original code subsequedit
ly adopted by the Governors resident at Montr'eal (being
a inority of the wvhole) 'which affect tlhe descipline of
the College and the duties of the Odicers.

An Institution without officient exteral goei:nment
and with disputed internai regulations could not f'ail to

laU nto the state of disorganizatien, confusion and dis-
sension, wlhich the Board bave found to exist in M'Gill
College. Lar

In attempting to c±ecute their undoubted duties as
Visitors under the Charter thie Board have encountered

refusa by the two esident Governors above Inentioncd
to render "thmn aPy assistanie in their inquiry, or evn to
reogize their aîîthority ; although a direct adinission f
that autliority is t hoe found in the proceedings f, tle
satme Governors òn the 17th -July, 1843,,wlhen assisted
by tlie Chief J lsti cf Jpper Canadaa .nd the Acting
Principàl lbusî not only wholly declincd the Visitato'ial au-
thority of the Board when sumnnedto appeari bcforo
then and give inforiîlatioii respecting the nagement ef
the Ilîstitution, ad, in particular respceting inatters in
which his own conduiet was impughed, bot lia h hreatcn
ed tle Boad with legal proceedings, as fer a trespas,in
citéIing M'Gill College.

Froem the othuer. Olicers of thé College, ho er,-
although two of trn, acting, no doubt under lhe influ-
ence of the example of the Acting Principal appeated
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beforethe Board under protest against its authority,-the y
Board -have received stflicient information to justify (
them in coming to the conclusion tlhat tlieIntitution'
now'only little more than a year in operation, has been 141h March
rupidly,.declining, and lias lost publieconfidence, and res-
peet. In that period mofe, than half the students, at one
tilme on the books, have left the, College; and, at present,
but nine remin, although, with the inistaken viewi of
keeping up the nunbers, the qualification for, admission
has been lowered so as to be inferior to the ordinary
lstandard of attainmnent in a third rate Grammar School.

For this .number of students, " although the whole
amount of, income aceruing from the Foundation is less
than £550, an establishîment of five Instructors and,
other Oflhcers lias been , provided at, an expense for
salaries alone of £800, besides the contingent expenes
of the College.

While different causes have been assigned for the
unprosperous state of the Cbiege, by differeit persons
frin whom'the Board have received information, one
chiief cause as been stated tobe, taint the Acting Princi-,
pal does not enjoy that confideice con 'the part of the
public, cf which an individual standiîig ini his positill
ought to be possessed ; and fi'on all thuat lias cone to the
liuowledge, of the Board, thcy are satisfied that the Insti-
tution is not likely to prosper while lIeis at the ,head of
it. Thei contimacious conduct l' this Oflicer towards
the Board, addcd to other ficts brougt before them and
to this gcincral unflavorable estimation of his fitness for
the situation le fills , would havc led the " Board to
close their, inquiry by a umaninmous judigmont of suspen-
sien or deprivation .under the powers vested ini thei ;
but that such a imasure, while it woul certainly have
been disregarded by Dr. Betlhune, would, in the absence
of a conipetent body cf Governors, have croated diflicul-
tics and eiibarrassnents in the conducting of the College,
whichî would have increased the cxisting disor'ganization
and dissension, and have issiued in the speedy suspension
of' the operutionîs of the Institution.

I, some of the statenents made before the Boa'd, a
waut of confidence in the Vice Principal, has been men.
tioned as influencing unufavorably the prosprity of the
College, and -by the complaints and other evidence placed
before the Board, it is but too-plain that there is a"dejplo-
rable want of that cordial co-operation and harmonios,
intercourse'betweenthe Oflicers of tic College wlicl is
essential to the siuccess of the Institution ; but as regards
the Vice, Principal, the 'objection appears to: be e'athîer
against lis personal demneanour,l as Vice Priicipal, (to
vhich they think that well foundcd exceptions are made,)
than te his qualifications or his conduct as a Teacher in
lis prticular departnent; but the Board consider, that
it would belfo' the benefit of the Institution, oi the whole,
that no such Oflice as that of Vice Principal should cxist

Adverting tohe fact vhich is establisled by the Mi-
nutes of the Proceedings'of the Governors on 'the l8th
November; 1835, and 15tli July, 1843, that Dr. Bethiinc's
appointment as Principal ws,, and is 'only pro iémnyope,
and is determinable at the pleasareicf' the Governors,
the Board here" record their opinion, tîcat the prosperit
of the Institution rèquires that another Priicipal should
forthwith be souight, who should reside in the Collee, and
have thîe geno'al iîninediate oversight of tlie Institution,
and take a làarge share in' the usindss of instruction ; that
thce Office of Vice Principal should be abolished, an the
dLties of the -Professor' of' Cassical Liteuauro enlarged
and tht the Tutorship should be'discontinuedis wholly
unnecessary in flue present oircuistaces of ithe Institu-
tion.

The Board have 'ot thonyht it adViséble te institite
an particular inquiry into thecomplaints addresled te

Severacl aise of thcose complaints are of to trivial md
vagîce a nature to reqcire invebtigtioni ; but the Biord
are of opinion, tiat Prolssor Luntoidy hlas j ucst reason to
complaini of lice proceedings by viiici the tw'o Goverors
resident cit Montreal undcielrLook te diiiuisl the casual
înoluments whici had bci formally ensurel to him by

a resolution of a competcht meetincg ofi h majority et'0he
Governors on the lthC July preceing.

Tue Board are of oiciion that this resoiution of' a
minority of the GOveoir's wals unjus't, irregulair and ii-
formraicl,aicd ofno force as againrstPi'ressor Lîuiy; but tlcy
deoni I iiadvisaible te adopt ancy furthel resolition with
respect t it, as Professer Luniy itimated befbrc them
his' ceoilitioiaul acquiescenc lic ai arrangement whilcl
lIad been Prolpo'sedi te Iii by lle resident ncverors at
Montreall, by whic le would receive i fixei saliry, tl
of lice Fee f'niid, ic lieu o tLice contingent uieolmiiaents in
question.

The result of ni examination into tie ficancial con-
eerncs of t Instition exhibited a state of tlings too
muci in inlison viti lie Iisordered condition of its oier
interests:-noct only is the scile ofcpermannt expenditure
for the Collage 'establishment, in slaries ani contingenlt
charges, Lwo-to'ld of tice income applicable Le ti, but 'a dlebt

has been incirreil by the Governcors ic i lhe course of a
few montls cf' 1843, icc makiicg preparations te open tle
College, to lice aiocint ef' £15,-equal te three yei.s'
net revenue cf' tlhe whiole property of' the Coulge.
Among the iteis of expense thus incirred cire the tr-
velling charges of tic Principal anid Vice Principal in
goincg to KIingstoi iaid Torounto ; and tle character'o f' the
whole is tiat of' wasteful' expencditir'e bcyond tLice neces-
Sity of the Case.

The Boru, ehowever, feliicg that inccuccent liird parties,
to wloin the larger part of' this debt is dile, oucgit not
to be mile to siffer, hcave r'elucctanctly comlce to the reso-
lutien cf' sac'riicg a, part of the capital of the Trust to
lisch 'ge tLiis deumandl, ailtiougih, by se doing, they fu'r-

thcci' diininisi, by nearly £90the ainniual incomce, alreidy
insuicuct.

On examining lice Bursarc acd insîpecting Iis books, lice
Bo'ird cuild not biut reimark the defeetive wcay in which
tlie accunts arc' hept, and the-lursar's imperfect acquain-
tance wih tlice pecuniary iffLi's of' lice Iiistitutinic ; cnor
can tiey admit tLhat alny excuse for these leficicincis is
aifoided by the fact, acknowledged by that Ofiicer, tlat
lie lias no knowledge of matters of account ; that lie ias
not becn hiniself persoiaily rescideit and pcei'forming iis
duties, but has left themcc tu a deputy.

The Board conceive tiat every shilling reccived from
tlie propercty of the nsti'tuotin oir On ils account or for its
support, 4nd every item of thc expCendi tire, siouild aippcar
fairly andcu intelligibly stated in lice College Books cf Ac-
count ; but lice Board nîîust also record ticir opinion
that ncithi',thlis duty nor that of' Secretary requires tlhe
appointient of a separacte Officer ; tiaIt he office ofilBcu'-
sar and Sectary should lc abliseI , ani tie 'salarycf
£100 savedthce College ; and liat tie cuties now per-
formed by tLIe Bursar cnd Secr'tary and Registi-ar should
be divided between two of the Profssors.

Amongotherobjectscf inquiry theattentionof theBocard
lias been particularly turinied to tlie receipts and expecd-
turce of the revenues, rents or Irocecds of the Burnside
estate since 3,[ay, 1840, whien Dr. Beticune gave tll pOs-
session of' that property. Tpon thcis matter, wlcichi f'oirms
a iecessary part of the College accounts, Lice Bursac's

bcoks affor''no information ; and it'waIs with somte diffi-
culty that the Blard ascertain ed froin tli Bursar that the
mionics in question had been receivcd by thue Acting
Principal. A paper in Dr. Betlhune's haiiiindwriting was
"subsequenitly prodtuced purporting to be a statenent of
the sclmns so received by Iii frein Burnside, fromt May,
1841, to Mday, 1843, amd cf' the expenditure of' part thereof.

From otier sources of information the Board have
acscer'icci ned fliat Dr. Bthainie "lias not debited, hiinself
viti i sum of' £15 r'eceived by hinI, in the year ending

lst iNlay, 1$43, nor does his stitemcent'show what sums
i e beci (erived froin renting the lilcis of' Burnside
as paisture or for grass, while ha tîkes credit for £40 as
remaining due to [ini by the Royal Institution at the
period ocf his giving LIp possession of Burnside, *whici
suin lie lad greced, by his lutter of the 26th Marchi,1839,
te allow to bec deducted froin"lus then lemncccccd ;' aid had
aceeped the resicin in satisfaction of' is clpi ; and lie
alse states the balance of £88, upon the prescnt statement
as retacinedl by hima.

But as no autliority appears by the Minites of
the 190eeedings of the Govcrnors, to have been ever
given by them for Dr.' BethunC's appropriation of
this halance' tu his own remimieration, the Board
delare, i t to b he ihuty off Ihe Bursar to Cali upon the
Acting Princc.ip te pay over te hiliii Ibis balance te-
gether with that of £40, for wlcieli Dr. Bethunc alis im-
properly talken credif,"and also the sain of' £100 receiyed
by hiccc fror Ilhe actiual teat cf Burnside for rent since
the dicte o his staitemcent ; anid that thce Burl'sar should
clenand payient froi hliat enteint of lie, current and
future ace'mincg rents. But the Bari do not lereby in-
tend lo recognize, in any wuly, the' rigit o' Mr. Pelton,
froin who i tlice present tenant appears to hold the pro
perty, to le in possession o'f it,' althougi delivered to himu
by Dr. ine under color of tle arrangemCent for aloug
lCse Of' the property begun in 1842, buLt niever perfected
by tlie sinction of' the Board, On elic" contrary, the
Board hcold it to be lice duty of-the Governors and thema-
selvestoukeim ediatemeasures fo'oustiing any persons
holding adverse poscession, ii odr' thcat the proeierty
inay e tiurieil to the bestaccount l'or the bonefit of the
College, so soon as lice legal diflculties in the way are
surmunuitedl ; whih, at presen t, are conisidecred by the Coul-
sel of tLie Boaird et Montreal te prevent thi Board from
givincg a title for morce thai twenCty-onie years.

Upion the application of the Mtdical Faculty of the
Clle'ge to the Boaril for lice ge'uct of a lut of ground
on which to erect a buildicg sutitable for tlieir purpcoses,
Profisor Iloin4es, represeiting the Faculty, was infrormu-
ed tiit the iBoard viii take tie necesary steps for "as-
signing to the Faculty a lot of groucn adcî egnacte te the
erection or suceh buikilngaS as thCcyI Imaily requcire, subjecet
only to tlhe ccdition, fint the Colleg shal, at any ime,
have tlhe liberty te assume the posbessioin of sucl lot ani
the bulildincgs thereoCI ercted on repaying t Lice Facuclty
the expenîses iicurred in er'ectincg the sauce.

The Directors of lie Iligli Selool of Moritreal iav-
ing aise applied to tlie Board foc' the grant Of a picce of'
ground for te ercetion of' sucitaile bcuildincgs for that lin.
stitution, theDicecters were infored ici I personal coi-
freni'ice thit tLCy, not being a b'rch of the College, lic,

The Board of the Royal Institution, at the request of,
Professor Lunly, Vice-Principalof I'Gill College, ani
in consequence of a vaieety of circuinstances leading
then to believe sîîcl a step expediet and necessar'y, met
at Montreal on the 14tI Noveber, anclas Visitors of
M'Gill College under the Royal Chaite,' entercd into
an exainination i the whole affairs of that Institution.
The general result of tlieir investigation they are now
desirous 'f laying baiere Your Excellency, both because
it is of importance to the Proviice, ad beoause it is to
Your Excellency's interposition tliat the Board look for
obtaining certain important measures, wlich appear to'
them iiispensIîble to the pr'os)perity of the College, of
whiich they arc Visitors and Trustees,

Wlin the Visitation of M'C ill College took place
the Visitors f'ound in ià nine students, fewer by half
tihan at the saine period last year ; andi these, with
one or two eXcjtions, boys, undcr the tuition of a
Principal, who is also Professor oi Divinity ; a Lec-
tarer on , Diviiiity ;a Vic-Principal, who is also
Professor of Classical Literatur'e; a Prfessor of Mathlu-
matics, and a Classical Tutor ; the Establisltunent hlaving
also, the services of a Burair, Beadle and otiers II TIe
regular expenditure foi thie College Establislunîîent in sala-
rles and contingent charges is two-'old oft the income ap
plicable to it ; and the Governors 'have cont'ractedIl a
debt of £1550 in opening the College, the various items
of which experditure îppeared to tli Boarid to be on a
scale of etravagance and wastefulnestentirely unsuita-
iable to the pecntiiary resotirces of the Institution. There
is a great waInt of' or'diality andi harmony amnong lihe
Piofessors and Ollia'ers of the College, some not even
speaking tethers. Telire are no Statuites in operation
wlich are. biinding in law. Thie inipal reftuseil to ne-
knowledge, tlic 'atitority " of the 'Visitois, or to ftrnish
thein with any inifoinationm. Thie united testniony of'
the Collage Ofiers induces the Boar tio blieve that one
main reison of the College having reccive so little sup-
port is tliat te Acting Principal des not en1joy tlat
confidecie f tvichl an ilivdual stndimg in lis posi-
tion 'Oight ta be pessess :l He appead,ý nioreovei', to be'
il debt ta the Institution ; to have collected' miiiies'be -
lolging to the Collage estate, for doing yhich ne autho-
rity appears as given to Iii ou tlic Collge Bocoks ; and
to have enter'ed ne account of suclh intromissions in tle
Books, of the Buîrsai'

The Board aiso had the testimony ofeflic College Ofi-
cers that;the inufficiency and unpopularity ,ofi le Col-
lege are also, in part owing to the genunml Want of confi-
dence, rightly or wrogly entertained, iii the Vice-Prin-
cipal, Professor Lunmdy.

The Bursar is the Rev. Mr. -Abbott, vho has a salary
of £100 a-year, ani is pcernmitted to do his dity by de-
puty. le does not, lie says, uîndeistand accounts ; nor
do thoseof is depufy appear' to be 'egulariy and cor-
rectly kept.

Thre are only Ïwo Gevernors resident in Montreal-
The Chief Justice of the District, and Dr. JBethuae,

wo is a Governor in consequence af holding the interim (V, V,)
appointnment ofI Pricipal. The otlhmr Goverrors, who
occasionially act, are the Chief Justice o Upper Canada, l4th
and the Bislhop Of' Monfital,-both to disitatnt fromin the
College to taka îinucl pait in tîenaimîgemnent of its af-
fairs ; md thelattr laving only very re'enîtly na title to
dle so. Thie Chief Justice of Montreal is unwilling, as
a Reman Catiolic, to interfere more thin ie cain av oid
in the govermnent of a Protestant Institution ;nd the
practical resu1t of' this state of thîings iin the governing
body is te throw ahlsost ,the wlhole management of' the
Institution into the, liands of Dr. Bethune, the Acting
Principal. Both the resident Governdrs resisted the
authority of the Visitors, and refut'sed toco-operate with

Between the Governors ana theBoard of Royal Insti-
tation, certain differences do aise exist il respect of the
possession of' the funls of the College now leld in trust
bysthe Board. hie Governors aie of opinion thuat such
funds should be unreservedly handed over te tlem ; the
Royal Institution, acting on tli opinioi iof eminent Coun-
sel, andi holding tliat, in this course, they are supported
by manifest expedliency, as wiell as lay, decline to make
sucltransfer. Thaknewledge af tle public tlat sucli
ifferences exist, is aise stîteas one grotind of' 1he want
of public confideiice iii the Institution.

A more full and accurite accoint of tie )lîole inves-
tigation, coiitained in tli M'iinute of the B3oard, is liere-
with respectfully au>mitted for Your Excellenicy's inflor-
mnation; but sici we have to state to Your Execllency
is generally theu disorderly ami inAmaleilt state of' an In-
st'itutionî, froim which the public looked, and were justly
entitled to look for great benefits.

The rcnedy for existing evils is, it appears to the
Board of Visitors, to"be sought in IvNarios quarters. I
part it rests with tie Boarc itself to a j1ply a remedy
and, in se far,'they are prôpared to act witheut delay.

The differences between the Board and the Governors
may be settled by an amicable suit ini a Court of Law, or

,y the opiion of the Law Ohlicers 'of the Crown. The
oardl have reautedly expiessed te the Governors tlieir

desire to the tie matter se decided; And the debis of
the Institution, the Board are ails n'cpaierl to liquidate,
thoughi, in doing so, they must, of neccssity, trench deP-
ly on the capital ii thei possession.

The changes in the Institutionitself which the Board
consider n'cessa'y, and wich iL is moneirnidiately the
province o the Governors te carry Iint execution are
these:

lst. To obtain the services of an able and efficient
Priincipal, 'possessinîg tli publia confidence, who sheuld
reside in thé College, and take an active part ii tlie edu-
Cation of the Stadents.

2ndly. To> dispense with the oflice of Vice -Principal
atogether, wlicli, in tliat case, would be unnecessary; and
to confitie Professor Landy's duties eutirely to the work
of Classical Instruction.

3rdly. To dispehse with the office of Bu sar, andre-
quire thme no-wvise oncrons duties' thercof to be performed
by some of the resident Oflicers of the Collage.

4thly. To dispense witlh the services of a Classical
Tuîtor till the attenmidance of Stidents render themaneces
sary, wlil, at present, is matifestly no the case.

3rdly. Not onc of the Officers of the Collage las ex-
pressed' or exhibited, in any w.ay, any untwillingness to
considi tiuemselcves bounid by those " alteratious," with
the exception of Dr. Ltndy vho bas unifornily refused
obedience to thein.

The Board of the Royal Inistitutioi nssert that they
found l\'Gill College iii a state co " disorganizaion, coa-

fusion and dissensioni," a state of things whihel , w ut-
terly deny as iav'ing existed at any timne iwithinu the Col-
lege, and a state CI thiings not represented to themn by
any onc Officer of the College, uniless by Dr. Lundy,
wliose constant endeavour we frecly admit it ever bas
bicen to produce such a state of things.

The Board of the" Royal Institution accuse us of re-
fusing then " any assistance in their enquiry," as Visi-
tors, " or' even to r'ecognize theitr authority,"although "di-

rect admission of that authority is to be founud in the
proceedings of the same Governors on the l5th July,
1843." We must express our very ,great surprize

that the Board could have seriously expected us to ssist
tlhemi in visiting ourselves. Truc it is they had a notable
example of a person in his capacity of Principal of the
Royal Institution visitinug hinself in Lis capacity of Go-
vernor of Ml'Gill College. · We iust, notwitlstnldi ng,
claim the privilege of' declinîing, and that without blane,
to follow such an example. Writh referencc to the au-
thority of the Royal Institution as Visitors, We humlibly
coiceive, if we werc, in error in July, 1843, that is no
reason wihy we shouild continue ta b iii error. The
liight Reverend Principal of the Royal Institution could
not surely recogiize stch a doctrine in bis other capacity.

We' are at a loss to know fromî what quarter tuei
Board of theRoyal Institution obtained thc informaionî
on which they found thir iliforiation of " a deplr'ble

want of tiat cordial co-operation and harnonious iln-
terccursc between li Ollicers of the College, whicl

" are essential to the succcss of the Institution," or oun
wh'lich they found tieir evidelitly strong leaning in favor
of the lute Vice Principal, unless it was obtained from
Dr, Luurly limnself, ini wion'tlone existed " a w'ant of
I cordial co-operation andiharnonious intercourse " with
the other Officers of the Collage.

Directors ofthe Hiighi Sciobl " ta transfer, onfavoraible

solemnly to declire that the Board could not make such
a promise consistently with the interests of the Callege.

The site applied for by flic Directors of the Iigh
School is the most valuable ,portion of the property of
the College in that quarter of the City. They aslked,
We understand, for about six acres, which, j udging by thé
sales effected an thte adjoining property, are worth
£14,000.

The sacrifice oflth Collage property must be great,
indeed iii any transfér whicl could be considered to be
on such favorable terns as would chable the Directors
of the High School tosit down thera at a grouind rent
alone, equal to lice whole renit whici they pay for the
house which tlhey now occupy. That sacrifice ïvould not
be less than £9,000. This would- be greater even
than another sacrifice of the property of the College
which the Board of the Royal Institution macle a few
years ago, when they sold in perpetuity a louse in the
heart of'thi City, for a sum producing an anount of in-
terest less than the rent for which the house was actual-
ly let. The lot on which that house stood is now worthfive
tines the amount obtained for it. · The Board noreover
lad no right to dispose of tl at property for a longer pe-
riod than twenty-one years. A i1 yet they are the'only true
guardians, according to themsaIves, of the College pro-
perty, and the only truc expounçl.'irs of their legal riglits.

The Board perceive with cleep regret, that no
aunidments of the original Charter have yet been ob-
tained froni the Crowi, and they are iipressei with

Previously to the month of -Novemlber, 1835, the'
nnnagenent of the affairs of M'Gill College was in the

lhands of persons'resident at Quebec who were, with one
exception, at the saie tie Governors of the 'College
and Members of the Royal Institution. These Go-
vernors appear to bave so far suffered by their contact,
with the Royal Institution as to have partaken in some
degrue at least of the passiveness cf that body ; for w'e
find thei urged by the Medical Faculty of the College
in Montreal to get certain amendments made to ,the
Charter,-sueh as the relinquishment of the right of the
Crown to disallow appointments, and confiri Statutes,
and s'achi like inconveniences,-and finally supplied by the
Mdedical Faculty with the draft of a Charter containing
the proposed amendnents. In this state" the matter, ap-
pears to have rested for several years, until the appoint-
ment of the present Principal of the College on the 18th'
Noveinber, 1835. His first care was to inquire what
lid become lof the proposed aniended Charter, and after
correspondence on the subject with the Chief Justice of
Upper Canada and Mr. Cochran, then Principal of the
Royal Institution, the latter gentleman informed him it
lid been fisled out of a pigeon liole in tlie-Provincial
Secretary's Ofice at Quebec, where it had been covered
with venerable dust. " Mr. Cochran then wrote to the
present Principal Of M'Gill College on the 8th March,
1836, as follows I The Charter of M'Gill College, as

amended, remains stili under the Attorney General's conl
"sideration." The Charter "as amended" hadbueengreed
to before this period, and putinto thcAttorney General's
hands tu ascertain whetherit was ail right. From his hands
t was sent to thePrincipalof M'Gill College, to bu trans-
mitted throu.gh the Governor in Chief to the Colonial
Secretary.

One amendment to that draft in the mode of fillin(
veaçncies anong the Governors, was agreed te at a
mieeting of the Governors at Quebec,, l4th November,
1836,-an aniendient" which lied been previously op.
proved of by, the Principal of thé Royal1Institution, and'
after its adoption by,the Governors, vas forthwith trans.
initted to the Secretary of' the Royal 'Institution, who
never made, any objection to it. Vexations and adverse
circumstances'prevented the transmission of the ain(nded
Charter ýto England untilthe nonth 'of January, 1839.
'Ihe Honorable A., W. Cochran was informed by the
Principal of the College several months previous to that
date, of the determination of Sir J. Colborne, then Go-'
vernor inChief, to 'send the anended Charter to Eng-
land without delay ;land so far was Mr, Cochran from
xnaking any objection, tiit he expressed his satisfaction
at the information. , Yet the Board of thc Royal Insti-
tution aaited until they knew the amended Charter
had been trani;mitted to England, and then they request-
ed Sir J.' Colborne te forward to the Colonial Sècretary
their request that further proco!dings- with regard to
tiat amended Charter shoul be stay-d until thdy should'
have had an opportunity of seeing it,-of seeing -that
whieh,ýthey had long before approved of, as above stated.
It, wals, hoever, afterwards discovered that the Board of
the Royal Institution desired to' introduce into the
amendedCharter, a defnition of their powersand autho-
rity, of the same description as those claimed by them in
their instructions before mentioned to their Agent lere
relative to an "Act of mise en possession of Burnside,"
and this is what they now again 'ask for when they add,'
te their request that Your Excelleney would recommend
the adoption of the aimended Charter, the following "but
I not without the alterations suggestecl by this Board ;",
thus,' once more seeking to obtain by a side wind, that
which lis ahways been in dispute between thei and the
Governors cf, the Colloge. It was then entirely owing
te the proceedings of tie Board, ofthe Royal Institution
themselves that " no amendinunts of the' original Charter
4ihave been obtained from the Crown.",

With reference te the causes of the presnt unprosper.,
Qus state'of the Colluge, the Board have overlooked that

which stands nt the head" of the list, but which it is quite
natural indeed thcy should overlook-we mean the
Board of the Royal lustitution themuselves. The Board,
we have seen, neglected to take any steps te procure the
nuecessary authority for enabling- tliem te increase the
revenues of the College te such an extent as would have
put it ila the power of the Governors to have mande such
a provision for teaching a all branches of a Collegiate
education,,as would have commanded a prefèrence over
any other English Semiaary of Learing in Lowur Cana-
da ; and it is notorious that unless relief be affeorded in
this respect, during the present, Session of Pariament,
the revenues ofthe College will not be sufficient to main-
tain it even ii its l present meagre establishment, without
expending a portion ocf tlie funded capital. Your Ex-
cellency vill no doubt percecige that from the time when
the Board of the Royal Institution recovered the pecn-
niary bequest of' Mr. M'Gill,in 1836, (àmounting with
interest, to more than £22,000,),to the time the College
buildings vere readyý for the reception of' students iml
1843, a period of seven years had elapse. 'he patience
e "the great mass of ihose peisons resident in Montreal
who vere waiting for the opeunig of the College became
exhausted by thls delay, and the consequence, was the
establishment of the 1-ligh School, an institution in which
the interest of much the greater portion of those fromi
whoni the first supply of' students te M'Qill College was
iooked for, bc-came iavolved iana pecunîiary way. Cen-
sidering the flourishing state of that Institution, it is
hazarding notlinîg to saythat lad MI'Gill College, been
brought into operatuon, as it ought'to have been, before
tIc 1-ligh School was thought of, it would have lied e
sufficieut income from students to have placed it ina
liighly prosperous condition at once. Tutors could have
beeneniployed in teaching the, Junior pupils and prepa-
ring them for matriculation. This is the only plan on
whieh a Cullege can expect to'receive a large number of
pupils ia this country for several years to "corne, and this
was the plan proposed and would hive been a-dopted but
for the establishiment of the ligh School.

Seeing then tlat the Board of tle Royal Institution
have always been, a still are the chief obstacles te the
success of M'Gill College, both by their neglect of duty
and their assumîîption of control over the Governors,
thercby seeking to establislh two governing bodies -whose
clshings must inevitably cranp the energies and pardlize
tl efforts of both ;, and feeling confident as we do that
there was errer in the appointnent of theRoyal Institution
to be Visitors cf' tle College, inasmuch as the right of
visiting a private foundation belongs to the founder and
lis leirs by law, and feeling equally confident fiat the
abolitioI of the ,Royal Institution canlot affect the vali-
dity of the bequest of Mr. M'Gill, we humbly pray Your
Execlleacy notý to refuse the Royal assent to the.Bill for
repealing the Act 41 Geo. III. chap. 17, should it pass
the otlier branucles of the Legislature.

With regard to that part of the Address of the Royal
Institution te Ydur Excelléncy hich recommeids cer'-
tain alterations in tle Charter, and particularly in that
part whuichi mudiakes provision fer a governing body, wve
have to observe,

1stly. That when te obstacle of the assumptions of
tle Board over thli Goveriors is removed, vhich induced
Your Excellency te decline acting as a Governor cf the,
Colloge, there will always ho thrce Governors oi the
spot, and the attendance of a fourt xnight generally be
reckoned upon, if the Lord Bishop of Montréal should
make up his mind te find ne grcater difficulty in attend-
ing meetings of the Goveriors of tlie College than in
attending meetings, of the ý Royal Institution and tle
Church Society at Montreal.

But 2ndly. We are decidedly of -opinion that no altera-
tien can be male in that Charter without a violatiom, of
Mr. M'Gill's YVill, whluich authorizes the Royal Institu-
lion, not froin time to timue but once for all, to prescribe
"tIe mnanne and foirn," and thc " regulations" under
which the College slould be conducteul, and the Royal
Institution have so p'escribod by the Royal Charter

Iobtainedi at their request.

If all the Governors of the College who are
resideit in -Montreal, and within easy distance 'of it,
would act, tien we contend tint at leaýt as efficient a
Board is now provided as could be expected from any
other appointmnents that could he made in this City, and
noreover, refusal to aet mîay embarrass one set of Gover-
nors as wiell as aiother.

5thly. We are of opinion that ample provision is matde
nli the Charter for a good and suflicient Corporation for

tic management of the property of the Institution in the
"Governors, Principal, and FeUws" of the College, hfli
latter of lwhom may be elected in any nunber. It should
be borne in nmind that there are two bodies created by
the Charter, viz "thGovernors," and the " Governors,

Principal, and Felloiws." The former body has autho-
rity to appoint Professors, Lecturers,, Tutors, and Fel-
los, and to niake Statutes for the governnent of thé
College. The latter is emnpowered to hold and manage
tlie property of tic College. The legal Visitors are tle
lawfui lucirs cf Mr. M'Gill; but as there are probably no
snch persons to be fouirm in a capacity to act as such,
then the Queen becones tle Visitoi'"in the persons of the
Judges of IIer Court, resident ini Montreal. It does
thien appear to us that there is, ample provision for the

proper ianagenment antd goodi gover'rinent of tie affairs
of the College witlout seeking te do that whicli iay be
pronounced an interference with the Will of the Founder.

The changes in tic Institution proposed,by the Board
are not only of such a nature as to niake it e'vitient thait
tlhey lad not properly considered the subject, but are also
snch as' they theiselves acknowledge to b "more im-
"iaitely the province of the Governors;" and yet pass-
ing thé Governîors by, and not cren letting tliem know
that they Lad made any Report at all on the subject of
their Visitation, they endcavoured clandestinely to per-
suade Your Excellency to take upon yoursclf tle w-ole
authority of the governing body, and to seck by an irre-
gular mode of proceedinîg to undo what w-as done by
themî, without their consent or their knovledge. Their
first object is to change cntirely the Office of Principal
as established by the Statutes ; and in order to effect that
object they nust get rid of the present Principal by the
side wind means of endeavouring to persuade Your Ex-
cellency to induce Her Majesty not to sanction (by wh1ich
w-e suipposc they ilicani disallow, because Hler Majesty's
sanction is not required by the Charter,) his appointment,
and this on the ground that his appointient is onily ad
interim or pro tempore. lu reply to this allegation ive
assert thiat lis appointiment is not pro tempore or atd mi-
terin, but w-as made by tle Governors as permanent as
thiat of any cther Ollicer of the College, tint is durhing
pleasire. Wc siicerely trust Your Excelleney will niot
coinply with tle "prayer of tIe Royal Instititioi, to urge
Heu Majesty to tlc performance of an act which woulid
not onlybe ungraciouus, if done undor any otheir influence
than tlat uf the Governors thecmselves, but of which the
legality would be very questionable."

The preamble of flic Charter of the College shews
very plainly tlat whiuen it was grainted it was the Royal
intention to have matie soie " further cndoment,"
and "to afford every assistance tow'ards carrying the in-
"tentions of tlc saidJanies M'Gill into execution." Had
this intention been carried into effect, the College wouild
have been an Institution of Royal Foundation, and in
that case the different reservations in the Charter in fa-
vor of tic Crown, v;iz : the sanctioning Statutes and
disallowing appointients woul] have ben ina accordance
with the Connion Law ; but as tic College is really only
of private foundationu, wo doubt very much if Her Ma-
jesty could be induced to consider those clauses of the
Charter in force, which must interfere with the legal
riglhts of Corporations of private foundation, and whichb,
but for the Royal inteitiun to enudow it, would, it must
be presuied, never have been inscrted in tlfe Charter.

Appendix
The second object of change proposed by the Board of V. V.)

the Royal Institution is ic abolition of the Office of a
Vice Principal, an Office which is renderedinecessary by th re
those very Statutes which the same person, wlose naime
is olflicially attached to this:'proposai, a few montls ago
attached his signature in another officiai'capacity to the
prayer of the Governors of the College to Her Majesty
to sanction, nay, which, if we are rightly informed, the
Board of the Royal Institution have themselves, since
their Visitation, pràyed Her Majesty to confirm.

