Percy Alden (Liberal) asking the
Premier whether he was able to as-
sure the House that the Government
did not contemplate forced labor or
conscription under the Bill, was told
by the Prime Minister that no such
change was contemplated.

Walter Hume Long, the father of
the Bill, moving its second reading,
said the Government would resist to
the utmost any suggestion to recede
from its position or withdraw the bill.

The name literally means
“marksmen.”

It is no uncommon' thing to find

1 men serving in this magnificent body

of light infantry who represent the
third and even the fourth generation
of their family who have carried the
short rifle and worn the familiar dark
green “smasher” hat with its proud
cockade. The strength of this force
cannot be estimated exactly at the
present moment, but it is probably
about 100,000, including reserves and
partially trained men.

The chief pride of the Bersaglieri is
their marching powers. During the
war between Russia and Japan the
distances covered by the infantry of
the latter power were regarded as al-
most incredible, and it was asserted in
several quarters that no European
troops could vie with them in powers
of. endurance. The Italian light in-
fantry accepted the implied challenge,
and speedily showed that not only
&ould they cover the same amount of
ground with comparative ease, but
that they could go one better and yet
finish fresh.

They gave rather a curious explana-
tion of their powers—that when the
men are marching they are supplied
with a large amount of ordinary loaf
sugar, which sustains them  better
than anything else could do, and at
the same time does not need a halt
to be called for them to consume it.

During the manoeuvres of the
French army some four or five years
ago the commanding officer of one of
the foot regiments decided to carry
out a similar experience with his men,
and received the nececsdry permission
from his superiors. He had them par-
aded early one morning of sugar,
not a little to their surprise, and sent
them off on their way. The result
was extraordinary. Sxamination
showed that they had covered a
greater distance, with fewer mishaps,
than had previously been accomplish-
ed in the same time by any French
troops on the march. Therefore
sugar now forms a very important
par of the dietary of the French
army

This country never witnessed bus;-.

ness conduectéd under so many com-
plex conditions as at present. Not
even during the Civil War was the
situation so. confusing, for then the
conflict was at least within our own
borders and the consequences were
much more easily measured than in
the case of the highly complicated
convulsing

the entire civilized world. So num-

erous and so violent are the forces at L

work that no reliable judgment can

.be formed as to their ultimate effects;

and the wisest men are those who try
to walk day by day rather than taking
long strides into the future. Opinions
as to what will happen are of ques-
tionable value, where the forces at
work ares o vast, so unexpected, so
volcanic and so utterly ungovernable.
This ghastly war is moving slowly;
very slowly, towards a finish that
still seems quite remote. The fall of
Lemberg may prove a serious reverse
to the Allies; it may not. It certainly
affords another illustration of Ger-
many’s marvellous military efficiency;
but even such efficiency may finally
have to give way to time, exhaustion
and superior resources.

Home conditions are fairly satis-
factory. General trade is quiet, and
does not improve as rapidly as de-
gired. The most encouraging symp-
tom is the increasing activity in the
steel trade, resulting almost entirely,
as said above, from war contracts.
This infuses a somewhat feverish con-
dition in that industry, and specula-
tion is what is known as the “war
group” of securities has carried mar-
ket prices in many cases to unheard
of figures. Needness to say specula-
tion in these properties at present
prices is exceedingly hazardous.
