The Germans 
made counter attacks at several 
points. All these were repulsed 
with loss. The advance of the 
German infantry was started with 
bands playing. The brunt of the 
resistance has fallen on our in- 

'■ fantry, who, despite the fact that 
they were dreftched to the skin 
and that the trenches were deep 
with mud and water, and despite 
the incessant night alarms and 
continuous bombardment, have 
been ever ready.

“The Germans rely on concen­
trated and prolonged artillery fire 
to shatter our nerves, but the 
British soldier is a difficult person 
to impress or depress even by 
immense shells filled with hji{h - 

I explosives which detonate with 
I terrific force, and for’m craters 

large enough to serve as graves 
fo five horses. The German how­
itzer shells are eight and nine 
inches in calibre. On their impact 
they send up columns of greasy 
black smoke. On this account 
they are irreverently dubbed ‘coal 
boxes,’ ‘Black Marias’ and ‘Jack 
Johnsons.’ Men taking things in 
this spirit seem likely to upset 
calculations based on the loss of 
morale carefully framed by the 
German military philosophers.

“From statements of prisoners 
it appears that they have been 
greatly disappointed by the moral 
effect produced by their heavy 
guns, yi^tich, despite the actual 
losses inflicted, has not been at 
all commensurate with the cal 
sal expenditure of ammunit

LONDON, Sept. 25.—The of­
ficial press bureau issued further 
details of the operations in North •' 
east France last night. These de­
tails are a continuation of the 
statement given out Tuesday 
night. The statement says:

“The enemy in order to main­
tain himself along the whole front 
is using detachments of the ac­
tive army and the Landwehr. Our 
progress is slow, owing to the 
strength of the defensive position 
against which we are pressing, 
and the continuous battle may 
well last for several days more 
before a decision is reached, since 
it now approximates siege war­
fare. The Germans are using 
searchlights, which, coupled" with 
their great strength and heavy 
artillery, leads to the supposition 
that they are employing material 
which was collected for the siege 
of Paris.

“During Sept. 18 the artillery 
fire was intermittent on both 
sides during the daylight. At 
night the Germans made counter 
attacks on portions of our line, 
supporting their infantry advance 
as always, by a heavy bombard­
ment. The attacks were not deliv­
ered with great vigor, and ceased 
at a o’clock in the morning.

There are people still living i 
Portsmouth who can recall seeing 
little boy in a sailor suit, who, mo * 
than forty years ago, used to wand 
about the dockyard, looking at th 
ships there with eager curiosity an 
asking all sorts of questions con 
cerning them.

This little boy was none other th i 
the present German Emperor, who i 
those days was a frequent visitor t 
his grandmother, Queen Victoria, a 
Osborne. The then newly-creat-é 
German Empire had at that time 
practically no fleet, and the child, oh 
beyond his years, was frequently 
heard to lament this fact.

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“After some cases of village v 

fighting which occurred earlier in 
th« war, it was reported by some 
of our officers that the Germans 
had attempted to approach to 
close quarters by forcing prison­
ers to march in front of them. 
The Germans have recently re­
peated the same trick on a larger 
scale against the French, as is 
shown by the copy of an order 
printed below. It is thefein re­
ferred to as a ruse but if that 
term can be accepted it is a dis­
tinctly illegal ruse:

During a recent night attack 
(the order reads)- ‘the Germans 
drove a column of French prison- 

This ac­

tice vi «... v~. i. vvps (i) in order 
to put them on their guard 
against such a dastardly ruse; (2) 
in order that every soldier may 
know how the Germans treat 
their prisoners. . Our troops 
must not forget that if they allow 
themselves to be taken prison- 

the Germans will not fail to 
expose them to French bullets.’

“Further evidencefHpÉMHHI 
been collected of the misuse of 
the white flag and other signs of 
surrender. During an action on 
the seventeenth, owing to this 
one officer was shot. During re­
cent fighting also some German 
ambulance wagons advanced in 
order to collect the wounded. An 
order to cease fire was conse­
quently given to our guns, which 
were firing on this particular sec­
tion of .ground. The German 
battery commanders at once took 
advantage of the lull in the ac­
tion to climb up their observation 
ladders and on to a haystack tp 
locate our guns, which soon after­
wards came under a far more ac­
curate fire than any to which they 
had been subjected up to that 
time.

“The nature of the general situ­

PARIS, Sept. 25.—The follow­
ing official communication was 
given out in Paris this afternoon.

“First: On our left wing, there 
has been a general Action of great 
violence between those detach­
ments of our forces that «e op­
erating between the river Somme 
and the river Oise/and the army 
corps which the çnemy has group­
ed in the region around Tergmcr 
and St. Quentin.” ___

“Those armv corps have come, 
some from the center of the 
enemy’s line, and others from 
Lorraine and the Vosges. These 
last named corps were transport­
ed by rail- to Cambrai, by way of 
Liege and Valciennes. To the 
north of the river Aisne, as far as 
Berry-Au-Bac, there has been no 
change» of importance.

“Second: On the center we 
have made progress to the east of 
Rheims in the direction of Berry- 
Au-Bac and Mororvilliers.

“Further to the east, as far as 
the Argenne region, the situation 
shows no change. To the east of 
the Argonne the enemy has not 
been agle to move out of Varen- 
nes. On the right bank of the 
river Meuse the enemy succeeded 
in getting a footing on the heights 
of the Meuse, in the region of the 
promontory of Hatton Chajell, 
and. forced in the direction of St. 
Mihiel, he bombarded the forts 
of Paroches and of Camp Des Ro­
mains. To offset this, to, the 
south of Verdun we remain mas­
ters of the heights of the Meuse, 
and our troops, moving out of 
Toul, advanced until they reached ^ 
the region of Beaumont.

“Third : On our right wing, 
Lorraine and the Vcgos, we. have 
repulsed attacks of minor import 
ance on Nornery. To the east of 
Luneville the enemy has made 
some demonstrations along the 
lines of the river Vegous and the 
river Blette.”

In the happy position of having per­
sonality to bequeath was free to make 
a will verbally or by an unattested 
writing. This right, restricted by ths 
Statute of Frauds, was abolished in 
England by the Wills Act of -1837, 
subject, however, to the reservation 
that soldiers on actual military ser­
vice, and marines on sea, were still 
competent to dispose of their per­
sonality as they might have done be­
fore.

Hence all the soldiers and sailors 
now on duty have, so far as the dis­
position of their worldly goods is con­
cerned, a larger freedom than' that 
possessed by the King’s subjects who 
ar€ staying at home. As a rule, too, 
wills are valid only if the person mak­
ing them nave reached the age of 
twenty-one. There is judicial author­
ity for saying that even this restric­
tion does not apply to soldiers and 
sailors on active service.