On tie 3rd and 4th objects of change proposeti by the
Boardi we do not think it necessary to iake any other
remnark than this, that we cannot exactly comprehnd
how the removal"of the present Principal from his of-
ice, can be a necessary prepairatory step to the abolition

of the Offices of Bursar and Tutor, "Iwithout vhich
indeed (say the Board) they (that is, these and other
changes) cannot be carried into effect."

We lave alreacly statedi our opinion with respect to
the proposal of the Board to procure such an alteration
of the Charter as to make provision for the appointment
of additional Governors, and we vill only add here the
expression of our unfeigned astonishient that the Bishop
of Montreal" should by his signature at one tine sanction
the recomnendation that in the election of these addi-
tional Governors "regard should be had to the different

Protestant bodies in the 'roviice," and by his signa-
ture at anotier time, request Hler Majcsty speedily to
sanction those Statutes which make provision for the
performance of the daily Service of the Church of Eng-
land in the College, and for guarding against'the teaching
therein any doctrine adverse to those of' that Church.

The Board of the Royal Institution, in recommending -
a reconstruction of the Board with the place of meeting
at Montreal, advise "the selection of mniembers from va.
" rious parts of the Province." This reinly niust cvi-
dently be w'orse than the disease, since a Board so con-
structed could not meet often and never without great
inconvenience, and surely could not be so competent to
manage the affairs of the College as the "Governors,

Principal and Fellows" on the spot; and indeed the
same remark will apply with almost equal force to al-
most any Board of Members non-resident in Montreal,
silice they could not be expected to take so strong an in-
terest in the College affairs as the Corporation named in
the Charter.

In conclusion, w-e think that w-e may venture to say
that Your Excellency must by this time perecive that
the chief objects of the Board of fthe Royal Institution
in making their late Visitation of M'Gill College, have
beon, first, to endeavour to moake it appear, nder the ap-
prehension of extinction, that the continuation to' their
existence is necessary to the well-being of the College,
although, confessedly useless in every other respect ; and
secondly, to endeavour to get rid of the Principal.

In the furtherance of the first object they have assert-
ecd many things as facts in support of which they have
not adduced one word' of testimony from the evidence
before them, and which have been epmpletely disproved
in our replies; and they have stated some things which,
while we admit them to bo true, we think we have amply
shewn ivere nojust causes of complaint.

With regard to the second object, namely,,their desire to

sought to be rewarded by disntissal from his office, and
for causes too which we trust have been amply. proved tu
have no foundation.

,hoivever, enabled to say that, after ,your appointinent as
Principal, the interests of the College which had pre- 1bthMarh
viously been much obstructed and delayed by tie litigation
and contests raised by theMessrs. Desrivières, vere more
closely pursued a'nd attended1 t;, prmicipally by your ex-
ertions, your-declared object being, to bringthe College
into operation as soon as possible, and to render al the
means belonging toit available for this purpose.

Your efforts in'this respect wereunremitting, 1ut
were materially checked in consequence of a' ditfliculty
which occurred betiveen the Governors and, the Royal
Institution,-the former holding, that they were entitled
to.claim and receivethe-funds and means.of the Colege,
as being the fittest persons, under the Will of the Testa-
tor to apply those funds and'means in forwarding the es-
tablishmient of the College,-tbe latter contending on
the contrary, that thatIbody alone had the power over al
the funds of, the College, as well in tie receiving, as in
the application'of thiem; and from this differance of opi-
nion, much useless discussion has' arisen, and the estab-
lishment of the College has been much retarded, there
appearing generally a backwardness in the Royal Insti-
tution to pronote the objects recommended bythe Go-
vernors, where the expenditure of money ýwas required
to be made under their direction,

Other matters miay häve occurred, during 'the period
referred to, but of too trivial .nature, or they have es-
capli récollection.

The Special Committee, te whom vere referred
tlie Petitions ofR. G. Belleau andotiers, inhabitants of
the County of Quebec, prayinug for certain amendmentsl
to the Ordinance relating to the Turnpike Roads in the'
neighbourhood ofQuebec ; of Augustin Dodier and oth-
ers, inhabitants cf the Parish of Beauport, in thue Coun-
ty of Quebec, praying thattho Tolls which they pay on
the Turnpike roads nay be diminished, and the rate at
which they may be commuted, fixed by law; the, Re-
turn (o an Address of the LegislativtAssembly to,His
Excelliency, the Goyernor General, of the 5thl January
last, prayilug fur' detailed accourts of the transactions of
the ,Trustees of the Quebec Turnpike Rods; and the
Petition of William Sheppard andU others, Trustecs of
the Quebec Turnpike Roads, prayinig for authority to
raise a furtherloan cf £8,882 to nomplete the Works
onsthe said roads, have the honour te make the follow-
ingReport:

Your Committee regret tiat from. the advanced pe-
riod of the Sessionatvhich the state of the affairs,of
the QuebecTurnpike Trust vas referred tO them, it
has ilot been in their power to continue the inquiry which
Your Committee have thought it their duty to make
into the manner of coliecting and laying out the Turn-
pike Revenue, antid intothe general affais'of the Trust.
t is obvious freon alL the vidence taken before Your"

Committee, andi to vhici they would beg to call the
attention of Your Honourable1louse, that the manige-
ment of the Turnpike roads hasgiven ris to many coin-
plaints, and caused much dissatisfaction in the County
of Quebec., It "is certainîly the resuit te be expected
fron the bringing into operation of 'every now sys-
ten of taxation, whether direct or indirect. Your
Cormnittec are of opinion, however, that this dissatis-
faction would iavebeen greatly obviate'd if the Trust
had net at firsthmposed so high a rate of 'Toll' as that'
which is at present in operation, and if they had work-
ed equally on the whole extent of the roadsdunderthieir
control.

The absence of al1 responsibility on the partk of the
Comnmissioners, wvho receiven s alai>' and the great
latitude which hey must<have-allowed te th e only paid
o)flcar inunder thòmn, and whot appears te bie=at the samùe
tine,tSecretary, Treasurer ntdSuperintendent of fie
Works, have , neoes.arily contributedi te render (he
prococdings of the Turnpike Trust rather npopular.

Vour ommrittee fear, howder, that thef aeouId
lose the bl portunity cf obtainings sevoral" alteraticns
which;they consider of the greatestnecessiyand n-
portane.f'they shdlrècornnnd thekepiulof the

exi ting laws on tis subject, and the , introduction of
a new law ; they w»ill therefore nerey make
th following suggestions for "the, present: Fiart
as the mioney which hs al1ready been borrowed by the,
Trust, ani the proceeds arising froin. the lieavy Tolls
which have been Jetied on the public up to the pesent
day, would only have dontributed te the macadamîing
and repairing of that part of the roads nearest to the
Gity, if the Trukt do not macadamize the whole extent
of the roadls under their control, Your Committee
are of opinion tiat ti prayer of the Trustees for a
further loan of £8,882, should bc grinted, if re-
commended by a Message from -is Excleilncy tha
Gover Genera. 2ndly*; It lias beeri suggested te
Your Conimittec to place also under tho control cf the
Trust, the rond which leads to the Charlesbourg Church,
and to renove the Toll-gate vhich- is now'at the' en-
trance of the Beauport road, below the place at which
the Charlesbourg road joins the road léading to Messrs.

Anong other coniplaiits whicli have been made to
Your Commnittee, iheir attention has also been drawn
to those on the subject of (lie Toll-gate erocted under
the iname ofKilirnock Toll-gate. This Tollate has
been represented ns a heavy tax on a portion of t(e
Parish of St. Foy, and as not being susceptible of pro-
ducinmg a revenue suflicient to cover its expenises.
lowever,assoe considerable expenshasbeenincurred
for the erection of this Toll-gate, int as ithas been only
a very, short time in operation, Your Committce hope
that thie reduction of the Tolls vil diminish the incon-
venience te wh'lich it may have given rise, and as regards
the revenue, they do riot thinmk thenselves authorised
to recommend its immediate suppression.

CHARLEs PANEZ', of Quebec, Esquire, AtIvocate,

Thme St. Foy's rond
commionly called la Suède was iii great part oni>y made
last year ii io course of the summer and autumn ;
there still remains n smnall portion to be made. The
rondwhich leads from the ' ,Côte à Champligny' LOI
1Iougli's farmn, is niot yet nade, and there may be an
extent of abut half a leaguie which yet remailis tu be
mate.

2. Ils he proportion of- tlie Tumrnpie Revenues paid
by persons travelling on the sailroads you have just
mentoned, ver gron ?-Yes, the greater part and
almost the vhol.of the revenues of theTurnpiko called
tle St. Foy Turnpike, in my opinion,' is paid by per-
sons io travel on tei rods vhich I have just men-
tioned.

.3. Do you thinik that the 'Tolls exacted during the
summer at the Turnpikes under the control of the
'urnpike Trust, are exorbitant ?-Yes, and they di not

seem to me to be proportionate ,to the advantage
derived b tlie public tlierefrom.

W'hen the
Turnpike 'rust caie into operatioi, the road which
leads froin tie limits of the' Town to St. Foy, at the
farm oft one P%ge, a distance of four ntI a half miles,
had been matadamized and vas in good order The
Turapike Trust lovever, caused this rond to be turn.
ed up and newly mancadamized, and also, caiused the
road from Pagó's to the Suède rond, and from that
road to (lie " Chemin de Champigny" to be macada-
mized. lBefore ithe Stde rond wias mnacadrimized, it
was the wort rond ii the District of Quebec ; and if
the' Trust lad not gone to the expense of newlv
macnalamizing the St. Foy's road as flar is Pagé's, I
thiik they migt have fauished macadamizing the vhole
of the Suède, Si. Foy and Champign-y >rods as far, as
-lough's ifarmn,,hist year, amd even befoetat time

The road which leads froni 'Côte àd Champigny to
Hlough's farm "(a distance of half a lengue) is Lo vI
mande.

I l. Is <he proportion of the Turinpike Revenues
paid by persons travelling on the saitd roads you
lhave just mentioned, very greit ?-Yes, the greater
part and alnost the w.hole of the Revenues of tho Turn.
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plaid by persons who travel on ihe roads I have just
20t Ma mentioned,.

1 D you think that the Tolls exacted duiring the
sumimer at the Turnpikes under the control of the
Turnpike 'Trust are exorbitant ?-They are indeed ex--
orbitant and do not seem-to me to be proportionate to
the advantages derived therefrom by the public.

1. Do you think that if the rate of the Tolts wvere
reduced one half or une third, the Revenue would, if
collected with care, and judiciously laid out, be suffi-
cient for the keepimg in repair the roads, anddo you,
think that such a reduction would incrense the nunber
of travellers?-The rate of Tolls now demanded, is, in
my opinion, tao high, and, if reduced one half would be
suflicient ; that woukI have the effect f increasùi the
numnber of travellers, so that the Turnpike Revenues

vould increase insproportion. The Tolls collcted in
summer, up to and during last suminer nt the St. Foy
Turnpike, were at the rate of sixpence for each vehicle
drawn by une horse, and not less tlian four spence.

This difference arises fron the width of the tires of the
leels, ard from the dilference in the form of the e-

lhicles. For a vehicie without springs, the wleels
whereof have tires or llies of the breadilth of live,
inches, a rate of fourpence is exacted ; id for a ve-
hicle witlh springs, the wheels whereof have tires or
fellies of lesstbreath, a rate of sixpence.

14. In whatI manner are lie tuIls levied ?-The
h0lole of the Toli for going annd returning is paid the

first time tho vehicle passes through, and it returns with-
out furtier piayment, provided it be on hie same day.
Andevery person may go and return several timesothie
same day tharough the same gate,! without ,paying more'
thanonce, provided it be not ina carter'siehicle,having
a number thereon. Carters are obliged to puy twice wlen
they go out of Town bIy one gate and return by an-
other. Thus, a habitant who comes to town in the
evening and returns ii the norning, is obliged topay
twice. It has also happened to my knowleg e tliat
carters driving a person to the country and returning
wiit another person in their velhicles are obliged to pay
twice. That appears to me to be imposing an extor-
tion upon i,,class of ainen who, in general, have little
ineans. I an of opinion thatlthe Tolls ought to be di-
minislled ; that one half should be exacted in passing,
and the other half ina repassing., It sometinos also
happens that a habitant who bas brouglht a lond of
wood, hay, &c. to market, aad whio returns home to
get another load, if ho is obliged tochange horses, must
pay again- Alli these rules appear to me, and to nvery
body else' to be unjust,

15. Do you think ihat the Trustees oughat to be
obliged to commute for an annual composition, that is,
at loast, as regards the farmers residing i tho envi-
rons of the City ?-Yes,.I think that would sensibly
affect he Revenue.

16. On what footing do you think that a commutation
or conposition should be established ?-By reducing
onehhafffthe Toits pad tast yea atI(he St. F<y Tur-
pike, which ,ere the same ais those paid at tle other
Turnpikes; I thinîk that a composition at the rate of
los per annurn on each borse and vehicle would be
just and equitable.

So mucl, so, thant lte Contractors and other workmen
erinployed by the Trust, do not, or will not in salie
cases, work more than the Seeretary may thlink proper
or, liiy order., I tLhinl tut hia salary as Secretary is
too high, and hat the duties f that office migit be
hlonestly performiaen for asum of from £100 to £150.

vation to the Comtee,which the examination of these
documents may suggest to you ?-I see il these ac-
counts a sun of £152 paid for the construction of a
bouse for th keceper ofthîe St. Foy Tu-npike, in lieu
odînhat wlich has heretofore existe;--this new build-
ing lias been crected with an extravagance not ta be
found in tlie ouses of fiunities pretty wecll oIf, residing
in the country tir even iin the Town ; 1 think the old
house was quite convenientenough for thiekeeper ofthe
Tlol-gite, so that I coi' the' expense incurred for
this new house as totally useless. I ierceive, by tlise
same accounts, that a sirm of £10 and over has been
mployed iii the purchase of the lot ofland, and in build-

ing the Tl-hous t "Kinaock" Turipike,
andI i even consider this expense as useless, wit'hout in-
cluding the salary of the keeper, for a Turnpike at this
place is but an obstruction which prevents people fron
passing at aIll wiithout producing a revenue suflicient
to cover its expenses. Since it ias been estabîlislied,
as may be sei by tlie aiccounîts rendered, it has pire-
duced £4 8s. and the keeper has recived £3 fron thie
Trust, and there are £3 Ils. 8d. for the winter
road. The clear profit isa loss to the Trust of two
pîocuIds, without includîlig the hleavy expeinses I have
just alluded to. On the list of fbolisih and iseiess ex-
penses I also" place, the purchase by the 'I trust ohla lot
of land ath head of tlie " Suède" Road, for £25, for
the purpose of constructing, thereon a bouse and Toll-
gate ; this lot w'ras purchased froin Johniî West ; the
moey lias been pai(d, and lie Toll-gath has nol yet ben

rectedl, anid I have har-d it sail diat the Trust id
abandoned tle idea of umiking it. I consider also as an
uscless expense the daily charge of live shillings paid
to fuormen; by the Trust. Those foremen me too titi-
lncrous ; thiey <o not work thl esand a very smill
numirber would be suflicient to supurintend the w'ork-
mie ; tlcmen enpnloyed iii working are, foir the mnost
part, bazy, and as the Trust pay tin by the day, liey
d) the work as slowvly as possible. Thei winter roads
arc bIly kept up, and part of the moncy expended for
that purpose is injudiciusly laid out. Iagain consider
as a uiseless expense, liat of reiinig certain lots of land
niii the r-oads under the control of the Trust, for the

purpose of depositing stone thiereon,--as tien Contrac-
tors aire obliged by the conditions of licir contracts to
deliver the stone as fast and as soon is the Trust mav
require it, and on the rond on w-hîiclh it is required.-
And lastly, aill the people eiploy'e<l on the St. Foy,
Suède, and Cap Rouge Turnpike Roads, are straigers
to the country.

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Mr. MICNIET Hie , of St. Fy, calied in aind ex-
amined:

85. Are you acquainted with the difflrentTurnpike
toads near the City of Quebec, in tle County of Que
bec, and will yoru iifoîirm the Comnimittee of the com-
plaiits which are mnadle nmong tle public on the sub.
ject of tse kceeing up and, repairing of tiose ronds
And explain at length and in detail evcrytling you
knoev ch tihis subject.-tYesI am acquainted with he
tomais in question, and more particularly with the Cap
Rouge and St. Foy ronds. I reside on tlie Cap Rouge
roadl; thtis rond hiad been macadamized beiire lie
Turnpike Ordinance rame into force, from the City to
tle place cal led Kilmarnock or McNider, a distance of
about four miles; it vas good ut tlat time, and only
required ta bc kept up. The Turnpike Trustees, in
stead of making ndl repniring the portions of the roads
vhich reî'e net macadamizd, thatl is, from Kilmar-

hock to tlc Cap-Rouge ll, hegan by turning up and
repairing IIat part of the rond which was lrneady ma.
cadamized, and continued miaking the road only a mile
further, lenving tle remainder in a bad state and withi-
out repairing it. As to the complaints on the subject
of this Tmirnpike rond, they have arisen priiieipally
from there being two Toli-gates "on this rond ; the
Kilmarnt>ck Toll-gate was only crected wih a viev of
preventing the farmers from going to sell their produce'
ut Sillery an the Coves, vhich, are iiilbitel by a'
large mercantile population situated at a distance of
about two leagues from the Quebec Mîarkcts. The
revenue derived from the Tolls at lbis Toll-gate willl
never be stfficient to cover the expenses of its keep-
ing. Another complaint is, that tlic Tolîs are ton
high; the Touls are sixpence for each vehicle during
th'e summer and twopence during the winter. They,
have the effect of preventing the country' people from
resorting te, the Quebec markets as often as tliey did
before, especially the people who reside beyond the
Cap-Rouge bridge, vho have to pay Tll at tii bridge
as welf as at theTuriipikes: so that a farmer is frequent-
ly obliged to pay one quarter of tle value of thle lad
whicl lie brings to market. Another subject of com-
plaint is, that generally' none but strangers are emîrploy-
cd on the roads. The stone was furnisheid at the low-
est tenders; I made proposals on this subject myself,
and entered into several confracfs. The price ofstone
is about 2s, 6d, per box. Tihe Capi-Rouge roid runs
over the proerty, ofi Mr. Porter, Secretry to thel
Turnpike Trust, and it lias been straiglItened at fhat
place. It is generally runoured that Mr. Porter lis
emnployed in vorking on his ovn property and at lis
private business, men vhio were ii 'the emnploynent of
the Trust, but I have no persona 1 knowledge of tihis.
The St. Foy road wias also mnaea<imized, and only re-
quired to le kept in repair for i d istance ir about four
miles fron the City, but like the Cap-Rouge roadl, it
lias been iade over again ; il woîkld have been much
better to leave lie macadamized parts as they were,
iinl continue the ronds vhere they were not macada-
mnized.

86. "Do you tlink it would be expedient tI oblige
the Turnpike Trust te allov the peuple to compound?
-it would.

87." At wliat rate would1 you suggest the cmnpcsit ie
to be made ? For firmers residing ait a disnce ritri
the Town, on each liorse and two-whîcled velhicle,
15s. For farmners residing near the fo\vn, on each
tivo-w'leeled vehicle drawn by onc liorse only, 20s. to
25Q. On waggens or foor-w heeled veli'les drawn by
one horse only, with flic exception of pleasure veli-
cles, 40s. F or aci fto'r-wleeled veliiele drawn by
two horses, vith the exception of pleasure vehicles,

45s. For each pleasure vehicle, on four wheels drawn
by one horse only, from £3 to £4, For caci plcasure
vehicle on four îwheels, drawn by two herses, froIm £4
tu, £5. I would recommend that when a person ias
several vellicies for which lie lias to compound, a re-
duction be macle of one fourth on the second vehicle,
and of one third on the third vehicle, commencing ut
Ile highest one.

88. Do you think that it wouldbe expédient tofarn
cut ilie Revenue of the Toll-gate?-Yes, but not ut
present.

89. Why not atpresent -Because I do not think
the Toll-gates cou Id be farmcd out for a sun large
enough to cover the expenses wlich the ma-king and
repairing of the ronds will necessitàte for some yeari
yet,

EnwinD DEsBARATS, of the City of Quebcc, Es-
quire, Advocate, exaiined

90. The Committee are informed that you are one
ofthe Trustees of the Quebec Turnpike roads; is it
so. ?Yes, I an a Trusteenjoiuntly with Messrs. William
Sheppard and James Gibb, A.l C. Bucianan and L.
T. M'Pherson, Esquires. I was appointed a Trustee
in 1842 in the place of the Honorable Mr. Panet, who
ind then just resigned. Mr. M'Plerson was appointed
almost at Ile same time tliat Mr. Gairdner, one of the
Trustees, Ias appointéd Judge of the District of
St. Francis.

91. How often and where do you meet? We have
u.an Office in the Lower Towvn ofQuebec; we sometime.
meet once a week and soiletimes twice; sometimes
once a Ifortnight and soinctimes less, according to the
quantity of business to be transacted.

92. Are the Turnpike ronds under'youir immediate
control? Do you superintendtlien in person orstbrough
any one limder you, and if so, who is that person ?-
Encli of the Trustees, whereof une resides on each
rond, (with the exception of the Beauport rond since
Mr. Gairdncr ihas left Quebc,) superintends in per.
son the road on which lie resides. This control is ge-
neral and not inmmediate, over the labouîrers 'working on
the ronds, who are under the superintendence ofthe
foremen while ,t tleir work.

93. Is it tlie duty of the Truistee wIo lins a road un-
der his superintendenre to sec tlat thel money is fiitli-
folly collected ind paid at the iToll-gates ?-No ; tle
accounts of the keepers of Toll-gates are settled with
the Secretary', who isat lie saime time Treasurer ;I do
not think that any of the Trustees have necddled c tiem-
selves w'ith the revenue arising from the Tolîs.

94. Do the Trustees oblige the Secretary to exer-
cise any control over the keepers, so asto , enable him
to assure himslf thit the accoiunts are faithfully and
coircctly rendered ?-Yes, the keepers are obliged *to
keep a daily written table ofall the catile and vehicles
whiîch paiss throuigl the Toll-gates ; these Tables are
brought to the Offce and given to te Secretary every
Monday, witl ithe armounît uf the Tolls for the wcek.

95. Do you thinîk this control sufficient to ensure the
payrent into thie funds of the Trust, af ail the monies
collected frothie public?-This control would crtatinly
not bc sufficient to guard the Trustecs from the dishon-
esty of tlic keepers, if they were disposed to be lis-
honbst, as riothirig can prevent thten fri falsifying tho

able to imagine more effective means for preventing the
occurrence of fraud. I must add, hit so far, we have
had no reason to doubt the honesty of the keepers.

96. What allowance do you give to the keepers?--I
cannot exactly say; it is under £50, with the excep-,
tion of the keeper of the little River St. Charles Toli-
gate, wlho receive £12 per annum more than the oiiers,
as lie lias the charge of t*vo Toll-gaites. This keeper
is called Olivier Moffet.

97. The Committee observe the name " O. Mof-
tl" on the list of persons vho old Debentures due

by the Turnpike Trust on the 21st December last; it
seems that this i Mr. Moffet holds Debentures te the
amotint of £500. Do you know this person ?-Yes,
lie is the person above mentioned.

98. What is the annual trevenue cf the road in'
question ?-The revenue varies more or less from £700
to £800.

99. Have the Trustees taken any menns te oblige
the proprietors of liands in front of vhich the Turnpike
roads pass, te repair withbroken stone the ronds in front
of their respective property, asthe law requirùs ?-No,,
I have always found that provision of the Act unjust,
and 1 have always been opposed to putting it in force.

100. Must the Committce uinderstand from your last
answer, that proprietors in the country are exemptI
from all labour on the Turnpike roads ?-Yes, they
have, in fact, always been exempt from labour ever
aince I. have been one of thé Trustees.

101. Do you think it fair tlat proprictors in -the Ci-
ty who are obliged to contribute ta the maintaining and
repairing of the st'reets siould p4y the same Tolls at
the Turnpikes as the country proprietors, who are' ex-
empt from contribution ?-1 do not sec why a distinc-
tion shouId be rimade between the peopIe cf the Ci.
ty and those residing beyond the limits" of the Turn-
pike roads, who are subject to the same rates and the,
garne tols as people vho reside on the said roads. I
have alvays considered it uînjust tmat persons who ay
Tolls should be obliged in addition to perform per-
sonal labour; there is a I difference to b mad0
bctveen the inhabitants of lIte City antid those of
the country ; the latter are obligod ta come to town
to bring in their produco and transact flcir . business;
the inlhabitants of the City, on lie contrary, mercly go
to the country out cf plcasuro, and to enjoy the cotniî
try air during the summer ; it is a matter of choice with
hem, whîile it is a matter of absolute necessity for flic
country poople to come into Town,

102. Are you acquainted vith the Tuirnpike-roads
leading to Beauportl? Can ,you say what is the distance
between the Toil-gaite of Dorchester Bridge and the
Turnpike-gate on the said road ?-Yes, the distance
betwnen the Bridge aind the Turnpike-gate is from six
to eight arpents.

103. Do you know if two different Tolils are exac-
ted from travellers who cross the bridgeind take the
Beauport rond; if such be the case, ta vhomr are tiiese
Tous paid ?--Yes, those, who travel from the City to
Beauportand vice versa lmust pay f vo Tolls, one at
the Turnpike gatô toaho tTrustees; and lie:ther at hie
bridge, for Messrs. Snith and Anderson.

104. Are nlot the people from the Parish of l'Ange(Aj4.

Gardiei and the cothr Parshes along the Côte de
BeauPré, obliged to pay three Tolls when they cone 20,b
to lie Quebec market to slli heir provisions ?-Yes,
for Ithere is, besMdes the Turnpike and Dorchester
Bridge, a Toll-bridgc on he River Montmorency at
about" two Icagues and a hlalf from the Turnpike-gate.

105. Is not thc payment of these three Toilsa general
subjectofcomplaintas well in Quebec as inthe northern
Parishes ?-Yes, and itlis arasonable complaint: these
three Tolis are far beyond the means of the persons wlo
most frequently pass on these roads, and whlo are coun-
try people.

106. Can you suggest to the Committee any plan
for remedying the inconveniencies you have first men-
tioncd ?-The best plan, in my opinion, would be to
purchase and acquire, if possible, the Dorchester
bridge, so as to place it under the control of the Turn-
pike Trustees, and then to demand only one Toil at the
bridge.

10. Have you ever travelled in Upper Canada or
the United States, on Turnpike roads, so as to know
the rates of ToIls in those countries ?-No,, I have ne-
ver paid Toillbut once on a Turnpike road at Toren-
to, but I do not remember what I paid then.

108. Have yo any means of knowing if the public
are satisfied with the manner inwhich the Turnpike roads
are nmy managed ?-Ycs, I Iave no knowledge that
any cornplaints have been made against, the manage-
ment of the Turnpikesbefore the Petition ofMr. Belleau
anîd others, which was presented this year ; the Trus-
tees have never liad any complaints madeto them,that
I arm aware of, against any of the persons employed by
the Trust; the only complaints which have ever been
made, were against thé rate of ToIs which many per-
sons have considered too high. I am of that opinion
mnyself.

109. In vour opinion, is the present system of man-
agement of tie Turnpike roads perfect, and can you not
suggest to the Committee any alteration by*which it
miglt be improved ?-The present systein f manage-
ment, is perhaps not perfect, but I think it a good one
T am at a loss to snggest an aiteration il th made of
administration which would 'be marceticientandmore
economical tlian hie present system.

110. Be kind enouigh ta give the Comnittee an idea
of the system ?-The Turnpike ronds are ai preseit
under li management of five Trustees, withlice assis-
tance of a Secretary, who is ütthesame time Treasurer.
The services of the Tr-stees are ratuitous, and up ta
the preseit day tiey have performed'tlieir duîties vith
as nuch zIa1 foi the public interest as if they had been
paid. The duties of he Trustees will be more easily
understood on referring to the Ordinance. Consider
ing tflc experience Iwhich the TrLstees no yhave, it
would nt be expedient to alter tiî esystem for the pre-
sent; I am, however, of opinion that the iaw might in
sone respects be amended with advantage. For in-
stance,the Trustees have nfot enongh liberty on account
of the Tolls on hie different roads beig established by
Liaw.

11 . Are you' of opinionsthat itL ould be expedient
to plae the Turnpike ronds under themanagement of
theBoard öf Works,r iîd 1 ave no Trustees ?-'LI amrn'o
of opinion thit it woaîîld ec exj oent taplace hie Turn-
pike roads under the mana ement cf hi e Bard"of
Works; the present Trustees are, vhh refereniceto the
Turînpike ronds, a Board of Pubtlic Works, hl said
vomds being under their constiat and personalsuperin.
tendence. If thése Trnpikö roads ivere under the
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control of the Board of Worlks, tiat control vould be
exercise(l by a Depityrchosen by them, aind whom it
would he probably dillicult te reach in case of abuse or
iegligence of his duity. The present system ollers, in my
opinion, amore solidguarantee-a marc prompt remedy
in cases o tmalversation on the part of thle subordinate
allicers, or of mahîdministration on the part of tlic
Trustees. The present enquiry is a proof of the facil-
ity with which, under the cxisting systein, abuses may
be enquired into, sitould tere be any. I do not think
that under the management of the Board of Works
there would be the sane f1ceility. The complaints of
mdividuls would perhaps net always be so well lis-
tened to as they are under the present systein, whichî,
m My opinion, is more poîiilar tian any otier.

112. Are you of opinion that it wouhl be expedient
to dispense with the Trustees and to place the Tirn-
pike roais under the contrl of' onc single responsible
inidvidual Who w oild perform the functions of iteo pre-
sent Trustees aint of Secretary and Treasurer,
and be liable te fines and penalties aceording to
die judgnment of the Tribunils in case of negli-
gence of his duty ?-No, I ai in favor of the existing
systein, as it is the best ; I de net think it possible for
One mnivitlual to fulfil all these duties without the aid
cf other persons, and thiait would create considerable
expense ; lie Nvould require a large salary to indemnnify
him for the losses to which lie would be exposed from
the fines and costs to which lie mighît be condemned in
case of negligonce of duty : there woiuld be many peo-
ple who vouId seize every faivoraîble opportunity to
harass hin w'ith prosecutions, vlether well or ili-
founded. Besides, thîis individual being alone and os-
tensibly under the control of no one, and ii some sort
his, own master, miglit, with impunity, make a bad
ise of hil ofIice, anI the persons oppressed by hini
would have some difficuly in obtaining a remiedy
against an individual in his position.

The road called Kilniarnock is, thiat ivhicli leads from
Ut. For and Cap Riouge to the Covas, îwhich in wintor
as ivelf as in sinter ar tie imaikt wlerc ftle habi-
taits of St. Foy's and Cap longe briig thteir pro-
duce for Salo; thse persons before flic lma k
Toll-gate vyâs ostablished, bad flic advantage of uîsing
tihis road tO bring their produce te narket ivithiout
coming te townanvd witheout paying any toll; howcver,
wlic ithoKlarnock Toll-gate was first talked of, I
was opposed to it, bccausc 1 doubted whilther the tolls
at this gate wouilbo snifleient to cover the xpense of
crecting if. n flic second place, 1 was persuaded thiat
this Tall-gate would give rise tO a great many con-
plaints and murmuitrs, and it was not witlouît soie
reluctance tiat I yidéd te the ontrealis of tlie other
Trustees wlio appeared te bc convinced of tic advan-
tage whici would b derived front thits Tol-at. It
has bcon oiy a short time in operation and I can
stata tiat the Truîstes are disposed to renovc it as
soon as tiey porceive tiat it is more birdensoe than
profitable. With reference to the Sude road, the

purchase of the lot, which cost only £25, was made for (AAA,)
the purpose of crecting a turnpike gate theocon, but
ipon ieflection we thought it botter not to erect auy 20th afaVch.

at this place, and aIlow travellers te use that road
and St. Foy's road, witbout paying cxtra-tol; this
lot of ground, however, is not lost, it is used as a de-
posit for stone; wo are obliged tu liave deposits for
stonie Iere and there, se as always te have somerea-
dy, whenever it becemes necessary te ropair the road;
otherwvise it would be verv difficult and expensive te
procure stone froin the City or the Country, as often
as itiniglhtbe r'equircl. The country people bring in
this stone in the suimer timie wien they have nothing
clsc to do, and this deposit contains as much stone as
nay be rcquired every day by the Trust.

114. Some remarks have been made by the wit-
nesses previously examined, on the subject of the la-
bourers employed by the Trust,and whio have been re-
presented te us as being allstrangers, persons receitly
arrived in titis Country, and as bad labourers. It bas
also been stated te the Commnîittee that some Young
men froin the country had offered tieir services as
labourers, and had been refusd ; ,wiill yOu tate if
that is the case, and oxplain how that has happened ?
-This is tho first time I have hoard. tint work Ias
been refused te young men froi the country-[ can
assure the Committee it has nover boen the case on
the St. Charles )Road, where the labourers are cm-
ploycd without reference te their national origin;
there are some Canadians Who have been constantly
employed on this road. as well those whe have carts
as those who work as, labourers., The Canadians
are usially employed duringr the sumner in more pro-
fitable occupations in the ship yards, and it is difficult
te procure thon for the roads. In 'winter the Cana-
dians are exclusively cinployed, at Icast on, the St,
Charles Road. They are preferred as being moro
cdyer at kceping up the vinter roads. The people
ivho work on te roads in sunier are principally
crigrants, whether old or new bauds, Among themu
tilre are always some 1azy oes, notwithstandîng the
exertions of the Foremien. It nay be said, as a ge-
neral rule, tiat this elass of labourons is slow at work ;
iowcveir. )vhat work has been donc, lias been well
donc, and thle best labourers have aways been chosen
as nuch asq possible.

115. Some remarks bave been made te the Com-
mittee with eferenceto a portion of rond which ia
been made ,on Mr. 'orter's Farm, please state to
the Committee what you know on this subjoet, and
ivhat arc the reasons fl'r which the Trutistocs incurred
tliat expouse ?-Near Mr. l'orters louse the road
was crooked; Mr. Patter seemcd to wislh that this part
of the road slould hi straightoned, for two rcasons;
first, it wvonld have the effect of sloiteniing the road,
wlichî lad never been îaiicadamiized, and in tlie second
place it wouid remove flic road furither fromn his loutse,
as tiis alteration would ilprove Mr. Porter's property,
nd to nvoid all suspicion of' partiality, we agreed to
du so on consideration thiat ftle road would ob straigh-
toned at flic costs and charges of Mr. Porter. ie
purchased the land at bis own esponso, and altcred
the fonces ii the saie inanner. le thent gave the
land necessary to fil up the uneven parts of the
road, This altoîration is of great advantage te flic
piblic, as ini the first place it shortens the road, and
by 'shorteniig if, flic, expense of keping it up and
maintaining it is dimiinished for thec future. It has
becn supposed that Mr. Porter lad employed people
in working on a road belonging to him, at tho expense
of the Trust;-this is a false impression ; when tho
road opposite MNr.

110. ave you anytling eIse to sugges to the Con-
mintteo ?-Yes, it woul be expedicnt, if the law is
aniended, to authorize the Trustees to continie the
road fron the " Comnissioneis' Bridge" as far as
the Côte de Champigny, taking ln the red vhich
leads to the Church of Ancient Lorette; this would
complete the cominunication betwoon the St. Charles
and Sfède roads, and it would also be expedient to
extend the dispositions of the Ordinance te the Char-
Iesbourg road, and to the Sinclair road, on the othier
side of Scott's Bridge; the St. Foy road should also
be continued as far as Cap-Rouge. Thse iroads
ought bc as wide as the front'roads, onaccolunt of the
great nun'ber of pcople who pass theroon. The
Trusteos ought aso to >o authorized to alter' the li-
rection of the roads, with the consent of the proprio-
tors, so as to avoid thoso"parts of the rond â where the
snow accumulates in great abundance I, would also
suggest the proprioty of riving the Trustoes the
power of nig Bn -aws for the roads. to prevent
horse racing, which is frequently carried on, and is
vory dangcrous, and of establishing rules by hich
travollors are to govern tliomsclves.

states, li his evidonce before this Comnmittoe, that I
an proprietor of a considerable lot of land at St.
Foy, and vishing te dispose of a certain "part thereof
in order to do so with advantage, made use of miy
connexion with the Turinpike Trust, by pronising to
purchasors that as I was the Sceretary o the Trust,
they wouldlhave nothing te pay for ýtheprice of the sale,
because .they might make lit .up by working for; the
Trust. Il reply to this, charge4 Ihave to say that W'r4
Belleau bas been nisinfoined. Ail the parties nained
hy Mr. Belleau have workedIfor the Trust ever since
its establishment, that is te say, tivo years bf'ore they
purcha.sed land fror nme and somoaof them have con-
tinued to' work as usual under the superintondenca of
the over'seer'ssitnce tlien. The land was sold to theni
without ny stipulation cf givin& them work; oni the
contrary, I bave lvays 'Ur eà upon the different
overseers, that they shoul favor none but be
areful to select onily those vhoc worked faithful and

well, and should retain none in the employ of theTrust
but those who did their duty satisfactorily. That
those instructions wcre given to the verseers I can
prove by their affildaits, and bi I been wNare such a
charge would have bean iade, aflidavits in sup-
port of my present statement would have bon pro-
ticd. The lots of land in question were publicly

put up for' sale, and I did not think it necessary to
soil to any party merely because he was occasion-
naly employed by the Tiust-nor lad I the power
had it been, just or cxpcdient, so te do, to dischargo

Tho rc ivas no stipulation wvnat-
aver; botween Bellcau and nyself that he should givo

Moreever, thoughi in allcasos where the Trustees have
found it desirabl0 to widan roads thoy have moved the'
fonces of proprietors, mine were inoved at my own
exponse, and all the soil roquired to f11l Up incqualitics
on the road was taken off a road belonging to me,
while in other instances the Trusteos have ben obli.
ged to imdemnify proprietors from wlose lands soil
was taken for such purposos, and I prosunie that the
fact of laborors havng beon seuo te take away tlis soi[
lias givon rise to the staternent that I hiad emîploycd
thom for .ny own puiposes. Upon roferonc to the
acounts, it will be socu that only about ninety
pounds have been laid oltt on the formation of
this new lne, which is half a mile in longth, and con-
prises threc large stonO culverts, hematerials for
building which I gave to the Trustes free of ail
charge. I fool prcfectly sceure in stating, tlt tlis
is the cheapcst piece of .road that has yet beon made
by the Trusteos,, The Trusteos have aiso the privi-
lege of taking off my property as much stone ns will
macadamize this pico of road, iwhioh vill roquire two
thousand boxes ; these thoy enn break for one shilhug,
and the distance big very short, t ean cest but six
penco more, by this moans laying hie ston down upon
the road for one shilling and si ponce por box, lu-
stead of having to pay two shillings and six pence,
that boing the lowest prieo at which stono can be ob-
tained, and a saving will thus bo male of one hundred
pounds. ,I may add that tiui old road, viich is givén
to me in exchango for lh noir Ona, will cost ne a large
sumi before I can make it available for agricultiural
purposes.

120. You haro stato, that part of road wlichl las
ben straightcned near. your property was the cheap-
est piac of road that bas vet beon made by the
Trusteos ; is tlhe Comnittc e understand that, al-
thougl it ias neessary (o mllace thIrle culvcrts on
the said road, tho ropniriig and macadamizing the
old road, vouild not have bcon loss expansive ?--1 do
not think thlat the macailamiziug and' repairing the
old road woiuld have cost lcss, bcausc the same num-
ber of culverts would have boon reeiirccl and il the
longth of road would bave been groater.

121. It has beie stated before the Coènumitteo tlat
the soit of the place wierO the now road runs at pre-
sonti , as of such qualit. as required giroater ex-
Penses than would have been incurred by ropanung
the old rond. , Do vou mean to say, that that infor-
maation is incorrect -The repairirmg of the old road
nmight possibly1have cost soelwhat eoss m the first
instance, but not a groat dleal, ancl I tlhink that any
difference of expense incurred by adopting the nw
lin is more tlan compensated by tho distanco saved
and the facility of procuring stono.

122. Will yo stato as proeisely as yon can the
probable expense which would have been incurrod in
repairiag the cld road ?-I can scarcoly be procise in
estimating hie cost of forming the 01à rend, but I
should suppose it woiid have cost about £80.

Tinc spirit of the Bitish 'Government towards lte
Aborigines of this Continent, was at an .early date
characterized by the same forbearance and kindncss
which still continues te be extended td'then.

In 1670, during flic reign of Charlos Il. a code of
instructions 'was issued for thd guidance of the' Gov-
ernors of Colonies, from which hie following are ce
tracts:e

" Forasmuch," it is there said, "as most of our Colo-
y nies do bordér upon the Indians, and peace is not to be
" expected without the due observance and preserva-
"tion Of justice to lem, you are in OurInaine to c.n-
" mand all the Governors that they at no time gi e any
"Jusiprovocation to any of te said Indions that arc at
" peace with us, &c.

With respect to Indians who desired to place them-
selves under;British prøtectionthe instiuctionis wcre
that they should be raceived; and that the Governors
"do by ail ways seek fai-ly to obligd them and that they
"do employ somnepeýsons, to learnthe languages oflhem,
"and that they do not only.carefullyýprotect and defend

" then from advCrsaries but tlitItley more especiall)
4 take care that none cf our own sujects, nor any of
' tieir servants, do any ay "tarn thein. And thit if

any ,shall dare to offer any violence to Ilhm in their
persòns, goods or possessiois, the old Governors do

levely punish the saujmries,agrechbly toIright and
ustice. And you ar t considr bôw th Indians
and slaves may be best instructed and invited to thd
' Christian, religion lt being both for the honourof the

¶Crown and oi the Protestant religion itself, ethat all
personsvithin anycf' our territories, though never so
remote, should be tau ht the knowledge cf God and
bc made acquainted wv 'ti tIe nysteries of salvation"*

During thears which Great Britain wIaed with
France, and, subsequently ýyîtli the Unitcd States, on
this Continent,both parties used hthcir utinost en-
deavours, to attach lthe Indians te theirI case, ud to in-
cite tem te join their standard.l Ithis they were but

te sucessful. The warlike characterof thicip sieople,
the terhptation uhich ,the presents anîd, encouragement

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(EEE.) of the " Red Coat",* oflered, and tie o ppoiftiit'ty
which tle occasion presented for prosecuting their re-

:oîl meîîc venge agiunsttheir adverse tribes, led a great part of
lie race into the fild. The history of this period af-

frds abundant evidence of their enterprise and iprowess
as warriors, vith many" r'markabie instances of hero-
îsm and magnanimity, and no less striking examples
of bloody revenge, and savage cruelty

At the conquest of Canada, the saIme spirit of for-
hearance was shown towards the indians, as w'el
those wlho hlad fought on fle French side, as those Vhîo
had espoused the Uritish cause. AIl within the Pro-
vince were alike taken uînder the protection of tlie Bri-
tish Government; The 40th Article of the Capitula-
tion of' Montreal, recites that " The Savages or Indian
" Allies of His Most Christian Majesty shall be main-

taiicd in the lands they iniabit, if they choose to re-
side there ; they shîail not be mo1ested on any pre-
fence whatsoever, fi' having carried ari and served

" lis Most Christian Majesty ; they shall have, asweli
as thc Fronch, liberty of religion, andi shall kcep
their mnissionaries."

'rhe subsequent Proclamation of His Majesty George
It. issucd in 1763, furnisled them with a freslh gua.

rantee for the possession of their hunting grouinds and
the protection of Ile Crown. This document, the In-
dians look upon as thcir Charter. They have prcserved
a copy of it", to ihe present time, and have referred to
it on several occasions in their represcntations to the
Governinent. It s af sufilcient importance and interest
to be quoted in pairt iii this place.

EXTRACT.
And whereas it is just and reasonable and essen-

tial, ta our infterst aId the security of oui' Colonies,
that the sOveral iv or Tribes of Indians, with
whiom) we arc connecteIl , and wvho live tuier ouir
protection, siould not he rnolested or disturbed in
lhe possssoion of sucl pari of' our domniiiois and ter-
ritoies, as not having bien ceded to us, aie reserved

"'to then, or any of Lheii as their hiinting groiuds;
We do, therefore, with thi advicc of' Our Privy Coun-
cil, declare it to be our Royal will and pleasure, that

"no Govcnior or Commander ii Chief, iii aiy of our
" Colonies oi Quebec, East Flor'ida or West Florida,
"do assume, upon any pretence, watever, to grant

Warrants of Survey, or pass any Patents for lands
beyond the boùuuds cf their respective Governments,

" as described in their Commissions ; as also that no
Governor or Commander in Chief of our other Co-

"lnies, or Plantations in America, do presumie, for
the present and until our further pleasure be knîown,

"to grant Warrants of Survey, or pass any Patent for
"lands beyond flc heads or sources of any of the
" rivers which fal into the Atlantic Ocean, from the
"West or North West, or uponi any lands whiatever
which, not having been ceded to, or purchased by us

'"as, aforesaitl, are reserved to the said Indiais or any
"'of them.

And we do further declare it to be our Royal vill
and pleasure, for the present as aforesaid, to reserve
under our sovereignty, protection and dominion, for

" the use of flesaid inians,all t ands and territories,
not includled Vithin telicmI inuits and territory granted to
the l Hdsons Bay Company; as also all the landi and

" territories lying to the Westward of the sources of
" the riveus which fill into tle sea, fron the west and

north west as afbresaid f and we do hereby strictly
forbid, on pain of our displcasure, all our loving sub-
jects, from making auny purchases or settlemernts what-

Nor is it unlikely that if, on the one baud, there ex-
isted a disposition in the aboriginal inhabitants to

" cling to ieir oririial habits and mode of life, there
was a jroneness also in the new occupants of Aie-

" rica to regard the natives as an "irrecbiniable race,
and as inconvenient neighbours, whomn it vas Iesira-
ble ultimatly wuLly to remove.

systen, I mi satisied that it ought nDot to be per-
sisted in for the future; and that so cnlarged a viev
of' the nature of our connexions with the Indian

" tions of moral- duty and sounI policy should not be

-le tlien notices lite favorable opportunity offered
bv the increased disposition of some of the Indians to
alter heir mode of life,-repeats a former injunction
to encourage in every possible imanner flic progress of
religious knowledge and education generally amnong
flhe itribes,-expresses " his decided opinion that these
" inestimable advantages should, bu allowed to follow
" in, through whatever channel they may find théir

way,"-recomîïends the substitution of presents
likely to produce a taste for agricultutral pumsuis, in
lieu of those calculated to keep alive im the Indait-s
helir passion for the chace and their warlike propen-

sities, and advises their settlement in Townîstupis or
upon detached lots uf hnd, in- a manner similmr to) the
European settlers.

The- Cotunissioners have already noticed the difli-
culties which have been. opposed to the. execution of'
these instructions, and which may account for nO steps
having, up to the present time, been taken for the fur-
ther improvement of the Indians in this part of the
United Province.

In Upper Canada muhI bas since been done irn
fuetherance of Indian civilization-it is terue, thau
muchl more was required-than in the Lower Pro-
vmce. ýThe number of resident Indians was double,
andi many th>usands more were wanderers in the re-
mote and uninhabited districts. Almost all the tribes
in Lower Canada had long been partially civilized
and converted to Christianity ; the majority of those ia
the Upper Provinee were uncivilized and pagans.
The former possessed no annuities, ard were depend-
ent wholy on the Parliamentary Grant, the inade-
quacy of which, to meet any large increase of expen-
diture, has been atready pointed out. The latter
were in ie enjoyment of an annual incomet payable
by the Government, or deriv'ed fr.om investments in
publie- and: private securit.ies, amouting to above
£6500.

Hence the opportunities and means for promnoting
their improvement were much greater, and successive
Lieutenant Governors, prompted' and aided by the
Secretaries of State, and hy the zealous and laudable
exertions of missionaries of all classes, have conferred,
gr,eat and. lasting benefdts on the tribes within their
jurisdiction. TI eir efforts have'been restricted by the
same causes as in the other Province. In both, it ap-
pears that ithe Indians have now attained nearly the
sane stage of civilization at which their further pro-
gress requires more enlirged nsures, and more active
interIrence.

The steps by Nvhiclh flic Upper Canadian lidians
vere broult to this condition are describled in the
official correspondence.

Sirnilar measures were reported in 1830, to be on
trial at the idian stations on the Thames airí St.
Cl ir. The resilt ha,; been alike beneficial.

The expense of these mensures, which were sub-
sequently extended by Sir John Colborne to other
tribes, was defrayed out of the surplus ofNthe Prlia-
mentary Grant, and their annuities.

Pari. Papers, In 1832, the Secretary of Stiite recoin-
1830, p.38 mended that tho charge fr the Idian

Departrment in the Canaias should be submitted to
SParliarnent in a separat estimati; Previouslylto ibis
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(EEE.) period the charges for the presents, iuding those given
on account of the annuities payable for lands surrender-

20th March, ed, had' been yearly granted by the British Parliament,
in a separate vote, whije the salaries and pensions or the
oflicersof the Indian Department.had been paid from
the military'chest, and provided for out of the arny
extraordinaries. This course being considered irrega-
lar, Lord Goderich proposed that for the future,, the
land pàyments, or annuite3 payable for lands surrender-
ed, 'which iwere confined to Upper Canada, should be
charged on the Casual and Teritorial Revenue of that
Province, while the remaining charge, having been ori-
ginally incurred with the view of securing the services
of the Indians in wars, for British, and not exclusively
colonial interests, ought, according ta His Lordship's
view, to be provided by the Inperial Parliament.

Ib. p. 140. , This arrangementwas'completed in 1834,
wlhen the annuities wre definitely ordered ta be char-
godf on the Territorial Revenue.

About this time, the project of collecting, at the
Manitoulin Island, the small band of Indians hitherto
scattered over the north-western parts of Upper Cana-
da, vas natiired. This island, avhich is situated on
the northern side of Lake Huron, and is in extent,
about 100 miles by 30, appeared well suited for the
purpose. It was uninhabited by Whites, and offered
few temptations to invite them thither. The' land and
climate were reported to be good, the country to 'be
well watered by rivers and interior iakes, and its nu-
merous bays, to abound in fish. Sir John Colborne
authorized the commencement of a settlement by the
crection of several buildings, and made it the place for
the delivery of the annual presents to the visiting In-
dians.

in the year 1835, a select Committee of the House
of Comoinns on Militai-y Expenditure in the Colonies,
reported the following Resolution:-

This despatchî led te tie considei at ion of the vlole
suhject by the Excciitive Council of Lower Canada,
and to the production of the Report already referred
to. [t also suggested an interesting, and somewlat
memorable despatch cf Sir Francis lead, in whiclh he
broaclhed the opinion (liappily almost unsupprteil by
otier "testinony), that it is Iopeless te at- lIrr.Pap.1839,
tempt te civilize the Indian tribes'in Ca- F. 1'. nnd's
nada. urmt.

The immediatc results were the reduction of seve-
ral olicers in Lower Canîada, and the preparation for
reductions in the upper Province, which, hiowever,
were not carried into effect, iii consequence of the out-
b1reakin 1838.

In Lower Canada the question, of coin- lb. P P. 41, 6.
nutinig tie presents fbr money paynents, wis referred
tolthe Chiefs and was eiiqiviocaly condemcne by
thîem and all the Officers of the Department,

On the point of enploying part (f tleir b. V 42.
allowance towards the furtherance of Itheir religious
and moral improvement, tley urged that although vil-
ling te be instructed, yet as their wbite brethren in flic

Province iwere 1 rovided with lite means of education
art the publie expense, tliey did not thiik that they
olught to be called on to give up a portion of fleir
small allowance for tliese purposes.

The chief recommendations of flic Comminitee of the
Executive Ceuncil are embraced ini the following ex-
tracts.froin their Report, ani froin tlie Earl of Gosford's
Despatcli, submitting it to the Secretary of State

As Sir F. Hlead's views difer frormtie most compe-
tent authorities, and do not appear te be supported by
experience, it wili only bu necessary to state them in
his own concise words.

" 1st. That an attempt to make farmers Pb. p.125.
"c of the Red muen has been generally speaking a com-
" plete failure,

"l 2nd. That congregating them for the purpose of
civilization lias implanted many more vices than it
lias cradicatecd ; and consequently

" 3rd. That the greatest kindness we can perform
" towards these intelligent, simple minded people, is to
" remove and to fortify tihen as much as "possible from
" aill communication with the Whites."

The practical result ut vhrich lie arrived was the'
gencral removal of the Indian tribes to tic Manitoulin
Island, and the cession to the Crown cf the Lands
which they hall previously lield in different parts of the
Province.

In the impolicy of disdontining the issue of pre-
sents, or comnuting thern for a "money allowance, ie
concurred witli the authorities already quoted.

With regard, iowever, to the visitiiig Indians from
the United States, he vas of opiiiion, that the issue of
presents to then might be stopped after the expiration
of tiree years, whichr would give them time to prepare,
for Lie cliange; andi ho recommended tint a deciara-
tion to this effect should b formally an- Ilb. p. 128.
nounced at the next distribution. This suggestion met
with the approval of the Secretary of, State, and was
carried into execution,

In the spring of 1837, tie Lords of the Treasury,
with the viev to enable His Majcsty's Government to

le desired a Report upon the resuilt of the sever-
al measures adopted by Lord Gosford, and Vith) a view
of furnshmg the Government from time to time with
an accurate account of the, staLe of the Indians and of
tileir progress in the arts of civilized life, directed that
a letailed Report cii these subjects should be proposed
and transmitted periodically.

The early returm of Lord Durham, and the 'more
momentous aflihirs vhich have occupied the attention
of his successors,' will account for these instructions not
iaving hitherto becn executed.

Ils Lordship concluded his Despatch with the fol-
lowing three general observations

" lst. It should be regarded asa fixel principle in
any arrangements that may be made regarding the
Indians, that their concerns must be continued under

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The general principles by -vhichî lis Lordship con-
sideied that tlie Exécutive Government should he
guided in its trcatmnent of the Indian tribes, are stated
l hie following extracts:

" securing a portion of the annual revenue for the so-
" cial and religious improvenent of the the Indians.
" In these cases, as in Upper and Lower Canada,
" wherc the negotiations will have to bgin de novo,

it nay be riglht to insert some provision to that eflect,
"for iii such cases it is clearly open to the Crown to
" vary or add to the terns of the proposal. But even
" wre it tu late to take this stop, I have no doubt

that an appeal to the justice and liberality of the local
" Legislature, in belifli of the Indians, %vould melet
" with a cordial and eilicient return.

" Srd. I wold, in the saine spirit, deal with the
' question of lands for tie Indians,-owe ver rigidly

" the rules respecting the disposal of lands mnay b
' observed in general, and it is necessary te observe
" them with the utmost strictness, yet if in any case it be

ý for the clear advantage of tic Indians te depart from
Stiose rules, the doparture ought witlhiout hesitation

te bc sanctioned."

To Sir George Arthur, who succeeded Sir Francis,
lead in flic Government of Upper Canada. Il is
Lordslhip wvrote as follows :" The Re- (lb. p. 86.)
" port of the Committee of the Executive Conmeil of
" Lower Canada su completely accords with my son-
" timents, both as to the principles which it lays down
" and to the dotailed suggestions which it recommends
'' that I mniglt well abstain froinaddressing to you any
" instrction except that of acting n that Report, in so
"far as tlie diference of circumustances in Upper and,
" Lower Canada may permit.

It is to b regretted tlat there exists no Report or
" account of the actual state of all the Indians in Up-
" per Canada on the plan of this Report of the Coin-
4 mittee of Executivc Council of the Lower Province
" of tle condition of soie of themi, accurate statements

"ar given by the Missionaries most conversant vitI
Sthei ; but the, desideratum is a clear and cdmpre-
" hensive representation of the position, number, lia-
" bits, circumstances, and degrees of moral and social
" advancement Of each tribu. I inust request you te
" take means te supply Ibis defect,"

The Comnmissioners must bere observe that this Re-
port, although subscquntly callCd fori on several occa-
sions has nover yet been furnished, nor has ariy perioClical
report on1 thec state and progress of the Indians, which
His Lordship in tlis despatch ordered to be supplied
at least once a year, ever been transmitted.

Hlis Lordship dissented from Sir F. Htead's opinion,
that there was any pecublar inaptitude among the Inl-
dians te profit by ic doctrines of Clristiaity, or te
adopt the habits of civilized life ; but concurred wviti
hii and the Committee of the Executive Council of
Lower Canadal, in the necessity of separating the In-
dian locations as much as possible frein the white set-
tIers, and directed iat in any scheme for the improve-
ment of the Indians, the first object to bc arrived at,
should be tieir location iii compact settlements, apart,
if possible, froni the population of European descent.
He added, howevci that "where settleiients had al-
ready been made and land brouglt into cultivation,
Hler Majesty's Goverument would bc most unwilling
to interfere.

Wit1i regard to the settlement at Man itoulin, His
Lordship, upon the representations made against it,
requird information, and directed that special inquiry
into tieir truth should be made on the ,spot, and the
resuilt be reported te hum The enquiry appears to
have been made, and a report vas presented to the
Lieutenant Governor, but net transmitted te the Secre-
tary of Stat.- (See Appendix No., 25.)

" The first stp te hie real improvement of tle In-
dians is t gain them over from a wandering to" a
settled lifm ; and for tiis purpose it is essential they

" sliould have a sensè of permanency in the locations
" assigned te themi ; that thcy should bc attached te
" the soif, by being tauglit to regard it as reserved for
" the and their children by the strongest securities.
" Their locations tierefore should.be gratied to them
" and their posterity for ever by a grant under the
" great seatl of ic Province, on such eris, and accorm-
" panied by suchiprovisions, as shall render, thein un-
" attachable by credlitors, and inalienable cither by

the tribe or any occupant, vithout the joint concur-
rence of the Lieutenant Governor for the time being,

" the principal.chief of the settiement, and thie resi-
" dent inissiomury or nissionaries,

li this connection I recommend to your conside-
" ration the means of encouraging and promoting
" among the Indians the pursuits of agriculture. By
" seasonable and judicious intervention il seeins nut
' unlikely that the Governnent may materially aid
" that object.

2nd. The next important object to be obtained is the
establishment among then of scliols, vith coipe-

' tent teachers ; schools affording elementary instruc-
, tion, not only in (h common branches of education,
" but in blte rudiments of agriculture and of inecha-

nics, and sIperinteneCld by masters of competent
knowledgeand of strictly moral and religious chia-

" racter. The requisite authority for applying te-
" wards puioses of this nature a portion of the Par-
" Iiainetary vote on accounît of the Indian Depart-
" ment, was conveyed to your predecessor in my des-
" patch of the 14th January, 1836. I have little
" doubt that among thé missionaries who have so zea-
" lously devoted tliemselvs to the conversion of the
" Indians, taclhers for such schools may b found,"

" srd. fi order te stimilate the exertions of those
wio attend the schools, it would probably be advan-

" tagos, that periodical examination should take
place, accompaiied by public trials of skill in agri-

" culture. On such occasions prizes should be d istri-
" buted to thiose vlio have shown peculiar diligence

or ability or vho have distinguished themselves by
" regularity and good conduct. Tie consideration
" vhicli would attâch to those who obtained such
" prizes would be an incenttive ho some VIo Might
" otherwise noglect the schools.

« 4th. The gradual conversionof the usual presents
" into agriculturalimplenients.' And the introduction,
" if possible, of a change in the dress of the Indians,
" would probably conduce te wean them from their
"former hablis. In promoting such a change, how-
" over, great care would be required not te offend the
' national habits and prejudices of these people, or to
" deprive them too suddenly of any articles which by
" customn have acquired a fictitious value in their eyes.'
4 Stil, more carefully is it to be preovided, tha w- ef-

fecting changes of any kind, no roon shall e given
" for any just imputation on the good fithii of this
" country.

5tb. The penalties denounced by law against per-
sons sellirig spiritslto tlie Indians should be strietly

" enfbrcd.,

" 6th. The instructions vhich yoi have previously
" received, and which are reiterated in this despatch,
'lin regard, te the title-deeds of Indian lands, should
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sible.

7th. The co-operation of the oflicers of the Indian.
Department, should be cheerfully af'forded to the
lyfhisionaries employed iii the various settlements »I
any arrangement calculated te promote the con»imon
m itcrcsts."

In consequence "of this lespatch, Sir George Arthur
directed the whole subject of Indian Affairs in the Up-
per Province to be thorouglly investigated by Mr.
Tucker, the Provincial Secretary J; but the attention
of that gentleman having been called to other duie's,
the task was assignied to Mr. Justice Macaulay, wlo in
April, 1839, presentei a lucid and valuable report, in
which, however,i the consideration of the future consti-
tution of the Indian Departînentwas omitted. As tuis
was oe of the chief points on which Sir G. Artlr
desired information, since lie laid reported to tho Se-
uretar of State tlat, it vas his intention to suggast,

a plan' foi- re'iodelli n« tlîe whole Inidian D(>Î',rt'-
ment at the earliest opport iety ho referred theI

report to Mr. William eIpburn, who had for a period
of nearly two years carried on flic superiiitendence of
the Department, but , vas not then conneeted with it.
The Commissioners have been unable te discover,
and Mr. Hepburn lias not been able to supply a copy
of the remarks anîd suggestions which ho in cose-
quence furnished.

lIn the latter part of the same year, the Indian De-
partnent came under investigation, in consequence of,
an Address from the louse of Assembly to the Lieu-
tenant Governor, praying that le Iwould order an ini-
vestigation into tlo business, conduat, anid organization
of the several public Departments. Tlie inquiry avas
conducted bythe Vice Chanceillor, ,Mr. Justice:Ma-
cauly, (who bad already reported on the subIject,) and
Mr. Hepburn, one of the present Commissioners.

According to their instructions, they were to inves,
tigate-first, the present condition, both in a moral anit
political point of view, of the dilTerent tribes, forrming
the Indian population: aiso, hie extent of tleir lands
and annuites; and second, wHethîe any hteratior or
nmendment might be'beneficially intredùc'ed ii the
mode of conductingtIn Department. The e-
larged andI benevlent views of the Lieutenant Göeq-
ior are she wn iii tlic enumeration cf the toptes coï-
înected with "the first head into which they were direct:-
cd to, inquire; but unfortunately, owiijg, as th Com-
imissioners stated, to the've'ry extensive md complicated
nature of the first branch of inquiry, and the runotenss
of the sources of inlformnation upon whîich the Com it-
tee can alone form ccurate inions, tluy weré in-
duced, , while such information was in the progress of
collection to confine their first 1eport, wvli aipearel
iii Februery, 1840, te te subject of fe e Dupàrtment,
and thieydid niot subsequently resune their labors, nor
have the present Commissioners been able to recover'
mudhof the informationst that time collected.

The Report, however, wvas>rinted and became pub-
licd, athough it 'was never funmally adoptcd nor trans-
mitted to the Secretary of State, and Us recommemia-
tions were nover carried out,

AtIthe Union of the two Provin ces, Lord Sydeniiam
combined and remodilled the ,arious public Depart-
mnents, with Uhe exceptian f tht coni èted with' the

Indians, which, from the want of sufficieit information, p]
and the many difficulties with whiclh the vhiole ques-
tion of Indian Affairs vas surrounded, lie .vas obliged 2o1h
to leave untouched ; but it was bis intention :wlenever
the state of the public biusiness enabled him lo apply
himself earnestly t' the subject, to reforn the Depart-
ment. His general views, wliich coincide in some
respects vith thiose of Sir F. Had, r tate in the
following despat:l

I have tle honour to acknowledge the receipt of your
despatch of the IStistant, No. 393, on the subject of
uhe Id DePartnent in Canada. I beg to assure
your Lordship hat I have given the subject my atten-
tive consideration, and I bope to be able to submit for
your, approval, a t'lm fr ie' consolidation ofIthe
Departm nt. At the su e tie the -nîatter'is attended
wvithi great difliculty, arising fromn thecpeculiarity of thue
duties which tle officers of the Department bave to
perform, the extent of country comprised within tleir
jurisdiction, and, aboveI ail, froin the systein pursuci
with regard to the Indians, vhici, in my pinion, isof the
most inistakenî character., All, my observation bas
complctely satisfied me, thàt the direct,interference of
flic Government is only dtiantageous to the Indians
Ivho can still follow their accustomeld pursuits, and
thlat if îhey became settlers, they should be compelled
[o faIll nto the ranks of the rest of Her Majesty's sub-
Jects, exrcising the saine independent controul over
their own property and their own actions, and subject
to the same general law as other citizens.

The aitnpt ti cormbine a systeni of puipilage with
the settlenment of these people in civilized parts, of thîe
country, leads only to embarrassmnent to the Goverrr
ment, expense to the Crovn, a vaste of theýresourdes
of tle Province, and injury to the Indians themîselves.
This circumstanced, the Indian- loses: al the good
qualities of his wild state, anl acquires nothing but the
vices of civilization. le'does not become a goo set,
tier, lie does not become an agricultui'istoeamneclianic.
He does become a drunkard and a debaicliee, andthiqs
females and fàmily follow the same course. He occu-
pies valuable land, unprofitably to himself'and inijurious-
ly to the country; Ha gives infinit trouible ho tle
Government, and adds nothing either to twlicvealth1
the industry, or the defeu0ce f thie Province.

In tlie fornier Province the native
Itribes iad, from a period as renote at th miiddle of
the 17th century up ho tlie Conqluest, been unlder hie
espiecitl care and direction cf the Jesuit Missioniries,
wI collected soie of them in the settlernents whi ich
now, exist, obtained graits of laid for thei frori tli
French Crown, to be applied to thlii- education and
civilization, and becairne hemselves tieir instructors iii
so muii tif hi e knowdge and arts of life as tlcy
tlhoigit it advisable to imipart to them. These indinis
teicre earc arly cmlbra ccid Christia nity, and beca me
mîeimbrs of the Ronmain Catholilc Ch rii, zea lus dc-
votees aI thie s]rinies of Ileir sliIts, and docile, but
uiinIi glitened follovers of tlicir appuinted issionaries.
Sinice tle cession of thie Provinîce te Geat Britaini,
when Lhe Crown succcedced to the Guardianiship of tic
indlians, littie or no advance lias been made in thleir

education iand improvoinit. Ticir conversion ben g
-il cady complte,,there vas no strong incùiltive or cali
fo' fresi ileasures oi Uie part cf the Gcvernment, and

the rnissionries, Who were not disturbed in their ap-
pointmferits, were net likely to initiate any. In Ca nada
West, o the contrary, to which the iniluence of' thc
Jesuits and Roman Catholic Clergy did, nut extend,
tie Indians reniai ned, until a very recent period, in a
state of heathen barbarism. With the exception of
the Mohawks on the Grand River and Bay of Quinté,
and a snial' Moravian settlement ait Fairlield on the
River Thames,,whicli was founded, in 1793, there wks
net a Clristian community ci Indians previous to tihe
pLesent cenm ury. 'Tic missiornaries of the Church of
Engatnd and the Wesieyan Methodist Ciurch have
since converted almost ail the resident tribes, and have
cndeavouîrcd, in some instances witli much success, to
ribue themi with that spirit of iiquiry, and desire for
improvement, which, il aill countries, peculiarly char-
acterise the Protestant convert. Tlie ndians, too, are
less enervated by a long dependence on Ilîcir mission-
aries, and by intermarriage with the vlites.

Their proximity to settlers of activity and enter-
piise, and hlieir constant exposure to diecejItion and
robbery by the ame unrit cipedcf their neighbours,
have aroused some of their dormant energies ; and
tlese circumstances, withl the attention which they
have recently received from thie Governirient, have
raised them in intelligence and knowledge, above their
brethren in the olliter Province.

The physical formation of thme red nan ii his na-
tive state, the sole inhabitant tof is aincesîral hunting
grounds and siranger to ie practices anid vices of
civilisation, is of the finest description. g-leiit, beauhy
of proportions, nobility of' caringe, activity, strength
antd suppleness, are its general characterist les. These,
however, haveaill decreased with civilisation andi the
progress of settlement, and the present race exhibit but
fiant ticés ,of their former organisation. Intempe-
rance may be cited as the chief causé.

PASI AND FUISENT CONSDITION'0F THlE INDIANS.'
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A ppendix
(EEE.) Lt has already been observed, that the untutored In-

dian is inoidinately fond of liquor. For this he 'will
sUhMarch. sacrifce every tliig in his possession, and he seldom

meets with compunction at the bands of the covetous
and unprincipled trader. This 'passion for liquor
among the Indians, and its baneful cllects, have led to,
statutary enactmnents mvaking it" an offence, punishable
by a fine of £20, to sel or give liquors to individuals
of this race. Notwithstanding, however, ail the ef-
forts ofdtie Government and the nissionaries, intem-
perance has been the rel man's worst enemy.

The next causes of his physical deterioration have
been the exposure and increased hardships attendant
upon bis hunting expeditions, and the alternations of'
extrene hunger and repletion, to which lie is usually
subject on these ouccasions.

Forrnerly, the Indian, accustomed to the shelter of
a rude wigwan, or to the canopy of heaven, and lit-
ured to the exertions cf the chase, found little difli-
culty, and Nvis exposed to little hardbhip i procuring
the gaie necessary for bis sustenance, whiclh was
abundart in his native forests. But now, the garne is
exhausted in bis old hunting grounds, and bas becone
scarce in those far distant to vhich he is obliged to
have recourse. 1-e now hunts for the sake cf the fur
alone, to produce vhich lie is olten pledged to the
trader. lisexpeditions becotne long and distant; his
success precarious; bis supply of food is often ex-
hausted, and lie is frequently exposed to the horrors of
starvation, both by hunger and cold. The civilised
[i(ian, too, wlho bas teen famialir withthe warnr log
but and ohier comnforts of civilisation, and who quits
tbese for a few 'montlhs or weeks m the year is no
longer qualified to brave the exposure consequent on
the.chase, and their expeditions to the sugar camp ; and
thus diseases, numerous anci fatal, are cngendered.
Consumription, catarrh, rheurnatisrn, vhich, 'vith scro-
fula, the consequence cf insuflicient or bad food, ex-
haust the strength of their victimsand lay the sec(s
of disease anti degenerationin their descendIants. The'
frecquent intermarriages of blood relations in small
bands, and the irregular connexlions with profligate
wlites, are aiso stated among tholéircumstances lead-
ing to the same result.

To these rust be added the natural indolence oftlhe
lndian temperament, wbich, in the absence of the ex-
citernent of savage life, keeps mrany of bis race in a
state of" inertness, destructive alike to the energy and
health of body and mind.

The same causes, it, l obvibus, mnust have had a
Miaterial efflect upon their mental energies and habits'
and it is a melancholy truth, that the example and e ri-
colIragenent of vicious white neighbours have been
armong the chief causes cfthe deterioration of Ie In-
d(on character, In his native state the Indian is sim-
ple-minided, generous, proud and energetic; his crafti.
uess is exhibited chiefly in the chase and in war. He
is generally docile, and possesses a lively and happy
disposition. Hle is very hospitable, nover refusing t'o
sbare bis provisions with the indigent, and usually
dividing the friuits of the chose wit.h his neighbours.
An ndian brave would rather di' than commit an act
der>gatory to his chàracier as a wvrrior ; and aô*tru6
hnedicine man would prefer the torments of the stake,
ratlier thqn violtO the rights of his medlicine bag. In
his balf civilised state, he is indolent to excess, inteine-
perate, suspicious, cunning,,covetous, amd addicted to
lying and fraud. These are not the fruits of Christi-
anity, arïd therefore it is evident that in such cases the

rlode cf their treatiert has beer defcctive, and ralls
for, alteration.

With ilhese p eliminary observations, the Cotmis.
sioners vill enter upon a more detailed account of the
Levcral tribes in Ciada.

INDIA NS OF: CANADA E AST.
The last Retura of Indians in Canada East, states

their number. at 8727, exclusive of a small body ut
the King's Posts, on the River Saguenay, vithin the
territory of the H1-udson's Bay Company, which, how-
ever, never come under the observation and protection
of the Gdvernment.

There bas been little fluctuation in the number for
many years past, as in 1827 it was reported to be
8649, and 3575 ii 1837. But it is stated to be at
present on the increase froin natural causes ; the
greater part are half breeds; in sorne settlements there
is scarcely a single pure-blooded Indian. At present,
however, they seldom internarry with wlhites, and an
instance of less legitimate connexion is alinst, un-
known.

The Indiaus of Lovier Canada, belong te soven
tribles, viz: Iroquois, Algonquins, Nipissings, Abena-
quais, I-lurons, Arnalacites and Micmacs, and occupy
seven villages or settlements, viz:-

1. Caughnawaga, on the Lake St. Louis, near
Montreal, (Iroquois.)

2. At St. Regis, at the ecadý of Lake St. Francis,
(Iroquois)

3. At the Lake of Two Mountains, on the Ottawa,
about thirty six miles north-west of Montreai, (Iro-
quois, Algonquins and N ipissings.)

4. At St. Francis on the River of that name,
(Abenaquais.)

5. Becancour, in the River Becacour, uearly op-
posite the town of !Tihree Rivers, (Abenaquais.)

6. La Jeune Lorette, nine miles north of Quebec,

7. Restigouche, on hIe River of that name, in the
Bay of Chaleurs, (Micmacs.)

These settleme'ts and the lands which they possess
clsev here, are secured to them either by deeds fromi
the French or British Crovn, or froi individual
propriter.s, or they bld themu by long nnlisputed
possession, confirmed by the Proclamation of 1763,
already adverted to. ý They bave ail emubraced Chris-
tiaîuity, and profess the Roman Catiolic Faith; with
the exception of four or five families at St. Francis,
who have been coverted te Methodism. Alnot ail
bave their own chapel, or access to thatof the village
at which they reside ; and at each settlement there s
a rmissionary eiihei' appointed by the Governmnent, or
by the Seiminary of St. Sulpice, for their special in-
struction ;' they are generally zealous and regIlar ii
their attendance to their religious duties. It is consi.
dered a great uhishment when ail Indian is prohi.
bited, for any offenice, from eitering bis church. They
usually attend service once or twice daily, and it is
stated that one 'of the motives for their regularity, is
their love of singing, of which a great portion of their
Worship consists. Their progress in religious senti-
ment and ioral conduct, is reported to vary at the
different settlemuents. bTherë has been somne irnprove-
ment wvithin the hist two years, caused ini o degree; by
the introduction of Tehiperance Societies ainong them.
The birth of illegitimnate children is les freqent than
formerly, but an eveht of this nature does not cast a
stigmna upon the mothr nor upon tho child, whchis
usually adopted into tle.tribe,

As regatds educatin, F

ary. nu mnost of the settlrments there is no school,
and the atttempts ,vhich, have, at various times, béen
made bv the Government and Charitable Societies, to
establish Schools arofig theoin in'this'part of the Pro-
vihice, have been frustrated by the jealousy, of the

-missionaries, who are generallY opposed te the influ-
ence of a Protestant teacher, and te the introduction
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setticinents, hioiwever, the Englisîh solely, or tIhe Eng-
20th Marc. lisih and Frunchî jointly, are spoken. In iil, their

native language is retainedl and encouraged. The
aptitude of the i ndila ns for he acquisition of know-
ledge, is as great as ta lit of the whites, or may eveni
in some respects be said to surpass il. Their qualifi-
cations as artizans, are stated to he less marked than
in the Upper Province, and tIe number aicquainîted
with handic raft to be snmiller.

In agriculture, considerable progress bas been made
of lite ycars Formerly, tley culItivated only Indiai
corn, using the loe anîd spade. At present, barkly,
onts,"peas,ý beis and potatoes, are cultivadte to a
considerable extentî, and each setticinert possesses a
greater or less nuîmber of ploughs ; several lave
adopted the system of a rotation of crops, ardl apply
nimnure to the land, like the Egglish and Scotch set-
tiers n their neighbourhood.

Most of the tribevs possess stock, cliefly hîores,
CovS, and a fow oxeni, but tleye are not skilful in the
management of tliem.

One of tle peculiaritles of ic Inlians, n the ir
native stutc, is theii proud aversion to labour; hence
in Ie early stages of civilization, they are accust omed
t impose upon the women Ilie greater part of the
labour l the fild and household. 'Ihis contines tlo
prevail to a considral exterit armolg the Indians of'
Lower Canada. A systerîatic division of the lv and
of the hours of laboir, is not yet practised amoig 1hemi.
The Indian seldorn leuves home in thie morning before
eight or nine o'clock, when 1i e sun being rison the
ir begiuis to grow warm ; ho t lien in soime seilements
goes to chapel, in othiers to llis field, where le con-
tinues at work during tle leat of ile day, ror six or
seven hours, lev'ig ai about four P. M. h'Ile rest
of the day is spent in idleness in ic village, or ln
fisiing and fouvling, and sonetimes in attendinte at
chîurcb, At times he vil stay atý home al day, or
sleep during the lieat of nooi-tide.

The Indians have in geneail, no statedl hour for
their incals, except ilheir breakfust, whicli they cat
befoure they lenve home. ' nde tIleir aiguagC does
not contain teris for the perioilical nmals of civilized
life ; tley are aill inîchided in the tern 'eating
SucI as cau affbrd il, eat thirce times a day, wlien
they hiappen io feel hunîgry ; bot the majority et oily
twice a day, yrnoing an eveîing. \Ýhen tlev stay
at home and lavç [oud ait tlheir commlnand. they cat
several timles iu the course of (le day.

Their health is generally stateol to be as god as (EEE.)

thait of their white neiglbours, and they are subject to
the saine discases. it has bcon remarked, lovever, 2 mil marcî.
that Epjidnemics have proved noio fatal anong tlns
race, thon among the whites :but this difference arises
probably from moral and social, rather than from
physical causes. Sinice the year 1823 'the Idians of
Cnada East have received advice and attendance,
when iecessary, from the Army Medical Officers, in
co3nsequîence of a regulation to that effect, established
by the Eli of Dalhousie.

Te usual number of children born to a married
copple, is stated, by the greater rionîber of authorities,
to be six or seven ; the number reared to be four or
five. The numlber among thie wilder tribes, however,
is less, and is reported not to exceed two or three.

Few of them live in wigwams, except. Ile Algon-
quins aul Niu)issings, ait the Lak of Two Mountains,

nd soineof tie Iroquois ait St. 1egis, wlio'occupîy them
temporarily luring the summer seiisoii, wlien their

s aie at a distance from their fiîld resîdneîces.

Few, if any, of their national institutions and cus-
toms remain, since Iteir conversion Tieir -Pagan
ceremonies and observances are abandoned. The
rites of baptism, marriage anid hurial, are observed

1lamong thern as among the wites: The possession
and dlescent ofpropuerty are regulated by Ile saie rules,
except thiat by provision of the, Governiment, their
land cannot be alienated from the tribe t which it
belongs, without the coisent of the Crown. The land
is not d ivided amrong the members of the tribe, but it
is not occupied nor tilled in common. Each member
chooses any parcel of grounid, witiin theresarve of his
tîibe, whici lie leases, provided il be not already ap-
propr iated by another, and this lhe cultivates for the
support of hisown funily', without the interferenceand
secure frmni the intrusion of lis neiglbours. This
parcel ie cin bequeath to bis heirs,,or to any member
Uf bis tribe; if he iXpresses no wish on the subject, lis
hecirs talke undisputed possession of it,

lhe fondness of the Indians for hunting is stated to
ave abited considerably, owing, in a great measure,

ts the d ?iliulty of indulging it. Formerly it was
usual for the' mile nduits to pass "the wiiter in hle
forests, in pursuilt of gaie ; bot now few, except the
A lenuinqis and Nipissi ngs, alheady referred to as
living in wvigwams, and a f'ew of ie Ahenariuais,
conutinue the pratice. A geierali view of tic Indiuuns
of Cuuoaa Eist, is shicwn in the fllow ing Table, a
description of ihe several Bands will suîpply the infor.

In 1837 it was 932,
and in 1827, 967, but i is probable that, in the-earlier
of these øyears, fewer precautions were taken to pre-
vent an abuse cf the issues. During tie seven years,
from 1835ý t 1841, the number of Baptisms which
took place'vas 413, iveragiig fity-nine yearly; and
the number of deaths was 241, averaging thirty-four
yearly. The increase, therefore, by the excess of
births over tls during this period was 172. There'
is scarcely a pure blooded Inclian in this settlement,
Their general iealth is thé samne as that of their ývhite
neighbours. Pulronary diseases are the ,most, pre-
valent among then. There has not been an instance,
at Caughnawaga, of an Indian voman living un-
married with ' white man, for a long period. 'lho
birth of illegitimate children has alse becoI less
frequent than formerly, and partibularly since noctur,
nai assemblies and dances have been abolished in tho
village; oalone illegitiriate chld vas baiptized dur-
ing the year 1842.

The Seigniory continued under the superinterdence
andl management of the Jesuits until the 15th April
1762, wlen it was entirely and exclusively vested
in the Iroquois, under the superyision, of the Indian
Department. The teris and conditions cf thô new
titles or declarations, under the Letters Patent de
Tennier, dated 10th Decernber, 1827, are sûch as
are usual, and have been stipulated m the grants màd

ain the Seigniories heretofore belonging to the late
ordor of Jesuits in this Province.

The Seigniory is et present under the immediate
management of an Agent duly authorized, who is re-
qhired to render"an annualaccount, formaliy attested,
of the transactions of his agency, andto; explain ,to the
Iroquois Cliiefs, in full Council,(in the presence of the
missionary and Superintendant of Indians,) the parti-
culars of the receipts and expenditure;, andfiñálly to
transmit the accounts and vouchers to the Secretary of
Indian AfMairà, by whom the abstract is printed and
furnished to the Indians.

Within the last fifteen years bctwecl forty and ifty
f nilies bave commenced to tilt the land ; they ai first
Iblowed the old Canacliai mnod of agriculture, and
used only the lic, which is still retained by a consi-
doerable numbor ; but others have adopted the re
advanced method, introduced avog thir white neigh-
bours. The members of the tribe own forty-fliv
ploughs, and forty barrows, with a number of spadOs,
hoes, axes, &c. They appear to understaud the use
of those wnts, and, \vith few exceptions, to take
care of then. They possess 115 oen, 172 cows,
206 horses, ani 344 swine, 'vith sume poultry, but
unfortnately many of thei, perish in coiseqeicnce of
ti Indians not unîderstanding the management of their
stock in) the winter seasrn. In the year 1841 thley
raised 2876 busiels, of Indîian corn, 950 bushels of
oats, forty lîusliels of barley, '70 busîhels of beans and
peas, 2307 b ushels of potatoes, and G35 tons of bay.

A resident Roman Chtholic ioary, prcl.fectly
conversant with" the Indian language,, ani paid by hie
Governient, is attached t this settleent, liwhro lie
ias been stationed for a longorid. 'Tiere is in the'

village a substantilnîian spacious stone chluirci, with a
steeple and two bells, and a Presbytery for hie mis-
s.onary, also cf stone ; both buildings ,werc erected by
tIe Jesuits; and in the yoar 1532, the Imoperial Go-
vernment granted £200 for the repairs of tel churci,
anld in the following year a large bell wVas sent outIby
conmanil of 1-1er Majesty. The iissionlary colihates
the mass and preaches every Sabbatih and Holiday,
and there is daily service rnorning and evening,tlirough-
out the ye.ar; ho also catechiises the ciildren daily,
The Iroquois have every inens of religions instrue-
tionl, which are, enjoyed by othre R71Oman Catholics,
and thjey are reported to be regular in thcir attendance
at confessiop, and ai the holy Coriunion,.

There is net at present a school of any description
at Caughnawaga, but fvebogs of the tribe arc educatedi
at the school at, Christieville. in the year 1835, Lord
Aylmer appointed an Engish teacer of the Roman
Catholic persuasion to coiduct a school at this village;
but, like a former' similar attemnpt, on tho part of the
Society for Piomoting ducation and Ilndustry aonorg
the Indians and destitute settlers, it failed, through the
prej udices of the missiortany to the introduction Of the
Eriglish language. The teacher was in conseqoence
withdrawn in 1838, by order of the tarl of Gosford.
Thtere are not any tradesrnen, strictly speaking, amng"
ti tribo, a few may be elassed as self-taught carpen-
ters and joiners, and. nearly all are expert in t(iuse of
the axe and saw.

With regard to thelir noral' habits, tie Superiotn1-
dant states, that lie considers tfiese Inlians to be very
little inforior to i.he low'e order of the French Cana-
dian population in the D istrict.

The Chiefs and all other respectable Indians, ac-
know1edge that ctheir condition has been improved
within th last few years, arid thîey apl-iear te bi very
desirous of advancing, [n tie suirnner of 1841, a

Teiperance Society was established aRnong then by
the îiishop cf INancy. The missiory repor'ts that lie
finds thwer ruclh less addict'ed to vicious habits thian
lbrrnerly, tlioir morals are improved, and a larger
number illow agricultural pursuits. For a few years
this sectlenent was much disturbed by petty local dlis-

rence, and Lake St. Francis, by whicli it is bounded
on the north; along the boundary line on the south, it
extends nîearly ýfourten miles; on the east it is boun-
ded by the Township of Godianchester. Its aiea is
about 21,000 acrcs.

Th village covers about tlirty acres; it contains
seventy-nine dwelling houses, and fifty-one siall barins
and stables, all of Vood, ownel and occupicd by
Britislh Jidians, and forty bouses and twenty-eiglht
barns and stables, also of wood, owned anid occupied,
by Ainmrican Indians.

Tlie nunîber of British Indîlians entihed te receive
pîresenîts is 450. Tte.Ame.rican Iridians are stated Io
be rno'e nuinerous. In 1827 the niîumber of British
Indians was only 348, and in 1837, 881.

Tfie increase, therefore, Nvithin tle last six years, bas
been considerabler and more rapid thîan in the preced-
ing ton years. The number ofbaptisms during the
last ten years, as amounted t 165. The numrber of
deathts intriog the same period is not stated; The
nuanber of lialf breeds oflegitiniate birth, is'stated iot
te exceed toi ; but it is probable, that this does not
include the quarter breeds and others of still more lin-
Puie indiaîn blood, and there is no means of ascertain-
ing lte mnber of those illegitimately born. The Te-
sident Superintendant, liovever, estimates the latter"
at between thirty and tfory.

The present number of this tribe at St. Francis is
353. In 1841, it was 306, at which time there were
96 heads of families. Owing to the nigratory habits
of this trile, there may bd some fluctuation in their
number froi year to year, but since 1827 there lias
been no material incase or diecrase. The numîber
of baptisms in 1841, was 12; of mariages 4; and of
burials 21. The majority of tIese Indians reside in tie
village of St. Francis, which is about SI acres in ex-
teni: ehey occupy 44 hiuses, built chbiefly of wood, with
a few of stone, which are tolerably comffotable ; they
possess 4 barns, and 16 stables. About a dozen fami.
lies, who don't cultivate any land, live in wigwams for
about three quarters of the year, frequentmg the forests
near fish lakes. These seldom resort to iir villages
more than once annually, te receive thxeir presents, an'
to perform their religious duties. Their wives contri-
buteto the support of the family by tle manufacture of
baskets, mocassins, snow-shxoes, &c.

The land which they have reserved for tleir own
use is about 500 acres; the quantity under cultivation
about 200 acres; they are backward'ia inteir mode of
agriculture, Iaving rade no progress during the,last
tifteen years ; their fondness for the chase is stated to
be as great as formerly. Few of them subsist wlolly
by agriculture. They produced in 1841

180 bushels of Indian Corn,
23 do. of Wheat,
40 do. of Oats,
68 do. of Peas and Beans,

1469 do., of Potatoes,
79 tons of Hay.

Ttieir stock consists of 16 horses, 34 cows, and 50
swine; they possess 2 ploughs, and 10 carts.

The Government supports a Roxman Catholie Mis-
sionary at this settlement, and the Indians frequent tlie
church at St. Francis, A Methodist Missionary rosi-
dent at this place has converted four families to his per-
suasion. The Roman Catholics have full service on
Sabbaths and holidays, and evening service throughout
the year. Thîey are regular in their attendance, and
the Missionary reports that,,tleiir spiritual condiion,
leaves nothing to be dosired.

Thxere is a school in which about thirtf children cf,
both sexes arc instructed. They are tauglt reading and
writing and the elements of arithmetic. The Frenc0
language is used intie school. The on ly books, in
tise aretrthe Old and,,New Testaments. The scholars
are stated to evince good ability, but little :inclination
for the acquisition of kno'wledge, and the teacher is fre-
quently obliged to fctcli them from their bomnes.

On the hole, these indians are less advanced tliai
those of the, Iroquois tribe, especially in agriculture and
habits of ixdustry. Thxe establishmertý of ,Termperance
Socicties amongst tliei during the past year, bas proved
beneficial in weaning many froin tieir habits cf drun-
kcnness, nd may lead to fuhör improverrxit.

Their present number is eighty-four. In 1836 it
was 119; the decrease is owing chiefly to migration;
about a twentieth part are half-breeds. The village is
nearly six acres, in extent. It contains only eleven
small vooden bouses. One chief has a house and
propertyin the towu of Three Rivers. The tribe cul-
tivate, in small patches, about thirty acres, including the
islands, but their method is of the rudest kind; they
use no instruients but tie hoc and of these
they have so small a nunber as to b>e "obliged to lend
to one another.

They bave made no progress in agriculture, and
bave broken up no fresh ground since the year 1812.
This, lowveir, nay be partly owing to lie limited
extent of their Reserve; and toethe necessity of pre-
serving the wood for" their ýwinter supply. There are'
several poor niembers of their tribe, who haye taken
shelter, in their village, with whom they share their
me ins ot subsistence. Ail are obliged to make out a
livelihood by dressing skins and 'Making snoiv-shoes
and baskets. During the winter some of the able-
bodied men hunt. In summer, as soon as the potatoe
and corn crop arc taken in, scarcely a man is left in
the village. Most of tiem establish themselves on the
banks of rivers, where they catch a suppIy of fish anil,
make baskets;' others go about the country, some as far
as Qucbec, in search of a livelihood; they romain ab-
sent froi tuo to four months.

There is no missionary, attached te these Indians,
but they are regular attendants at the church of Be-
cancour, and constant in the "performance of thoir reli-
gious dutiesboth public:and private.

then. At one time Lorette was the conistant resort of
the dissibated youth of' Quebec.o It became, the scene
of midnight orgies, andeprofligacy of the worst descrip-
tion, until ie'extent of-the 'evit attracted:the attention
of the Police-authorities- in Quebec, ,who took measurei
te repress the mischief. Since then à considerable im-
provement has taken, place in tie village, and within
the last, two years tie Indians have made a ensible
progrcss in religion tand inorality. Owing, in some,
measure, to the want öf land, agriculturè as inade but
little progresä amoi'g therm. They cùltifatépaît bf the'
forty acres which they possess, in pàtlies of three or
four acres te each fanmily. They uie the systrn and
impleine ts doinmon among the Cànadians,ind grow
cats, peas, Indian corn, lotatoes hnd ecetables. In
185, they poduced-

48,bushels Wheat,
161 do Indian Cérn,
353 do -Potatoes.

Their present annual produce is about-

They do not, however, depend opn agiculture en-
tirely for support-tliy lint and fish, and their vo-
mon make moccasins, snow-shoes,&c., wlîich thscy sell
to visitors ,and in Quebec. Some ý of them employ
Canadian labourers ;for the field work. Their foi-
noss.for fishing and hunting. still continues, and they
commonly, devote ,three months i the spring, and ,the
saine period in the autumn, to these pursuts,but with
less ardour than formerly, as tly meet witi' greater
difliculties andIess success. Th y resört cbiefly to
the district between thc St. ituico and the 8u.-
nay

They have a liapel, and a'missienary is.maintained
by tie Governmnenifor their instructiôn. Thire is a
school.wvhichIîis attendell lutetty regulaïrly by twenty-
Jiyc clîildren. Te'instruction and books i uso are
the saine as those ' .to be found in coinmon Canadian
schools. Tlé cildren are ap scholan- he s
are, skilful, artizans. Formerly, there wre en amng
those Indians, masons, carpentors, oners and blâci-
smiths; but at present there are only twemasons.

These Indians have neyer been admitted te a titie
to share in. the. annual distribution of presents.

1842, they
recived tier as.a special favoùr, inder particuar cir-
cumnstances accornpanying cadh occasion. ,Their dis-
tance, also, from the Governmen- of both Lower Ca-
nada and New Brunswick, from the latter"cf which
they have been in the habit,of claiming assistance, lias
removed them from observation, ,and been, the cause Of
their falling-into, a state, of neglect and inisery from
whici they have onlywithin a year or two commenced
to emerge.

To'Ley ave)laely jeined thelTempprancç,Society,
and display cpsilerable aniietyetoimprove, and ,a
di osition tó assume habits of industrg . They have
been encouraid by ilie visits of agents on the part liath

Ibeen left very much to themselves, without sufficient

perietndence, and from the fiact that sene famUies
"till remain on the land, the Committee do notsee rea -
son to thiinkthat,a fair chance of success was ofcred tò
the settlement in its progressor that its apparent failure
would justif'y the entire abandoniment of it." They

therefore suggested the " expcdiency o endeavouring te
induce ite Indians who had left thoir lands to return
ta t hn, and of continuing that superintendence, sup-,
port and encouragement which it was, no doubt, the
intention of the Earl of Dalhousie to afford, and Nvith-
out which no attemnpt to settle the Indians on land can

"ever succeed." No steps, however, have been taken
to carry out this suggestion.

Besides the Indians already described, there are' a
few who have no fixed place of residence, although
they generally frequent certain localities, an I are known,
by the naines of those places.

1. THE ALGONQUINS OF THREE RIVERS.

Evidcno f? These are ninety-two in number. With
v.eM. ppen- the exception of a chief, vho has a farn atvillo. ilppi-,
di.r m,. 9. Batiscan, and threc other tfandies, who
have houses and plots of' land at Three Rivers, thîey
do not possess any landed property, and subsist wholly
by hitnig and fishîing.

They reside in vigwams, being unable, fron their
poverty, to procure or bùild houses. Having no land,
thov are altogether ignorant of agriculture. Their
chi'ef resort for the chase is the river St. Maurice.

The women are' much engaged in the manufacture
of embroidered rnitts and mocassins 'and other fancy
articles, lor which they find a ready sale ai Three
Rivets. The Chief at Batiscan employs a Canadian

They are members of the Roman Catholic Church,
andi atiend service at Three Rivers and Batiscan.

2. TETES, DE BOULE OF -THE RIVER ST.
MAURICE.

Evîdence of These are wandering Indians, eighty-six
Mr.DeNiver-in numbor, who live Wvholly by fishing and
dix No. 9. hunting. They are the leastcivilized of any
tribe in the Lower Province ;-have no fixcd residence,
and nover quit their huuting-grounds on the upper part
of tue River St. Maurice, until the approachof theperiod
fir reciving their annuat presents. Part of them ap-
pear te have been heathens up te a recent period, but
are now, liko the rest, adnitted into the Roman Cà-
thtolic Church.

3. WANDERING AMALACITES, IICMACS,
AND ABENQUOIS.

These Indians, wvho are for the nost part in a state
Of complote destitution, subsist exclusively by fishing
and hunting, and by the produce oUf'ancy articles made
by thteir women ; t'heir present number is estimated at
one hundred and eighty,. l- 1827ithey vere twice as
nueinrous. Among thein are included the Amalacites,
wlo are supþosed to have abandoned the River Verte
settlernent ; sone of bhe Abenquois, who were former-
ly included n tiis number, have prohgbly settled with
their brethren at St. Francis and Becancour.

INDIANS 0F CANADA WEST.
The Indians of Canada West may be dividea into

bhrec classes.

'À--

It is impossible te form an accurate estimate of the
number of these two classes. The number froquent-
ing the shores and islands 'of Lake Huron, the country
about Lake Nipissing, andtlie northern shore of Lake
Superior, as far a Fort William, Wcre estimnated by Mr.
Superintendant Anderson, in 1839, not to exceed
3,300, and this calculation is borne out by the nunbers
who have attended annually to receive presents. The
number of those in the Nortih-West ànd the Territory of
the Hudson's Bay Company, have been'variously stat-
cd; but the Commissioners have no data on which to
form an estinate. They are for the nost part, wild
and uncivilized, clependant upon the chase and fishing
for subsistence, and constantly exposed te the severest
privations. Those who are in the employment of the
Ludson's Bay Company as hunters and trappers, are

understood to receive mnuch attention from tle Agents
of the Company, who, as vell as varlous relgious
Societies in England and North America, employ se-
veral missionaries for their ' religious instruction and
temporal improvement.

The Visiting Indians, as already described, are those
who fought on the'side of the British in their warswith
the Americans, but who retained tieir lands in the
territory of the United States. Tleir nurmber must e
considerable, but only a small portion have attended
annually,to receivo presents. The distance to the place
ofe distribution, the opposition of the American authori-
ties te their attendance, and the necessity for leaving a
sufficient number to protect their villages and crops,
have, for some years past, linited the attendance te be-
tween 2000 and 3000.

The issue of presents te those Indians -will be dis-
continlued for the future. In 1836, Lord Glenelg sug.
gosted the proprioty of this course,'wlhich wasjustified
on the grounds, first, that as the recipients were sub-
jects of another state, there was no reason why the
British Government should continue te make annual
payments te then; and secondly, that it amounted a1.
triost te an act of hostility te tieGovernment of the
United States, to supply guns and ammunition to the
American Indians, withwhomitIwasait thattime engaged
in civil war. Üpon the proposition of the tieutenant-
Governor, Sir Francis B. Icad, sanctioned by' the
Secretary of' State, ,notice was given at the general
distributioit aManitoulin, in 1837, that, after the ex-
piration of tlree years, presents would enly ho g ven
to those Indians who should actuallv reside in the
British territpry. TItis notice was interpréted to sig
nify tat the American .indians wouldbe deprived of
the presents orrly while they conitinued te reside in the'
United States, and tait those 'who sluidsettle in Bri-
tish North 4merica at any tiniefte'tr fthexiration of
the thtree years, should become re-entitled toe ents,
This interpreiation, loNvevet wa' s repudiad if the
jtperiil Government; and n '84 a &seddnotice
was given, thaÏ those Indians wIoSlukii6thàve be
corne settlèrsÂn nnads
hould -henceforward and reverçease te receive pre-

snts. These notices la.ve ledi a considerableimni-
gration of the Ameriçan Indians into Canidd,

Owing to the ianner in which the issues to ilhose In-,
dians have been recordéd, it is impossible during past
years to separate them froi Ile Wtandering an(d Visiting
Indians' vithl any accuracy, and consequently, the flue-
tuations in Ilcir numbers cannot be stated, There is
no (loubt, however, tlat their numbe r has increased,
partly by the excessof births over- deaths, partly by the
settlerent of several bands wrvho were formerly Nvan-
derers, and iii a stil greater reasure, by the immigra-
tion froi the United States, already noticed.

The number to vhomr presonts have- been annually
issued,appears,from facts and statemeontswhich have coe
under the observation of the Commissioners, te present
no accurate index of the nurmber actuplly existing in,
the Province; andl tlhe R'cords of hei Department are,
upon this and nany otlier subjects, very imperfect.

of Lite cailier surrenders, the greater portion lias
been already sold, and the procceds have been ligested
either in Consols in England or in, the Grand River
Navigation Stocl, hie' survey of the portion last
surrendered is not completo, but a considerable part is'
already occupied by settliers or squatters, and the
whole wvill probably be soon setetld.

The Six Nations consist properly of the Mohawks,
Oneidas,* Senecas, Onondagas, and Cayugas, which
formied the original confederacy of the Five Nations,
called Iroqtuoisby the French, vith the Tuscaroras,
who wvere adopted into the confederacy.

But the cotmmunity on thte Crad River includes,
also a few Delawares, Tutulies, Muntures, Nunti-
cokes, and some other Indians, together with a few
families of Negroes, adopted into the Nation. The
number, acecrding to a census taken iii 1843, is 2,223.
Tley are settled in small bands, divided according to
thoir tribes, or collected under ,separate Chiefs, on
both sid s of the. River, from the Cayuga Township
line, to the south side of the Haimilton road, but are, at
present, about to retire altogether tethe south side.

The greater part live min log louses scattered over
this tract; very few, comparatively, live in villages; of
thsese there are properly but three, the Mohawlk, Tus-
carora and Cayuga. 'The first, which is between one
and two miles from Brantford, was established in
1784-5, the year after the enigration of the Six
Nations, It contains about twentv-four housey and

extends in a very irregular form from a quarter to a half (EEE.)
a mile., Its church, which is said to be the oldest in
Canada West, is a very neat building in excellent repair,
and contains the farnily vault of the celebrated Chief
of the Mohawks,Joseph Brant. All the Indian inhabi-
tants of this village, iviththe exceptionof four or five
families, have sold their improvements to white settlers
and have removed to other parts of the Reserve, for the
convenience chiefly of procuring fuel, whicih they iad
great difficulty in obtaining at the"village.

The Tuscarora village is a mile and a lialf from the
siteof the Six Nations Council House, iwhiçh is cleven
miles distant from Brantford; it was established ten or
fifteen years later than the Mohawk Village, and is of
nearly the samo extent; but the bouses, of which there
are about thirty, are less scattered; it contains few or
ro white settlers, and there is a neat little church at
co end of tho village.

The upper Cayugä Village is now deserted by the
Indians. Thie Onondaga anîd Salt Spring îettlements,
mentioned in former Reports, can scarcoly be called L

villages.
The bouses are all of legs, and in'eaclh settlenient

tlhere are sevcral barns. , None of the Six Nations
Indians reside in' wigwamà. The vealth and condi-
tion of each tribe is suffßciently shoewn in the following
table, from the Abstract of wblich, it appears that 2223
individluals,' forming about 500 families, occupy 397
bouses, baving fifty-five barns attached te thm. They
possess eighty-five wagons, 127 sleighs, 153 ploughs
and ninety-seven harrows. Their stock consists of
350 horses, 561 oxen, 700 cows, 2070 swine, and
eighty-three shëep.

cessive suriendler's of portions of tlieir tract.

They depend ahnost entirely upon agriculture for
thir subsistence, and seldom resort to liuniting and
'ishing fR a supply of food, aithougi mny cf thm i.
ulge in tlese sports fùr var'iouis periods, extendiig

froni a fortnighlî to tireo ionthis, towards the close of
thieycar. flieir chief huntiag-grounds are in the
Tow'iships of Nurwich, Zorra, Denihamn, Wundhan,
leim, cî and at the Chippewa Creek ; but wien un-
sucessful amt these places, thev r'sOrt ta mule cdistant

localities. At least once-ilird lo not luint at al ; and
it is probable, lIat, when thle gameili becomres exhaumsteil
min the su rrounlinig Townships, thle inclination of' the
reainder ta th; case ill have ahgetmher cea.

Thlliy ale much improved in thuir hahits of inîdustry
and their mode of agriculture, and they raise a greaer

varity of' grain anud vegetailes ilan frmnerly ; ut uit
has been observed, that theiri crops hiave becn less

abundant, and lieir houses and stuck less numerous
than at former perniods. h'l'is imaîiy bu accouitedfr oi by
a large portion of' thieir cultivatel lmd having f',ieu
into thoprssession of white settlers,-and, by tle cree-
tion of certaiiii dams on the Grand River, which have
floded uiiiichi of' their marsh d, d bl i clged them to
abtado it.

The large farmers pîursue exact ly the saine mode of,
agriculture as the whites, except they sow' less seed,
aid are n su careful in prepmring it; hence, thei
crops are fr'quently"severely iijired by simut. Tley
sow wleat ani t s, and grass down vith timothy
they also grow peîs in large quantities, witl whicli,
and Indiain corn, they fatten their hogs. Tie sinml fai-
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mrs grow littie else than Inidian corn and potatoes, (EEE )

ii the ciIltivation of viiicl the y onily us, the hoa, On
the large laris the field labour is performied by tie(,, (

inli, witl the excption of the cultivation of Indian
corn, which on largo or simall fiîrmws, is always per-
forined by the wom Tn; The young mn v tho Upper
Tribcs, who are Christians and further advanced in
civilization, engage mor in hurm labours, and aro
more iilustriois im in the young mcn of the Lower
Tribes, wio are mostly heathens. They perfurni a, fair

ishare of ihe wo'k on the lairms. Th me r'egu lari' divisîioil
aF tn 'day as to labour and ineaisis pretty generally
attcedd tu on the large farms, but nut su systeiatically

as amnun ti he whites. Frci the irreguar hiiits in
which th Indian childrien are broiugit up, they ara not,
wihen they arcive at imature age, so reguiarin these

particulairs as whites.

No statenii enCan be fulr'nished of the quantities of'
produce raised. The Indians only measure such as
they intend to take to, market ; and this bears a very
siall proportion to the quantity consuid in tieir la-

milies. They seldwi lod any stocks of grain; and
when thecir Crops fail tiey are oftenl reduced tv greant
distress, and obliged tu purchase large quantities of fiour.
At various periuds d1 a Governiament have lhad occasion
t. coir ta theih aid, and to take steps ta furnisl tihern

with necessary supliphes.

sprgards religon, the pMalivl had been Christ-
iprns for imany years, before the AmTerican revolutioni
The church at the Mohawk vilago wVas built by the
Gov''ernmeit for their ise, themyear after tle setlment;
finr nmkiny years, iow'ever, they lad no resident mission-
ary anmonîg then ; the îîearest cIergymnan lived at Nia-
gara, seventy miles distant. He visited tlem about

Mvec a ycar ; but so strong were &beir religious piu-
ciules, and tieir fcelings of devotion, that the Litir'gy
o flic church vas regularly read every Sabbatl by one

Cf their body, and by tins mncans a congregation was
always ke 1t up among them. About sixteen years ago,
a clergyman was ui'st settled here Ir the benefit of the
Indins, by the "l Company for the Propagation of the
Gospel i New Engind anid the parts adacent mn
Anerica," coinmonly calied the " NevEnglandi Coni--
pany." Some attention iad been previously paid tW

the inabitants of this neiglibourhood, by one of the
inissionaries of the Society fo' the Propaigation of flie
Gosiiel in Foreign P>arts, but by an arrangement vitli

tie New England Cumpany, the care of this station
was entirely resignrd to that Company, who have ever
silice maintained a missionary t 'the Mohawk Village,
kept the church in rep:ir, and have cstiablished several
scols, and a Mechanies' nstitute for the Indians in
and about tie station. More recenily teiy have estab
lisied an assistant nissionaryinj theTuscarora vi llge,

wherc they have built a ciurch and a parsonage-house.
i3esides the services in these two clurces, divine

worsip is performed in a sclool-ihouse in the Johinson
stlciement ; in tie neigiioiuriIod of the Sait Springso
iii a pivtouc se ai flt ur Springs sctmOnt Pt
i Lwe r Onondiagi; "and at the Delawire settlement;
and in a priate dwelling near the Councilu7ouse'.
There is alsa a Melbodist Chapel'at the Sailt Springs,
and a congregation of' Itptists hold service in pr'ivate
houses at Tuscarora,

A large mnajor'ity of the indiars on the Crnd River
are C hristians, aiII belong iostly to the Church ofë
Eiiglad. A fcw years ago, sone of the Lower Mo-
hawks le' ft tiat Churci ilid at iacied themiselves to flic

Eîiscopalian Meithodists; but 'lately, part of these have ,
rturned ta the Chur'ch. Duriig (he last year, about

forty of the Tuscarora Tribes joined a sect cf Baptist
Tihere are also soie \Vcsieyan Methodists. A cons'-
derable niunber, however, of' the Upper and Lower
Cayugas, the Onondaîgas, S enecas, and some of ti De,
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liawares, are still heatliens. The missionaries of the
New England Company have been zealous and perse-
vering in their efforts for their conversion, and not
entirely without success. Within a few years they
have baptized one hundred adults and vithin ile last
year, sixty 'of thoi Delaware tribe, vhIo are gradually
renouncing, paganism, were bapttzed. The Indians
who still remain professedly leathen do le not, for the
most part, deny tie truth of Christianity, and their

spiritual condition lisibeCn manifestly improved by lieir
intlorcourse with i( Christian indi aus Many, of (hem
occasionally attend divine service, which is performed
in a language they understandl; and titus they 1reL led
alnost imprceptibly to imbibe (hi doctrines and son-
timents of Christianity. Thi chioef obstacle t tieir
conversion is a joint deterinnation on ti'lipart of cor-
tain of their Clliefs te persevere in Ilir rejection of
Christianity, and te induce aill under their influence to
fullow, their examrple. The gîarig nconsistency,
which they cannot fail te discover, bîtwcon the profes..
sien and practice of many of thc nomiini Clristians
amohig the vhitie People wIo have scttled around them,
aId wlo are generally or a very bad character, lias
furnished them ivith a plausible objection to'tle Chiris-
tiait religion.

'The improvement among the Clristian I ans lias
beei very perceptible. Tfhey frequently express the
siîse vhich ,they entertain of the benefits aisiîîg fron
ilicir change, and their ChîsguIst at flih hathi coremo-
nies in wvhichî tfhey onco delighted. Among the ovi-
dences of (hit desire foi advacemnt, is thcir attention
to reliious mlstruction an divmn vorship, and their
eagerness te obtain admission for tleir children tlte i
boairding school of the New Engharid Company at the
Moliawkc village. A few years ago, there was difli-
cuLty im procuring fouirteen scliohiirs for tIis school;
thiere are now fifty applications i' addition to lie fifty
airesady there. ' The, discouragemei nt of' drunkeness
is another sign of improveinetiG

Besides the tuding sichool above nientionied, in
vhicli the scholars arc taught handicraft, and are in-

structed generally upon the ystem adopted i whito
sclools of' iiustry, thore arc fîve day schools, includ-
ing one at the M1ethodist Mission ;-thîese, however,
aro very irregitlarly atended. The total niumber of
children utîder isiruction, incluadinig(hse, at the
boarding schtool, is 160. The modoof teaching is
the same astIaI amoig coimmon schols for thowhites,
and the books ini use are those recommended by Ihe
Boaëu of Educationviz t ie Bible, Mavor's Spelling
llook, 'Eng-1lish Recader, ýDiibôlPs Aritincie, Ntiirray's
C'amar ant ecography, 'lie instruction is carried
on altogethor in Englisli. The children show ais much
a;ptitude ili acqunig knowledge as the whites. At the
Now England Company's Sclol, fifteien boys are un-
dIer instruction in tho several trades of waggon-maker,
blacksmith, carpenter, and shoo:makor. Tlie girls,
twclve in tumber, are taugit' house-keeping, needle-
work, spinning, and kinittilg. Thi adults evinco much
aptitude for Imerbanical arts. Mainy of them, vithout
instruction,,are blacksmitdis and carpenters, capable of
crectig anid fiîîisling a fraine-house. Many, iad par-
ticularly among the vornen, arC sufliciently good tailors
te be able to make their own clothies,

These tribes have increased by about 100 during the,
last tn years ;-the averaige numbter born to a couple
is thîree ret four, of whon two arrive at maturity. The
estimated nuiber of half-breeds anong them is smiall,-
iot above threc e 100.

rhe Six Nations Indians are under the superinten-
lence of an Otficer of tLIe Iidian Department, who-

resides at Brantford. They receive medical attendance
(oran practitioners in the same town, who are" remune-
rated out of, the funds of tie tribes.

The murnber of the Indians avho6 belong to the tribe
of the Delawires, was 302 in 1837, but owing to a
dissension vIyich arose ln the previous year, rolative to
th sale of' teir lands, a portion of the comnunity re-
ttred to Missouri, United States, and their present
number is only 153.

The Chîippewas and Munsees occupy a tract of land
containing about 9000 acres, in the Township of Cara-
dc, within the London District', a a distance of about
twenty-five miles fron the Moravian vilage. < tis only
within ten years that the Chippewas have been ré-

claimed fron a wandering life, and settled h thei

If the prorty of these Indians had bee'n properly
managed, they would, at the present time, have been
an independent and opulent peoplo. Of the extensive,
tract which they have surrenlered, a large portion hias
been sold for their benefit, and large quantities of excel-
lent timber havc been either sold or pilfered from their
lands. Thore is at prosent a sum of £25,783 arising
from the sourcoinvested in thoBritish Funds; a further
surm of £SS,000 has been invested, upon the authority
of Sir John Colborne, in the Grand River Navigation
Company, in which they hold three-fodrths of tle stock.
This mvestment, which was madl by the Lieutenant
Governor, ii tie xpectation that it would not only

yiold an carly profit but grcatly enhance the value of'
tho r.emainder of the Idian lands, has proved very' un-
fortunato, It bas absorbed ail their funds for the last
seven ycars, leaving no surplus for.distribution in mo-

ncy or provisions, as formerly., Thie vorks are far
from complote and advances have already been made
to the amount of £9,00, to meet past instalments.
Tho Indians have frequently cornplained of the traris-
action, and have petitioned the Governent to take ti
stock off thir hands.

2. THE DELAWARES, CHIPPEWAS, MUN-
SEES, AND ONEIDAS OF THl1f RIVER
THAME9.

ri00. ApePn flourishing congregations of the Moravian,
dti, Nas, 19 or United Bretiren Clurch in the United

States, as compelled m seek an asylui
in Upper Canada,Nylhere tley vere favoitrably reécived
by the Provincial Authorities, an were pornitted to
setile on ie river La Tranicle, now called the Tharnes.
By an Order in Council, dated 10th July, 1793, a
large tract of forest land on the river, comiprising about
50,000 acres, vas granted for their use, on whicli they
proceeded to bud a village called Fair'field; a church
and othor pretnises, at the c pense of a Voluntary So-
cioty, establisheod at Bethiehemin the State of Pennsyl-
vania, in thie year 1787, under tename of The
Brethrcn's Society for the Propagation of the Gospel."
By:a second Orderin Council, dated 26thî February,
1799, ,a survey (of this tract ,was directed to be made,
and the land vas appropriated "to the Trustees of the
Moravian Society, te be"reserved forever toe e Socie-
ty, in trust, for the sole use of thoir, Incian converts."

The first settlement having been entirely.destroyed
by' tho invading Anerican army, during the campaign
of 18 t2, a now one was forîned on a site at no great
distance from the former, where, in, a short time, the
Indian congregation ivas again collectel, and vhere it
now resides.

Le 1836, these Indians wore induced by Sir F. -lead'
to surrender a large portion of their lands, about six
miles square, in exchange for an annuity of £150;
and the tract which they now possess, situated in tle
Township of Orford, Western District, coutains about
25,000 acres,
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proseni location. TheMuesces bave beensetted since
he year 1800, on laid belonging to the Chippowas,
with tlie consent of tiat tribu. The present number
of Chiippcwas is 378, and of Miîîisecs 242,

Thé Oneidas are a band of American Indiaes, Nvio
cime into Canada in the year 1840, and ave puirchased,
with tle produce of tlieir former lanls and improe.e
mnts sold to tie American Government, a tract of
about 5000 acres, in fho Township of Delavare, Dis-
trict of London, which is separated by tlie River
Thames froi the Chippewa cid Mtunsce settleeneîts,
Thoir niuiîuber is 436.

There are also scveral Pot amitkiie faiiilies, who
]lave fixed their rcsidence iiion1g the Chipp was,Aur-
ing the list year ; and a band of about 500 Seneeics,
from Toncwaitee, in the S(ate of New York, are ex-
poected siortly to formi a setticneet nei, their brethren,
the Onci dus.

Thlese Indians are under the genecral chiargeof a Super-
itntcît of the Indian Department, who resides at

h'lie Oncidîs neither possess aii innuitynor are entifled
to presents ; but liey brought with them into Canada
a considerable sum of money, received froni hie Ameri-
cati Government, in purchase of thicir lanls id in-
provemients; which they loîgeI in the hanids of the
Chiief Superintendent. On Ibu first occasion after tieir
arrivai, they werc incuded in, th aninual issue ; but
whien the circonstance carne (o lio knowledg e of the
Administrator ofi te Government, Sir Richard Jackson,
hy lie insertion Of the hand in) the estimates, and i4
appeared on eiquiry, that they hîad ievei befora received
present, nor were entitkid theni by having foîght
on the Britishi side, orders were given thlat tio firther
issues slouild lie nuide to thei,

The A4ifoavian DeIawares arc collectetil i v'illage,
which contains one fraiîe, and thirty-four log-hil ses,
with ten barts. Thîey have 292 acres under uRiva-
tioti. Their stock consists of 14 oxeii, 40 cows, aid
17 heifers, 60 horses, 35 sheep, and 200 swine ; tley
possess S waggons, 16 ploughis, 5 harrows, 3 faiining

ills, il ox chains, 21 scythes, 12 sickles, G s
with a number of hioes, axes, &c &c.

Tue Chippewas aiid Munsccs ,re not collected ii a
village, but live on small faris scâttered over their
tract. Sone of the Clippews are scttliled on sirveyed
lots of twenty acres each. TIis tribe occiu pýies 70 lgo
lotises, anid six wigVais ; thiey posses 25 barils,
They have 450 acres uiider cuivti'ionî. Their; stock
conîsists of 30 oxeii, 27 cows, '14 leifars, 82 horses
and colts, and 400 swimeo, Thteir agricultuirl imploe

Thicir in
pleients consist of Il ploughs, 7 iarrows, 17 seythi
atnd sickles, IL) spadcs, i fanning inill, 5 waggons,
cx chaies, with hoes, axes, &c.

The Oncidas, who aie nore recently setilId, bu
who brouglit witl theimn means of purchasing rom ol
settlers, occupy six frane and 48 log honses, with fou
wigwams ; they have also five fraie and 15 log barns

They cultivatc 385 acres of umd., T ir stock con A (peilix
sists of 64 oxen, 61 cows, 27 licifers, 17 horses, and
162 swine ; thcy possess 13 plougls, 16 harrows, 14 i
wcggons and carts, 42 ox chains, 43 scythles and sickles,
thîree fannîing mills, two setis of carpenters' toolsvith
locs, axes, & . &C.

Those familes who live in wigvams do so from ne-
cessity, and not froni choice ; a number Of tlic Chii-
peavas are scttled on suuveyed lots, as alrcady stated,
but in gnieral, each Indianîî selects hie spot whichî lie
Svishes to"culinat, and hie ChiefsI do not interfere.
The cxtentof land cultivatcd by cacli family,varics fron
olio to fiftee icres. When a family has no lnd under
culti vuti ohn thCy le pend u1po1 the1 bo un'ty of tliir neigi-
bouîrs, who arc uhways ready to s haric with those ii
want. They alsb hu,-and hle bowls, broons,
andi baskets, hich th ey sell to the whites: There is
very Littlde (crease in the partiality of thesa Indians
for hîunting nil flslinîg. They usuilly leave home to-
wards the end of October, and remain away utili tbe
begmingiiii of Janonry ; thcy also spend about al month
diriig eaci spring, in) (li chase, They resort to tic
uisettietd lands ii te London ande Westein Districts
amd"it is probablei that as soon as hose lands arc occu-
pied, they will be comp elled to tdalndon thie chase, The

fect o f the gradual settlenent of te country las been
to assiîmilae tlcir hîabits to those of the whites, and to
atal themt their iomes; thcy now hunt and fish as
ieur hoie as possible.

Thöy wio follow agriculture carry on flic different
branches of h osbandiy on a small scalo, adopting the
same imethod gcnerally as the whites. They raigo
whîcat and grain, but Indicm corn and potatoes are tIici r
hief crops. Th'e quantity of tlcir produce canot be

statcd, bu t in sonie years thiey raise more corn and pota-
tocs lian are required for tIliir own consuîuption. The
field labor is dividedi amiong hie mon and womenr. The
youîng mcn do their share with but fcw exceptions.
Thie labor of an Indian, conpared with fiat of a wlite
farmeor, aruy bo estinated at about one-tenth of (he lat-

With regard to Ilîeir roligious and moral condition, a
very, decided improveinut lias talken place witlin a
recent period. The Deilawares halve been converted
froi Puganisn, sinice the year 1783 ; arnl maiy of the
othiers have a tocruble knowledge of thliceading doc-
trines of Chiristiaitynd can repetl'he Lordl's Praver,
Creed, and Ton Commandrments. The' Deawarcs are
ill Christians, and bolng to tlie Clurcl of the United

rGiorn, who inairitain a mîissionary aiong tlicm.

Tle converted Chippewas and Munsces belong fl
tihe Chirch of Eniangd, ani fie Weîlcyan Methcdist
(hurcli, but socme outthemi remain hcathens. The pot-

clergyman wl has riniîstered among these Indicns dur-

SMethiodists, and tli attendnce ct th-ir service is from-

300 to 400. A missionary for tiis comuininity is sup.

Tic school'at Lower Munse is under the control
of bt Missionary SocietY of the Clurchî of England
and the scholars~boog t tlie Chippewa ani Mnsea
tribes.

It s attended by
twenty-onc boys, froin & to 16 years of ,ag, and by four
girls, froin 6 to 10, besides a nurabor of yourg nen
and wmen who attond occasionally ; some cf tha for-
ier ara learniig arithmetic and Englisb grammar.

The children ara taglt, spellinig and reding in
classes, with vrilng et ti desk, froi copy lines, anfd
occasidually from dictation. Tlh books used are Prhniers,
Mavor'sS pelliig Bocks, New Testanents, and Gril-
nars, and Dnbol's Arithimetie.-

Tie second schooi fori'i same two tribas is inder
the control of tha Methodist Wesleyan Missionry So
ccy ii Canada. ILt is attnded by seventeen boys and
eigiteen girls, batween 6 and 14 years of agc, andi by
itrae young men.

These Indians also possess a fourth reserve, on lie
River St. Clair, vithir the Township of Moore, con.
taining 2575 acres.

Owing to the immigration whichi has tnken place on
tlis frontier, since the notice L tlic visiting Indiïns of
the Unlited Staites was first issued, anl tire Lniovals

whicli have occurred at tiese id the other India set-
flements il the ieighbouiliood, togethor %vith the node
in vhîich the returns have been rohdered; it is diMcuît
to state wili plecision the progress and the incrcno of
each scttlement,

At present ticy aie ,establilsied chiefly on lie ront
of' the Upper Reservo, i ing smai farms or six and a
half chails ii widti on the River Si, Clair. Thie
total numier ot separate farrns is forty-tiwo, on six-
teen of which ther are good sublnntial log hiuses,
erected by the Governient un fle first for'mat ion of
the settlemn't ; but on the luweir part of the Reserve,
where no louses were built by the Government, thie
Indians reside in small log or birk houses ut' their 'own
crection. Tiere is only one log buibling resoncbling

barn, but almost al the Indians have sml out.-
buildings or sheds in which they lonse theircipes.

From a Return iidie in 1889, there were twventy
t'a milies occupying houses, who had 140 aoms of land
cleared, ut' which 100 Wer under cultivation. 'le'i r

stock then consistcd of two on, thrlune com, and two
pigs, and tiiey possessed three ploughs, two arrovs,
anl nine slegls.

At presnt there are tirty-two families settled on
the Reserve, who have impruved 205 acres ut' lunt
fiour indiiduals bave imrnoved froi tenl to thirty
acies ; uf the otliers, fitteen have ive cres or ncre,
and the remlain der under fivo acres cleared. Theie
are also five familles sled o siiome and pIurchased
with their annuity, and some held by Licese of Occu-
pation under the Goveraunent, in Enniskillen,. These
have about forty acres uder cultivation, and posseis
two good leg houses and two stnrll log birins.

The WeuaimekongTillage,which has been longest
established,, contaiis in all, seventy-eight buildings,
v'z.-seventy-thrtee lindin houses, oneo for [lie mis-
sýionaiy, and arînother for tli schoulmaster, a churci, a
school-housc, and a saw-inill.

Both, tle soi and climate are favorable to cultiva-
tion. A bunaiint crops of all kinds of grain raised by
the Indians in otiher parts 'iof the Province, have been
antnually produced. Cattle Ilrive wveli; during the
winter they arc alloved. to roam about aind find thieir
own food in the bush. Ii 1842, a fev sieep were
added to the stork. There is not muci ga nme on the
Island but fish is in abundatice on its shores.

Tue Indians collected here, belong clieflyto (le Ct-
tawa and Chiippewa Tribes; tlie former who iiiimi-
gratterd from tle United Sthtes, have aIl tiheir lives been
In lian fnrmers; some if tlien brougit horses and stock
with them to he Island. On their aî'rival they soughit
no othter means of sibsisteice thlan the produce of ti
soif, and the fisi they cauglit in elie immediate vicinit'
of t heir own village; and in lie aitunn, ieach familV
cutred a sttIuiciercy to supply them throuîgh the vinter;
consequîently, iL vas not necessary, for themî to leave
thir homes in searcli of food, nor to trust, like the
Chippe was, to the precarious resource of spearing fish
throuo the ice.

The Cliippevas, on the other liand, w'ho aid nover,
until collected at Manitoulin, cullivated the soil, were
slow i, adopting a new mode of life. For some time
they were reluctant to selle in a fixed place of res.i-
dence; they frequiently shifted their camps, and ai-
though many of them lived within a day's journey from
the new settlement, an admitted the benefits arisiner
from a change of life, still it required much persuasion
and perseverance to induce themi to make a commence-
ment.

The Ottawas, moreover, had long been convertcd
fromn lieathenisn, and were members of the Roman
Catholic Clhurch.

the Chiefs. As long as he continues to cultivate his
piccoof laricd, hieenjys quiet possession of it, but ifi
be happens to leave it for a season, some other Indian-
vill most likely enter upon it, and in such cases,"there

is irequently a diliculty in arranging the malter arnica-
lily. They respect thic boundary linos which hanve been,
drawn, but blocks of wil lani mirked out by the blaz-
ing of tres, or othervise, by individual Indians, can-
not be socured from intrusion. ''he propriety of mak-
ing wills or ai tnsferring their propert in the presence
oi W'itnesses, whetler in anticipation o death, or by'
sale, bas been pointed out ta them, and they are sensi-
ble Of the advantage of such precautions, and are adopt.
ing them more generally.

Witi regard " to their mode of agriculture, they are
minproving but slowly. They ýare now beginning ta

plough t heir, ld fields, to make more substantial fences,
to cultivate gardon vogetabios, &c. Each individual
cultivates his farm separately. Their general mode of,
clearing landias, and in many cases still is by felliàg
the troes in all directions during the summer soason,
ant leaving thefn in this state ntil thé sprin ; then
setting fire tô them, and after removing such of the'
sm0ller timbers as thoy conivnientiy could, paniing
corn and, potatoes among the trunks of thé troes" there-
by losinâ at loast, one-lalf of the groünd.

Those differences will account for thegreater increase
of the ,settlemeit at Wequamekong, and its more
rapid progress in tie cultivation of the land, and, the
acquisition of stock which are exhibited in the following

Both tribe, in, planting, supplied the deficiency with a (EEE,)
crooked stick conveniently shaped for the purpose. At
present, the Government has supplied them Vith a suf- 2OUh Murch.
ficiencyof these articles, and with a fewlspades, shovels,
ploughs, Jharrows, pick-axes &c.

In addition to their former crops of Indian corn, po-
tatoes, and pumpkins, they now begin to cultivate
wheat, oats, peas, and barley ; but they are so obsti-'
nately careless about their fences, that thleir crops are
not unfroquently destroyed by "the cattle. There is
however, reason te hope that they will soon find wheat
to b' a more certain crop than Indian Corn, and will cul-
tivate it more largely. The quantity of produce cannot
be siated; but in 1842, being a fayorable season, one
family saved upwards of 80 bushels of Indian corn;
others, from 20 to 40; and many, froni 5 to 20 bushels;,
behies potatoes, a few turnips, and quantities of pump-
kins, &c.

Ton bushels of corn, with potatoes, dried pumpkins,
and fish, will support a moderately sized family for a
year.

The men, of all ages, do most of the chopping, but
after that, mon, vomen, and children, take share in the
labour, froin the burning of tho imber to the reapin'g
Of the crop.

The division of the day is not systematic. They
generally rise- about day-light anid go ta rest a" little after
sun-set. They take a hearty meal before going to

vorki, and during the day they work, smoke, rest, per-
haps sloep, eat and drink alternately, as happons to be
convenient, without regard te time or place.

The fntdness of the converted Indians for hunting
and fisling is decidedly diminished. They seldom
leave the Island for eitherpurpose., They occasionally
go out spearing fish at night, or set their nets in ,the
evening and take them up onlyin the morning, They
also spend froni six te fifteen days in the autumn to
la in a stock of fish for the winter.

As r erds civili zationthey are mote regularin theit
habits;' dressý more like whvlite people, wash thoirbhancis
and faces iady, an appear to bl inf.uenced in their
conduct by tho instructions they receive; they attend
public vorship regularly, and the Protestant Indians
are much pleasod to hear the Bible read and explained
to them. Their moral habits are materia1llimproved,
They appoar to feel the impropriety of injuring their
neighbours, of lying,:stealing, &c. and-they do not talk
of their ancient mode of cruel warfare with the same
delight as formerly. They are sensible:ofl their improve-
ment, and of the bloiings of Christianity., Tlicy often
express their regret that they did not sooner become
civiized, and they strongly advise their brethren to
follow their example.

" Church since that time." There is no information
with regard to the progress of conversion by'fhe Ro-
inan Catholic missionary. The principal obstacles to
the conversion of the heathens are stated to be their
superstition,-tlhcir fear of not being allowed to drink
whiskey,-the bad advice of traders, who erroneously
suppose it wvill destroy their trade,-and among those
who have a plurality of wives, to turnthem away.

The Protestants have tleir service in the sclool-
lieuse. The Roman Catholics in a log chirch. The
forni of worship is the saine as among while congrega-
tionsi except that the service is translated into Indian.

The schools bave already been described. The
quickness of the children, and the irregularity of their
autendaece, is noticed here as elsewhere." The mode
of instruction is the sanie as in the Township schools
among the viites. The books used in the Protestant
school arc Mavors Spelling Book, the Old anrd New
Testament, and Woodbridges and Peter Parley's Geo-
graphy, In the Roman Catholic schoul, icitier Ma-
vor's Spelling Book nor the Bible are allowed by the
Priest te bc used as school books. in the former
school the children "are taught pairý iii Indian and
partly in Englith in the latter, English ià only taught.,

The Ottawa tribes, wlo subsist by agriculture, are
supposed to be rapi dly on the increase; and the Chip-
pewas, who live clîefly on fisb, te be on the decrease.
Among the former it is not unusual te meet with fimi-
lies iaving six or seven," and sometimes even ten or
twelve children ai] living, althougli, in many instances,
they do not rear the hall cf the number born. The
Chippewas are neithier so prolific nor se successful in
rearing their ch ildren. In both tribes the adults sel-
dom reach an advanced age.

Tlhese Indians appear toenjoy the same heahh and
to sufer froin the sane diseases as their bretbren in
other parts of the Province ; bothbeing dependent, in a
great dogrec, upon their mode of life. 'Tbey seldom
exceed the middle size, are slender, but generally -well
formed, The chief defect in their figure is the flatness
and narrowness of their chost,

The proportion of half-bi'ceds among 'thein is not
abovo one in twenty.

The Establishment of Manatowawning is under the,
local Superintendent. There is a resident surgeon,I
a clergyman of the Church of England, a school-tmas.
ter, a mastercarpenter, a blacksmith, a mnillwrighti
a mason, a cooper, a shoemaker, a sawyer, and six
labourers supported by the Parliamentary grant. The
school-master at Wequamekong is paid out of the sane
fund, but the priest is maintained by the Church to
which he belongs.

Owing te the infrequency and difficulty of commu-
nication wiîlb the main land, it bas bitherto been deem-,
cd necessary to engage a certain number of mechanies
and laborers by the" year. Part of the buildings, how-
ever, have been erected by contract, during the sum-
mer months, and in this manLer as many as twenty-
five were built in 1842.

The Roman Catholic Village appears to be almost
entirely under the charge of the priest.

The remaining bands, which are widely-scattered
over the country, have no Local 'Superintendents, but.

7. MOHfAWKS OF THÉ BAY OF QUINTE.

lmvh1weccoÇt1rn These Indians separated from' the "N-
liawk Nation, and seRtled in theit present

AppendixNos. locality upon the Bay of Quinté, about the
13 annd 3. year 1784. .I 1793, they recuived frbn
the Crown a "grait of land, containing about 92,700
acres; but of this, in 1820, they surrendered 33,280
acres, in excliange for an annuity of £450. Their
estate was then reduced to 59,400 acres. From this
tie Surveyor-General deducts 14,773 acres for Crown
and Clergy Reserves, (viz7. 6858 for ti former, and
7915 for the tter.) In December, 1835, they made
a further surrender of 27,857 acres, in trust, to be dlis-
posed of for their benefit, so that tieir present posses-
sions do not exceed 16,800 acres. They lie witdin the
Townships of Tyendenaga, the name of which is ber-
rowed from the original Indian settlement.

Ihese Indians Ilive, for the most part, in detached
farms scattered over the Reserve, Their present num-
ber is 383. They have 1368 acres of land cleared,
and about 500 acres undertillage: Sonie ocfthem cul-
tivato considerable quantitis of I and, as much as 50
acres ; but iii general, the quantity is much less. There
have been sone instances of successful industry and
thriftiness in this community. One of their chiefs
named -ill, whIo dlied a few years ago, was remark-
able for his industrious habits, aid for a desire ,t accu-
mulate property. Besides his own honestead, to the
cultivation and improvement of which he paid more
thian ordinary attention, lie becamne possessed, by pur-
chase, of some of the farns and improvements of other
Inidians, and at his death, left them, by will, to particu-
lar members of bis family, wlo are at this day in fuli
enjoyment of them.

One of his sons who is catechist to the missionary
at this settiemenrit, recentIy applied for a loan to enable
him to build a wharf, and dommenbe busifîess as a ge-
neral trader arnong his brethren, in partnership with a
white. They possess stock and agricultutal implements
corresponding te their progress in husbIndr y. Some of
thei grow a 'considerable surplus of grain for sale.

These Indians have long been Christians, probably
before their arrival in Canada. A missionary was first
appointed to the settlement in 1810, by the Society ,for
the Propogation of the Gospel in Foreign Parts ; their
present missionary lias been among then eleven years,
and reports, that during that period, they have made a
gradual advance in morals, piety, and industry.

The church having becone too small for the congre-
gation, they are now engaged in the erection of a new
and' commodious stone edifice ; the expense will ob
dofrayed out;of their own funds.

Some of the young men are ernployed in quarrying
ad carrying the materials for tbis building.

They support a schoolmaster out of the produce of
certain small rents, vhich they receive and manage
thenselves.

Previous to tc year 1823, they vere wandering
pag;ans. In tliat year, Messrs. Peter and John Jones,
the sons of a Vhite surveyor, and a Mississaga womcan
having been converted to Christianity, andi admitted'
members of the W9esleyan Methodist Church, became
anxious to redeem their countrymen from their degrad-
ed state of heathenism and destitution. They, accord-
igly, collected a considerable number together, and by'
rote and frequent repetitions, laught the first prncipies
of Christianity to the aduits, who were too far advanced
in years to learn to read and write. In this manner
theLord's Praer, the Creed, ancdithe Commandments'
wore committed to memory. As soon as tlie tribes
wero convertcd, tlîey perceiveht the evils attendant'on
th eir fariner Istate of ignorance Iand vagreney.ý ' They,
began te woek, 1, ie they never hd donc befort
they recognized the advantage et cultivátmng hie god;
they.totally gave up drinkimg, to which they had been
greatly addicted, and became sober, mndustrious, and
consistent Christians,

In 1826, the Governmont, vith funds arising froin
their annuity, built a handsome village for them on the
River Credit, about fifteen meiles west of Toronto, con-,
sisting of twenty houses. They were then about 200
ln number. In 1828, they bad added seven more,
houses, crected by themselves. The Bishop of Quebec,
speaking "of them, in 1529, reported, ' That a greatl

proportion of the tribes had become sober and indus-'
" trious" in their habits, well clad as ta their persons,
" and religions i' thcir life and conversation." In'
1831, they lad added eight more houses, and a saw-
mll;. and the Methodist Missionary Society had helped
themI to build a chapel, a school-liouse, and a work-.shop.
A missionary, a schoolmaster, and a schoolmistress,
were maintained among them by the same Society.
Fron that time to within two orthree years, their, im-
proveinent lias continued steady, although slow. , Their
number has been graduially on the increase. Tbe1
health, under the care of one or more resident inedicail
men,to whom they pay ces annual salary out of thoir
annuity, has improved. Their habits of industry have
boensprethy vell maintained; intox icationi although
more frequent, bas not agaml become habitual among
tlien; thjeir religlous and moral behaviour is still very
creditable ; latterly, howvever, their progress lias been
retarded by the uncertainty vhich has prevailed as to
tleir stay in the present settlement,

In 1840, the Chiefs represented to the Government,
that it would tend greatly to the advantage of thie triibe
to move from the Credit. Their reasons deserve to bo
recorded, as indicating their "desir& te advace le ha-
bitsof religion and industiy, and their just'appreciatoîî
of the means by which" their prdgre s might be bdst
promoted. '

This memorial was very favorably received by the
Governor In Council, and the proper Oflicers were
orderecd to report upoin the measures necessary to carry
out the proposai. No report, however, was made, and
although the Indians have often renewed tieir petition,
that tl Government would enable thon to renove and
sell their Reserve, the Iedian Department, althougli
'ackiowvlcdgieig'tecpdcc ofthmasrla
t'alenI ii ostops in the inatterý, aetd ,appcars to, have re-
tarded ,athe ila ex iedtemasure.1 The coýn-
sequence las been, that, for the last three years, tliese'
Indians have been in a very unsettled state. The
favorable manner iii which their request was recied
by thc Government, led them to expect an early re-
moval, and the y have therefore been induced -to refrain
from any further improvement of their lands, and even
o neglect their existing clearances; wvhile the absee3e,

of their former friend and pastor, tho Rev. Peter Joncs,
who has already removed to Munsee Tovn, in antici
pation of the tribe folloiving him tlither, las been of
Much disadvantnge to them in a religious point ofvicw.
The delay, too, has cncouraged an opposition to the
removal, which ahthough slight at first, consisting only
of one family; bas generally incrcascd, untif as man
as nine families are now "said to object, whicIviII
render the arrangement of the removal, and the divi-
sion of théir several interests, very complicite1d anil
difficuilt. It is to bo hoped, however, that this diflicul-
ty may be overcome, as th o can be no doubt thiat the
removal will tend in every way to hie interests of the tribe.

'With few oxceptions, the Indians ard stated to 1
b a quiet, inolfensive, amd inotal people. Tbey live s
on the most friendly terns witl tlie suîrrounding wxhites, i
aid quarrels andi disputes are exccedingly rare anong ,u
themselves. They are very sensible of the improve- n
ment whilih they have made since their conversion, and
feel grateful to those who have instructed them. They t
are still desirous of advancing and raising themselvesto t
an equality with iheir white ieiglbours, w'hom they
perceive to enjoy many coniorts and privileges which
they do not possess.

9. THE MISSISSAGAS OF ALNWICK.

F nidcnce of These Indimis vere converted to Christ-
t ianity in the years 1826-7. They were

,Iittpoftleev then pagans, wandering in the neiglibour-
W. Casc- AP- hood of Belleville, Kington, and Ganano-

ri nd 4 . que, and were knovn under the name of
the Mississagas of the Bay of Quint6 ; i'

those yeat's, betveen 200 and 300 were received
inho Wesleyan Methodist Ciurch, and settled on
Grape Island, in the Bay of Quinté, six miles front
Belleville, where they commenced planting, and where
schools 'vere establishedi by the missionary for their
instruction. On this island ilicy resided eleven years,
dubsisLing by agicuilture and huintmgin. Their liouses
were erected partly by Ihei own labour, and partly at
the expense of the MVethodist Missionary Society. The)
mitiber, at lengt, amounted to tweny-three; besides
which, thiey had a commoiious building for religious
service ard schols, another room for an infant school
a hospital, a smithy, a shoemaker's shtop, and a buildmg
Çîr joiners' and cabinet wlork.

Those, however, were rielinquised, to be sold for
their benefit, in 1830, when they removed to a block
of Crown Lands, granted to them by Lieutenant-Go-
vernor Sir J. Colborne, in the Township of Altiwick,

lot far fron the Rice Lake, and fiftcr miles nîorth-
east of Cobottrg. This plot, whici contains 2000 acres,
is divided into lots of 25 acres each., The village or
street, whîich is caller Alderville, is about a nile and a
lialf in length, It contains36 louses, six bartns, a saw-
miill, and a large school-house, in which divine worship
is performed, all erected under lte direction of the In-
dian Department, out ofthlie antuity of £642 10, .to
wihici this baud is entitled for the surrender of a vast
tract in the rear of the Johnstown antd Midland Districts.
Of the 36 dvelling hoiuses, 22 are framed, and tie re-
rmainder are of square logs, ail o commodious size and
internal arrangement. The barns are framed, of 40
by 30 feet in dimensions.

There are aiso a parsonage bouse, and sciool build-

ings, erected at the expense of the Methodist Missionary
Society.

Tlese Indians are 233 in nmiber; each faimily lias
,at least half its- lots of 25 acres cleared, and several'
bave nearly the wiole under cultivation. Thele total
quantity cleared is between 360 and 400 acres. The
stock belonging to these Indians consists of eight yoke
of oxen, two horses, 11 cows, 21 heifers and calves,

nd a quantity of pigs and poultry. They possess eight
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lous six harrows, three carts and waggons, and (EEE )
Velve ox-sleds. Their progress in industry and agri.
ulture is satisfactory.

When on Grape Island, a clinet-maker, blacksmith,
hoemaker, aid occasionally, a tailor, were employed
y lte Methodist Society, to inst-uct these Indians, in
heir several trades. Although it was found difficult
o keep the scholiars at their work, and considerable
osses were sustained in thie undcrtakingyet the Indians
howed inusimil ingenuity, and 'gained considerable
nowledge in those branrhes, which has been of ,much
se to then since their settlement at Alnivický,'vhere
io shops have yet been erected ' At present, only cne
man pursues bis calling, as a houase-joiner and carpen-
er, for a livelihood but others occasionally work at
ailoring, or at maklng and repairing agricultural im-
Ilements.

The change produced by their conversion and their
progress in Christianity will bc best described in the
vords of their mwissionary, the iRev. William Case, who
ias ministered to them for te last fourteen years, and
vhosc charitable zeai and self-devotion to ihie improve-
ment of this conmunity, it behoves the Commissionera
to notice with approbation.

The Gospel found them n 1826 in a pagaiî state,
" having neither bouse, cattle, nor fields ; degraded by
4 intemperance, and suflerihg from want of clothing
" and food ; by vhich their constitutions'and health

were undermined, subjecting them to di ease and
" death,-especially from pulmonary complaints. To
" gratify iheir thrist for ardent spirits,,they expended
" the avails of their hunting, selling or parting vith
" thoir most valuable articles, leaving lhemselves baro
" of clothing, and exposed to lite frost of winter; 'in
" these drunken revels they were often led into broils
" with the vhites, and wil each other, which somes
" times ended in loss of life. fBut their conversidn te

to Clristianity has made a mostîhappy change in all
" those respects. At once and entirely lhey renounced
" alI intoxicating drinks, antd to which they continue,
' with fev exceptions, resolutely to adhere. Their

presents from the Governmnt have sinice been ap-
" plied to the comforts of their familles, and their an-
" nuities have purchascd lands, provided comnfortablè
" dwellings, catle, antiimpilements of husbamdry. For

seventeen years I have known of few, disputestwo
" of which only ended in scuffling and pulling of hair;

none inIloodshed. From first they became a pray'ing
" people, constant and daily in f'amily devotioni: the
" Clristian Sabbath is strictly observed ; no ordinary
" labour or sporting is known in the settlement, but a

general attendance on divine service is observed."
* *

" On thé conversion of the Indians, the parents wore
" acknowledged man and wife, as they presented them-
"selves in families at the:altar for baptism. Sirice
" that period, marriages have been regularly pe-foirmed,

except in two cases, where the men, left their first
wives and took other women. 'One of these men bas
ever since lived back of Kingston, a wanderinghun-
ter. This couple lias five iliegitimate chidren.

« During the twelve yearsthis body residedatGrape
" Island there çvas but one illegitimate child born

since tleir "residence here, there have been two,
more.,,

" We have, however, o regret their infirnities
among which is a want of industry ;-With some ex-
ceptions, they are fondof roving, by'which the best

" of the season is lost for <farmming.. To remedy this,
" evil, and to elevate their characte has been one ob-
"ject of the Society in Ile establishment of the Manual
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(EE E " Labour School,-in connexion with a Model Farm :
(which will presently 'b described.) " A further

h M ch " inducement to industry, li my opinion, would be
'found in fixing a premium on the best improvernents

" l farming, such as crops,, fencing, stock of cows, ox-l
en, pigs, &c. It is, however, but just to remark,
that hie Indians are every yoar better ing their condi-
tion, and the past bas been the most comfortable
they have yet scen. Severali havé raised aill their
b rcad stufM, and provided vell for their families ;

" some of the wonen taking example fromi the school,
"' have, during tie past season, spun and madle clothing

for their lusbands and children.

On the rirst settlement of the Indians on Grape
" Island, a conmon I daily, and Sabbath sehool, WvercP
" comrncnced among them, with a school or, the sys-
" tem"of Pestalazzi ; hie' former two have been con-
" tinucd, vitlh occasional intormission, up to thie prescnt

tiue i thc scholars generally have made commend-
4 able improvement,-some of them have excelled.
" Their advancement li reading, writ ing, arithmetic,l
" geography, and English grammar, have beeni equal
"' te that amuong, white' scholars with similar advanta-
" ges. Selecions of young mien from tbis number
"arc no teacher in the Indian schools;, others are
SiitorIreters and preachers of the Gospel."

For four years past a school, on the manual labour
" pan, lias alsobeen ia operation. Thissystemcombines
"elmementary instruction with domestic economy. The,

girls are daily taught reading, writing, arithmetic,
and geography, together with ,house-keeping, spin-
niag, knittmig, needle-work, and the management of
a dairy. In the latter department belong seven cows.
The boys arc taught in the same branches as the girls,
and iii English grarnmar ; and, at stated hours, in the

"business of farming, as chopping, pieuglhing, haryest-
ing, &c. For this purpose, a model farm of fifty
acres l extent s provided. The scholars, twelv in
number, are boarded and lodged in the mission
family, and clothedi at tl]e expense of the Missionary,

SSocicty. 'They are all clad in cloth spun by the In-
dian girls. During four years past, thirty-one girls,
and fourteen boys have received instruction in this

"school."

The band appears te be on thre increase since 1826,
(seventeen years;) there have been 153 births, and,
129 deaths, shewine an excess cf 24 births.

10. MISSISSAGAS OF THE RICE, MUD, AND
BALSAM LAKES.

EMace of These Indians belong te the saine tribe,
the Mississagas or Chippewas ofRice Lake,

ittoorchares Vhîo in 1818,' surrendered the greater
Anderson,Esqpart of the tract noýv forming the New-

15 end 42. castle District, for an annuîty of £740.
Tliey have all been reclaimed froin their

primitive wandering life, and settled in their present
locations within the last ten or tvelve years.

The Rioe Lake settlement is on the northern side of the
lake, aun ati about tvelve miles frome Peterborough
The number of lndians is 114. They possess about
1550 acres of land, wlhich are subdivided inte 50 acre
lots; of this, 1120 acres were granted in Ap-il, 1834,
to trustees, "l in trust, to hold the same for the beneflit
of thielndian tribes- W the Province, and with 'l view
tohe icir conversion and civilization ;" and the îianain-
ing 430 bave been siace purchmsedv'ith their own
funds. They have ratier more land cleared than the
Indians of Alnwick, about 400 acres; but the cultiva.

tioi is net se good. The village contains thirty bouses, (E E.)
thlrce barns, a school-hotise, and awchapel with a bell.
The Read Chief of the tribe resides here. For some ,
tine these Indians were under the charge cf an officer
appeinted by the Indian Department, who assisted in
their settlenent; but at present they have ne special
Superinteident.

These Indians are metbodists, and have cither a re-
sident missionary or have been regularly visited by the
missionary belonging to the Anwick settlement. They
have a school, aI a schoolmaster is supported by the
Methodist Missionary Society.

The Mud Lake lndians cre settled on a point of land
on the Mud or Chemong Lake, sixteen miles north-west
of Petcrborough. They are ninety-four in number, and
psess twenty dwelling houses, with three stables. They
occupy a grant of 1600 acres in the Township cf Smith,
made to Ihe Ncw England Company for tlheir benefit
in April, 1837, of which about 200 acres arc in cul,
tivation., Tlase Indians were for some time under the
management of the latie Mr Scott, agent for the New
England Company, and helong tothe Wesleyan Me-
tiiodist Clhurch. A chapel isl iu the course of erection
at the village, whcre there is alrcady a mission liouse
and a school.

Tlc settlement is visited by the missionary ai Pete
herough, id the schoolmaster is supported by the New
England Company.

The Balsam Lake Indians, ninety in number, are ait
présent settled within the Township of Bexley, on a
point of land jutting out into Lake 'Balsam, which is
the most northerly of tle chai cf lakes, ruaming north-
west across the back Townships of the District of New
castle. The Reserve which was granted to them by
the Crown, is 1206 acres in extent. Of this they have
abôut 200 acres in cultivation., Their village contains
twelve bouses, a barn, and a commodious schdol-house,
in ývhich divine service is performed by a resident
methodist missionary.l But Nithin the present year,
(1843,) th ose Indians liaving become dissatisfied" withî
the climate and the quality of the land at the Balsri
Lake, lave purchased six hundred acres on the banks
of Lake Scugog, to be paid out of their share of their
annuity, and are makiag prepariitions for removing
fro' their former settlemnt. Their improvements
wiIll be sold for their benefi Their reason for remov-
ing evinces thîeir desire te advance in the pursuit of
agriculture.

11. CHIPPEWAS OF RAMA.

Evidcnce of These Indians formerly occuped the
0wie Chiaf Su nds about Lake Simncoe, Hollabd River,pet-intetndoiit "(
Appendix,' No. and: the unsettlcd countryji the'rcar ofthe

Home District. General Darling reported
of them in 1828,,that tbey had expressed a strong de'
sire to be admitted te Christianity, and to dopt the
habits of civilized life ; and that in theso respects they
migit be classed ivitl the Mississagas of the 3ay cf
Quinté and Rice Lake, but wcres theain a more sà-
vage state. In 1830, Lieutenant-Governor Sir.J. Col-
borne, collected thein on a tract of land on the north
west shore of Lake Simcoe, of 9800 acres in e xtent,
where they cleared a road betweentiat lake:and Lake
Huron. They consisted of three tribef Chippewis,
Lnder Chiefs Yellowead, Aisance, and Snnke ai a
band cf Pottieatarnies from Drumrmoiîd Island; thecir
number îvas about 5006 under ,lie care 'f Mr. Ander-
son, now h u Suparintenadnt ai Manitoulin, who was
appcinted to take charge of their settlement and civili-

zation ', tIey male a rapid progress. 'The tribo iuler
Ile Chief Yellowlied, now settled at Rorna, were lu-
cated ait the Narrows on Lako Simcoa ; Aisalice's tribu,
ait prosent rsiling at ßeausoleil, Matcladash Bayvas
settled ai Coldwater, aI the ohier extrmiof the Re-
serve, thic distance beotweeii then beinug tourteen miles,
Tieir condition, aftier ln initervl. of fiVe years, is thus
(iscribed by M r. Anderson:-

Prior to tho year 1830, tiese tribes lad becorna
inuch demoralized frori thir long residence near the

" white settluments. Tley were in the constaxthabit.
ol fi' drinking spirituous liquors to exccss; not onc of'
t hmlicîn could roadi or write, and they scarcely knew

'' ilnytli ng of' religion. Their huntiing grouis were
ex hîaisted ; di Governient presrits were axehangeul

(' Ihr whiskey. They were in debt to all the traders,
u' nd uiable to obtain more credit; and thus were
constantly ii a state bordoring on starvation. Their
Ssufering and misary wero strongly narked in ieir
personali appearare, aid the condition of thir wig*
wans ; the hltter iperfectly matde, and very isu-

illieintly supplied witlh fuel, couli scarcely be said to
l'flori siielter to the r'agged and cimanlated fraines of

le the elder lidiais, vhîilst the wretchedly diseaed ap.
,4 pearance oi the chidren, spoko still more frcibiy ofr

tle' intoxication and want ofc fuod of the parents.

" Miserable as was the(ir. state, it will iardily be cre-
dited, that thcir mintds vere so debasel, their listless-
iless antd lethargy so gr-eat, liat it required consider-
able persuasion to prevail on thi to accept the
hounity of Government. ,By studious attention toa
tleir habits anti prejudices, they were at lengti gri-

'' dualy brought to assist, and the general resuIt has
C been, that each i ndian with a filiiy lias now a lit tle

" farm under cultivation, ii which io raises, not only
" potatos and Indlian corn, but also wlhcat, oats, pens,

&c.; his wigwam is exclimiged foi the log-house
l hinting has, ii many cases, been altogethetr abandon-

" ed, and in none ap[)cars, ils fornerly, tu be r'esortcd to
Ct asthe only means of subsistence. Habituailintoxication

is unknovn ; th Sabbath is carefully observed ; hen'i

" The log dwelling houses for theIians were erect-
led byGovernment. Frarne-liouses for the Superinten-

were also built at the commencement of te establish-
" ment ; silice that time, a saw-mill and a grist-inill have
" been added lat Coldwater ; and a saw-mill is in pro-
a ress at hie Narrows. About 500 acres of tie Vhole

4 have been cleared and are under cultivation, and it is
C very gratifyirg to observe this year, that many of the

" Indiais arc, of their own accord and unassisted, erect-

Another strong, mark of amendmnent is in the
" article of dress. Al the Indians here, compared
4 with the Indians in a wild state, are vell clothed, and.
" have in most instances, abandoned hIe Indian dress
4 for that of thoir white neighbours. They have aiso

become anxious to possess furniture, and some have

" exercised thecir irngenuty in the xnamu(acture af articles (E EE.)
" eo hoaushold rta urnicre fIr theniselves. All have

" imposition by the tradar; and they are alive to tih
" dvantages ai' pursuing their fishing in the flill, as a

source of profit, and not nerely for their own food.
Il To eiable theim ta to this moare extensively, tiey have
I built for themsalyos two batteanx, aci capable of
1,holding furty or fif'ty barrels of filsh.

" I nist not omit wlat I consider highly in their
" praise, that, though obliged frcquently to submit to
" irrita'ing and externicly injust trcatment on lihe part
"' of the neigbhautîing h1îiit setlers, no ludian hias, dur-
" ing the wole period of' my superimtendence, becn

complaiiied of ibi any broaci 'of the lavs, with one
solitalry exeption,-for the rCmoval of part oi a

" fence ; and that was done in ignorance.

" Every Inlian throughout the settlement is posses-
" sedl of the means, with moderate industry, of pr'ovid-
a ing iimselfwith an ample supply offood and clothing,
' and ue has acquirel suilicierit kinowledgeof ihe arts
t' of' civilized life ta avail himself of these aldvantages,
" 'hie iniids of the youniger branches are opencd by
"' educatîion, and religion has fixed itseIf upoi the at-t
" tention of' alu.'

S uchI was the improvement madó among the Jidiains
in five years, under flie carefutl superintendeiice of il
zealous Licer, co-operating with the missionaries cru-
gaged in their conversion anid religious instruction. It
wis not long, lowever, before the cricroachments of the
white settlers on lie line of road opened by the uilians
ithmscivcs, and the ill usage, and pernicious example
to which they were, exposed ai their hands, induced
these tribes ta abandon tleir settiemenuts, aId to seck
elsewhere arefuge fron thecontamination ofi their more
civilized whito ncighbours. In 1836, a year after the
date af' the above accouint, they surreidered their Re-
serve to the Government, and the tribe under Yeltow,-
licd, reinoved in 1838, froin the Narrows to Ramua, on
the north-castern extremity of Lake Simcoe, whero
there appeared a prospect of remaining for sone years,
uiidisturbed by the white settlers. Here they purchas-
cd 1600 acres of land, at a cost of £800, poid out of
Ihoir annuities, and applied thensclves diligently to
forming a nw clearance, and cultivating the land, i
which they have maIde considerable progress.

Their number is now 184; tlicir village already con-
tains twenty lhouses, ant four barns, andc they bave 300
acrcs cf landi under cultivation.

During the last two years they have been very in-
dustrious, and have raised large quantities of produce.
In 1841) their crop of potatoes was sufficiently abun-
dont to enable them to dispose of four or five hundred
bushels to the white settiers in Orillia and Medonte,
without inconvenienice to themselves.

These Inlians are statei tobe Wesleyan methodists.
Among the baud at the Narrows there were also some
Roman Catholics, but it does not appear whetler, these
have accompaniedtlieir brethren or have separated and
joined those of the sane church at Beausoliel.

They have a commodious school-house, in which
Divine Service is performed by a missionary of that
persuasion. A respectable teacher is in charge of the
schiool.

Tleir Missionary, wbo has been acquainted with them
since July 1830, states that the' majority of them are
strictly moral in their character, thatt niost of the adu lts
are decidclly pious, asind thait many of thom fbr consis
tency of cliaracter, would iot sufibr by a comparison
with vhite christians of iny denomination.

Little was known DÉ these Indians by the Govern-
ment, before that period, as thei village was remote
fioms- any white settleneat; but they appear to, have
been settled and converted about the year 1821. I
Ï837, their inissionary gave the following descriptioni
of thei' conditior

The
Itdians at tbis station have been ren'iarkable for thoir
steadfastnesssie they' embraced Ohristinty ; they 2os MUit
appear to be a happy people ; mucb attached to thçir
missionaries, teachable, aid give solii1 proofs that they
are progressix.g ini civilization,"

The Chief Suþerintendent, however, vho visit
thom in the saine year reported that they appearcd
very poor and miserable, trùsting very much te iuiting
and fishing for their support. he fishing is very pro-
ductive, and has attracted the notice of the ivhite peo.
Ple, who an7oy the Indians by encroaching on what
they cnsider their exclusive right aud on wi
roly much for proyisîons.

They hunt in tie tract belonging to the Canadca
Company, and on tie unoccupied lancs south ani east
of the Saugeen river. Their p)resent nuiber is 197,
including about a score of Pottawatamies.

This sottlement does not appear to bave been visitecd
by any ollicer, of the Government since 1837; and s0
little is iL known, that it is supposed te have been lu -

coîrcectly laid down on the, map, by the extent of ialf
degre. The Chief Superintendent reports, that he

cannot give an accu(e account of it. le states that
the greater number of the Indians lived for a long while
a very smll log houses, and in houses made of lm

barke. The present missionary states, that there are
only six log iouses, and that the rest are bark huts or
wigwams. Tie village is situated about two miles up

te liver Saugoen. From the report of the Chief
Superintendent it appears, that the Indians contai-
plated the abandonnent of this situation for one near-or
the mouth of the river ; but they' have since determnined
te romain in their ol(locality, and have thlis year, bui1t
by contract, six excellent houses,

Tie mouth of the Saugeen River forms the best, and
ailmost the only port of refuge on the easteri shore of

Lke Huron ; hence, it is likely to become a place of
considorable resort, and it is in coniternplation to catry
t vo roats in, differeit directions ti·ough the Saugeen
tract to this point. 'The rumour of this intertioji
was lately a source of much inquietude amon gthe in-
dians, as they became apprebensive of being olbiged te

quit thei settleint nd surrender their'itprovements.

are anti cipating an extension of their present plantations.

belonging to the post of the Lake of TwoMountains. As
the settlement is of recent formation, and the claim of
these Indians upon the attention of the )cpartmernt of
Uppe' Canada, lais only been brouglit forwîrd last
yea, they have n'ot yet been visiled by any officer of
the Departmet, and no account can be givon of the
settleient. 3y Insiructions issued in 1843, they were
transferred from the Roll of Lower Canada to tlat of
the Upper Province, and, accor'dingly, received thxeir
presents for the first tinie in that Province.

TiiE SELECT COMMXTTEE to which Wvas refercd the Petition of N. SPuuts and others,
of Bytown, for an Act to restore to Nicholas Sparks certain lands in Bytown, taken possession
of by the Ordnance Department, for the purposes of the Rideau Canal, but not appropriated
by them to tlat purpose,-and, also, the Bill to explain and amend part of an Act passed in the
seventh year of 11er Majesty's Reign, intituled, " *1n /1ctfor vesting in the Prinicipal Officers

of Her Majesty's Ordnance, the estate and property therein described; for granting certain
"powers to the said Offßcers, and for other purposes therein mentioned," have the honor to
Report:

THAiT it was the manifest intention of thé Legisla-
ture, in passiîn the 29th Section of the above mon-
tioned Act, that "all lands taken froin private owners
4 at Bytown, under the authority of the Rideau Canal
" Act, for the uses of the Canal," wlich had not been
actually used for tliat purpose before bhe passing of the
Act, should be restored to the party froni whom the
saine were taken.

ILt lias been satisfictorily proved to Your Committee,
that the land which tle Petitioner, Nicholas Sparks,
now claims to be restored to hirn, amounting to about
eighty acres, lias never been used for any purposes
connected with bhe Rideau Canal, or for any other
purposes vhatsoever ; and it is also in evidence, that
the proviso in the abovenentioned section, was intro-
duced for the purlbose of compehling the Ordnance De-
partment to return this land to ils ovner, Mr. Sparks;
andi that in consequence of this proviso béing so inser-
ted in the Act, the Special Committee to whom, in
1843, was referred Mr. Sp)arks' Petition in this mat-
ter, felt it unnccessary to Report.

Your Conimittee find, on examination of J. S.
Elliott, Esquire, the Commissioner on behalf of the
Principal Oflicers of Hcr Majesty's Ordnance, and of
Colonel Hollovay, Coinnanding Engineer iii Canada,
that no part of the land bolonginig to Mr. Sparks, and
taken peossession of by the Ordnance, l was ever used
froin the time h ivas so taken until noiv, for any pur-
poses connected with the construction or defencè of
the Canal, and tliat it is now as uncertain as ever
wlether it will ever be required for either purpose.
It furtier appears from the evidence of the above gen-
tlenien, and frorni the circumstance of their obtaining
froin the Court of Chancery an Injunction prohibiting"
Mr. Sparks f'rom entering upon or interfering with the
land in question, that the Ordnance Department are
resolved te resist his clairns and, te retain possession o
his property, because, perhaps, at some futúre day, it

same time in ditlerent places, I ame led to believe that
lthe original and continued object is now to grow up a
fund fron the increasing value of tlie land, with
which to pay ic expenses of theo Ordinance .Depart-
ment, or repay a portion ,of the outlay made under its
superintendence in this country. The right to farn
and job,lands in this country, for such purposeshlias
been perseveringly advanced by the Departnent, but
the Provincial authorities have always refused to
sanction the sclieme, and recommended upon grounds
of pol icy and propriety, fiat the Ordnance should deal
only in lands actually needed for ic special Military'
objects of the Institution.

77. What varying statements do you allule to
The necessity of its appropriation by tlie Department
lias been justified by its Officers, upon the pretext of
its being vanted for fortifications, for a rampart and
w-et ditch, for a reservoir to supply tlc Locks at
Bytown if the water should ever fail, anil finally for a'
Basin to accommodate the growing trade of the place.
As to fortifications, thero lias net been the appearance
of an attempt at making any, and you have heard it
declared in this Committec by the first Engincer
Officer in this Province, Colonel Holloway, that it is
not at all probable fortifications will cver bc made at
Bytown; hie wet ditch and ramparts follow the fortifi-
cations. The Rideau Canal has been in full opera-
tion for fourtcen ycars, and there lias been no diminu-
tion of water, but a wastc weir is continually running;
and se little did Colonel By really believe in the
failure of watcr, that lie let a mill site, and recom-
mended the crection of exponsive mills, to be turned
by the never-enling supply of the vaste water of the
Canal at Bytown. In Ehke manner we may dispose
of flic pretence of a Basin bcing wanted for the accom-
modation of the trade. The timber upon the banks of
the Canal becomes less, instcad of more, every year;
and no want of space in ic existing Basin lias cver
l)een felt. The passage of vesels by tie Rideau is not

likely te increase, but on the contrary to dimiinish, (F. P. F.)
after the St. Lawrence Canals -come into operation.
But thle imagination of a maniac only can renIize hie 22d March.
anticipation of a Basin or a Dock, covering 88 acres,
aI Bytown. Upon references to authentic sources, I
find that the celebrated St, Catherine's Docks of Lon-
don cover only 24 acres, including quays, ware-
louses, offices and buildings of every description.
The vater area covers a space of only 11L acres.
The great London Docks have but 30 acres of water
area. The port of London reu:kons 32,000 seamen
in constant employment, with an annual fleet of
30,000 foreign and home ships comning and going, and
produce to the value of £80,000,000 sterling.annually.
The Basins of hie Regent's Canal at London connect-
ing the port of London wfih the Irish Sea, cover no
more, than two acres of ground. It is too obvicus to
need furtier illustration that the Ordnance Department
cannot seriously believe that the 88 acres they have
taken froin Mr. Sparks will really be wanted, or even
applied to thc benefit of tlie town, whatever may be
tlic pretences put forth on tlcir bohalf for its retention.
i have nover been able to bring the Ordnance Agents
to any definite declaration of Vhat they vould do or
w'hen. Some day somehing may liappen that may
render necessary some work for Military or Canal
purposes ; this I believe te be the nmost definite
answer ever obtained fron the Ordnance. Before the
passing of the Vesting Act, of last Session, it was
never pretended, tliat I have heard of, that Mr.
Sparks' land liad ever been put te any Canal use,
althougli it was declared that some day it miglt be.
An officer of the Department has recently in his affi-
davit declared t(lat it lias been used for tho Canal.
Colonel -Iolloway, in this Committee, bas on (lie con-
trary afflirmcd, tliat it lias not yet been used for the pur-
pose for which alone it could have been lawfully taken
from Mr. Sparks, but that some day it may be. After
a lapse of 18 years it is highly improbable. From all
thase , varying and contradictory statements,, alil of
which cannot be truc, the only safe and rational con-
clusion for one seeking the truth is, that ilere is some-
where concealmenit for an object. We have not yet
got at fie truth by ic avowal cf the parties; being left
to conjecture, I can adopt no othier opinion but thatI 1
have stated.

Srn,--With reference to the first part of an Address
of, the Legislative Assembly, dated the 12th instant,
relating to certain claims for Losses during the late
War between Great Britain and the United States of
America, referred to me in your note of the 14th, 1
beg to state, for the information of Ilis Excellency the
Governor General, that every particular relating thereto,
with the nature 'of the claim, and the avards of the
Commissioners thereon, are in the Books of the Library
of the Commons House of Assembly.

The claims now remaining unpaid are entmerated
in the accompanying Lists, marked No. 1, Third In-
stalment, 33 per cent, and No. 2, Fourth Instaiment,
31¾ per cent, upon the original awards. The first
amounting to the sùn of £373 12s. 6d. and the latter
to £1029 4s. 1d., currency.

Many of the abovementioned claims rermain incalled
for ; some are unpaid by reason of diflculties in identi-
fying the representatives of parties deceased, others
from opposing interests, and those marked D in red
ink are detained on account of debts said -to be due to
Governrment by the original claimants.

The third instalment is paid in conformity -with the
Provincial Act 3d Will. IV, cap. 26 and 27, by the
issue of Debentures bearing interest at 6 per cent per

annum; and in order to avoid making these Debet.
tures in broken sums, (none having issued for less
than £50,) there bas been distributed in fractions, the
sum of £554 18s. 4d. currency, over and above the
amount so raised. This money, has béen borrowed
from the Fund belonging to the fourth instalment
created by Grant of the Inperial aid Provincial Gov-
ernments conjointly, forming a separate and distinct
account, to which it will be refunded whenever a
further issue of War Loss Debentures can be effected.

The unpaid balance remaining of the Ist and 2nd
instalments, 10 and 25 per cent, Imperial Grants, was
returned into the Military Chest in the year 1831, by
order of the Lords of the Treasury, dated in Febru-
ary of that year,

The award to friendly Tribes of Indians wyas paid
to and distributed by the Indian Department. The
different claimants and mode of payment are alike
unknown to this Department, no particulars having
been furnished to the Receiver General, from the War
Loss 'Commissioners. For farther information on this
subject, reference is requested to the Chief Superin-
tendent of Indian Affairs.

Personally appeared beibre me, Charles "Berczy,
Esquire, one of Hier Majesty' Justices of the Peace for
tie fome District, John Roy, Deputy Collector of Cus-
toms for the Port ut 'oUronto, wh1o being duly sworni, de-
pioseti and saith,that tiiere wais no WmVioeuseBook kept
ait tIis oice ; that somte tim early in the sommer, the
)eputy InspectorGonerai of Canada, and tie Collector

ot Muntreal caine to this oflice, and aumongst other ci-
quiries asked for a Bonded Warehouso Blook ; on the de-
partureof these gentlemen to the uipper part of the Pro-
vince, a book containing the goods receivedi fron Que-
bec aind Montreal, in bond, w0as made out previous to
theit return.

This de ponent furtler saith ithat there were no entries
made frum the openingof the navigation for 1843, in
any Book, of Auctiouiers' ]Duties or Licences, Tonnage
Duc or 1-arbour Ducs ; that the whole business of the
ofce was transactcd on slips of papér which wvere ce-
pied by the present AccountanI, Mr.Graham, vho came
to- the office on the furst of May, 'lis deponeit further
saitl, that Mr. Kelly informed hu im that lamruilton and
Wilson vould send into th Queen's Warehouse two
boxes of goods vhich they wcre unable to pay duties
upon, and that they were.to remain there until the pre-
sent examination was over ; deponent did not receive
the goods; they were hovever put into ile Warehouse
without the knowledge of this deponent ; Ihat the slid
goods were said to be the same goods as imported by
IIamilton and Wilson in April last. This deponent was
ifterwards ordered by the present Collector to take a
particular account of tiese goods, and they amounted
te about one-fourth of the value of the original pack-
ages; Mr, IIamilton informed Ibis deponent that lie
lai sold the remainder ; Ihat they had removed the
croods from Mr Kelly, with the understanding that he,
31r. Kelly, was to pay the duties, with the exception of
a few pounds, as Mr. Kelly owed themi nearly the
amount for furiniture. Mr. Hamilton further informed
this deponent that several friends of Mr. Kelly's had
called upon him and said lie was the cause of Mr.
Kelly losing bis situation, in consequence of the state-

Mr. Kelly, in order to make eaci of his explanations
and replies as distinct and satislaetory as possible, will

place them in red ink in juxta..position to Mr. Camer-
oi's allegatiois.

First.-Mr. Kelly considered this tu be a comiplaint,
weing it urged against hin. Nr. KeIly's explanimîtion lias

ompehlld Mr. Cameron to admit that it coild lot
anouit to a charge, aInd Mr. Camueronl finding lis alle-
galion to fiail in criniiitinîg Mr. Kelly, now for the fir'st
time asserts thuat Ir. Kelly Il l"ad nu ooksat [tiat
time." It is m<ost extraordinary that Mi. Cameron |
couldl have been led to iake suchl an assertion, since
Mr. Cameron hIad l at that tie" inuititelyv examtiniied,
iarked Qc1, and checked each cntry in Mr. Kelly's Day

Book. The Books tien in use by Mr. Kelly uir now ini
the possession of the inspector General aid Mr. Kelly's
successor, wliicli will be by theiselves a sulfliu;elt refut-
tation of Mr. Cameron's assertion,

Mr. Kelly would also refer to his answer, tu this first
charge, in lis former statemelît.

Second.-Mr.Kelly woul<l, in tlie first insance, refer
to his previous reply in his fori'er stuatemnent to this
harge Iri answer tb Mr. Camcion's aidiltional cluarge,

of bis hîaving no Ledger and nu Books except 01n a few
shoots of paper, Mr. Kelly would refer toMr.Cameron's
Journal of Inspection in 1842, pubîlisliel by order of tlie
Bouse of Assembly, being an Appendix to his Report,
page 61, in which lie says, ini rcfereice to the manige-
ment of Mi. Kelly's ofice, "Ihiat lie found a Blotter

port and Appendix, page 86; stated " tie business bas
been well done-Mr. Kelly is constantly in bis office."
Mr. Kelly begs leave to state that at the thine of Mr.
Câmeron's visits of inspection in tlie month of July
1843, Mr. Kelly had in use the identical Books and
pursued tle same mode of doing business as tilt which
Mr. Cameron had previously approved of, and that up'
to the hour of his dismissal, Mr. Kelly made full and
ex plicit entries of all goods in the saine Day-Book, and
afer tie saine manner and form as Lthat entry which
Mr. Caineroi hi xteted as a fair specimen of Mr.
Kelly's mode of conductiig thiat part of his dulies, and
whiich Mr. Cameron hail su hiighly approved of. Those
Books are now in the InsIector GeîicraPls Office, and
umust fully corroborate Mr. Kelly's asseition.

Cameroun before flic date of his Report. Mr. Kelly
again asserts tlait there was a Bonded Warehouse
Book, wi-hich is now in tlie possession of Mr. Stanton,
tlie present Collector of Toronto, andi a copy or whici
is lerewlh hiailded to the Inspector General.

In proof of Mr. Cmieri's extraordinary assertion,
that there was no Donded Wraichîîîuse ljook, lie imakes
a statement that tiere Il was nu trace "l of 50 chests of
Tea imported by Mr. Brett on tic th of' Julv, " as
eitier bonded oý stored." This is inarcurate md un-
truc ; flic Tei on its arrival was storedi and (utr
entiered in 1r. Kelly's Manifust or Warehouse BooX,
w1here alone it oglit ilion to be entered, (they not
being bonded gouods,) as the duty was paid on pOrtions
of it, [he prpor further entries were made,-the re-
inamnder was in store ait th time ofh Mr. Kelly's dis.

Relly's dismissal, it -was discoverç in store,

Third.-Mr. Kelly ,confidently perseveres in his
former assertion that the Harbour Dues were regularly
entered by him as paid,notwithstanding Mr. Cameron's
attemptedi contradiction. The, first intance which Mr.
Camoron bas furnishîed, to'sustain bis contra.diction, hias
no connection vhatever with liHarbour Dues,. but has
referonce tQ Toninage Dues; which are a distinct and
dif1ient source of Revenue, and collected in a difl-
r'ent manner.
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The Tonnage Dues, are an annual charge of 1 .
per ton, payable on British vessels, for the support of
Light-houses, under the provisions of a Provincial
Statute.

The Harbour Dues are payable on merchandize, and
not on craft, which 1r. Cameron ought to be, and no
doubt is aware of; During the previous winter Mr.
Kelly had caused his Deputy to take an account of ail
the steamers and other craft which were then laid up
at Toronto, witlh the object and intention of securing
thepaymentofthe Tonnage or Light-liouse Dues from all
the vessels then wintering there;-this was done, and
from this list Mr. Kelly returnel to the Government a
correct account,

With regard'tâ to his further and new charge respect-
ing 8S. Sd. for larbour Dues, it ,will be found credited
to Government, under the entry per schooner Native.

rourth.-Mr. Kelly cannot cenceive on what
grounds Mr, Cameron can assert that Mr. Kelly ad-
mits this charge. Mr. Kelly in his previous statemen't
denied this èharge, and he cannot refrain from dopying
that denial.

"The sums received by Mr. Kelly from time to time
"for Auction Dues, were, on the day of receipt, enter-
" Ced in the Blotter or Day-Book as ail other sums receiv-

ed by him oi the public account ývere entered, and at

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The state of Mr. Kelly's private account with lis
Bankers is most improperly introduccd now, tloigli
previous to Mr. Camneron's liaving imade his two for-
mer Reports, and on his arrivail in Toronto in tie mouth
of June, he (without apprizing Mr. Kelly of lits inten-
tion) vent te tohe Upper Canada Bank, and vas, in
the absence of the Caslier, permitted to examine Mr.
Kelly's private account, wlen he discovered the sum
Mr. Kelly had overdrawn, and lie adds, " that lie las
" reason to believe the said balance is still (lue the Up-
c per Canada Bank." This insinuationof Mr. Came-
ron is untrue, and lie ought not to have ventured to
rmake it without better informing himselfon the subtject.

Sin,-I have the lionor to acknowledge your refer-
ence, by conmmand of Ilis Excellency tle Governor
General, of the Report of Malcolm Cameron, Esquire,
Conmissioner appointed to enquire into the state and
management of the Customs in Uper Canada, con-
taining certain charges against William Moore Kelly,
Esquire, as late Collector of Cuistoms at Toronto, as
vell as Mr. Kelly's answers and explanations there-

on, together with Mr. Cameron's replies.

I have to express my regret that so much delay hias
occurred in making this Report, occasioned by the con-
stant and unremitting duties of tbis ofice, which -were
considerably augnented at the very time thisreference
vas made, by the new arrangements for conducting

the business of the Receiver General's Departnent,

I have now the holnor to report for the information
of Ilis Excellency, thiat having fully and matuîely
considered tle several allegations of Mr. Cameron in
support of lie charges, the explanations of Mr. Kelly,
aswell as tic replies of Mr.Canmeron vhich invelve new
clarges,comimunication f whiicl it was considered neces-
sary shouîld be given to Mr. Kelly,who furnished furtlier

Camcron to institute such a mode of investigation as
lie lins chosen to adopt in respect to Mr. Kelly's oflicial
conduct ; but lie finds a still greater difliculty in dis-
covering any authority conferred on Mr. Camerop to
authorize his, intruding his enquiries into Mr. Kelly's
privatc affairs.

answers and explanations wlicli are hereunto annexed.
Mr. Kelly having for convenience arranged Mr. Came.
ron s Report into several heads of charge, numbeniing
them according to the order in vbich they occur, I
proceed to make such observations on each liead of
charge so distinguished as the result of the enquiry.

FuisT CiHAGE,- That Mr. Xelly had not closed
his accounts (for the quarter ending 5th July, 1843,)

" on the l7th of that month."

To this charge Mr. Kelly pleads, in substance, that
the law allows the Collector twenty clear days after
the termination of each quarter, to make u) and render
their accounts to the Office of the Inspector Genera.-
Tits is admitted to be (lie case; but although such a
time is allowed for making up and transmittng the ac-
counts, it is no reason whly tic Books of the Oflicel had
tlere been anything like regularity observed, should
not have been closed immediately after the termination
of tlie quarter.

Mrr. Cameron asserts tliat on a previous visit to the
Custom House, Mr. Kellyh lad promised tLhat the ac-
counts would be ready immediately after the 6tlh July,
as tliey were then in preparation; vlile on (lie 13th cf
that month the books and accounts were not closed,
which is the circunstanco complained of by Mr.
Cancron,

SEcoND CuARGE.-" There vas no system of doing
" business in Mr. Kelly's Office, and no Bonded Ware.
" house Book vas kept,"the only trace of the goods
i bonded was by refereiice to the Bonds."

On tie previous part of this charge, " tlie want of
systen,"1 it may be observed that it appears the sanie
form of keeping the books continued at the time this
charge was made that prevailed in 1842, and noticed in
ternis of approbation in Mr. Cameron's Report, as
printed, at page 61,

As respects the latter part of flic charge, the want
of a Bonded Wareloise -Book, Mr. Kelly insists that
there was a Bonded Warehouse book kept, which was
in use at the time referred to by Mr. Caneroti. A
copy of this book, called by Mr. Kelly a Wareliouse
Book, is now in the Office of the Inspector General ; it
nerely contains copies of' tle maýnifests furnished by
tlie Masters of Vessels as tley arrive, but it does
not shew what, portion of the cf'fects detailed in tlic
the inanifest, are entered for wareliousinîg.

It is most certainly within riny knowledge, tliat on
the 23d June, 1843, there was no such Book as a Bonded
Warelhouse Book in use at the Cistom Flouse at To.
ronto, for on that day Mr. Hal,the Collector of
Montreal, and myself, being on a tour of duty visiting
some of the Ports of Entry to the, westward, were at
the Custoni House at Toronto, vhen, in answer to lie
question put1y Mr. E all, " whether a Wreliouse Book
Wvas in use?" Mr. Kelly stated tliat thiere vas none.
This circumstance is confirmed by tlie afhdavit of Mr,
Roy, the Deputy Collector, p}pended to Mr. Cameron's
reply.

It may, however, he observed, that at the date of ir,
Caneron's Report, the Collectors had not been fui,
nislhed with any instructions as to the manÊr of
keeping their accounts, nor arîy forn of bocks indi.
cated te then-cach was left to follo any system that
best suited them.

TUmInD CARGE.-" No account was oenedi In Mr.
"Kelly's books for Harbour Dues, ani tle eptries
" wýe made in the Blotter "sèverisinllcraft " wvith
"no narhes, dates or particulars."

It is adinitted in Mr. Cameron's Report, page 4, as
"printed,, that, at Toronto, " it was impossible for the
" Collector, with the limited asssistance afforded him,
"to prevent the evasionl of these dues. The 'Tariff re-
"quires revision; and the other regulations necessary
" to ensure their proper collection may be provided
"'for in the BiIl for the gencral management of the
" Revenue."

FouRtH CHARGE.-" There was no, account for
"monies received for Auction Dues or Auction Li-
"conceos.",

Mr. Kelly asserts that the sums received on tiese
accounts were, on the days of receipt, entered on the
Blotter or Day Book, as all olier sums received, and,
at the end of the quarter, posted to separate accounts.

This appears to have beon the system in preceding
years. As before observed, no Iarticular fornof ac -
counits or books wer*e required of the Collectors,,each
being left to adopt tlcir own forrn.

FPrTa CIÂBG.-" The plaister imported by James
" Brown on the 17th April, was not entered, ard tie

duty thereon was not paid until the 4th July."

Mr. Kelly, in his answer, states that as there was
no Warehouse provided by Govemnent for the recep-
tion of goods imported, and not entered for the payment
of duty, he cites the provision of the Imperial Act 8 &
4, Will. IV., clap, 59, section 25; allowiig a certain
time to make entry and land goods, and in default of
such entry and landno, they are hlot to be stored for
three nonthîs, when, if the duty be not then;paid, tley
are to be sold, &c.

This provision of the Act, it is apprehended, applies
to cases where the importers or consignees of the goods
are absent, but such is not asserted to ibe thb case by
MrdCelly,

Únder such a construction of the provisions Of the
Act, and allowing as was done, in this case, the n-
porters to have possession of the goods, irn their own
store, without the 'payment.of duty, every importer
%vould consider haiînself entitled to the same indulgence,
and iluns get a credit of tlirce montlis, at least, for pay-
ment of duties, where no, credit, it is subinitted, was
contemplated by tIe provision of the Act' .

Mr. Kelly, as before stated, aflirms that_ there was
no Warehouse provided by Government, n which the
articles could be placed until the duty was paid,-this
was not the case,-as in April 1843, the time of the im-
portatjon in questioni. there was an approved Bonded
Warehouse in use at Toronto, in which the articles
Irigt hlave been stored and:secured at the éxpense of
t mporter, as provided by the Act.

Thiis is another instance of gross irreglarity,, ih
giving credit for duties to vhich the importer was not
entitled by law, and in direct violation "of the instruc-
tions from this Department.

In this case it would appear to have been the inten-
tion of the Importer, as Well as the Collector, to have
Bonded the salt under the provisions of the Provinýcial
Acb had thie whole quantity expected, arrived at
nearly the same time, although, in different vessels,
whicli wolld baye bQcn contrary to the provsions QI
tha Provincial Act, vhich allows a credit for duties,
.on Bond being given, only, on each importationwhen
the duty on vhich avould amount to £50 oripavards.

A portion of the quantity entered only arrived; the
duty on which did not amount to near £50, yet the
importer wai allowed to get possession ofit, thout
panymient cf duty, for nearly a monthafter its landing

This, it vould appear,,was a continuation ofan ir-
regulhr practice f Collectors, previous to 1849" of
allowing merchants possessioni the goodsirnported
by hlien before payment of the dLties, whichtwere in
many instances collected only towards the enhof ach
quarter, when absolutely required to enable the Col-
lector; to nake up h4is Quarterly Returns,

That previous practice, it is submnitted;could not b e
pleaced in justification .by Mr. Kelly, for when.such in
irregtilarity becuaine known to- the flate Inspector Gene-
ral addmyscf, it was considered our duty to put su
stop to it;, and, vith that view, a circular wasissued
fromtihis.Oflice, t 9th Sept. 1842, addressedîto althe
Collectors, forbidding them toallow; credit. for duties,
except in cases coning vithin the provisions of the
Provincial Act "4 & 5, Vic. cap.

Mr. Kelly etficavours to justify himself on this
charge on the saine ground as attempted in his answer
to the 5th charge, but, as on the' fornmer case,,hie does
nut assert that tue goods were not landed until the
twenty days had expired , it is lii feiv casesthat a vos-
sel is detained for such a ltime, ard this is another in.
starce of credit beinig allowed contrary to law and to
instructions, antd to the prejudice of the Revenue, the
duly boing less when paid than it would have been if
pKaid ath l time of entry, previeus to tho operation of
the new At.

ILEvENTH ciiAGE,-" Certain sums received'
fi-rm Mr, trange were kept back,- or borrowed from

" one period to another."

From the explainations given, there d(es not appear
to be any irrogtarity in thistransactioi; the money was
not received until after the close of tle quarter en ded
5ti April, andi could not consequcntly ,be credited in the
accounts of that quarter.

TWICtsr onios." The sums çredited to Go-
" vernlment by Mr. Kelly for the Steamers Britannia,1
" Core and America, do not correspond yith the sums
4 entered in Mr. Bethune's Books, us paid for thlose

Tlie answers and explanations to this charge arc
satisfactory, Mr. Kelly appearing to have accountei
for ail he received on account of these Steamers.

Mr, Cameron admits in his Report,as printed, 4th page,

this Report.

FCFTEENTH cIARGE.-Soveral sums enuimepateid
in Mr. Cameron's Report vere not deposited at tho
Bank, to the credit of the Receiver General, but were
borrowed.

This charge docs not appear to be sustained ; Mr.
Kelly shows thiat lus monies were paid to the credit of
the Receiver Generat ah he Bank.

In conclusion, I beg leave t state that Mr. Kelly's
accounts have, not yet been auditei, and, cannot finally
be so, until some disputed points between him and Mr.
Roy, late his Deputy, are arrangt ; but there dues not
appear to be any defalcation in respect to the amounta
of the collections as accounted for.

In compliance witlh your instructions, dated 31st

JTanuary last, relative te the construction of Piers for
the ercation of an Ice Bridge below Thrc Rivera, at
o, lear Islo Bigot, and others for the creation of one
bctween Point Levi and Quooc. I bave visited
those places, and made onquiries of porsons living on
the spot, nost likcly to afford correct information on
tle subict, and bave now the ionour to submit, for
the intormation of th l oard, the result of my
en quirics and exaiminations.

First, thon, as regards the practicability of forming
an lec Bridge regular-ly every ycar ut cither of the
above nientioned places;. I have no doubt that much
iy be offectcd, by attificial moans, for the accomplisli-
mnwt of that object.

The Gentilly Shoal, opposite the Parish of Cham-
plain and below Islo Bigot, where, according to Capt.
Bayfield's Chart, thero is not, in many places, more
than one foot of water at low water, affords a good,
opportunity of arresting the running ice, and of in-
dlueing the river to freoze over much carlier, and
with greater iegularity than herctofore, by the croc-
tion of detachet Piers upon it, seven of which judici-
ously placed, would be sufficient for the purpose, but
the effoet may be increased te a niuch greater extent
by increasing the number of Piers, which could be
done at any time afterwards if thought proper.

Il some seasons when the water is low, the ice
grounds on this shoal, and thon the river is sure te
freeze over and forn the Icoc Bridge, which is a suflì-
cient indication of the effect likely to bo proßuced by
the Piers.

The Piers or Cribs should be slopod off "on the up-
streain aide, the samo as tioso placed by the Board
off Point St. Charles, abovo Mon treal, se as net te be
injured by the shoving of the ice, and they should,
not be raised much above tho winter levol of the St.
Lawronce, in order that, thcy nay offer no' resistance
te the ice passing off in spring, but allow it te flow
ovar their summits unimpedled.

It is observed, that the St. Lawrence always riscs
in spring, before the ice passes off, from six te eight
foot over the winter lovel, but sonetimes, in seasons
of cxtraordinary floods, it has bec knovn to rise as
much as ton or twelve feet over the saine level.

Appendix
The sevon Piers roquired at this place would cost (L. L. L.>

about £2500 curro'ney.

At Quebec, five riers at1 cast would bc required,
and tley would have to be buit muuch larger and
stronger tlian thoso at Champlain. The proper
place for them would be on a ,ine dravn across the
liver froin Point Levi , te the North Shore, at right,
angls te the stream, and crossing the shoal runnrg
out from tho Point -whiere the Church stands. This
lino crosses the narrowest part of the deep channel,
as may b spen on Capt. Bayficlcl's Chart, and coiri-
cides vith the place whero the ico first takes, in con-
sequence of being jammed in between tho point of the
shoal ivwhero the ice grounds, and the shcet of ice
formed in the comparatively still water on the north
side.

By placing two strong Piers at about the throe
fathom lino of soundings (taken at low water,) one
on cai aide of the channel, with one more on the
south side, half way to "tho shore, and two on the
north side, at about 100 and 200 yards respectivcly
from the first upon the lin abovo referrcd te, I
have no doubt the ico would be induced te tako
carlier in the winter by tlirco or foui wceks, ttan it
will Ivithout theni, and that an Ice Bridge nmight be
depended upon being created rogularly evory winter,
sooner or later.

ln order that the ice in spring arny foat over the
Piers, they sheuld be raiscd only to the level of the
ordinary high spring tides of the winter montis,
which would bc two foot below the flcod 'lvel of
higlest spring tides.

These fivo Piors would cest about £9,400 currency.

The second part of this onquiry, viz:--Tho offect
likely te ho produced upon tho oponing of the navi-
oation, by the oroction ,f such Piers, is a qnestion
oIserving flic nost scrious consideration, for it Cali

net fail te imupress the mind of every person laving
at leoart the goneral interests of the Province, thamt
no impcdiment under ,any circmstances should bo
thrown in tihe way 'of the Trado and Commerce cf
tho country,,and no risk 'whatover run of retarding
th opcning of the navigation in spring, however in-
portant and bonoficial to any particular locality such
an exporiment might prove.

The importance of this quostion is heightened by
the consideration that the Proyinco is now deeply
concerned in the construction of expansive Canals, for
facilitating the communication botween the grat
inland lakes and the Atlantie, upon the completion
of which and from tli growing inportance of the
Trade, the, early opening of, the river will bc lookoc
for with increasing solicitudo year after year.

Inmpressod wvith these considerations, I an of opi-
nion that tho proposed exporiment is dangerous and
inoxpodient, for the following reasons:

Again, taking the record et the first arrivals friom
sea, at flic Port ef Quebec, as given ina the Quebec
Directory, it may be seen that frein 1801 te 1844,
thirty-one of the forty-four arrivails occur beforo the
8th of May, twenty-three beforo the 3rd of Maï,p and
twelve before the 28th 'of April, the earliest being on
flic 16th of April and -the latest on the 13th of May;
In 1843, the GreatBritain arrived on the 18th of
April, and flic Ico Bridge did not: break up 1ti1the
3rd 'of May. Her cargo it. is, said, 'as' worth
£100,000 sterling, being bound for Montreal. She
cxperienced in consequnce; of the Iee Bridge, a delay
of fifteen days. Besides this, soveral qhips vhieh ar-

If, thon, the proposed Piers have the offect which
t anticipate, that is, of inducing the ice to take rcgu-
larly overy wiater, and carlier on an average, than
it has donc hitharto, is it net reasoiable te suppose
that it will be fOrmed tliikr and stronger, and
consoquently romain longer than i otierwise would?
It may be said, and ]as béon said, that as ithe water
aiways -rises in spri ng before it passes off, it willfloat

body ofamazing thilckess;, forming what is'common-
ly called «the Digue," and dams the water ýbackfôz
many longues in extent. This Digue'is able fe be
foried at thtrec points on the river, bétveen Thrée
Rivers and Quebec. The first is at;Grondines, the
second the Platon or Poetneuf, and thcitird at
Rouge or the "Saut," as it is sbmotineea caleT
where tlie -river scarcely exceeds half a mile in
width. Ii often happons that after the Digue ha
given way at the first, it forms again at tho second
or third 1la0ce

An Ice Bridge was formed in 1843; and it isin
the sprinig of the sanie year that a most extraordinaiy
flood occurred, which swept away all the fonces ,with-
in two miles 'of the riv&r below Batiscan, drôwned a
nuxnber of cattle, carried, away- a abarnaid ,other
buildings of less inportande, and did considcexblo
damage ta property in;thonieighbourhood oftthe vil-
lage of St. Anno de la Perade; this "innundati'oi war
caused by a Digue being formed at Grondines by
the sudden passin gff of tieice; yonly one other suoi1
flood as this.is knowný to have occurred in tli recol-
loction of iny infotmant, and it was thon accompanied
by similar offects.

If it caa be clearly estabshed tha tho Te rid e
does exert an influence upon tho inundations, pre.jn-

GENTLEMEN,

Hlaving perused the Address from tlie Legislt-
tive Assembly, regarding the I feasibility" of giving
the lienofit of hec Eridges to th inhabitants of the Dis-
trict of Three Rivers and Quebec, I would respectfully
subumit the following observations to your considerat-oa.

The formation of an Ice Bridge at Three Rivers
would be injuriòus.

1st. Because the placing of" three or more Piers"
"betwcón the Batture à Léonard near the Parish of

St. Pierre les Becquêts, and the Batture àt Bigot,
near fhc Parish of Champlain or in the vicinity of

"these places," would most probably become, in the
course of tin, a serions irnpcdiment to thi naviga-
tion of the St. Lawrence, as the channel is very nar-
row at Batture -à Bigot, and the " Piers" would ae-
cumnulate sand banks.

2nd. B3ecause the ico -romains longer in the ay
of' Gentilly and the Batture à Léonard, than in other
parts of the St. Lawrcnco, and ronders it dangerous
for steamers descending to Quebce ut tli opening of
the navigation, until it is reioved, and the construe-
tien of Piers would cause the ico te romain still
longer, as it requires spring tidos te loat the ice in

the Bay over the, shoal outsido: now, as steamers Appendix
havo been frequently detaincd at Thrce Riivers untl (Y L. L.)
its removal, they would be' detained much longer, r-^
and would incur greater daun'er (provided Piers were 25th Marçh.

I woud therefore suggest ýto the Board, the expo,
diency of opposing such a eniasure, as it would only
bnofit à fei inhabitants of tlicDistrict of Thrco
Rivers, at the risk of endangçring and impeding the
navigation of thc river.

I also consider that thc formation of a Bridge at
Quebee wYould be injurious.

1st. Because it would cause ships to arrive at that
Port mucli later than they do at prescnt, and w'ould
thus render the, business :season, shorter than it is
for instance, in 1843 (when the natuiral ece Bridge
was forned) the ship Great Britain arrived on the
18th April, and I recommended Captain Swinburn to
put his ship into Mr, Taylor's wharf, at Point Levi,
the only safe and accessible place in the larbour
at that timne, for the ship (whose cargo was worth,
about £100,000 sterling,) and where the vessel was
detained about ton days, until the ice broko up so as
te enable lier te bc takon te the wharves at Quebec.

2nd. Bcauso it would occasion the destruction of
shipping and other valuable property and would
often cause sliips to b detained for sonie time at
Crane Island or Grosse Isle. ý In 1843, soveral
ships that arrived after the Great Britain, were
seriously danaged, and carried down the river, with
the loss of anchors and cables, by ithe móving of the
Iec Bridge

It will thus be perceived that the benefits arising
from the formation of these two Bridges, would bc
entirely local and restricted to a feiw, while the in-
juries likely to be produced, would be extensive, and
exert a prejudicial influence upon the Commerce of
Canada,

I ani also of opinion that the erection of :Piers at
Quboec, wyould alter fthe course of the curènt, and
thereby prevent the strong carrent on the Toint ILevy
side from oducing the body of ice on that shoreas
from the groat depth of watcr; and the great dogrco
of heat produced thorefrom, the ice disappeas more
rapidly fron that side than from tJen oppsite side of
the river.

have the honor to REPORT .-

THAT they have given the subject matter of refe-
rence their best attention, and laving availed them-
selves of information derived from various and respec-
table sources, (which information is appended to leir
Report)thîey beg te submit the following, as the result
of thoir inquiries :

The petitiioner states, thiat in the year 1842, having
taken into ronsideration tlie vast accommodation that
would be aWlorded the public ait large, by the, construe-
tien of a Lock ait French's Reef, near Coteau du Lac,
on tie River St, Lawrence, lie caused such Lock te
be orected at an expense of £300, and lie" now prays
for sucli remuneration as your Honorable House may
think proper to award him for hie same. The princi-

p le of a private individual taking upon himself, with-
)ut tli sanction of (tie highest ani competent authority,
(lie project of an improvement on a great highvay and
navigable river like the St. Lawrence, or indeed in any
case, Your Committea have felt, and do feel them-
selves bound te discountenance and repudiate, no mat-
lor how p'aiseworty, disinterested, or essential te tle
public interosts, such project' may be,

Your Committee arc satisfied (bat tle petitioner did
actually complete flie works mentioned in bis petition;
but thlat he piojected the sanie solely for the good of
tle public las net been substantiated, his object ap-
pearing mainly to have been to raise a sufficient head
of water, and carry he samo to a mill crocted by him
on the banks of the St. Lawrence. That the said
vorks have bon of vast importance to those vho are

engaged in fhe transport of upward freight, has been
beyond all doubt established ; and expenses to which
the owners of boats ascending Vero subject before the
etection' of tie works, as well as the delays and mis-
hapls to whiclh thîey were formerly liable, have been
obviated and avoided ; but at the saine time, it appears
to them that tlie petitioner's own interest induced hin,
in a great measure, to improve the navigation by the
erection and subsequent extension of the works, in ques-
tion : lie could, jherefîre, in any case, only claim te be
partially indemnifled for his outlay. Whitever, how-
ever, might be the extent of is claim, Your Committee
regret liat tlcy are restrained from recommending any
compensation to be made to hîin, from the more fact
that lie was unauthorized to enter upon the under-
taking.

I have frequently lcard Ithat it derived its present
name frein the circumstance of a man of the naIe cf
Mandeville beinrg in the habit of fisiing for maski-
nongé in it.

Pothier te retain the
possession of the Lake now called Maskinongé (but

The Township of Brandon was not ofiicially erected

It is evident, from the wording of the Meniorial,
that the Potitioners are under the impression, that,
unless soie uindue influence had been used, and to
thiir prejudico, the lateral lines of Brandon would
have been paralel, and not so run as to exclude the
lake and the portions of land around it, and it is on
this point tiat the Petitioners nut be undecciyed;
the right of posscssion,as it respects that lake and the
six chains of land around it, was confirmed o, Mr.
Pothier, on his right of Seignior; of Maskinonâé, be-
fore the Township of Brandon had a legal existence,
and it was not unadvisedly se confirmeà, for his Peti-
tion, and that of the Soignior froim whlni heacquired,
had been for years before the GovernInt, and-the
first Report of the Executive Council, although found-
ed on the joint opinion of thé Atorney-General, (Mr.

carry into effect the approved Report of Couneil,
dated 21st March, 1825, respectiug the.fixing of the.
boundary lines betweon the Fief of Maskinongé and.
the Township of Brandon, and that, in conforinity to
the said Report of Survey, bearing date 26th of Octo-
ber, 1825, the description for the crection of the said
Township w.as prepared in pursuance of tie Warrant
of Survey dated in 1805, and reported to ls E4xcel-
lency in June, 1826, whereupon the Township of
Brandon was crocted by Letters Patent, datcd 8th
January, 1827.

The Petition of the undersigned Inhabitants of th
T.ownship of Brandon, in the District of Montreal,

That Yourn Petitioners, not many ycars after such
settliement was made, w'ere greatly surprised te find
that the Honourablo Mr. Pothier, Seignior of Lanau-
dière, clained the lands upon which they were thus
settled, as part of his Soigniory, and instituted legal
proceedings of' a harassing claracter against sone of
theim. Those proceedings, iowyever, aitho ug-li entail-
ing ruinons expnciics upon your Petitioneis, led te no
definite result as respects the right of property.

That Your Potitioners have at varions tinos made
repeated applications to several of Your Excol]ency's
1redecessors, for the purpose of obtaining. titles to
the lands upon which thoy are thus settled, but that,
in, consoquence of the erroncous information and the
incorrect sur'vcys laid bofore the Governmnent, suchi
applications have hitherto had an unsuccessful result,

Aware, how'ever, as Your Excollenc3's Petitioners
are, that the pretensions of the Scignior of Laiau-
dière, are not sustained by his title, and believing as
thcy do, that Government lias bch led, into errer
from want of correct information, they arc impelled
by a sense of duty to themseltes and their faminlies,
and infulireliance upon Youîr Exccllency's justice, to-
make another appeal te r Majcsty's Government,
and te lay this, their. humble Petition, beforo Yeur -
Excollenrcy.-

Your Petitioners liumnby conceive ·that the extant
and bounrdaries of the Seigiiory of Lanaudière, cari
be best ascertained by referriing to the original grant,

The tract laid down under the nane of Autaya,
betwoen Dautray and Berthier, is referred to il the
ancient Records at different times, under the difforent
naimes, Autaya, Comport6 and D'Orrillier.

It is remarkable that, according te the records of
the grants iumediatoly on the banks of the River St,
Lawrence, the rectangular distance betwnoci the lino
which separates Autaya from Dautré, and that which
separates Chichot from Maskinongé, should bc two
leagues and a quarter, notwithstanding which the
grant to Mr. L'E tagc, in the rear, which is expressly
said to be bounded by the prolongation of those
linos, is called in the Records " Trois lieues, si telle
quantité se trouve." As the grant to Mr. L'Etage
comprohends whatever breadth thore shall be between
those linos, tlis renark would not have been noces-
sary, had it net lappcned that a boundary mark was
found in the field by Mr. MoCarthy, at the point A.,
on the bank of the River St. Lawrence, which
aniswors to none, of the grants. , If this bouidary at
A. should have been placed for the boundary bo-
tweon Dautré and Autaya, La Noraye or Dautré
would be short of their measure by more than a mile,
and the grants botwecn Dautre and Iaskinongé,
would bc upwards of a mile more than their measure.
So great an error in so short a distance is scarcely
imaginable, and it would thorofore scom more likely
that this boundary at A. miglit have been placed for
the boundary of some purehase or family partition.
Fer this reason the grants are laid down according te
the records, iwithout regarding the said boundary at
A., but, to show that the matter is not clear the linos
are dotted. It would be much botter that the back
boundary lino of the grant te Pierre L'Etage, should
consist of one straiglit lino, comprohcnding the de.
sired quantity of land, rather than be bounded by
zig-zag linos ; this observation holds equally in all
cases, unless thora should be sales or other subdivi-
sions that might render sucli zig-zag lines necessary.

It appears fron a Survey of Lako Maskinongé,
taken in 1793, by Mr. James Rankin, Deputy Sur-
voyor, at the instance of Mr. De Lanaudière, that ho
(Mr. Rankin,) found a lino at N. O. run and marked
in tho 'oods, which lie understood te be a part of a
lino that had been run for the back boundary of the
Seigniory of Berthier. If such line should actually
have been run for the back boundary of Berthier,
cithor the depth of Berthier must have been taken
nuch greater than the grants give, or else the depth
of Carufel, on which Mr. Rankin's survey commenced,
nust be much short of what the grant mentions.

The grant to Mi. De Carufel extonds " depuis
celle qui a été ci-devant concédée au Sieur le Gar-
deni, jusqu'au premier sault de la dite Rivière
Maskinongé, ce qui tient deux lieues ou environ de
front sur pareille profondeur," and tho depth is ac-
cordingly so laid down on this map, but the Sault
referred to in the grant, is not yet known in tho
Survoyor Goneral's Office, on which account the back
lino is dotted,

The two lagues given for the brcadtl of this grant
runs in upon the Fief St. Jean, which was granted to
tho Ursulines in the part G. F. V. C., but the grant
of the Ursulines being the oldest, must of course take
first.

The grant of augmentation to the Ursulinos, bo-
hind the depth of their former grant, runs in upon
Carufel in the space C. V. G. P., but home Mr. De
Carufel's grant lias the priority.

Again, the grant to Mr. Lanaudière, behind tho
dopth o f Carufol, runs in upon the above ineiitioned
grant of augmentation to the Ursulines, in, the spacc

G.:S. J. 'lero again the Ursulines grant has the
priority.

This grant te Mr. De Lanaudière, in the rear of (N.N.N.)

Carufel, lias the extent of depth "qui se trouvera
jusqu'au Lac appelé le lac Maskinongé, le dit Lac 26th Mgrh.

It secins
te have been supposod at that time, that the Lake
Maskinongé lay somowhore between the parallels S,
E. and II, M., and Mr. De Lanaudière conceives that
the words of bis grant are strong enough to givo him
that vacant land round the lako, although out of
those parallels. It would soem advisable, thorofore,
for the Surveyor Gencrals Office to avoid conpre-
hending those lands in any Return of Survey, until
the opinion of His Majesty's law officers shall have
been taken, respecting Mr. De Lanaudière's grant.

Mr. Rankin appears to have included the space
pg. si. in his survey of Mir. Lanaudière's tract, but
this is considered te be wrong , inless Mr. Do La-
naudière shall have obtained it by purchaso or agree-
ment, that space being conpreh ended in the prior
grant te the Ursulines.

In running the lino of G. L Mr. Rankin crossed a
lino at T. wiich liad been run by Mr. Gaudot, De-
puty Surveyor, for the south-oasterly lino of the
Township of Hiunterstown: but according te Mr.
Gaudet's acesant, this lino proceeded from the wcs-
tory corner of Dumontier. Froi theso circumstan-
ces, it follows either that the depth of Dumontier lias
been takon much groater than the grant montions, or
clsc that the depth of Carufel is much less than the
two longues mentioned in that grant; which of the
two may in reality bc the caso, can bo determind
only by an actual admoasuromont on the field, and
by se much as the dopth of Carufel shall fall short of
two loagues, by so much, tbe Lake Maskinong , as
also the lino N. O., which Mr. Rankin found be-
hind the Soigniory of Berthier, will lay te the south-
east of where they arc dotted on this map; this
should thereforo b corrected on a new map as soon
as the truth shall become ascertainced.

REMARK No. 2.-Grants betwoen the Seigniory
De Tonnancour at Point du Lac and Three Rivers,
and the country in the rear on the westerly sido of
the River St. Maurice. The records appertaining te
this part of the country woro found se defetive as
net te be capable of delineation without further in-
formation than could be gathiered from those records
considored by thomsolves. Those delineations were
thorefore taken froa a map of that noiglibour-
hood, belonging te Mr. Coflin of Throo Rivers, who
says that it is acopy of the map by which the pre-
sont proprictors regulate theimselves in regard to the
limits of their property. These limits in some in-
stances, differ from those of the grants that have beon
found on the records, but this may pcrhaps have
arison from the neighbours laving made purchases,
the o froin the othor, and annoxod those purchases
to their former possessions.

TuAT Your Committee have examined the pr.oceed-
ings had on the subject matter of the Petitioner's coin-
plaint before Committees of the House of Asserbly
of Upper Canada.

That they finil that those proceedings extend througl
tic Sessions of 1836, 1836-7, and 1839. That the
Committee of 1836, reported that Mr. Smalley, wliom
the Government had sent as a Coinmissioner to exa-
mine and report'on the condition of Mr. Cameron's
Sctlers, and whose Report ùvas in terns unfayorable to
that gentleman, bail in fact reporteil a greater number
of lots vacant than, according to Mr. Caneron's sclie-
dole, had been givon to him for settlement; and that
but for the then state of public alfairs they would have
reported au Addr'ess calling on the Lieutenant Gover-
nor to appoint a Commission for the Iurposesof justice.

Your Committe find that the Commitioc of 1836-7
repiorted an Address, recommending that the complaints
of the Petitioner and his friends shîould bo examined
by a Commission to bu appointed[ much in the manner
now desirel by the Petitioner; but no further proceed-
ings appour to bave been taken in the case that Ses-
sion.

That the Committee of 1839 reported tlir full con,-
curr.once in the Report of the Committee of 18364,
and upon their Report, an Address vas noved for, in-
trrluced, read a second timo, and committed to a Coin-
mittee of the whole louse, which Comnittee, how-
ever, rose without reporting.

'Fie Petitioner cormplains of serious loss, both to
iimself and his friends, by the course taken by the
Executive"Government of Upper Canada; but it ap-
pearsto Your Committee, iat before any Parliamentary
action can be satisfctorily had upon the subjeet, the
natter must Ie broiglt regularly.under the considera-

tion of the Provincial Government, in order to an exa-
mination into the case by them.

miles of rnads in about twenty months after tley got
itheir grani, to and tlrough the above Townships. We
furier state, through his main influence, andt very
great exertions, if Mr. Cameron hiad not been injured
by the Council, that the above Townships would be
worth by this time more than treble what they are at
present. The said Council commenced to ruin Mr.
Cameron since' the latter part of the year 1829. It
appears to us by their procedings and false statements,
and Orders in Council, they were fully determined to
injure him to the ereatest extent. We further know
that Cameron sutiered great losses througli the mis.
statemonts and decrees of the Council, as well as his
norcat suÙl'erings in body and mind through' the same
Council. We further beg leave to remark that we
cannot find, and believe it is not to be foïnd, on the
records of this Province, any person that lias given
such valuable service to Her Majesty's subjects, at dif-
forent times, through his own means and personal, eï-
ertions, as de above Mr. Cameron bas, dpne for, tie
las' twenty years,-the annals of the Province, with
other documents, will prove it in such apowerful'man.
ner that it cannot be repelled by the said Council, not-
withstanding the unjust acts they bave put in force
against him and followers for the last nine years.

TirT by the pressing cals of other Committees, and
by the late period of the Session, your Committee have
been prevented from entering into the consideration of

ic subject committed to thiem, withl the full attention
Vhich its importance demanded.

They have, bowever, obtained some important cvi-
dence from the Deputy PoMt-Master Geneoral, antd froin
Clhristopher Dtunkin, Esquire, Secretary tothelate Com-
mission of Enquiry into the Post-Oliico Departinent,
chiefly with refllronce te any change iii the rate of in-
ternal postage, and to some conirol being exercised
over this Department by flic Provincial Covernmnlt,
w-hich evidence is hereunto annexetd.

Your Cominitte naturally directed their attention to
the Report of the Post-Odice Commission, supposedi
to bave been made to the Exécutivo during the Govern-
ment of Lord Sydenham, as containing the result of
very extended enquiries, and convoying the opinions of
threo Officers, whose thoughts, ani labour bad been
during muny mnonths directed to that subject; and theiy
have becn dusirous of possessing themselves of a copy
of tbis Report. Iii this desire, however, they have not
been able to succeedt,-the only copy which they have
ascertainid te exist in thle Province, and that an un-
authonticated one, being in the possession of the Deputy
Post-Master Genural, who does not feel authorized to
give communication of it without instriuctions so tu do;
at the saine time that le expressed his entire willing-
ness to give it up when so instructed.

Your Conmittce naturally suppnsing that the origi-
nal Report must be in the possession of the Homo
Government, and deming it highly desirable that its
suggestions should be made available, they are respect-
fuilly of opinion, that it would bo expediient for the
Legislative Assembly te present an humble Address
to His Excellency the Governor Gencral, praying iat
he would be pleased to use his endeavour to procure
and communicate to your Honorable House a copy of
the said' Report.

Your Committee have further had under tlieir con-
sideration, the question of a uniform anti reduced rate
of Postage. They are of opinion that sucb an amendetd
systen would be of very great benefit te the public at
large, and might eventually be made te afford an in-
creasetd revenue, as well as greatly extendedi accom-
modation ; they are, lowever, disposed to qestion the
expediency, under the circumstances of the Post-0fflce
Revonue, the surplus of vhich is but trifling, amounting
only te about £8000 per annuin, of any other than a
graduai approach to a reduced systen of Postage,
which thougl found, to be eminently successful in Great
Britain, as there adopted in itsfulil extent, May possi-
bly have depended for its success in the first instance
upon the resource of a very large surplus Revenue;
and they, iherefore, besitate to recommend at this mo-
mént, any particular course, in a question involving
very great diuticuly, and requiring very detailed-en-
actments if carried oùt.

Connected further with this branch of their enquiry,
as wellas with other proposais for improvement in the

Department, your Committee have ontered into the
consideration of the question of some sort of "control
being conferrei ilpon the Provincial Government:over
the Provincial Pst-Offuce, but on accountcf ihe late
period of the Session, and its approaching termination,
they have not been able te form any coelusive opinion
upon this point'; but they respectfully recommend that
it should forn a subject for enquiry at an ensuing Ses-
sion of the LegisIature.

T/homas Allen Slayner, Esquire, Deputy Post-
Master General, called in; and examined:

1. Have you in your possession a copy of the Report
made by the late Commissioners of Enquiry, relative
to the Post-Ollice Department ; and if se, can you lay
it before the Committeo ?-l have no official or autithen-
ticated copy of theleport made by the Commissioners of
Enquiry.

2. Have you any objection to communicate to the
Committee the copy of the Report admitted to be in
your possession; andi if so, state your objection ?-1 do
not feel myself at liberty te communicatc to the Com-
rnittee the dcpy of the Report alluded to, without the
sanction of His Lordship"the Post-Master General, and
I respectfully trust, that having in view the peculiar
circumstances in which the Committee nust see I am
placed, they will not insist upon ily departing from the
view I have talen of my duty in this matter.

3. What are the grounds upon wiichyou do fnot feel
at liberty te communicate the Report in tjuestion, with-
out the sanction te ivhich you have referred ?-I think
that the communication of the Report in question
should be looked for af .the hands of Government, if
to be made at all ; and that it would consequently be
wrong in me to interpose any action of mine in such a
case.

pose ?-Thec Returns vhich l I ive furiinisied, by coi-
mand of the Comnittee, will show that, in the yeir
ended 5th Juiy last, there was a suirluîs Revenue of
only £8,748. 19s. 11d., including the Packet Postage.
It is evident, therefore, that upon so smaill a surplus, it
would bc imprac.icable, without soie provision to meet
the centinigency, to reduce the Postage rates matenally,
for tiat there would be a falling oil'at fiîst, trouîgh the
adoption of any considiable rediction of tlie rites,
there can exist no doubt. I amt iuch at a loss )vhat
to say as regards the latter part of tie quest ion, simce,

hav already observed, very ile in thi way cf'
reducing tie rates et all could be venturcd upon n the'
presient state of hie funds of ithe D1partment. I nay
observe, iowever, tiat there is ait prescnt no rate below
4ýd. currency, which covers a distance of 60 miles,
and (hat tbis operates to discourage correspondeice be-
tweern adjacent towns and settlecents, as ie highier
rates do between towns and places more videly sepa-
rated. The amount of correspondence plssing by tie
post between towns less than tlirty miles apart is very
trifling. I thîink a very low rate would he found ad-
vantageous for distuices not cxceeding thirty miles,
say 2dt. currency. As regards the main question of
reduction, I conceive tait a moderate uniform rate, for
distances over thirty miles, would produce excellent
results ; or perbiaps two rates, that is, one rate for dis.
tances over thirty and not exceeding two hundred miles,
and another rate for all distances excceding two liun'
dred miles.

7. Are you of opinion that a reuicîed rate of' inter-
nal Postage would lead eventually te an iorease cf
Revenue, at the same time flint it woul tend te the
convenience of' the public ?-i am of' opinion that a re-
duced rate of iniand Postage would, by encouraging
correspondlrece, eventually lead to an increase of Re-
venue, and that it would tend to the conveuience and
benefit of the public. The rates are generally coin.
plained of as being ton light, and tihis, no douîbt, pro-
vokes in a material degree the illicit coiveyance of
letters tirougliout the country, whIlich it is notoritOs is
carricd oi to a greal extent.

8. Does the present scale of allnwances to Post-
Masters in country Parishes and Townislhips forci suchb
a, remuneration as t) lead te the ciricient performance
of' tIh dItiy ?-The compliints nre gelneral of the Post-
Masters in contry Pu 'ishes and Townships, liat tleir
remunoration is nthlieienit, moro especially where no
ucmpensation n lieu of the franking privilego exists.

J cainnot say tlat the dlities have fnot been perforned,
but gr'at d lßiculty is experienced of laite in enfbrcing
fhe performance of ihein aI nany ofi the olices, tlr'ough
the d eatisfaction of tie Post-Masters witlh tieir allow-
lînces anti resignîations aire very frcquent.

9. [s any dîilicuîltv experienced by yoi in fmoding
prrsons cornpîte.nt and wil buig te iidertake the office
of PoSt-Master in the country Parislhes and Town-

ships ?-The nomination to PostI-Mastersiips being now
vested in the Governor General, it is no longer my
duty toi find porsons to ltake charge cf the Post-Offlces.

10. Are, you avre' that any country Parishes or
Townships huive lost benefits wvhich they bad previous-
ly enjoyed in Post-odice accommodation, in consequence
of'any recent changes ?-ln consequence of the with-
drawail of the franking privilege, I have been obliged
to close several offices, fron the inability of the Gover-
nor General to find slustitutes for tlie retiring Post-
Masters ; some few of them, after being closed for
ý some time, vere afterwar recomtissiined, indivi-
diuals having been folnd willing Io take charge ofthem;
otlers stiii romain closed. I can furnish a Return of
thise cases, if tho Committec require it.

11. Wlhat change in tiat respect would you recorn-
mend ?-I think the Po.t-Masters slould be better
paid.

12. Arcyou of opinion tiat any changes are required
in the Establiishmient or scale of allowances of the Post-
Oflice in the Province to increase its efliciencv, or to
lead to econovny and do you contemplate mak'ing any
recommiendation upon those points ?-1,beg te observe
(bat I have" in pari replied to this questor, in My
answer to question 8. Changes could no doubt be
made advantageously, andi arie, in fact, constant sub-
jects of Departmiental consideration ; but for the reason
alluded to in mny reply to question 5,1 do'not feel my-
self in a position te state ny owvn views, as tlic latter
part of this question secoes tu require me te do.

13. Can youi siato the amuint of Postage received
froin tie Military and Naval Author'ities witluin the
Province for the last itree or four years ?-I wili lay
before the Commuittee such a statemerti. as is bere re-
quired.

requires it, I will set about it. I had, hiowever, for
my own satisfaction, sone short lime since, ascertained
tlhe amourt of this Postage for le year ended the 5th
of July last, and I beg to lay (lie information before the
Comnitteo : the anounît, as nearly as it can bo ascer-
tained, for I do not vouci for its being minutely accu-
rate, is, for the year alluded te, £5127 currency.

The following answer to the 13th question was
subsequeritly rceived from Mr. Stayner :-With re-
ference te tlie infornationi enlled l'or in the question
numbered 13, thie Deputy Postmasitr General lias hie
lionor to lay before the Committez a Return of hie
Postage coilected friom the Military Departments for
hie four years cnding, respctively, the 5th October
1841, 1842, 1843, ani 1844.

100 miles of distance canses a rther icreae.e As
the distances, witbin thiîs Prqvince, range1 eyond 1300 28thîMri.
miles, there are thus 15,or more rates fer Canadian
letters only. Within*BritishNorth America, the maxi-
mumn distances range beyond sixteen and even seven-
teen lundred miles. Thie aimounts are also inconVW
nient in the last degree. Ilaving originally been en-
acted in sterling money, their conversion into currency
renders ne1cessary aconstant recourse to fractions of
the penny. The lowest rate is 4½d ;, the next 7d ;
thon 9&; thien l11d; then Is. 1d; and so on. The
useless difficultiesvbich such rates must cause, are too
obvious to need to be more than alluded to. rrThey are
also far too high. A letter may pass from any part of
Canada to any part of Great .Britain for 1s. 4d. cur-
rency, vbereas if only sent' to Halifax in Nova Sco-
tia, the same letter might cost 3s. 4d; so that the
sender ould in such case save money by mailing it for
England, and liaving it there, remailed ferHalif
No lutter n ioss through Lte Post Office for lte short-
est distance, for less tian 4-id., a rate se higli as entire-
ly te cut off correspondence betweeî nciglbouring of-
fices. By lta new Post Office Law of the United
States, a latter may pass to any distance for t cents,
or 6d. per currency, and for 'any distance not excecd-
ing 300 miles, for' half that smi. The reform here call-
ed for.in those respects is, in aiy opinion, the establish-
ment of a very few rates, not exceeding two or
thro, or at the utmost four, for amounts in currency,
easy of calculation, and for below those at prosent in
force, more especially as regards the longest and short-
est distances. I doubt whether a single rate would be
found to answer. An elaborato calculation made by
the Deputy Postmaster Generalfor the yoar 1839-40,
and laid before the Post Office Commission, showed
that the average cost incurred by the Departnent on
each single letter passing through the office (Halifax
Packet letters excluded) vas a litile over 5d. curren-
cy, I shouldthink it almost as likely'te bave increas-
ed since, from the adoption of more costly modes of
mail conveyance, as to have diminished from th]e great-
er number of the letters mailed. In Great Britain it
vas ascertained, before adopting the penny-rate, that

the actual cost on each single letter was bit a fraction
of the penny to be charged. A uniform, rate here,
-which should ba fixed upon the sane rule, would satis-
fyno one ; inasmuch as for short distances it would be
prohibitory of correspondence., There are obvious
reasons for thte adop1 tion of the new rule of tie United
States as the future rule for these Provinces ; andi I
consider that on lthe whole it would b decidedly the
bestrule to follow. It isnotexpected thtat it will thtere
at first yield a revenue equal to the wants of the De-
partment; and certainly it could not be expected te do
so here. But if this change be thought too great, the
principle on ,vhich it proceeds ouglt at least te be
adopted. For short distances, say under 50 miles, a
rate not te Sxceed 3d. currency, on a letter under the
half ounce, shoutld be establislhcd ; indeed it may well
ba doubted whether 2d. would not before long give as
much revenue as Sd; would. For distancei between
50 and 100 miles, the rato shonld not exceed 6d.
currency ; and would perhîaps hardly 'yield less re-
venue after a few yeats àt 4d. than at 6d. And for
distances beyond; it should not .exceed 9d. and migh t
perhas safely be madeI 6d. , Should these higher
rates of Md. 6d. and 9d. be adopted, a rate o 2
for shorter distances, Say :under 30 miles, shoul
form part of tle scheme. I wuld not be under.
stood te say that I think either of' these latter scales
woýuld at first yield a revenue equal te the wvants of the
Department., For sonie years there would probably
be' a deficift; and froi one hîardly more or less than
froint the other. But I donot deubt that the revenue
wItd soon recover itself;, and in the meantine, for
the saké of hie immense advantages to be derved rom
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the change, f cannot think there would be any difficulty
in providintg by Parliamntary vote for the deficit,-

ppoising avays, Of course, the administration of the
Department in other imatters, such as tlhe establishment
orfnw ,routes and ofdices, tfic choice of Post, Ollice
sites and of Postimasters, and the i reement.of its
rules genlerally, tIo b calIculated to mcet the reasonable
visles of' the publi.-1 should a(dI, that in expressidg
the above opinion as tI the probable resuIts of tiese
scales of rates, I take it for granted thai the postage
on olicial correspondenlce, Civil and Military, is to Con-
tinue to be pail as heretoflhre. Even vith ihc present
rates lhere would be a dleficit, I believe, vere eithier
tIe Civil or th Military Departnents ailowed to rake
lise of the Post Olhie withouti paying for it. In a new

1ountry iiku this, iL is impossible to sustain an adequiate
Post Ollico establishment by charges on prîvate coîrrs.
pond ence only. Tho public revenue must conîtributc
Lo tle sup'oit of the Department, at the very least in
the ratio of the service rendered Government in the
transmission of its correspondence.

6. Arc you of opinion that the change of rates whichî
you suggest, slould bc sought by Legislative enact-
ment ?-The Lords of Uie Treasury have by law ful
power to reduc, rates of postage, and it appears to me
itît it would he far better thit any experinent of re-

duction shouhl be made by tlcir Warrant than by ex-
press enactment to that effect. Indeed, I cannot think
t hat any Provincial Legislation wiatever could ie con-
veniently undertaîken iii reference to the Post Office
Departnent; since it is most important that its regu-
lations slould everywlere bear the same general cha-
racter, as regards rates of postage, the liberty to pay
on the sending or on the receipt of letters, the punctual
id convenient exciange of the mails for and fron

other Provinces and the Motier Country, and thie mode
of keeping and balancing their respective accounts.
If Provincial AcIs were allowed to regulate the Post
Office Departimenits of Ihe several Provinces of British
Amnerica, the conffusion of rates and rules would soon
beconie iitolerable; as it is not te lie supposed thiat se-
veral diflurent Legislatuîres wou Id agre to all the de-
tails of any onie plan. One scale of rates, one systein
for the interclange of the mails, and one rule for the
keeping of the Post Oilice accounts, should be estab-
lislcd ior the whole of' tliese Provinces. The Inpe-
rial authority alonîe can enforce Ibis uniforrnity ; but
cainnot do so, if lamiipere(l by' 'rovimcial Laws reguli-
ting Provincial Post Olfico establishments.

7. )o you carry this argument to the extent of con-
sidering the Post Office as an cxclusively Imperial Dc-
partmnent, an(l oie which therefore should net b placed
under Prov iicial control ?-1 mean only that the rates
of postage and the general reguiations of the Depart-
ment should cînanate, for the sake of unifornity, from
the Imperial authorily. In local miatters, such as" the
érection of new offices, the determining in wiat man-
ner, how often, by wlat routes, and at what price, tIe
mail should be carried within cadh Province, (except
mn so far as the reasonably rapid transmission of the
mails foi and from the motier country and othier Pro.
vinces may be in question,) tlie choice and remrunera-
tion of Postinastcrs, the disposal to be inade of any
surplus lost Office revenue fairly accruing within tIe
Province, or (wiiçh is the contingency to be atlher
looked forward to) the determining liov far Pot of-
lice accommodation shall lic suffired te outrun [hie
imeans of the Department and become a charge on the
revenue of the Province,--in all thiese and other like
inatters it seems tI nie tha Hio Post Office Departnent
in eci Provitice may and siould bu left to Ile control
of the Governnent of the Province ; a course, whiclh
would fully ensure that accommodation of the details,
of the systeim te the wishes and wants of the people of
eacli Proîvince, wlich is essential te its satisfactory
vorkiig.-At present, those local dietails (except on-

lv iin si for as the appointmnient of Postmasters is in
S-- - - ~--~-4- -'

question) are undurstodd to'e b inatter of regulation i n
Lonridon; Vhere no one cnr chave the kind of informa,
tion which is reqüisite in order to their being satisfac
torily.ordered. And tlie necessary consequence is,
tiat as they.arc-often not settled as people boro would
wisli, and are never settled as promptly as thie people
require, the Delpartment becomes unpopular, and legi"s-
lation is called for by many as'the only sufflicient reme-
dy ior wlmlt are considered its abuses, Weî·c the Pro-
vincial Govenment, however, understood to be respon-
sible for Uic conduct, as respects these details, Of the
Post Ollice Deipa'tment, it would soon have to place it
oi siichi a footing as public opinin night require.
There couldi in tlimt case be no doubt as to tue rcadiness
of the Provincial Parliamnent to make good any deficit
in the revenue of the Department which miglt have
heen causCd hy fle adoption of a lower scaleo f rates,
or Lf a more liberal syste o of Post Oflice accommoda-
tion, in conpliance vith [lie public wish.

8. Do you consider that any material advantagulias
resulted from tle recent change which has vested the
appointlnent of Postiasiters in the Provincial Govern.
ment ?-I do net tLhink this change lis been productive
of any advantage. Thi mere righît of naming Post-
masters cannot enable the" Provincial Government to
exercise that authority in the affiirs of the Department
whiclh it ouglit to possess. If' the sites of the sevural
Post Offices, the rate of the Postmaster's romnuneration
wlîeni appointed, andî the question of censuring or re-
Inoving Postmasters whose conduct may not give satis-
faction, are to bc rescrved as matters of decision for
[lic puthorities of the Piost Office in London, the same
authorities might as vell keop tc theiscves the na-
ming of the Postmasters also. Not one Postmaster in
ten receives suchi an amount of emnolunent as to make
the oflice desirable on that accounat. IL is generally
liard to finid Postmasters; and as long as the control of
the Provincial Goveriment shall remnain, as if is un-
derstood to be, limited to tlis one act, it iust often be
impossible.

9. Arc thie Postnasters, in your olpinion, sufticiently
remunerated ?-Every body, I believe, is perfectly sa-
tisfied that they are not. The great majority receive
a mere notling from tle per centage allowed them.
While they had the franking privilege, persons could
alvays be~found ho vce willing to serve for tle sake
of it. Butthle case is now quite direront. The individual
Postmasters wlio fornerly enjoyed this right, and va-
bLcd i at imore tlain one pouînd a-year, are allowed
a fixed compeiisatson for iLs loss, (which, lowever,
bears ne relation to hie amountof their duties or othier
remuneration,) but tlieir successors and al Postnasters
at new eoflices are required te serve for lie per centage
oily. The greatest diiiculty is consequently found in
obtaining Postiasters for the siall oices ; and many
have been closed in consequence.-It is a necessary in-
forence fro this statu of tuhings thîat Ille controi cf the
Departinent over its PostInsters must be very imper-
fet, and tlat it canot euforce from theni that punctua-
liCy and emficiency which the service requires, and
which under a butter system night easily be enforced.

10. What change in this respect would you suggest?
-I am not prepared te suggest the particulars of anew
rulc as to the remîuneration of Postnasters. There
are grave objections to tlie franking privilege : but it
riay in spite cf'them bu found" necessary to restore it.
3Before doing so, iowever, I w'ould try the effect of

raising the per contage, and promptly assigning a mnc-
dorate fdxed compensation to all Postmasters whose du-
tics are more than commonly arduous. :Few of them
have such compensaition iow ; but no Postmaster
should be requiredi to do niglt duty, or olier extra la-
bour, without some special recomnpense fer il. No de-
tails oi this sort, however, I must repeat, cai ever
be regulated satisfactorily froin London. If it is
mneant to have them properly arranged at al, lthey must
he left for decision in the Province.

Port Hope, one, at Cobourg, and one interrnediate be-
tween thëse townsý and the reasons which induced the
Board to recomnimenlthe adoption of the line of road
last aboye mehtioned.

The Committee are of opinion that the main object
to be kept in 'view in the choice of the line of roadýin
question, is the affording to the back country the benefi*é
of conmunicating with a itarbour on Lake Ontario by
the shortest route which can be opened at the least ex-
pense. The line teriinating at Port Hope appears t
possess these advantagAs, and the Committea are of
opinion that neither the outlay of public money on the
Cobourg Hlarbour, or the local frdà Lier interests, should
be allowred to outweigh these advantaes in the choice
of the line of coMmunication vith the ake

It is truc that in a country fully lopulate d, and 'with
large towns and ample narkets already existing, it may
be for thie interest even of the interior country to coin-
inunicate with"an.established ind superior inarket by
the flonger, rather than with an inferior oli by the
shorter route; but the Cominittie, looking upon te
country iti .the rcar as woll as on the frontier, in the

TUie above results of enbankment and excavation
difrer somewiat fromn the saine of the Canal cngineers,
which difference secrs to lave arisen cliiefly from their
adopting the distance upîon a curved ne istead of a
straiglit lino, although the latter was marlked out by
tihein, as I understood, for mnutuail calculation; tle other
I had not in my possession, and fbr reasons hiercafier ta

degree in diierent soils; and, respecting the degree of
consolidation whsicli vould lie due to the excavation
whlich has partly constructed this embankment, I amof
opîinion that 10 per cent. is an equitable allowance for
shrînkage on heav.y work, such as thiis is.

of this allowance; indecd, an examination bv shafts or
pits is both a difficult and expensive operation, which
to be complete would require thern to be on each side
of the embankment, besides in the middle.

Nevertheless, the effect of compression will always,
on a soft bottorn, becorne a very considerable item com-
posing a heavy embanknent; and when not provided
for in the first levels, a proper allowance becomes due,
as ascertainable under the circumstances of the case
when the work is completed. For this object I have
calculated the extent of surface within the bed of the
river covered by the em1bankment, which I find to be
about 19,511 square yards; upon wlhich extent, I am
of opinion, that four'inches depth for compression of
surface would be a very moderate allowance ; and
which depth, I am persuaded, would be found much
less than the actual compression, could Ibis be found
conveniently and vithout an extraordinary expense.
Upon the reiainder of bottom, covered by the embank-
ment without the bed of the river, containing 16,055
square yards, I would only reckon one inch in depth,
which is no more than allowance for decomposition of
the loose and fibrous sod or turf, and other vegetable
matter on the surface, below dhichthe levels vere not
Iikely ta have been taken. Thus, the whole allowance
for sinkage 'will only be about 2S inches in the whole
extent covered by embankm-ncsit.

We now come to take into consideration the effects
of tie river St. Lawrence, upon the part of this em-
bankment which has been exposed tu its action ; also
loss fromn the ice and rains, which have together caused
nany slips, both great and smrall throughout ; but more

especially when the embankiment is placed in deep wa-
ter, and the operations of tiiem, as causes of wastage,
are going on at this moment im no small degree ; and
evident to all, tley have made considerable inroads up-
on the embankinent treated of, and the total wastage of'
Nvhich cannot now be ascertained from any actual mea-
snrement ; but, when we take miot account the time,
since 1834, which this enbankrment ias been exposed]
to the above-nientioned diminishing causes of its bulk,
it would be contrary to all observation and experience
not to conclude that a considerable portion of the em-
bankment must be allowed for, under the iead of was.
tage, the amount of which I would adjudge, three thou-
sand cubic yards, and this quantity, if resolved to have
been lost from fle faces of the embanknant presenting
ta the river, and being only vithîn the water, vould
only amount ta lm cubic yards ta each square yard of
surface so exposed. A quantity, which, in ail proba-
bility, is much below flic actual quantity now dispersed
lîeyond aur estimation ; or, in other fori, fuis woulnl bu
about h inches dccp upon saie faces, an extent of 19,.
000 square yards surface.

The list defzalcation for which I think allowance up.
on the embankiment slhould be made, is for that arising
from a want of suificiert dimensions, by vhich the full
content of ti ernbankment would ble foùnd.

In this respect, I find the result from cailcultion as
above stated defective, inasmuch as the Sections have
not been made of suflicient number to aflhrd a full re-
suit, especially at that part, where embankment and
water are the deepest.; but also, ,hich are, wdnting
througiout all the, part within tho bed of the river. It
is ovident and well known, that all results from calcu-
lation of solid excavation are only approximation, but
such mnay be more or less approxiintste by arrangement
of, or by number of dimensions.
